their idess, and have a greater appreci-
ation of art than they now have. If
our farmers will devote an hour each
evening during the coming winter, or
one evening each week, to planning
improvements for the following spring
and summer, and come to the determi
nation to carry out such improvements
we are sure the beauty of our valley
will.be enhanced, the intrinsic value of
the respective estates of those who
make such improvements will be ins
creased, a tendency to refinement will
be promoted in the community, and, in
addition, the daily contemplation of
the increased beauty of the country
will be a source of pleasure and grati-
fication to all who assist in improving
its appearance. We have frequently

advocated the formation of general im-
provement associations throughout the
County, and we hope that one or more
will be started among our numerous
villages before next spring. The asso-
ciations could be earried on at little or
no expense, and would be sure to
afford profit and amusement to the
members.

Sanitary.

One of the first and most important
duties that the citizens of any commu-
nity are called upon to attend to,is the
sanitary condition of the district in
which they reside. To guard carefully
the public health is of the utmost im-~
portance. The best talent, and the
highest scientific attainments are
employed in our great centers of popus
lation to devise means to ward off those
epedemics go fatal to human life. Ia
our own Province, not very long since,
an eminent physician devoted a large
share of his time for quite an extended
period in educating the public in the
wmeans to be observed to prevent the
spread of zymotic diseases. Despite
all these admonitions and the employ-
ment of the agencies referred to, the
utmost apathy appears to prevail
among our people on this all important
subject. Itis true a Board of Health
exists in our town, but apart from its
mare existance we know nothing of it.
¥oul drains, miserable cess pools, cor-
rupt and filthy wells of water, and
other disease breeding sources exist in
our very midst without apparently any
person taking notice of them. The
great wonder is that epedemic diseases
do not prevail to amuch greaterextent
than they do. If we conceive the pow-
ors and duties of the Board of Health
aright,one of the first matters to engage
their earnest and carefel consideration
ja the removal of those plague spots,
(80 to speak), to which reference has
been made. Until this is effected we
Ay reasonably expect & recurrence of
those periodic fever whioh contribute
0 largely to swell the list of disenses
1o which suffering humanity is liable,
It is high time our townsmen awoke to
the importance of this subject, and if
the Board of Health act in a lethargic
manner, such means should be adopt-
ed as will lead to a remodelling of the
Board and the introduction of such an
element in its constitution as will lead
to the desired reforms. If there be on
the Board men who will take no cog~
nizance of the existance of slaughter
bouses, cess pools and other sources of
disease in our very midst, let the exist-
§18 board be supplanted by a class of
men who will attend to this important
matter, and render such servicesas w
designed by the Government in the
creation of a Board of Health,

DeaR Sig, —

In your last issue 1 notice a letter
over the signature of J. H. Robbins,
and headed *“ More about the Potato
Bug.” The reason that I write to you
instead of publishing in our own paper,
is because our own paper would not be
seen probably but by a few of those
who have read the article already
referred to, therefore we ask you if you
will kindly give this publication in the
MoxN1iToR.

Mr. Robbins says first that “ a few
days ago 1 happened to see a copy of
the Western Chronicle, in which the
Editorattempted to deal heavy blows at
the Yankee tree agents for bringing the
potato bug into our valley.” Now, we
were not attempting {o deal heavy
blows against Yankee tree agents, but
were merely saying what we honestly
and firmly believed to be the truth,
and what was for the interest and good
of our farmers; and I should say the
same whether it was Yankee o1 Cana-
dian trees. Mr. Robbina will excuse
us for saying that his letter reads as if
it had been written by a Yankee tree
agent, and that he (Mr. Robbins) had
signed it without very carefully read-
ing it over. In the writer's desire to
shield Yankee tree agents, he says
entirely too much for one in Mr. Rob-
bin’s position, although it might do
very well for a tree agent to say. For
instance, when he says, ‘I have no
American trees or plants in which they
could come,"” might seem to mean that
altbough he had American fruit trees
or shrubs, or what not on his place, yet
it was his opinion, or the opinion of the
Yankee tree agents, concurring with
him, that they could not have come in
those.

Nzw York's Porato Crop.—The western
New York potato crop is reported a failure.
Last year the entire yield of the country
was about 115,000,000 bushels, of which
Yew York furnisied 25,000,000 bushcfn,!
or a little over one-fifth. The total yiild
of the country was fully 20,000,000 below |
tho average for ten years past, including
the bad potato year of 1879, when nearly
one and a half million dollars’ worth of
potatoes were imported. Last year, ends
ing Juno 30th, 1882, the imported potatoes
amounted in value to over four and & half
million dollars. The present crop in New
York is reported as 3,000,000 bushels less
than that of last year, and the remainder
of tbe country must produce consider-
ably moré than its average crop to prevent
another influx of potatoes to meet the high
prices which scarcity here will main-
tain. Not even a bountiful grain harvest
scems to have much effect upon the potato
market, such a staple of food has it become
among all classes.—New York paper.

‘= Acceording to a high authority, gnot-
ed in the despatches to-day, the estimates
of the harvests all over the world are de-
cidedly favorable, An enormous crop of
wheat hLas been raised in the United
States,  Bradstreet’s Journal gives the
total yield as 426,400,000 bushels. The
yield in tho New England states is placed
at 1,100,000 bushels, which is 100,000
bushels less than last year. The southern
states aro estimated at 48,000,000 bushels
against 40,000,000, and the middle states
at 39,400,000 bushels, against 34,500,000
bushéls last year, The West re-
ports first quality grain, except in portions
of Michigan and northern Ohio, where
rain injured the berry while in the shock.
The out-turn of bushels by states is given
as follows : Ohio, 40,500,000 ; Michigan,
20,000,000 ; Indiana, 4,600,000; Ken-
tucky; 16,000,000 ; Illinols, 51,500,000 ;
Wisconsin, 23,800,000 ; Minnesota, 41,
590,000 ; Dakota, 12,000,000 ; Nebraska,
18,000,000 ; Kansas, 33,000,000; Iowo,
32,000,000 ; Missouri, 30,000,000; Cali-
fornia, 49,000,000, Oregon and Washing-
ton Territory, 10,000,000 ; Southern statcs

of the roots—as potatoes, turnips, cars

with corn and rye meal make an excel-
lent and economical daily food for poul-
try. In this form fowls are fond of the
diet, and it works very kindly with
them. Most experienced breeders
think it necessary to dole out dry grain
only to their chickens, generally whole
corn, from year's end to year's end.
And where large numbers of fowls are
kept it is often considered too trouble-
some to supply cooked vegetables for
the fowl stock, the dry feed system
being handiest of course.
