The debt of the Province at tbe time 
when the Holmes government accepted 
office and when they resigned will be best 
understood from the following figures, 
which are from the financial reports.

Then she 
hurried home, put on her own clothing, 
and nobody Identified her as the fellow 
who had been her husband’s assistant.

Reduction during 3 years,
To this decrease there must be added 

the interest paid on the debt which for the 
three years would amount to over fifty 
thousand dollars. These figures will show 
that the Holmes Government not only 
met every one of their own obligations but 
also reduced the debts of their predecessors 
by a very large amount.

Port Said, Egypt, Aug. 23rd, 1882.
This morning at three the '‘Mo­

narch" swung round to shore. The 
men fell in silently and lunded.

They took the town in different di­
rections. The Governor is favorable to 
the Khedive and came on board, lie 
soon after returned on shore and was 
installed, while Arabi’s nominee was 
made a prisoner, and is now on board 
the “ Iris."

The military party next went to the 
barracks and brought a galling gun to 
bear on the gateway. The Egyptian 
soldiers came out in parties and laid 
down their arms. The officers were 
sent on board the 11 Iris;" the soldiers 
numbered in all 137.

The “Penelope" goes through the TELEGRAPH NOTES FOR THE WEEK 
Sues canal immediately. The “Thalia" 
and “ Tourmaline" have gone up the 
ounnl with galling guns in their tope.

All the arrangements for siezing the 
town were made and carried out by 
Captain Fairfax. The “Catalonia,"
“Nevada," and “Orient" have just 
entered and were loudly cheered.

This morning the fleet and troop 
ships hove in sight of Port Said.

A party of bluejickete, 150 strong, 
under commander Kane, left the 
“Northumberland" and proceeded for 
Ismailia. They were there joined by a 
equal number from the “ Carysfort," 
and effected a landing.

They made a reconnoisance. The 
enemy, who was there in some force, 
opened fire, and the result was that 
commander Kane and three sailors 
were wounded. The enemy's loss is 
unknown.

The “ Cygnet" and “Condor" had a 
busy time this morning in carrying des 
tachments to pioneer the way up the 
canal.

Meanwhile the
occupied Port Said without loss, and no 
accidents marred the success of the 
operations at this end of the cmal, 
except the stranding of the “ Catalo­
nia* a few miles up.

Nearly all the transports are now in­
side ^the canal, moving steadily, but 
cannot hope to reach Ismailia until 
sundown to-morrow.

The " Calabria," with the Household ^
Cavalry, moves into the canal at day­
break to-morrow. The scene on board 
this ship was very lively. The troopers 
were paraded for inspection of saddles.
All were ready packed with kit and 
provender for landing immediately. In 
fact all the forces are under the impres­
sion that a dashing stroke is about to 
be made, and are prepared to land, 
march and tight at a moment's notice.

The waste land and salt lakes on 
each side of the canal, give the country 
a wild, unhospitable appearance. The 
glaring white sand along the right bank 
for some way inland, shines like crystal 
and renders it painful to the eyes to 
look at. It resembles salt brine.

I learn from a private source that 
Arabi, informed of the recent arrival of 
the English reinforcements,feels una e 
to offer an effective reaistence to the 
troops already assembled. He thinks 
only of making a pretence at defence, 
and of then declaring his readiness to 
surrender to a delegate of the Porte.
The Sultan would then be led to inter­
pose his suzerainty between his rebel 
subjects and the foreign troops.

Ths Dublin Tragedy.—Westgate, alias 
O’Brinu, ono of the alleged murderers of 
Cavendish and Burke, is in jail at Span- 
ishtown. He adheres to his confession 
and several times threatened suicide. 
When asleep ho is troubled with fearful 
dreams and raves excitedly. He has re­
vealed the names of his alleged accom­
plices to the authorities, but they are kept 
secret. Tbc general belief is that he had 
something to do with the tragedy, 
one Is permitted to see him in prison.

Panama, Sept. 7.—At 3.24 o'clock this 
morning there occurred here one of the 
severest earthquakes ever known on tho 
idthmus. Many buildings wore damaged, 
but no lives were lost.

Chicago, Sept. 7.—At nine o'clock this 
morning the Marquis of Lome and Princess 
Louise and party left Chicago via Rock 
Island toad by special train tor San Fran- 
ciso and British Columbia.

London, Sept. 7.—The Daily News' Kas- 
assin despatch says : “ Egyptian less in 
tho outpost attair yesterday was heavy con­
sidering the brief duration ot the skitinish 
1 counted six bodies close together. This 
was by tar the most determined demon­
stration made by the enemy since tbo but­
tle of Kassassia, aud indicates the near 
approach cf a decisive conflict. All our 
cavalry with Geu. Lowers Wilkinson are 
now here.”

Loudon, Sept. 10.—The Telegraph's cor­
respondent at Kassass in views Saturday's 
repulse of Arabi Pas I a as a complete suc­
cess for the English, who never calculated 
upon his attacking them in such a man­
ner. The enemy did not retire until the 
English infantry advanced. Arabi left 
about two hundred dead and wounded on 
the field. The wounded state tho English 
are in the right. They were .attacked by 
five battalions, of infaurry, with five guns 
aud five hundred cavalry, under command 
of Mahmoud l’asha Sami, from Salibijeb. 
The enemy Lad altogether 15,000 men. 
Saturday night was passed quietly, the 

; enemy Laving disappeared behind their 
uutruuchmunts. At daybreak Souday 
morning tbc English began to throw up 
rifle pits around Kat-saesin, in order to 
prevent Arabi I'asba from approaching 
near enough to shell their camp. The 
picket charged the regiment of the enemy's 
cavalry, rode through them bnd killed ten 
men, losing one ot their own. The enemy 
threw many of their own wounded alive 
into the canal. The Foot Guards have 
arrived at the front canal. Stores are com­
ing up last. The English loss during the 
engagement are fifty wounded : none were 
killed.

Pensacola, Fla., Sept. 11.—The storm 
last night was the severest over experienc­
ed ne re. The -quarantine despatch boat 
Governor Blexbam capsized last evening, 
on route from the quarantine station, ami 
two men were drowned. The British 
barque Rhoda was also capsized by the 
gale, but the captain and crew clung to 
the boom of the vessel until rescued. Sev­
eral vessels are ashore near the quaran­
tine station and on Santa Rosa Island.

Yarmouth, Sept. 11.—The sad news was 
received here to-dny of the death of Capt. 
David Hilton, of the ship John Bunyan, on 
the voyage to Japan, bo having been lost 
overboard. The ship is in charge of the 
mate, having put into Anjier, Java.

Albxandria, Egypt, Aug. 24tb,'82.
A deserter from Arabi’s camp was 

caught yesterday. He was in plain 
clothes and says he threw his uniform 
away. Hie story is that he left camp 
becausa dissatisfied with the state of 
things t-here. He asserts that there 
were large numbers of wounded in the 
bombardment and the reconnoissance 
of the 5th. There was, be added, a 
scarcity of doctors in the enemy's 
camp, which is in a bad sanitary con­
dition. His description of tbe wound­
ed crawling about in the scorching sun, 
is a sad picture of misery. Many of 
the Egpptiaus are reported to be fight­
ing under compulsion, while it is said 
that some of the wounded were shot by 
their comrades in tbe excitement. The 
man also stated that provisions are 
plentiful in Arabi’s camp, and trains 
run regularly to Cairo.

Although he is suspected of being a 
spy, there is reason to believe that the 
statement ot this professing deserter is 
true.

A Mounted Infantry picket has dis­
covered some stores of looted property, 
brought from Alexandria to Ramleh. 
The culprit was at once arrested, and 
will be tried and punished.

The wounded Arab who tried to 
break through our lines is rapidly sink­
ing. He thanks the soldiers of tbe 
hospital for their kind sreatment of 
him.

The United States Wheat! Crop.

Current estimates of tho wheat crop now 
harvesting vary from 490,000,000 bushels 
to 570,000,000 and 600,000,000. Tbe first 
is tho estimate of those who reduce slight­
ly the estimate of the Agricultural De­
partment, the last is the estimate ot the 
New York Commercial Bulletin. In any 
crop this varation of one bushel in six 
would bo a serious matter. In the one 
product on which the trade balances turn 
and the financial out-look next fall pivots, 
doubt on this matter is vital. It is true 
that in one view of the case uncertainty is 
not to be wondered at. It is barely ten 
years since the surplus wheat of the Unit­
ed States began to fill tho granaries of 
Europe, barely twenty since our exports 
began to be serious, and a little over a cen­
tury ago our seaports imported grain In 
bad years. Before 1860 the United States 
did not export an average of over 5.500,000 
bushels a year ; in tho next ten years our- 
exports was quadrupled, rfnd in the next 
had risen twenty-fold. In 1871 the wheat 
product of the country was 230,000,000 
bushels aud the acreage 19,943,893. The 
acreage is now unquestionably twice this, 
and, if the larger figures are reached, the 
product has nearly trebled.

Of all the diseases which cow flesh is 
heir to, none is more to be dreaded in a 
breeding herd than tubercular con* 
sumption, while in a milking herd, if 
the recent assertions of the veterinar­
ians and physicians of ‘ the continent,’ 
perhaps of England also, prove well 
founded, the danger to be feared is not 
so much the spread of the malady 
among the cattle as its communication 
through the milk to children and deli- 
cat^ persons who partake of it. 
speedy death of young pigs to which 
the milk of ailing cows was fed has been 
reported in this country, and the cows 
proved to have consumption, while the 
pigs died of some luug trouble ; but 
were not examined. This is one of 
those diseases especially likely to affect 
the cow kept in badly ventilated stab­
les, and liable to render the milk utter­
ly unwholesome and repugnant if not 
deadly, and not only the milk but the 
fl-ish ; and yet, such cows are system­
atically milked as long as possible and 
then killed, and the meat if of fair ap­
pearance, sold openly.

Consumption in cattle may be com­
municated ‘ in ordinary generations’ 
like ‘ original sin’ by both sire and 
dam. It may also be communicated 
by the breath ; a consumptive cow giv­
ing it to those standing next to her in 
the stable.—American Dairyman.

H0¥ LOST, HOW RESTORED !Ink Stains.—To remove ink stains 
from linen one needs to know the che­
mical composition of the ink that 
makes them. Oxalic acid will remove 
some ink stains but makes little im 
pression on others. Sulphurous acid 
will sometimes remove what is left 
after trying oxalic acid. If any of our 
readers can give light on this subject 
we shall be glad to hear from them.

To Make a Bouquet.—Take a mass of 
white, put orange or scarlet on one 
side oi it and red on the other. Some 
very dark, almost black flower may 
also be brought near the while. Bey 
ond the scarlet have a little blue ; 
beyond the red have purple and yel 
low brought together ; beyond these 
again bring, in blue in some mass. 
Dark colored flowers or leaves of a 
brownish hue should impose beyond 
the blue, and for a background maid­
en hair fern or leaves of the same color 
should be used. Avoid too much for 
mality. If the bouquet is to be seen 
only on one side it should slope gently 
upward, with the white near the bot­
tom. If it is to be seen nil around the 
white should be in the centre with the 
above arrangement of colors in masses 
around the white, 
may be followed in making up a bou 
quel—one, harmony and contrast in 
color ; the other, force of light and 
shade. In both pure white to begin 
with is absolutely necessary and should 
be the largest mass of the whole. (Con** 
densed from directions by an English 
artist.)

Mussel Shells.—F. F. writes : ‘If 
M. S., will boil the mussel shells in 
oftsoip for fifteen or twenty minutes, 
the hard dark part can easily be rub­
bed off with a course cloth and wood 
ashes, without injuring the polish of 
the inside in the least.
*—Creosote is a colorless, syrup liquid 

obtained for commercial purposes, 
chiefly from the tar of beechwood. It 
has an odor resembling that of smoked 
meats, which doubtless owe their pre* 
servaiion to its presence in the smoke 
they absorb. It is employed in tooth­
ache, in obstinate vomiting, and as an 
outward application in cancer. In an 
overdose it is an irritant poison, for 
which no antidote is known. It i* 
often adulterated with carbolic acid.

— Kerosene lamps should never be 
allowed to burn with the wick turned 
down. When thus turned the air is 
filled with the unconsumed products 
of combustion and made poisonous. 
Blow the lamp entirely out or let it 
burn with full blaze. Tapers may be 
used when only a little light in the 
■room is required, or a wick floating in 
sperm oil will give light enough for the 
sick-room or nursery.

The harvesting of buckwheat is quite 
iiflerent from that of other grains. The 
gra n ‘shells’ or drops from the straw 
very readily, and therefore must be 
gathered with especial care. It is best 
to cut it with a cradle and leave it in a 
-warth until the next morning, when it 
hould be rolled and set on end while 
t is moist with dew. After standing 

for a few days it is ready to be thresh­
ed. The straw has no special value as 
fodder, but should be used as litter 
nd absorbent oi liquid manure, 

grain makes an excellent food for poul- 
ry, and when its flour is in the form 
if buckwheat cakes it is highly prized, 
.•specially in cold weather.—American 
Agriculturalist.
