—At last It seems that a relief for the 
caterpillar pest has been found. It is a 
peculiar trap. Among the orchards 
throughout Massachusetts, something like 
a Chinese lantern will be observed hanging 
from the trees. It is a glass jar printed in 
red and green in imitation of bloeeems and 
foliage. The top of this unique contri­
vance is of tin and the sides are pierced 
with circular holes like a modern mouse 
trap. The interior is filled with a destroy­
ing add. The theory is this : The insects 
are attracted to the trap by the colors of 
the exterior which must resemble the 
leaves and blossoms which they have madn 
their prey. They swarm through the 
holes at the top in great numbers and over­
powered by the fumes of the acid fall to 
the bottom of the jar. In some cases a 
two quart vessel has been filled with the 
insects in about two hours.

His grandfather, Asa 
Daniels, was a native of Massachusetts, in 
which province the family had been domi­
ciled since its migration to America from 
England early in the seventeenth century, 
and was a grantee of lauds in Annapolis 
township from the date of its creation, in 
1759-60. He was unmarried, I think, on 
his arrival in the province, his son Joseph 
having been born m 1763. This son mar­
ried Mary Langley in 1788 and the deceas­
ed was the ninth child of this marriage, 
and born in 1808. The education he re­
ceived in the schools of his boyhood w as 
scanty enough, but sufficient to enable him 
to keep accounts, a knowledge without 
which even a farmer would find himself 
placed in a difficult position. Being thus 
equipped educationally he brought to his 
aid steady habits, untiring industry, and 
frugality as his stock in trade in beginning 
life for himself. Having married a woman 
whose industry and frugality were equal 
to his own, no unnecessary waste was in­
curred either out of or indoors, and every 
means that forethought and prudence de­
manded were brought into requisition day 
by day in the prosecution of his arduous 
though healthy business, and the issue,' at 
the close of half a century of intelligent 
and continuous labor, was the accumulation 
of a comparatively large property, which 
under the provisions of his will goes to his 
relatives. It is said that his estate will 
somewhat exceed $20,000, which is a sum 
not usually amassed in the active life time 
of our farmers.

Mr. Daniels was a generous giver to his 
church in his life time, though he made no 
provision for any of its interests in his 
will ; he was upright in his dealings with 
his fellow- men, hospitable, aud ready to 
assist in relieving the wants of the poor 
when applied to for that purpose. He w’as 
a kind and appreciative husband and 
father, an obliging neighbor, and a good 
citizen. Such a man cannot but be missed 
from the community in which he w as domi­
ciled, and there is no doubt but very many 
outside and beyond his nearer relatives will 
feel regret that his familiar form has disap­
peared from their midst. In religion he

After the success, which was 
dimmed only by the lamented death of 
Wolfe, the colonial troops, which gave such 
substantial aid in securing the great con­
quest, were shipped to Halifax, and among 
them many were found willing to settle in 
this province, and among these was the 
grandfather of the deceased, who obtained 
a grant of lot number 76, in the township 
of Granville, where he domiciled and 
brought up his family, and finally 
1813.

Quincy, Maas., September 4.—Judge

Felch, section master, 
was guilty of criminal negligence in allow­
ing the jack to be placed on the track at 
that time ; and guilty of grosser negligence 
for not ordering its removal before the 
time the train was due at that point. He 

ael Hartley placed the jack on 
the track by Welch’s directions, and under 
his personal supervision did all he could 
be reasonably expected to remove it.

The Iron Steamship
The net debt of Canada decreased $1,- 

500,000 during last month. Completed re­
turns for t he fiscal year ended J une 30th, 
show a surplus of $4,000,000, being more 
than $1,000,000 better than estimated ret 
turns. The first two months of the preseu- 
fiscal year show a surplus of $2,225,000.

The Moncton Transcript says that the 
highest tides know for a great many years 
occurred at Buie Vorte and Tidniah last 
week, flooding considerable of the ship rail­
way works at the latter place. Saturday’s 
high tide washed away in different places a 
total of about fifty feet of the wharf track 
at Sackville.

Remarkably Close Sailing.—The ship 
Vanloo, Capt. Goudey, owned by George 
H. Lovitt, Esq., and the ship Nettie. 
Murphy, Capt. Cos man, owned by Capt. 
John Murphy, sailed from Montevideo at 
9 a. m. July 19th, and both anchored at 
North Sydney, Ç. B., at 4 p. m. on the 2nd 
September.

Advices from Quebec state that another 
advance has taken place in thc price of 
leather. This with the previous advance 
will make leather 20 ptr cent, dearer than 
it was a short time ago. There has also 
l>eeu a rise of ten per cent, in bools and 
shoes and of five per cent, in rubWrs. A 
still further advance iu boots and shoes R 
probable.

Says a New York despatch to the Chron­
icle : The British steamship Bermuda, from 
Windward Islands, which arrived here yes­
terday, brought Captain Peters and crew of 
the British schooner Lion, wrecked by a 
cyclone August 28, while on a voyage from 
Lunenburg, N. S., for Jamacia. The men 
kept the wreck afloat by pumping until res­
cued by the Bermuda September 3rd.

The North Sydney Herald says : Up to 
the 31st of August this year the number of 
arrivals amounted to 1,064 vessels, register­
ing 418,175 tons against 744 vessels register­
ing 314,617 tons, for the corresponding 
period of last year--an increase of 302 
vessels, and a tonnage increase of 107,859 
tons. Thousands of tons of coal leave our 
harbor every day, the shipments being 
tailed only by the capacity of the mines for 
supplying the demand.

8. Any person who will hereafter hunt, 
or chase, or kill, or pursue with intent to 
kill, any moose or caribou with dogs, shall 
be liable to a fine of twenty-five dollars, in 
addition to any penalties to which he may 
be otherwise liable under this Chapter.

13. No person shall take or kill, or at­
tempt to take or kill, any grouse or par­
tridge between the first day of January and 
the 15th day of September in any year, or 
shall sell,“buy, or have iu his }K>8session 
any grouse or partridge so taken between 
such last mentioned days, both inclusive ; 
and no person shall take or kill, or attempt 
to take or kill, or have in his possession, 
any woodcock, snipe or teal, between the 
first day of March and the twentieth day 
of August in any year. It shall not be 
lawful to take or kill, or have in posses­
sion, any blue-winged duck during the

ipril, May, June, and July in 
any year. The possession of any such bird 
during the close season prescribed in this 
section iu respect to such bird shall be pre­
sumptive evidence of such bird having been 
illegally killed or taken. No person shall 
kill any woodcock before sunrise or after 
sunset. Section 13 of chapter 76 is h. reby 
amended by striking out the words of 
“ April ” and “ «and ” in the tenth line 
thereof and inserting the words “and 
August ” in the eleventh line thereof after 
the word July. This amendment shall 
apply to the County 6f Cumberland only.

14. The killing, taking or having as 
aforesaid each partridge, grouse, woodcock, 
snipe, blue-winged duck, or teal, shall be 
deemed to constitute a separate offence ; 
and any person violating the next pre­
ceding section shall be liable to a penalty 
of not less thau five or more than ten dol­
lars for each offence, and an additional 
penalty of one dollar for each bird so taken 
or”killed after, iu addition to the first bird.

RUSSIAN 11RUTAIJTIES. iffSan Francisco, .Sept. 5.—Capt. Thomas 
of the iMirkcntinc Catherine Sudden which 
arrived at Port Townsend from Siberia 
writes of a brutal scene lie witnessed on 
Saghalien Island, a famous Russian exile 
prison. A large party of exiles heavilv 
manacled were on iluir way to the island, 
being driven like cattle, the drivers carry­
ing heavy whips.

Wives yaw thpir husbands killed before 
them, and mothers saw their daughters 
outraged and insulted. The prison cells 
were filthy and the treatment was the 
most barbarous.

Parkersburg, W. Va., Sept. 7.—Reports 

of a cyclone reached here late last night 
from Boan and Jackson counties. The 
storm passed near Lee Roy and Meadville, 
Jackson county, and struck the earth 
the farm of W. H. Davis near Lfee Roy, 
and swept away everything in its path. 
Cattle were carried several hundred yards 
and crushed to death. On Adams’ place, 
barns, cattle, hay and outbuildings were 
crushed and carried away. At George 

. Bogg’s farm, sheep liame, with a large 
flock of sheep, and a granary were carried 
away. Not a living thing was left in the 
path of the storm. Nine persons in the 
dwelling of Farmer Nebanet were terribly 
injured, four reported fatally.

HORRIBLE CALAMITY.
Spokane Falls, Wash., Sept. 7. —Time 

heightens the horrors wrought by the pre­
mature explosion of a blast iu the Northern 
Pacific freight yards here last night. At 
11 p.m. the men engaged in the task of 
taking out the mangled victims were forced 
to desist because among the rdeks being 
cleared away were five other blasts which 
might be exploded in the task of removing 
the debris that buried the victims. Up to 
that hour eighteen bodies were taken out. 
Of these sixteen were identified. As yet 
27 men are unaccounted for, and all are 
possibly buried beneath the mighty mass of 
rock. About 200 pounds of giant powder 
were in the blast. The accident 
caused by someone’s carelessness. The 
blast had been prepared by the foreman. 
The second men were making ready to go 
home. Either the rock was too hot from 
the action of the drills or the tamping ex­
ploded the second blast and that exploded 
the first.

Salt and Vinegar for Dog Bites.— 
I have l>een bitten by dogs repeatedly, 
once severely. A pet dog of a neighbor’s 
was very sick, and I was attempting to re­
lieve it. It bit me in the left thumb, just 
below the nail. That member became 
black as far down as the wrist It re­
mained so until the nail came off. The 
owner talked of hydrophobia and said that 
the dog had not tasted water for two 
weeks. Had I been afraid I should no 
doubt have taken nervous fits and died. 
The verdict would have been hydrophobia. 
But I simply applied a solution of salt and 
vinegar—a little more vinegar than salt- : 
washed the wound with it, tied a clean 
rag around the thumb, keeping it saturated 
well with the solution, and moved the rag 
so that a fresh part covered the wound at 
intervals. This remedy was once applied 
to my wrist by a colored woman in the 
south for a snake bite. My arm was then 
black, hard and painful. The remedy 
acted like a charm. In two hours the dis­
coloration had disappeared, and with it 
the pain, and only the needle mark where 
the fang hEid entered was visible.—Cor. 
New York Tribune.

Resistance of Wood Posts to Fire.— 
The endurance of wooden posts when sub­
jected to the action of fire Heis been strik­
ingly shown in a fire in England, which 
occurred in a large warehouse, and raged 
with great fury for five hours. The post 
was found eventually but little injured by 
the fire. It was taken out, and as a fur­
ther test was placed in the midst of a heap 
of shavings, light and heavy wood, satur­
ated with petroleum. This was ignited, 
an.d burned for two hours and a half, at 
the end of which the post was withdrawn 
and split longitudinally with steel wedges 
in order to ascertain its condition. The 

. post was pitch pine—and about the most 
inflammable wood known—and yet, after 
an exposure of seven hours to intense heat, 
it contained within a quantity of perfectly 
uninjured and apparently fresh wood, pro­
bably capable of supporting the whole 
weight which the original post was de­
signed to carry.—New York Tdegram.

Uses for Coffee. —It is asserted by 
men of high professional ability that when 
the system needs a stimulant nothing 
equals a cup of fresh coffee. Those who 
desire to rescue the dipsomaniac from his 
cups will find no better substitute for 
spirits than strong, newly-made coffee 
without milk or sugar. Two ounces of 
coffee, or one-eighth ot a pound, to one pint 
of boiling water makes a first-class bever­
age, but the water must be boiling, not 
merely hot. It is asserted that malaria 
and epidemics fcre avoided by those who 
driûk a cup of hot coffee before venturing 
into the morning air. Burned on hoi 
coals coffee is a disinfectant for a sick 
room, and by some of the best physicians 
it is considered a specific iu typhoid fever.

The Cruelty of the Check Rein.

The tight check rein is one of the great­
est cruelties habitually and thoughtlessly 
practiced on the horse. It hinders the full 
use of the muscles called iuto play when 
the animal has a load to draw. It impairs 
the circulation, causing heat and suffering 
in the eyes and brain. It holds back the 
horse’s head so that the full force of the 
sun’s glare falls into his eyes, and he finds 
himself prevented from dropping his head 
and thus shielding them from this suffer­
ing. And lastly, besides destroying grace 
and ease of motion, the poor animal suffers 
increasingly with nervousness and restless­
ness, which find vent in involuntary move­
ments which not infrequently call forth 
punishment from the ignorant driver. Yet 
the excuse of the check rein is to give 
“ stylishness ” to the horse. The check 
rein is cruel just in proportion as it is tight 
enough to prevent his head from falling 
into its natural position. If any one 
doubts this statement let him fora moment 
loosen that relentless strap, and he can 
have no inore convincing argument against 
its use than that afforded by the impatient 
manner in which the horse instantly 
stretches his neck whan released from its 
unendurable constraint.,—New York Times.

None.—No article 
raised on the farm makes so little demand 
on the soil as good butter. The better the 
butter the greater its value. The demand 
for butter, cheese and milk is increasing. 
In all English speaking" countries at least 
41bs of milk per capita is required to supply 
the daily demand for milk, cream butter 
and cheese. As we can raise from 12 to 15 
tiroes as much milk from the same quantity 
of food per day from the cow as we can of 
beef from the beef animal 2.J years old, we 
are obliged to close up the latter operation 
at 30 months to make any profit. We need 
not ask ourselves which animal will have 
the most influence on the agriculture of the 
future.

Milk costs much less to produce than any 
kind of meat. It is rare that SOOlbs of 
meat can be made from a single acre, yet 
good dairy practice has made it possible to 
raise 12 to 15 times as much milk. Re­
duced to dry, solid matter, we can raise 
seven or eight times as much milk solids as 
we can dry meat solids.—A. W. Cheever.

Askyour Groeer forthem
Planting Cucumbers in Riikjes. —Not
