The visit of Viscount Milner to
" Canada recalls the anxious days of
_the Boer war, for it was with the
. British occupation of South Africa
.that this Imperial statesman has had
‘most to do. Though he served his
country faithfully in Egypt, he will
be remembered chiefly as -the Vice-
Regent who had to do with the Bo-
ers before, during, and affer the war
which cost so much blood and treas-
ure a few years ago. Diflerences of
opinion there may be as to the wis-
dom of Lord Milner’'s aggressive pol-
icy. There can be no division, how-
ever, on the claim that he is one of
the great statesmen of the day, and
that he handled a difficult situation
with strength and consummate skill.

Lord Milner is the son
Charles Milner, and was born on
March 23, 1854. Bducated in Germany
and afterwards at King's College,
London, he proceeded to Oxford,
where he had a distinguished career.
He graduated at Balliol, taking a
*first’’ in classical honors, and sub-
sequently became an homnorary fellow
of ‘““New.” In 1881 he was called to
the Bar (Inner Temple), but, like
many other mwen who qualify for
*stufl,”” he was destined to achieve
distinction first with his pen. In th
early eighties he was associated with
Mr. T. W. Stead, in the editorial
control . of The Pall Mall Gazette.
When the general election of 1885
took rlace Lord Milner left the edi~
torial sanctum for the hustings, anh
contested the Harrow Division JI
Middlesex in the Liberal interest.
But he was not sent to St. Stephen’s
—the country had greater work for
the brdding statesman to do than
he could have performed in the Ho
of Commons. The formation of t
Unionist alliance a year or two later
afforded an opportunity to introduce
him to public service in the capacity
of Frivate Secretary to Viscount
(thén Mr. Goschen), who was in the
Cabinet ss Chancellor of the Ex-
chequer. . This position e cccupied
for two years, and the manner in
which he acquitted himself may be
judged ty the fact that he was then
selected as Under-Secretary  for
Finance .in Egypt. He was thus
brought into contact with Lord
Cromer, and it cannot be doubted
that in the land of the Pharaohs he
learned many lessons at the hand of
that great administrator which he
has since turned to account when far
mere vital problems engaged his at-
tention. - Three years were. passed in
Ezypt, and Lerd Milner was then
brought home to serve as Chairman
of the Board of Inland Revenue, g
pcst that he held for five years. It
was during this period that he pub-
lished his work, ‘‘England in Egypt’’
which attracted mo little approving
notice’ by reason of its breadth of
view and the mastery of administra-
tive detail to which it bore witness.
In 1897 he was chcsen to succeed
Lord Rosmead (Sir Recules Robin-
son) as Governor of the Cape Colony
and High Commissioner of South
Africa, and about the same time re-
ceived the Grand Cross of St.
Michael ard St. George—the second
honor awarded him, as he had jn 1895
been created a Knight Commander of
the Bath. He was raised to the Peer-
age in the spring of 1901.

Rarely has a young servant of the
State been confronted with so grave
a situation as that which Lord Mil-
ner found awaiting him on his ar-
rival in Cape Town. The Jameson
raid had not only ‘‘upset Mr.
Rhodes’ aprle cart,” to recall a
homely phrase—it had ‘awakened the
bitter suspicions of the Transvaal
Dutch with regard to British designs
‘on their independence. The internal
‘condition of the Republic was in a
state of utter chaos. The grievances
of the Outlanders cried out to the
wl‘mle civilized world for redress, and
from the Justiciary right down to
the rolice wholesome reforms were
urgently demanded. The right of
British subjects to civil equality had
to be established, and this had to be

nent which had previously found ex-
pression im the German ' Emperor's
famous. telegram. It was Lord Milner
who first realized the gravity of the
crisis which he’' rightly judged to be
inevitable. We see plainly enough now
that no resources of statesmanship
or diplomacy could have averted the
catasrophe of war.

Eis career after the war has con-
sisted mainly of that unremitting la-
bor, accomplished, we may be sure,
by ceaseless ansisty, which makee
little outward show. There was one
brief spell of rest—or we should per-
haps say change of occupation—in the
spring of 1901, when he paid a brief
visit to England. The manner of his
reception left no doubt ‘as to the.
place he had won in the estimation
of his fellow-countrymen. He was met
on his arrival in London by the late
Lord Salisbury, Mr. Chamberlain and
a number of other Catinet Ministers,
Lord Roterts and many other dis-
tinguishéd personabes. He was at
once driven to Marlborough House,
where he was received in audience by
the King and was raised to the Peer-
age, with the title of Lord”Milner of |
Cape Town. He was publicly enter- |
tained at lunch by the ex-Colonial|
Secretary, and was invited to the|
Guildhall, where he was admitted to
the freedom of the City. His appear-
ances aroused the greatest public en-
thusiasm, and stupid ,invention
that his home-coming was in the na-
ture of a recall died a violent death.

Thus assured in the.possession of |
the confidence cf his King, the Gov-
ernment and of the country, he re-
turned to the Cape to resume the
work inspired by the spirit which a
little while later he infused into the
people of Johannesbhurg, who were
then fast returning 'to the arts of
peace. “‘Pitch your ideal sufficiently
high from the outset; go for a big
thing.”’ This soter idealism, coupled
with the atility to apply it. to the
day’s work in practical fashion; fear-
lessness tempered with tactfulness:
paktience linked with a wisdom that
world tolerate mno nonsense—these
were among the chief qualities of the
man who found in South Africa the
cradle of a great reputation, and
not, as s0o many who had gone before
him, its grave, and Lord Milner’'s
elevation to the rank of Viscount in
1902 was regarded by all c¢lasses as a
distinetion which had been well won.

Lord Milner remzined in South
Africa as Governcr of the Transvaal
and Orange River Colony from 1901
to 1905, and as High Commissioner
for South Africa from 1897 to 1905.

Thomas A. Edison, who with Mrs.
BEdison and daughter, is touring the
Pacific northwest, made the foregoing
statement in the course of an inter-
view, adding:

‘“The airship of the future will be
lifted by a mechanism something like
a spiral. It will have the ability to
rise without first giving it momen-
tum and will imitate closely the
flight of a bird. '

‘‘With the helical lifting appliance,
imrroved propellors and device for
maintaining its equilibrium in the
air, the future airship will fily into
the teeth of the wind and it will rise
to heights where favorable currents
msy ke fournd or skim the surface of
the earth. :

‘I bave little faith in the aero-
Plene cr the dirigible balloon as a
means of aerial navigation. The aero-
plgne of the Wright brothers ‘depends
too much on the personal equation.
Place some other man in that aero-
rlane and it will not work. Flight
depends upon the skillful handling of
the machine by the inventor.

‘It is also unlikely that the efforts
of inventors who have pinned their
faith to the dirigicle balloon will
meet with success. When you have
something which is lighter than air,
it must be apparent even to the lay-
man that it is a toy of the winds. It
is wafted about like a thistle-down
when a strong wind is blowing. The
aeroplane and the dirigible balloon
will be improved, no ‘doubt, but I
Icok to see the appliahce of a princi-
ple different from either - in the suc-
cessful airship.

‘*It is likely I chall give some at-
tention in the future to the naviga-
tion of the air. I have done so in the
past, but I had not time to make [
serious effort. I am firmly convincad
that the time is near at hand when
it will be pcssible to sail through
the air as easily and as safely as we
now go bty land or by water.”’

Mr. Edison 'declared, also, that the
aveailable water power in the state of
horse power, of which only a small
Washington, estimated at 3,000,000
percentage is used, and that in ad-
joining states and British Columbia,
will te fully utilized within twenty
years by the transcontinental rail-
roads in moving their passenger and
freight trains from the Rocky Moun-

tains to the Pacific Coast and Puget
sound, ‘‘and,”” he added, ‘‘when thei
water-falls are harnessed the trains |
will be operated faster and much |
cheaper than at present. }
“I may say, too, that within a few |
years the electricaily propelled motor |
car will ke the automobile most in
vse.

In 1878, 'Mr. Sanctcn’s
share in the business was btought out
by the junior parther who assumed
full ownership and management. Un-
til the day cof his death, however,
Mr. Sancton retained a strong per-
scnal interest in the paper, and the
present editor acknowledges a 'debt of
gratitude for many kindly expres-
sions cf encouragement and sympa-
thy.

In the early eighties when the pre-
sent water system was introduced in-
to the town, Mr. Sancton was one of
the originators of the movement and

when the system became a town ser-
vice. Although well past his three
score years and ten, his interest in
anything pertaining to town“advance-
ment never failed him, and only a
few weeks ago he was the leader in
a movement to make a watering-cart
a part of the town equipment. The
petiticn then presented by him to the
town council, though he did not live
to see his wish fulfilled, resulted in
the council taking action toward the
introduction of such a service an-
other season. i

Mr. Sancton was a native of St.
John, a son ¢f Thomas Sancton.
who was for forty years connected
with the Bank of New Brunswick. Of
his family, cne sister, Mrs. Ham-
mond,. of New Haven, Conn., sur-
vives, and several half-brothers and
sisters, two of whom, Robert and
Miss Jane Sancton are living in St.
John, and Miss Annie and Harry in
Bridgetown. For his first wife, Mr.
Sanctcn married a Miss Fleet, by
whom he had a large family. The
two eldest, Will and Augusta, died in
early - manhood and womanhood.
TI:c:se who survive are Mrs. Ham-

mond, of Bangor, Maine, Mrs. French
of Everett, Mass., Mrs. Bannister
and Mrs. Holbrook, of Sharor
Mass., and Herbert, of Oldtown,
Maine. He is survived also by the
wife of his second marriage, formerly
Mrs. BEdward Walsh, of Granville,
and by his step-daughter, Miss Hat-
tie Walsh, who have the heartfelt
sympathy of the community in theig
irreparable loss. i

The funeral took place on Saturday
at 220 p. m.; from his own resi-
dence, all the members of his family
except one being present. The service
was conducted by the Rev. G. F.
Johnson, pastor of the Methodist
Church, of which the deceased was a
ccnsistent member and supporter, as-
sisted by Rev. A. S. Lewis and Rev.
Dr. Jost. The floral tributes were
lavish and beautiful and the house
was filled with sympathizing friends.

CAPTAIN PETER NICHOLSON.

At his home, Bridgetown, after a
lingering illness of paralysis, extend-
ing over several months, our venmera-
ble and esteemed citizen, Captain
Peter Nicholson, passed to his rest
at the advanced age of eighty-five
years.

Captain Nicholson was horn
Dumfries, Scotland, in 1823. At the
age of nine years he came to Nova
Scotia with his family and settled at
Aylesford. While a youth he entered
the sea-faring life and was master of
various sailing vessels trading at
foreign ports. Leaving the sea about
the year 1862, he married Miss
Cortitt, of Bridgetown, and
became g citizen of this town,
opening g grocery store on Water
Street. Here he spent an active busi-
ness life and identified himself with
the interests of the town. His name
soon became synonymous with integ-
rity and honor, and a generous and
warm-hearted npature .attracted a
large circle of personal friends. With
declining years the infirmities of age
laid him aside from active life, but
on his occasional outings through the'
town he was always sure of hearty
greetings from the old friends and
acguaintances he chanced to meet. He
was one of whom we might say that
‘“the world is better because he
lived.””

Captain Nicholson is survived by
his wife and one daughter, Mrs. A.
Stewart, of Boston, who have the
sympathy of a large circle of friends
in their loss.

The funmeral on Sunday afternoocn
was conducted with Masonic honors,
Rev. A. J. MacDonald, assisted by
Rev. A. S. Lewis, officiating at the
services at the house. A very large
concourse assembled at: the grave in
the Bridgetown cemetery and listened
with reverence to the impresstve
Masonic service.

Girand Trunk Pacific Traigs
Now Running in the West

Winnipeg, Sept. 22.—The first Grand
Trunk Pacific train left Winnipsg for
the west this morning, sharp on time
at 8.30 o’clock, thus officially inaug-
urating a new railroad service. and
almost a new era in the wit. Tacre
was a large number of railway offi-
cials and other citizens at the C. N.
R. derot to see it off, and it made
a fine appearance as the conductor in
charge, Frank Niddery, gave Engin-
eer Culbertson ‘‘highball.”” At the
same moment the depot master broke
a bottle of wine on the engine when
the wheels began to turn. No formal-
ity was omitted which, from ancient
usage, would belp toward the success-
ful inauguration of the service. At
the same hour trains left the various
divisional points of the system, com-
pleting the service. Westbound trains
left Winnipez, Melville and Waterous,
while the eastbound trains left Wain-
wright and Melville. This means that
for the present the service will be
wholly a daylight one, though Pull-
man cars and diners are on order,
which will be put into the night ser-
vice as soon as traffic conditions
warrant such a step.

PARASITES LO NOT DESTROY
;‘RUIT PESTS.
Mr. J. S. Larke, Canadian Trade
Commissioner to Australia, writes:—
“Csnad an newspapers have largely
republished a statement that Mr.
Gompere, an entomologist in the em-
ployment of the Government of West-
ern Australia, had discovered para-
sites that destroyed the fruit flies
and other insects so destructive to
fruit culture, It was’ further inti-
mated that these parasites would en-
sure.clean orchards. Mr. Froggat, an
entomologist in the employment of
the Government of New South Wales,
has just returned from a tour around
the world for the purpose of investi-
gating the possibility of securing
such valuable parasites. He reports
that, while there are parasites that
to a certain extent are destructive to
fruit pests, yet they cannot be de-
pended upon to preserve the orchards
He found in India, in the very dis-
trict from whence Mr. Gompere se-
cured his friendly insects, that the
orchards were worse infested than
even those of Australia. His conclu-
sion is that nothing 1is yet known
that will insure good fruit but spray-
ing, fumigation and the maintenance
of clean orchards.

APPLE MARKET IS DULL
IN ENGLAND.

Howard Bligh and Sons, when ask-
"ed by The Herald on Saturday as to
the condition of the apple market in
England at the ‘present 'time, gave
out the following interview:

‘““Owing to cable advices just re-
ceived from London that the market
is dull and likely to rule lower on ac-
count of the large quantity of Grav-
ensteins now on the way over, we
would strongly advise growers not to
be too anxious to hurry their fruit
away, but to pick their Kings, Rib-
stons and Blenheims when fit and put
them in warehouses or cool cellars
for a few weeks or until such time as
the market may want them.

““If shipped now on an over-loaded
market, it will help to kill the trade.
We believe all the Nova Scotia fruit
will be wanted \and if judiciously mar-
keted will bring fair prices, but if|
piled upon the market the results|
will be disastrous.

‘““The English crop is also a very
large one and it would be well to let
some of this get out of the way be-l
fore Nova Scotians ship too much
stuff across.’”’

HOW DEATH CLAIMED A FAMILY.

I have been very much impressed
with the article in a recent issue by
the Rev, Emory J. Haynes on ‘‘Pur-
sued by Affliction,”” and as the fol-
lowing incident has come °under my
personal notice, I will give you the
facts:

Twenty-four years ago, I was in
about
four miles from Windsor, N. 8., and
the subject of this motice lived there.
The deacon and his wife were the
parents of thirteen children. Eleven
of them died and one went away to
the States and was not heard from.
The deacon paid for mine funeral out-
fits at one undertaker’'s establish-
ment in Windsor. These children died
at all ages, and  at one time three
died of diphtheria. One fine young
woman—a great help in my work—
died of brain fever. Hardly -had she
passed away when a son, pastor of
the Baptist Church at Lompoe, Cal.,
started for home with his young wife
and baby to gee his parents, when at
Chicago he was taken cff the cars
and died in a few hours.

A very short time afterward on-
other son, who was finishing his
theological studies at Newton Theo-
logical Seminary, caught a severe
cold. He came home, was seized with
consumption and died in a few weeks
ard was followed in a short time af-
terward by the only remaining daugh-
ter (married).

CROP REPORTS.

The Quantity of Grain Remaining
Farmers’ Hands.

The crop reporting board of the bu-
reau of statistics finds from reports of
correspondents and agents of the bu-
reau that the quantity of wheat in

March 1, 1907, and 24.6 per cent (155,-

crop on hand on March 1. It is esti-
mated that about 58 per cent of the
crop will be shipped out of the coun-
ties where grown as compared with
58.1 per cent of the 1906 crop and 55.9
per cent the average for the past ten
years 8o shipped out.

The quantity of corn in farmers’
hands on March 1 is estimated as 37.1
per cent (equivalent to 962,429,000
bushels) of last year’s crop as com-
pared with 44.3 per cent (1.298,000,000
bushels) of the 1906 crop on band March
1, 1907, and 39.4 per cent (882.707,000
bushels), the average for the past ten
years, of the quantity of the crop
on hand Mareh 1. It is estimated that
about 18 per cent of the crop will
be shipped out of counties where
grown as compared with 23.2 per cent
of the 1906 crop and 19.7 per cent the
average for the past ten years so ship-
ped out. The proportion of the total
crop which is merchantable is esti-
mated as 77.7 per cent of the 1907 crop,
80.1 per cent of the 1906 crop aul 84.2

The quantity of oats in farmers’
hands on March 1 is estimated as 35.5
per cent (equivalent to 207,476,000
bushels) of last year’s crop as com-
pared with 39.8 per cent (384,461,000
bushels) of the 1906 crop on hand
March 1, 1907, and 37.3 per cent (311,-
(625,000 bushels), the average of the
past ten years, of the quantity of the
crop on hand March 1. It is estimated
that about 28 per cent of the crop will
be shipped out of the counties where
grown as compared with 27.6 per cent
of the 1906 crop and 27.4 per cent the
average for the past ten years so
skipped out.

Too Early Testing.

As a consequence of the last poor
corn year thousands of farmers who
have never tested their seed corn are
probably doing so for the next crop.
And there is a very natural result to
be feared—namely, that of testing too
early in the season. This very early
testing is by no means sure to pfove
satisfactory, for, as an exchange sug-
gests, it frequently happens that corn
will give a high percentage germina-
tion in the middie of winter, while the
same seed if kept two months longer
may have its vitality greatly impaired.
Where corn is placed so that it cannot
be frozen there is less danger of this
happening, but even then better results
will be obtained if seed testing is left
until some time during the early spring
days.

We have in mind an.instance where ]
good dry oats gave 10 per cent better
germination in the middle of January
than they did on the 1st of April. All
?edsmen will tell you that they find it

Werinkles In Lettuce Growing.

A; combination method of indoor and
oufdoor lettuce culture that sometimes
works nicely is starting head lettuce in
the greenhouse, hotbed or cold frame
and transplanting to the open as soon*
as the weather is fayorable. Not only
do we thus get earlier lettuce. but the
development of head lettuce seems to
be very fine under these conditions.
