A Live Stock Commissioner for Canada.

There is among stock-men a widespread feeling
of disappointment that the Live Stock Commis.
sioner for Canada, asked for by them, has not yet
been appointed. The Dominion Cattle Breeders'
Association, the Dominion Sheep Breeders' Asso-
ciation, the Dominion Swine Breeders' Associa.
tion, have each, by format resolution, declared their
belief in the necessity and desirableness of such
an officer, and have presented their request to
the Dominion Government that the saine energet-
ic policy which has been so instrumental in in.
creasing our exports of cheese and butter should
be pursued for the increase of our exports in live
stock and meat products.

The increase in our annua/ export of cheese and
butter since the appointment of our Dairy Coin
missioner has been over ten millions of dollars!
Not only has our export of cheese increased by
over r oo per cent., and our export of butter chang-
ed from an insignificant affair to a very solid and
profitable part of our national exports, but our en-
tire winter dairying industry has been originated,
developed, and brought to its present state of effi-
ciency, wholly within the period covered by the
Dairy Commissioner's time of service. " Honor
to whom honor is due," say we ; and there is no
gainsaying the fact that the great developnent of
our dairy industry of late years is almost wholly
owing (t) to the action of the Dominion Govern-
ment in establishing a Dominion Dairying Service
and supporting it efficiently ; and (2) to the energy
and forethought which have been displayed by the
officer they appointed, and to the wise use which
he has made of his opportunity and powers.

Now what is wanted is the adoption of exactly
the same sort of policy with regard to our lve
stock. While we export to Britain nearly all the
cheese we can export, and are rapidly increasing
our export of butter, our export of live stock, (in-
cluding meat products) is not more than one-tenth
of what is possible, and not more than a third or a
fourth of what could easily be secured if the busi-
ness were looked after and worked up. With sup-
crior natural advantages in every way for the rear-
ing of live stock suitable to the Biitish market, we
allow our American competitors to suppli that
market with threc times as many horses as we,
with four times as many cattle, and with five times
as many sheep ; while their supply of meat is
many times ours. On the other hand their supply of
cheese, for which their natural advantages are quite
as good as their advantages for the supply of live
stock or meat, is not more than two-fifths of ours.
And yet despite their great superiority over us in
the supply of live stock and meat, they are not rest-
ing satisfied. The United States Department of Ag-
riculture, at this moment, is taking especial pains
to instruct the American live stock farmer as to the
sorts of horses that Britain wants, and as to the
sort of beef, mutton and bacon it will pay best to
raise and export to that market.

It may perhaps be thought by some that our
Dairy Commissioner in his capacity of Agricultu-
rai Commissioner, can so well look after our live
stock interests, as well as his special dairy interests,
that the appointment of a Live Stock Commission-
er will he unnecessary. As reasonably expect a man
who looks after a bank efficiently t add to his hours
in the day, and look after a big departmental store!
It is not wise to expect too much from one man,
even although he may be an able one. Besides
our dairy interests are in jeopardy. Our Dairy
Commissioner will have quite enough to do to hold
what he has won. Every country in the world that
is making any progress in agriculture is imitating
or trying to imitate our methods of dairy develop-
ment. Ireland is trying to do so, Scotland is try-
ing to do so. Sweden is doing so. Denmark,
for all her start of us, is doing so. HoUand is
doing so. Australia and New Zealand are doing
so. But, most important of all, the United States
ù doing so. We could fill the editorial pages of
FARmiNG every week simply by recording the ac.
tivities of the United States Department of Agri-
culture under the direction of that indefatigable
hustler, Secretary Wilson. In a little while, if we
don't wake up, we shall be like the foolish virgins
of Scripture. While we are "t slumbering and
sleeping" he and his able assistants are filling their
lamps and ours are going out.

In these days of keen interaational competition

the government that doesn't do its level best to
secure and retain the trade of other countries for
its people is abandonng its duty. Ve have al-
already got a good reputation for our energy and
enterprise in agricultural development ; why not
keep it up? Canada, for its success in building
up its dairy industry in so short a time as eight
years, is quoted with approval by every progressive
agrcultural department mn the world. This is
very gratifyng, but dairying is not our whsole agri-
cultural concern. We have other interests equal-
ly important. What has been done in dairy pro.
ducts, however, can be equally well done in lhve
stock, in meat products, in fruit, and in poultry
and eggs, if the saine energy be displayed, and the
same, or a similar line of policy be followed out.

However, we have said enough for one article.
We shall return to the subject again.

Government Wastefulness.

We are, as every one of our readers knows, an
advocate for the full exercise by government of
its function of " doing in the interests of the com-
munity, as a whole, all those things which the in-
dividual cannot well do by himself." This is a
true theory of government, in full accordance with
the recognized principles of modern political econ.
omy. But when goverrments misunderstand this
function, and do things they ought not to do, then,
like individuals, they should be reminded of their
errors.

We are going to illustrate our point, not by the
misdoing of one of our own governments,but by that
of the United States general government. About
the biggest misuse of a function inatended to be
beneficial which any government commits is the
annual seed distribution of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture. Gar purpose in calling
atention to this abuse is to put it forward -s an
object lesson. There are tendencies tc.-ard simi-
lar abuses in our own administrations, and it is
well that the public eye should be on the lookout.

The seed distribution of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture began in the benevolence
of an early government commissioner as far back
as 1836. From 1836 to 1859 Commissioner Ells-
worth distributed, at his own expense, new and rare
seeds among the farmers of the Urited States. In
1859 he procured an annual grant of $i,ooo from
Congress for the purpose of doing that at the
public expense which for nearly a quarter of a
century he had done at his own. This was quite
proper. The seeds were such as the indi-
vidual fariner receiving them could not procure for
himself; and they were distributed by a plan that
assured the.ir proper use. The object was to se-
cure " the naturalization within the borders of the
United States of new and useful products." It was
argued, rightly enough, that " the acquisition of a
new commodity is of more value to the country
than the acquisition of a province."

From this noble beginning has grown, by in-
sensible but constant accretion, the present colos-
sal humbug. Nearly $3,ooo,ooo bas been spent
in giving to farmers all over the Union seeds
which they could as well obtain from their
own seedsmen. Not only. that, but the whole
thing lacks systen and direction. Farmers in
North Dakota get cotton seed, and farmers in Al-
abamaget spring wheat. The beneficently planned
schemeofCommissioner Ellsworth and theCongress
of 1859 has become a wholesale but ill:appreciated
system of petty corruption. Secretary Morton said
that in 1894, out Of 9,000,000 packages of see4
sent out to r,8oo,ooo people, only 940 were ev
acknowledged I The theory is that the seeds th
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sent oui shall be carefully exp"riinîented with and
from the data gathered as to their success or
failure valuible information will be derived hy the
government for distribution among the people gen-
erally. 'l'he theory is a good onc. The working
out of it is fraudulent and pernicious.

It is hoped that the present Secretary of Agricul-
ture, .Ir. Whilon, wdll endeawor to stop the denoral.
iziig fraud. lBut by the terms of the Act under
which it is carried on it will he almost impossible
for ham to do so ; and the senators and reprcsenta-
tives whbo alone have power to annul the Act,
value to highily the meais which it affords to then

standing in well with the farners 't niake it
probable that they will do so until the farners
theniselves deniand it.

Now,we have seed dist -ibutions,bulletin distribu-
tions, report distributions, and other sorts of dis-
tributions in this country, ail sustained and carrned
on by our various governments for the benefit of
farniers. None of these have as yet got so far as
to be " abuses," nor do we belheve they ever will
be. But sonie of then have got to be perilousiy
near being wastefuil and ineffectual expenditures
of ptiblic moncy. The caution signals should be
out. Danger lies acad of all government adiîn.
istration tinless it is ver. closely watched.

Getting Stuff to flarket.
hie marketing probleni is the biggest problemn

the producer of agricultural produce lias to face
to-day. We argue with perfect truth that the
Canadian and Ancrican farmer should not at-
teipt to do much wheat growing ; that le should
devote himtscf to the growth of pro'luce in which
the cheap farmng of other lands cannot compete,
as, for example, the fluer sorts of meat products,
fine becf, multon, laib, bacon, han, poultry,
eggs, butter, cheesc, etc., etc. That is good sound
argument : but the man who grows wheat has an
inestimable advantage over the mian who grows
faicy lambs, poultry, fruit, or garden stuff. He is
sure of a rapid, safe, and comparatively cheap
means of getting his produce to market. The mian
wvho grows the finer sorts of produce is not. We
saw last week how it was with tIhe fruit-grower.
But it is almost the saine with the growers of
poultry and eggs, and many other things.

Upon the other side of the line there is a class
of f.irmers who are experiencing exactly the sort of
difficulties which we portrayed a week or two ago
as being hurtful to our fruit-growers ; these
are the growers of garden stuff. Unless un spe-
cially favored locations, the grower of garden stuif
has almost reason to look upon a good crop as a
dispensation of cvil. He lias a surplus of it for
his own local market, and lie cantiot afford to pay
freiglt and express rates upon it to other narkets.
A writer in The Counitry Gentleman, connienting
upon this, says: " A large percentage of what we
now grow is wasted or almost givenl away, whle
there are htindreds of second and third class towns
and cities which would welcome our stuff if we
could only get it to theni. Though commission
nierchants are,as a rule, honorable men, the returnis
from shipments to then arc generally unsatisfiac
tory." This writer advocates ctooperahton on the
part afgrnvers so as to control hie output. to seek
out new markets, to secure reasonable freight and
express rates, and to establish economical means of
distribution in the markets that are secured. This
is certainly good advice. Co operation is t/e sys
tsm to which ail modern /arnin., must have re

esurse. The commonly alleged cause of the
trouble, " over.productionî," is an absurd one. As
the Afarkel Garden, of Minneapolis, remarks, in a
recent editorial on the subject, "to say that ' over
production ' is the cause of the difficulty is to put
the cart before the horse. It is not 'over-produc-
tion ' that is the difficulty, but 'under-consump.
lion.'" And this is riglt. Everywhere, uip and
down in the land, there are thousands and hunî.
dreds of thousands of people who cannot eat of
the good things of the earth because these arc too
dear. What is needed is cheap and economical
distribution. This can be secured only by co-
operation on the part of producers, with watchful

supervision and direction on the part of a wise and
energetie governmîîent.

Preparation of Sheep for the Winter.
An old saying aunong sheepmien that is applic.

alle in aIl parts is, that a sheep whicl goes into
the winter season in good flesh, is half wintered.
While tins sa>ng mîay have been more truc in
olden days tian it is now, yet it may serve to draw
the attention of farmners to the condition of their
flocks. If the sheelp are tuit In flesh, ain effort
shiould be made to secure a surplus of flesh on
theum before they go into wumter quarters. See
thiat they have gond pasture, if that is nlot to land,
thlen give thetnl a little extra feed, for as likely as
not the shecp are hutntmrg for sonething to eat on
bare pastures, and losing flesh every day. Feed
a few turnips or a littie graun, so that if hie
slcep do not gain any in weigit, they ai least do
nlot fall away as they are alumiost sure to do if left
to forage for themiselves on poor pastures. This
us the season of the year when a piece of rape
conies in very lanîdy. If you have not got a
picce for this year, be sure you niake prepara-
tion for a suitable piece next season. If not
done already, make a thorough inspection of the
flock. Exainiiîe ail the ewes, and culi out those
that have poor mouths, defective udders, or that
are very thin in flesh, or that froni any other
cause will not make profitable animals to keep
over winter. Get rid of theni to ne butcher, or
in other ways. Give those ewes that are coupled
this fall ail the requirenients which will lelp to
develop for yotu a healthy good lanh. See that
you have proper shelter for them whenl the cold
rains coule on. The change fron grass to lay
should be graduai. Another important itei to
attend to before the cold weather comes on, and
one that should not be postponed, even if it is a
busy time-you cannot afford to feed sheep ticks
or lice all winter. Therefore select a suitaule day
and dip all the sheep. It is not yet too late, if
proper precautions are taken to guard against the
slcep taking cold. It will pay you to do it.

NOTES AND IDEAS.
Il is in the Western States, where formerly there

used to be maintained many huge flocks of snall
fine-wool sheep, that the change in the methods of
shicep-breeding is showiig itself nost iarkedly.
These snall fine-wool sheep are being exchanged
for sheep of the large mutton breeds-sheep that
produ-e wool of fair quality, good mutton, and
choice spring lambs that sell ai good profits. Thle
denand is nlow for rams that will grade up the
native flocks to the quality of improved mutton
producing flocks.

The shipments of cattle from Manitoba and the
Territories this season r romise to lie the largest
ever made. The total number shipped is now in
excess of the total of last year, and yet there are a
lot more to ship. One report lias it that there
must still be about 2o,ooo head to ship by one
firi, not to say anythng about other firms. This
certainly is a good record, and shows that wheat is
not the onlîy product the prairie provinces export.
Prices, too, have been very satisfactory for the
stock-men. It will not be long till these provinces
arc also shipp:ng large quantities of dairy produce
in addition to wheat and cattle.

The demand in Chicago for sheep for feeding
was never equal to what it is ai the present time.
In niany cases feeders are selling above mutton
prices. 'l'le farniers want them, because they be.
lieve they can rnake money out of them. Judge
Lawrence, in a recent address, stated that the
United States required the equivalent of at least
65o,ooo,ooo pounds of unwashed wool per year
to meet the annual demands of lier population.
To fully supply their own demand they would re-
quire at least I to,ooo,ooo sheep. To meet this
they have only 34,785oQoQ sheep, according to the

most reliable figures, with a wool clip of about
230,000,000 pounîds.

* * *

One of the unîsolved problemis in the Buffalo
market is te question why Canîadiain lamîb raisers,
who in every other respect lead the market there,
should sentd forward so many bucky lamuîbs. The
Buffalo I.ve .Sloek Review writing on this point
says . "Canadiai lambs allowed to feed and fatten
as bucks, sell auywhere frot 25C. 10 40c. per cwt.lower than tley would do- if they were properly

treated' when lambed. 'Tis true, 'tis pity, and
pity 'tis 'tis trIe; but Caniadianî latmb feeders are
largely blind to their own interest in failing to 'doc-
tor'their flocksat the proper time." A perusal of our
stock reports, week by week, will show that this
criticisil is just.

Intensive farming is simply the application of
thiat principle to farming which is now applied to
almost every other industry, naniely specia/ization.
The successful farier of the future will be he who
will confine himseil to a small arca, and devote
hiiself wholly to that one product which lie finds
best suited to his land, his taste, and his ability.
Strawberry culture as pursued to-day is an illus-
tration of intensive farminug. Few people realize
low nuuch can be produced from an acre of
grounid by specialized work. A strawberry culti-
vator writing to Our IJortieu/lura/ Visitor says :
" In 1887 by heavy nianuring I nietted $350 fron
a quarter of an acre. In 8S88 I netted $9oo on
a scant acre and a quarter. I averaged that year
$4oo net per acre on five acres. In f89o I aver-
aged $300 per acre on five acres. In 1893 I netted
$6oo per acre on ail I had under intensive culture,
five acres."

CANADA'S FARMERS.
VI. Capt. Thomas E. Robson.

Of the breeders who have succeeded in ciming to the
front in the Shorthorn classes in the show ring this year
none stand out more promninently than Capt. T. E. Robson,
of Ilderton. At the mueetings of the live stock breeders he
is also a familiar figure, and his geni-J ways and hcarty
songs malke himii a general favotite. Mr. Robson was boin
on the farim on which he now resides, in the township of
London, Middlesex county, and like miany other successful
farmers, received his early education as the commuon country
school. On his fine farm of two hundred acres of choice
land he breeds Shorthorn cattile, Lincoln shecp, anti harness
horses. Ilis father was a breeder before hin, so that lhe
cornes honestly by his love for good stock. Though always
a breeder of purebred stock, il is only within the last few
years that Mr. Robson has entered the show ring. From
the first he was successful in winning a good standing
among the oli exhibitors. This ncasure of success would
have contented nany a man of less ambition. Mr. Robson
believed that if a thing was worth doing at ail il was worth
doing well, hence his ambition was to excel in his calling.lie worked with this end in view. and this year success
crowned his efforts, for his herd of Shorthorns was awarded
thc herd prize at the three tcading exhibitions of the pro-
vince, Toronto, Lon-.., and Ottawa. He hah the sweep-
stakes female ai ail three exhibitions, and the sweepstakes
bull ai Toronto and Ottawa. lis stock were brought ouit
in the pink of condition, and no small share of ibis ycar's
success in the show ring is due to the painstaking care and
skilful feeding of his herdsman, MIr. Iiarry Coultham.

As a hreeder of Lincoln shcep, MIr. Robson bas teen very
successful in breeding a large number of prize innimg ani-
niais. The ewe that won first place in the Lincoln class a
Chicago in 1893 was of his breeding. No small share of the
honor of this winning was that the ewe defeated a first
prize winner a the Royal of that year. This year a two-
year-old ram of his breeding was sweepstakes a Lndon,
and bas since won first place at Springfield and St. Louis.
As a breeder of fancy harness borises, MIr. Robson bas also
been very successful. lie has recently sold several fancy
animals ah long prices.

Mr. Robson s ability and generat Popularity have been
fully recognized by those who know him best. When quite
a young man he was elected deputy-reeve of his township.
This position he filled so acceptably that in I890 be was
made reeve, and in 189f he was chosen as warden of the
county of Middlesex. Ten ycars in the county council
gave him an intimate knowledge of municipl matters, and
qualified him for the position ofcouunty clerk, to which ilewas appointed in T892, and still retains. Mr. Robson is a
director of the Dominion Shorthorn lireeders' Association,
and for several years bas been president of the London Mutual
Fire Insurance, Co., London, Ont.
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CARE OF GRASS LANDS.

Grass is undotbtcdly the most im
portant crop grown 011 the farm.
Strange to say it is also the most neg-
lecteci. Grass will grow everywlcre.
Let the land he idie, and even
under the worst conditions grass of
sorme kind will eventually cover the
surface; but such grass is as a rule
neither the best nor the nost profit-
able. Too much of our grass lands
are covered by grasses of this sort.
Seeded down after the land lad been
impoverished by grain growing with a
scant seeding of mixed grasses per
acre, left to struggle for existence with
grain, thistles, and other weeds, is it a
wonder that a good catch is compara.
tively rare? The subsequent treat-
ment is equally vicious. As soon as
the grain is removed stock is turned on,
the young plants are grazed close down
to the crown to the serious hurt, if not
to the entire destruction of the young
plants; the roots are left so unpro.
tected that they are liable to freeze out
during the winter; and what plants
survive the vicissitudes of winter
and spring are so weakened that a poor
crop of pasture or hay is the inevitable
result. Then immediately after hay-
ing the sanie system of close pasturing
is followed, and in time nothing but
the hardiest natural grasses remain.

If not already in good condition pre-
vious to seeding to grass, the land
ought to be enriched and brought into
the best condition mechanically, and
liberal seeding be applied, the clovers
mainly being relied upon. A mixture
of say to pounds of conimon red, 3
pounds alsike and 5 pounds timothy,
is none too much to sow. Six pounds
of orchard grass may be added; in that
case sow 6 pounds red clover, and 3
pounds timothy, and 3 pounds alsike.
The grain ought to be sown thin in
order to give the grass every chance.
The joung grass should be pastured
very litle if ai all after harvest ; the
aim being to allow the young plants to
obtain full possession of the soil and
also to have the top to form a protec-
tion from the frost of the winter.

Grass intended for hay should on no
account be putured in the early spring,
nor should stock be turned on the
pasture until a good, strong growth is
obtained. Neither should lands be
stocked so heavily that the grass will
be consumed, g certain amQunt of
natural mulch (rom superfluous grass
being very desirable. A top dressing
of from zoo to 150 pounds of gypsum
applied in the early spring will always
be beneficial on meadows composed
principally of clovers; in many cases
it will double the crop. The objection
will be put forward: Are we to let our
cattle go without food in order to fol-
low the above system ? The question
is, Shall they lack grass now or go
without hay and pasture next year ?

By following the plan outlined our
lands will become richer as the years
roll on and their stock-carrying capa-
city will be materially increased. By
following the old hap-hazard style, our
grass management faits to accomplish
the, end for which it is intended. It
does not materially enrich the soil and
is unsatisfactory in the extreme.

IMPORTANCE OF PLOUGHING THIS
FALL.

I would like to draw the attention
of my fellow farniers to the fact that in
doing our fail ploughing this year it is
very important that we consider the
amounit of rain which fell during the
past summier. We must remember
that ram impacts the soil and makes it
impervious to the atmosphere, thereby
excluding the oxygen, which is so
necessary in making available new
plant food and in furthering disinteg-
ration. Owing to the excessive amount
of raim during the past season the soil
is unusually compact this fal, and if
the ploughing: be deferred until next
spring the result will be a considerably
smaller crop than we might reasonably
expect, because the beneficial pulveriz-
ing influences have been excluded
duritng the time when they should do
their work.

There are a number of reasons why
we do most of our ploughing in the
autunn for the following year's crop.
Many farmers will tell you that they
plough in the fail in order to save the
time in the spring when they want to
get their seeds into the ground at the
earliest possible moment. This is one
reason, but by no means the most im-
portant one. The real benefit derived
from fail ploughing lies in the fact that
by leaving a field in the rough furrow
until the following spring it is exposed
to the influence of the atmosphere and
the winter's frost. These two agents
have no small effect in making soils
more productive.

Nearly aIl soils contain an abun-
dance of the elements necessary for
plant growth, but the trouble is that
these elements are largely in an un-
available form. They nust first be
converted into available forms before
they can be taken up by plants as
food. This process is going on con-
tinually in nature by means of air,
water, and frost, but in many cases too
slowly. It, therefore, behooves us to
aid nature aIl we possibly can in con-
verting the unavailable into available
forms of plant food. One good way
to do this is by fait ploughing. Our
fields are much impacted by the ex-
cessive rains. Therefore if we plough
them now in narrow, well set-up fur-
rows, we loosen the soil and expose a
large amount of surface to the action
of the atmospbere and the coming
winter's frosts. The air can then cir-
culate freely among the particles of
soil, thus allowing the oxygen to do
ils work in converting the elements
into suitable fltem- for plaut food.
Without oxygen no soil cam be- pro-
ductive.

In an open winter, such as the past
one, the action of frost is especially
beneficial. The continual freezing and
thawing breaks up the soil, furthers
disintegration, and leaves the land in
excellent tilth for harrowin. and seed-
ing in the spring, This action of frost
is of most importance in heavy clay
sois. An excellent plan for treating
heavy clays is to ridge up the fall
plowed fields before winter sets in.
This may be accomplished by always
plowing two furrows together in the
manner usually adopted in planting a
field of potatoes. It can readily be
seen that by this means we are enabled
to expose the largest possible amount

of surface to the influences of air and
frost. We have donc this at home
with the greatest success. Heavy clays
that were always forimg into clods
were miade nice and mellow. The in.
crease in the crop yield will more than
repay the extra time and trouble.

I have not treated this subject ex-
haustively, my object being merely to
draw the attention of niy fellow farniers
to a few important facts, and arn satis-
fled with the hope that what lias been
said may lead many to give the matter
their careful consideration.

THE LATE JAS. S. SMITH.
It is our painful duty to record the death of

James S. Smith, of Nlaple Lodge. 'Mr.
Smith was born in Caithness, Scutland, in
iS6, and had charge of his father's farm for
some years Lefore coming to Canada in :842.
lie settled in the townsbîp of Markham, York
county, and sonie forty.one years ago moved
ta tthe township of McGillivray, county of
iddlesex. hr.S Snithwasalways an arent

champion of fiee education, and fought for il
with marked success. In 86o he organized
the McGillivray Agricultural Society, and held
the office of president for sixteen years. In
1863 he was elected reeve ft the township,
and held the office until 1866. In politics,
Mr. Smith was a staunch Liberal, and repre-
sented North Middlesex In the Ontario Legis.
laitue for two parliaments-from Confedera-
tion tili 1875-where be wasespecially valued

as a member of Ilouse committees. Until
his death be was a member of the Advisory
Board of the Ontario Agricultural College. Il
is, however. as a successful farmer and skilful
breeder of Leicester sheep and Shorthorn cat-
tle that Mr. Smith was best known to the
farmers of Canada. He was always at home
among Leicester sheep, having ti tbam^
bis father's farim in Scotand. ne fmondation
from which the present Sock has been rised

w& W sade by purclases of imprted shbeep in
,S Importation and parehases were made
from time to time -CE such animals as mSt
nearîy conformed Io bis ideal type of a Leices-
t-r. Mr. Smith aimed to establish in bis
Bock, among other things, extra quality, uni.
formity of type, and constitutional vigor. The
winnings of his Rock in the show ring yearafter
year are suEicient evidence that no small de-

ce f suceesg attended bis efforts. The
foundation of bis herd of Shorthors wa laid
at about the saine time as his flock of sheep
by the purchase of stock fron the best milking
strains of the day. In bis breeding, Mr.
Smith strove to successfully ietain and im-
prove the milkin qusitics of bis herd, and
at the sans time, tel bssild up theïr beefing
qualities. In thig boo, he has b Iscs misment-
ly successfuL. The gn ats " attudd-
ed bis public sales of Shortheens was largely
due to the honorable, 9* • aae in
which he always endeavor to conduet hit
business along with ha' deosable stock to
oder. lie was of a kiny dbiposition, and
bis uany friends will not soson foget hit cour.
ageois, feais, and honest expr--si of
opaeson, is Wasu syuapathy with aAy ae in
distres, sis appremia . sied strugle for
truthmandright, and his hamsty stimloo In

a friend's success. lie was a staunch Presby-
terian, in which Church he was for many
ycars a devoted member and eider, and an
unceasing worker. lte will be missed by a
very large circle of friends and leaves an
es inable wife and family-one son and four
dauçhters-to nourn bis loss. The (mini and
stock business wili stili Le continuer! by bis
son, Mr. A. W. Smith, who has borne the re-
sponsibility during his father's illness.

Notcuth-
standing the exceedingly dry weather of the
pat month stocks have contanued ta accamu-
laie, anl at present the supply in tc facaoies
as large. Dairymen this tait have made a
practice of feeding their cowa better than

asual, and consequently have kept up the sup
ply of auilk thouagh pastures have bcen short.

Butter.
The creaiery butter situation is soniewhat

irregular. Anything below fancy as dii and
cliffcult tu sell. Finest Septembers and Octo-
ber gouds have been steadier dtring ste week,
selling fron àSå to z9 cents f.o.b. Sales ofsec.
onaiary graies have been mtade recentlat fromn

The
European muaiket is also in a little better
shalpe, and prices arc a taule higlier.

Eirich llros., ltiffailo, report an imnprove-
nient in the cattle market. Good ripe cattile
are scarce west, and tle prices ao ta 25 cents
higher than they were last week. llutchers'
stuffaof ail weighs is in good denand at an
advance. Goodl feeders and stociers are in
guod cemtand also ; the pioter clas:.es of these
go slow. Good to fancy steers are quoted at
$5 ta $5-35, feeders up to $4.25, anct stockers
up ta> $4.

Reports frons lritain show ponr market. The
improvenient in the Iliaffalo market has ian
proved the market for tamis here. They are
qtc;ed at $3.S5 ta $4 for export to liuffalo.
At luffalo ccicce Canada lanmbs are .uoted at
$5 .o ta $5.65.

Hogs.
P'rices have had another tumble, though re.

ceipts are falling off. and the packers cannot
get enough hog. Ptices quoted at Toronto
are now about $4.75 for best selections of
bacon hogs weighecd off the cars. Thick fat
hongs. light hogs, and stores arequiet at$4.5O.

American reports show that contrary ta ail
expeciat:on the fail recepas of hogs show a
markeal decrcase. At four lacding markcts
the receapas last week have fallen off some
79,ooo hogs, as compirei with the same wcek
iast year.
