The whole line of the
Coromandel Coast, from Madras to Ganjam, a
distance of many hundred miles is now occupied
by Missionary brethren of different Societies,
Baptist brethren being now interspersed nearly the
whole distance, Our brethren of the mantime
provincés of the Dominion (Canada) have recently
caught the missionary spirit in a very waym and in-
fluerttial degree. Young men and women aré
offering themselves in numbers for the work of the
Lord among the heathen, while the churches are
coming forward in a most hearty and liberal man-

This the Lord enabled them
to do, and now there is a strong consolidated: Mis-
sion of Canadian brethren occupying five stations,
or from Cocanada to Bobbili, west of Chicacole,
consisting of fifteen devoted men and woren.
This Mission is located in the northern part of the-
Madras Presidency, and its operations are camried
on principally in the Godavery, Vizagapatam, apd
Ganjam Districts. 1t originated in the work of a
native evangelist—the late Thomas Gabriel—who,
after his ordination in Madras in 1870, returned
to his field of labour at Cocanada and vid-
nity, and baptized a considerable number of
pative converts. For some time Mr. Gabniel carried
on the work unassisted by any Missionary Socitty;.
but finding himself pressed by tinancial difficuities,
he offered the Mission first to the Strict Baptist
Mission in England, by whom it was declined for
lack of funds, afterwards ‘to the Baptists of
Canada, who accepted the trust and sent their Mis-
sionary the Rev. ]J. McLaurip, of Ongole, to take
charge of the Mission. He reached Cocanada on
the 1ath March 1874

" ‘The Mission becamemore distinctively Conadian
in 1875 by the’ co-operativ§ union’ entered into
between the Baptists of the Wwestern and maritime
provinces of the Dominion, which resulted in send-
g four Mission families into the northern Telupy
country. The missionagies sent by the two Socie-

Sevenmonths ago to-day 1 arrived inIndia. Human-
ly speaking, I have two sources of enjoyment ; one is
getung letters from dear Canadian friends, the other
15 going down to the sea-beach. After sunset, I
occasionally go to the sea and watch the white break-
ers roll in over the sand ; their continual motion rests
me, and [ always come away refreshed. :

I wish you could go to school with me some morn-
ing. Some thirty brown faced children are about the
door, and as I go in they raise their right hands to
their foreheads and say, “ Ah ma,” or Madam,

Two new girls came to school a short time since. [
beégan-asking some questions. First, “ Do you know
anything about God (" “ Yes, he is in the temple on
the hill, we have seen him a good many times.” * Did

u ever hear of Jesus?” “No” “Did you ever

ear of the Son of God ?” “ Yes, he has three sons,
*thesun and moon,” and they did not “Riow ™ thit thiyd.

Itis vea hard to gel up an interest among the
women ; the majority of them are too ignorant to
want to know anything. One evening we were talk-
ing to a few by tgn’e roadside, when a Brahmin passed
along ; he stopped for a moment and listened, then
said, “ What is the use of your talking to them?
Thay dow't know anything” His expressive look and

So much I had written some days since, as [ take
up my letter again, allow me to take up another
subject.

o-day as [ wasJeoking round the house for some-
thing to make a new cover for my umbrella, I began
to think of its history, dnd then of all my “missionary
millinery” so to speak. I ended with tears in my
eyes, and a feeling that [ would like to tell you hayw
things had gone with me. )

When on my way to India, nine years ago, I was
detained a fortnight in London. ‘Rev. Mr: and Mrs.
R. Winsor of the Mahratta Mission, under the A. B.
..C.-F..in,.w:rc.sta{ingét.mcﬂmmme.léSJ..MQ.\XSF.Q.
also waiting for their steamer to sail. In company
with them 1 did my sight-seeing in London. Happen-
ing to mention one day that I had .not provided
myself with an umbrella, which I had heard was a
very necessary article in India, Mr. Winsor said that
it might be difficult for me to get another one, and he
would select for me “ the best umbrella in London.”
So we three gave an afternoon to it [ knew little
difference in umbrellas, and would soon have been
suited, had I been alone.- But this gentleman searched
place after place and found nothing to please him,
till at last when it had grown quite dusk he found two
that he thought would answer, and asked me to take
my choice of them. He certainly knew well what he
was doing, for that umbrella [ have still. and really,
do not know that [ shall ever need anather. Strong,
light, and durable, it has shielded me from sun and
rain through all my wanderings. As [ journeyed on
ponies through the magnificent forests of Burmah, or
in native boats glided up and down its many rivers,
and often out to sea ; or, on elephants, through the
tangled bamboo jungles, and over the rugged moun-
tains of Siam; or, in ox-bandies through the more
cultivated districts of India ; everywhere it has been
my indispensable companion. [ recall many strange
sights and many imminent dangers it has seen me
through. This led me to wonder what else I had that
had lasted so long. We are outslde the current of
fashion and folly that sweeps along so many unwilling
ones at home, and have little to tempt us in that
direction. But in [ndia, as a rule, clothes wear out
rapidly and are reduced to fragments by the heathen-
ish mode of washing them, that we all have to submit
to. Yet I havé beén surprised to see how many
things are left that might reasonably have worn out
long ago. Missionaries have no fime to live luxuri-
ously even if they could afford it. Dear friends at
homg have supplied me with dresses and many other
pleasant things that 1 never could have procured for
myself. I have neither the money to buy, nor the
time to make up anything but the most necessary
articles. But others have been provided for me, and
these gifts chiefly have made our bouse loalk homely.
But the way these things have £eps through our many,
changes from place to place, belons to the loving
care of Another. [t seerted to me as I thought of it
is though the Master had fowched thenl and bidden
theth stay.  He has tduched 7Aéni, bt not sme.  He
may preserve the supplies, but will dot protract the

journey. How blessed will be the day when we

co-operating in the endeavor to raise §2,000 for the
erection of the chapel-school-house in Cocanada. The
total amount of money raised by the Baptist women
af the Dominion, and sent to India since Eisl ctober,
has been $4,065. Of this sum the Society of Western
Ontario has contributed $1,530, that of Eastern On-
tario and Quebec $815, those of the Maritime Prov-
inces, $1,700, and the Winnipeg circle, $20.

A cordial welcome was given by Mrs. J. G, Scott,
_on.hehalf of the Teronto women, to the delegates from
the circles of other cities and towns, to Mr, and Mrs,
McLaurin, and to the members of the Presbyterian
Women’s F. M. Society, a number of whom were

THE REPORT of the Foreign Mission Board of the
Maritime Provinces, says :~While our expenditures
during the year have been somewhat increased over
some previous years, ‘awing principally to the building
qperations at our threc Mission stations, and the ex-
pense incurred in reinforcing the Mission by the addi-
tion of a new laborer, we regret to say that our receipts
Kave heen diminished to some extent. This decrease
of income we have every reason to believe arises from
the wide spread and universal depression in business,
which has greatly affected the receipts of all religious
and benevolent associations throughout the world.
The total amount contributed by the churches, W. M.
A. Societies, Sabbath Schools, and private individuals
during the year bas been $4391.40. ~

“We would most eanfes (3] “the-atten
tion of the churches, the fact that it will be necessary
for tBem to exercise a generous liberality in replenish-
ipg our Treasury, if they would save the Board from
financial embarrassment, the denomination from mor-
tification, and our missionary brothers from disappoint-
ment in the execution of their plans and work.

. We expect that the expenditures on the Chicacole
Com Oﬁd are nearly ended. [t has’already cost us
ngarly Ks. 4000

_In Bimlipatam we have expended for land and
buildings up to May 31st, 1879, nearly Rs. 5300, and
it 'will require nearly as much more to finish and com-
plete the premises.

In Bobbili we have expended nearly Rs. 2000, and
it will be true econmomy to expend double that sum
there during the present fiscal year,

. Extra expenses will be incurred by the return of
Mrs. Armstrong to this country at the close of this
year. .

The salarigs of our missionaries and their assistant
preachers and teachers, must be promptly met; so
that your, Board fondly hope that the memgcrs of our
churches will weigh well the character of the respon-
sibilities which you impose on those whom you ma:
