‘We most gladly accept the charge
made that our work is “‘almost wholly ™
religious We are ‘ CHRISTIAN”
Associations, and we glory in the title.
But to say that our Dominion Associa-
tions (as contrasted with those of
other lands) largely fail to reach the
non Christian Young Men, and to at-
$ribute the failure to the almost wholly
religious nature of our work, is, we
claim & mistake. There is one thing
we feel sure of, and that ig, if & non
Christian Young Man ¢s reached by a
wholly religious Institution, the benefit
to the Young Man is likely to be more
lasting than if he is reached by a seni-
Religious one. We venture to question
whether the active Association Men: of
Canada, would sustain a D) minion
Secretary who belieyed that less. of
Christ and His Religion, and more of
the World and its pleasures, should
mark the work in Canada. We pray,
and anxiously wait for the day, we
believe not far distant, when more
aggressive work for Chrigt,will be done
IN CHRIST'S WAY,by our beloved brethren
of the Associations both in Canada and
:clhe United States. May God speed the
