TrE best living Japanese scholar is probably
the Rev. P. Jansz, who has recently completed
a translation of the Old and New Testament for
the Bible Society. Mr. Jansz is over seventy
years of age, and has been forty-one years in
Java, He has now undertaken a complete re-
vision of the whole version, so that the latest
and fullest knowledge of the translator may be

utilized. A special edition of 2,000 copies of the
Gospels and Acts, with Mr. Jansz's final
touches, has boen authorized for immediate
use.

It is said that for the first time on record the
Queen's mandate, authorizing the conseeration
of Dr, Ormshy as Bishop of Honduras, and
signed by Ier Mujosty herself] was type writ-
ten. This is the first time that a document
bearing the Queon’s sign manual has been pro-
duced by machinery.—The Church Review.

- ment of the next lifty or rixty yesrs must bo re-

presented by thore who ave now receptive sub-
jects of training and inspiration at the hands of
the present generation, One of the most serious
questions with regard to the future of this
country is ruggested by the fuet that direet re-
ligious truining ix excluded, and rightly exclud-
ed, from the curriculum of the public school,
The religivus training is lefl Lo pure.ts and 1o
Sunday-schools, Every Sunday-school ik #
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{niluro which does not render its pupils clearly
acquainted with the main contents of the Bible.
Homo training fails when it does not succeed in
imparting to young people an inteiligont appre-
cation of public worship and an habitual
practice of church going. The most usoful and
racticnl Christian character has never heen
ormed without o knowledge of the Scriptures,
Yot nothing is more common than to find
children, who have learned to read, write, and
cipher with facility, almost ontirely ignorant
of the contonts of the Old and New Testament,
This is & shameful thing, and points to a shame-
ful omission on the the part of puarents and
guardians, In every household some verses of
the Iloly Book should be rend every day, and a
legritimate curiosity with rogard to the inspired
Scriptures stimulaled and satistied in boys and
girls, Mo who heard the men learned in Holy
Writ,and questioned them,sets an example alter-
wards carried outin tho caseof 'Pitus, * Search
the Scriptures ” is s maxim for young as well
as old, It is the atmosphere of the Bible that
should bo the atmosphere of the bndding spiritual
life, and without it this life will languish, Nor
in the oxample of the Boy of Nazareth to be lost
sight of in another connection,  He was subject
to His parents. 1o lonrned obedionce, respect,
subordination in the workshop and in the home.
Discipline is a8 necossary as knowledge of
divine things, Whore discipline is absont from
Juvenile life, powor must eventually bo lacking.
Those who have been tanght to obey the good
counsel of others will bo found in after life,
whon parents and gunrdians are doparted, able

suy that we think any of our clergy who are
thus playing into the hands of the Presbyterians
and Methedists, are acting very disloyally and
very fuolishly. We do not advocate any prose-
lytism towards members of these religious bodies

by any means, but we should certainly lpave
them severely alone, They aresources of weak-
noss to us both externally and internally ; they
weaken us in the face of the dominant Roman
Church in the South, by a display of Protestant
divisions, and they weaken us internally by
helping some of our people to forgel our own
distinctive position as an ancient Apostolic
Church with unbroken succession of creeds and
orders. We dont judge them, but it s not our
part to recogniso them as spiritual equals, and
wo can only emphasize and perpetuate divisions
by leading them to believe that we recognise
no difference between their position and ours, Tt
in not really charitable to do su. A Presbyterian
or Methodist minister, planted inu district with
fow or no people of his own. is greatly templed
to poach in ordor to get some gort uf congre-
gation. Wo must bo well on our guard aguinst
this,and wo believe our best safoguard is to teach
our people our own Church principles distinetly
and definitely, and work our own system fully
nnd offectually.  Just as dropsy is a sure sign
of great constitutional weakness in the human
body, so i » tendency to Dissent a sure sign of’
flabby, watory, spiritual condition inany parish
whore it oxists. It is 2 sure sign that the
clergyman has indefinite views, and weak powers
of influoncoe on his own people. Thus, we remem-
bor having heard it snid several times by people
tamiliar with the county, that the reason why
there was such an outbreak of Plymouth Bro-
threnism in Kerry in past times, was  because
of the inefliciency, or something worse, of some
of our clergy. We are, thank God, changing
all that, and there can be no doubt we shall all
find that to live our own Chureh life earnestly
and fully isal onco the moro excellont way both
to keep and edify our own people, and attract
those who ditfer from us.

THE DIVINE PLAN OF CHURCI
FINANCE,

A Paper read at the Missionary Conference held
at Yarmouth, V.9, by

Rev. Joux Lockwarn, Recror or g Panisn

(CoNTINUED,)

Whon the children of Israel fell away into
idolatry very naturally they neglected to pay in
their tithes to the servico of tho Lord God ; and
when Hezekinh offected his reformation he com-
manded “ the people to give the portion of the
priosts and the Levitos, that they might give
thomselves to the Tiaw of tho Tord.” And ax
soon as this cormmandment came nbroad the
children of fsraol and of Judah brought in
abundance ““the tithe of oxen and sheep, and
tho tithes ofholy things which wove consecratod
unto the Lovd their God, and Iaid them by heaps.
In the third month they began to lay the foun-
dation of the heaps, and finished thom in the
sovonth month,” 11 Chron. xxxi, 6, 7.

Again, at the Restoration aftor the eaptivity,
Nehomiah made chief arrangoments concerning
the rostoration of the systom of tithing for tho
purpose to which it had always been devoted.
And later still, in the history of the people of
God, wo find both Amos and Malachi reproving
the nation for their neglect of this great duty,
and calling upon them to renow the practice.
The words of Malachi are indeed sovers and
burning words, He calls the negleet a plain
robbery of God. e asks, < Will & man rob

God ? Yet ye have robbed Him . . . . even in
tithes and offerings.” Then he promises them
fora fulfilment]of this duty ¢‘ that God will open
the windows of heaven and pour them out such
a blessing that there shall not be room enough
to receive it,” Mal. ITL, 8, 10.

Thus far we_humbly maintain that the Old
Testament teaches us that God has revealed a
system or plan of Church Finance which was
practised and followed in “ the Church which
was in the wilderness,” and that that Divine
Plan is that which i3 now commonly known as
Lithing or giving fhe tenth to God,

But while we are not yet done with the Bible
as a whole in this® matter, we wish here to no-
tico a4 stock objection of many persons to pearly
all evidenee from thoe Old Testament because it
is from the OldJTestament. These, no doubt
well-meaning but lillogical persons, are on the
same logical plane or level with many very sin-
cere Protestants, aven if they are not identical,
who, if taken at their word, are to be supposed
to protest against and deny as error and super-
stition everything believed or practised by Ro-
man Catholics only because Roman Catholics
believe and practise it. The Old Testament
wost particularly and emphatically contains the
Scriptures which * holy men of old spake as
they were moved by the Holy Ghost,” and
“ which were written for our instruction,” and
which St. Timothy learned iu his youth, and
“are able to make us wise unto salvation.”
What is found Lo be the mere coremonialism of
the Jewish Church connected with the sacrifices
of the Law is rightly counsiderea lo be super-
seded by the righteousness which is of faith,
but the enjoined practices, which areof a moral
character, must be as binding under the New
Tostament as under the Old. To give a sovonth
of our time to God is a moral practice, so also
must be the giving to God a tenth of our sub-
stance. To hold the one as & moral law, and
not the other, dves not seem very consistent,
The giving <t the seventh of our time is re-
quired in the Fourth Commandment of thosc
which are called moral. But then we might
compare this giving of the tenth of our sub-
stance with the Kighth moral commandment.
In that Commandment we are forbidden to
steal, which is the prohibition of our immoral
act, and thereby enjoining the practice of the
morul law of honesty and integrity. Then the
paying of tithes is the Divine Plan of providing
for the sorvicos of those who minister about
lholy things and should live of the Gospel, and
it is very evidont that not so doing, in many
instances, results in the very immora] practice
that their services are received without com-
pensation, they have not their hire, which,
however, is not their wage. Thus the law of
tithing, in its purpose and application, partakes
of the character of morality, and, if only com-
manded in the Old Testament, is still binding.

But we have much to support this inforence
from the New Testament. e do not find this
systom literally enjoined nor repealed in the
New Testament, but we find it spokon of and
without condemnation. According to two of
the livangelists, our Lord pronounced this woe
upon the Pharisees: “ Woe unto you Scribes
and Pharisees, hypoerites, for ye pay tithe of
mint and anise snd cummin, and have omitted
the weightier matters of the law, judgement,
mercy and faith; these ought ye to have done,
and not to leave the other undone,” St. Matt.
xxiii, 23.  These words do not by any means
contain a condemnation of nor even a reflection
upon their habit and practice of tithing even
when over-scrupulously performed. It rather
commands, if' 1t does not tacitly enjoin the
practico.

Again, in the parable of the Pharisee and the
Publican, our Lord puts these words into the
mouth of the Pharisee: “1 fast twice in the
woek ; 1 give tithes of all that I possess,” St.
Tiake xvili, 12, There is no word of condemna-
tion of the practice of tithing any more than of
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the practice of fasting twice in the weel: and
where anything of the nuture of censure cin be
inferred as against the one practice it would
scem to apply equally to the other ulso,

" And yet again, we find our Lord thus teuch-
ing His diseiples, “Excepi your righteousness
shall exceed the righteousness of the Scribes
and Pharisces, ye shall in no case enter into the
kingdom of heaven,” St. Matt. v, 20. OQur
righteousness must exceed the righteousness of
the Seribes and Phavisees, Doos this mean
that we are to have an ufterly distinet cliass of
righteousness from the Pharisees, and, it so,
how could we exceed in degree that which is
different in kind? Or does it mean that we are
to do our rightecousncss in w more exeellent
spirit than the Pharisces,  Then the righteous
acts of the Pharizees are not eondemnad, bhut
are rather commended to us to be done in a
better way.  Thus the Plavisee in the purable,
whono doubt can be taken 1o vepresent lis
class, was engaged in the duty of prayer, and
suys in his prayer that he fisted ““iwicein the
week and gave tithes of all that e possessed
We must exceed the practices of these Phari-
sces, #nd 1o do so we mast pray and fust, el
tithe our substance, but do all this in 2 nore
willing and cheertul spirit,

Thus in the Gospels onr Lovd does not seen
in the least to condemn or discourage the
Divine Plan of Church Finance a~ found in the
Old Testament,

L remains for me to notice what =ome migeht
consider St. Paul’s Plan of Church Finance, St
Paul says, ¢ Upon the first day of the week Iet
every one of you lay by him in store as God
hath prospered him,” I Cor. xvip 2, This 15 a
direction for a regular and systematic giving,
but does not touch the mautier of any propor-
tionate giving, The giving of a tenth wonlid be
the giving of every on¢ in proportion “uas God
hath prospered him,” or according to his abiliry,
Under the system of tithing those who el
much would give plenteously, while those who
had little would give in proportion to their
little.

tithing.

We have suid that St. Puul muices use of the
incident of Abram paying tithes to Melehizedee,
to illustrate and enforee Christian teaching
and practice.  Now we might heve refer in par-
ticular to that teaching, St. Paul shows that
Christ our Lord is a Priest after the order of

Melehisedee, and that as such s new omder of

the Pricsthood is superior to the Levitieal
Priesthood.
the Priesthood of Melchisedee by these two ar-
suments: First, that he Dblessed Abrahian;
and, secondly, that he tithed him, or received
tithes of him as his due. I then onr Savienr
Le “a Priest atter the order of Melchisedee,”
as no doubt He is, He must hiave power Lo tithe
the people as well as to bless them, or else Ile
does not fulfil the type or tigure of Melchiseder,
But then Ile must exercise the power of tithing
in the same way in which He exercises the
other power of blessing the people, that is
through the Priests of His Holy Chureh; and
thus Ie not only abideth ever a Priest; but
ever exerciseth the two prerogatives of the
Priesthood in both tithing and blessing the
people, and thus * vemaineth @ Priest for ever
after the order of Melchisedec.”

And from all this it scems reasonable to con-
c¢lude that the system of tithing is the Divine
Plan of Church Finance, and not the Quebec
Scheme, nor the humiliating priunciple (7) of
volunlary support.

Having finished the evidence from the Bible,
I have only time (?) to do but very little nyore
than mention the nature of the evidence which
yet remains to be called in to witness to the
tithing system as the Divine ’lan of Church
Finance.

[t is said of Cadwalla, King ot the West
Naxons, that betore his being made a Christian,
about the year A D, 634 he tithed all his spoils
of war to the deity,

It is said, oo, that Cadwalla’s ancestors, the
Guorman Saxons, whenee England was chictly
filled, sacriticed to Neptune the tenth of all eap-
ives taken in their piracies,

Miller gives the following: “In the language
ot the learned Montacutins instances are men-
tioned in history of some nations which did not
offer suerifices, but in the annals of all times
none are found which did not pay tithes,”

in the words of the judicious  Hooker,
*Imagine we that this wias for no cause dong,
or that there was not some special inducement
to juage the tenth of our worldly prolils the
wast cotvenient thr God's position,”

Savs Collyer, in his ¢ Sacred Interpreter” :
“From Pagan writers we learn that several na-
ion=, very e distant from each other in ditter-
ent parts of the world, and, as it scems, with-
out the lenst aequaintaiee or commeree ong
with another, observed this custom.

Blessed
is te that giveth according to the command-
mont ; for he is guitless,  Woo to him that re-
ceivoth; for,if a man receiveth having need, he
is gailtless ; but he that hath no need shall give
satisfuction why and wheretore he  received,

. . Antouching this also it is said ;** Lot
thine arms sweat in thine handg, until thou
shalt havelearnt to whom to give” (1),

The Didache also enjoins systematic giving :
“ very fivst-fruit then ot the produce of the
wine-vat and of the threshing-tloor, of the oxen
and of thy sheep, thou shalt take and givo as the
tivst-froit to the prophets; for they are your
chiof'priests, But if ye have nota prophet, give
them to the pour. . . . Of money and
raiment and every possession tiako the first-fruit,
as shall seom good to theo, and give aceording
to the commandment ™ (13).

14. The Stute of the lost.

The ancient Homily says: “Whilo we are
on earth then, let us ropent @ for wo are ¢luy
under the erafiman’s hand, Forin like manner
as the potter, if he be making a vessol, and it
eeb twisted or erushod in his hands, roshapath
it again; but if we have onee put it into the
tiery oven, he shall no longer mend it: ro also
letus, while we are in this world, repont with
our whole hourt of tho ovil things which we
have done in the flesh, that we may bo saved
by the Lord while we have yot time for repon-
tance.  For after that we havo departed out of
the world, we can no mare malke confession
there, or repont any more™ (8), This plain
teaching is direetly opposed o the modern
theory of Universalism,

15, Duties of the ministry

St. Ignating draws the tollowing picture of
faithful deacon : “ Those who are doncons of the
mysteries of Jesus Christ must pleaso sl men
in all wayw, For they are not deacons of monts
and drinks but servants of the Church of Gaod,
It i right therefore that they should boware of
blume as of five ™ (Tral. 2).

St. Polyearp thus deseribed a faithful priest :
“lhe preshyters also must be compussionate,
merciful to all men, turning back tho shaeep
that are goue astray, visiting all the intirm, not
neglecting a widow or an orphun or u poor man :
but providing always for that which is honour-
able ip the sight of God and of men, ubstaining
from all anger, respeet of persons, unrightenun
judgrment, being far from all love of money, not
quick to believe unything aygainst uny man, not
hasty in judgment, knowing that we are all
debtors of sin™ (G).

The following is St. lgnatiug’ counsel Lo a
bishop : “ Vindicate thine office in all diligonco
of flesh und of wpirit. Have a curo for union,
than which there is nothing better,  Boar all
men, a8 the Lord also beareth thee,  Suffer all
men in love, as also thou doest. tiive thyself to
unceasing prayers.  Asle for lurger wisdom
than thou hust. Be watchtul and keop thy
spirit from slumbering.  Speak W each man
severally after the manner of God,  Boar the
maladies of all, as a perfect alhlete. Whero
there is more totl, thers is mueh gain, . .,
Bring the more postilent to submission by
gentleness. . . . Besober, a8 God'y athleto,
. . . Stand thou firm, as an anvil whon it i
smitten. . . . Be thou more diligont than
thou art. Murk theseasons, Await Hira that is
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above every season. . ., . Let not widows
be neglected. Aftor the Lord be thou their
proteclor, Let nothing be done without thy
consont ; neithor do thou anything without the
consent of God, as indecd thou doest not” (Poly.

SYNOD MEETING,

Though little appoared upon the agenda
papor on tho opening of the Synod, considorable
burinoss arose out of the reports ot the various
committeos, and this oceupied the attention of
the Synod for two deys.  An important change
was mado in the mothod of electing the Exccu-
tive Committee, Provincial Synod Delegation
and Diocesan court. In reference to it, “the

lixocutive Comumittee voported advising that
the ballot which had beon hitherto taken in tho
Synod room, should horeafter be taken in the
Synod office, the ballot boxes remaining open
for one hour in the charge of scrutineers, and
cach delegate being furnished with a printed
ballot papor, containing the list of those who
had seaved in the provious year, from which

Somne further details may !
goencral approval,  Some, however, desired such

each delegate was at liberty to strike the name
Rof any whom he desired to replace by another
W member of Synod, and only such ballots being
tMcounted as were cast on the ballot paper fur-
Bnished. The new scheme passed without much

the tixecutive Committee; one of which was to
the eftecs thut Lo some fifteen or twenty missions
(tho names of which were read outin theSynod
at the royuest of members), the amount granted
should not be drawn, but the locality should in-
crease their contributions, so w3 to relieve the
fund in whole ov in purt; it being folt that the
grants in these cuses (made in order to comply
with the Canon) nevertheless exceeded what
should be male ar claimed, having regard to
the cupabilities of the missions coneerned, the
cluims of other purtions of the diocese and the
condition of the fund ; an admitted indebtedness
of about $1,000.

Another important movement was the ap-
pointment of the committee to consider a
scheme proposed by the Deanery of Clarendon,
tor tho formation of a general Diocesan
Sundny School Association, a Sunday School
fund, and the employment of & Diocesan Sunday
School agent,  Wo hope in a later number to
give tho schemo in full,

The oft talked of © Quebec Schome ™ came in
for prolonged discussion upon a motion intro-
duced by the Rev, Mr, Dixon, to the eflect that
all moneys collected for support of the clergy-
man in parishes or missions receiving a grant
from the Mission fund should be transmitted to
the treasuror and form part of the fund, and the
entire stipond of the clergy be paid out of the
general fund so augmentod.

The propositivn though somowhat in line with
the Quebec scheme, did not purport to in-
troduco the whole schome, nevertheless, it
aroused & long and warm debate, which re-
sulted tinally in a tie vote upon amendment
propused to the motion of 51 to 51, when the
Bishop being called upon as chairman for the
casting vote, gave it as was understood, in ac-
cordance with parlinmentary precedent, in favor
of tho existing state of things. The result is
that the motion was adopted with amendments
10 the cffect that the Executive committee
should consider the matter, and report at the
next session ol Synod.

Perbaps the most earnest and important do-
bate of tho session took place on the question of
*Sundiay Observance,’ or motion for the adop-
tion of the ropurt of the committee upon that
subjoct. The Rev. Canon Anderson, one of (if
not) the oldest present members of Synod, aud
of venerable years, moved the adoption of the
report, an admirable one in itself, in a short
speech of much earnestnoss and beauty.

The Synod was a unit in favor of Sunday
Observance, but some mombers appeared to
find fault with one clause of the report, which
condomued the running of trains and street cars
on the Lord's Day. Those who listened to the
many speakers who took part in the debate
could havo no doubt whatever as to the unan-
imity of sentiment in favor of strict Sunday ob-
servance. Several of them referred to the
deseeration of Sunday during the summer
months by visitors from city churches to coun_
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try parishes or missions, who spend a portion,
if not the whole of the day, either in bouting or
other amuserent, degrading tho local senti-
ment of the parish or mission in favor of the
Lord's Day, and evidencing little Christianity
on their own part; and an carnest nppeul was
mede by several of the country clergy to their
city brethren to draw the :ttention of the
members of their congregation tv this evil, and
to enforce the acknowledged duty of strict ob-
servance of Sunday, when awuy from hume at
country resorts. Ullimately, the muotion to
adopt the report was carried without opposi-
tion, upon which immediately o speecial resolu-
tion was introduced, to the effect that a
memorial should be presented to the council of
the City ot Mountreal, praying it Nov to grunt
any increased privileges tg Suhmer Park under
the Act of the Legisluthre lately pua~sed in
regardd to this place, and also to entorce as
strictly as possible all laws in regurd to the
observunce of the Lord's Day.

A great deal of routine work arising out of
the reports of committees wus considered and
adopted, amongst which mnuy be mentioned the
determination to proceed with the lmigrant's
Home in Montreal; the authorization of the
employment of a Special Travelling Agent un-
der the direction ot the Bouk aund Traet Com-
mittee for 8,P.C. K. publications, iu cooperativa
with the dioceses of Quebee und Qutavio, stiouid
they agree thereto; the consideration of the
position of French work; the recommendation
to the clergy of the diocese of greater super-
vision over the [nucational work
several parishes and missions under the author-
ity granted by law, of visitation in regurd to
their own children attending the public schools;
the re-appointment of the Otficers and Couneil
of the Church of Bngland Temperunce Society;
« warm rosolution of thanks tv the Woma.s
Auxiliary for the admirable work which had
been done during the year, not ulone fur the
dioceso, but the work outside of its  bounds, cte.

The session proved not only an lurmonious
hut useful one, and the attendance up to the lust
day was even better than usuul.

Missionary MeETiNG.—On the evening of

Wednesday, Jan. 17th, the annual Missionary
meetling in connection with the Synod, was held
in the Synod Hall, and was attended by an un-
usually large number, both of ladies and gentle-
men, hitherto the tormer have predominated in
nimbers. The Bishop presided, having with
him on the platform; the Revs. Canon Norton,
M, Ker, B MeManus, J. L. Flanagan and R
', Brewer, The meeting having been opened in
the usual manner, with prayer and singing, the
Bishop called upon Mr. Hrewer as the first
speaker, who gave a very interesting addressin
regiard to his work as Missionary in the lumber
camps and shanties on the upper Ottawa,  He
was followed by the Rev. F. MeManus, city
missionary, who detailed summarily the work
done by him during the year amongst the char-
itable institutions of the city and neighborhood.
The Rev. Mr, Flanagan then delivered an earn-
est address upon the duty and privilege ot mis-
sionary work, and another hymn having been
sung, the Rev. Dr. Ker spoke of his experienice
as & missionary for a number of years, and of
the noeds of the work; the meeting was closed
by an address by the Rector of Moutreal (Canon
Norton) speaking in behalf ot the Bishop, who
it was felt should not over-tux his powers after
the long day’s session, The offertory taken up
at the conelnsion of the meeting amounted to
#4451, a much larger sum thuan usual.

VISITATION VOYAGE,

Bay or Isnaxps 1o Porr SANDERS,

The Bay of Islands takoes its name from a
chain of throe rugged, precipitous islands that
stroteh across the entrance, known as Guern-
sey, Jersey und Dearl, with Woumly Island at
the mouth of the Ilumber, and Governor's
Island at York Harbonr av its southern side,

A visit o these parts this summer was ol
peculinr interest to me, as 1 had nat scen them
tor thirty years.  In July, 1863, when T was o
studont 1 the Theological Collego, Bishop Foild
kindly invited me to secompany him in the
Chureh ship Hlawk on the western visitation, |
had not been long in the eolouy, nud had seen
litte of Nowtoundland beyond Topsail and Por.
tugal Cover Tt guve mo w great insight into
the country, wnd the work of the missions,
which it sivee proved of great value to me,

At Channel the Rev, WO W, LeGulluis joined
the ship, chietly on aceount of the large namber
of” his parishioners who had left. Channel aml
neighbourhood to xettle in the Bay of Islands,
and whom he was glad to see again,

At that time this portion of the vonntry pro-
sented a primitive appearance, No axe of the
woodnin haed felled the trees of the forest pri-
meval, that grew taut and tall to the very
waler's edge s no spade or plough had as yot
broken the virgin soil. Nulure reignod su-
preme. A few rettlers were seattered amongst
some of the smaller coves; others, some from
Nova Seotig, had ereeted shantios along th
shore of the benutitul Sound of the River Hum-
ber. Bishop Feild was desirons that tho Church
should provide for the spivitnal needs of theso
immigrant<. At obd man named Prosper Come-
pagnon pointed ont where these seitlers might
be tonnd, and Mre, Letiallas and myself rowed
ashore from pliace to place, making w rough cen-
sus of the popalation. Ex-etly the sune thing
wis done ut Bonne Bay.  We proceeded to Uow
Heud, und us fir nocth as St Johin'™s Ishand,
The whole ot thin originally was My, Couriney's
mission.

Now, exaetly thirty yvears later, a transfor-
madion et my graze, as westeamed slowly and
nugestically up the =1l waler of 1he Tinmber
Sound on bourd hee Mujeaty's ship leopatra,
Settlemnent« huve sprong up, and comfortalle
homesteads were virible along both shore< of
one of Newloundland's principle rivers,  Tracts
of cultivated lund and well huilt house s met the
eye in every direelion, AU Birchy Cove there
in o dine court house, mugistrate's presidonce,
custom house, post oflice sl telegraph station,
with public wharves, stores, suwanilic) adl con-
nected with ronds and with all the convenjunces
of trade and travel that are to be Yound in the
iy and older settial portions of the country.,

There was, however, oue featurc in which ™|
toek erpecinl interest, Ou the hill ride, at a
send in the river, partly embowered in trees,
rosc the spire of the hoariful Tinde churel of
St. Mary the Virgin, A dittle hichar up the
hill-side, alike surrounded by folinge, wis the
comforteble parsuige, with outhouses, gurden,
and a level pursonage usel as a tennis ground,
Acros oue end of the latter stretehed n wire
that spoke of modern civilizution, tclographic
communication with the sonthern shore and
St Johu's, and likewise with the eustern shore
and mining region. Bay of Islands was 0o longer
iterra incoynita,

The weck we spent in visiting the dilferent,
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parts of the bay was purticularly fine, and
nothing could be more agreeable. The bright
sunghine, the hillsides green with forest and
farm, the still blue stream of the river, and the
placid waters of the bay beyond, formed a pretty
piece of scenery und inspired a feeling of rest
and contentment after our lute experience with
storm and salt spray.

‘I'he Bishop held his Confirmutions at different
centros ; & picco of ground was consecratod 8 4
cometery ; the usual hearty welcome wus ac-
corded, and the Bishop’s services and warm-
hearted addrosses were wppreciated.

A word or two must be said of the Church
buildings and schools. Though the foundalion
of the work was happily and fiemly Jaid by the
pioncer Missionary, Itev, U. /. Rule, yet the
splendid appointments of tho mission are due
1o the el und macrifico of the Rev. J, J, Curl-
ing, Nothing wus spared by him ; time, talont,
monoy, and physical strength, ull bespoico solf-
sucrifice.  The poople in the dilterent psris cer-
tainly contributed a quota of material and free
lahour, but the cost foll henvily on the pastor,
who so energotically planned and pushed for-
ward these oroctions,  Fverything is solid even
to details. [t now remains to be scen whether
those, who have wo greatly benefited by those
cerections, will maintain them in proper repair.

Tho church to which § have already relerred
i boautifully designed, and almost perfect in
ity arrangoments, It is cruciform in shape,
with nave, transepts, chuncel and central tower,
surmounted, as it shonld over be, with the
glorious sign of salvation.  There are handsome
dosks and Jittings, with some reully good stained
glass windows,  "The parsonago has lately beon
vebuilt, and is comlortablo und sufliciontly
roomy. At the watorside are the wharves and
# dock, on which the Lavrock or any mission
schoonor might bo repaired,

Up and down the river, near the larger num-
bor of sottlory, are as many as tive schools,
Soverst of these have a chancel with chureh
furnituro, soparated from tho building by cur-
tuins, 80 a8 o bo used as both chureh and
school.  In addition there is an ercction, in one
or two imstancos, in which a schoolmastor or
clorgyman might voside.  The schoolat Birchy

Jove was lor many yoars o first-class institu-
tion.

IL will nol be necossary to speak of all the
sorvices hold, an thoro must bo 2 samenoss about
them.  Suflice it to say, that the Sunday spent
at headquarters was amost enjoyable day. The
servicos wore warm and hewrty; the singing
and responding good; tho churel neay filled and
the worshippors appurently devout.

The Rev. A. Currio, who for many years was
Principal of the Church of Eugland Academy in
St. John's, is Missionary Priost of this bay, and
i porforming his duty amidst many hardships,
Parts of tho mission ¢an only bo visited in boat,
Mr, Currio has dovoloped into an able boatman.

FALLACIOUS CRITICISM.

Wo had no idea that the “ Romanizing gorm ”
had been blown so far afield as to inoculate that
sturdy champion of teuth and fair-dealing, the
New York Tribune. But such seems to be the
cage, for wo find in @ recont issue of thal paper
a pathotic appeal tothe ¢ Ipiscopal Church ”
to furnish for itself and for others * an authori-
tative voice,”

The ‘* authoritative voice ” of the * Episeopal
Church ™ is the Tnearnate Word of God, The
utterances of thatVoice are written in theGospel.

Tho epitomized statement of those ulterancesis
in the Apostley’ and Nicene Creeds.

Bul it appears to be u mutter of discipline
that exercises tho Tribune, ** Where,” it sayx,
“wshall be found in the Kpiscopal Church un
authoritative voice that will settlo the question

which of these two bishops is rvighi ?7
Diseipline Is dogma applied to practical afluirs
and again wo answer, the ** authoritative voiee ™
in the “Lpiscopal Church’ is the lncarnate
Word of God—the utterances of thut Voice in
the Gouspel—the cepitomized disciplinary appli-
cation of those ulteranees to the personal cou-
trol of the clorgy and laity of the “ Ipicopal
Church” in the canons, formularies, liturgy,
customs and every day habit of the “ Mpiscopul
Church.” '

Tho Tribune complains that  in many re-
spects tho comproliensiveness of the Ipiscopal
Church is & source of weakness” 1t is a new
idea in Christian thought that  comprehensive.
noss "' vhould be a “‘source of weakness” in a
Church. We had supposed, on the contrary,
that Christ,through s Moly Spirit, is the only
“wource” of the Church, and that le¢ ix a
“gonreo” of inexhaustible strength.  Purther-
more, we had supposed that  comprehensive-
nosn.” or the purpono to “disciple ail nuions”
is tho primary commission of the Chureh,

The tivet, imperative duly of the Chureh is
“comprohoensiveness,”  and her ¢ sonree” of
strongth tor the porformance of that daty is
Christ Himself. Christ is her source of strength,
and He commands her bofore all things to be
“comprehensive.”

But perhaps the Tribune means liberalizm or
lutitudinarianism.  That would iudeed be n
source of fatal wealkness; but that, most em-
phatically, is not & characteristic ol the  Iipis-
copul Chureh.”

There are two Tundamental fllicies which
commonly undorlic all sueh popular awd super-
ficial criticism  of the Church. One is the
fallacy that the Church, if she is rveally the
Church at all; must dogmatize in every depart-
mont of thought, even to the last shade of
opinion ; and, as a corollary to this, that the
Chureb, ifshe elaim any authority whatever,
must intrudo her disciplinointo the most minute
aetions, whether public or private, ot her clergy
and laity, Tho other fallacy is, that the
opinjons and actiong of a fow individual mem-
bors may fuirly bo takenas an indication of the
mind of the whole Church,  Both these tallacies
appear in full force in the Tribune avticle,

The gratuitous assumption is made that * not
only outsidors, but oftentimes  its own  (the
Chureh’s) mombers find it impossible 1o learn
what ig its authoritative teaching on many
mattors of vital importance,”™ To strengthen
this otherwise unaceredited statement the satir-
ical bon mot of “an eminent Presbyterian,” and
tho unkind sneer of'a * Congregational journal ™
are quoted. All this is based on the tivst falliey,
and tho answer to it is that the Church does not
leave in uncertuinty anything that is o * vital

importance ”; but she does allow men to think
ag they please about things of minor import-
ance. The * matters of vital importance ” to the
Christian are clearly and unequivocally stated
for all alike in the Creeds, Probably the
ground for such isapprehension a8 we arc
here dealing with lies in the fact that the Church
ditters from the Tribune and “ an eminent Prexs-
byterian” and a ¢ Congregational journal” as
to what are ** matters of vital importance ” and
what are matters that may be left to private
opinion. If “ matiers of vital importance ™ ace
those which atfeet the temporal and ecternal
welfare of immortal souls, then wo say that the
Church ofters themall in the Creeds. Whatever
is outside the Creed und the Seriptures of which
the creed s & summary, is, by comparison, of
minnr importance, and is a proper subject of
opinion and  speculadon.  The Church suys, in
etfect, Aceept the Creed and live, by God's help
the life which that belief implies, and you may
have what additional opinions you please,

But the Tribune wses the othor fallacy also.
The remarks of two bishops are quoted—one
denouncing “ Romanism,”” the other  liboral-
ism, 7 and the yuestion is triumphantly asked,
Which of the twois right ? So faras we can see,
both might be right, or both wrong, or one
richt and the other wroug, and stili the vital
question as to the trathfulness and authorita-
tiveness of the Church as a whole would be total-
ly unaffected,  These bishops, speaking cach
fur his own diocese, and each from his own point
of  view, denounced certuin people  and
certain practices.  One denunciation does not
neeessarily  contradiet or exelude the other,
Fuch may be considered to supplement the other,
and both, so faras we can see, merely indicate
that in the opinion of these two prelates there
are some pernicious practices and some obnox-
jous opinions among some members of the
Church,  If the opinions of these bishops traly
reflect the fact, then the fact i3 to be deplored,
Bat that by no means necessarily proves that
the Chureh as o whole countenances such
practices and such pevsons—it would rather
seem to prove the opposite.

But we do not think that the belief of the
Ameriean people in the integrity and faithfol-
ness of the * dipiscopal Church " is to be shaken
by such superficial eviticisim. The ©* Kpiscopal
Church 7 has served this land too well for that.
We think, too, that the Church which nursed
and taught the early patriots ; the Chureh which
has patiently and quietly, amid many adverse
circumstaness,  won its wiy o the hearts of
thousands ot the most intelligent citizens ; the
Chureli which, afier & great and bloody civil
contlict, wis the first officiatly to recall its mem-
bers to united prayer and conference ; the Chureh
which to-day is fostering and enconraging in-
namerable  great-hearted institutions  for the
cure of the outeast, the poor, and the ignorant
—wedo not think such a Church deserves, or
has reason w fear, the idle tannts of hasty, ill-
intormed eritics—and we believe The Tribune
will be the tirst to re-ccho our words,—The
Churchman N Y,

A WORD TO

Then, how heavy is my responsibility! I
liave precious souls committed to my trust,
How much of my children’s future welfave de-
pends uponme ! I must consider they are but
fent me, and endeavor to train them up for
cternity. - While 1 am watching with a parent’s
deoprtelt anxiety over their 60(1{63, I'must never
torget that they have souls, souls of infinite va-
lue!  See Matt, xvi, 265 xxv. 46, ’

Let me wot give them up, more thau is abso
lutely necessary, into the hands of others., A
mother in particular, should be the superintend-
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ent of both her nursery and schoolroom. If
any other employment (however charitable)
interfere with this, that engagement is unlawful,
God has given me childron. He expects me to
ypend and be spent for them. If I neglect them
that T may benefit others, I am stepping out of
the path He has appointed for me.

In infancy I must be ready to watch my
baby’s opening mind, in order that, while Satan
is at hand to make it go ustray betimes, I may
anticipato him in instilling Christian principles,
s0 soon a8 it shall be able to hear them. I must
tell my child of a Saviour who loves it, of a
heaven above, and of a hell beneath; of its
naughty heart, &e., and its need of grace; and
all this in words so simple and tender as to be
suited to its infant comprehension.

Are my children growing up? Then 1 neel
prayer {or much wisdom to know how to guide
them, I must continue to instruct. | must
store their minds with Bible truth,history, fucts,
doctrine, precepts. I wmust, moreover, watn,
admonish, and correct, To chastise is spiritual,
but let me be aware how 1 chastise; not in
anger. Let my children see that it grieves me
to punish, but that 1do itin love, Let me,
above all, remember, that by fur the mosti m-
portant toaching is that of erample ;—ull my
mstruetion, a&ll my correction, will cotne 10
nothing If I fail here. My example will edueate
them in one way or other, whether [ will or no,
—daily, hourly ; if it does not correspond with
my teaching, they will act not as 7 say, bhut as
[do. 1t matters not what 1 teach,—it' [ am
worldly, or proud or ill-tempered, or neglectful
of my Bible, or the meuns of grace, I must ex-
pect that they will be ready and willing imita-
tors.

Finally, let me sccure the confidence and
iriendship of my children. This, indeed, will
aenerally follow from judicions Christian train-
ing. They may leave the parental roof, but they
cannot escape from a parent’s heart,  So long
us 1 can help them temporally or spiritually, 1
must not fail todo so: I'must show my childron
that [ am ever ready to be resorted to in cuses
of difticulty, anxiety, or trouble,

But all this cannot be accomplished without
much **prayer and supplication.” Who is
suficient for these things ? 1 noed the grace
of Christ to be made perfect in my weakness,
Who can change my childven's heart? Not I,
but 1Le who hath said, ¢ L will pour my Spirit
upon thy seed, and my blessing npon thine ofl-
spring.”

A JUDGE ON RELIGIOUS EDUCATION.

Mr. Justice Grantham laid the foundation-
store of St. Margaret's Migher Grade School,
Liverpool, on Monday, and justified his appear-
ance there whilst on circuit representing the
(Jucen in the dinpensation of' justice, by saying
that one of the greatest social problems of thy
day was religious cducation, and that the educa-

tion of the poople and the administration of

justice went side by side. It was better for
Judgroes to assist in the education of the people
than in pupishing criminals. Though many
Board schools gave admirable religious
cducation, there seemed to be a general rising
up against religious teaching, For this he was
sorry, because he was convinced that education,
to be of real value, must be bused on religion,
Unless children were taught to believe in tho
omnipresence of God, in the punishment of the
wicked, and in the rewerd of the good, there
was no reason why they should not be what
they ‘considered best in their owneyes. If a
man's sncts were based on religious principles,
he would do good because he know it was right
to do good ; and children religiously educated
would, he wuas convinced, make fur better
citizens.—Church Eelectie,

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Cieren Coxsortparion.—It is well known
that not only the desire existed, but that an ef-
fort was made, to have the Diocese of New-
foundland form part of the General Synod con-
stituted last  September in Toronto. That
Diocese did not see its way, owing to its situa-
tion and peculiar needs, to enter into the Con-
solidation.  We are pleaxed, however. to note
that o writer in the Digeesan Magazine, of New-
foundland, for January, veferring to the Pas-
toral issued by the Bishops of the Canadian
Chureh, expresses the hope that it may appeur
at an early date in the pages of' the magazine,
“for it is the most importunt Church proclama-
tion made since the Lambeth Conference.” The
hope is still entertained that at an eary date
the Diocese of Newfoundland may be able to
enter into and become part of the General
Synod,

Sexnay Quskrvasce—We publish inanother
column a portion of an Essay upon the question
of “Sunday Observance,” read at an Arch-
deaconry meeting in the Unitod States.  There
is much, of course, which applies mainly to thut
country, but the principles invoked by the
writer are equally applicable, und the evils
pointed out by him equally prevail in this
Canada of ours, where indeed Sunday descera-
tion has advanced by leaps and bounds, wnd has
reached such o poinl as requires immediate,
carnest and concurrent action of all Christian
puople for its repression, It is w well-known
fact that for several years past action has heen
taken in the Dominion Parliument for the en-
forcement »f Sunday observance, and some think
to un extent unreasonable in these duys of pro-
gress.  Whatever may be said, however, in
favor of relaxing the strict observance of the
Lords Day in regard to necessury tratlic upon
Government canals or roads, at certain seasons
of the year, little, if anything, can be advanced
to justify the violation of the divine luw
through the running of ordinary and special
pussenger trains on the Lord's Duy, a traflic
which has largely increased in these later days,
and having nothing to justify it in our esti-
mate, except the mere convenience of travellers
and the selfinterest and money-getting spirit
of the Compunies concerned, .

But a more striking illustration perhaps of
the extent to which this spirit of Sunday dese-
cration hus gone was aflorded at the last meet-
ing of the Legisluture of” the Province of Que-

bec, when, with unblushing eftrontory, an ap-
plication was made oun bohalf of a mere placo of
amusement, and that one of which tho charac-
tor may be called in question, for permission to
keep open throughout tho wholo of the Lord’s
Day, and to sell refroshments, including, it wo
mistake not, beer. That such an application
should be mado at all and could bo ontertained
in a logislaturo under the British Crown in thix
19th century, is conclusive evidence of the de-
plorable advance which has been made in the
offorts to destroy the sanctity of' the TLord's
Day. We understand that the bill was not
adopted as prosented, but that it did passsome
what amended, and still giving to the Council
of the city of Montreal the power to grant ad-
ditional privileges in this respoct to this pir-
ticular park. The matter is one which shonld
engage the attention of overy religious body in
the city and Province, and may well afford
warning to the Chureh at lurge, of the extent
and power of the ovil sgainst which it ix con.
tonding.  We are wlad to find that the Synod
of the Diocese of Montreal rosolved to momuorial-
izo the City Council sguinst granting further
privile, es o the Park in question, and asking
stricter enforcement of all lawn regurding the
Lord's Day.

lt is not unworthy of notico that in our ox-
changes, received from all quarters of the
world, we lind this question of Sunday obsorvy-
ance oceupying o foremost plaee in leading
articles and correspondence, and the necessity
of its enforeement earnestly insistod upon,

NOTES ON THE EPISTLES.

QUINGUASEMIA,
“Charity . . . seekethnot her own.”—1 Cor. xiii, .

I.—The ossontial feature of the religious mind
is Love, translated ‘¢ ¢harity” in the Iinglish
version of the Bible. Lovo is an attitude of the
mind revealing iwelf in acts, eg., almsgiving,
relief of the needy brother or sister, cte. The
fruits of the virtue are not to be taken for the
virtue itself, Acts of charity may be performed
without Love. The ‘ charity” here described
is Lovo in relation to our fellowmen, “God is
Tve,” not that 1fe loves, but Ho is Love, As
mun partakes of the Divine nature and becomes
like God, through the cffects of the incarnaiion
of the Son, by tho supernatural restorative
power of tho sacramental life, he too becomes
“ Love,; “Love” lies at tho vory root and
spring of all he thinks or does or says, All
gifts wink into insignificanco compared with
this, sinco the possession of this grace slone
makes man a partaker with Christ of the Spirit,
of the Father, I St. John ii. 9, iii. 16, iv. 16,
“ He that dwelloth in Love, dwelloth in God.”
“If noman suy L love God, and hatoth his
brother, ho is o liar,” *“ We love tho children
of God when wo love God,” v. 2. The Apostle
cantions Christian people against & not uncom-
mon error us to the real nature of Christian
“eharity.”

H.—What “charity™ is not. A proper osti-
mate of the respective value of spiritual gifls is
onjoined. The best gifts are to be sought after,
Ch. xii, 31, The loftier, highor way, the Way
of Love is to be desired, & way which leads up
to tho higher degrees of spiritual perfection,
opens out the efliciont spiritual prospects, a
way without which all othor spiritual gifts ure
useless and vain, a way which will remain when
all other “gifts” aro passed away, A way
which leads to Heaven, and abiles for ever in
Heaven—Tur Way ov Love. It is impos-
sible to oxhaust the teaching of this marvellous
chapter, Undor tho touching boauty and
rythm of the words of the Apostlo lies a depth
of thought which transconds all human powor
of analysis. Truly, as the Apostle says, in
meditating upon this beautiful passagoe, “we
gee through o glass darkly.” Buu there is much
simple instruction, lying on tho surface, which
is clear even to the most casual student,

LU L —The general accountof this most excel-
lent graco of Christian Lovoe is that it ¢ suffor
oth long and is kind." Speoch for rehgion,
withont Love, has no soul or sense; it is only as
tho clashing of brazen eymbals.  Expositions
of doctrine, even acts of faith, without love are
nothing (cf. 2 Petor, ii, 15; Jude ii, Balaam,
Caiaphas, St. John xi, 49, 51, Spiritual gifts
without “ Love” only increase guilt.  All goods
givon to feed the poor, oven the blood of mar-
tyrdom, profit nothing without unity and char-
ity, which are necessary to make them accopt-
able to Him, Who is the Author of Peace and
Lovor of concord in His Church. Schism is a
breach of the Way of Love,  Division and Dis-
sonsion aro outrages against the Divine Spirit

of charity. T.ove knows nothing of the envy of
a Cain or the brethren of Joseph, of pride and
solf-consciousness, wrathfulness, malice, sus-
picion and selfishness, These things belong to
the basest of human passions; they are * the
rottenness of the bones,” Prov. xiv, 30. The
love of pre-eminence, self-assertion, the desire to
be distinguished above others, for goodness or
ability, or social place, or distinctions which
the world values, the secret pride and compla-
cency, the unseemly behaviour shown in want
of respect for old age or lawful commands, e.g.,
of parents or of civil or ecclesiastical authority,
are here shown to be inconsistent with that
true charity which is the very bond of peace
and of all virtue, and without which whosoever
liveth is counted dead before God, *‘TLove”
grieves over evil and rejoices in the advance of
righteousness and peace. It believes the very
best of all, putting the kindest construction on
conduct and imputing the best motives, and
hoping the best of even the worst. Patience
and kindness are prominent marks of the love
that is *“stronger than death.”

IV.—“ Charity nover faileth.,” All other
things will {ail or cease. As the things of our
childhood lose their charm as we grow older,

and pass out of memory, so the things of this
world will cease whon the eternal life opens be-
fore us, Onour way to Eternity there are to
be three great abiding principles of our hearts,
We are to walk by Ifaith, to lean on the support
of Christian Hope, to move in Charity; ** but
the greatest of these is charity,” because Love is
eternal. Faith will be swallowed up in sight,
lope in possession, but Love will still animate
God, and bind in one the Church of the re-
decmed. Tor this reason then charity should
abido in us as the characteristic of our whole
conversation, the sign that we really possess
the Divinoe Life within us, Love is eternal and
permanent, because it is of the very being oi
God, for God is Love.

THE EVIL OF SUNDAY DESECRATION.

An Essay read before the Archdeaconry of the
Susquehanna,

“ Last Sunday seemod to me the most tive.
some day 1 ever spent, T thought it would
nover pass.”  Such were the words addressed
to me not long ago by a hard-working manwho
never by any possible chance entered the church
on the Lord’s Day. It was my opportunity
and I used it, I told him that Sunday would
nover seem long or tiresome to 4 man who ob-
served it properly by not forsaking tho assembly
of God’s people, and by joining heartily in the
holy %ervice of the sanctuary. *1I know,” he
replied, “ that it is more habit that I don't go.
I've kind of got into this way and its hard to
get out of it.”

Tho case of this man is only one of the many
thousands which unhappily afford cause for

rief to the Church in every purt of tho lund,

"he ovil of Sunday desecration, the seifish and

socular use of the day, the abandonment of
Church-going, are somo of the heart-sickening
ovils of the time. They ure evils with which
the clergy havo to deal constantly, as they find
clusters of souls in every village, town, and city,
who under no ersuasion or appeal will enter u
church, and who shun the gates of God’s house
as they would a building over which the red
flag waved to mark the prosence of the scourge
within,

1t is useless to disguise the fact that a spirit
is widely provalent in this nation different from
that which reigned over it fifty years ago. Go
forth of a Lord's day mormag into village street
or ¢ity avenue! What a sight greets your
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eyes! Men sit in front of the hotels, or loll in
the bar rooms, reading the chenp sensgations of
the Sunday paper, discussing the latest mann-
vre on the checkerboard of politics, or the
raciest and most salacious sociul scundal. Trains
and boats are packed with pleasure-seekers,
bound for suburban resorts where brass hands,
beer, and base-ball banish the last vestige of
reverence for the day which God has hallowed
and c¢laimed as His own.

What has changed the primitive reverence
and sweet sobriety of the Sunday rest to the
noxious levity which now parades itself on this
Holy Day?

A variety of answers muay be given, each
partially deseribiny the causes which have con-
tribnted to bring about this lamentable state of
aftuirs.

The large influx of torcigners to our shores,
and the prolonged sojourn of many Americans
abroad, have led to an importation of foreign
manners from those countries where the habit-
ual and ancient respeet for Sunday has fallen
into ubeyance, What regard for Sunday does a
very large class of Gormans bring. froma coun-
try largely secularized and rampantly and ob.
tusely critical of revealed religion? What ven-
eration for Sunday can the Frenchman bring,
when at home the race for Le grand Priz and
the eclection of deputies is held on Sanday?
What estimation for sacred rites can those lta-
lians bring from a country where Romanism
beggars the poor for the onrichment of well-fed
priests ¢ Thousands come to the United States
with a distrust of Christianity, an antipathy to
whatever distinguishes its sacred seasons from
common hours, and finding here unlimited
liberty, they corrupt by evil example the simple
souls who learned in a ditferent school.

There are other streams, not forcign in their
sources, tributary to the mighty river of irve-
ligion. There i3 & re-action from the rigid Puri-
tanism of the 17th and 18th centuries, with its
harsh, unnecessary, loveless strictures against
the joyousness of the scriptural Lords Day.
Many who were brought up under the old
regime of Congregationalism, have departed from
all fuith, The feelings of this class are shock-
ingly depicted in the exclamation of one trained
under that stern religious dispensation, who
burst forth one Saturday with the mulediction :
“To-morrow is that dreadful day!  How [ hate
it!” If one may rely on Mrs. Alice Morse
Farle's deseription of “ the Sabbath in Puritan
New England,” we can scarcely wonder that
the Jewish exaction of that day has driven many
=ouls fur from the faith of their fathers,

One other cause has had a subtie cffect in
diminishing observance of Sunday.  Universal-
ixm, as popularly understood, has ‘deadened the
comscience of many to the high and gracions
privileges of this day. We do not impeach any
who profezs the name of Christ, but we cannot
refrain from noting as o matter of experience
and observation, that many have imbibed the
notion that uas all men will be saved tinally, they
need not greatly concern themselves with duties
that contribute to salvation of soul.  Why keep
holy the Lord’s Day by the assembling vur-
selves together, if we are just as well ot in the
tinal disposition of all things us they whoesteem
it a delightsome day, holy unto the Lord, and
honorable ?

Cnuses less powerful liave operated to the
same end, but these are some which, coupled
with the often repeated cry about delinquencies
of professing Christians, have helped to increuse
a disrespeet for Sunday and a negleet ol the
services of the Church.

Before proceeding to suggest remedics, let me
indicate some ovidences of this defection, and
the contrast between the picty and eonsecration
of our parents and the painful lack of these

qualities to-day.

Most of the clergy are interested in the spir-
itual welfare of o rural folk, whose horizons are
narrow, despite the breczes of the hills and the

unfottered freedom of the pathless sky, Of the
constituency of a city parish we are not now
speaking. The Sunday descerating habit has
firmly established itselt in the country distriets,
The foreign impulse, the pulsations of this rest-
less agre, the break on Manhatian Islaud, are felt
across the country, and their remotest ripples
plash against the baso of the Rockies. Sunday
morning dawns over the fairest scenery upon
which Grod's hand has left its dehicate and per-
fect workmanship, But alas! its joy and beauty
shed no glow over many thousand hearts. The
customary ** chores " on the tarm aro done, the
household duties of the village home performed ;
there is still time to prepare for the worship of
the Church. But instead, the master of the
house, who ought to set a good example to wife,
childron, und servants, picks up that Satarday
decoction of seandal and falsehoud, printed ex-
pressly for Sunday contamination, and lolls back
in the best room, squandering the sacred hours
over the spirit-benumbing sheet,  Or he timds
his way to some near-by tavers, aud there with
buon eompanions, propped up against the hur-
room wall, wastes the morning in *foolish jest-

ing " and idle fanghter.  This i3 no untruathtul
picture. Into how many homes in all the

cotutry-side, into how maay public honses, you
can go, and tind the orviginad of’ this sombre
skotch.

What a change has come over the spiril of
American homes?  What w depurture there has
been from the reverent habits ot our foretithers,
A generation ago the master of the house was
a veritable father in Israel,  He was ustir he-
times in the morning, e did not come alone
when the church bell sent its sweet notes climb-
ing the farthest hill sides and steading in soft-
ened aceents down the winding valley,  With
a wagon teeming with souls precious in God's
sight) he drove up to the venerated portal of
the church where his fathers had worshipped
betore him.  In winter he shovelled out the
drifts and broke the roads to reach the house of
Gold.  Neither snow storm, rain, nor tempest
stood between him and his God,  1f by chanee
a party of gnests crowded around his wide and
genial hearthstone on the eve of the holy duy,
they did not prevent him from dixcharging his
duty to God tirst, Sunduy guests nor Sunday
gusts kept him from church. e took the
former with him and went through the latter,
His Christian fmth waus not of that accommo-
dating nature that shaped itself to the perverse
wiys of the worldling. JUwas robusi, 1t had
muscularity as well as popularity. It rejoiced
in and thrived on practice.

Can we think that the man who was found in
his pluce at the services each Lords Day went
to his work with overtaxed body or dispirited
mind on Monday morning”? 1 ventnre to main-
tain that no harder, longer lived race of men
conld be found, than they whose aXes felled the
trees on these glorious hills and whose plough-
shares turned the sod of these fertile valleys
two or three generations agn. God’s blessing
was on these men and their thmilies, as it will
be on their descendunts if they observe the
habits of their fathers.

RELIGION AND EDUCATION.

The Rev. Dy, Hotfman, in an address t the
Missionary Council of the aister Church in the
United States, thus spoke of the duty and bene-
fit of carly and continuous veliginus training

“We can searcely begin too soun to impress
upon their infant minds the great traths which
are to influence all their lives. Years ago, when
I hal charge of a parish which maintained a
parish school where the children, i aecordanc®
with the Catechism, were taunght by the Creed
what they were to belicve, and by the Ten Com-
mandments what they were to do, aned by the

Lord’s Prayer how ‘‘to call by diligent prayor
for the graceto enable thom to do these things,"”
a neighbov called upon mo one morning to know
it T would receive her child into the school
without requiring him to attend the religious
instruction. Not being & member of tho Church
hersalf, she did not wish her child to be brought
ap in ils quiot, sacred ways, Lroplied to her
that in our sehool wo knew but ono mothod of
training up a child in the way ho should go;
we did not beliove in divorcing socular learning
from roligious instruetion ; wo deomed thom
both necessary for the proper education of the
human being, and we could not make an excep-
tion in her case. 1 suggostod to hor that, if'she
was not willing to have her child taught theso
things, thero wero othor schools in tho neigh-
borhood in which they wero not to be found,
She answered, after urging her view of thecaso
in the strongest way and tinding that she could
not prevail, that she thought our school was o
much better than the other schools to which 1
referved that she was willing to placo her child
in it, and to tuake the risk of his loarning thoso
things which she did not believe. With this un-
derstanding, | received the boy among our pu.
pils, e was scarcely six years of ago, ]Nu
special pains were taken to instract him any
differently from the other childron,  He ve.
mitined in the school less than a yoar, when ho
wits taken away in consequence of the family's
removing from the town. Years afterwards,
when I beenme the rector of o lavgo eity parish,
I received a eall from a young lady, who saked
me if 1 could reeadl the circumstances undoer
which 1 recetved this little buy into my  parish
sehool. 1 told her 1 remembered them very dis-
tinetly.  She then stated that she was his sis-
ter, and added that the family eonld not under-
stand what we did with her brother while he
wis in the parish school, but that after hoe loft
it, they had never beon able to indnce him to
leave the Episcopul Chureh; indoed, he had
given his mother aud his sisters no vest until ho
hiad brought them all to becoms communieants
init,  And at his urgency, now that I had a
parish in the city, shohad enlied to secure sonts
tor them in the church of which T was then
rector,

“ wouhl have this training earried on in all
oar schools of learning, T have no faith in
teaching the hand, the eye and the fool, or even
the mind, to the neglect of the seul, 1 believe
all eduention in worldly  knowledge, without
instruetion in * the mother of all sciences,” Lo
be very unwise, | am sure that weare doiwg a
great wrong (o onr children whon we suffer
them to grow up, as the saying iz, Lo choose
for themselves,” when they eome to yours of
discretion, in that which is of more importance
to them thun any carthly advanlygee,  ©For
what shall it profit & mun, if,” (hrough our
uegleet in his carly edueation, “he shall gain
the whale warld wad lose his own soul ??

« 1 would follow it up in our colleges, whon
our young men have arrived ut that age whon
they are mast expased o the temptations of
this world, anmd when, above all other times,
they need  Divine guidance for conflict with i
them. To show how much may bo done by the
infusion of « proper spirit among our young col-
lewians, 1 need only refer to the honorable ex-
ample of the littlo compuny of students who, o
few yeurs since, banded themselves together to
visit the ditferent colleges in our country to
arge upon their fellow-students the importance
of conseerating their lives as misstonaries of the
Cross, and the very great success which at-
tended therr labors.

“And ubove all, T would, by means of mis-
sionary organizations, and by lectures and ad-
dresses on missionary subjects, keep alive the
missionary spirit in all our theological semin-
aries,  In the institution over which I have the
honor to preside there has been for yenrsa mis-
sionary society, conducted and controlled by
the students, which mects every fortnight w
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hoar & puper read by ono of their own number
on some missionary subject, and tv enguge in
conference on missionary work. For a long
period they have supported one or more foreign
migsionarios, and but o few years since fully
one-half of the graduating class offered them-
selves a8 missionaries in our great Western
fields,” —Spirit of Missions.
