ITALY.

Italy is situate in the middle of the southern région of Europe, and consists chiefly of a
long narrow péninsule, projected into the Méditerranéen Sea, and separated on the north-west
and north from France, Switzerland, and Germany, by the Alps, which forni, in most places, an
almost impassable barrier. Including S&rdinia and Sicily, but without Corsica, whicn belongs
to France, the superficial extent of Italy exceeds 120,000 square English miles.

Since the downfall of the Roman Empire, Italy bas never formed one state. It bas always
been parcelled put among numerous Princes and Lords, and now contains nine Sovereign States,

one of which indeed forma an intégral part of the Austrian Emj)ire, while the others are ail

politically subject to the domineering influence of Austria.

NAME3 OF THK BTATES.
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SPAIN AND PORTUGAL.

Thbsb two countries, though politically independent, fonn one geographical région, and

oannot well be described separately. Thev form together a largfe and compact peninsula,

situate at the soutb-western extremity of Europe, and containing about 167,000 square

geographical miles; of which the Kingdom of Spain contains 187,400, and the Kingdom of
Portugal, 29,600.

KINGDOM OF SPAIN.

Br a royal decree, dateJ 80th November, 18S3, the Spanish terrîtory in the Peninsnia and
adjacent islands, was divided into forty-nine provinces, taking their names from tbeir respective

capitals, except Navarre, Biscay, Alava, and Guipuscoa, which retain their ancient dénomina-
tions ; but for military purposes, thèse arc arranged into twelve Captaia-generabhips.

south-eastern, are nearly 2000 miles asunder ; and the breadth of the Empire atretches throiigh
25° uF lat , or about 1700 miles. It is scarcelv possible to form an estimate of the population ;

if known to the officers of Government, they do not think proper to publish it ; and ail that can
be affirmed of it is, that it is very thinly scattered, and that the bulk of the inhabitants are every-

where in the lowest state of poverty and moral dégradation. The Ottoman Tiirks are a branch
of the great Toorkee family from Central Asia ; but their proper désignation is Osmanlee or
Othmanlbe, so called from Osman or Othman, the founder of the Empire, and the ancestor of
tlie Impérial Family. Their total number is believed not to exceed 4,000,000 ; the rest of the

population of the Empire consisting of Greeks, Arabs, Armenians, Turkontans, Kurdes, Druses,

Maronites, Jews, &c.

The Turkish dominions in Europe and Ania were, till lately, divided into two great portions,

each of which was under the charge of a Beghlerbegh, ( Lord of Lords.) The one of thèse officers

re&ided either at Monastir or Sophia, in Rumelia ; the othcr sometimes at Angora, sometimes at

Kutahya. Besides this gênerai division, there were smaller governments called eyalet, or

principaiities, which were subdivided into livas and sanjahs, (banners.) The eyalets were under
the superintendence of viziers or pashas ofthree tails, and the/iv<M of mirmirans, orpashas oftwo
tails. At the commencement of the seventeenth century, the Empire contained 44 eyalets, and
220 livas ; but, at présent, scarcely more than the half of thèse remain ; and, besides, the limits

of the provinces hâve been and are continually changing.

In Africa. Egypt bas been possessed for several years by Mehemet Ali, an Albanian, who, af^er

hnving massacred or expelled the Mameluke Bey», wbo so long domineered over the country, has
resisted ail the open or secret attempts of bia master to supplant him, and now rules the whole région

of the lower Nile, and the adjoining districts of Arabia, as an independent sovereign, witb a merely
nominal acknowldgement of the Emperor'a supremacy. He possesses, likewise, Syria, Adana, and
Crète or Candia. TripoU and Barca were possessed for more than a century by a family of bereditary

Beya or Buihaw»,* who were entirely independent of the Sultan ; but at last, in 1^35, they were
restored to the empire, and the beys supplanted by the Capitan Pash^ ; so that TripoU is again a
province of Turkey.

KINGDOM OF HELLAS, OR GREECE.

This kingdom forms the south-castern extremity of Europe, and is nearlv peninsular, being

bounded on thrce sides by the Archipelago and the Mediterranean 8ea. Ils greatest length,

from north to south, is about 172 miles, and the greatest breadth of its continental portion about

150 ; comprising an area of about 14,000 square geographical miles. It comprises the ancient

Peloponnesus or Morea ; the Turkish province of Livadia, and part of those of Carlilli and
Lepanto, or Eastem and Western Hellas ; Eubea, or Negropont ; the Cyclades, and a [>art of

the Sporades.

The kingdom is divided into 10 nomos or shires, which are subdivided into 46 eparchtes.

The following table contains the namcs of the nomos, and their chief towni ; of which those in

Italics are also the chief towns of the eparchiet.

AsiA {s situate entirely in the Northern Hémisphère, between 1° and 77° N. lat^ and 26"

and 1 70° E. long. ; and forms one continuous mass of land, the greatest length of which, from
Suez to Behriug's Strait, is about 7370 geographicul miles ; and the breadth from Cape Comorin,
iii India, to Cape Taimura, in Siberia, about 4320. The superficial area is estiroated at upwards
of 12.000,000 square geographical, or 16,000,000 square English, miles. Asia is bounded on the

north by the Arctic Océan ; on the east and south-east, by the Pacific ; on the soutR, by the Indian

Océan ; and on the west, by the Ourals, Caspian Sea, Caucasus, Black Sea, Archipelago,

Mediterranean Sea, Isthmus of Suez, and Red Sea.

We intended, in compliance vith the usual practice, to give a political and statistical table of

Asia ; but we hâve not bcen able to find matcrialsforconstructing it,and we are inclined to believe

that none exist. We hâve, therefore, deemed it better to omit it than to impose upon our readen
with a formai arrangement of figures, which would hâve presentcd nothing but a mass of

conjectures, without the least approximation to accuracy. We shall merely give the names and a
brief outlinc of the political divisions.

Ottoman Empire, comprising Aaia-Minor and Syria, with part of Armenia, and the

countries watered by the Euphrates and Tigris, or the ancient Assyria, Babylonia, tmdChaidœa.
Chief Towru : Smyrna, Kutahya, Erzroum, Antioch, Aleppo, Damascus, Jérusalem, Baghdad,
Bussrah.

Arabia, possesscd generally by numerous independent tribes ; but the nortb-westem part,

and nearly the whole coast of the Red Sea, with the holy cities of Mecca and Médina, are under
the dominion of the Pasha of Egypt. In the south-western corner is situate the considérable

territory of the Imam of Sana ; while the south>eastem corner and ail the coast is under the

dominion or influence of the powcrful Imam of Muakat, who even extends his sway along the

coast of Africa as far as Zanzibar.

The KiNGDOM of Iran or Pbrsia. Chief toums: Tehran, Ispahan, Tauris, Shiraz,

Meshed.*
TuRKESTAN, Dosscssed by numerous independent khans, the principal of whom are the

khans of Bokhara, Khiva, Kokand, &c. Chieftowns : Bokhara, Khiva, Samarkand, Khojand,
Tashkend, Balkh.

Afghanistan, possessed by the tribes of Afghans, who were lately subject tothe kingdom
of Cabul, which bas been recently restored by the British government, in the person of Shah
Shuja, or Sooja>ul-Mulk, the dcthroncd king, who had been résident for many years at Lood-
heeana, as a pensioner of the East Indta Company. Chief townt : Cabul, Candahar, Ghizoi,

Peshawar. Herat and a small adjoining district furm an independent kingdom.

Bblochistan, a désert country possessed by the Beloochees, a nomade people, most of

whom acknowledge the supremacy of the Khan of Kelat or Kulat.

Eastern Peninsula, containing the kingdoms o( Burmah and Siam, the Empire ofAn-
nam ; the Malay states of Quedah^ Perak, Salangore, Johore, Pahang, Kemamang, Tringano,

Calantan, Patani ; the British provinces of Tennatserim, JVellealey, and Malaccot with the

adjacent isiands of Penang and Sincapore ; and the country of the Laos» called also Shyam or

THE PRINCIPALITIES.

Wallachia and Moldatia extend along the north side ofthe Danube, from the Prdth to

the borders of Hungaiy and Transjlvania ; the former containing an area of 21,600 square
geographical miles, with a population of less than 1,000,000 ; the latcer an area of 1 1,600 miles,

with a population of about 450,000. Thèse countries were formerly provinces ofthe Tuikish
Empire, govemed by princes called Hospodars, who were chosen by the Sultan from among the

Oreeks of Constantinople, and invested with regal authority—the attainment of the office being
dépendent upon the pnce offered for it. By the treaty of Buckharest, in 1812, the Czar acquired
the right of interfering in matters connected with the religion of the people ; and by the treaty

of Adrianople, in 1829, this power of interférence was so greatlv extended, that they may now b'e

considered as virtuallv provinces of Russia. To the Sultan, indeed, they still pay a small annual
tribute, as an acknowledgment of his s vereignty ; and he continues to appoint the Hospodar,
selecting faim from a list presented by the bovars (nobles,^ a class who are coropletelv subject to

the domineering influence of Russia. The Hospodar, wnen once elected, holds fais office for

life. The govemment, however, is of the worst possible kind ; every thing is in the most wretched
disorder ; and the people are divided into the two classes of tjrrants and slaves.

Sbrvia is a small province of about 9000 square geographical miles, with a population of

about 380,000. In the early part of the présent century it was govemed by Czemi Georges, a
native, who had served in the Austrian army, and who, enraged at the atrocities committed on
his countrymen by the Turks, had rebelled, and ezpelled them. The Sultan, deeming it hopeless

to recover the absolute dominion of the province, resolved to resign it to a native govemor, who
should bave the entire management ofthe internai administration, on payment ofa certain tribute ;

while the fortresses should be garrisoned by Turks, and the eztemal relations remain under the

Impérial control. Georges being dead before this arrangement took place, Milotsch Obrenovich,

a p^rson who had risen to distinction during the troubles, was chosen Prince, and the dignity

was guaranteed to him and his heirs by Turkey and Russia. Though Semendria bas been con-

sidered the capital of the principality, yet tmit town, it seems, now scarcely exists ; and the

actaal leat of govemment is sometimes at Kragojevacz^ and sometimes at Belgrade.

UNITED STATES OF THE lONIAN ISLANDS.

Thrse States consist ofthe islands of Corfu, Paxo, Autipaxo, Fano, Santa Maura, Theaki,

Cephalonia, Zante, Cerigo. and Cerigotto, with several other islets and rocks, lying along the

western and southem coasts of Turkey and Greece. They were formerly a portion ofthe foreign

possessions of Venice ; but, aller the downfall of that ancient republic, they came into the posses-

sion of the French, wh j were, in tum, expelled bv the British ; and by the peace of Paris, in

1814, the lonian Islands were left in possession ofthe latter. They form a sort of Rcpuhlic, or

rather what bas been called a Constitutional Monarchy, the suprême authority being vcsted in a

Senate, and a Lord High Commissioner,appointed by the Queenof Oreat Britain,and representing

her as Sovereign. The fortresses are garrisoned by British troops ; and the city of Corfu, in the

INDIA.

India, îs situate in the Northern Hémisphère, between 7® 57' and 35® N. lat., and between
66° 58^ and 95° E. long., measuring 1870 English miles in its greatest length from north to

south, and nearly as much in its greatest breadth, in lat. 26° north, from the western border of
Sinde to the eastem border of Assam. The natural boundaries of India are clearlv defined.

On the north it is bounded by the lone range of the Himalayas ; on the south by the ludian

Océan ; on the east and south-east by the range of mountains which séparâtes Assam and
Arracan from the Birman Empire, and terminâtes at Cape Negrais ; and on the west by the
Suleiman mountains, which eztend from the Suffeid Kho, near Cabool, to Ras Moarte, and are

connected, at their northern eztremity with the protruding spurs of the Himalayas. The whole
country within thèse extensive limits is, with partial exceptions, either directly govemed by the
British East India Company, or more or less connected with ît as tributary or allied. The
superficial area ezceeds 1,200,000 square miles.

India bas never formed one empire, and bas therefore not been subjected to any gênerai System of

administrative divisions. Diiferent parts of the rountry, however, hâve obtained certain popular uiid

geograpbical names, which are of fréquent occurrence, and must therefore be mentioned as u iiccessury

illustration of the geography of the country. 1 . The mountainous région between the Sub- Himalayas
and the great chain, bas been called Northern India, and the British portion is known familiarly as

The Hills. Northern India comprises the beautiful valley of Caskmere, drained by the River Jylum ;

the districts of Kutmawar, Gurwal, Kumaoon ; the kingdom of Nepaul ; the territory of Sikim ; and
Bootan, or the country of the Deb Rajab. 2. The Punjab or Punjaub, (the country of the Five

Vor several

ycarsj evcry thing in the island has experienced the moat rapid and bénéficiai improvement ; excellent

roddti, as good as the beat in Dritain, bave been formed to facilitate comnnunication ; and Ceylon
promises to be, at no distant date, one of the most splendid possessions of any crown.

Polo-Penano,' or Pinano, (officially Prince of Walks Island,^ is situate two miles off the

western coast of the Malayan peninsula, lietvvecn ô* là' and 5" 29' N. lat. and 100" E. long., and
forms an irregulur Tour-sided arca of 160 square miles, with a group of loflv hills in the centre. Con-
nected with Penang there is, on the opposite mainland, a territory calfed Welleslby Provincb,
extcnding 3.'> miles along the coast and four inkind. The total population of the two settlementi

amounted, in 1828, toOO.Iâ:).
The city of Malacca, situate on the south-west coast of the peninsula, in lat. 2' 14' N. is the

capital of a territory cxtending 40 miles along the shore and 30 mhuid, containing, however, only
iibout 800 square miles, and a population of 34,333. At the southern extremitjr of the peninsula il tbe
small islund of Sincapore, or Sinoapore, containing an area of 270 square miles, where a settlement
wus furnied in 1818, and has since risen to a considérable degree of importance as an entrepôt for tbe
trade ofthe eastcrn islands. Population in 1834, 26,349, of whom only 130 were wbitcs, the rest

being Mulays, Chinese, and natives of the other eastern countries.

The provinces of Martaban, Re or Ye, Tavoy, and Merooi, to the south-east of the Birman
Empire, wcre acquircd frorn tlie Birmans in 1826, and comprise an area of about 3?..^ square miles,

with a vcry scunty population, scarcely cxceeding 50,000 soûls. The principal .lown is Moubnein,
Maulmain, Afoetmin, or Maulamyaing, a very thriving settlement on the soulh or left bank of the
Saluen River, opposite Martaban, the frontier town of Birmab.

Penang, Malarca, Sincapore, and the Birman provinces, are political dependendes of the Govern-
ment of Ontish India.

A FRIC A.

Africa is situate in both the Northern and Southern Hemispherea, between 37* 20* north,
and 34'* 50* south latitude; and between ôP 22' east, and \T^ S2f west longitude. The
greatest length from Cape Serrât, in Tunis, to Cape Lagulhas, its southern extremity, exceeds
5000 Englisb miles ; and its greatest breadth, from CapeVerde ta Cape Gardafui, is about 4800.
The superficial area amounts to 8,902,000 square geographlcal, or nearly 12,000,000 of square
English miles.

Africa is usually divided by geographers into two great sections, called North Africà and
South Africa, separated by theEquator, or rather, perhaps, by a Une drawn obliquely from Cape
Gardafui to Bialra. North Africa comprehends two great régions, which may be named tne
Rkoion of THE NiLB and Moghreb ;• the former comprising Abyssinia^ Nubia,and Egypt;
and the latter divided by the Arabs into four parts, viz. 1. BBLBD-ui.-BERABER,*the country of
the Berabcrs, or Barba ry ; which is subdivided into Barka, Ajrihiyeh, (Tunis, and Tripoli,)
Moghreb-uUAusat (the Middie-West, or Algiers,) and Moghreb-ul-Acksa, (the Far west, includU
ing Marccco, Fez, Tafileit, and Sigilmessa.) 2. Beled-ul-Jerid,* (the Date-stick Country,)
a long narrow tract between the Atlas mountains and the Désert; 8. Beled-es-Sahara, (the
Désert Country ;) and, 4. Beled-es-Souoan. (the Black Country, or the Country ofthe Black<!,
called aiso by Europeans Nigritia or Negroland.) The last of thèse portions may be fartlier
subdivided into four parts : — 1. Eastern Soudan, or the basin of the Tchad, and other gr^;i,;t
lakes

; 2. Western Soudan, or the basin of the Joliba-Quorra ; 3. Guinea, the maritime région
between the sea and the mountains of Kong ; and, 4. Senegambia^ the country watered by (:he
rivers Sénégal and Oarabia, and their branches. None of ail thèse divisions bave any well
defaned boundaries, except where they border upon the sea.

South Africa comprehends CongOt Loango, Angola, and Benguela, on the west coast ;
Ajen, Zanguebar or Zanzibar, Mozambico, Sofala, and Caffraria or Kafferland, on the east
coast

;
and the Colony ofthe Cape of Good Hope, or South Africa, at the southern extremity.

The whole of the interior is unknown, and none of the countries above mentioned, excspt the
last, bave definite boundaries. To thèse divisions may be added the islands, viz. Madagascar,
Bourbon, MaurUius, Comoro, Socotra, and others, on the east coast ; Madeira and Porto
Santo the Canary Islands, Cape Verd Islands, St Hekna, Ascension, Fernando-po, Principe,
At Ihomas, and Annobon, on the west.

NORTH AMERICA.

North America lies between 8° and 72° north latitude, and 55* and 168" west longitude.

The greater part of it forms a compact raass, but the outline of its coasts is exceedingly irregular,

and nearly one-lhird of its entire Icngth consists of a long nurrow tract between the Atlantic

and the Pacific Océans. The longest straight line which can be drawn overland, extends froin

Cape Lisburn, in Russian America, to Cape Florida, a distance of 4260 miles ; but the îsngtb

of a somewhat winding line, stretching firom the Isthmus of Panama, to « Arctic Océan, west

of Mackenzie's river, falls little short of 5800. Its greatest breadth, ^etween 62" and 54"

north latitude, is nearly 3000 miles ; while to the south of the 30th pandlel it becomes gradually

narrower, till ut Panama it is not more than 30 miles across.

Althoiigh a large portion of North America is still occupied by the aboriginai tribes, and

there are cxtensive tracks untitted for the résidence of civili'ed man, yet the whole continent

bas becn, at least nominally, divided by Unes of démarcation among ceitain European powers,

and their colonists.

I. Danish America comprises Iccland, Greenland, and the islands of Santa Cruz, St

Thomas, and St John, in the West Indies.

2. Russian America consists of the north-western peninsula, with a strip of coast reaching

to the most southerly noint of Prince of Wales' Island. The only establishments, however,

besidc» the capital, within this vast territory, are a few factories and forts of the Russian

American Fur Company. The capital is New Arkhangel, on Sitka Island, a town with 10,000

inhabitants. The company hâve aiso a fortitied factory at Bodega, on the coast of California.

3. British America comprises ail that immense région which lies between the Polar Basin

and the United States ; but to the westward of ih". Rocky Mountains the boundary is still a

niatter of dispute, the British claim extending southward to the Columbia River, while, on the

contrary, the United States extend their claims northward to the Russian border on the sea-

coast. The British territory is divided into Hudson's Bay and North-western territory,

MEXICO.
Thb Repubiic op Mexico wat divided, by the constitution of I6t24, into 10 Statei,

4 Territories, and the Fédéral District ; but a decree of 1835 providcd for anew division of the

country into departments. Before the déclaration of independcnce, February 24, 1821, Meiico

or New Spain, was a viceroyalty of Spain, and was divided into 12 intendencics and 3 provinces,

and now contains a population of about 7,687,000.

CENTRAL AMERICA.

This countrv, which was formerly a province of Spain, and styled the Captain-Oeneral-

•hin of Guatemala, was declared independent bv the people on the I5th of Deccrober, 1821,

and was incorporated with Mexico ; but on tne fall of Iturbide, it disconnccted itself from

Mexico, and was formed into a separate independent republic November 22, 1824, under the

title of Fédéral Republic of Central America ; and the government was organiscd in April,

182Ô. It comprises 5 States, with a population of about 2,000,000.

SOUTH AMERICA.
Tins extensive continent is a peninsula, connected with North America by the narrow

isthmus of Panama or Darien, which in one part is only thirty miles across, and not more than
633 feet above the level of the Pacific Océan. The greatest length of the peninsula from north

to south is 4550 miles, and its greatest breadth 3200. It covers an area of 6,500,000 square
miles, about three-fourths of virhich lie between the tropics, and the other fourth within the

Southern temperate zone.

Divisions.—New Oranada, Venezuela, Equador, or Ecuador, Peru, Bolivia, or Upper
Peru, Chili, the Argentine Republic, or United States of Rio de Ih Plata, Paraguay, Uruguay,
Brazil, Ouyana, Patagonia, and the Archipelago of Tierra del Fuego.

Soon after the invasion of Spain by the French in 1808, a revolutionary spirit began to
manifest itself in the Spanish colonies ; and, before long, ail Ûiese colonies, one after another,
declared themselves independent, and formed republican constitutions, most of which were
modelled, in a great measure, upon the constitution of the United States. The people, how-
ever, were little accustomed to free institutions, and were ill prepared, by character, éducation,
and habits, to sustain a republican government ; and their condition, since the déclarations of
indepcndence, bas been, for the most part, a state of révolution, disorder, and misrule. But the
history and statistics of thèse repuUics are very imperfectly known.

O CE A NIA.

The islands to the south-east of Asia hâve been usually considered as appendages of that
continent ; but they are now classed by the Continental geographers along with the islands of
the Pacific Océan, as a fifth division of the World, under the name of Oceania or Oceanica.
Oceania is divided into Western Oceania, or Malaysia ; Central Oceania, or Australasia ; and
Eastern Oceania, or Polynesia.

MALAYSIA.

This division dérives its name from the Malays, a peculiar variety of the human race, to
which the principal, if not the dominant people of the Archipelago belong ; and is subdivided
into the following groups, viz. :

Holland, whote Oovernor-General résides at the city of Batavia, in Java. The Portuguese

possets a part of lîmor. The Spaniards possess oortions of Luçon, Mindinao, and others of

the Philippines ; and their capitiu is the city of Mauilla, in Luyon. The reat of Malaysia is

possessed oy numerous independent princes and tribes. The dominant people are chiofly of

the tawny or brown variety of roankind ; but several of the smaller islands, the interior of

Bornéo and Sumatra, and ail Australasia, except new Zealand, are occupied by people of the

Ethiopie or Negro race.

AusTRALiA is now, in Britain at least, the generallv receivcd name of the large island

formerly calied Niw Holland, which contains a superncial area of more than 3,000,000 of

square miles. Within the last half century, varioua British colonies, distinguished by the names
or New South Wales, and Australia Félix, South Australia, and Western Auatralia, havc becn

planted on its shores.

New South WiUei was dtscovcred by Cook, who sailcd alon^ the whole coast, from Cape
Howe to Cape York, in the year 1770. In Junuary, 1 788, a convict settlement was established

at Port Jackson ; but for many years the progress of discoverr and Improvement was verv

slow. It was only in 1818, that the first passage acrosa he Bine Monntains, a range whicii

runs parallel to the coast, was effected ; but since that tin.c, colonists hâve flocked to the set-

tlement, and its progress has been unusually rapid. According to a census taken in September,

1836, the population amounted to 77,006, as stated in th« following Table ; and the number of
sheep exceeds 1,000,000.

AUSTRALASIA.

Wageeoo, Arroo, Louisiade, New Britâin, New Ireiand, the Solomon Isles, New Hébrides,
New Caledonia, Norfolk Island, New Zealand, Van Diemen*» Land, and a number of amaller
islands between and adjoining to thèse.

POLYNESIA,

Or the " Many Islands," is the name given to the innumerable islands scattered over the

Pacific Océan to the south of the 40° of north latitude, and west of the 108° meridian west.

Many of them are arranged in groupa or clusters, while others occur at solitary distancea.

The principal groups are :

Of
thèse the New Zealanders are the finest race, tbough some others hâve made ^eater progresi
in civilization, particularly the Hawaiians, who form a very enterprising commercial nation, under
a monarchical Kovernment.

Wcttern Auttralia The first settlers in tbis colony arrired at the 8wan rirer m 1829.

The limita '>f the colony are between 81» and W south latitude, and between the west coast

and liO"» e. t longitude, comprislng a terrltory 1280 miles in length, front north to aouth, and

800 in breadtb. The principal aettleroents are at the Swan ri ter, bot settlers bave alao apread

to a considérable distance inland and along the coast, and âfteen coontles ^^e been alreudy

forroed, via. Twlss, Perth, Murray, Wellington, NeIson« 8us*e«, Lanark, -ork, Grantham,

Wlcklow, Ooderioh, 8tirling, Hay, Plantagenet, Kent. The principal towns are PerM and

Freemantle, on the Swan ri?er, in Perth countv ; and Albany, on King George s Sound, in

Plantagenet county. The population probably does not ezceed 2000 ; ând the progress of the

settlement has hitherto been very slow, thougb steady.

Tasmania, or Fan Diemerii Land, Is a large bland separated from N. S. Wales by Bass'

settlement for conviets was estabKsbed in 1803 ; and eaHy in 1804, Govemor CoUina arrived

in the river Derwent, took formai possession of the country, and founded Hobtrt Town, now
the capiul of tbe island. Tbe population at SIst Decerober, 1836, amonnted to 48,895, viz.

In October. 1888, a new establishment was formed at Port-Ettimgton, on Coburg peninsula,

on the no^th coast of New HoUand ; and a town named Victoria has been commenced.
Niw Zbaland consists of two lai^e islands, nearly a^oinlng, which extend 800 mile* in

length, with an average breadtb of only 100, and a smaller Island at the aouthem extremlty.

Alon^ Its great citent of coaat tbere are numerous barbours of unrivalled excellence, into some
of which fine rivera enter, after having passed througb districts of g^reat estent and fertiUty.

The insular position of tbe country, and the lof\y nountalns wblcb intersect tt, insure a perpétuai

suppl^ of moisture, and hence tbe country abounds In beautiful forests. Tbe cliœate is one of

tbe bnest and moat equable in the world ; and, indeed, no other country possesscs so many
requialtes for becoming a great commercial and naval power. Tbe natives are sub-divided Into

verv small comrounhies or familles, withont any tndividual wbo possesses tbe sllgbtest political

authority, and are excessively jealous of each other. Tbey are tous likely to b^me an easy

pre^ to tbe European «wlonists, wbo are intruding tbemselves upon them; and it is not
unlikely that tbia, tne fineat of tbe Polynesian races, may ère long become extlnct, or at best,

the bewers of wood and tbe drawert of water to their powerful invaders. Thèse islands werr
dlscovered in 1642, bjr Abtl Tasman, a Dutcb navigi^r, wbo bestowed upon them their nre-

sent barbarous name, in bonour of tbe province ef Zealand, in HoUand. Tbey were more fully

ezplored by Cook, wbose name is attached to the atrait whloh be dlscovered oetween tbe two
great ialanda. Tbe northmost island is named Eakeinowuiwte, the niddle one Tavtù-Poennamo
and tbe soutbmost Stewart'i Island.
