Phore is little te wouder at, if warin-
ors who left Britanny te discover land«
the the New World, and found them-
selves tossed about in unknown seas,
ghould address heartfelt petitions to the
good St. Anno. It is related that such
occurred ong stormy night in the Gulf
of St. L ; when a tompost-ios
od vossel was given up as lost. The
satlors vowed that if safety was vouch-
safed by a meraifal Providence, they
would ereet a chapel to St Aune on the
first spot of land their frail barque
touched. When daylight davwned. the
storm had censed, and their ship, little
damaged by the storm, lay safe in the
Bay of Beaupre, at Little Cape. The
rescued mariners  acknowledged  the
miracle of their good Mother's protec-
tion and were not long in fulfilling their
pious vow. A wooden structure was
crocted at Uattle Cape. or Petit Cap,
where Holy Mass was celobrated, and
tho Sacramonts administered once a
year by a Prigst from the city of Quebec.

In March, 1658, the first chuarch wor-
thy of the name was built, the founda-
tion of which was blessed by Rev. M.
Vigaas, in presence of Monsieur D*Ail-
Icbout,4he French Governor. Aceord-
ing to authentic aunals the }mrlslx of
Beaupre was the sixth cutablished since
the Slsco\'cry of Canada; the order
Dbeing, first Tadvusac, then Quebee, then
in duo succession, Montreal, Three
Rivers, Chateau Riches and St, Anne de
Beaupre.

THE FIRST MIRACLES.

Miracles began with tho foundation of
St. Anne’s.  Louis Gmmout, a farmer of
Pelit Cap, afllictea with most painful
rhoumatism, went, through devotion, to
asgist at the laying of the corner stone.
With his own hand he placed three
stonos in the construction and was im-
mediately cured of all pain and ail-
monts. Nicholas Drouin made a novena
to St. Anne, at the end of which he was
cured of cpilepsy, of which dread ail-
went he never had a return in after

cars. In 1664 Margaret Bire of Que-

cc, through a fracture of the leg bad
been a cripplo for eight years, pro-
nouncod incurable by the surgeous, she
suddenly recovered on the feast of St.
Aunnc’s_26 July. to whase shrine she had
been convoyed the day previous. Eli
Godiss was cnred of dropsy. John
Cradee, a ¥Freuch soidier, was cured of
paralysis. .

From yoar to year miraculous cures
are rolated as obtained through the pow-
erful influence of the prayers of St.
Anne de Beaupre.

Now thoy are universally spoken of,
and Oatllol‘;cs who have some special
request to make, or favour te obtain
from God, are most anxious to venerate
the relics of tho good St. Anne, and ask
her intercossion. No doubt of the thou-
sauds who flock to her shrine, only a
fow roturn cured in body and free from
physical pain, but all return consoled
ani comforted.
