A\NLARDED DECORATIONS

London, June 26~—8everal Canadian
cavalry officers were today gazetted
as having won the - Military Cross.

TROTZKY AND LENINE
ARE URGING CIVIL WAR

Advocate Sending of Parties to
Organize Villages Against
Rich Peasants.

Moscow, Wednesday, June 25.—The
central executive committee and the
Moscow executive committee met
yvesterday to consider the critical food
shortage, and were addressed by
Nikolai Lenine and Leon Trotzky, re-
spectively the Bolsheviki premier and
war minister, who urged that civil
war against rich peasants and village
food spectators was the only means
for obtaining bread for the starving
cities,

Ienine urged that the fight against
hunger must be thoroly centralized
and carried on by bread crusaders,
composed of workmen and the red
army, sent by the central soviet to
villages to organize the poor peasants
in their campaigns against rich
peasants.

Trotzky said the Red army was un-
able to fight properly because of lack
of food and that the counter revolu-
tionists of all sorts were using hun-
ger as a weapon to defeat the soviet.
He said the counter revolutionists had
encouraged the Czecho-Slovak troubles,
which were aggravating the food
shortage by stopping Siberian grain
and encouraging the movement of
General Semenoff in Siberia and Gen-
eral Krasnoff’s insurrection in the Don
region.

MORE LAND TAKEN
FOR NEW HOSPITAL

Ofbsiies. Foot Ot Lk
Over Crest of Hill Above
St. Andrew’s.

STUCCO PAVILIONS

Plans Will Allow of Rapid
Extension When
Required. ' <

The St. Andrew’s College Military
Hospital is to be a much more pre-
tentious institution than was origin-
ally thought. When all plans are com-

pleted it will be the largest in Canada.
In addition to the ‘original site. of
twenty-three acres the government
has also secured the use of the old
lacrosse grounds, with an area of
about seven acres. Now they intend
handing over to the medical author-
ities of the militia department the big
stretch of property on the crest of the
hill overtooking the whole of Rosedale.
Officers from Ottawa inspected t(he
property yesterday and found it well
suited for hospital purposes. The
only objection they eould find was the
lack of good roads. ‘

The property belongs to the govern-
ment, having been taken over at the
time of the purchase of the Canadian
Northern. It has a large acreage and
was held by the Toronto Housing Co.,
a subsidiary of the Canadian
Northern. ’

It is the intention to erect on the
property a number of pavilions of
stucco for the sick and convalescent
scldiers. The design is similar to
those at Whithy, They will be in
keeping with the general architectural
scheme of the whole hospital, and will
be so built as to permit of rapid ex-
pansion.

The college authorities have already
commenced to vacate and in a few
days the buildings will be in the
hands of workmen.

At present the omnly way from the
main hospital building to the annex
on the hill is by way of Maclennan
avenue. There is a steep hill on this
road which is partly planked and in
bad condition. Considerable grading
will have to be done as well as gen-
eral road work before it will be tol-
erably passable. There is also a dan-
gerous level crossing at the foot of
the hill, which has already been the
scene of fatalities and serves to em-
phasize the necessity of a subway.

“Now that we have property on both
sides of the railroad track,” sald one
of the medical officers yesterday, “the
city and government -will surely see
what a big institution will spring up
and provide for its future needs. The
most pressing of these is a uirect
road to Yonge street, a subway and
an improved Maclennan avenue”

IGERMANY DESIRES DOMINIONS
OVERSEAS AS SPOILS OF WAR

Foreign Secretary Tells the
Reichstag of Enemy’s
War Aims, and Says Vic-
tory for Entente Allies
is a Dream.

Amsterdam, June 25 —Germany’s
war aims were briefly set forth, the
idea that she desired to secure world
domination thru the war disclaimed,
and the responsibility for the conflict
primarily placed upon Russia, by
Dr. Richard von Kuehimann, the Gers
man foreign secretary, in a speech to
the reichstag in Berlin yesterday. '

While declaring that what was de-

/| sired for the German people and their

allies was “a free, strong, independent
existence” within the boundaries
drawn for them. “by history,” the for-
eign secretary said Germany vmu,ld” A
bave to decline to make any prior
concessions by stating her position
as to Belgtum In a way which would
bind her without similarly binding
Germany’s enemies. Y
Referring to the responsibility for
the war, as he viewed it, Dr. vom

Kuehlmann said:

“1 do not believe any responsible
man in Germany, not even the em-
peror or the members of the m’
government, even for a moment be- .
lieved they could win the domination
of Burope by starting this’ war. The
idea of world domination in Burope
is Utopian, as wag proved by Napo-
m'" 2

After declaring that the revelations,
that had been made showed Ruse
as the power which planned and de-
sired the war, with France ting
her, and England’s attitude strength-
ening the Russian desire for contlict,
Dr. von Kuehimann again -declared
that Germany had not entertained any
belief that this war could lead even
to the domination of Burope, and
much jess/that of the world.

What Germany Wants,

In introducing his statement of the
German war aims, the foreign min-
ister said:

“] consider it necessary to say. -
quite simply and in a way easy for
all to understand, what our positive
desires are.” )

“We wish for the German peopie
and our allies a free, strong, indepen-
dent existence within the boundaries
drawn for us by history. We desire
overseas_possessions corresponding to
our greatness and wealth; the “ree-
dom of the sea, carrying our trade
to all parts of the world”

Regarding Belgium, the foreign sec-
retary said: “We must decline to
make, as it were, a prior concession
by giving a statemént on the Belgian
question which would bind us with-
out in the least binding the enemy.”

With reference to the peace ques-
tion, Dr. von Kuehimann quoted
former Premier Asquith’s speech of
May 16, in which he eaid that ¢he
Britizsh Government would not turn
a deaf ear 40 a peace proposal #f it
was not couched in ambiguous terms,

“We likewise can make the same
decldration,” added the foreign sec-
retary, “knowing it to be also our
policy. A ’

“Once the moment arrives — when
I care not to prophesy—that the na-
tions which are at present docked in
battie will exchange peace views, one
of the preliminary conditions must
be certain degrees of mutual confl-
dence in each other’s honesty and
chivalry.”

“For so long,” continued Dr. von
Kuelhmann, “as every overture is re-
garded by others as a peace offensive
—as a trap or as something false
for the purpose ol eowing disunion
between allies; ®o long as every at-
tempt at rapprochement i at once
violently denounced by the enemfies
of a rapprochement in the various
countries, so long will it be impos-
sitje to see how any exchange of
ideas leading to peace can be begun.”

“Our position on the battleflelds, our
enormous military resources, the
situation and the determination at
home permit us to use such language,
We hope our enemies perceive that in
view of our resources the idea of vice
tory for the entente is a dream.”

“The declarations of our enemies,
especially of English statesmen, allow
as yet no peaceful ray of light to fail
on the darkness of this war.”

Referring to Mr. Balfour’s speech,
in which the British foreign secre-
tary said that Germany had unchain-
ed the war to achieve world domina-
tion, Dr, von Kuehlmann said:

“I do not believe that any respon-
wsible man in Germany, not even the
kaiser or the ‘members of the imper-
jal government, ever for a moment
believed they could win the domina-
tion in Europe by starting this war.
The idea of world domination in Eur-
ope is & Utopia, as proved by Na-
poleon.. The nation which tried it
would, as happemed to France, bleed
to death dn useless battle and would
be most grievously injured and low-
ered in her development. One may
here apply Von Moltke's phrase, “Woe
to him who sets Burope afire.’

“At no moment of our later history
Wwas there less occasion for us to start
or contribute.to the starting of a con-
flagration thawy,the moment in which
it occurred. In a former debate I
pointed out that the absolute dnteg-
rity of/the German Empire and its
allies formed the necessary prere-
quisite condition for entering into a
peace discussion or negotiations, That
is our position today.

“From’ England the . reproach is

THE DAY'’S EVENTS REVIEWED

The Ttalians at last have cleared the
remaining Austran rear guards {rom

the west bank of the Piave River, and
now are in possession .of the entire
river front {rom the Montello Plateau
to the sea. At last accounts their
forces which crossed the stream in
pursuit of the rotreating Austrians
were still harassing them, inflicting
heavy casualties and forcing the
enemy to continue his disorderly re-
treat.

Fate, however, has turned somewhat
its balance in favor of the Austrians,
for the Piave River again has risen,
and some of the pontoon bridges the
Italians had thrown across the stream
have been carried away, making quick
pursuit and the crushing of the Aus-
trians, which General Diaz had count-
ed upon, impossible. The Austrians
are declared to be rushing up reserves
from the east, in an endeavor to part-
ly retrieve the situation.

,The Austrian war office admits a
reverse along the Piave, but announces
that the retrograde movement has
been carried out in accordance with
plans and without loss of material. It
is added that the Austrians have taken
more than 50,000 prisoners from the
Italians since June 15 and that the
aggregate losses of the Italians in the
fighting at the lowest estimate is 150,-
000 men.

Holding the upper hand along the
borders of the Venetian Plain the Ital-
jans*have turned on the offensive
against the enemy in the mountain
region and are attacking on various
sectors. Notable gains of ground have

WORKMAN IS KILLED
BY FALLING PLANK

Thomas Ferguson, 187 Morse street.
died at seven o’clock last night in the
General Hospital from a fractured
skull, received when a plank fell on hie
head while working at a shipbuilding
pant at the foot of Cherry street yes-
terday afternoon.

As far as could be ascertained, Fer-
guson was working on some scaffold-
ing when a plank fell from above,
hitting him on the head. The injured
man was rushed to the Cherry street
| emergency hospital in connection with
the various plants in that vicinity, and

as attended by Dr. MacDonald, who
later ordered his removal to the
General Hospital, where he subsequent-
ly died. The body was removed to the
morgue and the chief coroner notifietl,

Education bf the pe-
dantic, order had led to the death of the
German soul, There had been no free-
dom of academic thought in Germany ex-
cept in. the realm of theology, and that
because it had no bearing on the Hohen-
zollern dynasty, A, plea was also made|
for more vocational training, something
that might be taught in the primary
school8, of such a nature that it would
give the boy, or girl a bent upon which
they miight work in the high school with
an eye to their vocation in life. Only 90
per cent, at present went beyond the pub-
lic school. 'This figure must be cut away
down, by compulsion, if necessary, for all
must have the opportunity for further
training. The bill of Mr, Fisher for the
schoods in England contained some things
which Canada had had for decades, but
the one drastic thing which it had was
that it made education compulsory until
fourteen, and after that a continuance
of some hours every day until eighteen.
The finest training possible, concluded
Dr. Cody, was that which taught how
best to discharge the duties of citizen-
ship.

All this is according to
the recognized rules of Prussian’ kul-
tur, and except as an intellectual exer-
cise, his speech contributes nothing
to the solution of the war problems.

Honetty and chivalry!

Venereal Disease Legislation.

At a meeting of the advisory com-
mittee on venereal diseases, No. 2
military district, held in the city hall
on Monday, 14.-Col. McCullough re-
ported on the regulations adopted by
the government in connection with the
pmendments of the health legislation
of t{n province which are to come
into Wifect next week. The regula-
tions are much more drastic than had
been anticipated, and with the act
constitute as satisfactory a body of
fegislation on venereal disease as can
Pe found.

The regulations provide for the de-
fention and treatment of persons sus-
pected of having and communicating
these diseases. Such people may be
prrested, examined and if found to be
Jnfected, properly treated. When a
medical health officer is credibly in-
formed of such a case he is authorized
to aet, and may require a physician
to examine any ‘such person and re-
port. Power is also given to enter
houses during the daytime to examine
inmates.

The provisions may be carried out
by the provincial board of heaith if
the local medical health officer fails
or is unable to do so.

The board may designate any hospi-

A penalty of from $100 to $500 is
jncurred for any act likely to infect
This section governs  the
cases of those attempting to ‘marry
while .infected with such disease. Sus-
picious sores are to be treated as tho
they were syphilitic, and when notified
persons must present themselves for
treatment. Tests must be made in all
such cases, ‘and the utmost facilities
are afforded by the provincial labora-
tories for such tests. In eleven months
there have been 1,700 cases from out-
side the city of Wasserman blood
tests sent in to the Toronto labora-
tories. h

The act provides for the first time
that diseases, far more deadly than

-{ smallpox, diphtheria, tuberculosis or

other infectious disorders, are now to
be placed before the public as their
dangerous character requires. The
tremendous educational campaign be-
ing carried on in the United States,
and being taken up to some extent in
Ontarfo, is awakening a knowledge of
the danger in circles that never before
were aware of if. Young men have
run these perilous risks lightly and ig-
norantly, simply because they have not
been instructed. The education cam-
paign being carried on approaches
parents first of all, but the necessities
of the army have compelled attention
from the young men drafted for ser-
vice. The tragedies of married life,
the crippled and diseased children,
the childless homes, the premature
deaths, the long trail of physical
wreckage - attending ‘the social ‘ evil,
justify the utmost effort of the gov-
ernment in such legislation as the
present.

Names, Nick-Names and Adver-

tising.

Ahstriking name that sticks in the
memory is a valuable asset to a man
in business or public life. More than
one career has been helped or handi-
capped at the chrislening. So rail-
ways, and even railway trains, owe a
certain amount of their popularity and
success to the names they bear or the
nidk-names they acquire.

This being the case, the Railway
Review of Chicago takes alarm at the
suggestion that the U.8. government
railway administration may cut out
special names of well-known passenger
trains, such as the Black Diamond Ex-
press and the Twentieth Century
Ljmited, as being in the nature of ad-
vertising. It would be as reasonabie,
argues The Review, for the government
to number the various mailways and
take away the names by which they
have been so long and, many of them,
so favorably known.

We doubt if the government is in-
clined to be so {conoclastic as
The Review fears. It is cer-
tainly cutting out wasteful competi-
tion with an iron hand. We no longer
see the New York Central and the
Pennsylvania with rival offices and
competing Solicitéors in Toronto, The
railway lobbyist finds his occupation
gone, and so does the railway presi-
dent who was named by the bank and
worked for the bank, instead of build-
ing up his road.

Some of the American railways may
claim real value in the names by which
they are adorned, but the catchy names
of real advertising value were con-
ferred by the public and were adopted
almost reluctantly by the railway
managers. All the railway companies
christened themselves with long,
stodgy titles that nobody tried to re-
member. Later on they got better
names from the press and the people;
such, for example, as the Big Four,
the Nickel Plate, the Rock Island and
the Pan Handle. With a remarkable
instinct, public fancy picked out the
distinctive word in the long title and
scrapped the rest, as in the case of
the St. Paul, the Wabash and the
Santa Fe.

In Canada we have on the whole a
better passenger service than they
have in the United States, but we have
not such flyers and crack trains  as
those which run between New York
and Chicago. Our transcontinental
passenger trains are among the best in
the world, but their names do not stick
in th emory. “The International
Limited” is almost the only train in
Canada that is generally called by a
distinctive name, with the possible ex-
ception of the Ocean Limited. The
Ocean Limited has grown up and de-
veloped under national ownership. The
International Limited may before long
be one of the crack trains of the con-
tinent running between Chicago and
Montreal, under something like inter-
national ownership and control,

An [Interpretation.

In connection with the interpreta-
tion of the Military Service Act and
its relation to the students of the
Guelph Novitiate a well-known local
military man has given it as his opin-
jor: that any young man who was not
a member of a peculiar religious or-
der, such as the Scciety of Jesus, be-
fore July 6 of last year is liable for

‘| military duty, and he also pointed out

May Enter Libel Action.

“There is a libel law for the Ca-
tholics as well as for Protestants, and
we shall see whether or not Protestant
ministers can ‘say fiist what they like
and go unpu ed,” said Father Pow-
ers, before he left the city, altho he
wanted it made clear that there was
no certainty of any action being taken
in the matter., He stated, however,
that so far as the novitiate was con-
cerned the Military Service Act had
not been broken in any way whatso-
ever, and he was content to abide by
its provisions. If the act were to be
changed then that was an altogether
different matter and could be dealt
with on its merits.

Rev. Father Bourque, rector at the
novitiate, today contradicted the state-
ment made by the local ministers to
the effect that the Protestant Colleges
were being depleted on account of
their students going to war, in con-
trast with the Catholic Colleges, which
they claimed were being more large-
ly attended than ever before, so much
s0 that they were making extensions
to their buildings. He produced the
books of the novitiate to show that
since 1913 only 43 students had en-
tered the novitiate. He pointed out
that surely there was no evidence in
this which would go to show that
their numbers were greatly increasing.

There was another report current
ongthe streets today to the effect that
one of the lay brothers at the novi-
tiate was Austrian and that the day
following the raid by the military
authorities he was taken down to the
local police station, where he signed
the usual undertaking and received a
registration card. Father Bourque
stated over the telephone this after-
noon that this man, Peter Bola by
name, was a Slovak, and that he came
from one of the southern provinces of
Austria. He was born June 5, 1890,
and entered the novitiate on June 25,
1917, previous to this he had been a
servant or domestic at one of the
Jesuit missions near Fort William, and
in spite of the fact that he has two
cork legs, he is still able to do some
work. He is now duly registered and
will have to report to the local police
once a month,

Sit Edward Kemp Quotes a
High Imperial Authority
for His Statement.

ADMINISTRATION GOOD

Canadian Provost Marshal and
His Staff Are an Efficient

Force.

Ottawa, June 25.—The following has
heen roceived by the militia depari-
ment ‘rom Sir Edward Kemp, minis-
ter of overseas militia forces of Can-
ada:

“The finest beheved soldiers rhat
we have to deal with.,” This is the re-
ply of an imperial authority rcponsible
‘or the conduct of all soldfers in I.on-
don to the question, “How do the Ca-
nadian soldiers conduct themselvésin
London?” “ el

From time to time statements are
circulated in Canada which tend w
give ithe impression that all is not
well with our troops overseas.. One
time it takes the form of ecriticizing
‘the pay corps; another time it is
Argyll House; stiil another time it in-
volves the behavior of the troops at
the front or in London or elsewher:.
They are always at variance with the
facts. It is a strange coincidence
that those who start such tales are
usually men who have failed to make

and who desire to pull the rest
of the world down to their level

The jmperial authorities are not
only nnanimous about the splendid
conduct of the Canadian men, but
pay equal homage to the administra-
tion of the Canadian overseas forces.
“We could not ask for better, abler
and straighter men to work with, The
Canadian headquarters do everything
possible to assist us, and of course,
we reciprocate the results of co-opera-
tion working out most successfully.”

Regarding the conduct of the Cana-
dian troops In oth England and
France, it will be reassuring to krow
that the percentagc of crime is less
than it is in the army in Canada and
than it was in towns in the Dominion
‘before the war.

First Troops in France. /

A very senior brother officer Just
returned after long service in France,
and now connected. with the provost
marshal’s staff in London, in reply to
a question regarding 'the conduct of
the troops, said: “I don’t know much
about your men here, but tbq are
without doubt the best troops we have
in France—best behaved, smartest
and keenest.” /

The Canadian provost marshal and
his staff have the reputation for be-
ing an exceedingly able and efficient
force. They work on the basis that a
man is innocent until the evidence
proves him guilty. An old offender
fares hard with them, but a ‘boy gone
wrong is given a sharp Jerk up. | He
is shown the error of his ways, and
the right course is pointed out to him.

Wrongdoers Are Few.

But the number of criminalé and
wrongdoers in the Canadian force is
remarkably small—smaller according
to the imperial authorities, than in
any other force—even the Guards.
‘This 1s largely due to the splendid
moral standing pertaining in our
army, but the work done by the pro-
vost marshal’'s department is also an
important factor.

D CANADIAN
OSPITAL BOMBED

Site Has Been Occupied by the
‘Red Cross for Eigh-
teen Months.

WING CUT IN HALF

Helpleu Patients, Cut Off by
Flames, Were Brought Down
Ladders to Safety.

Ottawa, Ont.,, June 25.—~The follow-
ing article by Roland Hijll, the corre-
spondent at Canadian army head-
quarters in France, has been received
by the militia department:

Following the bombing of two Cana-
dian hospitals near the coast, the Huns
have taken toll from another Cang-
dian hospital whose walls during the
March fighting sheltered thousands of
wounded. Canadian nurses, doctors
and officer patients were among the
number of those who were killed or
seriously wounded. The Canadians
have occupied the site for over 18
months, the roofs were painted with
great red crosses, and the buildings
have never been used for military
purposes since the war began. Ger-
man squadrons which have often flown
over it in daylight raids have hitherto
dropped no bombs near the buildings.

Last night one three-storey wing,
which was about 200 yards long, was
cut clean in half by a huge bomb, and
then caught .fire.., Bravely the staff
of ‘the hospital started to rescue help-
less patients cut off by the flames in
an adjacent wing. Doctors and or-
derljes brought .them thru shattered
windows, down ladders fo safety.

The first bomb went thru two
floors, and into the operating room,
where the night staff were working
on some urgent cases that had just
arrived. The operating staff for the
cases, including nurses, were buried
under the avalanche of debris, and in
a few minutes the whole operating
section was a flaming tomb, and burst-
ing tubes of ether and hydrogen added
to the ghastliness of the sight. For-
tunately two other surgical teams had
Just haulted in their work and had
gone to the mess for midnight supper,
or the casualty list of doctors and
nurses would have been miuch heavier.

Some of the personael whose quar-
ters were on the top floor of the
wrecked building had marvelous es-
capes. One corporal who slept di-
rectly over the operating theatre was
blown free by the first explosion, but
left isolated on a burning beam, and
was only rescued with -difficulty by
means of ropes and ladders. Altho
badly scratched he worked heroically
in saving the patients.

This period
also was rather dry, but a good rain
on the 2ist relieved the situation in
this respect.

Frosts visited some districts on
June 19-20, but the injury done to
growing crops was not serious.

Spring grains are in head, and are
very promising, especially oats. /

ifer in the season.

Apples, more particularly the earlier
varieties, promise a fair yield, aitho
the June drop has been serious in
some orchards., Dundas reports that
winter injury is making itself more
‘apparent, as a number of Fameuse
trees which leafed in spring are now
giving out. y

HOPE CANADIAN WEST
WILL HAVE FAIR CROP

No Bumper Yield is in Prospect,
Says Manitoba Free
Press.

Winnipeg, June 25.—The Free Press
prints its fifth crop report for this sea-
son today.

“It is fairly evident,” says the re-
port. “that the Canadian west is not
to have a bumper crop this year, but
with good weather from now on there
is reasonable hope of a fair crop.”

In Manitoba some reseeding has
been necessary, following early dam-
age in three-fourths of the province,
says the report. An average of ten
per cent. of the area set to crop this
year in Manitoba has been reseeded.
One-half the points queried by The
¥ree Press report wheat in shot blade.
For the most part there has been good
moisture in this province, but on the
report of general conditions, the aver-
age outlook is very fair on condition
“that we get more rain.”

in ‘Saskatchewan it has been ne-
cessary to reseed about five per cent.
of the crop area, and the number of
points reporting wheat in shot blade is
much smaller than in Manitoba. Evi-
dently the need of moisture is great,
and many. report that hot winds are
still doing damage. On the whole the
crop is later than last year. On the
report as to general conditions a fair
crop is indicated provided more rains
fall. p

In Alberta very little reseeding has
been necessary. and about 75 per cent.
of the districts queried report wheat
in the shot blade, owing to early hot
weather. Of the three prairie pro-
vinces, Alberta appears to be the worst
off for lack of moisture, but the ad-
vent of rain will still be in time to
make a considerable difference to the
crop outlook.

The situation as to coarse grains Is
fairly good, especially in Manitoba and
Saskatchewan., i

for 15 mintues damaged windows in
every house at Broderick, Sask, yes-
terday afternoon.
