Richard von Kuehlmann, the Ger­
man foreign secretary, in a speech t# 
the relchstag in Berlin yesterday.

While declaring that what was de­
sired for the German people and their 
allies was "a free, strong, independent 
existence" within the boundaries 
drawn for them, "by history," the for­
eign secretary said Germany would 
have to decline to make any prior 
concessions by stating her position 
as to Belgium in a way which would 
bind her without similarly binding 
Germany’s enemies.

CAVALRY OFFICERS
AWARDED DECORATIONSGERMANS AVOIDED

BRITISH AVIATORS blem was how ito
London. June 26,—Several Canadian 

cavalry officers were today gazetted 
as having won the Military Cross. 
Lieut. Hugh Cochrans of the Dragoons 
led his troops with great dash, and 
despite heavy casualties, accounted 
for five of the enemy himself, Lieut. 
Donald Hardwick led an advance 
squadron ensuring the continuation of 
the advance tho he himself was ser­
iously wounded. Lieut. Frederick Har­
vey, who already holds the Victoria 
Cross, by fearless leading overcame 
the enemy in greatly superior numbers, 
engaged many single-handed and con­
tinued to fight hie way forward altho 
wounded and suffering from loss oi 
blood. Capt. Roger Hutchinson, in 
command of the first wave of the at­
tack, pushed his way forward, enab­
ling the capture of many .prisoners and 
saving considerable casualties. Lieut 
AmiHue Jarvis of the Dragoons per­
sonally ran out a wire and acted him­
self as telephone operator despite se­
vere fire, thus helping the success of 
the attack to a marked degree. Meut. 
Richard Mills penerated the enemy's 
advance lines with the utmost skill 
and fearlessness. Capt. Joseph Strat­
ford continued to attack, altho greatly 
outnumbered and consolidated the 
position. Lieut Samuel Williams fixed 
a machine gun when he had only a 
few men to hold the position and 
after the gun crew had all became cas­
ualties, operated the gun himself com­
pletely breaking the enemy counter­
attack.

Jxmdon, June 26.—The British of­
ficial communication dealing with 
aviation Issued tonight says:

"In spite of high winds Monday onr 
airplanes did a great deaj of work. In 
the earlier part of the day a heavy 
rain made flying impossible, but 
bombing behind the enemy’s line was 
carried out vigorously whenever the 
weather permitted. Fifteen tons of 
bombs were dropped.

"The enemy did not give our air­
men many opportunities for combat.

"1 do not believe any responsible 

man In Germany, not even the em­
peror or the members of the Imperial 
government, even for a moment be­
lieved they could win the domination 
of Europe by starting this'war. The 
idea of world domination in Europe 
le Utopian, as was proved by Napo­
leon.”

After declaring that the .revelations, 
that had been made showed Russia 
as the power which planned and de­
sired the war, with France abetting 
her, and England’s attitude strength­
ening the Russian desire for conflict.
Dr. von Kuehlmann again declared 
that Germany had not entertained any z 
belief that this war could lead even 
to the domination of Europe, and 
much less that of the world.

What Germany Wants.
In introducing hie statement of the 

German war aims, the foreign min­
ister said:

T consider it necessary to say— 
quite simply and in a way easy for 
all to understand, what our positive 
desires are."

"We wish for the German people 
and our allies a free, strong, indepen­
dent existence within the boundaries 
drawn for us by history. We desire 
overseas posse—ions corresponding to 
our greatness and wealth; the free­
dom of the sea, carrying our trade 
to ail parts of the world."

Regarding Belgium, the foreign sec­
retary said: "We must decline to 
make, as It were, a prior concession 
by giving a statement on the Belgian 
question which would bind us with­
out in the least binding the enemy."

With reference to the peace ques­
tion, Dr. von Kuehlmann quoted 
former Premier Asquith’s speech of 
May 16, in which he said that tbs 
British Government would not turn
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, It would be quite 
impossible to. publish the character 
of the evidence, but there was no 
doubt in the mind of any one who had 
examined it. that Hhere existed a very 
serious conspiracy in which powerful 
people in Ireland were engaged in an 
effort to subvert British rule In Ire­
land. •

The difference this made, the 
premier continued, was that the at­
mosphere of assent that was growing In 
Ireland and in parliament was dis­
turbed, and in Ireland was positively 
antagonistic.

In the second place, he said, there 
was the attitude of the Catholic 
Church, which associated itself with 
the challenge to imperial supremacy. 
He thought that was one of the most 
fateful mistakes the Church had com­
mitted, and believed every member of 
the Church outside Ireland, and a great 
many Inside Ireland, felt that it was 
a mistake and wished to dissociate 
themselves from it.

Mr. Lloyd George said it would be 
an act of folly to try to force home rule 
thru under these conditions, and until 
the existing attitude was removed. He 
regarded the action of the Sinn Fein- 
ere and others concerned in the plot in 
attempting to deal a deadly blow at the 
British Empire at a moment of great 
peril by challenging the whole supre­
macy of the British parliament, as the 
deadliest blow to the liberties of Ire- 
and that had been dealt in his time.

Peps te Ssttle Problem.
Whatever folly there might be of 

attempting to press thru a measure of 
self-government until this emotion had 
subsided, the folly of abandoning every 
attempt to secure Ireland's assent to 
Imperial rule would be stil greater 
folly, said Mr. Lloyd George.

He added that he still was hopeful of 
the restoration of conditions in Ireland 
which would re-create the conciliatory 
spirit which at one time dominated all 
parties in England and Ireland, "that 
we should be able to secure a settle­
ment of the problem during the war."

Nobody could imagine, the premier 
continued, that any one charged with 
the tremendous problems committed 
to the government’s care was going to 
seek for trouble by trying to effect a 
settlement in Ireland, or of any do­
mestic problem, unless it is forced 
upon them as a war problem. Not to 
settle it was not merely increasing 
the government’s difficulties in con­
ducting the war, but it was also in­
creasing the difficulties of the Unit­
ed States Government in conducting 
the war.

The premier said he hoped the bouse 
would not allow any temporary bit­
terness aroused by the follies of the 
last few weeks in Ireland to inter­
fere with the prosecution of that poli­
cy. Ireland, he continued, should take 
her share In the war.

The allies were fighting for the 
principle for Which Ireland has strug­
gled. he said, and he hoped Ireland 
wan prepared voluntarily to take her 
share in the struggle at any time. It 
was the duty of the government first 
of all before it took any further ac­
tion in the matter, to see that Ire­
land had the opportunity of entering 
the struggle voluntarily.

June 26.—American troop* 
will be In Italy probably early in July, 
according to notification given to the 
Italian authorities by State Senator 
Cotillo of New York, who Is here on 
an official mission.

The Bt. Andrew's College Military 
Hospital is to be a much more pre­
tentious institution than was origin­
ally thought. When all plans are com­
pleted it will be the largest In Canada. 
In addition to the original site, of 
twenty-three acres the government 
has also secured the use of the old 
lacrosse grounds, with an area of 
about seven acres. Now they Intend 
handing over to the medical author­
ities of the militia department the big 
etretch of property on the crest of the 
hill overlooking the whole of Rosedate. 
Officers from Ottawa inspected the 
property yesterday and found it well 
suited for hospital purposes. The 
only objection they could find was the 
lack of good roads.

The property belongs to the govern­
ment, having been taken over at the 
time of the purchase of the Canadian 
Northern. It has a large acreage and 
was held by the Toronto Housing Co., 
a subsidiary of the Canadian 
Northern.

It Is the intention to erect on the 
property a number of pavilions of 
stucco for the sick and convalescent 
soldier*. The design is similar to 
those at Whitby. They will be In 
keeping with the general architectural 
scheme of the whole hospital, and will 
tie no built as to permit of rapid ex­
pansion.

The college authorities have already 
commenced to vacate and in a few 
days the buildings will be in the 
hands of workmen.

At present the only way from the 
main hospital building to the annex 
on the hill te by way of Maclennan 
avenue. There is a steep hill on this 
road which is partly planked and in 
bad condition. Considerable grading 
will have to be done a* well as gen­
eral road work before It will be tol­
erably passable. There is also a dan­
gerous level crossing at the foot of 
the hill, which has already been the 
scene of fatalities and serves to em­
phasize the necessity of a subway.

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HON. DR. CODY OUTLINES POLICIES 
FOR IMPROVEMENT OF EDUCATION

Meets Principals of Toronto and Hamilton 
Schools and Discusses Problems Which 

Have Occurred to Him.

Hon. Dr. Cody, minister of education, met the principals of 
Toronto schools and several from Hamilton at the King Edward 
School last night and discussed with them some of the problems of 
education. Hon. Dr. Cody outlined his policies as follows:

Co-operation between himself and the teachers of the province; 
an expression of their views, particularly as to tbe best method of 
promoting from the public and separate schools to the high schools; 
the teaching of history as the incomparable method of Inculcating 
high ideals and right citizenship; emphasis to be placed on manners 
and morals; abolishing, or at least deferring, the solution of “fiendish 
problems" in arithmetic and the teaching of formal grammar; 
preparation for vocational training in the primary schools.

MILLION AMERICANS AT FRONT 
AND A MILLION TRAINING AT HOME

Third Million Will be Ready to Fill the Gaps a. the 
Divisions Sail for Field in Endless Stream.

Washington, June 25.—The first division of the American army 
landed in France one year ago tomorrow. In the twelve months that 
have since elapsed this division has grown to an army In size, and 
by July a million men all told wtH have been sent forward.

Behind this million another million men are In camps and 
j cantonments, equipped and eager to move, and behind these a third 
; million will rapidly fill up the gaps left at home as the divisions sail 

for tbe front in an endless stream.
Secretary Baker estimated today that between 65 and 70 per 

cent, of the men already shipped are combatant troops in the strictest 
sense of the word. The first division has now been expanded to a 
fighting force of 650,000 men, backed by an organization of the supply 
and transport lines that it takes 250,000 men to make effective.

American troops are now holding sectors of varying lengths In 
at least six places on the battle line. The real American sectors, 
however, lie on the right flank of the great battle front.

DIES OF PNEUMONIA
/ AND TOO MUCH ALCOHOL

Before Coroner F. J. Snclgrove, at 
the city morgue last night, the çoron- 
ers’s jury empaneled to investigate the 
circumstances surrounding the death 
of Kate Sheridan, who was found 
dead ln bed ln her home with a num­
ber of bottles, said to have contained 
essence of ginger, aropnd her, return­
ed after deliberation with the follow­
ing verdict:

“We find that Kate Sheridan came 
to her death at 137 John street, on 
Monday, June 17, 1918. From the medi­
cal , evidence we find that death was 
due to pneumonia accelerated by the 
excessive use of alcohol."

Two witnesses who were ln the 
house at the time of the woman's 
death, and who are at present serving 
sentences at the women’s farm, were 
brought down to the Inquest to give 
evidence.

Teaching of History.
On the subject of teaching hlet-wy ln 

the primary schools Dr. Cody spoke In no

taught. A syllabus containing suggestion* 
as to the teaching of the subject was 
being Issued* He was not so sure that 
he shared the horror some had ae to the 
learning of dates. He thought It well 
that the children should learn many gdod 
things even if they did not understand 
logic, which they might acquire at a 
later date. He thought that if some of 
the fiendish problems as to the measur­
ing up of carpets and walls were cut 
out and the time given to history the 
province might produce even bette' 
young Canadian* than apparent. “I’m not 
going to leave history out," was hls ulti­
ma turn.

That a crisis had arrived In the history 
of education wa* a statement made sev­
eral time* In the course of the address. 
The, -war bad taught the Importance of 
sound education. Education bf (he pe­
dantic order had led to the death of the 
German soul. There had been no free­
dom of academic thought in Germany ex­
cept In the realm of theology, and that 
because it had no bearing on the Hohen- 
zollem dynasty. A. plea was also made 
Jot more vocational training, something 
that might be taught in the primary 
schools, of such a nature that it would 
give the hoy, or girl a bent upon which 
they might work in the high school with 
an eye to their vocation in life. Only 90 
per cent, at present went beyond the pub­
lic school. This figure must be cut away 
down, by compulsion, if necessary, for all 
must have the opportunity for further 
training. Tho bill of Mr. Fisher for the 
schools In England contained some things 
which Canada had had for decades, but 
the one drastic thing which it had was 
that it made education compulsory until 
fourteen,' and after that a continuance 
of some hours every day until eighteen. 
The finest training possible, concluded 
Dr. Cody, was that which taught how 
best to discharge the duties of citizen­
ship.

Strathy, 
and under the auspices of the Toronto 
division of the conservation publicity 
department of the Canada Food 
Board, Mies Elizabeth Wand, of 
Montreal, gave a demonstration on 
the home-made tireless cooker 
and iceless refrigerator at the W.C. 
T.U. hall, McGill street, yesterday 
afternoon. A good number of women 
were interested witnesses of the pro­
cess.

The material used by the demonstra­
tor was of a very home-like character, 
consisting of a wooden box—something 
the size of a soap box—a close-fitting 
lid 41 piece of oil-cloth, and an alumi­
num pot with closely-fitting lid, and 
packing.

It was explained by the lecturer 
that packing might be either of saw­
dust, excelsior or crushed paper, the 
packing to be covered tightly, either 
with plaster of peris or by placing a 
piece of sloe or other heavy material 
on the top of the "nest.” Food, when 
placed in the cooker, must be boiling, 
and no time must be lost in trans­
ferring it from the stove to the box. 
The tireless cooker cooks cereals, 
soups, meats, vegetables and anything 
that requires slow cooking.

The iceless refrigerator was repre­
sented as a very simple affair, consist­
ing of a wooden framework with a top 
and a shelf in the middle. A shallow 
pan is to be placed under the frame, 
and a basin or deeper pan on top. The 
entire frame is then covered with wet 
cotton cloth loosely placed around it, 
meeting in the middle in front, so that 
it may be opened like the doors of a 
cupboard. Three or four inches of the 
top cloth must rest in the pan of water 
on top, and the lower edge of the cloth 
must rest on the lower pan, and the 
whole must be placed in a current of 
air.. The frame and cloth must be 
sterilized at least weekly.

June Is the month to make each

The 
tremendous educational campaign be­
ing carried on in the United State», * 
and being taken up to some extent In 
Ontario, Is awakening a knowledge of 
the danger in circles that never before 
were aware of it. Young men have 
run these perilous risks lightly and Ig­
norantly, simply because they have not 
been instructed. The education cam­
paign being carried on approaches 
parents first of all, but the necessities 
of the army have compelled attention 
from the young men drafted for ser­
vice. The tragedies of married life, 
the crippled and diseased children, 
the childless homes, the premature 
deaths, the long trail of physical 
wreckage attending the social evil. 
Justify the utmost effort of the gov­
ernment in such legislation as the 
present. _

The imperial authorities are not 
only unanimous about the splendid 
conduct of the Canadian men, but 
pay equal homage to the administra­
tion of the Canadian oversees forces. 
"We could not ask for better, abler 
and straighter men to work with. The 
Canadian headquarters do everything 
possible to assist ns, and of course, 
we reciprocate the results of co-opera­
tion working out most successfully.

Regarding the conduct of the Cana­
dian troops in both England nnd 
Prance, It will be reassuring to kr.ow 
that the percentage of crime Is less 
than it Is In the army In Canada and 
than It was In towns in the Dominion 
before the war.

First Troops in France. ■/
A very senior brother officer Just 

returned after long service in France, 
and now connected with the provost 
marshal’s staff in London, in reply to 
a question regarding the conduct of 
the troops, said: "I don’t know much 
about your men here, hut they are 
without dotibt the best troops we have 
in France—beet behaved, smartest 
and keenest.”

The Canadian provost marshal and 
his staff have the reputation for be­
ing an exceedingly able and efficient 
force.

Guelph, June 26 — Renewed interest 
has been given to the Jesuit Novitiate 
agitation of the past week here by the 
chargee made at Montreal by Lieut.- 
Col. Machin, director of military ser­
vice#. to the effect that a cabal exists 
In the Dominion Cabins* against Hon.

In view of tho statement made by 
Col. Machin, when he put practically 
all tho blame for the agitation of the 
past week on the .Methodists, the two 
Guelph clergymen who have taken the 
most active part in the controversy 
are neither of ihem Methodist», ltov. 
K. H. Palmer is the pastor of Ht. 
Paul’» Presbyterian Church and a very 
prominent member of the Orange Or­
der, while Rev. W. B. Spence is pastor 
ol the Congregational Church. There 
are three Methodist pastors in Guelph, 
but all have taken a very mild part 
in the present agitation.

An Interpretation.
In connection v/ith the Interpreta­

tion of the Military Service Act and 
its relation to the students of the 
Guelph Novitiate a well-known local 
military man ha# given it as his opin­
ion that any young man who was not 
a member of a peculiar religious or­
der, «uch as the Society of Jesus, be­
fore July 0 of last year Is liable for 
military duty, and he also pointed out 
that this Is the date taken Into con­
sideration by nearly all of the ex­
emption tribunal» «.hruout the country 
when hearing cases and where con­
scientious objection* were concerned, 
lie states that it would be folly for 
the government to announce that all 
young men would have from July 0 till 
Oct. 13 to join some such society us 
this one, and even to give them until 
Aug. 27. In the vresent controversy 
officials of the Jesuit College havs 
based all their contentions on the date 
being Oct. 13, which waa the date in 
which the proclamntflon was, issued.

Rev. Father Powers, superior-gen­
eral of the Jesuit Order In Canada, 
left this afternoon for Montreal, 
where he will consult with a number 
of the brethren of the order, and also 
secure legal advice as to the advisa­
bility of taking legal steps to put a 
stop to the statements which are be­
ing made regarding the novitiate and 
the men who are there.

May Enter Libel Action.
"There le a libel law for the Ca­

tholic» as well as tor Protestants, and 
we shall see whether or not Protestant 
ministers can say fast what they like 
and go unpunished," said Father Pow­
ers, before he left the city, altho he 
wanted It made clear that there was 
no certainty of any action being taken 
in the matter. He stated, however, 
that so far as the novitiate was con­
cerned the Military Service Act had 
not been broken in any way whatso­
ever, and he waa content to abide by 
Its provisions. If the act were to be 
changed then that was an altogether

Rev. Father Bourque, rector at the 
novitiate, today contradicted the state­
ment made by the local ministers to 
the effect that the Protestant Colleges 

being depleted on account of 
their students going to war, In con­
trast with the Catholic Colleges, which 
they claimed were being more large­
ly attended than ever before, so much 

that they were making extension* 
to their buildings. He produced the 
books of the novitiate to show that 
since 1918 only 48 students had en­
tered the novitiate. He pointed out 
that surely there was no evidence In 
this which would go to show that 
their numbers were greatly Increasing.

There was another report current 
eiuthe streets today to the effect that 
one of the lay brothers at the novi­
tiate waa Austrian and that the day 
following the raid by the military 
authorities he was taken down to the 
local police station, where he signed 
the usual undertaking and received a 
registration card. Father Bourque 
stated over the telephone this after­
noon that this man, Peter Bola by 
name, was a Slovak, and that he came 
from one of the southern provinces of 
Austria. He was bom June 6, 1890, 
and entered the novitiate on June 26, 
1917, previous to this he had been a 
servant or domestic at one of the 
Jesuit missions near Fort William, and 
in spite of the fact that he has two 
cork legs, he is still able to do some 
work. He Is now duly registered and 
will have to report to the local police 
once a month.

Name», Nick-Names and Adver­
tising.

A„. striking name that sticks in the 
memory is a valuable asset to a man 
In business or public life. More than 
one career has been helped or handi­
capped at the christening. So rail­
ways, and even railway trains, owe a 
certain amount of their popularity and 
success to the names they hear or the 
nlA-names they acquire.

This being the case, the Railway 
Review qf Chicago takes alarm at the 
suggestion that the U.8. government 
railway administration may cut out 
special names of well-Known passenger 
trains, such as the Black Diamond Ex­
press and the Twentieth Century 
Limited, as being in the nature of ad­
vertising. It would be as reasonable, 
argues The Review, for the government 
to number the various railways and 
take away the names by which they 
have been so long and, many of them, 
so favorably known.

We doubt If the government Is In­
clined to be so Iconoclastic as 
The Review fears. It Is cer­
tainly cutting out wasteful competi­
tion with an iron hand. We no longer 
see the New York Central and the 
Pennsylvania with rival offices and 
competing solicitors In Toronto. The 
railway lobbyist finds his occupation 
gone, and so does the railway presi­
dent who was named by the bank and 
worked for the bank, Instead of build­
ing up his road.

Some of the American railways may 
claim real value in the names by which 

-they are adorned, but the catchy names 
of real advertising value were con­
ferred by the public and were adopted 
almost reluctantly by the railway 
managers. All the railway companies 
christened themselves with long, 
stodgy titles that nobody tried to re­
member. Later on they got better 
names from the press and the people; 
such, for example, as the Big Four, 
the Nickel Plate, the Rock Island and 
the Pan Handle. With a remarkable 
Instinct, public fancy picked out the 
distinctive word In the long title and 
scrapped the rest, as in the case of 
the St. Paul, the Wabash and the 
Santo Fe.

In Canada we have on the whole a 
better passenger service than they 
have in the United States, but we have 
not such flyers and crack trains as 
those which run between New York 
and Chicago. Our transcontinental 
passenger trains are among the best in 
the world, but their names do not stick 
in the^memory. “The International 
Limited’’ is almost the only train in 
Canada that is generally called by a 
distinctive name, with the possible ex­
ception of the Ocean Limited. The

the June drop has been serious In 
some orchards. Dundas reports that 
winter injury le making Itself more 
apparent, as a number of Fameuse 
trees which leafed in spring are now 
giving out.

Brant reports very few winter-fed 
cattle on hard, but that some grass- 
fed animals are going on the market 
for local trade. Prices over the pro­
vince range from twelve to fifteen 
cents a pound for presentable beef 
cattle.

Cross, a farmer residing on Tutela 
Heights, was shortly afternoon today 
fiped 4600 and costs by Magistrate 
Livingston, who, together with Crown 
Attorney Wilkes, gave Cross a strong 
raising over the coals for the general 
tenor of hie language.

"1 have already remarked that a lot 
of those farmers should have been 
put in Jail," was one of the comments 
of his worship after the presentation 
of evidence-

The charge laid against Cross was 
that of a breach of the order-in-coun­
cil of April 16, whereby adverse 
statements against Canada, the Unit­
ed Kingdom, or *ny of the alUes. are 
prohibited under heavy penalties.

The 
crown was represented by A. J.

Evidence was given by members of 
the Moulding family.

George Moulding, ' «tewart Houlding 
and Reeve Rupert Greenwood. All 
told of conversations with the de­
fendant in which he had criticized 
the government for breaking the pro­
mise that farmers’ eons would be ex­
empt after they had received absolute 
exemption.

Following the bombing of two Cana­
dian hospitals near the coast, the Huns 
have taken toll from another Cana­
dian hospital whose walls during the 
March fighting sheltered thousands of 
wounded. Canadian nurses, doctors 
and officer patients were among the 
number of those who were killed or 
seriously wounded. The Canadians 
have occupied the site for over 14 
months, the roofs were painted with 
great red croeeee, and the buildings 
have never been used for military 
purposes since the war began. Ger­
man squadrons which have often flown 
over it in daylight raids have hitherto 
dropped no bombs near the buildings.

Last night one three-storey wing, 
which was about 200 yards long, was 
cut clean in half by a huge bomb, and 
then caught « fire... Bravely the staff 
of the hospital started to rescue help­
less patients cut off by the flames in 
an adjacent wing. Doctors and or­
derlies brought them thru shattered 
windows, down ladders to safety.

The first bomb went thru two 
floors, and into the operating room, 
where the night staff were working 
on some urgent cases that bad Just 
arrived. The operating staff for the 
cases, including nurses, were burled 
under the avalanche of debris, and in 
a few minutes the whole operating 
section was a flaming tomb, and burst­
ing tubes of ether and hydrogen added 
to the ghastliness of the sight. For­
tunately two other surgical teams had 
Just hautted in their work and had 
gone to the mess for midnight supper, 
or the casualty list of doctors and 
nurses would have been much heavier.

Some of the personnel whose quar­
ters were on the top floor of the 
wrecked building had marvelous es­
capes. One corporal who slept di­
rectly over the operating theatre was 
Mown free by the first explosion, but 
left isolated on a burning beam, and 
was only rescued with difficulty by 
means of ropes and ladders. Altho 
badly scratched he worked heroically 
in saving the patients.

"It Is fairly evident," says the re­

port, “that the Canadian west Is not 
to have a bumper crop this year, but 
with good weather from now on there 
is reasonable hope of a fair crop."

In Manitoba some reseeding has 
been necessary, following early dam­
age in three-fourths of the province, 
saye the report. An average of ten 
per cent, of the area set to crop this 
year in Manitoba has been reseeded. 
One-half the points queried by The 
Free Press report wheat in shot blade. 
For the most part there has been good 
moisture In thie province, but on the 
report of general conditions, the aver­
age outlook is very fair on condition 
"that we get more rain."

In Saskatchewan It has been ne­
cessary to reseed about five per cent, 
of the crop area, and the number of 
points reporting wheat in shot blade Is 
much smaller than In Manitoba. Evi­
dently the need of moisture Is great, 
and many report, that hot winds are 
still doing damage. On the whole the 
crop is later than last year. On the 
report as to general conditions a fair 
crop is indicated provided more rains 
fall. 1
