This statement was made by Mr. Hugh
Blain at a meeting the shareholders of
the Golden Star ng Company, held in
the board” room of the Queen City Insur-
ance Company yesterday afternoon.

There were fully 200 shareholders and
mining ‘men bresent, and those of the
former who had purchased their stock on
the boom were inclined to “roast” the di-
rectors for not placing before the public
the true condition of afairs of the property
when the change in the directorate took
place. It was alleged that the actions of
the officials were suspicious, and reports
were referred to which gave shareholders
the idea that the directors were getting
out from under what they knew was a fall-
ing proposition.

President Wood’s Exp!nnutlnu,

Hon. 8. C. Wood, president of the com-
Pany, in answer to the question whether

since the reorgafization any of the direc-
tors had sold tuelr stock stated that there
was not one, and proceeded to give the
shareholders an account of what had taken
Place since the new directors were ap-
poluted, and the l‘?lon for the delay Pn'
calling a weeting o starehoiders, and the
f:anceulng of the dividend of 1 per cent.

LOSS AWAY UP IN THE MILLIONS.

———

Hundreds of People Have Been
Killed and Americans Have
Suffered Along With Natives,
s

San Juan de Porto Rico, Aug. 10.—A hur-
ricane broke over the south coast at 1
o'clock Tuesday morning and swept north-
west. There was no abatemeut for nine
hours, the greatest damage being done be-
tween 8 and 10 a.m. The wires were down,
and gommunication with the Interfor was
for a time impossible. It is now chiefly
carried on by courlers. Here at San Juan,
four natives were drowned in the harbor;
80 houses were demolished and hundreds
were unroofed. The damage Lo property is
estimated at $500,000. Commissary stores
to the value of $30,000 were destroyed.

Ponce Almost Destroyed,

A despatch by cable from Ponve, sent
at iU ofciock this moraing, says that town
WS BQHuoSL uestroyeu.

Two hundred cattle were killed, and the
raliway was serlously damaged.

Half & Million Loss.

A courier who has just arrived from Hu-
macao, capital of tne province of that
name, on the eastern coast of the island,
reports awtul destruction there. The loss
to property Is estlmated at $500,000, out
this is the least item of the disaster.

Forty.-Six Bodies Recovered,

The courler brought an officlal report
from Capt. Eben Swift of the 5th United
States Cavalry, who says: ‘‘Humacao was
totally destroyed by the hurricane. Worty-
six bodles have been recovered, and there
are many more in: the debris. Eight ori-
vates of Troop C were injured, two fatally.

DEAD NOW NUMBER' EIGHT.

The Rocheleau Child Succumbed and
the Whole Family is
Wiped Out,

OTHER VICTIMS LIKELY TO DIE.

The Cause of the St. Polycarpe Ace
cident on the Canada Atlantic
is Still Undiscovered,

Ottawa, Aug. 10.—Contranta Rochelean,
the child who was injured in the Canada
Atlantic wreck at St. Polycarpe yesterday,
died to-day In the Water-street Ilospital.
His father, mother and sister were killed
yesterday, thus wiping out the whole fam-
ily. They belonged to Montreal. This
makes eight victims of the wreck.

The two patients at the Water-street
Hospital are Miss McDougall and Miss
Ryan. They are still allve, but their re-
covery is sald to be improbable. Two-
thirds of Miss Ryan’s body is scalded, and
she has hardly a fighting chance. Miss Me-
L'ougall is not so badly burned, but is suf-
fering from shock. Her nervous system
has completely collapsed, and it will be
very surprising if she survives. The doc-
tors hold out slim hopes for both patients,
while the nurses expected death at any
moment.

William McQuesdon, the brakeman at St.
Luke's Hospital, is suffering from an In-
Jured back and scalded head. His injuries
are not serious.

Miss Bridget Ryan of Maniwaki, who also
was killed, was one of three sisters. In
company with her sister Ellen, she had
gone on the pllgrimage to Ste., Anne de
Bedupre. Ellen, her sister, wus badly in-
klred in the wreck. The third sister, Miss
{ate Ryan Is house-keeper at Maniwaki
for Reyv. Father Pion, the parish priest.
The third sister did not go on the pilgrim-
age.

Edward Starrs, one of the vietims, was
27 years of age. He was a son of the
late Michael Starrs, and resided with his
miother at 259 Bay-street. He was a native
of Ohio, but lived in Ottawa since he was
three years old. Deceased leaves a mother
and two brothers.

Dennis O’Connor, another of the vietims,
was about 22 years of age, and a resident
of Janeville. His father is Hugh O'Con-
nor, patent medicine dealer. Dennis was
an iron worker by trade.

.George MeCuaig, the dead fireman, lived
with his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Duncan
McCualg, Canal-road, Ottawa Kast. He
was 24 years of age, had been more than
five years in the employ of the railway,
and was a trusted emp'oye.. He had recont-
1y ssed the examination for locomotive
engineer. >

Mr. H. J. Chamberlain,

This conclusion heightened
the spirit of uneasiness and excitement
which has since been communicated to the
newspapers and the public, so that London
is in a flutter with the expectation of war.

The great capabllities of England’s
Indign transport service would enable her
to pour twenty thousand soldiers into the
epemy’'s country within three weeks, These
would be drawn largely from transports
now ready at Bombay.

After much wrangling the
former resolution was amended to affect
the Cloakmakers’ Instead of the Grand
Trunk Raillway Trackmen. Coples will be
forwarded to the members of the Domianion
Government.

Delegate Dower sald that the Musical
Frotective Association should be waited
upon and an effort made to try and get
the bands not to play during the Exhi-
Lition. The Executive Commitiee were in-
structed to take such means as would
lead to a settlement of the London Street
car strike, and to also ald in getting the
strikers financial support.

Backed Mr, Maclean,

The report of the Legislative Committee
contained the announcement of the selec-
tion of Mr. John Tweed as chairman, and
Mr. D. J. O’Donoghue as secretary.

In dealing with several matters in con-
nection with the present session of the
Dominfon Parllament the revort has the
following: Your committee desire to ac-
cord full credit to Mr. W. F. Maclean, M.

His Movement of Wednesday Was

Otis Reports.

FIVE AMERICANS WERE KILLED.

Insurgents Were Driven Northward
After Suffering a Loss of 100
Killed and 300 Wounded.

Washington, Aug. 10.—A cablegram re-
ceived at the War Office from Gen. Otis
at Manlla says: McArthur's movement
yesterday very successful; served to clear
country rear and left and right of insur-
gents; has advanced north to Calulet, six

miles from San Fernando, whence he is
now reconnoitering; his casualties five
killed, 20 wounded. Officers wounded :
Major Braden, Captaln Abernethy, 36th
Voiunteers; Lieut. Willlams, 51st Iowa.
McArthur reports insurgents’ loss 100
killed, some 300 wounded. They were
rapldly driven northward, and last even-
ing apparently abandoned Porac line, where
they blew up powder works,

Befooling the People,

Washington, Aug. 10.—The following
cable has beem received from General
Otls : Manlla, Aug. 10.—To Adjutant
General, Washington : Captured letters,
high insurgent authority exnorting inhabi-
tants to hold out a little longer; that
European recognition will be granted by
Aug. 31, and that the present United States
administration will be overthrown. '

Thirteen Schooners Destroyed.

Mail reports received at the Navy De-
partment~show that Admiral Watson 1s
using every means to break up the in-
surgent traffic between the islands of the
Philippine group.

Commander Sperry of the Yorktown at
Ilollo reported to Admiral Watson early
in June that in his opinion the insurgents
were throwing troops into Negros and
Leyte from Luzon and the Island of Panay.
Commander Sperry sent the gunboat
Samar, under tommand of ensign H. (.
McFarland, to break up this traffic. 1n
four days he destroyed thirteen schoomers
along the coast of Panay. Each one of
these vessels had a full cargo. In each
case the natives were set ashore with their
personal effects. 4

Ports Closed Agnin Insurgents,

Manila, Aug. 10.—Major General Otis to-
day issued an order closing the ports in
the hands of the insurgents to inter-island
traffic. Aguinaldo issued a decree July 24,
dated from Tarlac, closing the insurgent
ports to vessels flying the American iag,
and inviting vessels under other flags to
visit them. Vessels under forelgn flags
cannot traffic with these ports without
running the blockade.

The gunboats Concord, Yorktown, Calloa
and Pampanga bombarded San Fernando
Tuesday. The Filipinos replied with can-
non and musketry for an hour .and then
fled to the hills, the gunboats firing on
them with their machine guns wuntil the
rebels disappeared. The bombardment was
continued for some time afterwards, and
many houses were riddled and destroyed,
but the town was not set fire to. The

unboats dld not land men. The rebel
fosses are not known.

The U. S. transport Sheridan salled for
home to-day with 667 men of the South
Dakota regiment, 096 of the Minnesota
regiment, and 205 men discharged from
various organizations,

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CHEAP POWER AND RAILWAYS,

One of the major purposes to which the
electric current produced by water power
will be applied will be the propulsion of rail-
way cars. This use will for some time be
limited to city and suburban electric lines,
but electric energy will, before very long, be
substituted for steam on the ordinary rail-
ways. This tendency towards the utlliza-
tion of electricity for local passenger trat-
fic Is already evident at Nlagara Falls and
at Hamilton, ' where water-produced elec-
tricity is more or less abundant. The pro-
duction of power at a low rate Is the
greatest factor in the operation of electric
railways. Two of Toronto’s suburban lines
have already fallen {nto the mitt of the To-
ronto Rallway Company because of its abll
ity to supply cheap power. But it Is at
Niagara Falls where the potency of cheap
power is especially apparent, The company
that owns the franchise for the develop-
ment of eléctric power on the United States
side of Niagara River has acquired a big
bunch of electric lines, It operates the
Buffalo Street Railway system, the road
running from Buffalo to Nlagara Falls, the
electric line on the Canadian side of the
river, the railway to Lockport and some
other of Buffalo's suburban lines. Its in-
tentions are quite obvious. It seeks to ac-
quire the ownership of all the electric
raijways within working radius -of Its
power houses at the Falls. The success of
its policy is practically assured.

The Cataract Power Company of Hamil-
ton, which obtains its power at Decew’s
Falls, has acquired possession of the Ham-
{lton street car system, the Hamilton and
Dundas Railway and the Radial Railway.
The true inwardness of the deal some year
or two ago ‘whereby the old Hamilton
Company obtained new concessions from
the City Council is now quite evident: The
little unpreténtious moth was preparing for
metamorphosis into the beautiful buttekfly
which the Cataract Company has just
caught In its net. But as the big Niagara
Falls octopus directs its course Toronto-
wards it will gobble up the little ‘concern
at Hamilton and any other small obstruc-
tion between Toronto and Buffalo. The
operation of a continuous electric line from
Buffalo to Toronto is almost within sight.
The Cataract Construction Company's wires
will cover the entire distance between the
two cities. Nothing is more certain than
that the policy of the company will be tae
acquisition of every electric line workable
from its circuit. If it is possible to oper-
ate an electric line from Niagara Falls to
Toronto, as it'will be in the course of two
years, when the company’s power line is
brought to this city, what are the possi-
bilities of the next decade? Many ‘steam
lines will be converted to electric systems,
and the limit of electric power transmis-
sion will be extended to two or three hun-
dred miles jnstead of less than half that
distance, as'at present. These facts all 80
to show that cheap water power Is to be
& dominant. factor In the railway construc-
tlon and operation of the future., Ontario
has 1o coal flelds of its own, but in Ni-
agara Falls we had what was more valn-
able than the greatest coal mine the world
ever saw. This coal mine is inexhaustible.
There is no necessity to dig into the bowels
of the earth to obtain the power-mdking
mineral. The power runs to waste atthe
surface of the mine. The sale of this mine
to a private copporation is just as objec-
tionable from a public point of view as
was the vesting of the Crow’'s Nest coal
fields in' a monopolistic company. The
Hardy Government at Toronto and the
Laurier Government at Ottawa are equal-
ly culpable in their alienation of the public
domain. The great power mine at Niagara
Falls should never have been allenated
from the people. We are free to state
that we have not the least confidence in
the deals that have been and are being
made by the Government in reference to
Niagara Falls power. Apparently there
is to be competition in Niagara Falls pow-
er. But we would not be surprised to
learn that the two companies, the one that
has closed its deal and the other that is
now negotiating with the Park Commis-
sioners, are practically one and the same
concern, or if they are not identical their
destiny is amalgamation. The Cataract
Construction Company is well satisfied with
its bargain. Further proof is hardly ne-
cessary to establish the fact of its mono-
poly. As soon as the Government conde-
scends to publish the agreements in full
we shall learn the full extens of the com-
panles’ concessions, The Cataract Con-
struction Company will finally be in sole
possession of Ontario’s rich power mine,

.the ownership of which will give them a

dominating influence in the raillways of all
peninsular Ontario. This will be paintully
evident within ten years from date, By
leaving Niagara’s great mine In the pos-
session of the public the malign influence
of this great American corporation would
never obtain ascendency over the people of
Ontario. The proper time to fight mono-
polies is when they make application for
public franchises. We are powerless to-
day to combat with the Consumers’ Gas
Company, but there was a time when their
valuable franchise was the absolute pro-
perty of the citiZzens. At that time there
was no necessity to propose arbitration in
order that we might have the privilege of
buying back our property at several million
dollars. A similar opportunity to that
which existed ia the last generation to se-
cure cheap gas for all time to come was
open to the Ontario Government lagt year,
when the franchise for the development
of electric power at Niagara Falls expired
through default. We will strive in vain
to do in ten years hence what we might
have accomplished without effort this year.
For the new load which has been fastened
on the shoulders of the peeple Premier
Hardy, the leader of the most corrupt party
that ever disgraced the annals of Canada,
must be held responsible.

REPORT FROM GEN. DAVIS,

Thousands of Families Homeless
and Distress Must Follow.

A hurricane of extreme. violence passed
over Porto Rico yesterday. ’‘I'he principal
wilitary loss was at San Juan. One tempor-
ary cowpany barracks was wholly destroy-
ed, some quartermaster property-damaged.
No personal injurles yet reported, but all
wires are down. No injury to shipping
here. Cable reports from Ponce say an
shipping is ashore. Custom house sheds
badly damaged, also goods stored therein.
Messengers from two interior points tell
of barracks unroofed and personal and pub-
lic property damaged. The losses by tife
inhabitants are very great and extreme suf-
fering must result. ‘I'here are‘many thou-
sands of families who are entirely home-
less, and very great distress must follow,

ISLAND OF GUADELOUPE.

Villages Wiped Out and Lighthous-
. es Blown Over,

Fort de France, Island of Martinique,
Aug. 10.—The authorities of the Island of
Guadaloupe are still without news from
the intetior, owing to the interruption of
telegraphic communication, as a result of
the recent hurricane. But other advices,
which have reached La. Pointe-a-Pitre, say
the coffee and cocoa strips have been near-
ly totally destroyed. At La Pointe-a-Pitre
seven persons were injured, and at Moule
the damage was considerable, and several
persons were killed and wounded. At Pe-
tet Canal and Port Lewis several persons
were killed and a number were injured.
The villages of Grippon and Lamentin
have been entirely destroyed, and the light
houses of Monroux and Fosilloz have been
overturned. The town of St. Louis de
Marie Galante has suffered considerably,
Gov. Morachinl arrived at Pointe-a-
Pitre this morning on the French eruiser
Cecille and left soon afterwards for Saintes,

The British Antilles.

News which has reached the Assbclated
Press correspondent here from British
Antilles says the Island of Dominica has
not suffered much from the hurricane, that
St. Thomas and St. Croix suffered lightly,
that Antigna was seriously hit, and that
at St. Kitts 200 houses were destroyed.
The hurricane passed over Porto Plata and
appears to have ravaged the north of the
Dominican Republic. All communleation
between Porto Plata and the interior, not
inclnding San Domingo, is interrupted, and
it is impossible to obtain & correct ac-
count of the damage done, although it is
thought to be important. The rallroad
from Porto Plata to San Domingo is no
longer working. Eventually the hurricane
swept over Cape Haytlen, with less vio-
lence.

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Men Who Worked as  Devils” for
Five Years Will Soon Have to go
- Back to the Farm.

REPORTERS WILL DO THEIR WORK.

The New Automatic lluclulel()ver
Which the Strike Occurred im
The N, Y. Sun Office,

New York Commercial: The real cause
of the strike In The Sun office was the in-
troduction of labor-saving machines, As is
well known In newspaper circles, The Sun
is the only large daily paper In the coun-
try which has continued to set its paper
by hand labor. The late Charles A, Dana

was always opposed to machine composition,
and The Sun people have reasons of their
own_for not desiring to Introduce the Mer-
genthaler machines, which are used in near-
iy all newspaper offices, By continuing
hand work The Sun has givén more em-
ployment to labor during the last few years
than any other newspaper in the country,
setting the same amount of material, ana
It has carried a much larger pay-roil in its
composing room than other metropolitan
unewspapers,

\ A New Machine,

Some time since The Sun management de-
cided that when they could secure a ma-
chine which would set type as satistactor-
ily as by hand they wouid introduce such
into their office. 'r'heir investigation con-
vinced, them that the Lanston monetype
machine was the coming machine, although
they have experimenteu with seyeral otu-
ers, When convinced that the Lanston
was the machine they wanted they
placed an  order for some forty ma-
ehines, which was the number estimated
for their requirements. They have now
ten of these macuines in operation, and
the results produced have convinced them
that they will not require more than fifteen
additional machines. The cost of setting
type by the Lanston machine is from 16
t0 20 cents per thousand ems, as cowmpared
with 50 cents per thousand for hand com-
position.

They Caused the Strike,

It was the introduction of these machines
that caused the strike. No compositors are
necessary to operate the Lanston, which
is handled entirely by mechnuics, and
which produces its work automaticaly, it
casts each letter or character on a separate
piece of metal and automatically adjusts
and feeds them into lines. When the prin-
ters’ union heard of the introduction of
these machines, they insisted on the Sun’s
putting a compositor on each machine, The
Sun acceptea this with as good grace as
was possible, and a union operator was
placea by the side of each machine to
watch the wheels go round. Then The
Sun immediately laid Iits wires to secure
4 supply ot non-union men. When the
union people heard of this a strike was
ordered.

The general introduction of such machines
will certainly have its effect om printing
labor. The copy is prepared in the edi-
torial department, and woen placed in the
machine works automatically, the only ne-
cessity for a printer is in the pulling of the
roofs, correcting” galleys, setting up the
Eeads and making up the forms. It is
the old story of the introduction of auto-
matic labor-saving machinery, with which
all industries in tnis country must contend
so long as American genius applies its ef-
forts to reducing the cost of production.

The Lanston Monotype Machine,

The advantage claimed tor the Lanstu‘x
over the Mergenthaler machine is that it
casts and sets the type, not in a slug, ¢nd
practically reproduces hand composition
at acgreat saving of labor. Several sizes of
type can be produced on the same machine
by simply changing a set-screw, and in each
face there are caps, small caps, italles and
all the special characters the same as In a
font of hand type. It has been rumored
that the Lanston was an Inglish machine,
but this is not true. It is a Yankee pro-
duct pure and simple, and the rumor prob-
ably came from the fact that The Glasgow
Herald was the first large newspaper plant
to be fitted with these machines.

! How the Machine Works,

The setting of type by the Lanston iaa-
chine consists of two distincet operations.
First, the copy is run off on a keyboard,
slmijlar to that of a typewriter, on which
each character or letter is represented by
round perforations in a ribbon of paper.
This ribbon of paper with its perforations
is then put into an automatic casting and
setting machine, which is governed auto-
matically by the holes in the paper ribbon.
These holes differ from each other only
in location and in the combinations effect-
ed. As the ribbon is fed through the cast-
ing machine, the holes put parts in motion
which centre the matrix, which is then seat-
ed upon a mould of novel construction, and
the type is cast in a vertical position, the
flow of the metal from the nozzle being di-
rectly into the matrix, which is filled, then
followed instantly Into the body of the
mould under pressure to insure a perfect
cast. The type is ejected from the mould
into a carrler, and upon the completion of
any line, that line is advanced to make room
for the next. The lines of type are thus cast
and set into the galley until the matter is all
set up. These galleys of machine set type
are then handled the same as If the type
had been set by hand. Proofs are drawn
and any necessary corrections are made by
hand before the type is placed in the form.

The Sun at present has ten machines,
which is not sufficient to set its paper, so
the machines are kept busy a large portion
of the time casting type only, and the type
thus cast is put into the hand cases and set
by hand. This is why they require ‘at pre-
sent a supply of hand compositors. After
they have their full quota of machines the
only compositors required will be those ne-
cessary to make the necessary corrections
and loeck the type up into the forms.

What Do They Mean ?

ROTTENNESS IN NEW YORK.

Detective Wood Found Out Things
Which City Pelice Apparently
Could Not Discover,

New York, Aug. 10.—When the Mazet
investigating committee resumed 'its ses-
slon to-day Mr. Moss called attention to
the fact that Chief Devery’s list showed no
place suspected of being a gambling resort
in the Twenty-second Precinct, while the
evidence of ‘the commitiee’s detectives was
that they had gambled In a dozen such
houses in that precinet alone.

Detectlve Wood then took the stand,
and, in answer to questions, sald that in
company with H. Harrls he had visited a
place in West Sixty-second-street last
night and got by the two ‘lookouts” all
right. Thefe*was a Chinaman present, and
in one room there were about fifty men
and women lying on bunks, half nude and
smoking oplum. Some of the men appear-
ed to be less than twenty years old. The
place was fitted up in Oriental style. The
owners sald everything was all right as
long as they came up with the “*long
green,” and referred to Captain Moynihan,
who commands the precinct, as a ‘*‘good
fellow.” Witness bought some ‘“‘cooked’’
opium there, which he produced.

The winners also told of buying opium in
the Bowery, and on Stanton-street. Wood
further testified that he had made 400
visits to poolrooms in the city since he had
last testified, and had secured evidence in
each case. -
