HARVEST ABOUT AUG 10.

Reports Show That Wheat Crop is
Heavy Everywhere in' West.
Winnipeg, July 17.—(Special.)—Mr. Mec-

In the evening, a number of persons went
to Mr. Nugent’s residence and broke In,
carrying outside trunks, beds.and several
articles of clothing. With his clothing,
they eonstructed an effigy, and left the
house. The articles left in front of the
house were replaced by the neighbors on
Sunday morning. 3 A

Between 1 and 2 o’clock, Monday momm-
ing, Mrs. McKellar, a neighbor, who was
watching the house in case of further dam-
age, saw a light there. She sum-
moned her husband, and the villagers were
notified, when it was discovered that an
attempt to fire the house had been made.
The fire was extinguished with much dif-
ficulty. .

Squire Nugent was notitied of the occur-
rences, and returned home at once. He
will thoroly Investigate the matter, and
will prosecute the perpetrators.

Charged With Arson.

Dan Smith of Belmont was arrested yes-
terday by County Constable Hopkins on a
warrant issued by J. McCausland on the
information of W. T. Nugent, J.P., of Bel-
mont, charging that Smith was the per-
son who attempted to set fire to Nugent's
hoase in Belmont on Sunday at 1 a.m.

DUKE OF CON‘NAUGH1 INSTALLED

STRIKE NOT OVER.

Pittsburg, Pa., July 17.—'“We have not
heard from the other side at any time in

any way or any suhject since we parted’]

at the Lincoln Hotel last Saturday.”

This is the pesitive statement made by
President Shaffer of the Amalgamated As-
sociation this afternoon, and disposes of
rumors from New York to-day that the
strike has been settled. Mr. Shaffer stated
further that no actual negotiations were
on between President Bishop of the Ohio
State Arbitration Board and himself tend-
ing towards drbitration.

A letter received by Mr. Shaffer from
Mr. Bishop, asking if he would consent to
a re-opening of the conference, has not
been answered as-yet.

The principal events in the day’s strike
history were the failure of the sheet steei
people to reopen the Wellsville plant with
non-union men; the offer of financial as-
sistance made to the Amalgamated ASs0-
ciation by the two million members of the
American Federation of Labor and by the
American Window Glass Workers’ Asso-
ciation; the concerted action of the as-
sociation to organize the immense steel
plant at Vandergrift and the fact that
several of the closed plants are being pa-
trolled by armed watchmen and gudrds.

The amalgamated officials to-night pro-
fess great satisfactidn over the results ac-
complished since the strike began, but
officials of the company, as heretofore,
will say nothing. °

COAL REGIONS TIED UP.

Wilkes-Barre, Pa., July 17.—The close of
the second day of the stationary firemen's
strike finds 33,000 miners idle in the Wyom-
ing distriet of the anthracite coal region,
which extends from Duryea to Nanticoke.
The number of idle men was included to-
day by the suspension of railroad crews
on nearly all branches.

The total number of men idle now in the
whole anthracite region Is estimated at
65,000. There are 40,000 mine workers in
the Lackawanna region, but they are not
all out. If the strike extends to the
Hazelton, Schuylkill and Shamokin regions
30,000 men may be idle before long.

equality; umless Grand Lodge, for the sake
of expedition, thinke proper to leave any
* | particular subject to the determination of
the grand master. Where any subject
can be secttled satisfactorily by an open
vote, the votes of the members are always
signified by each holding out
one of his hands, which uplifted hands the
grand wardens or grand do&(jons are to
count unjess the number be so~snequal as
to render counting unnecessary; but any
brother may, while Grand Lodge is In ses-
sion, rise in his place and openly demand
a ballot.

Gourlay, B. Kent, W. Dineen, L. M. Mor-
phy and E. J. Cummings be empoyverea to
prepatre a-plan to lay before the next mect-
ing, whereby the merchants and /property-
cwners can take united action inm the mat-
ter.” y

GRASSHOPPER PIE.

Insect Delicacies That Are Eaten in
Tropical Philippines,

“One thing I have found out/since com-
ing to the Philippines,” writes a Kansas
boy, *“and that is. how to catch grasshop-
pers and prepare them for food. The Fill-
pinos not only make grasshopper pies and
cakes, but they pound them into powder
and, steeping them in water, drink Iit.
There are several methods used by the
natives for catching grasshoppers. The
most effective is the net. This is a large
butterfly net, arranged with netting placed
over a hoop, and to the latter Is fixed a
long handle. The native takes this handle,
and, with the mouth of the net towards
the grasshoppers, he rushes forth bagging
considerable numbers at a time, Then we
have the paddle method, which consists in
using a long stick, to the end of which iIs
fixed a piece of flat wood about 10 inches in
diameter. If the grasshoppers pass over
one's property this method is used, for

then all the grasshoppers killed by swing-
ing this instrument thru the clouds of
grasshoppers as they pass over are dropped
to the ground and can be picked up at lel-
sure. Another method consists im explod-
ing cartridges in the midst of the swarm.
After an effective explosion the ground fis
covered: with them. But this is very ex-
pensive and is seldom used. Grasshopper
catching is a profitable business in the
Philippines. They sell at $2 a sack. I
never saw a native eat a green grasshop-
per, but I have seen them eat the dried
ones by the pocketful. The housewife in
the Philippines takes considerable delight
in placing a nice grasshopper pie before
you. Great care is taken in preparing
them, so that they do not lose any of their
form.”’—Kansas City Journal.

MAY MEAN BIG LOSS,

Sault' Ste. Marie, Mich.,, July 17.—The
channel at the dike has been blocked since
midnight by the grounding of the steamer
Maine.

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THE SCHOOL-BOOK MONOPOLY.
The Globe yesterday put forward a two-

column defence of the school book mono-
poly. The logical effect of the article is
to prove more clearly than ever that suchj
a monopoly exists and that it emnjoys the
confidence and protection of the govern-
ment. According to The Globe there can
be no monopoly i the publication of the
Ontario readers because the license to
publish these books was given to three
publishing houses, with the right reservéd
by the government to license other firms
to publish them, If these three
houses were competing  with one
another In the printing and publishing of
the readers there would, of course, be no
monop)oly." But the facts are that there
is ne” competition between the three firms
in question. They work under a pooling
arrangement, which is so strictly carried
out that to all intents and purposes the
three firms, as far as the publication of
these school books i§ concerned, are prac-
tically one,.are in fact a monopoly. Not
only does the government know of this
pooling arrangement and of the monopoly,
but it has openly encouraged the ring
and taken an active part in maintalning
them in their monopoly. This It has done
in two ways. In the first place it author-
ized a set of readers which contained se-’
‘lections, the copyrights of which were
held by the members of the ring, each
holding exelusive rights to publish certain
of the selections. True it is the govern-
ment provided that outside firms should
be permitted to publish the readers in
competition with the ring, but the govern-
ment was dealing with something which
had been placed heyond its jurisdiction.
The fact that the ring owned these copy-
rights emabled its members, Individually
and collectively, to prevent anyone pub-
lishing the readers without their consent.
As a matter of fact tha government
could not allow ‘an outsider to compete
with the ring because the ring practically
controlled the copyright of the readers.
We ‘- charge that the government was a
party to this copyright trickery, in virtue]
of which the monopoly was vested in the
ring. A further proof of the govern-
ment’s protection of the monopoly is Iits
persistent refusal to allow other publishers
to publish the readers. One firm that
has applied for the right is the G. N.
Morang Company, a well-known, reputabie
and progressive publishing house. It has
been unable to secure the necessary II-
cense, altho it has agreed to conform to
all the stipulations set out in the order-
in-council of 1896. The company is de-
sirous of breaking up the monopoly and
of allowing competition to become a fac-
tor in the school book publishing busi-
ness. Thru such competition the public
would benefit either by securing much bet-
ter books for the present prfce. or the
same style of books at considerably re-
duced rates. The'government’s reason for
not giving the Morang Company the license
is that, owing to the copyright tangle, it
is powerless to interfere with the publi-
cation of the readeys by the ring, or *“‘sys-
dicate,’”” as the monopoly is officially styled
by the government. Our answer to this
is that the government was a party to
the copyright tangle, that it knew of ‘its
existence at the thme the contract was
made with the ring, and that it was fully
cognizant of the fact that the ring was
in a position to forbid any outsider ob-
taining a license to publish. The pro-
vision in the order-in-council sanctioning
competition was a mere blind, as was clear-
ly demonstrated when an outside firm
made an application under it for a license
_to publish the readers. "he provision
was then found to be inoperative.
The next objectionable feature of the
contract with the monopoly is that it was
made to run for ten years, five years of
which have expired. In spite of the sta-
tistics of the text-book commission, quoted
by The Globe, we profess to be able to
prove to the satisfaction of any disinter-
ested jury that the present grade of
school books can be §upplled to scholars
at one-half the rates that are charged.
A school book that retails at 25 cents can
be sold at a profit for 10 cents. But this
cannot be done-if the business goes thru
the ring. The price of school books would
be cut in two if the government either
published the books {itself or opened the
publishing business to falr and honest
competition, giving the entire business to
the firm making the most satisfactory
tender, But it is Impossible for the gav-
ernment to glve the public
better text books hecause the monopoly
holds a ten-yenr contract, which s an
outrageous concession In length of time
and Dbecause of ‘the copyright tangle.
There would not be the least difffculty in
preparing n set of readers that would be
absolutely free from, copyright daiffienl-
tles and entanglements. No pnhnéhm' and
no ring of publishers could prevent the
government from preparing and publish-
ing a set of readers that would be per-
fectly satisfactory for educational purposes,
It is absurd to say that any firm or firms
can entrench themselves in ‘a monopoly
of school readers hecanse of the posses-
slon of certain mm':_!nhlbi This copy-
right bugahoo is a trick pure and simple,
put forward by the publishers and con-
nived at by the government In opder to
permit the ming to entrench themselves In
their ten-year monopoly.
Our answer to The Globe’s defence of
the ring is:
' That there Is a monopgly.
That the government is elther powerless
or unwilling to break it up.
That - the public is being charged two
prices for school hooks.
That the government has refused to al-
low at least one reputable firm to com-
pete with the ring.
That & ten-years’ publishing contract,
with the tendency of prices constantly
downwards, is a fraud upon the people.
That the government’s connection with
the school book ring is a scandal of the
first magnitude and that the people of On-
tario and the 8000 teachers of the province
will heave a sigh of rellef when the ring
is broken up.

Victoria, B.C., July 17.—Details were re-
celved by the steamer Empress of langia
of the murdep at the) City Hall of Tohlo
of Hoshi Toru, the well-known Japanese
politician and once Minister to the United
States. He was stabbed to death by a
fencer named Iba Sotaro.

Mr. Iloshi had been attending a meeting
of the aldermen.

The
man was well dressed. He gave his name,
and said he was a member of the Edn-
cational Committee of Yotsuya Ku. No
one suspected that the mdn was bent on
evil, and consequently litfle attentlion was
paid to him. |

He walked behind Mr. Hoshi and drew
a dagger, which ne . pluuged 1bios M.
Hoshi's right side,, penetrating the lung.
Mr, Hiraga, clerk of the City Assembly,
was the first to see what had taken place,
and he sprang on the gssassin, and held
him. Mr. Hoshi died without uttering a
word.

The assassin told the police authorities
in a quict, composed manner that he had
been watching for a chance go kill Mr.
Hoshi, as he had resolved to sacrifice his
property and his wife and famlily in order
to strike the mian. He gave as a reason
for his deed that it was necessary“to strike
a blow at Mr. Hoshi, a former Minister
of 'Education, in the interest of sound edu-
cation. The assassin is described as a
man 51 years of age. He was originally
a follower of the Tokugawa Dynasty, and
was skilled in the art of fencing. He
founded two schools after the reformation
of the Meijl era, and has taken an aciive
part in educational work among young peo-
ple. In 1892 he and other§ promoted the
Japan Savings Bank in Tokio, of which
institution he was elected president.
