TORONTO 70 OTTAWA

Farns That Are Crossed in York
and Scarboro Townships and
Acress Ontario County.

OTTAWA, Sept. 22.—(Speecial).— The
plan of the Canadian Nonthern Ralil-
way for its line from Toronto to Ot-
tawa as filed with the department 0f
railways, shows it as leaving the line
now constructed up the Don Valley on
the property of Mrs. Robert Davies,
just west oY the Don-road. It runs
1340 feet on Mrs. Deavies’ propenty,
then_crosses the Don-road (still in the
valley), and runs thru the property
of John H. ‘Tayior for 4888 feat, then
into H. Talbot’s farm for 1585 feet,
Wm. Harris' 4545 feet, then across the
Dawes-road into Mrs. Walter Massey’'s
property, |partly in York, partly in Scar-
boro, for 3740 feet.

MODERN PROPHETS HAVE
ADVANTAGES DVER 01D

Have Revelations ef Science and
Lessons of History to
Assist Them

“If prophecy is the unfolding of the
will of God, it can, never cease,” de-
clared Prof. A. H. Reynar, M.A., LL.D.,
at the Victorlaﬁ::eolog‘lcal conference
‘lastq‘mght. ‘“‘Scighce cannot cease, art
is not exhausted, still less have.men
learnt all about the will of God and
human conduct. The revelation of an
infinite-God to a finite mind can never
cease.

“We are too prone to put God far
away. while thinking He was near Eze-
kiel and Malachi, We can’t advance
beyond the apostles in the principle of
prophecy; we ean in its application.”

Men thought the poetical canon had
closed and then came Tennyson and
Browning. These two modern poets
were prophets. They might not have
told any great original truths, but they
restored the emphasis where it bc-
longed. :

The professor considered that the
modern prophet had many advantages
-over those of the old time, in know-
ledge of the Scriptures, in the revela-
tions in sclence and in the lessons of
history. Phophecy, he thought, could
be cultivated. We could learn to dls-
tinguish between the word of the
Lord and the wayward fancles of ex-
cited mind€, whether ia ourselves or in
others. The Doukhobors were a goosd
example of the latter, absolutely sin-
cere, yet absolutely erratic.

Prof, C. E. Bland, B.A., B.D., of Wes-
leyan College, Montreal, continued his
address on “The Prophet in the Early
Church,” treating of the decline of the
prophet. St. Paul and Justin Martyr
were taken as typical of the earfer and
later periods. The latter concelved
Christianity as a—way of life and svs-
tem of truth. Christ, to Paul a SBaviour
by the indwelling Spirit, became to
Justin Martyr the teacher of a new
law and revealer of divine wiasdom.

The prophetic mood gave the churzh
a defente from the perilous days eof
b Greek attempts to construe the Chris-
tian message. Some, even of the dis-
ciples, scorned philosophy,, content to
feel the power of the new life without
trying to explain it. -

The pendulum swings alternately
either way. ‘“We need both Catholic
and Protestant in the social organism;
the former for periods of disorder, tha
latter for periods of tyranny. We must
recognize the place of both, They are
equally indispensable to the security of
progress of life.”

Creighton, B.A., D.D., editor of The
Guardian, reviewad Dr. Denny’s “Je-us
and the Gospel,” and Rev. Dr. Elllort
spoke on “The Teaching of Jesus Con-
cerning His Nature and Mission.”

NEW YORK, Sept. 25.—Cheered by 4
thousand men and avorgen as he enier-
ed the banguet hall on the arm cf Rear
Admiral Schley (retired), Dr, Frederick
A. Cook told nis story to-uight before
the most brilifant audience he has ag-
aressed since he left Denmark. .‘lhe
banquet was given oy the Arctic Clun
of America, of which Dr. Cock is a
menber, in recognition of his last po=
lar venture. :

While there was no official represens
tative from either state or nation, the
assemblage was cosmopolitan and en- -
thusiastic. L

“This is one of the highest honors 1
ever hope to receive,” said Dr. COOK,
“You. represent most of the frigid ex-
plorérs of Europe and nearly all of the
Arctic explorers of America. Your
welcome is the explorer’'s guarantee L0
the world, coming as it does from fel-
low-workers, from men who know and
have gone thru the same experience--
it is an appreciation and a victory, the
highest which could fall to the lot of
any returning traveler,

“The key to frigid endeavor is sub-
sistence. There is nothing in the én-
tire'realm of the Arctic which is lm-
possible to man. If the animal firés
are supplied with adequate fuel, there
is no cold too severe and no obstacle
too great to surmount. In the ages of
the polar quest much has been ‘tried
and much has beer learned. The Im-
portant lesson is that civilized mau,
if he will succeed, must bend' to the
savage simplicity necessary. Candor
compels me to say that the effort.of.
getting to the pole is not one of phy-'
sical endurance, nor it is fair to call it
bravery; but a proper understanding
of the needs of ‘the stomach and a
knowledge of the limits of the brute
force of $¢he motive power, be that man
or beast.” 5

were early Danish, the Dutch, the Eng-
lish and the Norse, Itallans and Am- °.

“Now, gentlemen, I appeal to you as
explorers and men, Am I bound to
appeal to anybody, to any man, to any
body of men—for a license to look for
the pole? ' 198 1

“Another criticism is the chargé of
our insufficient equipment. We have
met this. You know that we had every
possible aid to success in sledge travel-
ing. A big ship is no advantage, ‘An
army of white men, who at best .are
novices, is a distinct hindrance, whi'e
a cumbersomg luxury of equipment is
fatal to progress. We chose to live a
life as simple as that of Adam, and
we forced the strands of human endur-
ance to sclentific limits. If you will
reach the pole, there 18 no other way.

The Demand for Proof. 2

“1 have already given a tangible ac«!
count of our journey. It is as com-
plete as the preliminary reports of ‘any
previous explorer. Heretofore such
evidence has been taken with faith and
the complete record was not expected
to appear for years, whereas we agree
to deliver all within a few months,

“Now, gentlemen, about the pole.
We arrived April 21, 1008, We discov-
ered new ‘land along the 102nd meri-
dian, between the ‘84th and the 85th
parallels. Beyond this there was abso-
iutely no life and no land. The ice was
in large, heavy flelds with few pres-
sure lines. The drift was south of east,
the wind, was south of west. (lear
water gave good regular observations
nearly every ‘day.

The rapid developments leading up to
the ex-premier’s decisive announcement
were the direct result of Mr. Lloyd
George's® budget bill and particularly
to his proposal to tax the unearned in-
crement of urban land values, opening
up, as it does, a hitherto untapped
source of revenue of great potential
richness. This was the government's
answer to the contention that the free
trade system of the United Kingdom
had broken down and that sufficient in-
come for the necessities of the country
could not be raised by further direct
taxation. :

Mr. Balfour has accepted the chal-
lenge and his Birmingham address
makes tariff reform the  Unionist al-
ternative to the taxation of urban land
at its true value. Probably this mo-
mentous decision. was unavoidable &t
this stage of the controversy, but it is
probable that political considerations
were the preponderating factor in
reaching it. Many will be inclined to
hold that tariff reform is not so much
an alternative to land taxation as suph
plementary and complementary to if.
Soclal reforms of a drastic chara€ter
are certainly needed in the United
Kingdom. The land monopoly must be
broken if the foundation of a new
and ‘better polity is to be laid. But
?Jonx with that there must be a meas-
ure of protection for home industries
that are suffering from the unrestrict-
ed competition of nations ensconced be-
hind -high tariff walls. Even the par-
tial closing of the British market would
enable reeiprocal concessions to be ar-
ranged and besides it would prepare the
way for that inter-imperial preferen-
tial system which the oversea British
states. have repeatedly and unitedly
urged as a valuable means of strength-
ening the empire. Be that as it may,
the lists are now closed and the slo-
gans of the next general election de-
clared. Will the house of lords force
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the fighting and provide the opportun-
dty? :

KSKS MUNCIPALITIES O

Hon. Adam Beck Suggests a Stan-
dardization of Specifications
for Power Plants.

Hon. Adam Beck, chairman of the
Ontario Hydro-Electric - Commission,
has addressed- the following letter to
the mayors of the thirteen cities and
towns which have signed contracts
with the commission.

Ontario’s power minister eviden:ly
intends to take no chances on the fail-
ure of his pet project thru local mis-
understanding of the needs of the sit-
uation, or lack of effective co-operation
.of the communities interested. ‘

“As the schemes of distribution of
light and power in the various muni-
cipalities are now being completed, it
appears to me that in the interest of
the undertaking as a whole, co-opera-
tion would be very advisable, and I su3z-
gest that a meeting should take place
between those engineers on Wednes-
day .next, the 29th inst.,, at which a
discussion might be had relating to the
scheme -as a whole and the needs of
each municipality  in particular, the
whole with a view:

“l. To promote proper co-operation
and understanding between the muni-
e¢ipal engineers and those of the com-
mission. «

“2. To ensure a standardization, as far
as possible, of the specifications to he
used. e

“3. To arrive at conclusions as to tie
best methods of distribution for each
munieipality and the standardization of
same, as far as possible.

“4, To give to each municipality *the
benefit of consideration of each case
by practically a board of engineers: .

“5. To sum up, practically to ensure
standardization as far as possible and
the elimination of the personal equation
of individual engineers, g

“The conference would deal with
such matters as:

“l. The size and characteristics of

~

‘| transformers and other apparatus which

might be used, so as to -ask for as jar
as possible interchange between muni-
cipalities, thus cheapening the cost,
reducing spares and permitting of ¢x-
change during breakdown or for spe-
cial demands.

2. The best voltage and wattages of
incandescent lamps to be used to meet
commercial and operating conditions
for each municipality in view of the
scheme as a whole,

“3. The use of synchronous apparatus
for correcting power factor and de-
creasing the power used and paid for
by each municipality,

‘4, The most modern systems of street
lighting and their apparatus in each
municipality, especially in view of re-
cent improvements in arc and incan-
descent street lighting.

“I may say that without such co-
operation it is quite possible that some
municipalities may be serfously handi-
capped and would be' -unable to obtain
the same advantages that they would
with more uniform equipment.

“Every rignt kind of man or wom.in
has one object' in view—to increase busi-
ness. 'The way to ao this gquickest is to
advertise. s

“Then comes the question: What is the
best way to advertise?

“Let us take the case of a real estate;
concern that might decide, for example,
to spend ten per cent. of all-commissions
in advertising the name of the firm—its
methods of doing business and its hold~
4nes.

“By doing this, and by giving everybody
a square deal that firm is morally certain
of success—due equally to the advertising
and to the policy of honesty.

“One firm in New York with twelve
thousand customers has secured ninety-'
elght per cent. of all the clients on its
books through the advertising placed lnl
the New York City newspapers

Don’t Be Sensational. !

“The high class real estate firms do
not indulge in sensational advertising. ;:

“Neither do they believe in ‘knocking
competitors, since this is only advertising
them.

“High class real estate advertisements
persist in stating what the broker has to
sell; where it is located; always states the
price. and offers to take the prospective
customers out to see the property, letting
the property sell on its merits. I

‘‘Many 'concerns never take into con-
sideration this or that paper because one
has a large circulation and the other has
a small one. |

“We have attained better results in
some cases from the papers with a small
circulation than from the papers of large
circulation that carried the same adver-
tisement. .

‘‘Ordinarily one does not recommend the
placing of advertising the same day in
two papers, both of which cater to the
same class of readers.

“Ten or fifteen New York City papers
used in one day will produce just as good
results, from a financlal point of view, as
if yvou had gone into every one; but the
main theory among real estate operators
of standing is to always state where the
property is and the price asked for it.

‘““Another rule to follow is: Say as much
in the advertisement as you can without
crowding it, and in as few words as pas-
sible. Occasionally using small cuts to
attract the eye produces good results.
Small advertisements sometimes produce
greater results proportionately for the
outlay of money than the larger ones.

‘“In the selecting of newspapers no one
policy can be adopted and adhered to.
Conditions are always changing.

All Papers Are Good.

‘“The newspaper that you go into three
or four times and do not get an answer
from frequently turns out, the very next
issue, to sell more property than all the
rest put togeéther. So one is led to ad-
vise sticking to‘t. 3

“Take a line of papers; stick to them.
Advertise persistently, but' above all
things don’t place any misleading adver-
tisements. They cost money, and deé
more harm in the end than good. - A
sensational misleading advertisement may
bring a crowd, but when the crowd gets
there they will knock out all the real
buyers that are with them.

“If the right advertising policy is adopt-
ed and stuck to fifty-two weeks in the
vear, results wil come faster and faster
and the business is bound to grow bigger
and bigger. That has been the experience
of the ‘successful firms in New York, and
anyone else can do the same who will ad-
here to the same policy.”

‘' NEW YORK, Sept. 23.—I. N. Ford's
London cable to The Tribune re Bal-
four’s speech at Birmingham says:

Approval was roared from eight thou-
sand throats when it was known that
the veteran statesman, in enforced j;o-
tirement at Highbury, was eager to
have the lords throw out the budget
and ‘!orce a general election. The en-
thusiasm of the vast assemblage was
unrestrained when Mr. Chamberlain’s
name was mentioned, and the message
was read that he hoped the lords would
see their way to obtain a referendum
from the people on the rival financial
policies.

Mr,' Balfour's own success in com-
manding the wanmest welcom which
he has ever received at Birm gham
was due to his unequivocal acceptance
of Mr. Chamberlain’s cause. He advi-
cated it as progressive, hopeful and
constructive policy for the kingdom
and the empire, which would produce

for social reforms, and contrasted it
with the socialistic legislation wnizh
was creating widespread depressfon
and bottomless confusion. While he
did not undertake to work out in detail
a tariff reform budget, he made it plamn
that the Unionist party, if returned io
power, would broaden the basis of in-
direct’ taxation and would raise the
requisite millions by a higher revenue
tariff. :

His speech has satisfied the tariff re-
formers that he can be depended upon
to take up Mr. Chamberlain's work and
carry it out. At the same time he has

Dr. Grenfell went to, England early
last spring to bring his aged mother
here for a visit. On the steamship
cdgin.g over he met Miss McClanahan
and visited her at her home. Then he
went to Battle Harbor. He will return
to Chicago and wed Miss McClanahan
there on Nov. 17.

Dr. Grenfell’'s ship, the Strathcona,
put out in August {or a run along the
coast. She was pulling out of Indian
Harbor when it was discovered that
her coal bunkers were afire. Dr. Gren-
fell, instead of putting back, crowded
on more steaimn and pounded along on
his mission as if nothing were the mat-
ter. He ran all along the coast and
into the bays and inlets looking after
the ill and destitute.

Kwvery day or so the flames. would
burst forth; water would be thrown on
them and the vessel urged ahead to
the next station. Dr. Grenfell does all
bis work in the summer as the harbors
are ice locked at other times. Ha
thought it more important that he get
to his patients than tc put into har-
bor and meke sure the fires were out.

PHYSICIANS AT COBALT
FAIL O REPORT FEVER

May Be Prosecutod‘ by Provincial
Health Authorities—Typheid Sit-
uation Still Alarming

COBAILT, Sept 23.—(Special.)—The
fever situation in the mining camp is
still alarming, and the need of or-
ganization to properly fight the disease
is gtill apparent.

At the Red Cross Hospital, which is
maintained by the Miners’ Association,
145 cases are now being cared for. Six
new patients arrived to-day. There
are no hospital facilities whatever for
town patients, who are receiving the
best attention possible at their homes
and boarding houses.

Local doctors have, with one excep-
tion, up to to-night, failed to report
cases under their charge, altho order-
ed to do so by the provincial author-
ities on pain of prosecution, and Dr.
Bell will now take steps to enforce
the order. Until these reports are re-
celved, the authorities will remain
ignorant of the number of cases in the
town.

Fresh nurses are arriving on almost
every train. Ten arrived on Wednes—
day, sixten to-day, and others are ex-
pected from Toronto on Friday.

The town authorities will commence
to-day the erection of a hospital for
town patients and it is planned to
spread tents for their reception pend-
ing .its completion. Military hospital
tents are expected from Ottawa.

The Miners’ Hospital is crowfled and
Gozens of the sick are in tents. All
garbage is now being burned, and
every effort is being directed towards
cleaning up.

Dr. Pardue of the Dominion veterin-
ary department, is here to stamp out
hog cholera, which has been found here
of a malignant type. He arrived on
Wednesday, and already forty swine
owned by David Connolly, have been
slanghtered.

Prof. McMillan Reports Evidences of
Former Luxuriant Vegetation.

SYDNEY, N.S., Sept. 23.—According
tc [Prof. McMillan, who aooompanled
the Peary expedition to the Arctic.
there is sufficlent evidence_to prove
the theory that the frigid zone was
once hotter ihan the - equafor is at
present. In an interview, he sald:

“] found large numbe#s of vegetable
and .marine fossils, which must jbe re-
garded as positive proof. In one huge
rock, spit :cpen by frost, there was
to be a perfect print of a great
tropl forn.. This was between lati-
tude 81° degrees and 82 degrees 30 min-
utes. In-the same region I discovered
the petrified stump of a tree fully 13
inches in diameter. - Evidences of whole

| forests in a state of petrification were

not wanting. From latitwde 81 degrees
up to 82 degrees 30 minutes, I found
some fine coal seams. At Watercourse
Bay, latitude -81 degrees, 44 minutes,
there was an’ especially rich vein, Near
Black Cape. latitude 81 degrees 25 min-
utes, fossil remains of trapical animals
were found.”

Professor McMillan pointed out that
ccal is only found where great forests
have previcusly existed.

“This gives material proof to the
well-known theory that the earth was
orce a hot molten mass,” he saild. The
first places to cool were the poles. As
the earth cooled gradually the zone
of vegetable growth moved from the
po!gg toward the equator.

““As far north as latitude 81 degrees
50 minutes I found traces of former
Iockimo habitation. This was at Lake
Hazen. In Grant Land I also found
ruined stone Igloos, broken sledges,
and other traces of anclent Eskimo vil-
lages. Now, the Eskimos are all Hv-
ing hundreds of miles farther south,
and the movement, is away from
rather than toward the north pole.

Professor McMillan views with
gzrave doubt any attempts which may
be made to Christianize these people.

- “They are perfectly happy now,” he
argued. ‘‘Why disturb them with a
religion which they do not understand ?
I doubt if the Introduction of our faitn
would improve them.”
