The
soldiers were reinforced by patrolmen
and dispersed the crowd. !

At another meeting, held under the
auspices of the women's peace party,
Roger Baldwin, a member of a so-
called no-conscription fellowship, as-
serted that “there is an-epilemic of
patriotism in the United States, mostly
on the part of officials.” He arraigned
the newspapers for their “unsympathe-
tic attitude” towards conscientious ob-
jectors, and added that even the police
had “little patience’ with his propa-
ganda,

THE BREWERS’ STATEMENT.

in Reply to the Proposal to - Stop
Making Beer in War Time.

Otiawa, June 3.—In answer to the
recent discussion in the house advo-
cating that the use of grain in brew-
ing and distilling be limited during
the war the brewers of Canada have
circulated among membe: a state-
ment of their side of the cafe. In it
they say among other things

“The constituent of beer is barley in
its malted form. Barley enters but
Mttle into the humsan diet.' Barley
bread is unknown in this country,
and practically so abroad. The prin-
cipal use of barley is as cattle feed.

“When barley is fed to cattle to
produce béef for human fobd only 51
per cent. of the food value is retain-
ed; on the other hand, when con-
verted into beer 61 per cent. of the
food value of barley is retained in its
most eaeily digested fosm.

“The barley used in beer is not lost
as 1004, ‘The hospital’ a Loundon
medical Journal of reputs says:
“When a man drinks goot beer 'he
drinks and eats at the same time,
just as when he eats a bowl of soup.’

“The by-product in brewing. known
as ‘brewery grains,’ is of enormous
value to dairymen. Brewery grains
are rich in milk-producing qualities.

“A great number of men engaged in
very heavy manuail labor—as, for ex-
amples, men working at blast fur-
naces—must drink considerable malty
Hquid. |

“The cereal crop of Canada for ithe
year 191 was 647,797,700 bushels, of
this only 41,818,000 bushels were har-

But apart from these broader a%-
pects of the draft, there are many spe-
cific detafls of its operation with which
the public mind is at this moment in-
tensely. concerned. Ugly suggestions
have been heard that favoritism would
have @ voice in its enforcement-<sudh
as Congressman Mann's remark in the
house that "the sons of the common
people are to be drafted into the army,
while those of cabinet officers aré to
goet fat jobs.” 'There have been honest
questionings a8 to how the meartier of
exemptions could be equitably decided,
and there has even been some vague-
negs as A0 who had to register and
who did not. We will therefore gather
together in this article such available
official amd unofficial information as
throws light on these and other points
in the actual operation of the draft
law.

In the first place, it is interesting
to note that in the ‘passage of the bill.
thru congress the period of conserip-
tion was changed from “during the
period of the war” 16 "during the pres-
ent emergency.,” In the second place,
as section 2 of the bill explains, “such
draft as herein provided shall be based
upon liability to military service of all
male citizens, or male persons not
alien enemies who have declared them-
scives to become citizens” To make
possible the, registering of the neces-
sary information about 10,000,000 men
in one day of fourteen hours, the gov-
ernment will utilize the local election
machinery of the various states, co-
ordinated under one ¢entral authority,
Altho the draft itself will not apply to
aliens, registration is compulsory for
every male resident of the United
States, aliens included, who has reach-
ed his twenty-first‘and has not reached
his thirty-first birthday, except those
wno are already in the military or
neval service of the United States.
The penalty for failing to register, is
a year's imprisonment and enforded
registration. A year imprisonment is
also the penalty for making false
statements at registration, whether
about oneself or another person., Sick«
ness, physical disability of any kind,
or absence from home does not excuse
failure to register. National Guards-
mon not mustered inte the seérvice of
the United States befores June 5 must
register. The Canadian Government

closed the border  to American
citizens of military age until after reg-
istration day.

An official waming to men of mili-
tary age against attempts to evade the
draft movés The New York Morning
Telegraph to say:

“There: is no way of escape. The
age of a conscript is easily detéermined
by documentary or other evidence, and
those who fail to register in the insane
belief that they may be overlooked will
be hunted out and punished, And the
punishment . will rot save theém from
service.

The safeguards against favoritism or
evasion are ample.”

Married men are not exempt from
the operation of the draft law merely
because they are married. As a Wu;x-
ington despatch explains: .

“Many married men will be drafted
into the military service, but only
when their wives and childrén are not
financially dependent upon them.

“"Wilves rich in their own right, whose
husbands fall within the prescribed
age-scale, will have to give them up
for the period of the war.

“This rule is not general, since, some

wealthy married men will be numbered
among those who are of greater po-
tential value to the nation in their
usual voeations than they would be
at the front.
_"Many unmarried men with relatives
wholly dependent upon, their earnings
will bs exempt for this reason, if for
no other.” ‘

The religious total exemption clause
of the draft bill defines one olass that
may claim exemption as follows:

“Members of any well-recognized
