Every wheat raiser in the west
must desire to see Eastern Canada built
up and ecastern workingmen kept busy
and business found for our railwiys.

The principle on export duty is not
‘ confined to wheat, Mr. Maclean pointel
out. He would apply it to our nickel
ore, which is being exported to. the
United States to be refined and to pav
/ $20 wages to the American workingman
where the Canadian workingman gets
only $1. There should be an export duty
on ickel matter in order to keep it.in the

country and have it refineq here.

« The same principle should apply to
pulp-wood. An-export duty on pulp-
wood would stop the sending out of the
country of enormous quantities of pulp
to the United States to be used in
paper mills,

Mr. Maclean disagreed with the min-
ister of agriculture jon the latter’s
theory that Canada’s lean cattle shouid
be admitted to the British market.

“Farming is taking ‘a new turn in
these days,” said Mr. Maclean. “A good
farmer does not seek simply to raise
grain and sell it, but if he is wise he
will raise grain and feed it to his
cattle and sell the finished produet. 1f
he is . wise the farmer, instead of selling
the milk from his cows, will use separa-
tors and make the butter himself and
use the skim milk for feeding pigs and
hens and thereby increase his profit on
his finished product. The same prin’
ciple runs thru many other industries,
and the whole tenor of farming is to
produce the finished products in this
country, even on the farm. If we in
Canada can produce some finished pro-
duct on that farm which will bring a

igher price and furnish more labor for

Canadians we ought to do it.”

The 'desired re-
sult followed. - The Ottawa Electric
Light Company, according to its con-
tract, could charge a maximum of 76
hour. The Consum-
ers’ Company was/restricted to a maxi-
mum of 52 cents per ampere hour. The
competition thus established was fo
successful that the commercial rate
for electric light in Ottawa to-day is

only 36 cents per ampere hour.

§t. Petersburg Papers Do Not Show:
Disappointment.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 9.—fRevlewln¢
the twelve mionths of the war, the

newspapers, with the single exception
of The Nashashisn, do not display dis-
couragement, tho they frankly record
the almost unbroken series of reverses,

The Bourse Gazette, in a remarkablé
editorial, goes to the length of saying
that, while Russia has not won a vic-
tory, the lustre of Russfan arms is not
dimmed, and therefore Russia can,
without humiliation, discuss the pos-
sibility of a termination of the war,
sceking a peaceful and honorable ad-
justment on the -basis of an under-
standing between the two countries
chiefly concerned in the destinies of
Asia,

The Russ says: “The colossus is be-’
ginning to stand on its own legs,
spurning the bureaucratic clay which
has been artificially imposed on it. So
soon as the colossus finds the full vse
of its own limbs, the question of war
or peace will be settled without diffi-
culty.” \

The Nashadni publishes 'an open let-
ter from the secretary of M. Bezobra-
zoff, president of the Yalu Timber Co.,
demanding the truth about the Yalu
River concessions, which, he claims,
were the diretc cause of the war. He
declared that when the truth is known

vear ending June 30, 1904, also the duty

967.07. The importations of the same
commodities at Toronto totaled $93,-
645, on which the duty was $21,546.12.
