still holds the highest place amongst those affections which, from 
depending very largely upon external conditions arc often called 
preventable diseases. While the average number of annual 
admissions of that disease during the last decade has been 57. 
there were 107 cases admitted during 1874-75 and 98 during 
1875-76.

Small Pox cannot bo judged of reliably as that affection has not 
been received into the Hospital for the last six months.

Scarlet fever of mild typo has been rather prevalent, and 24 
cases of it have been under treatment ; diarrhoea and erysipelas 
have maintained their wonted average, while dysentery has fallen 
considerably below its usual range of frequency.

The Governors have the satisfaction of reporting that the Small 
Pox department of the Hospital was entirely closed last fall, 
provision for that class of patients being now made by the civic 
authorities in isolated buildings in a suitable locality and 
distance from other houses. A source of considerable danger is 
thus removed from this Hospital, and the arrangement must prove 
a great advantage to the citizens generally.

The building which had been occupied by the Small Pox pa­
tients was allowed to remain unoccupied for months, and then, 
after having been thoroughly disinfected and cleansed, two excell­
ent wards, furnishing space for at least twenty-four beds, were 
prepared in it for the reception of ordinary patients, and a number 
of these were lately removed from the Richardson wing into it, 
in order to permit certain important alterations to be made in the 
wards which they vacated. These alterations are still in progress, 
but the improvement in the arrangements is already very manifest. 
Three wards on each of the first and second floors have been con­
verted into one by the removal of partitions, two additional win­
dows have been opened on each floor in the Dorchester Street 
front, supplying much additional sunlight and ventilation; new 
water closets constructed upon an improved principle have been 
put upon each flat, and the baths have been more conveniently 
placed. By these means, the sanitary arrangements have been 
greatly improved, the comfort of the patients increased, and 
their more speedy recovery promoted. But it must not be sup­
posed that these changes meet to any very great extent the require­
ments of a modern hospital. The Governors trust that the
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citizens of Montreal will not lose sight of the 
Wff entirely new hospital buildings, as soon as a returning pro. 
pcrity warrants an appeal for the necessary funds. P
