On the French front, Aug. 28—(By 
the Associated Press) — Incendiary 
bombs dropped by two German aviators 
on two hospitals behind Verdun on 
Sunday evening killed ten wounded men, 
one woman nurse nad nineteen trained 
male nurses. They wounded forty- 
nine male nurses and inflicted further 
injuries on patients suffering from 
wounds received in battle, many of 
whom rushed naked into nearby fields 
in an attempt to find shelter from the 
bombs which were being rained down.

Meanwhile the German aviators circled 
about in the air for half an hour, firing 
their machine guns at hospital orderlies 
who were endeavoring to extinguish the 
flames. The nurses had just finished

SCENES OF COMBAT
Re-educatien Classes fer Returned 

Soldiers te be Coaducted in 16 
Industries at Guelph M.GH. His

Guelph, Ont, Aug. 28-^September 
should see occupation of the former On­
tario government institution which was 
turned over to the Military Hospitals 
Commission as its chief-re-education 
centre in Ontario for disafbled soldiers. 
The two new wings with accommodation 
for 160 beds each are structurally com­
pleted and equipment is on the way.

The old dormitories in the main build­
ing are undergoing transformation. Tpe 
appearance of those portions already 
finished would emphatically belie to the 
stranger an assertion that the building 
had once been a prison. All bars and 
screens and iron doors have been re­
moved by the oxy-acetylene torch.

Redecoration in cheery hospital tints, 
graceful curtains and chintz cosy-corners 
has so altered the appearance of the 
cells that it is predicted there will be 
keen competition among the patients for 
the privilege of occupying private rooms. 
Of course the number of these private 

is small, as most of the former 
Inmates slept In thirty and forty bed 
dormitories with large bay windows. 
These also have been redecorated. White 
enamel hospital beds have been substi­
tuted for the sleeping accommodation 
and first class toilet and bathing equip­
ment has been added.

The kitchen could not be improved, 
but the dining room has been altered 
in appearance. A separate recreation 
hall is also being added.

The great advantage of the instltu. 
tion is its industrial equipment. Sixteen 
separate industries, including agriculture, 
dairying, planing mill, furniture shops, 
metal shop, abattoir, etc., are in full 
swing on absolutely commercial lines, 
and it is in these shops that the commis­
sion through its vocational training staff, 
hopes to re-educate in new. occupations 
those men who have been disabled In 
such a manner that they cannot work at 
their former callings.

About eight hundred soldiers at a time 
will be cared- for at Guelph, but owing 
to the difficulty of men with disabilities 
learning new industrial occupations, it is 
anticipated that in some cases patients 
may remain there for possibly two years 
before they are able to take positions. 
In most cases, however, not many months 
will be required for instruction.

The 800 acres of farm land adjoin the 
grounds of the Ontario Agricultural Col­
lege and arrangements have been made 
whereby the staff of that institution will 
co-operate in the instruction work.

LOCAL PHASE OF 
FOOD CONTROL AND

Meeting Here Today With Prof. 
J. W. Rebertsen of Ottawa

Plans for co-operation by local and 
provincial committees In the work of 
food control and conservation were dis­
cussed at a meeting held in the Board 
of Trade rooms this morning. The
meeting was hastily arranged to meet 
Dr. J. W. Robertson, chairman of the 
Dominion Food Control, of Ottawa, who 
arrived in the city unexpectedly.

Those present at the meeting were 
Premier Foster, J. H, Frink* T. H. Esta- 
brooks, R. E. Armstrong, H. M. Hop­
per, G .E. Barbour, Charles Robinson, 
W. M. McLean, M. E. Agar, Richard 
Hooper, H. L. Ganter,
J. Hunter White and

F. A. Dykeman, 
F. W. Daniel 

Dr. Robertson outlined the aims of the 
food control board which include the 
conservation oi food to permit of in­
creased exports to the allies and also 
the control of food prices. He said that 
the board was working along both lines 
and already an appreciable saving in the 
use of wheat flour had been effected. 
His especial object in visiting St. John 
was to arrange for a local organization.

On the motion of Doctor Frink, sec­
onded by T. H. Estabrooks, those pres­
ent were resolved into a provisional 
committee to look after the work until 
a more representative meeting could be 
palled and organization completed.

Dr. Robertson expects to return to St. 
John in the course of a fortnight and 
arrangements will be made for a larger 
meeting to be held when he can be 
here.

Arrangements will be made also for a 
provincial organization and it was sug­
gested that the increased food produc­
tion committee which was organized at 
Fredericton last spring might be màde 
the nucleus of the committee to under­
take this work on a provincial scale.

The object of these organizations is 
chiefly to carry on the work of educa­
tion, for the purpose of emphasizing 
the need for food conservation and the 
dissemination of information showing 
how this can be effected. When the 
committee is organized, It is expected 
that the women will be asked to ar­
range for the circulation and signing of 
food pledge cards which have been pre­
pared by the government. For this pur­
pose advantage would be taken of exist­
ing women’s societies and church orga­
nizations.

Dr. Robertson left at noon for Monc­
ton, where he will meet a local com­
mittee this evening. From Moncton he 
will proceed to Nova Scotia and will 
visit the larger centres of the sister 
province In the interests of the work.

FIF1Y-F0UR KILLED 
IN NEW YORK STREETS 

IN SINGLE MONTH
WEAK, AILING BABYNew York, Aug. 23.—An increase in 

the number of persoiis killed in the 
streets, as well as an Increase of the 
number of violations of the speed laws 
in July was reported to Chief Magis­
trate McAdoo by Charles Strong, chief 
statistician of the city. In 1,553 traffic 
accidents in July 54 persons were killed 
and 1,656 injured; in June 44 were kill­
ed and 1.599 injured. There were 1,227 
violations of the speed laws in July, 
while there were only 1,096 in June. 
Forty-eight offenders were acquitted, 951 
received fines, 208 suspended sentences* 
and 25 jail sentences. Of the 951 fines 
212 were committed in default of pay­
ment.

In Queens 108 violators of the law out 
of 310 offenders received suspended sen­
tences, or an increase of more than one- 
third in the number of suspended sen­
tences in June. Queens increased her 
number of deaths from 8 to 6 and her 
injuries from 69 to 79. There was also 
an increase of violations in Staten Is­
land. The Bronx continued to have the 
lowest number of violations and deaths.

The fighting, according to the offiial report from British head­
quarters tonight, was of the most desperate nature, the prisoners 
taken bearing a small ratio to the losses inflicted on the Germans.

The text of the statement reads:
Successful operations were undertaken by our troops this morn­

ing to the east and northeast of Ypres for the capture of a series of 
strong points and fortified farms lying a few hundred yards in front 
of our positions astride , the Ypres-Menin road, and between the 
Ypres-Roulers railway and Langemarck.

Bitter fighting has taken place at all points. The enemy again 
launched repeated counter-attacks, which suffered heavy losses from 
our artillery and machine gun fire.
HIGH GROUND CARRIED IN BITTER FIGHT.

“The struggle was particularly fierce in the neighborhood of the 
Ypres-Menin road, where the enemy fought desperately to retain com­
mand of the high ground. Here our line has been advanced to a depth 
of about 600 yards on a front of about a mile.

“A position giving important observation to the eastward was 
captured by us, and our troops established themselves in the western ; 
portion of Inverness Copse. Further north our line has been carried j 
forward on a front of two and a half miles to a greater depth of over 
half a mile.

“The garrisons of the captured farms and strong points resisted 
with the greatest stubbornness. In many cases isolated positions were 
only reduced after fighting lasting throughout the greater part of the 
day.
