APPARATUS IS SIMPLE

Incendiary Bembs Dropped in
Front of Gas Clouds Will Force
Them Upward to Mix With
Air

London, Aug. 10—(In Toronto Glohe)
—Sir ‘Hiram Maxim, wno has been en-
gaged for some time in developmg a
means of combatting the poison gas used
by ithe Germans, has designed a . very
simple apparatus which the government;
is mow testmg The object of the ap-|
paratus is -to cause large and rapidly'
spreading fires by means of specially
designed incendiary bombs, in the path:
of the advancing gas at a distanee of}
several hundred yards from the British!
trenches.

By this means, since the heating of
the air must cause an upward rush, the
gas is driven out of harm’s way.

Sir Hiram explained the invention .as
follows‘

“Chlorine gas at one atmosphere of
pressure, is twice and a half as heavy
as air.. In escaping into the air, it very
quickly becomes mixed ' with . ‘a le.i-ge
quantity. of air, so that by the time it
reaches the trenches it is extremely light!
compared with air, but' quite: strong|
enough to prove fatal j

“It occurred to me some months ‘ago;
that if fire could be produced. between |
‘the gas and our trenches, the rapid up-|
ward movement of the air would take:
the chlorine along with it. |

‘“A firm in London which proposes to’
‘make anti-gas ‘bombs, has designed a
"machine for throwing them with great:
accuracy a distance of 800 .yards.. By
this means, fire of any size may be pro-
duced, and if the fire 'is' large - enough’
the gases must be dissipated.”

Thomas L. Wilson, Chesley street, was
elated this morning when he received a
letter from his brother, Corporal Walter

come news that he was still well, and
also that he had met his Wrother, Ser-
geant Frank Wilson, who is a member
of the 16th battalion, having been draft-
ed from. the 28rd battalion. .~ :

The letter in part follows: “Yester-
day I received one of the biggest sur-
prises of my life.” I returned to the
after being relieved from duty, and
as I entered the house I nearly dropped,
for who was standing waiting for me but
Frank. He arrived here about week ago
and immediately sought me in the vari-
ous corps. It ‘was the last thing in the
world that I ever expected. . He had
considerable difficulty in finding me, but
he succeeded-as he never gave up look-
ing and making enquiries. As I was off
duty the following day I took him
around with me. I also had him at the
front while the lines were under a heavy
shell fire. He enjoyed the excitement

quite well.

“The other day I had quite an experi-
ence. 1 ‘was sitting reading a news-
paper, after having been relieved from
guard duty, when a high explosive shell

Jburst in the yard. It wounded a soldier

and three horses, and the soldier died
shortly afterwards. The glass in the
window where I was reading smashed
in a thousand pieces and the newspaper
alone saved my eyes from the flying
particles. Two pieces of the shell also
shot through the window, but they did
not hit anyone. I dug up the cap of
the shell and if possible I will send it
to you as a souvenir. I will also try
to send you a couple of pieces of the
shell. I am at present doing guard duty
and am expecting some German prison~
ers from the trenches.”

War is Business, Canadians
Apply Business Methods

WHERE REBULARS FAL

Cel. J.. A. Currie, of Toronto,
Speaks of Conditions at The
Front and Reasons Why Can-
adians Make Goed

(Montreal Gaszette):

“From what I saw at the front,” said
Col. J. A. Currie, who arrived in the
city yesterday, “the Canadian officers
did splendid work everywhere. When it
came down to hard fighting under the
novel conditions that prevail in Flanders
and France today, the Canadian offi-
cers showed themselves as well trained
and as ready to grapple with the situ-
ation as any of the British officers.”

Col. Currie remarked that he and the
rest of the Canadians should know
something “about what fighting meant,
since his battalion, the 15th, had lost
691 oficers and men during the heavy
fighting around Ypres and St. Julien.

“War today,” said Col. Currie “is a
huge business. ‘Watty’ Burland, Frank
Meighen and the other Canadian officers
were all business men who knew busi
ness as well as military work and they
were at once capable of applying busi-
ness methods, where some of the other
officers who had no business experience
could not adapt themselves. It has been
hard work for some of the other offi-
cers who knew nothing about business
to get into line, and this has caused
some difficulty.

“Qur Canadian officers at the front,”
said Col. Currle, “grasped this fact.
They knew what business meant and
realized that this war was a matter of
business. As experienced business men
they took up every detail. That is why
the Canadian officer makes good at the
front. He does not turn his work over
to a sergeant; he goes out and sees that
it is done.”

Col, Currie was on his way back from
Fredericton, N. B., where he had ad-
dressed a patriotic meeting on Wednes-
day evening.

“There was lots of enthusiasm in the
maritime provinces,” said Col. Currie.
“I told those people that Britain had
not only ctn'rietg)e out her agreement with
the Allies by sweeping the seas clear
of the Germans, but had more than

He also mentioned that the
Canadian miners in the Expeditionary
Force had done splendid work.

Some of these men, said Col. Currie
had made their, own hand greriades,
mixing the explosive with bits of iron
and stuff in their pannikins, rolling
them into bombs, putting fuses in, Then
when they got close enough to the en-
emy, they would light the fuse and
throw them in, with terrifying effects to
the Germans.

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The “baby killers” are at work again.
German aircraft have again visited the
English coa'st, dropping incendiary and
other bombs, killing one man, nine
women 'and four children. One of their
Zeppelins was pursued and destroyed.
A British torpedo boat destroyer has

béen sunk by a mine in the North Sea,
and an auxiliary cruiser is said to have
been torpedoed off the coast of Sweden.
The Germans also sunk three trawlers,
a Norwegian steamer and a Danish
schooner.

All these activities on the part of the
Germans are mere pin-pricks that ir-
ritate the British public, and have no
important effect upon the fortunes of
war., Of far greater moment is the
news from the Dardanelles, ‘where the
Allies have made further progress and
have landed forces at two new points
on the Gallipoli Peninsula. It is in this
direction relief can best reach Russia,
and the result of a decisive victory there
would be far-reaching.’

In the meantix'ne,‘ the Germans are
striving to cut off the Russian armies
or portions‘of them in the Warsaw re-
gion, but they are still being eluded,
and the military critics believe the Rus-
sians will make good their withdrawal
to new positions. Along the British and
French front in the west there is no ma-
terial change. On the Italian front pro-
gress against the Austrm.ns continues,
and it is gratifying to read that the
Jtalian artillery is especially effective.
Thus far the Italians have fought with
great vigor and success. It is announced
that the agreement between Bulgaria and
Turkey regarding the Dedeaghatch rail-
way does not pledge the former in re-
gard to the war, and that she is still
free to act. The representatives of the
Allies are endeavoring to gain the sup-
port of Bulgaria, and to bring about a
satisfactory settlement of Balkan ques-
tions such as would bring Bulgaria,
Greece and Roumania into the war on
the side of the Allies. There is still
hcpe of such a settlement, and it would
immensely influence the whole situa-

. tion.

UNCLE SAM UNPREPARED.

The New York Times, after a study
of the most recent report of the Divis-
‘ fon of Militia Aﬂairs, gives over six-
teen million reasons why the United
States is not at the present moment pre-
pared for war. While there are said to
be nearly 17,000,000 men in the country
fit for military service, being between
the ages of 18 and 44, there are only
8,792 officers and 119,251 men of all
arms enlisted in the National Guard,
and therefore the Times contends
t\hat there are more than 16,000,000 men
“practically without military training.”
We quote further:

“In 28 states there is no field artillery
of any sort, and in the whole country
there are fewer than 40 officers of ord-
nance. In 85 states there are no orga-
nizations trained for coast artillery; 24
have no cavalry; a large majority are
without signal troops; while the total
force of organized engineers, officers and
men, totals less than 1,500 in the éntire
country. One state, Nevada, is with-
out militia organization of any kind.

It is further pointed out that ten coast
states are without artillery organiza-
tions, and of the total of coast artillery-
men more than half is in New York.
Nearly half of the National Guard cav-
alry is in New York and Pennsylvania.
More than 1,100 of the 1,824 in the en-
gineer corps are in four states.

It is to be noted, however, that dur-
ing the past year a great deal of atten-
tion has been given to the question of
military as well as naval efficiency, and
organizations to boost the army and
navy have been formed all over the
eountry; while at present President
Wilson is giving the sub_lect his per-
sonal attention.

T'he fact remains, however that to place
an effective army in the field, fully
trained and equipped, it would be ne-
cessary for the United States to put
forth extraordinary efforts. So far as
the present war is concerned, however,
if a rupture with Germany came, the
navy and the munitions factories of the
United States, and the utilization of in-
terned German ships, could be made of
immense benefit to the cause of the Al-
lies. The country must also now have
a powerful fleet of submarines.

| Hit by Piece of Shell—Writes of

Experiences in the Fighting on
Western Front

In a recently received letter _ Driver
Wm. S. Neales, son of the Very Rev.
Dean Neales of Fredericton, gives the
following description of some of “his ex-
periences at the front:’

“We arrived there (Ypres) about the
16th . April and found . the French
trenches that we took over in a terrible
condition, but everything was very quiet.
We started the work of repairing roads
and trenches, and there was hardly a
shot fired till the afternoon of the 22nd,
when the artillery started, and about 4.30
we noticed the green and -yellow tint
coming over the hill, and in a few min-
utes the Algerian troops came swarm-
ing over the hill and saying that the
Germans were using’ gas. Then came
the order to “fall in” for the sappers,
and the drivers to harness up, the shells
in ing every minute. Our major led
the sappers out in the direction of the
advancing Germans, and we were left
to hitch up and get out with the tool
carts and wagons. And here is where
we found that there had been a great
mistake made, for in spite of our being
billetd within three miles of the trenches
all the tool carts had been clumped to-
gether and unlimbered and the poles
taken out, which meant quite a bit of-
bother, even if the shells had not been
flying; but with the horses excited, to
say -nothing of oursedves, it seemed im-
possible, for there was only one man to
each team, and it took one man all his
time to hold four horses, and it was
more than the other could do to limber
up the carts. So before we got our
horses out of thé barn, one end of the
roof was carried away by a shell, but.
nobody was hurt.

%I had my team about half way round
to the tool cart, when the rifle fire start-
ed, and three or four bullets struck the
ground just a few feet ahead of the
horses and frightened them so that they
refused to go farther, but just then a
shell came over and exploded about forty
yards back of us, and the team decided
to take the lesser of the two evils, and
we finally managed to get to the carts
and with some difficulty got hitched up,
but owing to the position of the carts
we had to wait till next to the last cart
before we got away. We got on to the
highway, and the shells seemed to fol-
low us down the road, and by the time
we were about five hundred yards from
the bilet there was a machine gun turn-
ed on us, but with very little success, as
most of the shots were high. Then just
as we rounded a corner—Major Fell
(second- in command)—was leading me
by & couple of yards or so—we were

given a taste of rifie fire again, and the
:major’s: horse was shot under him, but
\is groom handed over his to the major
and jumped aboard the rear tool cart.

. “We had gone sbout a thousand yards
further when a shell burst near by and
kiled one of the horses on the tool cart
behind mine, but: theré was so much
noise that we knew nothing about it
till our sergeant rode up, and told us
They. soon cut the other three horses
loose from the car and got under way
again. Then we got mixed up with an
ammunition column and had net gone
far when 'we were held up Yor a few
minutes on account of a wheel coming
off a limber cart just ahead of us. The
next excitement was the .driver of the
centre lead team a few yards ahead of
us being shot from his horse by a bit
of shell. But he was only one of a great
many that got iteon that road, for the
ditches were fairly lined on both sides
with dead horses and men. e had it

city of Ypres, where the shelling seem-
ed to keep uf incegsantly, and such a
wreck of a place’ you could not imag-
ine. Dead horses and men on all sides
amid the debris of wrecked buildings.
Believe me, we did not pause long there,
but got out on the main road to Clem-
entinge, arriving at that place about 1
a. m. on the 28rd, where we unhitched,
picketed our horses and-laid down for
a few hours rest.

“We stopped at; this place for six

L days, at nights taking turns at taking

the rations up to the seappers in the
trenches, where they had been since the
first night of the attack, doing their
own work and that of stretcher bearers.
It was for the work done there that
Guy Turner was mentioned in the dis-
patches. On' the sixth night Clementinge
was “ghelled, and the wounded in.the
hospital had to be moved in a hurry and
we were all called on to volunteer as
stretcher bearers, and as our horses were
all harnessed and the hospital was just
across the field, my pal O’Reilly, and
myself ran across to help. We met one
poor chap just at the door trying to hob-
ble away and so “Kelly” (O’Reilly) gave
him a hand, and I looked around and got
hold of another chap and we carried a
stretcher out with a badly wounded man
on it.

When we got about half way across
the field that our horses were in a high
explosive shell came over,, and as I
heard it come I sald to myself: “This
will get some of us.” It eeemed to step
just as it got over us—and then the aw-
ful explosion. The concussion flattened
us all to the ground. And oh, the awful
shrieks. The man who was carrying the
stretcher just ahead of us was hit by a
large bit of shell right through his left
shoulder and side and was dead almost
immediately, but such a shriek will
never be paralleled this side of hell. Sev-
eral others were hit at the same time.
One chap who was on a setretcher
wounded, was killed by t&eeuhock. That
was when I got hit on heel, but
mine was a mere nothing with most of
them. As soon as we could pick our-
selves up we hustled our stretchers on
about five hundred yards farther, and
then I had to beat it back to my horses,
and got back just in time to find them
all just pulling out.

“We moved down the road about two
and a half kilometres and then halted,
but had to stand by in case they should
shell us from there. There I had a look

Alrﬁoct to Edge of Trench
With Ambulance Corps

THE SHELLS ROARING

Batteries in Action Within Fifty
Yards of The Life-Savers—
Graphic Story ' of Battle by
American Commander of Corps

Statements that American volunteer
ambulances are never allowed to get
near the fighting lines in France are re-
futed by a letter received by Eliot Nor-
ton of 2 Rector street, New York, from
his brother, Professor. Richard Norton,
former head of the American School for
Classical Studies in Rome and'an arch-
aeologist of note who early in the war
organized th¢ American Volunteér Am-
bulance corps, and is its commander.
This corps is entirely separate and dis-
tinct from the ambulance corps of Lhe
American Ambulance hospital in’ Paris,
with which it has been frequently con-
fused.

On the day the letter was written,
June 7, Professor Norton and the Am-
erican Volunteer Motor Ambulance
Corps were operating near Arras, Just
behind the trenches. The letter was
penciled in the intervals of duty, partly
while waiting for a car to be loaded

and delight that the bit of shell that
had hit me had gone in at an engle and
only left a cut across my .heel about
two inches long and a half inch deep. I
thought when 1 was hit that half my
foot was gone. We had some' jodine for
the horses with us, so I filled the cut
with that and bandaged it up. Next day,
much against my wish I.was sent to the
hospital, but managed to persuade the
doctor that I would be O..K. and would
ride up every morning and get it dress-
ed if he would allow me to stop with
the company. so I was given an injection
of anti-serum, or something and beat it
back again. Of course I was not sup-
posed to walk any for two weeks, but
I managed to get round pretty well. The
following night we (Kelly and I and a
corporal made a trip atfer the tool
cart that had been lost when one of the
horses was shot. That was some trip but
I will wait till later on to tell you about
it.

just behind the firing line, partly while
its freight was being iravsierred from
the machine to the first line hospital.

Professor Norton’s letter gives a stir-
ring picture of the conditions under
which the American volunteers' work,
and of the scenes just behind the
trenches. It says in part:

“The bi t battle that I have yet
seen is under way. It is now 8 o’clock
and we have been here since four. I am
row (wriling at the dugout at the en-
trance to the trenches, where the
woun: wait for us. Batteries are all
around us and along the road we follow
to the hospital. One is fifty yards from
the dugout. . i
* “We have three groups of four cars
each on the work today, the others do-
ing regular evacuations (transferring
wounded from one hospital to another).|

“It is a wonderfully brilliant summer
day, but a strange haze from bursting
shells and tons of flying earth hangsy
heavily over the ds. The poor,
wounded men we are carrying, are all
amazingly patient, and uncomplaining.
In fact, almost tne only ones that ever
murmur are those wiio have gone out
of their minds; but there are few of
them.

“The prisoncrs look a bit cast down,
but otherwise bear themselves like men
and are treated ubsolutely well.

“We are under a tree surrounded by
some twenty women from the village,
stretcher bearers, and the doctor who
manages at the dugout. A couple -of
batteries of big guns—two ‘twenties’—
are booming and shells scream over our
heads. It is curious iv note the differ-
ent sounds different shells make. These
‘twenties’ sound like big catherine wheels
when they begin to revolve, with the
same jerky whirl. If you are sufficiently
near you don’t notice this. One went
off just as we were passing.
aken all in all, thio is the most tre-
mendous and interesting and horrible
spectacle one ever could imagine. Over-
head are aeroplanes, surrounded by
long-lasting puffs of heavy white smoke.
The horizon line, a few kilometers away,
is one long string of black or white
geysers of smoke, according to the sort
of shell that explgdes, and near by are
volleying, booming, whirring batteries,
ambulances, fresh and tired troops, un-
complaining , pain-sick wounded, and
magnificent, cool, patient, heroic doc-
tors. .

“Back again to the home camp, safe
and sound. For some hours shells have
being going off all around us, making us
run for the dugout.

WHERE THEY COME FROM

Ottawa, Aug.  10—According to fig-
ures of total enlistment in Canada for
overseas service up to June, which are
the latest figures available, approxi-
mately 106,000 men, or 1.825 of the total
population, have enlisted. With the
addition of probably some 10,000 men
since June, the percentage is by now
about 1.4, based on an estimated popu-
lation of 8,000,000,

Alberta heads the list on the per-
centage basis with a total of 14,200 re-
cruits, or 8.78 per cent. of the popula-
tion, according to the last census. Man-
itoba and Suintchewa.n come next with
a total ‘enlistment of 24,000, or 2.78 per
cent. of the census population. British
Columbia comes third with 2.56 per
cent. and Ontario next with 1.44 per

cent.

The Maritime Provinces have con-
tribl}ted .79 per cent. and Quebec, .61
per ‘cent.

Ontario volunteers, according to the
last tabulated figures, totalled 86,800;
Quebec, 18,800 and the Maritime Prov-
inces, 7,400.

Ontario’s contribution i3 now well
over the 40,000 mark, but if the rate of
enlistment from Alberta is to be caught
up to, the province will have to send
nearly 100,000 to the front, and if the
rest of the dominion is to do as well
as western Canada, nearly 800,000 men
will have to be recruited. Before the
war ends it is expected that this figure
will be reached.

10 HELP RUSSIAY

Mikado's Government Sends
Many Big Guns

WILL MAKE MUNITIONS, T00
Thousands of Small Plants and

Homes Busy on Cloth For

Armies—Will Alter Situation - :

Tokio, Aug. 10—Now that the‘daﬁger
of war with China is over all Japan and
Korea is engaged in making supplies for
Russia and her allies. The war brought
big financial losses to Japan, but the
gaps are being filled in part by the
furnishing of guns, ammunition and gen-
eral necessities to the arniies at the
front—particularly the armies of Russia.

Officially, Japan has given increased
practical expression to her friendship to-
wards Russia by going to the limit of
dismantling some of her fortifications on
the north-eastern coast of the empire.
Big coast guns stripped from these forti-
fications have been shipped to Vladivos-
tok and thence forwarded to Galicia to
strengthen the big gun artillery of the
armies of the Czar.

Foreigners who visit Japan are espec-
ially astonished ‘at the almost limitless
number of tiny shops in the big cities of
this nation—miles upon miles of streets
filled with them—all occupied in making
something, when they are not selling
something. These shops are really the
factories of the empire. It is here that
cloth goods and innumerable - -articles
néeded to keep huge armies in supplies
are turned out, handed over to commis-
sion merchanmts, assumbled in great
quantities and distributed to Russia,

France and even England. The corre-
spondent of the Associated Press is in-|

formed by a reliable authority that prac-| -

tically every household in' Korea is hard |
at work making cloth for Russia. It is
sent to Moscow and other points and
manufactured into uniforms, blankets,
coverings and wrappings.

Papowski and another Russian officer,
have just arrived at Seoul to take over'

~the fourth consignment of orders manu-, !

The Japan Celluloid Company at
Aboshi, near Kobe, has abandoned tem-
porarily, the celluloid business for a
more profitable business of making ex-
plosives. This company recently re-!
ceived an order from the Russian gov-
ernment for 440 tons of guncotton to,
be delivered before the end of the year. |
A test of the explosives having proved
satisfactory, the first instalment, consist-|
ing of fifteen  tons, was despatched to]
Petrograd. The Aboshi factory is said
to be turning out two to three tons of
explosives daily.

Leather materials, belts, pouches and
sacks are manufactured at Tokio. A ser-
jes of temporary sheds have been erect-
ed on vacant land near the houses of the
Diet and are busy night and day.

fore, means to get ready herself along|

the lines revealed zy the international
war.

This has naturally reduced the quan-
tity of manufactured material available
for Russia—still Japan is doing a good
deal, especially in the direction of pow-
der and small ammunition. The pow-
der is sent over to Russia and there
used for the manufacture of shrapnel
and explosive shels.

The private output of guns‘and am-
munition_is, generally speaking, con-
trolled by the Mitsui and Okura com-
panies, who attend to the distribution of
the orders. Guns are being manufac-
tured at Tokio and Osaka, and at the
steel works in Hokkaido, which is part-
ly controlled by English capital. It is
understood also that the Mitsubishi
Company at Nagasaki and the Kawas-
aki Company at Kobe are sharing in the
manufacture.

A good part of this output was held
up by the recent congestion at the port
of Vladivistock. When Japan’s contri-
bution to the munitions of Russia ac-
tually reach their destination it is ex-
pected here that there will be a notice-
able change for the better in Russia’s
power of defence and offence.

EXPLOSIVES OF
GRASS TREE GUM

Immense Quantities Imported
From Australia

SUPERIOR TO DYNAMITE

Government Hpi Now Stopped
Its Shipment Overseas — Ger-
mans Have Been Getting It

Sydney, Australia, July 8—(Corresp-
oondence)—It has just come to light
here that with the astounding prepared-
ness with which the Germans entered
upon this war they had for several!
years prior to the declaration of hostili- |
ties been buying immense guantities of |

THE BEST EXERCSE

Four or Five Mile Walk a Day,
~ Says New York Doctor

Walking is the form of exercise which
Nature herself devised to keep man in
good physical condition, declares Dr.
Alvah H, Doty of New York; who adds

that fo secure the full benefits of ‘it the'

average person should take a continu-
ous walk of from four to five miles a
day. Moreover, he declares, there is
no real substitute for walking for the
p se of adjusting circulation to phy-
sical needs.

" The special function of exercise is the
adjustment of the circulation, in order
that certain parts or tissues of the body
may be relieved of their overcharge of
blood. While Nature is able under or-
dinary conditions to maintain what may
‘be termed a normal .equilibrium of the
circulation, it cannot be. depended upon
to do this if the various organs of the
body aré constantly overwor ed. For in-
stance, excessive eating and drinking,
particularly the former, which keeps the
digestive organs in a chronic state of
congestion; but  more ‘particularly the
over-stimulation of the brain, for the
Jatter is more often affected in this way
than any other organ in the body.
The brain needs for. its work four
or five times the amount of blood re-
guired by other tissues. This alone in-
dicates a very active function, and one
which - is .destined to cause great wear
and tear on the cerebral blood' vessels
even under ordinary conditions, and it
is mot difficult to understand that if
this organ day after day is forced be-
yond its - proper limits—and _this ‘com-
monly occurs among. So-called brain
workers and those who dre intemperate

low, although they may not appear for
many years.

Later in life the various tissues of the
body undergo a natural process of de-
generation, and the resisting power of
the system becomes gradualy diminish-
ed. This may occur. quite early in life
or may not take place until very old age,
depending largely upon the care we have
taken of ourselves. Evidence of this
change is probably most apparent in the
arteries, for, like the heart, these ves-
sels have had but comparatively little
rest during a lifetime of active service
and have been subjected to all sorts of
disturbing and exhausting influences.

The coats of arteries, which in their
younger or better days were abundant-
ly able to aid the heart in forcing the
blood to every part of the body through
the action of the muscular and elactic
tissue they contain, sooner or later, as a
result of the degenerative changes al-
ready referred to, become weak and

| mand for an 'increased supply

stiff. The term “hardening of arteries,”
which is now familiar to the public, is
applied to this condition.

Nature is not unmindful of the frail-
ties of the human being, and has provid-
ed for the maintenance of health means
which are simple and easily carried out;
and if begun sufficiently early will
go far to prevent the unpleasant condi-
tions above referred to, even among

- those who'do not lead the simple life.

I refer to personal hygiene, and particu-
larly to the adjustment of the circula-
tion of the blood, by which undue and
prolonged congestion of the intermal or-
gans may be prevented or relieved. This
can be effected only- by proper exercise.

Walking is the form of exercise pro-
vided by Nature for this purpose, and,
contrary to the general belief, there is
no substitute for it. There are, of
course, many other forms of outdoor
exercise and sport which are very valu-
able and go far to maintain health, par-
ticularlyly when walking is possible, but
compared with the latter, at least so far
as the adjustment of the circulation is
concerned, they are of secondary im-
portance.

There are several hundred muscles at-
tached to the human skeleton used in
locomotion and in the various move-
ments of the body, some of them being
of great bulk and power. From the mo-
ment they become active there is a de-
of blood,
for under these conditions waste rapidly
takes place and nourishment is needed
for repair.

As the amount of blood in the body
practically remains unchanged, ' it fol-
lows that if the general muscular system
calls for a largely increased supply, it
must be drawn from other parts. This
is exactly what occurs, and it is the
brain and the abdominal organs which

contribute very largely to this emerg-|

ency call; gradually at first, but more
rapidly later. )

Just at this point an important plac-
tical illustration of this detail of the
subject may be presented. A short walk
does but little good toward relieving the
congestion of t{hc internal organs, because
the exercise is ended before sufficient
supply of blood is abstracted; neither
is a long walk in piecemeal “so_apt to
secure the desired result as a walk with-
out interruption, although both of these
are valuable in their way.

Physiologists have shown
o certain amount of food during twen-
ty-four hours and have also indicated
about the amount of water we should
drink during this period. It may also
be approximately stated the distance we
should walk each day in order properly
to perform the function of exercise.

A continuous walk of four or five
