‘Accuses Present Union

SYDNEY, N. S, Nov. 28—Alex. S.
MacNeil, general superintendent of
coal mines of the British Empire Steel
Corporation, took the stand at this
morning’s session of the Royal Com-

port ]

mission investigating the coal industry |

of Nova Scotia, and related the diffi-
culties under which mining operations
were carried on in the province, the
improvements that had taken place in
the condition of the mine works, and
the outstanding incidents in his own
career from pit boy to superintendent.

The witness told how /wages had
fncreased since 1898, while the hoirs
of work had decreased from 10 to eight
. and spoke of the happiness of the men
when the work was fairly continuous
for a period, under the management
of the Dominion Coal Company.

IMPROVEMENTS TOLD

He detailed the improvements that
had been effected in the mining ma-
chinery, how these had increased pro-
duction while conducting to the better-
ment‘ of the conditions under which
the miner worked. Continuing, he told
of the methods adopted to make the
~aines safer for the workers, -and of

e interest of the Corporation in the
recreations of the men. A7l

While paying tribute to the character
of the Cape Breton miner, he expressed
the opinion that bad leadership had
been responsible for his present ills.
And referring to the “strike on the
job” policy followed at one time, said
it had decreased earnings while tend-
ing to the demoralization of the coal
mining organization. He accused the
present leaders of being extremists and
instanced their alleged participation in
the May Day parade of this year, as
evidence of his contention.

U. M. W. SCORED.

Concluding his direct tsetimony,
Mr. Macneil made the statement that
before the United Mine Workers
came into being, goodwill prevailed
between the men and the company
officials. When the United Mine
‘Workers came, he said, there was
established a class consciousness and
a class hatred. He said it was his
opinion that the United Mine Work-
ers hdad absolutely failed to bring
upeace and contentment to this dis-
trict.

He declared that through the
strike of 1923, brought on by the
United Mine Workers, the company
received the severest blow it ever
sustained because at that time the
corporation was just getting back ghe
St. Lawrence market. The strike
jost the St. Lawrence market to the
company, he said.

ANSWERS McLURG.

His examination by Mr. McLurg
followed, and in answer to questions,
he went into the matter of dirty

* coal, claiming that it was a prac-
¢ice of some miners to put stone in
their coal. He said that he had
never heard of J. W. Macleod speak-
ing before a local to urge the miners
to refrain fromy this practice.

Questioned by the chairman, he said
that insofar as the coal got through,
the consumer paid for the stone in it,
but that eventually the company pays
the price because the consumer be-
comes disgruntled. It would be to the
advantage of the miners and the com-
pany, to co-operate to turn out the
very best coal, he said. It had been
the practise, he declared, to lay off
or discharge men who persisted in put-
ting stone in the coal. He admitted
that there is a certain amount of small

tone which gets into the coal, and

¢annot be prevented, but he had ref-
erence to large pieceg.
DENIES SPY SYSTEM.

He was next questioned by Mr. Mc-
Lurg as to the alleged spy system car-
ried on by the company, and declared
that he knew of no such system as
referred to by the men in theixj evi-
dence. He said that even if the com-
pany offered him spies, he would not
‘have them. He admitted _that he had
listened to information given by the
meIr‘lhz company’s policy of h}ying off
old employes was next' gone into, and
the witness said that in past years a
great many men not able to do a
&ay’'s work were carried on. He said
{hey became a great burden and event-
ualiy the company was forced to dis-
pense with their services.

Automobile Club Estimates $20,~
000,000 Spent in Province

QUEBEC, Que., Nov. 28—During
the touring season of 1925, 250,000 au-
tomobiles entered the Province of Que-
bec Automobile Club, which draws its
information from official and semi-

It is generally conceded that four
per car is a fair number on which the
estimate of the number of passengers
carried by cars coming into this coun-
try, and with this as a basis it would
appear that one million persons came
into the Province of Quebec by auto-
mobile, during 1925.

Acceptance of the finance portfolio
by Louis Loucheur has aroused intense
interest in financial circles. Loucheur
is known to be a man of daring finan-
cial and economic conceptions, and his
activities as France's cashier will be
watched with great attention.

269 votes in the chamber of deputies
out of the total memebrship of 597.

BLESSED IN RULERS.

“No kingdom, ancient or modern,
has been so blessed in its rulers as the
Kingdom of Great Britain. It has be-
come the custom in many countries to
dispense with crowned heads, but not
in the British Commonwealth where
monarchy in its best type, spirit and
tradition. continues, due partly, no

doubt to wise legislation; but largely
to ‘the personal qualities of our kings

and queens, who never interjected their
personal judgments into political issues.
When President Lineoln was assassin-
ated, official messages of condolence
were received by the government. To
the widow there came a message from
England’s Queen, a wmessage from a
widow to a widow, touching not only

the heart of the widowed wife but also
touching the heart of a bereaved nation.

Such things as these endear our Maj-
esties to their subjects, loved at home,
revered abroad.

The thoughts of all such gather-
ings as these go out first not to the
nation but to the bereaved household,
to King George and all members of
the royal family in their irreparable
loss and great sorrow. Last Sunday a
crowd of innumerable worshippers
petitioned Almighty God in His mercy
to remember them. In stately cathe-
dral and humble places of worship,
throughout the widespread . Empire
and far beyond, people of different
creed and race committed them to an
all-wise Providence for comfort and

guidance.

CAUSES FOR GRATITUDE.

“But it is not oniy an occasion for
grief, it is also the occasion for con-
gratulation that one so good and wise
was given to us, for her steadfast
faith, exemplary character and faith-
ful service. We recall her life as Prin-
cess of Wales, mastering the many
duties of her high station, familiarizing
herself with the problems of state,
winning her way into the hearts of her
people and fitting herself for the time
when she would share with her hus-
band  the responsibilities of the throne.
We think of her in her home caring
for her children, nursing them in sick-
ness, joining in their games and by pre-
cept and example fitting them for life’s
duties. We think of her as Queen and
again in imagination picture the scene
in the stately Abbey, the coronation
of King Edward VII. We recall those
years, all too few, wher} she shared
with her husband the duties of his high
position. We recall again the years of
her widowhood, during which she in-
creased her hold on the affections of a
grateful people. Again our thoughts
lead us to Westminster, and in spirit
we participate in the solemn and touch-
ing service and pay our humble tribute

to the memory of our beloved Queen |

Mother. When we pass out of this
church and resume our tasks, may it

be with grateful hearts that she was |
given to us, and may her memory be |

cherished throughout the Empire and
beyond.

“Now she is no more. A lowered
flag speaks of death, and the royal
badge of muroning reminds us that
our Queen Mother has passed to her
reward. Dead but still living—living
in the hearts of a sorrow-stricken
people, living in memory and in deed.

It is recognized in the West, as a
result of the Winnipeg conference, that
fhe Maritime Provinces are not merely
séctional in their demands for a larger
share of the benefits: which should
result from Confederation. In review-
ing the conference the Calgary Herald
réfers to the need for Dominion jmmi-
gration activities specially designed to
place settlers in the Maritimes, and
pays: - :

‘“Those provinces have suffered
geverely from loss of population and it
was due to their energetic action that
the “Winnipeg conference was assem-
bled® It  would be a mistake, how-
ever, to suppose. that they. are dealing
with pational problems in a sectional-
fst “spirit, sceking favors for them-
sclves and pushing theéir” own claims
tol the detriment of others. The ideal
of ‘the Maritimes is action on national
lines, for the benefit -of - the: whole
co!'mtry. Feeling that they have been
unguly ngl'qc_tfe&. 3:1 the .;és’t,” they
naturally desire to“reccive greater-at-
tefition in the future, but there is
nothing inconsistent in these claims
with a broad policy of national develop-
ment.”

This view, happily, finds confirma-
tion in the resolutions passed by the
conference, calling upon the Dominion
Government to take such action as
may be necessar’y in order to place the
Maritimes on alk fours with the rest of
thg‘ Dominion so far as the benefits
due to ‘national policies are concerned.

The other pi-o,vinces +have come to
realize that so far as immigration is
concerned the whole country is deeply
in debt to the Atlantic Provinces, for
while we have paid heavily, both in
money and through loss of population,
to people the. West, we have not been
redeiving any immigrants, and this has
gone on for a generation. When the
Mavitimes insist that their ports shall
be utilized, they are advocating a doc-
trifie of dl;‘egt benefit to. the whole
country; and to-day in the other pro-
vin¢es influential, voices are raised in
demand that thef:d}i.{e‘i'sion of traffic
to ‘American ports be’stopped and that
our own railways“and ports be given
the ‘business. »iis

How To Select The Turkey.
(U. 8. Dept. of Agriculture Bulletin.)

When you select your turkey, one
of the chief considerations is the
amount and quality of the flesh on the
body, espetially on the breast, back
and hips. Plenty of flesh means plenty
of meat for carving, and there should
be also a generous amount of fat:to
insure a moist, tender turkey. The
French always expose a turkey in the
snarket with the back up so the house-
wife can better observe how plump
the bird is.

Feeling the end of the breast or
keel bone and examining the spurs
on his legs may give some idea of
the age of a turkey, but these tests
are not infallible for picking out a
tender turkey. Almost any turkey
can be cooked so that it is tender; but
it is, of course, easier to roast a young
bird. The best method of cooking a
turkey is that by which the flesh is
kept moist and juicy. Cooking it in a
covered roaster with a little water in
the bottom in-a carefully regulated
oven will prevent it from drying out.
The time for cooking varies according
to the age of the turkey and its size.

He was
second British Plenipotentiary at the
T.ausanne Conference in 1922 and chief
Delegate at the resumed confereence
in 1923. In the same year he signed
the Lausanne Treaty on behalf of the

Prior to 1762’ but few white people
had set foot on the shores of the Har-
bor of Saint John. Now it was destin-
ed to become a trading post, the head-
quarters for Simonds and White, who
were suppliedy with goods by their part-
ners, Hazen and Jarvis, a firm in New-
buryport, Mass. - - ;

FIRST CHILD BORN.

In the summer of 1762, Captain Pea-
body, with his wife and children, in-
cluding his daughter, Hannah, a pretty
girl of 12 years of age, arrived from
Massachusetts. There were other pas-
sengers on the ship, including Hugh,
Quinton and his wife, Elizabeth. There
was no shelter for the women and
children other than the old baracks
at Fort Fredericton on the ‘west side
of the harbor. Here, that very night,
in those rude and cheerless surround-
ings was born James Quinton, son of
Hugh and Elizabeth Quinton, the first
white child to be born of English
speaking parents, whose birth is re-
corded at Saint John. !

The life was not easy at Portland’
Point; there were houses to be built
and crops to be ‘planted, and the deli-
cately nurtured women, some of whom
had been used to luxury and ease had
to rough it in true pioneer fashion.

FIRST HOUSE BUILT.

The first framed dwelling to be
erected by an English speaking family
was raised in the fall of 1762 by Cap-
tain Peabody, who soon became a mem-
ber of the.company of Simonds and
White. - y

In 1765, Hazen and Jarvis, the part-
ners in Newburyport, sent some furni-.
ture and household goods to Simonds
and White to make them feel more
“genteel.” In his reply, Mr. Simonds|
observed that “gentility was out of
of the question; we thank you never-
theless, for none were ever more bare-!
ly furnished than we were before.” |

By this time, Hannah Peabody had
grown to a rosy cheeked maid of six-
teen summers and James Simonds had
not failed to note the change. So, in
the spring of 1767, when navigation
opened, he went to Newburyport to
sign up new articles of partnership
with Messrs. Hagzen and Jarvis, and
also to enter into a more lasting kind
of partnership with Miss Peabody.
In all probability they “were married
at Newburyport as there was no clergy-.
man in all-New Brunswick. The happy
bridegroom was 82 yearst old and his
bride just “sweet sixteen.” James
Stickney, skipper of the little vessel
that came to Sajnt John in April, was

!

James Simonds
built her a ' home there on the site of
the old French Fort. Here they lived
together for 63 years, when in 1820,
Mr. Simonds died, his wife surviving
him by 10 years.

Early marriages were. much more
popular in those stirring times than
today. . Indeed, there was not much
else for a girl to do, except get mar-
ried. FElizabeth and Heprabeth, sis-
ters of ‘Hannah Peabody, were 17 and
16 when they married James White
and Jonathan Leavitt.

THE FIRST SHIP,

The business of Simonds and White
was now flourishing; they traded with
the Indians for furs, shipping over 4,000
beaver skins alone to their partners
in Newburyport; sold goods to the
settlers in exchange for pine boards,
shingles, rafters, cord wood, etc., and

CARE OF WEAK-MINDED.

Miss H. Dykeman, convener-of the
committee on the feeble-minded, read
a letter from the convener of the
national committee, Mrs. Adam
Shortt, urging the council to agitate
and educate along lines of care of
the feeble-minded, prevention of
their propagation and to strive for
the appointment of an alienist to co-
pperate with the magistrate in deal-
ing with these cases.

Dr. Shortt recommended the pur-
chase of the book, “The Revolt
Against Civilization.” Mrs.. Estey
undertook to buy the book.

Dr. Mabel Hanington told of what
had been done in New Brunswick
in urging upon the government the
establishment of: an institution for
the care of the feeble-minded. She
declared most emphatically that the
institution, unless purely correction-
al, must not be interprovincial as it
must be easily accessible to the
parents.

CENSORSHIP MATTER.

“Government disappointments” was
the term applied to some recent ap-
pointments at the Women’s Council
meeting yesterday afternoon when a
resolution of regret at the removal of
Mrs. ‘A. C. D. Wilson from the motion
picture censor board was passed unani-
mously and applauded.

The resolution was moved by Mrs.
E. A. Young, seconded by Mrs. L.
Isaacs, and carried unanimously.

DID HER DUTY.

Mrs. Wilson, in thanking the mem-
bers, said she had done her duty con-
scientiously and she believed only party
politics had " been responsible for her
removal.

The wording of the motion was in
part as follows:

“The Saint John Council of Women

employed a .large’ number of work-
men, for the manufacture of lime,
making roads, dyking marshes and
building ships.

In 1769, Simonds contracted with a
man named Hodge to bufld a schooner
for 23 shillings 4d. Massachusetts cur-
rency, per ton (about $4.10 per ton of
our money). Simonds writes to his
partners that he “has about iron enough
to build her, that came out of the old
sloop (a vessel of 64 toms), and if we
find the anchor that was lost, we shall
have two suitable anchors.” The keel of
the vessel was laid by Michael Hodge,
and his assistant, Adonijah Colby, just
to the east of Portland Point, in a little
cove (near what was Likely's timber
pond, and is now filled in by the C. P.
R. for yard purposes). The timber was
cut from the nearby woods, the planking
being sawn at the old tide mill

Thig first vessel was named ‘‘Betsey,”
probably in honer of Elizabeth Pea-
.body, who at this time married James
White and was known to her inti-
mrates by that name. ~

The schooner was between 56 and 75
tons, was launched about the end of
August, rigged and fitted out, and on
February 3 sailed with a cargo for
Newburyport with Jonathan Leavitt as
her master. She was sold the next
yvear, bringing £200, which was more
than the owners expected.

FIRST WHARF AND WAREHOUSE.

In the same year, 1769, James Sim-
onds wrote to his partners that, ‘Dis-
patch in shipping line can never be
looked for without a warehouse to have
it ready when any vessel arrives.” The
company at this time had four lime
kilns, the beginning of a promising in-
dustry, one at the head of Portland
street at the base of Fort Howe, an-
other, near the site of St. Luke’s
church, a third at the cliff near the

OF TRADE INPROVES
MUCH N 12 HONTHS

Exports Increase $3121,914,-
186; Imports Gain $46,-
530,420 For Period:
BUSINESS WITH U. S.
FURTHER GROWS

More Goods Shipped British
East and West Indies,
Australia, Etc. :

OTTAWA. Nov. 2i—With an un-
paralelled increase in exports of $121,-
914,186, the net improvement in Can-
ada’s favorable balance of trade for
the 12 months ended Oct. 31, last, as
compared with. the preceding 12
months, was $77,383,766, the increase
in imports- being only $46,580,420.

The nct improvement is also nearly
820,000,000 better than the net im-
provement for the year ending Sept. 30,
last, the actual figures for ~that 12
months being  $58,569,930. {Canada’s
exports for the year ending: October,
last, were $1,198.546,389 a_s"campared
with $1,076,632,203 in the previous year,
while the imports ‘were $S§l_5,‘.’39,3_83 as
against $818,708,963. B}

MORE TRADE WITH U. S.

While there was a much larger vol=
ume of trade between Canada and the
United States than with the United
Kingdom and the British Etppire as a
whole, the Dominjon’s favotable bal-
ance against the United Kingdom was’
improved to’ a greater degree than the
adverse balance held by -the United
States against Canada was lessened.
Exports from Candda to. the United
Kingdom increased $65,243,589 and im-
ports increased $10,214,074: leaving a
net improvement in the position over
the previous 12 months of $55,029,515.
Exports from Canada to the United
States jumped by $39,115,485, while
imports from' the United States in-
$29,066,526, leaving a net
lessening in the adverse balance against
Canada of $10,048,959.

The net improvement in the year
ended Sept. 30 was $18,982,594. Ex-
ports to -Australia .are, beginning to
show an improvement, the total for
the vear ended Oct. 31 being $13,026,~
478, a gain of about $500,000 over the
year ending Sept. 30.

INCREASES TO INDIES.

Exports to ‘the British Hast Indies
increased by over 82,000,000 to. -the
British West Indies they increased by
over $1,000,000; to New Zealand  they
jumped nearly $2,000,0003 to Argen-
tina they increased by over $2.000,000;

U. S. Treasury Revokes All
Home Wine Making Permits

WASHINGTON, Nov. 27—While
the Treasury was taking another step
toward tightening prohibition resiric-
ticns, the Department of Justice made
piiblic a repost of its lach yexr~’s work,
decelaring prosecutions for liquor law
violations had been more successful.

The Treasury action came in &n an-
nouncement by Assistant Secretary
Andrews of a ruling revoking all per-
mits for the manufacture of wine by
householders, one of the last pre-pro-
hibition exemptions to be wiped out,
and instructed Internal Revenue Col-
lectors to issue no,more permits. More
than 200,000 such permits,” which al-
lowed the holders to make 200 gallons
of wine a year without license:or.tax
are said to be outstanding.

Later in the day Mrs. Mabel Walker

Willebrandt, Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral in charge of prohibition prosecu-
tione, delivered to Attorney General
Sargent a review of the work of her
division for the fiscal year ending June
30. A study of the prosecuption records
for the twelve months, the report said,
showed betterment in the programme
of prosecutions as follows:

“The Government . is prosecuting
larger and more important cases.

“There has been a decrease in each of
the last two years in the number of
cases pending, indicating more prompt
trials.

“The  penalties for violations, espe:
cially in the matter of jail and prison
sentences, are steadily increasing.

*“There has been a very substantial
increase ih the number of injunctions
made effective.”

increased over $6,000,000 to high level
of $96,167,148, and sugar, which more
than doubled to $19,336,655. Canada’s
whisky exports increased by over $2,-
000,000 to a total of $12,400,961, while
Canada’s whisky imports increased by
over $500,000 to & total of $14,312,493.

WS ACCIDENT

Coroner’s Jury Say No Blame
to Any One in Bridge
Death

Workmen Says Must Have
Been Flaw in Cable Carry-
ing Beam
A VERDICT of accidental death with

no blame attaching to anyone was
found at the inquest in the court house

. last night before Coroner F. L. Kenney

into the death of James Baldwin, who
was killed by the boom of a steam
crane working on the old Cantilever
bridge last Wednesday. Several wit-
nesses were heard and those associates
of Ms. Baldwin, who told of the acci-
dent, all declared that some fault or
flaw in the cable which snapped must
have been responsible for the breakage.

Dr. John A. Stewart, interne at the
General Public Hospital, told of seeing
the deceased when he was taken to the
fnstitution. The diagnosis made after
death, which occurred within ten min-
utes of the time the unfortunate man
reached the hospital, showed a frac-
tured skull as the cause, he said.

Arthur McLeod, the engineer in
charge of the crane, said he had been
rolling up sleepers along the bridge. He
had about 25 sleepers in the bundle
and had just about completed rolling
them up when he saw the cable hold-
ing the boom of the crane break. Tt
was a five-eighths inch cable, he said,
and he thought it should have stood
a strain of ten tons. He thought there
must have-been a flaw in the cable.

Edward Anderson, acetylene burner,
who was near the victim of the acci-
dent when he was struck, and Jere-
miah Hansen, laborer, who was also
near, told of the accident. They agreed
that there must have been a flaw in the
cable.

Samuel FE. Miller, superintendent
with ‘tha R. T. Gilmadn Company,
which is wrecking the bridge, said the
cable was a new one. He was not pres-
ent at the time of the accident. He
thought there must have been a flaw
in the cable. ¢

W. V. Brenan, assistant superinten- |

dent, told of buying the cable in a local
hardware store on Sept. 29. He had
not seen the accident. Mr. Miller, in
his evidence, sald that the crane was
not working at anything near its ca-
pacity weight as it was supposed to be
good for 12Y% tons. The cable had
been looked over on the Monday pre-
vious to the accident and there had been
no visible flaw. .

Coroner Kenney reviewed the evi-
dence and the jury, after a short de-
liberation, brought in a verdict of ac-
cidental death.

The jury was composed as follows:

Crabbe, A. Judson Dryden, James Laid-
law, Hugh Milley, William J. Swanton
and John Henneberry.

constables were put through an inten-
sive program of horsemanship, rifle
drill and practise and all the items of
training that would make real cavalry-
men of them. The early and agonizing
days in the riding ring, on stripped
saddle, bareback, .or on the numnah—
the saddle blanket fastened on with
a surcingle—when untrained legs spent
all their energy in trying to exert a
grip that would prevent a tumble; the
many raw knees and thighs that were
dragged under the rough grey blankets
after the day’s work was done, only to
be dragged back into the saddle again
the next day for a renewal of the pur-
gatory; the steady grind, 4ntil, at last,
mounting without stirrups on the run,
or traveling at full canter on the hard
slippery saddle, without the aid of
either reins or stirrups, became a mat-
ter of mere routine—these are the
memories of the first few days of pre-
paration of men who had chosen to
serve the Crown in those virgin wastes,
which later were to become the great
golden wheat belt of the new country.

ONE-STREET REGINA

Then on to Regina—at that time a
straggling little town of one street, with
fewer than a dozen wooden houses
dropped carelessly along its route, with
two frame buildings called hotels—and
into more elongated wooden barracks,
occupied by about 100 members of the
police force. Around the barrack squa.e
was erected a stockade of logs, driven
deep into the ground, projecting aboit
12 feet into the air and tightly bound
together, thus providing proteccion
against the possible attack of Ind.ans.
At each corner were erected bascions
with openings for firearms, in the event
of hostile assault. Most of the Saint
John party was sent to this post to
replace a number of members who had
mutinied, were tried, punished and later
dismissed from the service.

AMONG THE REDSKINS

Besides the work of enforcing law
and order in the wild and woolly coun-
try, one of the duties of the Mounties
then was to provide an escort for the
Indian agents who went among the
red-skins periodically to distribute
treaty money. Close upon their heels
always followed the traders and
peddlers, who in exchange for a few
glass beads, colored blankets and other
bauble, scooped ‘in the government
money, almost before it had acquired a
low degree of warmta from the In-
dians’ palms.

Mr. Armstrong recalled vividly many
of the events which marked his five
years’ service in the West; the cases
of many a criminal hunt where some

{ of the police were forced to travel for

days and days, 500. 600, 700 miles into
the frozen northland, to investigate
crime reports and bring out criminals;
of nights out under the stars, miles
from civilization.

COULD NOT GET TO WAR.

“And yet,” he said, “when I went to
offer my services during the Greut
War, they told me I was too old, in
spite of the fact that others, older and
less robust than myself, were given a
chance to serve; they must have been
very careless when answering the ques-
tion as to their ages.”

After his honorable discharge from
the police force, Mr. Armstrong trav-
eled extensively through Western
Canada and the United States, inci-
dentally spending a period at the Bar-U
ranch, where eight broncho-busters of
the real variety played hide and seck
with a thousand or more cattle. Part
of this ranch, located at High River,
Alta., is now owned by the Prince of
Wales.

After his interesting travels, Mr.
Armstrong was content to return to
Saint John for the rest of his life, but
as each year goes by he cannot but re-
call those early days; end as he re-
counts them, one could almost see In
his expression a burning desire to be
young enough once more to go back
over it'all. The Bpirit is willing, but
the flesh has aged, and all he can do is
to travel over the western trail in re-
trospect, recalling the big comradeships
that he enjoyed, and pay the tribute of
a sigh for the chums who shared the
hardships of the service, and the most
of whom he will never see c}gsln.

lay League began here today un-

J. H. Thompson, Chief Engineer of
the Canadian Marconi Company, told
of the tremendous progress being
made in radio communication and of
the leading part Canada is playing
in “this progressive conquest of time
and space.” ;

NEW STATION TALKED OF.

The speaker esaid that the new
beam station at Drummondville,
Que., the only Canadian station of its
kind, "will be completed in two
months. Ten thousand times more
energy is available to the beam sys-
tem than to the average aerial, Mr.
Thompson said, owing to the concen-
tration of the energy to a certain
point and -the elimination of waste,
which goes on when messages are
broadcast in all directions.

The new Drummondville station
will make it possible for Canada to
receive messages from England at
the rate of two or three hundred
words per minute, as compared with
the fifty now received by the long
ray system, at Glace Bay.

Budget Shows 10 Per Cent.
Cut on Personal

Property

May be Abolished Altogether
Next Year, Says Hon. J. D.
MacLean

VICTORIA, B. €, Nov. 28—Sub-
stantial reductions in income tax, and,
pending further. investigation and the
introduction of a substitute tax, a 10
per cent. reduction in personal pro-
perty tax to business men adversely
affected by the incidence of the tax,
were announced in the budget speech
of Hon. J. D. Maclean, Minister of
Finance. :

It is proposed to reduce the tax on
business incomes over $20,000 from 10
per cent. to 8 per cent. On incomes up
to $3,000 the tax will be 1 per cent,
and on incomes between $3,000 and
$4,000 at 2 per cent., while each section
of business and income from invest-
ments arc to obtain relative reductions.

PROVINCIAL - DEBT.

The gross debt of the province at
November 1 was placed at $76,888,249
and the net debt at $43,226,221.

An estimated surplus of $312,344 for
the fiscal year 1926-27 was predicted
by John D. J. MacLean, Minister of
Finance, in submitting his estimates to
the Legislature this afternoon. Antici-
pated revenue was computed at $18,-
559,306 and estimated expenditures at
$18,247,052. This surplus would occur,
the minister said, notwithstanding the
‘income tax reductions.

“The revenue receipts,” he stated,
“show an increase of $219,396 over
those of last year, made up chiefly in
timber and mining receipts, with slight
increase in persondl property and in-
come tax returns. The expenditures
show an increase of $53,354.”

The personal property tax will be
abolished altogether a year from now,
if the Government is satisfied in the
meantime that a tax on gross incomes
can be constituted, Hon. J. D. Mac-
Lean, Minister of .Finance, announced
in the House during the budget speech.

70,000 VIEW BODY.
LONDON, Nov. 26—Thousands of

When midnight approached it was
estimated that some 70,000 persons had
filed past the coffin.

Three tragic deaths have occurred in
connection with the passing of Alex-
andra. Yesterday evening the Lady
Mayoress, wife of Sir William Pryke,
Lord Mayor of London, died suddenly
from heart disease, after she had at-
tended a memorial service in St. Paul's
Cathedral.

In the afternoon, Canon Westlake,
custodian of Westminster Abbey, who
had overtaxed himself in arranging for
the funeral of Alexandra, went home
ill.

“I am afraid it has been too much
for me,” his wife heard him murmur
as she sat at the bedside. Immedi-
ately afterward the Canon died.

At Sunderland on Wednesday, the
warden of the church was killed as he
was muffling the bells for tolling dur-
ing yesterday’s service in Westminster.
A large bell which had been tilted, fell
over and pinned him to the floor of the
belfry, crushing his head and body.
