Herrin, Ills., June 26—With not a sin­
gle arrest made since the massacre of 
last Thursday, when at least nineteen 

were killed after strike sympathizers 
stormed the Lester mine, and with coun- j 
ty officials making no visible effort to 
place the blame, investigation is being 
made by state and federal agents.

Richmond, Va., June 26—“The war 
between the states was deliberately and 
personally conceived and its inauguration 
made by Abraham Lincoln, and he was 
personally responsible for forcing the *“* 
upon the South,” declared a report sub­
mitted today by the Historical Commit­
tee and unanimously adopted by the 
United Confederate Veterans. The re­
port recommended that a history written 
by Colonel Huger W. Jackson of Curry- 
ville, Ga, and published by Miss Mil­
dred Rutherford of Athens, Ga^ be 
used In the schools of the South.

The text of tli\ committee’s report re­
ferring to Lincoln reads as follows :

“Your committee would especially 
commend for use in the schools of the 
South a pamphlet by Colonel Huger W. 
Jackson of Curryville, Ga., the ‘Truth 
of the War Conspiracy of 1861,’ and 
published by that great-hearted South­
ern historian, Miss Mildred Rutherford. 
This presents the official evidence gath­
ered principally from the United States 
government archives, which proves the 
Confederate war was deliberately and 
personally conceived and its inaugura­
tion made by Abraham Lincoln, and 
that he was personally responsible for 
forcing the war upon the South.”

The States of Mississippi, Texas, the 
Carolines and Louisiana are now using 
histories “fair to the South,” the com- 
rtiittee report stated, adding that it was 
“gratifying that this statement is 
sweeping over the South and the various 
adopting boards seem determined to al­
low in their schools only such histories 
which fairly teach the manifleent his­
tory of the Southern States.”

The report which was submitted by C. 
M. Walker, chairman, concluded by 
saying that “the young children of the 
South will now be taught that the South 
was right, eternally and everlastingly 
right, in fighting for principles upon 
which our glorious country was founded.”
