Imperial Delegate to Peace Con-
ference Prepared to Agree to

Shanghai, Dec. 20—The consuls of the
six powers called on Tang Shao Yi and
Dr. Wu Ting Fang this morning and ex-
pressed the good will of their respective
governments, and the hope that the peace
conferences, now in session, will be suc-
cessful. The presentations, first at the
headquarters of Tang Shao Yi and then at/
the home ¢f Dr. Wu Ting Fang, made an,
impressive scene. The German consul wasi
~ the first speaker at each place, and was:
followed by the other five diplomats in or-|
der of their seniority as determined by:
length: of residence in Shanghai. ‘

Tang Shao Yi replied in the most court-|
€ols manner, in a very few words, expres-
sing gratitude on- behalf of the imperial
Chinese governmeént ‘at the interest taken
in the situation by the six powers.

During the /conference, which was re-
sumed at three o'clock, Tang Shao Yi,
who represents premier Yuan 8hi Kai, ex-
pressed himself ag “ready to agcept a re-
publie,« but must ‘first communicate with
Peking.” .

Years—Banking House  Staffs
Will Fare Better

New York, Dec. 20—The word has goé
out in Wall street that Christmas stock-
ings will be lean this year. It bas been a
year of comparatively poor business for
stock exchange houses;, and the bonuses
which  the army of #alaried emp\oyes in
the street have become accustomed to ex-

pect will be in proportion to profits.  One
concern, which in the past has been known
for 'its . generosity" has informed its em-
ployes that it did not feel justified in mak-
ing the customary .distribution. In other

is considerably smaller
years.

Banking house employes will fare better
than brokers’ clerks as the banking busi-
ness while below that of ‘some other years,
has been relatively better than that of the
dealer in stocks. . Thgk directors of two
great trust companies Bave voted to give
the employes ten per @ent. of their year-
ly salaries. This is abdkit the average dis-
tribution, although in $ome years of big
business the bonuses ¢ been much high-
er. The house of J. Morgan & Co. is
credited” with having @iven its employes
100 per cent of their ries on more than
one Christmas.

The United States Ste§l Corporation has
ynot yet made known what it will do. Last
year it distributed $2,7%0,000 in cash and
stock. _The Standard Dil Co., heretofore
has 'given its employes presents in the
shape of small annual increases in salary
running from ‘$1 to $100 a month.

‘Alarm Felt on North Shore Because of Recent
Deaths — A Series of Robberies in Lumber

I Chatham, N. B., Dec. 20—Some later de-
! velopments in' the circumstances surround-
| ing the death of James Lynch, on his way
out from the lumber camp at Little River,
| thirty-seven miles above Newcastle, seem
ito point to the fact that this county is
| threatened with an outbreak of cerebro
spinal meningitis. Doctor Desmond - and
Colonel Malthy left yesterday for the camp
and theit report is awaited anxiously.
Owing to a break in the telephone ser-
vice, caused Dby the installing of a new
switehboard, it was not possible to get in-
to communication with either of them at|
Newcastle or further up river, but the facts’
so far ‘gleaned are these. A brother of:
Ernie Stewart was in- this camp of Rjt~|
chie’s early in the fall and then went home|
suffering from this disease, and he is now
recovering. Mr. Lynch went into the
camp and was oceupying the bunk in
which young Stewart slept. Mr. Lynch’s
sudden illness and death bear the stamp
of spinal meningitis. Ernie Stewart, who
died on Saturday night, occupied the very
next bunk. Two others are reported sick,

and one dead. The members of the camp
party are all said to have fled from the
camp, and made their way home.

People in Nelson contend that the coun-
ty board of health should at once have
caused post mortem examination of the
body of Mr. Lynch to be made and learned
just what the disease is.

J. W. Vanderbeck, of the board of
health, was in: town last night. He was
waiting. to hear from Messrs. Maltby and
Desmond. He says the board has its plans
all ready to move when they know what
the disease is.

Robert Bugchapan brings word of rob-
beries at the lumber camps on a scale nev-
er before experienced in this county. There
were three camps robbed, that of Géo.
Buchanan’s, the Strangs Camp, and the
Stymest camps, all near Trout-Brook,
about twentyfive miles down river. The
nearest seettlements are Allainsville and
Legacy’s. In all cases the camps were
rifled of their contents, while the men
were away in the woods. When they came
back for supper they found 'all the goods
and the cooking utensils stolen., !

AVER PRATES STEAL
THD LIRGE AFTS

Theft of Mi‘llion“ Feet of Lumber
in New York Harbor

New York, Dec. 19—The feat of stealiqg
2 million feet of lumber and conveying it
safely through the treacherous currents of
Hell Gate, was successfully accomglished
by river pirates on the night of Novem-
ber 14, according to a police report just
made public. The theft has no parallel
in the annals of the police.

The lumber was from Georgia and con-
gigned to the Yellow' Pine Company. It
was worth $50,000, and the two rafts
weighed something more than 5,000,000
pounds.

The passage through Hell "Gate, which
the thieves somehow accomplished with
the cumbersome burden, is one which even
the big battleships and liners avoid after
nightfall. The rafts were somehow poled
a distance of eleven miles and beached in
a secluded bay on the Long Island coast.
Later, most of the lumber was recovered
by the harbor police. The identity of the
thieves, however, still remains unknown.

OF DESPATCHING

Montreal, Dee. 20—From 1,000 to 1,500
miles ‘of teléphione “train despatching cir
cuits will be put into operation by the
C. P, R. during the coming gear. The
system of despatching trains by telephone
bhas proved entirely satisfactory, accord-
ing to officials of the railway here, and
the railway is preparing to’ show its ap-
proval of the system by more than doub-
ling mileage of telephone train despatch-
ing wires ‘on their lines.

The €. P. R.-now has 1,000 miles of tele-
phone wires in use for train despatching,
and is the second 'largest user of this meth-
od in the world. The additions which will
be made during 1912 will make it the
largest.

It is predicted that it will not be long
before telephonic . train despatching is in
use all over the C. P. R system.

Act of Prisoner in Boston Murder Case
Makes Operation by Surgeons Neces-

Boston, Dec. 20—Rev. Clarence V. T.
Richeson, accused of the murder of Avis
Linnell, cut himself seriously with a piece
of tin, early today. It is said that the
wound was inflicted in the groin.

Counsel for the accused man say that
Richeson attempted to perform a certain
serious operation upon himself, inflicting
injuries which made it necessary for phy-
sicians to complete his act by an opera-
tion in the prison hospital.

The act of the minister is not regarded
by the jail officials as an attempt to com-
it suicide, although there appeared to be
some doubt on this Point among the legal

{raternity.
The attendants at the jail heard a dis-

turbance in Richeson's cell early in the
morning and when they investigated, they
found the prisoner in great agony. He had
gashed bimself with a sharp jagged piece
of tin which he had converted into a sort
of knife. When the guards approached
the prisoner and inquired what the trou-
ble was, he said excitedly: “I've cut my-
self, I'm bleedirg to death.”

The prison doctor was hurriedly called
and found that the man had cut himself
severely. Other surgeons were sent for
and their hasty arvival caused excitement
among the prisoners. Four  surgeonst
worked over Richeson for some time, and
1t was found mecessary to resort to an op-
eration, whieh was performed a little be-
fore daylight.
