London, Aug. 26—Most of the morning 
newspapers print editorials in which regret 
ia expressed that President Taft signed the 
Panama Canal bill, and they unite in de­
claring that the British government will 
fail in its duty if it omits to insist that 
the matter be referred to the Hague, They 
also agree that the president's memorandum 
does nothing to remove British objections. 

The Standard says:—
“It would indeed be unfortunate if the 

magnificent scheme which is calculated to 
benefit mankind in general, proved to be 
futile and the cause of international bicker­
ing.”

The Morning Post, pointing out that if 
the United States desirea to encourage its 
own shipping, it can do so by decent boun­
ties, says:—

“Experience may yet bring the United 
States to understand that credit is a valu­
able asset, and that even material gain is 
dearly bought when by the loss of the 
world's confidence."

The Daily Express, in an editorial headed 
“Dishonored," declares that the protest of 
the American press has been a splendid 
vindication of the honor of the American 
people, but that the signature will remain 
a blot in the republic's reputation.

“It is lamentable,” the Express says, 
“that Mr. Taft is not strong enough to 
resist the politicians and act in accord 
with the call of national confidence. All 
English «peaking nations must view with 
sorrow the eight of the United States 
dragging its honor mud-bespattered before 
the world.

LABOR TROUBLE AT THE Street
i(Canadian Press)

Belgrade, Servia, Aug. 26—Telegrams re­
ceived here from Seinitza on the south­
ern frontier of Servia say that Turks at­
tacked the town on Saturday and mas­
sacred many of the inhabitants.

The news of the massacre caused great 
excitement in the capital and the newspa­
pers issued special editions containing edi­
torial demands that the Servian govern­
ment protest vigorously to the Porte.

At a mass meeting held 
protest against the butchery speskers vio­
lently denounced the Turkish.

Subsequently 
the palace and to the officers’ club where 
they shouted their demand that war be 
declared against Turkey. Later advices 
received from Sienitza say that the Mus- 
aulman inhabitants of the town opened the 
arme stores and, after seizing weapons, at­
tacked the Christian population. M. Popo- 
vitch, the Servian project of Berane, was 
assassinated in front of the courts of jus­
tice. The Servian populace entered into 
Montenegro and Servia. The refugees tell 
horrible tales of Turkish cruelty.

Peking, Aug. 26—A considerable part of 
Tung Chow, located twelve piles from 
Peking, was looted and burned yesterday 
by great numbers of discontented “old 
style” Chinese troops, who suddenly ap- 
peered in the streets bent on pillage and 
bloodshed. Twelve persons were slain, 
and the town in great part was practically 
destroyed.

Here are some figures on the progress of 

the co-operative movement in the Ameri­

can northweat:—
"Hifty-five co-operative stores in Minne­

sota, 75 in Wisconsin, twelve in the Da­

kotas, three in Washington, and one in 

Illinois are doing an annual business of 

approximately $7,000,000. The total cap­

italization in $100 shares is around $2,000,- 
000, held by approximately 15,000 men and 
women. And the profita divided last year 
among the customer! of these «tores 
amount to more than $500,000—a net sav­
ing of about 8 per cent, on the entire 
purchases of more than 20,000 families; for 
every share of stock represents at least 
one family, and the proportion of custom­
ers who are not stockholders is consider­
ably more than one-third.”

Referring to co-operation in Denmark, 
Mr. Frank Parker Bteekbridge, in the 
World’s Work quotes from a report which 
shows that co-operation and education 
have raised that country, in lees than a 
century, from the most impoverished na­
tion of Europe to a population of two and 
one half millions, with $250,000,000 in their 
savings banks, that 88 families out of every 
100 own their own farms; and that the 
nation exports more than $80,000,000 worth 
of butter, eggs, and meat every year.

educational institutions paid any attention 
to highway engineering. The automobile 
has served greatly to stimulate construc­
tion of good highways ,but farmers and 
villagers are beginning to realize that 
good roada mean much more than con­
venience or comfort for automobiles. They 
mean great economies for farmers and 
those who live in suburbs. This is prob­
ably why there are now 80 colleges which 
give special training in highway engineer­
ing. In most cases this department is an 
incident in training of engineers. But it 
is now realized that all over the United 
States demand has arisen for construction 
of perfected highways, which will lead to 
training a sufficient number of engineers 
to make it possible to meet demands for 
good roads from all parts of the coun­
try. Such gatherings aa the American 
Road congress to be held at Atlantic City 
in October will bring to the attention of 
young men the really great chances for 
expert highway construction. The univer­
sities will send delegates to the road con­
gress. These instructors are convinced that 
the universities will graduate, in a few 
years, thoroughly equipped highway engi­
neers. These men will put an end to the 
haphazard supervision of construction and 
maintenance of roads, which resulted fre­
quently in yearly depreciation representing 
loss of Urge percentage of money invested 
in the roads.”

Let us not forget, in our efforts to at­
tract new settlers to New Brunswick,’ that 
one of the things which will encourage 
them to remain as settlers in country dis­
tricts will be good roads in those districts. 
The time for patching and mending notori­
ously bad roads has passed. This province 
needs the work of highway engineers, 
backed by sufficient funds to make a sub­
stantial beginning of a system of perman­
ent roads.

President Taft has signed the Panama 
Canal bill, and asserts that it is not a 
violation of treaty rights. In that asser­
tion he is not endorsed by some of the 
ablest minds in the United States. The 
president does not deny that treaty rights 
must be respected. He denies that they 
are violated. It will now be the task of 
other nations to convince him and the 
American congress that their view of the 
matter is not the right one. The whole 
question hat thus far been discussed with 
moderation. The most bitter things said 
about congress and its action have been 
said by Americans.

but the treatment it extends to other na­
tions.

“Thus it is seen that the rules are but 
the basis of neutralization intended to ef­
fect the neutrality which the United States 
was willing should be the character of the 
canal and not intended to limit or hamper 
the United States in the exercise of its 
sovereign power to deal with its own 
merce using its own canal in whatsoever 
manner it saw fit.”

The president argues that if there le 
nothing In the Hay-Pauncefote treaty pre­
venting Great Britain and the other na­
tions from extending favors to their ship­
ping using the canal, and if there is noth­
ing that gives the United States any 
supervision over or right to complain of 
such action, “then the British protest leads 
to the absurd conclusion that this govern 
ment is constructing the canal, maintain­
ing the canal, and defending the canal, 
finds itself shorn of its right to deal with 
its own commerce in its own way, while 
all other nations using the canal in com­
petition with the American commerce en­
joy the right and power unimpaired.

“The British protest, therefore, is a pro­
posal to read into the treaty a surrender 
by the United States of its right to regu­
late its own commerce in its own way and 
by ita own method ,a right which neither 
Great Brita n, herself nor any other na 
tion that may use the canal has surren­
dered or proposes to surrender.”

Taft Declares United States Has 
Right to Favor Its Own P copie 
in Matter of Tolls

Washington, Aug. 24—President Taft 

signed the Panama canal bill at 7.16 o clock 
tonight. Following this he sent to con- 

* gresa a memorandum suggesting the advis­
ability of the passage of a resolution which 
would declare that this measure was not 
considered by this government a violation 
of the treaty provisions regarding the 
canal. “

In discussing the British protest against 
the exemption of American shipping from 
the payment of tolls for the use of the 
canal, Mr. Taft Says the irresistible con­
clusion to be drawn from it is that al­
though the United States owns, controls 
and has paid for the canal, it is restricted 
by treaty from aiding its own 
in the way that all the other nations of 
the world may freely do.

“In view of the fact,” Mr. Taft con­
tinued, “that the Panama canal is being 
constructed by the United States wholly 

See page 3 for Wasson’s One Cent Sale at its own cost, upon territory ceded to
it by the republic of Panama for that pur­
pose, and that unless it has restricted 
itself, the United States enjoys absolute 
rights of ownership and control in con­
cluding the right to allow its own 
merce the use of the canal upon such 
terms as it sees fit. The sole question is: 
Has the United States (by the terms of 
the Hay-Pauncefote treaty) deprived itself 
of the exerciae of the right to pass its own 
commerce free, or to remit tolls collected 
for the use of the canal?”

The president points out that the rules 
specified in the article of the treaty which 
is made the basis for the British protest 
were adopted by the United States as the 
“basis of the neutralization of the canal 
and for no other purpose. ’

All Treated Alike, Excepting 
Americans.

This article, he further says, "is a declar- 
ation of policy by the United States that 
the canal shall be neutral, that the atti­
tude of this government towards the com­
merce of the world is that all nations will 
be treated alike and no discrimination 
made by the United States against any 
one of them observing the rules adopted 
by the United States. In other words, it

It makes no difference what your favor­
ite fruit may be, you will find its history 
and character in the report, from the 
blushing apple to the humble cherry. Nor 
has the fifteen consecutive days upon 
which rain fell in parts of the Ottawa and 
St. Lawrence valleys yet done serious in­
jury. In fact the report says:—“A lux­
uriant growth has been induced.”

j Good Apple Prospects

The' prospects of the apple crop are 
favorable. From nearly every quarter the 
growth is reported to be excellent, and in 

I" nwmw -cases ^larger than usual. At the 
j same time ^rçpplfes ‘fcTe likely to be sm*l- 
11er than usufl and the average in parts 
of the St. Lawrence valley districts is less 
than half a crop, and in some instances 
total failures are reported.

The conditions of the markets, so far. as 
Canadian apples are concerned, are fairly 
reassuring. The apple crop in Europe is 
universally short and this shortage has a 
direct influence upon the export price of 
Canadian apples. Germany imports an 
average of 3,000,000 barrels of apples from 
the surrounding continental countries an­
nually and there seems no reason why 
there should not be a splendid opening 
this year in Germany and probably other 
countries on the continent. The prospect 
for improved transportations from Canada 
direct to Germany is good. France may 
be expected to take fairly large quantities 
of the late winter varieties of apples and 
the British markets, where there is un­
doubtedly a general shortage of fruit, of­
fer more than ordinary attractions this 
year.

Mr. Rain- 
nie’s life was not so excluded ; he was a 

I man of large and catholic sympathies, true

I fered fools gladly, but his sympathies went 
1 out to qualities of simplicity and straight 
forwardness, and to all who desired to do 
the right.

He professed a continuous tradition of 
Scottish upbringing and ancestry, with' no 

, crossing of the pure stock. Robert Louis 
j Stevenson would have been delighted to 
| acknowledge his kinship to Mr. Raiunie. 
i There was a strong spiritual affinity be- 
| tween the two, and many were convinced 
! they saw an outward resemblance. The 
| strain of Celtic melancholy, with all its 
I perils and possibilities, was upon both 
! these sons of Scotland. Stevenson express 
ed his genius in throbbing, deathless prose. 
He was in constant and conscious search 

, for felicities of expression and his taste 
j was exquisitely just. Mr. Rainnie did not 
! express his genius in literature, but those 
| who heard him in his best moods could 
' not but be struck with his felicities of ex­
pression, his unique and fascinating power 

| wrhen aroused by his subject, his love of 
j controversy, his subtle wit and sympath­
etic imagination, his powerful and persist­
ent sense of the spiritual forces that move 

! behind the things of life. The tragedy 
of Mr. Stevenson's fate was the uneseap- 
able assurance that he would not live iot 

u do all which such a spirit in a stronger 
W frame would have done for an art he lov-1

ed so dearly. The tragedy of Mr. Rain- 
nie’s death is that he is takeu off before 
the shadows began to lengthen toward the 
afternoon, in the plenitude of his powers. 
To those who knew him well, there is a 
dreary, an almost incredible blank created 
by the knowledge of hie death.

He lacked the satisfactions of a sheltered 
and tranquil existence, but he would never 
swerve from convictions. There was dig­
nity, chivalry, and sturdy character in his 
religion. Both his spiritual and patriotic 
fervor struck their roots deep into spiritu­
al rest. Scotland taught him the lesson of 
those who die for conscience’ sake, and he 
well understood the devotion beaten into 
her soil by the passions of a thousand 
years. He carried this devotion with his 
religion in his very bones and marrow. No 
man could better interpret the spirit of 
thatjand and of her famous sons. He was 
close* of kin with them.

Mr. Rainnie might have taken Steven­
son’s motto for his own: “To be honest, to 
be kind, to earn a little and spend a lit­
tle less: to make upon the whole a family 
happier by his presence: to renounce when 
that shall be necessary and not be embit­
tered: to k^*p a few friends, but these 
without capitulation—above all, on the 
same grim conditions, to keep friends with 
himself—here is a task for all that a man 
has of fortitude and delicacy.” The essen­
tials of this task Mr. Rainnie accomplished, 
before death entered in with a bludgeon, as 
it were, and suddenly and clumsily made a 
end of it all. But the sheath only is east 
aside; the sword is dean and bright as 
ever.

The "accounts relating to the trade and 
navigation of the United Kingdoip” for 
June show that the values of y*f"merchan­
dle imported into and exported from the 
United Kingdom during 
of the year were as follows : —Imports 
$1,722,187,000; exports of United Kingdom 
produce $1,096,148,000; exports of foreign 
and colonial produce $281,361.000. Compar­
ed with the figures for the first half Of 
1911—the highest previously recorded— 
these totals show the following increases; 
Imports $96,678.000, or 5.9 per cent; ex­
ports of United Kingdom produce $8,002,- 
000 or 0.7 per cent.; exports of foreign and 
colonial produce $14,334,00, or 5.4 per cent.

Regard being had to the adverse influ­
ence. during the half year, of serious labor 
troubles, notably the coal strike and the 
strike of London transport workers, these 
figures indicate a satisfactory expansion in 
trade.

The foregoing totals relate to merchan­
dise only.. The total values of gold and sil­
ver, bullion and specie, imported and ex­
ported during the six months were as fol­
lows: imports $156,3. millions; exports 
$128.4 millions.

The values of the imports from Canada, 
and of the exports and re-exports- to the 
dominion, during the first six months of 
each of the years 1911 and 1912. were as 
follows: imports, in 1911 $41,260,000; in 
1912, $50,992,000; exports of United King­
dom produce, in 1911, $46,043,000; in 1912 
$50.338,000; re-exports, in 1911 $7,189,000; 
in 1812, $8,576,000. Thus all branches of 
the trade show substantial increases.

Among the principal articles were the 
following:

Imports from Canada in the first half 
of 1912: wheat $19,334,000; wheat meal and 
flour $5,096,000; bacon and hams $8,312.000; 
cheese $3,926,000; canned salmon $2,899,000; 
wood, sawn or split, planed or dressed $4,- 
275,000.

Exports of United Kingdom produce to 
Canada: Iron and steel and manufactures 
thereof (So far as distinguished in the 
monthly accounts) $2.668,000: cotton piece 
goods $3,780.000; woollen and worsted tis­

better figures for their product.

The marked increase id consumption of 
OMyhifles .in. the past ten years was com­
mented upon. One tanner remarked that 
while in 1902 60 per cent of the shoes he 
made were dongola, today not more than 
seventeen per cent were such. Calfskin had 
become exceedingly popular—so much in 
demand, as a matter of fact, that the sup­
ply was almost exhausted. When this oc­
curred, and prices became correspondingly 
high, imitations of calf skin, from cowhide 
were made. Box kip largely replaced box 
calf, gunmetal kip was marketed instead of 
gunmetal calf, and dull kip took the place 
to a large extent of dull calf. All these 
lines being made of cowhide, naturally 
drained the supply very much. Even 
patent leather was being made of cow­
hide. '

Because calf and cowhide leathers were 
so scarce, cabrett&s were being much used 
in upper work, possessing as they do many 
of the qualities desirable.

Ontario Manufacturers Take Action
At a meeting of the shoe manufacturers 

of Ontario, who' are affiliated with the Can­
adian Manufacturers’ Association, in Tor­
onto, on August 10th. it was decided to ad­
vance the prices which have prevailed for 
the past season from ten to fifteen per 
cent.

This action was considered imperative 
because of the general increase in every­
thing that enters into the making of the 
shoe. Both upper and sole leather have 
advanced to a point where the manufac­
turer lias to either increase the price of 
his product or take it out of the quality 
of his shoe. It was the sense of the 
meeting on Saturday at Toronto, and at 
Montreal on the 6th inet., when the east­
ern manufacturers met in conference, to 
maintain the standard and ask an advance 
for their goods.

On motion a committee was appointed to 
place before the Tariff Commission of the 
Canadian Manufacturers’ Association the 
abuses in connection with the dumping 
clause under which the Amerietn manufac­
turer of shoes today is flooding the Cana­
dian market with his surplus stock to the 
detriment of Canadian footwear.

(Shoe and Leather Journal, Montreal.)
Canadian shoe manufacturers have de­

cided on an increase of 10 per cent to 15 
per cent on all shoes, higher prices taking 
effect September 1st. This will mean an 
increase to the consumer of 25 cents to 50 
cent® a pair. Advances in the cost of 
leather and higher wages paid to employes, 
are the main reasons for the advance, 
which has been expected for some weeks. 
The decision was made at a representa­
tive meeting of the Boot and Shoe Section 
of the Canadian Manufacturers Associa­
tion. held in Montreal. August 6th, Jos 
Daoust, president of the section, presid­
ing.

President Daous-t, iVho, besides/being a 
shoe manufacturer is also a tanner, ex­
plained the reason for the advances in 
leather prices, which, after September 
1st, will amount to 10 per cent more than 
present figures.

He said tanners were paying today fully 
twice as much for hides as they had paid 
ten years ago. Even at the market price, 
it was not possible to secure the quantity 
of hides for which there was demand. 
Wages paid were higher by 100 per cent, 
while leather had not increased in price 
by more than 50 per cent. Further than 
this, tanners anticipated another advance 
in hide and skin prices this fall, when 
there will be the annual demand for the 
fine hides which come from the pasture 
fed cattle. These skins always fetch a 
bigger price than those of stable fed, and 
are not obtainable at all in winter. It was 
only a question of time before prices 
would have to be advanced by the shoe 
manufacturers, and there was nothing but 
loss to face in the meantime, if present 
prices prevailed any.longer. There was a 
two-hour discussion before the decision 
was reached to put into effect a general 
advance in prices to the retail trade.

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There ha* been a good deal of talk late 
ly on the error* of pitching record*. It 

to be pretty generally settled that 
the present system is all wrong, and that 
it does not give a pitcher a square deal and 
ought to be revised, but when it comes to 
actually revising it. I suppose there would 
be offered as many systems as there are 
fans, says George Moriarity of the De­
troit*. All this talk, however, is not- ccn- 
fined to newspaper men nor the fans them­
selves, for the baseball player is as much 
inter etted in things which concern him 
personally as an outsider could possibly be.
I know the players of the Detroit Chib 
have talked this subject over a great deal, 
and we have pretty generally arrived at a 
few conclusions which might help matters 
a little if they were found to work satis­
factorily.

In the first place, I believe there is no 
longer any doubt that a pitcher s record 
should be influenced to a greater or less 
degree1' by the standing of the club upon 
which he works. It is altogether unfair 
to expect a pitcher on a weak team to win 
as many games as another pitcher in a 
strong club. Some of the best pitchers 
in the game have played on second division 
teams where their work was largely lost 
through the weak support given them. It 
is not a pitchers fault that he has an in­
ferior chib behind him, and so long as hi* 
work is good, his record should not suffer 
through the indifferent work of his team- 
mates.

I haven’t studied this part of the ques­
tion enough to give any suggestions as to 
what system could be adopted to separate 
the pitcher’s record from that of the club 
behind him, but I believe that some such 
system could be put into Operation which 
would be a great improvement over the 
present scheme of things.

There is one feature outside of this part 
of the problem which needs, perhaps, as 
much attention, and that is the present 
system of giving credit for victories and 
losses. A star pitcher, for instance, may 
play for only one inning and his team 
mates may pile up several runs. Then per­
haps the star pitcher will be taken out 
and another pitcher put in his place. The 
star pitcher was not responsible for those 
runs, for his team matçs made them. The 
other pitcher may work the remaining 
eight innings and perhaps even prevent the 
opposing team from securing a single run, 
and yet he gets no credit for the victory.

The first pitcher gets the credit on the 
unjust rule that his club was ahead when 
he left the box. The rule was not meant to 
be unjust, but it works out that way in 
a great many cases. Again, a pitcher may 
have toiled for eight innings and the score 
may be a tie when be is taken out. His
