The custom of doing without finger
bowle obtained throughout the reigns of
Queen Victoria and King Edward, even
when the latter was Prince of Wales, and
dined out privately with his intimate
friends, but the new king despises these
old fashioned superstitions and traditions
and henceférth the usual accompaniments
to dessert will appear on the royal table
and on the tables of tbose who entertain
rvoyalty.

Ottawa, Feb; 10.—Hon. Dr. Pugsley took
the stand in fhe public accounts committee
this afternobn and gave ‘a stdatement.on
the Dalhousie ‘dredging of 1909, which will
put an end to criticism of that_work forl

Mr. Davies, the manager of the Greal
North Western Telegraph Company ex-
plained - the mistake in the telegram which
cent to’ Dalhousiée the dredge; which had
been intended for Bathurst, which satisfied
the committee.

Mr. Davies, Ottawa manager of the G.
N. W., was examined by the committee.
He testified that the telegram was trans-
mitted correctly from Ottawa, and passed
through as far as Campbellton. The mis-
take occurred between Campbellton and
Chatham (N. B.) He could not tell which
operator was in fault.

As thatwo words in question were rath-
er similar in:the Morse cade, the mistake
was really a very simple one, and easily
to be explained.

Complaints over the error had been re-
ceived from both Mr. Pugsley and A. & E.
Loggie, the recipients of the message.

To thoroughly clear the department it
was decided to bring a representative of
the firm of A. & R. Loggie here from
Loggieville (N. B.), with a copy of the
telegram, as originally received.

Hon. Dr. Pugsley said that as he had
approved of payments for the Dalhousie
work, he thought it would be well to make
a statement.

In 1909 he left Ottawa in June, went to
British: Columbia ‘and- did not return ‘un-
til nearly September. e had under con-

sideration dredging at Caraquet, Bathurst |

and Dalhousie. In the public interest
dredging” was required at Dalhousie and

before leaving he had appointed an in- ;

spector of dredging for Dalhousie.

It was not correct to say there was no
appropriation ofr the Dalhousie work, the
general dredging vote for the maritime
provinces covered it. That work had mnot
been ordered, for there was an oversight.
On his return to Ottawa his attention had
been called to the fact that dredging was
done at‘Dalhousie by Messrs. Loggie,while
the department claimed there was no au-
thority for it. While Mr. Loggie claimed
to have a telegram authorizing him to do
it. The telegram was sent to him and he
examined it and returned it. It showed
the order for Dalhousie, while the original
was Bathurst. The manager of the tele-
graph. company explained it had been a
mistake. Under the circumstances he
thought it would be proper to order pay-
ment, for the work done.

Dr. Pugsley said that at one time he
had been a shareholder in the Dalhousie
Lumber Company but had sold his interest
some time ago at what it had cost him
without interest.

New York, ien. 10—Scotty, the Arizona

“It seems to me that the
strictions need no comment. Most edu-
cated people will agree to them. A law
prohibiting’ the marriage of criminals
should be framed and administered with
caution. A man may commit a criminal
act under great temptation, and yet nov-
mally be an excellent sort of a person.
There is no reason why his children should
not benefit the community. With
naturally criminal—the one who adopts
Jaw breaking as a profession—the case is
different. His children would be handi-
capped not only by inheritance but by
envitonment. He should not be alicwed
to marry.”

Committee Formed in Montreal
to Assist in the Erection of a
Monument to Scottish Poet .

(Montreal Star).

Alexander Anderson— “Surfaceman” —
one of the finest of Scotland’s latér-day
singers, whose beautiful poem of the nur-
sery, “Cuddle Doon,” is known all over
the English-speaking world, i& to have a
monument erected to his memory, and his
many admirers in Canada are to be given
an opportunity toward it. A central com-
mittee, with headquarters in Edinburgh,
has the project in hand, including among
its members such prominent men as Sir
William Turner, Principal of the Univer-
sity of Edinburgh; Sir George Douglas,
Bart., the noted Scottish literatejur, and
Dr. William Wallace, the noted authority
on Burns.

1t is proposed that the memorial shall
take the form of a: granite cross to be
erected in the poet’s native place, Kirk-
connell, in Dumfries-shire.

For many years before his death, inthe
summer of 1809, “Surfaceman,” was Scot-
land’s leading poet, standing out among
other sweet singers by reason of the na-
turalness and heartfelt sympathy of his
song, the outcome of a singularly amiable
generous nature and guileless heart.

Alexander Anderson was born in April
30, 1845, a son of the people. His father
was a quarrier, and he built with his own,
hands the house in which the poet was
born. At an early age Anderson worked
as a quarrryman, being after wards em-
ployed for 17 years as a surfaceman (or
sectionman, as we call it on this side),
on the Glasgow and Southwestern Rail-
way. His early years were strenuously
devoted to self-culture, In his snatches
of leisure from a life full of toil he master-
ed French, German, Spanish and Italian

| veres Burns as the greatest pioneer of ad-
vanced radical  ideas, and even ' im-
perialists rejoice in him as a pow-
lerful link of empire—the universality
of whose genius is appreciated throughout
the whole English speaking world.

The most remarkable tributes to Burns’
power come from the Nonconformist pul-
pits. It has been quite remarkable the
number of Presbyterian ‘ministers who
_have spoken and written ‘in praise of
Burns—even Presbyterians who had they
lived in Burns’ time, would have been of
the narrow, old-fashioned Calvanistic theo-
logy which was laughed to scorn by the
inspired and very human poet, who is
now recognised as a great political and re-
ligione reformer. Tonight the Burns’ so-
cieties are capturing London, and evem
cockneys are flocking in thousands to the
Albert Hall to applaud the most human
of songs in the English tongue.
Nonconformists in the Midlands can ill
afford to lose Dr. Jowett, who is leaving
Birmingham to take the most famous of
pulpits in New York. But England’s loss
should be America’s gain, and middle-
class Englishmen will be glad if a men of
Dr. Jowett’s calibre succeed in spreading’
in America something like the rehgiom
and social influence he has spread all over
England.

Nearly 3,000 People Killed in
United States in Three Months

The Interstate Commerce Commission of
the United States, has issued its first ac-
cident ‘bulletin under the new law. It in-
cludes many accidents that were not in-
cluded in previous bulletins bearing on the
| subject. ?
The number of persons killed in train

tember was 321 and 3,892 were injured.
Accidents of other kinds, including those
to employes while at work, to passengers
getting on and off cars, to trayelers at
crossings, to persons doing business at
stations, ete., and to trespassers and oth-
ers, bring the total of casualties up to 22,-
323 (2,948 killed and 19,380 injured) on
ateam roads.

These totals show large increases over
corresponding periods in previous years,
because of the inclusion of highway cross-
ing accidents and those to trespassers on
the tracks, ete, At the same time the
totals of certain classes of accidents to em-
ployes are diminished by the exclusion of
accidents which are not peculiar to railway
operation, such as injuries to men in
freight houses, and to those engaged in
outdoor work where no cars or engines
are involved.

The accident statistics of those electrie
lines on which interstate traffic is carried,
and which therefore are subject to the
federal accident law, show that there were
146 persons killed, and 1070 injured on
electric roads during the months
named. In the class known as industrial
accidents there were two killed and eighty
injured on electric roads.

} Sons of Gmeral_‘Eckert, Fore

mer Western Union Tele-
graph Head, Face to Face
in Court

New York, Feb. 11—J. Clendennin Kck-
ert, younger son of the late General
Thomas Thompson Eckert, former head of
the Western Union Telegraph Company,
ig facing his brother Thomas 8. Eckert,
iJr., in a contest for the $3,000,000 fortune
their-father left.

The legal battle, which promises to be one
of the most bitter that has come into
the Surrogate’s Court in recent years, was
begun before Surrogate Thomas.

The younger son charges that Thomas
T. Eckert, Jr., and Richard G. Page, for-
merly private secretary to General Eck-
ert, formulated a will which cut J. Clen-
dennin Eckert off with $50,000 and a small
trust fund, while it gave to Thomas T.
Eckert, Jr., practically all the residue. J.
Clendinnin, getting forth these accusa-
tions, has sued ‘to break his father's will.
He stands to lose his $50,000 bequest for
bringing the contest by an automatic pro-
vision of the will.

Mrs. Thomas'T. Eckert, Jr., was form-
erly Miss Minnje Egan, who had charge
of the linen room of the Waldorf-Aatoria.
The main witness is James Miles. a wit-
ness to the will, who was employed as
houseman_ by General Eckert. kor vwenty
years pfior to such employment he was
groggf for W. C. Whitney, Walter Scott

4" Miles cxplained that whatever he did in
the way of signing the will as a witness
was done according to orders.

Miles described the scene in the gener-
al’'s room when the will was signed on
August 30 last as follows:

When he in-
formed General Eckert that if his son,
Clendenin had creditors they might hold
the $50,000 bequest, the general said:

““Phat’s all right, If he owes ' the
money they ought to get it.’”

HERO WHO BRAVED CROCODILES

(London Chronicle)

For a double rescue from a river infest-
ed with -crocodiles Trooper Patrick C. Mc-
Ewan of the Natal police has been award-
ed the medal of the Royal Humane So-
ciety.

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 PULPWOOD FFOM SAWDUST

Prof. Frankforter Claims Method
For Using Timber Waste For
Paper Making

Prof. George B. Frankforter, «dean of
the College of Chemistry at the Minnesota
State University, has anounced the details
of a discovery made by him by which, he
declares, through the utilization of waste
wood and eawdust, the Wnited States will
produce 100 times more pulp wood than
was believed possible. i :

“It means,” he says, “that every cord
of fir lumber will yield $10 profit on by-
products alone, and that the -greater part
of the 60 per cent of a tree mow wasted
will be returned into dollars and cents.”

Prof. Frankforter predicts that huge
plants will be built as the result’of his dis-
covery and that the new industry will as-
sume proportions of great magnitude. -

C. A. Smith of the C. A. Smith Timber
Company, is interested with Prof. Frank-
forter in the process.” So convineed is he
of the enormous commercial value of the
discovery that an experimental plant ia
now. being constructed, and a mammoth
plant is already planned" to be:erected in
the far west.

Dr. Frankforter has experimented on his
process for twelve years. The developed
process consists in taking small pieces of
waste wood or sawdust, laying them on a
steel incline over a furnace, and subjecting
them to a chemical process of distillation.
Carbon disulphide or gasoline is poured
over the sawdust, dissolving the turpentine
and resin, which pass off as gases into a
coil of pipes leading to a tank. The pro-
cess is eimilar to the distillation of sugar.
The wood pulp remains, free from pitch,
‘and suitable for the manufacture of paper.
The present method of distillation leaves
the pulp in the form of charcoal.
