A clear sky and brilliant sunshine
made yesterday a typical fall day. Those
who remember Oct. 30. 1890., will read:-
ly call to mind that it was cold and that
a strong wind prevailed.

monument erected by the subscriptions
of between 2000 and 3000 people was
formally handed over to the city of St.
John by the contractors. Hundreds
saw the sad death of the Ilad
Young—for he was not 19 years of age—
the ds wit d the ies to-
day by which the monument to his hero-
ism and self sacrifice became the pro-
perty of the city of 8t. John; the gift of
the people to the corporation in celebra~
tion of one heroic act.

The space around the monument was
roped off during the morning by the Sal-
vage corps and the two temporary stands
—one occupied by the school children
and the other by the Fusiliers band
draped with the National Ensign.
¢t was a  brilliant spectacle,
andan impressive one also. Officers of
the local militia in their brilliant uni-
form, the salvage corps and police, neatly
dressed school children, civie officials
and many handreds of richly dressed
ladies and- gentlemen who had been
drawn thither to do honor to a dead hero,
though scarcely more than a boy in
years. This with the music of the band
and the singing of the children made a
scene which few of the witnesses will
forget.

Such a crowd has not been seen on the
King square for years as that which
gathered there this afternocon. As
early as 230 every available inch of
space near the ropes was taken up, and
when the common council and invited
guests came the square was black with
people of both sexes and all ages.
Promptly at 3 o’clock the mayor and

marked the movememts of every-
body. Commander Erben said
“it would not take long to
get the fleet here ready for sea.

A FORGER’S CLEVER RUSE.

His Bogus Petition for Pardon Got
Him Out of Prison.

New Yorg, Oct. 29.—A requisition on
Gov. Abbett of New Jersey has been
made by Gov. Buchanan of Tennessee
for Charles B. Stoddard, the forger, now
in the Hudson county jail awaiting trial
for trying to get money from a bank in
Pittsfield, Mass., on a forged telegram
sent from Jersey City, Aug. 5. Stoddard
was caught when he called for an ans-
wer to the telegram.

The prisoner was sentenced at Nash-
ville in May, 1890, for uttering worthless
checks in the name of Henry B. Davis,
to six years in the Tracy City prison. He
was pardoned last March by Gov. Bu-
chanan, who now writes to Gov. Abbett
that after Stoddard was released it was
discovered that the petition for his par-
don and all the signatures thereto were
forgeries.

His Worship the Mayor, St. John.

The Oration,

Rev. George Bruce pastor of St. David’s
church, where the hero attended, then
delivered the oration of the day, as
follows;—

We are met here today in connection
with the commemoration of the deed of
moral heroism which has entwined itself
in the hearts of our people, as the object
of a tender and enduring admiration.

We find ourselves this afternoon pass-
ing through one of those experiences
which are well known to us in life. Our
strength and our weakness seem to have
met together, our gratitude and our
sadness blend in one stream. It is in-
deed often 80 in this vale of tears the
d wells of in the heart
lie very near to one another, and the
thrill which moves one of them in its
stepoften causes the other to overflow,
8o that their waters are mingled to-
gether and we exult with triumph, while
our eyes are filled with tears.

"Today we think with grateful gladness
of that life which in its taking away
more than even in its presence
amongst us became an honor to our city
and an adornmentto our humanity. And
yet while our hearts are swelling with
this thought we are aware of the sadness
and loneliness which we feel as we
stand around this monument, which so
eloquently tells the story of his heroic
death. “True life is in deeds, not in
years.” Lifeis to be weighed rather
than measured. One man may express
and be more of what is truly greatin a
moment than another could attain to in
a century of time. Living is something
more than mere existence, something
essentially higher than to exist. It
is produced within ourselves in the
trainng and developing of that
which God has given us the powers
by which we exert an enduring
influence for good upon the world. And
the question which comes to us, to
day, perhaps before all others, is
this; what is that quality of true
nobility which makes it possible
for the man who it to
be a hero ? It is not the acquisition of
wealth, for while the possession of
vast resources may be the means of
blessing, it is possible also that their
influence may be evil and not good-
It is not learning or mental ability, be-
cause while this faculty does confer
great power upon him who pos-
sesses it, it is evident that it may be
a curse rather than a blessing. Nor is it
even the finer qualities of mind and
beart by which a man may wield great
influence over men, making him the cen-
tre of attractionsin their gatherings and
the object of their admiration. Like the
others this quality also may even be the
means of the degredation and ruin of
bim who possesses it. Nor is it always
present in the doing of splendid
deeds or in the achievement of the
most wonderful success. All these may
be present and yet the life may be es-
sentially narrow and mean in its de-
gires, everything weighed in the balance
and estimated as of little worth. What
then is that which elevates and ennobles
achrracter and makes it truly great?
Wherein lies this great ability of mor-
al heroism? It is in unselfish
devotion to the good of others.
He who can deliberately prefer
the welfare of anotber to his own
comfort or advantage whether in
the moment of danger or in the more
quiet hidden incidents of home or duty
has in him, the quality of a hero, and
the measure or standard of the action
in which this is expressed is the price
that is paid in the doing of it by the
gold of self-sacrifice, which is consider-
ed in the currency of life and duty. The
man who can in any degree meet these
claims has in his nature the elements of
moral beroism, and when the opportu-
nity comes, and even the great offering
of life is required the priceless gift, is
not withheld.

It was just one . year ago” todsy that
John Frederick Young lost his life in an
attempt to rescue little Fred Mundee
from the wild waves. Nothing about the
day or the circumstances betokened the
deed of heroism, or the tragedy which
was enacted that afternoon in Courtenay
Bay. It was a bleak raw autumn day.
The wind in its wild guests was rushing
along the streets, and Fred, as he was
called by all who knew him, left his
home after dinner to go to his work.
Often bad he walked along that quiet
uninteresting street before and per-
chance his thoughts were as they had
been. Nothing warned him that the end
was 8o near, or told him that in a few
minutes he would be battling with the
angry sea trying tosave a fellow creature
from drowning.

And here lies one of the facts connect-
ed with this brave deed to which I would
call your special attention. The oppor-
tunity for the most heroic act may be at
hand in the way of our most ordinary
duties. Our thoughts of heroism are too
often limited to the specially prepared
scene, to the battle field or to
the deck of the man-of-war but here
on the old familiar road, going
the round of daily work, the door sud-
denly opens with its outlook into eter-
nity and at once the cold, bleak leaden

1| day, the muddy street, the well-known

workshop, and the wild storm become
the portalsto the unseen world. It is
well for us to remember that it is not
necessary that we should wear some
special uniform, nor that men should be
looking on with wonder. The opportu-
nity for self-sacrificing devotion, it
may be even unto death, may
start up before usin a single t

round and routine of our daily duties
that makes life the dread thing thatit is.
And it is this also that transposes and
transforms the ordinary affairs of life in-
to the importance and dignity, and the
splendour of heavenly realities. A
striking feature that comes to our notice
here is the thought that the occasion
only reveales the man, does not create
him. In timesof special danger men
are prepared for the events
which may come upon them, and it is a
noble thing to be able to brace up the
courage for the onset of death. But it is
a braver thing, that tries a man more,
reveals him in his real nature, in the
fibre of his being, to be found ready when
beis called upon without a moment’s
warning. The occasion is only the re-
vealing of the man, as he has been while
he walked 8o quietly and unobtrusively
by your side.

Oh,how little we know of one another !
How we are hidden from one another,
till by some event the casket is strongly
shaken and the wondrous light streams
out in the gloom, till the alabaster box
is broken and the house is filled with
the odor of its ointment. All that is re-
membered today does not make a hero,
it only reveals how true was that young
life whose brave ending we commemo-
rate today. He had scarcely reached
his manhood § and yet the self-
sacrificing effort in  which he
lost his life revealed a character
80 true, so tender, So courageous, 5o nob-
le that its impress is left upon the lives
of thousands. His life was so good and
it was in that deed of heroic daring that
it has been as seed sown in the heart of
a generation. Inthe words of Christ
“ his life lost in seeking to save another
is found ten thousand times muitiplied
in the lives of others.” And this beauti-
ful monument which so well expresses
the story of his death, and which bears
on its inscription the handiwork of one
who with a bravery equal to his own
tried to save him, will tell its soul en-
nobling story to the generations to come,
and the life so early closed shall con-
tinue to be lived long after the selfseek-
er with his three score and ten years
has been forgotlen in an unhonored
grave.

How well I remember him with his
shy bright boyish way, with the myster-
ious shadow at times flitting through the
bright gladness of his countenance, ' his
wonderful sympathy for helpless thihgs,
and his yearning to do some nobie deed.

How wclldo I remember him that
last Snnday night as he slowly walked
up the aisle in the church after the con-
gregation. Many eyes were fastened on
him but little did I know that I should
gee him no more. And what were * his
thoughts that Sunday night? But who
can tell.

God has taken him, taken him, in the
exercise of the very qualities which were
strongest in his nature, in the earnest-
ness of self-forgetful daring, in the fal-
filment of duty.

May I be permitted to say to the sor-
rowing friends whose loss is so great
thatin this memorial they see the ex-
pression of the gratitude and admiration
of the city and province in which he
lived, and have they not great comfort
in the assurance that while he was so
early taken before them to the Father's
house he left as the tribute of his brief
life the testimony and heritage of such
an honorable name.

After the oration the Fusileers Band
played fantasia of hymns beginning
with the tune of “ Old Hundred ” when
the school children joined ‘in, singing
the following verses :

« Amidst the surgesof the sea

My soul, O Lord, clings fast to Thee.

Thy love subdueseach threatened ill,

Controls my fears, says Peace be still.

I come O Lord at thy command,

1 yield my spirit to thy hand,

Stretch forth thine everlasting arm,

And shade me in the last alarm.

The two last verses of “Onward Chris-
tian Soldiers” were sung by the school
children to the accompaniment of the
band.

H. A. McKeown M. P. P., grand worthy
patriarch of the Sons of Temperance
spoke on behalf of that organization and
was followed by Mr. D. McNally repre-
senting the Temple of Honor.

The proceedings closed with prayer
after which the band played “Rule
Britannia.”
