THE RECOtLECTTOHS OF A LOCAL POLICE 
OFFICER.

Twenty Year» A«o.—A « lever «'apture.—Dar­
ing Robberies.

Taking into consideration the usual criminal as­

sociations with which sea-port towns are generally 
eoftncctcd, this city has always been remarkably 
free from the more serious grades of offences. In 
large towns [he sagacity of its policemen grows 
keener with experience, ami a constant stimulating 
action is necessary to keep its oflicers up to their 
work. As in other pursuits requiring a certain 
amount of mental force and discretion the faculties 
nfM tvortr to keep tfcem In a state of efficiency. 
Where this cannot be had, an officer is liable to 
become rusty and careless. He does uof keep hia 
observant powers on the alert, because he has no 
specific object for their exercise, and when thetima- 
does come for using them he wades through - a 
slougli, of bewilderment and doubt .as to what is 
best to he done. In many cased a policeman has to 
depend largely upon his own shrewdness, and if he 
lacks this requisite he is not touch use to himself^ 
or to the public. The following facts obtained . 
from the oldest member of th^ Police force may be : 
interesting to our readers in connection with his 
past services.
. The facts connected with the robbery of the Cen­

tral Rank'at Fredericton, in the summer of 1857*.:, 
well illustrated the necessity for police officers to 
possess the qualifications already suggested. On a 
Monday morning it was discovered that the safe 
had been forced open and about £5)000 in gold 
besides a large quantity of valuable securities were 
stolen. The thieves had got into the cellar through 
the window. In the centre of the cellar WAs a 
table, upon which one of them had stood and cut 
out a square in the ceiling by which means they 
got into the bank, after taking care to place the 
carpet over the open space. Then proceeding to- 
the front of the safe they burst the lock open and got 
away with their booty. ' The excitement Rt the'time 
was very keen and officers were sent from St. John, 
to Fredericton to work up the case.. There .was 
no clue beyond the general workmanlike manner 
in which the robbery was effected, which indicated 
that it had been done by professional burglars. 
For nearly a fortnight the guilty parties were at 
large, during which interval nothing new trans­
pired, but the police continued their exertions 
nevertheless.

At that time two men named Savage, an Ameri­
can, and Davenport, an Englishman, kept a house 
in Mecklenburg street. Savage was about five feet 
ileven inches in height, of stout 
[winkle in one eye and a mole on the left cheek. 
There w<*s nothing in Davenport’s appearance par­
ticularly noticeable.

The Quebec Province Elections.—The Mem­

bers of the Dominion Government representing 
tlie Province of Quebec abandoned their duties at 
Ottawa some four or five weeks ago to take charge 
of the Local Elections in tlieir Province, and have 
worked with intense energy only to meet with 
humiliating defeat. Montreal City, where they 
imagined themselves strongly intrenched, has gone 
hack on them ; and, like Toronto, the metropolis of 
On top/?, the capital of Quebec has dealt the Grit 
faction a smashing blbi? directly in the teeth. The 
greatest City of the Dominion has repudiated Grit 
rule and freed itself from further endorsement of the 
men who rule at Ottawa. Tlie Mackenzie Govern­
ment insisted upon interfering in the Local Elec­
tions, and Montreal has given them their answer.
The voting came off on Wednesday last. The re­
ference to the result which appeared in the Telegraph 
the next ffiorqipg was the following :—

Voting for the election of 4 new Legislative 
Assembly is going on to-night ({!) throughout the 
Province of Quebec. Tlie voting being by ballot, it 
is impossible to j?ive any indication of the result 
until to-morrow.

The News had nothing at all, but the Freeman was 
fully posted, and in despair it said 

The Quebec Elections came of yesterday. The 
result, if we may judge from what we have been 
able to learn, must astonish all parties. In Mon­
treal, the very seat of the' Tanneries Scandal, the 
Reformers lost every constituency—Montreal East, 
where they always had so enormous a majority, and 
Montreal West, which they lost at the last election, 
only because two Reformers opposed the one Tory.

The constituency in which Rouges and Ultra­
monlanes combined to destroy Sir George E. Car- 
tier has been won back by Sir George’s old adherents, 
and one by one the Mackenzie Government is losing 
its hold on the great commercial centres.
\ The fact Jtjiat tjtie Grits have so little to say about 
tlie Quebec Elections is of jtsplf sufficient to prove 
that they are terrjh}y disappointed. T|ie De Bouch­
erville Government is undoubtedly sustained by a 
considerable majority, but as .to its fate, there is 
little interest taken in tlie matter in the Maritime 
Provinces. What does interest us is the fact that 
In a great trial of strength in Montreal between the 
friends and the opponents of the Ottawa Govern­
ment,—with the odds largely in favor of the 
Grifs,—the tierce constituencies into which the City 
is divided have pronounçetf hy majorities
against Grit rule. The fact is especially important 
when we remember that tto seats of Messrs. Mac­
kenzie and Devlin, M. P’s. elected for two of the 
divisions, j}re contested, and that new elections are 
certain to be run.

THE MANUFACTURE OF GLASS.
It takes about 47 hands, inclusive of outside la­

bour, to properly work a factory. There are five 
principal grades of labour in tlie business : Gath­
erers, Blowers, Flattened, Cutters and Packers. 
The “gatherer” takes the hot glass in lumps of 
from 14 to'24 pounds in weight, according to the 
size and substance required. After it is worked up, 
it is then taken to the “ blower,” who then shapes 
it according to order, on a roller or cylinder. It is 
then ready for the “ fiait en er,” who levels the sur­
face to the necessary thickness, which varies as cir­
cumstances require. Tlie average dimensions of a 
sheet of common glass, when flattened, arc 34x52. It 
is then passed to the “ cutter,", who makes it the 
required size. Then it is ready for packing. It 
usually takes 10 hours to “ blow,” and about 32 
hours elapse before the material is again ready for 
work. Blowers and Gatherers work, as a rule, 
about forty hours per week. When we were work­
ing in Massachusetts, the “gatherers” got from 
$70 to $80 per month, I’. S. currency ; “ blowers,’ 
from $125 to $150; “ fiatteners,”about $130; “cut­
ters,” $100, and “packers” from $45 to $50 per 
month. A “ flattener ” works for f 
“ blowers,” and earns a fourth of each 
wages. By the time he has finished with one, an­
other is ready for his services.

In 1856 the first vessel luilt and launched by this 
firm was the ship S. L. Ti ley, 780 tons register, for 
the Atlantic trade.

INDUCEMENTS TO LEAVE MASSACHUSETTS.
Every man. left a situation in Berkshire to eoine to 

St. John. In June, 1874, Mr. Joseph Grant, Super­
intendent of the Courtenay Bay Glass Works, came 
to us to see if we were willing to come here. We 
told him we would come if we could get the same 
rate of wages in gold as we were then getting in 
greenbacks. That would give us the advantage of 
the premium, say thirteen per cent, addition to oiir 
ordinary wages. As before stated, our work was 
paid for by the piece. A “blower” would be paid 
a dollar per 100 feet for fourth quality glass, which is 
the poorest quality made, and for all other qualities 
in proportion. Oitr prices would range from $1 to 
$4.50 per 100 feet, with a reduction of 25 per cent, 
off. This reduction is always made, and is equiva­
lent to 75 cents per 100, hut it is always put in 
the way we have stated. For a double thick sub­
stance of glass we get double price. A “double, 
thickness” is the thickness of 8 ordinary sheets of' 
common glass, 12 of which make an inch. The 
“gatherers” were to have from $75 to $80 per 
month. Each of us was to get $15 per week “ market 
money” anil at the-end of each month such wages 
as were due over that amount were to he paid 
After remaining two or three days the Superin­
tendent left and returned in July. In our 
past employment we were paid promptly on tlnK 
15th day of each month. Oür former employers 
wished us very much to stay and said they were 
afraid this place would not be able to carry. There 
was no written agreement between the St. John 
Company and us, only a verbal one, anil it was 
understood that three months notice on either side 
was to terminate our agreement.

We arrived here on ‘July 30, and commenced 
work on August 3rd. We worked until the 17th

THE SECOND-HAND STORES.

How Loons aw> Bellied—Tie Trade os It IS
1! Profit*.

There are in St. John and Portland about a dozen 
of these stores, the proprietors of which thrive upon 
the needy circumstances of the working classes at 
present ou| of employment, éut of h*lf that num­
ber there was but one proprietor who willingly af­
forded our reporter any information on the subject.

In a bona fide second-hand store there may be 
found almost everything, from a needle to an an­
chor. Hats, good, bad and indifferent ; bonnets, of 
all sorts and sizes ; b(indies of clothing suitable for 
any and every purpose ; flat irons and under skirts ; 
musical instruments and old boots ; imitation jew­
ellery and books ;• fancy shirts and umbrellas ; silk 
neck-ties and cotton pocket handkerchiefs ; mathe­
matical instrumente and white metal watches ; 
faded “gloves and cotton dresses ; silk dresses and 
copper bolts ; meerschaum pipes and pictures, and 
in fact almost everything else that could |e im­
agined or described. It may be called'a Noah’s 
Ark, with the animals left out.

With some proprietors the clothing business is 
made an extensive feature, while others buy any­
thing npoh. which a profit can be made. In St.
John the business is necessarily restricted to smaller 
proportions than in larger town3? as the market for 
exporting clothing is too for off to be remunera­
tive. . In.such cities, as Montreal and Torontolarge 
quantities are shipped to mills and distant towns,

~~ where the hiatqrjajs a|e re-worked up for the paper 
market, or made “to ldokTlilte new” and sold 
again, after undergoing alteration. The better class 
of goods, but. little worn,, and discarded as being 
out of fashion, are often sold at a high figure. The 
English second-hand clothing market exports large 
quantities to Germany and the Sandwich and Fiji 
Islands, the natives of which, who affect the mode, 
being just as contented with them as if they were 
made by the first tailors in the world. The Indians 
on the plains also patronize the white man’s fash­
ions to a small extent. It is not an uncommon 

\ sight to see one.of Uncle Sam’s yrotegta attired in 
* a 8ouiil^breasted frock coal, a plug hat

feather in it, and a blanket. These civilizing in­
fluences, however, do not affect the clothing busi­
ness to fitly marked extent.

The cWsses- tff 'petèikw who frequent the second­
hand stores in this city are of two kinds : 1st, those 
who dispose oC theU property through actual want ;
