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New Westminster, June 6.—That 

Harry Jobes, the man for whom the 
police are looking on the charge of 
having murdered his wife in this city 
Saturday morning, may have commit­
ted suicide is a belief which is grad­
ually gaining ground in semi-official 
circles to-day. Notwithstanding the 
fact that the body of the unfortunate 
woman was discovered less than half 
an hour after the shooting, Jobes has 
disappeared as completely as if the 
earth had opened and swallowed him. 
It is possible that he became despond­
ent or mentally deranged and went 
into the bush near the city and ended 
his own life.

Jobes was seen on the street near 
Tipperary park by his son William 
not ten minutes before William found 
the dead body of his mother. The 
police were at once notified and every 
effort was made to locate the alleged 
murderer. He is known to several in 
town, but so far no one has been 
found who saw him after William 
Jobes met him. The police of New '

If 
so he has been surprisingly Success­
ful. An inquest will be held to-day.

Jobes and hls wife had been es­
tranged for several days prior to the 
tragedy and the man had not been liv­
ing at home. Earlier last week he 
wrote his wife as follows:

“Dear Wife: I am alone in this 
world. Can you not forgive me this 
time, for God’s sake? It is enough to 
drive me mad. Try and make up your 
«find for this once. .' I Will nevoi tiq 
anything to vex you again. Do try and 
forgive me. I know that your life has 
not been a pleasant one ever since I 
took the drink, but I have given it up. 
Only forgive me this time and God 
will bless you. From your loving hus­
band, Henry Jobes.”

"I love you, I could not live without 
you. Write and let me know what to 
do, if you please.” ■; ■;

Tragedy Believed to Have Fol­
lowed Quarrel Early 

in Morning
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of the 
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New Westminster, June 3.—A murder 
of the most brutal character took place 
at 427 Front street this morning, when 
Harry Jobes, a machinist’s helper em­
ployed at the Schaake Machine Works, 
shot his wife twice through the head, 
her death being probably instantaneous.

At the time of the shooting the pair 
were alone in the house and accurate 
Information as to just what caused the 
quarrel leading to the murder cannot 
be obtained.

Shortly after 7.30 a.m. Jobes was seen 
on- the street near the house by his son. 
He disappeared and at noon to-day the 
police of the city and district are scour­
ing the country for a clue as to his 
whereabouts.

Jobes lived at 427 Front street with 
his two sons, Walter and Harry, all 
three being employed at the Schaake 
Machine Works. In addition to the im­
mediate family, Mrs. Jobes kept a num­
ber of boarders, mostly men employed 
in the shops. Everybody was out of the 
house at 6.30 a.m. to-day when the mur­
der is supposed to have been commit­
ted. It is evident that the pair were at 
breakfast when the quarrel started, as 
potatoes and other food from the table 
was scattered about the room, lying on 
the floor mingled with the blood of the 
dead woman;

The murder was discovered by Walter 
Jobes, who returned to the house from 
the shops about 7.30 a.m. When he was 
near the house he passed his father 
walking away from the residence, but 
there was nothing in his appearance to 
show the tragedy which had just been 
enacted In the house, so the two passed 
each other without conversation.

London, June 2.—The Imperial con- ’ 
ference, which Is holding its session at 
the British foreign office, to-day ap­
proved the declaration of London, and 
passed a resolution favoring its ratifi­
cation.

At yesterday’s session the conference 
debated the motion introduced by Hon. 
Andrew Fisher, premier of Australia, 
regretting that -the Overseas Dominions 
had not been consulted with reference 
to the “Declaration of London,” the 
agreement covering prizes in naval . 
warfare which was adopted at the 'con­
ference of the chief naval powers two 
years ago.

Sir Edward Grey promised that they 
should be consulted before the next 
Hague conference, and pointed out that 
the refusal to agree to the ratification 
of the declaration would be a great 
blow to the cause of arbitration.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier thought that the 
claim that the- dominions should be 
consulted on treaties negotiated by the 
Ijnperlal government was unjustified, 
and said that the arbitration treaty 
with the United States might not be 
carried through if the declaration, xvas 
not ratified. He added that the fact 
of the colonies being consulted regard­
ing questions of war would place them 
in the position of being forced to aid 
in Imperial wars.

Ü %Ottawa, June 2.—Practically three 
years will be required to complete the 
census of Canada, the taking of which 
commenced yesterday. The tabulating 
and analysis of the population figures 
on the extensive information asked for 
In regard to trade, industry, etc., wiH 
keep the census bureau busy for that 
length of time.

The total poulation will not be defin­
itely known until October, though an 
approximate figure may be given out a 
month or so earlier. Returns will be­
gin to come in from the cities in about 
a fortnight’s time, but enumerators will 
have three weeks’ time allowed to col­
lect their work and the commissioners 
are allowed another month in which to 
forward returns to Ottawa. The work 
of tabulation and compilation will be 
done at the censuâ bureau here by a 
special staff of 160 clerks working with 
specially devised tabulating and com­
piling machines similar to those used in 
Washington for the census of last year. 
Charles W. Spicer, an official of the 
American census bureau, is now in To­
ronto superintending the manufacture 
of a number of machines to be used in. 
tabulating the schedules turned in by 
the enumerators.

Reports from census bureau officials' 
Who have been .receiving reports as to 
the prospective amount of work re­
quired for the commissioners in the 
various parts of the Dominion indicate 
that the growth of population in many 
districts has been considerably larger 
than was estimated. The final figures 
will probably show a population in­
crease of about 50 per cent, during the 
decade. West of the Great Lakes, it is 
estimated, there are now about a mil-. 
3 km and a half more people than there 
were in 1901. Eastern Canada should 
.show an increase of a little over a mil­
lion and a quarter.

AWAY IN ALBERNI SUNDAY

Never Recovered From Effects 
of Her Long Tramp to 

Save Crew

One of the heroines of Vancouver Isl­
and, a woman who braved the terril.:« 
storms off the west coast on seven, :

Mrs. Minnie Paterson, wife of Thomas 
Paterson, formerly lighthouse-keeper a. 
Cape Beale^ who for over thirteen year- 
kept lonely vigil over the waters of* 
this treacherous point. Mrs. Paters, 
had bèen in ill-health ever since lui 
memcrrable tramp of four and a half 
years ago.

Not only has the name of Mrs. Pater­
son been heard in every home in Bri­
tish Columbia and the states of the Pa­
cific coast in connection with the 
daring rescues she has been the 
of making, but it was before the Do­
minion parliament and the Unitvd 
States congress.

The telegraph wires 
from Cape Beale to Bam field whc 
down, Mr. Paterson dare not leave 
his post of duty end Mrs. Paterson, 
who was in ill-health at the time, 
started on the long tramp to Bain­
field, where the steamer Quadra lay, 
to inform her crew of the accident.

She had to walk twelve miles and 
the trail between these two points was 
rough and in nothing like the same 
condition as it is to-day. Still her 
courage refused to permit her to 
turn and she pushed onward, 
awful trip was too much for the little 
lady and she reached Bam field in an 
almost exhausted state.

Howexrer,. she delivered the message 
and soon the Quadra was under way 
Aboard the ship was a crew of ten m- n 
and the Marine and Fisheries steam* r 
was able to rescue everyone of them. 
If it had not been for the spirit of Mrs. 
Paterson and her sympahty for her f- i- 
low-beings in dangers the men on the 
Coloma would all have perished of cold.

This most courageous act which 
would be a credit to the strogest man 
of the age, did not pass by unrecog­
nized by the community or the govern- 
ment of the United States. A hand­
some silver plate beautifully inscribed, 
was sent by the latter to Mrs. Paterson, 
while a purse was raised here for the 
“Angel of the West Coast.*' Mrs. Pat­
erson was endowed with the fight to 
the finish qualities and the public can­
not ever return to Mrs. Paterson the 
debt which it owes her for her ser­
vices rendered.

The name of Mrs. Paterson Is also 
connected with the terrible disaster • <f 
the Valencia off this coast. With h« r 
finger on the telegraph key 
in the station there for thirty-six hours 
at a stretch, wiring messages as to the 
condition of the vessel and passengers 
to this city.

Tosemlte, Cal., June 5.—In a stage 

coach runaway. In the Tosemlte valley 
late Saturday, one man was Instantly 
killed, three women were seriously in­
jured and seven other persons all tour­
ists, sustained minor Injuries.

Seriously Injured: Miss Martha Web­
ber, Boston, arm broken; Miss Diesen- 
derler, Boston, shoulder broken; Mrs. A.

The accident occurred on a steep 
grade, between the Big Tree Grove at 
Wawona and the floor of the Tosemlte 
valley. The horses on the front stage 
became unmanageable, the brakes fallen 
to hold, and the team galloped down 
the winding road with the stage swing­
ing from side to side between a high 
bank and a sharp precipice. Convinced 
that he could not stop the animals, the 
driver finally turned them straight into 
the wall of the cliff. The stage turned 
completely over, and several of the 
passengers were caught beneath it. 
Licenring was thrown clear, but struck 
on his head and was instantly killed.

Kamloops, June 3.—The inquest was 
opened here into the circumstances sur­
rounding the death of Alexander Sin­
clair, who mysteriously disappeared 
from Kamloops while in charge of a 
shipment of horses from Manitoba for 
Brooks & Co. of Vancouver. Sinclair's 
body was found in Kamloops lake, near 
Tranquille, a few days ago. From both 
the general and the medical evidence 
given it is quite clear that foul play 
had been committted. The man only 
had a few cents in silver on his per­
son when found, although it is known 
that he had been and was at the time 
of his disappearance carrying a large 
sum of money. Dr. Burris who made 
the post mortem examination testified 
that there were evidences of head in­
jury either from a blow or a fall. The 
condition of the lungs precluded the 
drowning theory and the mystery of 
Sinclair's death remains unsolved. As 
there is so little to go on and the evi­
dence as to Sinclair’s movements after 
his horses had been attended to at 
Kamloops is so uncertain the police 
have very little hope of clearing up the 
affair, and it is altogether improbable 
that those responsible for Sinclair's 
death will ever be brought to justice. 
At the close of the evidence obtainable 
the coroner adjourned the hearing for 
two weeks in order to obtain the evi­
dence of witnesses from Vancouver and 
the east.

S. A. Rogers, the Cariboo King and 

ex-member of parliament, is dead. 
Early this moVnlng word was received 
in Victoria by Mr. Doig, manager of the 
British North America Bank, and also 
by the Hon. C. E. Pooley, that the 
veteran pioneer, who has been associat­
ed with the province of B. C. so long 
that they christened hjm "king,’’, had 
succumbed to death last night.

Deceased was an Irishman, having 
been bom of Irish parents In the Emer­
ald Isle in the year 1840, which makes 
him 71 years, of age. Migrating with his 
parents in 1844 to Prince Edward 
County, Ontario, young Samuel Augus­
tus Rogers got his schooling there. In 
his youth he developed business habits 
and exercised his abilities in fitting 
himself for a business career, 
later, however, the roving disposition 
overcame his business Interests and in­
duced -him to trek westwards, as so 
many otfier young men were doing 
about the same time.

Locating in Cariboo he very soon 
struck the rich seam which meant pros­
perity in material affairs and conspicu- 
lty in political affairs. First of all he 
became sheriff of Cariboo, Lillooet dis­
trict, a position which he held for four 
years, doing much valuable work, and 
rising in the esteem of his fellows all 
the time.

His entry in" the political arena saw 
him in the colors of a conservative. He 
contested his own district in 1890 and 
1894, and was returned both times. In 
the 1898 campaign he went down to his 
first defeat, but he did not stay down, 
coming back in at the general election 
in 1900 and carrying the seat, but was 
defeated in 1903.

Needless to say Rogers was well- 
known and popular, particularly in the 
district where he made his home, and 
his death will be greatly mourned. For 
many years he has carried on a general 
store at Barkerville.

thusiasm that the project might evoke 
with an aesthetic sense of preserVatlonu 
However, as’ the scheme Is merely being 
silhouetted against the light of the fu­
ture it is idle t6 raise what may be 
futile and wrongly-conceived protests.

The centre of Interest is ...the 
mayoralty, which by a combinatlôàipf 
circumstances has developed into tfle 
most interesting race that has taken 
place here for years.

Juarez, June 5.—With Francisco I. 
Madero, jr., out of immediate communi­
cation the position of the insurrecto 
army in northern Mexico Saturday be­
came perplexing. Abram Gonzales, 
named as provisional governor of Chi­
huahua, was about to proceed to the 
capital when he received word that the 
minister of war would not allow him, 
with armed insurrectos, to enter the 
city by railroad.

About 5,000 federal troops, under 
Generals Villiar and Rabago, are con­
centrated at the capital. Outside the 
City : 3,000 insurrectos are encamped, 
and soon are to be reinforced by others 
marching from Casas Grandes under 
General Orozco.

A telegram from Chihuahua Saturday 
stated that the patience of the insur­
rectos desiring to enter the city is giv­
ing way, and that they are being re­
strained only by severe measures. 
Fears were entertained that if the in­
surrectos entered the city they might 
precipitate a clash out of revenge for 
certain acts attributed to fédérais in 
early battles near Aldama and Peder- 
nalles—acts which the insurrectos 
looked upon as atrocities.

Every indication is that the insur­
rectos’ leaders are anxious to disarm a 
large portion of their army, for, al­
though generally thé soldiers have 
been orderly, many depredations con­
tinue. It is necessary to feed the in­
surrectos, and civilians are still being 
compelled to contribute supplies in ex­
change for a “receipt.”

At Colonia Dublan, the centre of a 
large Mormon colony, between Juarez 
and Chihuahua, a band of insurrectos 
tore up the truck gardens for miles 
around. In consequence all the jete 
politicos have been instructed to issue 
certificates to all regular soldiers and 
to treat all others as outlaws.

Cruz Ray, the jefe politico of Guad­
alupe, who was deposed by Madero, 
and who later fought with the fédér­
ais, is still in jail here accused of con­
nection with a plot to blow up the ball­
room in which Madero was dancing the 
night before he left for Mexico City.

Calgary, June 5.—Within six hours 
after the sensational shooting of Chief 
of Police Bell, of Red Deer, on Thurs­
day night the boy scouts of the town 
rounded up Arthur Francis Kelly, and 
the police think they have their man.

The finding of a black leather mask 
with unevenly cut eyeholes by Con­
stable McFarlane and Scoutmaster
Gibson is thought to complete the last 
link in the chain of evidence. The 
chief of police gave evidence Friday 
against Kelly, his bedroom in the hos­
pital being transformed into a tempor­
ary courtroom with Kelly ironed under 
a very strong guard at his bedside.

The, capture of Kelly was sensa­
tional. Early in the morning the town 
was roused and well organized posses 
were sent out to scour the country. 
The Boy Scouts set out with the oth­
ers and accompanied by a dog trav­
ersed the country north, of the hospital 
where there is dense underbrush.
About a mile and a half from the city 
the dog came upon a man sleeping 
soundly in the underbrush and gave 
an alarm to the boys. The boys under 
Scouts Phil Galbraith, Springbeet and 
Stone promptly drew a cordon arouhd 
the patch and sent two of their number 
running toward the town for assist­
ance.

By means of the scout signal code a 
message was flashed to scouts n garer 
the city and the messengers reached 
the station just as another posse was 
starting out which climbed into a 
waiting automobile.

In the meantime Kelly, roused from 
his sleep, threatened the scouts with 
his revolver. The boys took refuge 
behind trees and trailed him from 
patch of brush to another, 
times Kelly threatened to shoot, but 
one of the boys named Mott knew him 
as he had been getting his meals at 
the Mott home. Kelly says he “did not 
like to shoot the kid.”

Fire Chief Meers’ arrival on the 
ground ended the desperate scene and 
the fugitive was arrested and taken 
.to {own.
'.Kelly is about 25 years of age. When 

found he was mud bespattered, hatless 
and had a 32 calibre revolver In his 
hand. A hat which has been identified 
as his was found down town near the 
point where the shooting occurred, 
and later the mask was found in he 
underbrush. Chief of Police Bell par­
tially identified the man as his assail­
ant.

CUTS OTHER WITH KNIFE

Mexican Nearly Killed -by Irate 
Spaniard—Brings General 

Cargo North

(From Monday’s Daily.)
When the Canadian-Mexican liner

Lonsdale, Capt. Bates, which arrived at 
ihe outer wharf early yesterday 
ing from Sallna Cruz and other south­
ern ports, was seven days out from this 
port on her south-bound trip, a mur­
der was narrowly averted by the time­
ly appearance on the scene of the 
trouble of the second engineer. A bur­
ly Spaniard fireman was wielding 'the 
dteaded knife slashing the face and 
body of another stoker,- a Mexican, and 
hud the engineer not gone into the 
stokehold at that time the latter might 
have been killed.

It appears that the two men were 
engaged in emptying ashes from the 
stokeOicdd, the Mexican being below 
and the Spaniard above. During the 
operations one of the cincers fell from 
the bucket when it was near the top 
and slruck the man below. There was 
immediately a yell and the Mexican 
began to reel off his accusations in his 
native tongue and told the Spaniard 
that he would get even some time. This 
was too much foiL.the quick-tempered 
coal shoveller, who descended the laxl- 
der to give the insurrecto a chance to 
carry out his threats. A battle start­
ed but the Mexican was far too small 
a man for his fellow-stoker, who bat­
tered him about with stiff jolts to the 
jaw. After he had dazed his opponent 
the Spaniard drew a knife and in cold 
blood comenced to mar and disfigure 
the appearance of the nearly unconsci­
ous fireman, who was unable to keep 
his man off. Four nasty and painful 
gashes had been inflicted on the Mexi­
can when the second engineer inter­
vened and picking the Spaniard up by 
the scruff of the neck lifted him into 
one of the corners of the stoke-hold.
. When the Injured man was examined 
It was found that he had a terrible Cut 
over his eye, a big gash in his chest 
and two gashes runing the length of his 
face. On the arrival of the Lonsdale at 
Safina Cruz the Spaniard made good 
his escape while the badlÿ-used Mexi­
can was sent to a hospital for treat­
ment. '
, Coming north the steamship ran into 
stiff northerly gales after passing San 
Francisco and she bucked into them 
until passing inside Cape Flattery. The 
vessel . encountered heavy seas 
shipped much
throughout the remainder of both 
north and , southbound ^ passages the 
finer experienced’ nothmg but fine lea­
ther. She brought north a cargo of 
nearly 1,500 tons of general freight and 
five passengers: Mrs. Williams and 
child and Mrs. Caldwell and two chil­
dren.

Amongst the cargo was about three 
hundred tons for Victoria, which in­
cluded _a big shipment of water pipe of 
various sizes. She also unloaded a 
gasoline launch, which was built in 
Portsmouth, Eng., at the outer wharf 
for L. F. Luscombe. It is a thirty- 
footer . and will soon be plying about 
the harbor as a pleasure craft.

The officers of the Lonsdale did not 
have the opportunity to witness any of 
the engagements of the revolution, but 
they state that all the Europeans in 
Mexico are leaving the country as fast 
as they can, being afraid to five there. 
Just before the Lonsdale left Salina 
Cruz a European doctor who was trav­
elling on the Tehuantepec railway was 
shot and killed by insurrectos.

Former President Declares 
New Government Must Re­

sort to His Methods
BIG STEAMSHIP OCEANO 

PILOTED OUT OF HARBOR

Vera Cruz, June 2.—Gen. Porflro Diaz 
said his farewell to Mexico at this port. 
With his wife and other members of 
the Diaz family he boarded the steamer 
Yplranga, bound for Spain.

His last words spoken to those he had 
left on shore were: “I shall die In 
Mexico.” This was uttered in a tone 
of prophesy and with a look of inspired
conviction.

To his country Gen. Diaz delivered a 
warning. Speaking to the little group 
On his trip from the capital, the old 
man, who governed Mexico for more 
than thirty years by military strength, 
said the present government must yet 
resort to his methods if peace is to be 
re-established..

Wearing the same uniforms they had 
on when they served as the general’s 
guard, the soldiers drew up In front of 
the home of J, B. Body, where the 
president had been quartered since hts 
arrival at Vera Cruz, under command 
of Gen. Victoriano Huerta, an old per­
sonal friend of Gen, Diaz.

When Gen. Diaz stepped forward 
there was a buzz of interest but 
plause. _ ‘ The moment was too solemn 
for such an expression, and even the 
little group of peons behind the sol­
diers repressed their feelings until the 
speech-making and embracings 
concluded. Their applause then 
brief.

In the name of the army Gen. Huerta?' 
addressed him, telling his old chief 
that he could always count on these 
men, "notwithstanding what everyone 
said.” Gen. Huerta’s voice broke as 
he added, with perhaps more frankness 
than tact;

"It is the only portion of the coun­
try that did not go against you.” He 
declared that he and his men and the 
army in general were sorry’to see Gen. 
Diaz Jeave Mexico, but that there was 
also reason for gratification inasmuch 
as foreigners would be given an oppor­
tunity to know the man who had made 
his country famous.

Throughout all of Gen. Huerta’s talk 
Diaz stood like a soldier on parade, 
with eyes front and never a twitch of 
the muscles. Bravely he began his re­
ply, but before many minutes he was 
having great difficulty in mastering his 
emotions.

"I am grateful to the army/’ he said, 
"that I could count on it to the last 
moment of leaving Mexican territory. 
It is the only real defence the country 
has, and to re-establish peace In this 
republic its services will have to be 
called upon in this crisis.”

Tears were slowly rolling down his 
face now and his voice was broken. 
But he continued, assuring his heareks 
that should the country at any time 
become involved in trouble he would be 
willing to return.

Pointing to the colors of Mexico, the 
general added :

"I would then placé myself at the 
bead of the country’s loyal forcés, and, 
under the shadow of that flag, I would 
know how to conquer as In times past.”

Gen. Huerta grasped his hand, and 
then the two old fighters embraced. One 
by one the minor officers moved for­
ward and each was embraced by Gen. 
Diaz and told good-bye.

It was over. The troops had stood 
at attention for an hour in the broiling 
heat, but none appeared weary.
Diaz turned to enter the house and the 
officers gave the command to march.

The troops went directly to the cars 
of a special train, on which they began 
their journey to the capital.

Despite the fact that a tricky wind 

was blowing at the time and that the 
tide was a foot and a half from full, 
the big Bank steamship Oceano, Capt. 
Davies, left the C. P, R. docks this 
morning for Coroox, having completed 
discharging her cargo of Ironwood 
piles. Pilot Thompson guided the big- 
vessel out of the harbor and "although 
he had to combat against the stiff 
breeze, accomplished the difficult task 
without any mishap.

With a tonnage of over 5,000 tons and 
a length of 370 feet, the Oceano Is 
without a doubt the largest steamship 
to ever enter the harbor. Bigger1 ves­
sels have docked at the Chemical wharf 

none have ever been brought 
through the narrow entrance and Up to 
the C. P. R. docks. Pilot Thompson 
also brought the Oceano In and she was 
then drawing seventeen and a half feet 
while when she left she had come up 
to the fifteen-foot mark.

Skeptics have alxvays knocked any 
plans mooted for the bringing of big 
freighters and steamships into the 
harbor. At present the course used 
coming Into the harbor is satisfactory 
to the small steamers, but to a vessel 
of the length of the Oceano It is a dif­
ficult task to make the turns. How­
ever, now that one big steamship has 
been able to dock at the inner harbor 
wharves it is expected that many of 
the other liners will come inside.

Several years ago it would have been 
an Impossibility for a ship the size of 
the Oceano to have steamed Into the 
harbor, owing to there not being a suf­
ficient depth of water. The dredges of 
the Dominion government, however, 
have been working consistently and 
have scooped out many thousands of 
tons of mud and other material from 
the bottom of the harbor. When a ves­
sel the size of the Oceano Is entering, 
some harbors they have to be steered 
by tugs, but not so was the case here.

The fact that the Oceano was able to 
get into the harbor proves conclusively 
that any vessels drawing upwards oi 
twenty feet of water may easily tie up, 
at .the Inner docks. In ’taking the Weir

The attorney-general was closely 
questioned by Mr. Beall as to the cot- 
ron cases in New York, but he refused 
to disclose the government’s future 
action.

Asked why actions were brought 
against those seeking to elevate the 
price of raw cotton rather than against 
the spinners and the “bears,” who Were 
trying to depress it, Mr. Wickersham 
said the government had believed it 
much easier to reaclv the seven men 
controlling the raw cotton pool, againèt 
whom it had exact information.

“The statute of limitations has not 
run against the others," he added. “If 
the government is sustained in this 
first cotton case the other combinations 
may be attacked.”

“Has there been any investigation of 
the attempt of bears to depress cotton 
prices in New York and New Orleans?”, 
Chairman Beall asked.

“No, I have never had any facts

Prince Rupert, June 1.—In view of 
the fact that the report of Mr. Thomp­
son, the consulting engineer who is 
looking into the question of a water 
system for Prince Rupert, has not ar­
rived, it has been deemed wise to adopt 
plans looking to an Increased supply 
until such time as the permanent sys- 
tern Is In place. This is necessary for 
two reasons, first from the standpoint, 
of fire protection, and second to ensure 
a domestic supply should there be a 
long period of dry weather in the sum­
mer or. frosty weather of ’ the • winter. 
The number of services, with the In­
creased population, is steadily being 
added to. The prospect ot having- the 
permanent supply from Woodworth 
lake Installed this year seems small.

The proposition is to obtain permis­
sion to proceed with the coihpletion of 
the Acropolis Hill reservoir at Orieé, 
connecting it up with the present sys­
tem. The existing system can be sup­
plemented also from Morse creek. 
There are the remains of the dams 
used by the Grand Trunk Pacific still 
there. The water is not likely to be 
contaminated and the engineer recom­
mends the getting of permission from 
the Grand Trunk Pacific to use the 
waters of the creek, repairing the dams 
and thus obtaining a very considerable 
body of water. By using this, deep 
reservoirs are obtainable so that the 
frost of the winter, if severe, would not 
atfect it. The engineer recommends 
the purchase of a pump to be used in 
case of necessity, to pump the water 
into the reservoir.

The remaining part of the system 
consists of the installation of the per­
manent cast iron pipes along Third 
avenue as far as Fulton. These will be. 
the pipes used ih the permanent sys­
tem when installed. The cost of the 
engineer is put at about $5,500 and will 
provide for about 10,000,000 gallons of 
water. Under the improved system 
adequate fire protection would be pro­
vided, as well as an assurance of no 
shortage for domestic purposes.

When the report was presented His 
Worship thought the report might well 
be adopted.

First Gathering of Provincial 
Amalgamated Bodies Takes 

Place Here HILNREST AMONG YAQUIS.
Viterbo, June 2.—Cuocie, a Neapoli­

tan barber, was the star witness at 
yesterday's session of the Camorra trial 
and his testimony caused such an up­
roar in the court room that the pro­
ceedings were adjourned.

The witness described the habit of 
Gennaro Cuoccolo. who was murdered, 
the prosecution alleged, by members of 
the Camorra society. Cuocie said that 
he saw among the rings worn by Cuoc­
colo the one sequestered by the cara­
bineers following the arrest of the 
Camorrists.

The barber’s statement called forth 
loud cries from the prisoner’s cage and 
counsel for the defence protested 
ergettcally against the admission of 
testimony. The lawyers recalled that 
Cuocie at a prior examination had tes­
tified that he had seen no rings on 
Cuoccolo's fingers. The defence then 
demanded that the witness be 
cuted for perjury. The court refused 
and the argument between opposing 
counsel became so bitter that President 
Bianchi adjourned court.

Indians Are Demanding Restoration of 
Their Lands.PARDONS OFFICERS.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
This afternoon the first convention of

Tucson,_ Ariz., June 2.—Several hundred 
well armed Yaqui Indians have mobilized 
In thé Yaqui river delta country and 
demanding the restoration of their lands, 
according to the statement of passengers 
on the train which arrived here from 
Mexico.

The delta lands in question are the site 
.of an American colony organized by Los 
Angeles capitalists in which Eastern capi­
tal has since become interested largely.

The Indians, it is said, began to gather 
in Cocorita, near Corral, on Sunday night, 
and on Tuesday made a demand for the 
surrender of the river towns of Esper- 
anza, Bacuum, Jori, Toron, Lencho and 
Portam, giving the Mexicans three days 
to surrender them and the surrounding 
country into their possession. It is feared 
that a failure to comply with the demands 
will bring on another Yaqui war, and that 
many companies of Yaquis in the regular 
army will desert the standard and join 
llieir countrymen in that event.

It is stated in military circles that the 
Kaiser intends to signalize his satisfac­
tion over the warmth of the reception 
accorded ..un in London during hjs re­
cent visit by releasing Capt. Trench and 
Lieut. Brandon, two English officers now 
ln a German prison serving sentences for 
espionage.

The two officers referred to were con­
victed of spying on the fortifications at 
Borkum and last December were ■ sen­
tenced to four years’ imprisonment each. 
It was thought at the time thât^-they 
would be pardoned in a short time, by the 
Kaiser, but they are still in confinement. 
Capt. Trench, who is a .descendant of 
Archbishop Trench, is an army officer, 
while Lieut.

Nelson, June 2.—Search among the 
ruins of the Windsor hotel at Silver- 
ton, which was gutted by fire on Tues­
day morning, produced a few charred 
remains of apparently four men, Rob­
ert McTaggart, Robert Falrgrleve, one 
unknown, who is believed to be a for­
eigner, and a fourth to whose identity 
there is no clue. These bones were, 
however, so frightfully burned that it 
Is thought possible that others may 
have lost their lives In the disaster 
without leaving a trace. The coroner, 
Dr. Gomme, will hold an Inquest to­
day, having made all preparations for 
an exhaustive Inquiry into the fire and 
its cause.

Duncan Grant, the proprietor of the 
hotel, has been instructed to prepare 
plans of the bpilding, and asked to ac­
count, if possible, for every occupant 
of the rooms, while the pile of ashes 
representing the hotel has been fenced 
around to keep away the crowds of 
sightseers who have been visiting the 
spot during the past two days.

At first, the coroner, along with John 
T. Black, chief provincial constable, 
and R. J. Sutherland, provincial con­
stable, found only three piles of 
charred bones, but later, after Dr. 
Gomme had returned to Sandon, Con­

Soaked for His Pains

Vancouver, June 2.—Alleged forged 
cheques calling for an aggregate sum 
c-f $1,100 have been floated In Vancou­
ver during the past week, according to 
information in the hands of the police 
detective department. It is stated that 
forty worthless cheques, each for the 
sum of *27.50, has been cashed, princi­
pally by hotelkeepers of this city. The 
cheques purported to have been issued 
by the Ritchie Contracting & Supply 
Company, and were made payable to 
either “Fred Woods” or “George Stew­
art,” two supposedly fictitious charac­
ters. The cheques were drawn on the 
Traders Bank and bore the Ritchie 
Company's stamp and signatures, which 
purported to be those of P. E. Ritchie, 
president, and A. Morrison, secretary of 
the company. Mr. Richie to-day de­
clared all the cheques were forgeries,

It was stated by Mr. Ritchie this 
morning that the forgers must have 
broken into the company's office and 
there secured the cheques, as those used 
were taken out of the office cheque 
book and were numbered successsively 
from the last genuine cheques which 
had been issued by the company.

The forgery was discovered after the 
Traders Bank had paid four ’of the 
cheques, two drawn In favor of "Fred 
Woods” and two in favor of "George 
Stewart.” The bank teller noticed that 
some of the men in the Ritchie Com­
pany were evidently being paid twice, 
and he examined the) next cheque which 
came in. It was allegedly a clumsy at­
tempt at forgery and easily detected 
when suspicions were once aroused.

According to the statement made by 
Mr. Ritchie this morning, thé signatures 
were crude attempts at Imitation, and 
the only reason given for tne paper so 
easily passing Is that the people who 
cashed them looked no further than the 
rubber stamp.

A list of those victimized Is not ob­
tainable, but nearly all are said to be 
proprietors of hotels who have been hi 
the habit of cashing the cheques of the 
Ritchie company for their Workmen. 
The Ritchie Contracting & Supply Com­
pany has a large payroll.

The police are investigating, but so 
far there is no clue to the alleged forg-: 
ers.

Vernon, June 1.—At the last regu­
lar meeting pf the city council a let­
ter which occasioned considerable and 
heated discussion was received from 
Hon. Price Ellison, provincial minister 
of finance^and agriculture, which read 
as follows:

“I beg to draw your attention to 
the very pressing need of a large sum 
of money that is required to place the 
Vernon Jubilee hospital and grounds 
In a satisfactory condition, as I con­
sider they are far from that now, and 
with this end in view, I am pleased 
to say that I have obtained a grant 
of *6,000 on condition that a like 
amount be voted by your council, or 
rather that a by-law be submitted to 
the people. I know that you will say 
that your finances will not permit of 
it, but considering that all other city 
hospitals are run entirely by the 
cities why should not Vernon do like­
wise? My reason for laying this mat­
ter before you Is that I consider the 
directors have been placed In a very 
humiliating position with reference to 
the grant from the city, and, consid­
ering the time they have given and 
the good work they have done in tfie 
interests of the public generally, I do 
not think that their work has been 
appreciated by the council. We are 
both willing and able to take care 
of the sick, even if some other things 
are' left undone. This is the view I _ 
take; and being a large ratepayer, sCY ' 
by-law for this purpose would have 
my hearty support. Trusting that 
y mi will look at It In the same favor­
able light, and have a by-law sub­
mitted to the people, otherwise it will 
be impossible to get the $5,000 frpm 
the government.”

Mayor Husband left thé chair and 
addressed the council. He repudiated 
the claim that the city does not. do­
its, duty by the hospital ; he thought 
the city has done that all the way 
through. The hospital Is not, and 
cannot be called a city institution, 
he said. He pointed out, the city had 
borrowed *15,000 to go towards build- \ 
ing the hospital, and had floated an­
other by-law to build a roadway to 
approach it and to extend the water 
system there. Interest on the var­
ious debentures alone is costing the 
city about *1,700 a year, the mayor

$40,000, and 5 per cent, of that amount j 
Is given to the hospital.
