PERSIAN TROOPS |

VILLAGES ARE PILLAGED
AND DEVASTATED

Soldiery Ruthlessly Kill Fleeing
| Peasants—Terrible Scenes
Enacted.

St. Petersburg, March 15.—A dispatch
to the Nove Vremyo from Julfa, on the
frontier between Persia and Russia,
gays that 1,000 Persian government
horsemen and 5,000 infantrymen . are
marching on Julfa from the Persian
bank of the Araxes river, devastating
the villages in their path and shooting
down the people.

Already ten villages, four of them
inhabited by Russian subjects, have
been pillaged and burned.

The troops are ruthlessly killing the
fleeing peasants. Many women, carry-
ing. their children on their backs, at-
tempted to swim the Araxes to the
Russlans, but they were shot down.

Three hundred homeless families
have taken refuge on an island in the
river opposite Julfa,

THE IRONY OF FATE.

Inventor Commits Suicide ‘When on Eye
of Wealth.

New York, March 15.—Frank G. Bruce,
a Yonkers inventor, committed suicide at
his home in that city on Saturday, just
as the postman:- brought to his door a
letter “ informing  him that the United
States patent office had granted him a
patent on:a non-refillable bottle, a de-
vice which his friends say is worth
$1,000,000. 2

Bruce had become discouraged over the
difficulty ‘which he was. having in con-
nection with his patent.. Twice before he
had attempted suicide, but had each time
been prevented from carrying out his
purpose.

Morning Crime in New

New York, March 15.—Lying in a
small room adjoining the hotel office,
the body of Isadore De Valante, night
office clerk of the Eastern hote]l on
Whitehall street,” was found early to-
day with his skull fractured by a blow
with an iron pipe and his throat cut.
The clerk was murdered by a man who
afterwards rifled his pockets, took $78
from the hotel till, and made an un-
successful attempt to get into the safe
in which there was $3,000.

The police have practically no clue as
to the identity. Thumb prints which
were alongside the names c:{: the two
men written on the hotel régister, the
police believe to be those of one of the
men and hope to trace his identity
from these,

It was the clerk’s habit to come to
the hotel shortly after 8 o'clock at
night and to leave at 7 o’cleck the fol-
lowing morning. Between 2 o’clock and
6 the clerk is alone, and although no
struggle was heard by any one in the
hotel it is supposed the murder was
committed during that time.

name of a man who he said had tried
to kill him and had set fire to the house.
The dwelling was burned to the ground.

While it was still ablaze the police
went to work on the case and made a
number of arrests, It is believed the
lerime was committed in the barn ad-
joining the house as a trailF of blood
led from the barn to the house and up-
stairs to the attic chamber.

Washington, D. C., March lu —Pre~
cisely ‘4t nidon to-day the extraordinary
session of the siyty-first congress, call-
ed by the president for the purpose of
enacting tariff legislation began. The

session of the mew congress, this being
customary following the incoming of a
new administration in order that cab-
inet and other appointments might be
confirmed. i

Asgs is always the case with the con-
vening of a new congress, great crowds
were attracted to the capitol, but only
a small percentage of these .were ad-
mitied, The senate being a continuous
body, its organization is complete, al-
thought interest in to-day’s proceedings
centered on the new vicegpresident, Mr.
Sherman, and the swearing in of Sen-
ator Stephenson, of Wiscongin, who has
been re-elected after a bitter fight in
the legislature of his state,

At the other end of the capitol, how-
ever, a different-situation was present-
ed. The House with its 77 new mem-
bers had to organize, and this consum-
ed considerable time., While this was
being done, the clerk, Alexander Mc-
Dowell, acted as presiding officer,

It was necessary first of all to swear
in the entire membership, and this was
done by states. The various groups
of members marched down the aisles,
and standing in the hall in front of
the rostrum, took the oath of office,
This completed, the House entered
upon the work of electing a speaker.
There seems to be no doubt that Joseph
G. Cannon will be re-clected despite
the “insurgent” movement against him.
Aside from the question of what will

Confessing Guilt, is Murdered
Under the “Unwritten

Fort Worth, Tex., March 15.—Fred
Morris, a4 baseball player, last night
shot and instantly killed Otto H.

authorities, calmly announced: 24 §
guess I am the man you are looking
for.

After he and Meyer had reached the
room, Morris declared, he read an
incriminating letter, the significance
of which Meyer admitted. He then
forced Meyer to write and sign the
confession and then told him .that he
intended to kill him,

“Meyer ‘extended his arms,”
Morris, ‘“and told me to shoot
through the heart, so that all would
be over at once. I did as he suggest-
ed and. would follow him beyond the
grave except for the fact that I have
a little boy who I think needs me to
look out for him.”

INTERNATIONAL MATTER

Canadians’ Claim of Territorial
Waters Arouses Amer-
ican Fishermen.

Assassination Believed to Have
Been Work of “Blacl(
Hand.”

New York; March 13.—Lieutenant
Jos. Petrosino, head -of the Italian
Bureau of the New York Police De-
partment, yesterday was assassinated
in .Palermo, Sicily, according to a spe-
cial cable dispatch to the Herald to-
day. The assassins, the dispatch says,
are unknown.

Lieutenant Petrosino went " to Italy
on a special mission to investigate the
so-called “Black Hand” with a view to
bringing about. better prot.ecition for
peace-abiding Itallans. in. this country.
Petrosino: was the “Black Hand” ex:
pert .of the New York police depart-
ment and the terror of Italian crim-
{nals. It is said that he had more
convictions for murder to his credit
than any five policemen connected
with the detective bureau. In his
work, it was ohly matural that he ih-
.curred the enmity of all Italian crim-
fnals, and the report of his death in
Italy leads to the belief that at last
be_fe)l a victim to these whom he had
go relentlessly prosecuted..

He went to Italy more than a year
ago to work on a plan suggested by
'Police Commissioner Bingham, the ob-
ject of which was to be the adoption
of means to check the tide of unde-
sirable Italians and Sicilians to this

* gountry and particularly to New York
city.
. A native of Italy, and a mhn of great
experience on the local police force,
Petrosino was the best all round man’
to accomplish the mission. A private
subscription was started and $30,000
was raised, With this to defray the
expense of the undertaking, Petrosino
left for his native land to establis§h
bureaus through which it was hoped
to keep such complete records that the
news of the departure from Italy or
Sielly of any criminals epuld . be
fiashed : to this country almest imme-
dtately, so that the authorities here
could be on the alert and prevent
their landing or place them under ar-

Petrosino was so accustomed -to-re-

o gelving threatening communications,
and of hearing threats against his life
that he paid little attention to them,
It is said that he had been warned
against going to Palermo, but he is
.said to have ignored them and . to
have scoffed  at- the. ides;of being
killed. Prominent Italians .im.the. city
are.of the;opinion. that thg getective
met death 'among-his countsgmen;: as
. swfdivect result -of his untiring-efforts
.%o suppress the “Mafia,’” but they
think his sudden death .will only serve

her home, No, 233 Lafayette street, but
she says that she had heard nothing
from her husband since the.letter she
received on Thursday last.. There was
a shade of anxiety in her wvoice as she
stood in the doorway holding  her: lit-
tle ‘daughter in her arms., “But,” said
she, “I am- sure he ‘is alright, or I
should  know,”

Detroit Free Press Announces

Detroit, Mich., March 13.—~The Free
Press to-day says that the owners and
managers of fifty of the largest lum-
ber-carrying vessels: on the Great
Lakes have agreed to sell their boats
to a corporation now in process.of
formation, which will own and operate
ﬂfty/to sixty per cent, of the lumber
carriers of the lakes,

Many prominent members of the
Lumber Carriers’ Association have
been in Detroit, for two weeks, and
preliminary arrangements for the or-
ganization of the corporation were
completed at a two days’ conference,
which ended here yesterday. The
values of the fifty vessels to be pur-
chased at once has been mutually
agreed upon as approximatefy $850,000.

The new corporation wili probably be
capitalized at $1,000,000, but the name
of the new concern, its capitalization
and the selection of directors will be
matters to be .brought up at a meeting
to be held next week, probably in De-
troit. It is =said that the Hines and
Blogett fleets, which figure prominent-
ly in the project, move 200,000,000 feet
of timber in an average season. The
consolidation of interests is expected to
effect a considerable®saving in insur-
ance charges and expenses of manage-
ment.

EDMONTON’S CREDIT
HIGH IN OLD LAND

Alberta’s Bond Guarantee Pol-
icy and What it
‘Means.

Edmonton, Alta., March 13,—The bond
guarantee ‘policy means that the G. T,
P. and C. N. R. will bring into the pro-
vince and .deposit in_banks here to the
credit of the provincial treasurer over
$20,000,000 to assist in developing rail-
way competition in the province.

The two transcontinental ‘companies
will pledge the credit of their whole
systems from end to.end of Canada,
that the province will not be called up-
on to pay one cent of the provincial
guarantee. Securities of these two
systems have been guaranteed.by the
Dominion of Canada and the provinces
of Ontario, Manitoba and Saskatche-
wan. These two transcontinental rail-
way systems would have to po into
liquidation all over Canada if the pro-
vince were ever ‘'called upon to pay
one cent of itg guarantee, The entire
railway system of Canada would have
to be reorganized if the province were
ever called upon to pay.

DISPELLING FOG
- BY HERTZIAN WAVES

French Engineer Carries on
Experiments in English
Channel.

Paris, March 13.—~M. Dabos, a French
engineer, is at present conducting 2
series of experiments on the English
channel, which have given rise to the
hope that this waterway may ulti-
mately be kept free of fog. Attracted
by the English experiments for dis-
sipating fog by mean# of electric dis-
charges, M. Dabos éonceived the idea
of & combination of Hertzian waves.
Beneath a powerful ' Hertzian plant,
which emits waves of 48,000 volts, he
has placed “four huge blow pipes di-
rected to the four points of the com-
pass, Simultaneously with the dis-
charge of the Hertzian waves the
blow pipes, each giving a temperature
of 2,000 degrees centigrade, were light-
ed. In ffom 20 to 30 minutes a thick
fog was dispersed over a zone of 200
yards.

ADVERTISE CITY
WITH FLOWERS

PROPOSITION MADE
FOR SEATTLE FAIR

Edgar Wallace Advises 10,000
Free Bouquets a
Day.

Colonel Hutchison did not arrive to
address the board of trade on the work
of the Alaska-Yukon Exhibition yes-
terday afternoon, but some practicdl
schemes were discussed for advertising
the city. A telegram was received from
one of the Colonel's assistants in Se-
attle stating that he was absent: in
Vancouver, but that he would’' be back
within a short time and would'be' glad
to meet the board,

Edgar Wallace, manager of Flewins
Gardens, told of having met “the" city
counci] in company with J. R. Anderson
and F. B. Pemberton, for “the purpose
of laying before them a suggestion that
they should erect a tent and establish a
flower show at the Alaska-Yukon Ex-
position. Flowers could be  shipped
from this city daily from the private
gardens, such men as R. Beaven, J."C.
Newberry, F. B, Pemberton and a num-
ber of others having promised to donte
all the flowers that were needed. This
would be a great attraction, as it would
be visited by all who attended .the ex-
kibition, and would be a fine advertlse-
ment for the city.

Another proposal they had made ‘was
that the citizens should open their gar-
dens to visitors. A number had prom-
ised to do this if the others would fol-
low suit.

Still a third plan the same g’entleman
proposed was for the city to plant an
acre of sweet peas, the flowers from
which could be shipped to Seattle and
distributed to about ‘ten thousand-la-
dies every day in‘ small bouquets sur-
rounded by a smal] soft-metal clasp'on |
which would be engraved the words, |
“From ' Victoria the Beautiful’* This, .
Mr. Wallace .said, would advertise the '
city as nothing -else possibly could. Tt
would be an'unique plan. He could not
imagine anything that could prove as
effective. He would like to ‘have the
board endorse the scheme. The alder-
men were individually in favor of the
flower show but this latest plan ‘was
new and had not yet been made public.

Continuing, Mr. Wallace said that the
cactus dahlia was to be the great Se-
attle flower this year. Victoria could
easily beat Seattle in growing this
flower and quantities of these could be
sent over every day.

The matter was discussed at ' sdtie
length, and in answér to Colonel Prior,
Mr. Wallace said his estimate of the
suny’rgduired to put his plan in Hpera-
tion*wasild be something like" $2,000. -

A'resoltition was moved by Mt”!fm
that a committee consisting of’ Mesgps.

Mr, Wallace in discussing the propo-
sition with a Times representative, ‘ex-
pressed hig conviction that the plan.he
had proposed would be an effective ad-
vertisement. Victoria was noted for
her flowers. Here then. he said, was
the chance of a lifetime to let the peo-
ple of the world know that thig cor-
ner.of the world was unigue.in this re-
gard. “Fancy the effect it would have,”
he' said. “Hére would be sweet peas
such as the visitors from the east had
never seen before, given them free, and
with the name of Victoria connected
with them. ‘It has been proven that
both in the matter of varieties 8srown,
and also in the quality of the ﬂowers
there is no place on the continent that
can compare with this city in the rais-
ing of sweet peas. Everyone llkes
them. The cost would not be great con-
sidering the amount of advertising
that would result.”

“There is one point that must be con-
sidered, however,” continued Mr. Wal-
lace, “and that is that whatever is to
be done either.in the matter of the dis-
tribution of sweet peas or in the estab-
lishment of a flower show, shall be - -ge-
cided upon at once in order that agde-
quate preparations may be made .in the.

Samson is the Dominion offi-
cial in charge of Sir Richard Cart-
wright’s annuity scheme, The To-~
ronto Star is deeply impressed by the
Doctor’s qualifications for the im-
portant trust committed to his keep-
ing. Our contemporary says Dr. Sam-
son’s benevolent face, his flowing
grey locks, give him the appearance of
one to whom ‘“old experience doth at-
tain to something like prophetic
strain.” He does not, our contempor-
ary continues, confine himself to fig-
vres and percentages. He attacks the
subject on the human side, describ-
ing with homely eloquence the horrors
of a friendless old age.

“Yet the basis of his argument is
solid. He does not pretend that the
government is dispensing charity,
handing out opportunities of making
a fortune, or giving something for
rothing. What the government does
is to pay_ back the money with com-
pcund interest at four per cent.—it
really works out at about _four and a
quarter, but it is-not necessary to ex-
plain the details here—and to manage
and administer the plan free of charge.
‘When one considers the immense
amount of clerical work involved 1n
handling a multitude of small ac-
counts, the latter item is one of very
considerable importance.

“One of the advantages of the plan
is absolute security—security even
against the carelessness or misfortune
of the persen who takes out an annu-
ity. There are no lapses if payments
are discontinued; the annuity is dim-
inished to that extent, but everything
that is put in is paid bacR with inter-
est. Payments may be resumed. and
the annuitant may pay the arrears or
not, as he pleases. Regular payments,
irregular payments, or lump sums are
equally acceptable. Credit will be
given for al] and interest calculated
upon all. You are protected even
against your own improvidence, for
you caninot get your money back until
you reach the age limit, though it wiil
be paid to your heirs, with three per
cent, interest, if you die before. your
:mpuity is due.

stances of the case. Years ago there
was in existence an immigration build-
ing erected by a former Dominion gov-
ernment I the neighborhood of the
outer wharf. A most unsightly struc-
ture it was—delapidated and a dis-
grace to its owners, the people of Can-
ada and injurious to the values of sur-
rounding property. That building was
burned down, and no one regretted its
disappearance. The present govern-
ment decided to erect a new structure,
something that would furnish aceom-
modation for the officials of the immi-
gration depgrtment, be useful for immi-
gration purposes .in general, and bene-
ficial in its effectsfipon the surround-
ing property. When the appropriation
was voted representatives of the city
of Vancouver protested that the build-
ing was going to be raised in the
wrong place. They contended Van-
couver was the logica] seat of the de-
partment of immigration in British
Columbia. Mr, Barnard objects to the
building. He wants to know why it
was built. His is the 'first case on
record of the representative of a con-
stituency pbjecting to improvement and
the expenditure of public money in
that constituency. My, Pugsley, the
Minister of Public Works, was obliged
to defend the erection of the immigra-
tion building against the protests of
Victoria’s peculiar representative. He
said: “It is an immigration building
of the ordinary character. The build-
ing is two storeys, fireproof, built of
brick with stone foundation, and the
object is to provide facilities for medi-
cal inspection, hospital accommodgtion
and for the other services connected
with the handling of immigrants.
There are a good many people coming
to Victoria. They come from the Ori-
ent, they come from the cities along
the United States coast, and they re-
quire care.” g

VICTORIA HARBOR.

We regret to report that Mr. G. H.
Barnard, M. P., was a -trifle hasty in
communicating to the Victoria Harbor
Board the information that the sum
of $125,000 had been placed in the Do-
minion estimates for dredging the hart-

bor. Mr. Barnard jumped to s con-

clusion and, of course inadvertently,
conveyed the impression that he had
been instrumentaj in procuring thé
said appropriation. He confounded the
name of Victoria, B, C., with that of
Victoria Harbor upon Georgian Bay'' a
fresh water port upon the Great Lakes
of Canada, The _mistake, we .admit,
was not unnatural, as Mr. Barnard
can hardly be expected to be thorough-
ly“familiar with the geogfaphy and
némeneclature’ of “his hative land. But
it is satisfactory to note that meces-
sary dredging in Victoria harbor is not
toibe neéglected. Notwithstanding the
imperative necessity for ‘ecomomy in'
rublic expenditures for a time, there
is an ample sum in the estimates for,
carrying on the work of improving the
harbor. When the House was in Com-
mittee of Supply on March 5th Hon.
Wm, Pugsley, the Minister of Public
‘Works, said: ;

“Just a word with regard to the
complaint which my hon, friend from
Victoria has set up on behglf of that
city. If my hon, friend had looked into
whal we are doing for British Colum-
bia, I do not think that he would feel
that he had ground for making that
eomplaint. ‘I recognize as strongly as
he can the importance of the ports of
Vancouver and Victoria ang their
claims upon the public treasury. At
the last session of parliament, at the
instance of the ﬁon. Mr. Templeman,
who was then as now the representa-
tive of that provinece in the govern-
inent, provision was made for improv-
ing the harbor. Considerable dredging
work was done and at this very mo-
ment we have actively at work in the
harbor of Victoria the dredge Mudlark
and thé very powerful dredge recently
¢onstructed by the government, and a
considerable part, if not all, of the
appropriation which was made lagt
session, will' be expended before the
close of the present fiscal year in do-
ing the very work which  my hon.
friend' thinks ought to be done in the
harbor of Victoria. . . . If my hon.
friend will turn to the item for dredg-
ing, he will, find that we have put in
$125,000 for dredging in British Colum-
bia. With the new dredge brought
from Germany, ‘we shall have four at
work' in that province, the ‘Fruhling,’
the ‘King Edward,’ the ‘Ajax’ and the
‘Mudlark,” These are all very im-
portant harbors. My hon, friend muyst
not forget that the purchasing of these
dredges by the government involves a
very large expense., Of course, the
operating expenseg day by day will be
very much less than the contract
dredging in the eastern waters of
Canada. You must not forget that we
have brought from Germany—and I am
glad to know that she has arrived
safely in ‘British Columbia after a voy-
age of 15,000 miles—a dredge which will
be the best in Canada, with a capacity
of 1,000 cubic yards per hour.”

PAVING PROVES
VEXED QUESTION

REPORT RECEIVED ON
, BITULITHIC PROCESS

Aldermen SteWart and Humber
Favored Brick for
Causeway.

At Friday evening’s sitting of the
strests, .bridges' and sewers commitfee
a report was presented by Ald. Turner,

Ald. Henderson 'and City _Engineer
Topp, the delegation that visited
Portland to inspect, bitulithic paying
there. - The report was as follows:

“In accordance with your instrue-
tions we proceeded to Portland to look
into the question jof street paving. We
made 4 pretty thorough examination
of the different kinas of pavement that
is used ihere: Brick, waod, blocks, as-
phalt and bitulithic. Of the latter they
havé $38900 ‘square  yards lata from
1908 to'date, and! from 150,000 to 200,-
000 ‘yards are to be laid this year, one
half--or 100,000 yards of which is act-
ually contracted for.

“We attach hereto a list of the streets
we exafnlned, showing the year each
was laid: Fifth street lain in 1904 isin
good condition; Park avenue laid in
1908 is in good condition; Yambhill, laid
in 1904, is in ‘good condition, and the
same may be said of most of the other
strédts that we sawis Flanders street,
laid 'in 1904; ts however, in bad condi-
tion,” this it s| explained to us by
the' city engineer and by the Bitulithic
pecplle wag on account of the material
hating. been burnt in the preparation.
This street was being repaired while
we were there. | - ;

“The-'surface of| bitulithic is'not ' so
even as asphalt, not on account of the
wearing of the surface itself, but of
thé rolling the materia] when it is
being laid, and in|our opinion the poor
foundation  which| in Portland is soft
and: boggy. It is non-slippery, and
the ' fire chief informed us that for
horses travelling on it, it is the ‘best:
street they have. The cost of bitulithic
in Portland (and| the cost would be
about the same  here) is $2.20 per
square Wyard outside of the curb, ex-
cavation and drainage.

“The’ worst streets in -Portland are
those paved with brick, this ig be-
cauge the quality of the brick is poor.

‘“We saw two | blocks of Hassam
whigh .was laid in the residential dis-
trict last year. This has scarcely been
uged at all, it looks good, but it is too
new for us to.be able to form an opin-
fon sas to. its wearing qualities.. .The
eity engineer informed us that he was
geétting . some . information regarding
Hassam, and he read us a letter from
the - qity - engineer of Los Angeles: in
which he said that Hassam in that
city had.beenia complete failurs, ¥'=

“@Phe "wood‘block pavement in Port:
land ‘laid on Fourth street in 1902‘%is
in ‘falr condition, but they do not like
it there, and do not contemplate’ lay-
ing any :more. :

The mayor and #he -city éngineer
treated ‘us with the utmost courtesy,
and .gave us a-great deal of informa-
tion.. -The mayor (Dr. Lane) said it
was like carrying coals to Newcastle
for Britishers to, come to the United
States to try to learn anything about
toad ;making. This is perhaps true
with regard to outside or country
roads; the courtry roads around Port-
land do not compare favorably with
those around Viectoria.

““We also visited: Vancouver, Wash-
ington, where they have 40,000 yards of
bitulithic streets. This is in good con-
dition, and looks very nice; but it is all
new; a considerable amount more -is
to be laid this vear,

“In Seattle the city engineer ghve us
a fund of information, and placed his
chief assistant, Mr.- McMorris, with an
automobhile, at our disposal for the af-
ternoon, and ‘we drove over a very
large portion Jf the paved streets of
Seattle. - The main business streets
there are paved with | brick, and it
gives excellent satisfaction. Some of
it has been down for 16 years, and
the repairs have been very small. The
steep -hills are paved with .sandstone
and ‘the. residentia] parts are paved
withsasphalt.. This is all in good shape,
but, most of it is new. Wooad blocks
they:.do not use’at all- Bitulithic has
not_been tried there.

“In all the places.we visited street
paving is done entirely by contract.”

“From what we saw of bitulithic we
consider it an excellent pavement for
streets where the traffic is not partic-
vlarly heavy, and where -the founda-
tion is dry and solid, although in
Portlamd .it. is - used . .on  some streets
where-the “traffic -ty pretty heavy.

“Re street lighting.—In Portland they
use the same lamps.that we are now-
using here., They: have 1,650 of them
in use, they will go for 150 hours with-

out' trimming, they are placed 2560 feet
apart, and 20 feet high, their cost is
$63.50 - per - annum peér light, they use
50 per cent. steam-and 50 per cent.
water power developed at Oregon City,
12. miles away.,

“We called on the fire chief in Port-
land, and visited the fire hal. They
have a splendid equipment of fire
fighting appliances, fine horses, and a
brigade, and an age limit of 30. The
fire chief thinks that automobiles for
fire purposes are not far enotigh be-
yond the experimenta) stage to justify
the western cities using them as yet.

In Seattle the streets are now being
lit with incandescent lamps enclosed
in a globe, five on each post, and the
p@ts 100 feet apart on each side of
the street. This has a very pretty ef-
fect, but we did not get any particu-
lars as to cost, ete.”

Aldermen’s Views.

Some questions followed from alder-
men on various points.

In reply to inquiries, Ald. Turner
said they had seen workmen removing
the bitulithic pavement to make way
for pipe laying. It would not break
away in- large pieces, but had to be
cut little by little with a kind of
chisel,

Ald. Stewart said that in view of
the report he was strongly in favor
of bricks. It would be cheaper, he
thought, than any other. An advan-
tage which he saw in: brick was that
if ahy part was to be removed it could
_be done ¢heaper than bitulithic.

Ald. Turner said brick would cos#t
$i.50 a yard more than this bitulithic
paving.

Ald. Henderson gave the informa-
tion that in Portland, while the pav-
ing was guaranteed for eight years, the
city paid 2% cengs per yard per an-
num to keep the street in repair,

Ald. Fulléerton wanted to know the
price of brick.

Ald. Henderson said $29 a thousand.

Ald. Fullerton pointed out that when
Llock paving was commenced here the
whole question' of brick paving was
gone Into. The city engineer had found
that wood' ' was the cheaper,

Ald, Stewart objected to the 215
cents paid by the city each year for
maintenance.

Ald. Turner said it was found the
cheaper way of insuring it.

Ald. McKeown thought that as far
as he could gather it was safer to
go on with wood.

Ald. Henderson was of the opinion
that .for residential streets bitulithic
made a good paving.

Referring  to the cities visited the
two aldermen agreed that Portland’s
brick was of poor quality. Seattle, on
the other hand, had  excellent brick
and used it for business streets, with
asphalt in.the residential sections,

Ald. Henderson said the, streets of
Seattle, were a credit. to the city,

Ald, Turner, reverting to the prope-
sition as to whether paving should be
done as the property owners asked for,
vaid that.he favored .complying with
the request of residents. Théy were
raying for the paving and should have
the right to say what kind they should
get. d : !

Causeway Paving,

41 'At the sitting last night the ques-

tion of paving the streets about the
Empress hotel came up again., Ald.
Turner pointed out that although it
had been decided to do the work the
necessary steps should be now taken
to prepare th.e by-law.

This gave a chance to discuss the
question of brick and wood again, and
AM. Stewart at once stated that he
favored brick pavement on the cause-
way.

Ald. Turner could not agree with this.
Government street was paved with
wood, and he did not favor putting in
part brick and part wood. It made it
too patchy. ’
~Ald, Stewart pointed out that brick
would be laid 'along Whart street, and
would connect with the 'causeway, All
the' heavy traffic would pass that way
and it should be brick, '

Ald. Raess suggested that in six years
the wooden paving would have to be
taken up. :

Ald. Henderson took serious excep-
tion to such & statement. It was not
fair to liken -the wooden paving laid
now to that laid formerly. He object-
ed to brick on account of the noise.

Ald. Humber pointed out that the
committee that had gone to Portland
reported that no block paving was
used in Portland or in Seattle, yet they
favored block paving here. He moved
in favor of brick paving. The noise of
brick would waken residents up earlier
in’ the morning, :

The motion:to pave with brick was
lost, and it was decided to pave all the
streets surrounding the Empress hotel
with wood.

250 WARSHIPS UNDER
VICE-ADMRIAL MAY

Massing of Vessels Feature of
Britain’s New Naval
Policy.

A further, and probably the final,
gtep in the reorganization of the Brit-
ish fleets has been announced by the
Admiralty, Lord Charles Beresford
hauls down his flag this month, and
the Channel fleet will be nierged in the
Home fleet, comprising the most pow-
erful command in the annals of sea
power. This combined force, consiste
ing of twenty«two battleships and bat-
tleship cruisers, apart from other ves-
sels, will be undey the supreme control
of Vice-Admiraf Sir Willlamr May, at
present Second Sea Lord of the Ad-
miralty, 2 .

The 'official @nnouncement read as
follows:

"“Admiral Lord’ Charles Beresford; G.
C.V.0,, K.C.B,, will vacate his ap-
pointment as commander-in-chief of
the Channel fleet on March 24th, on
the termination of his command after
two years’' gervice.

"The more important vessels of the
present Channel! fleet will then form
the second division of the main fieet,

The Main fleet Will continue to “he
manned on thé nucleus crew principle,
but the ships which will be at’ full
strength will have the nucleys plus’

The new Home ‘fleet ‘within a short
time will probably have in its first
division six of our new Dreadnoughts
and a couple’ of the Lord @ Nelsons,
while its second division will consist
of eight battleships of the King Ed-*
ward” VII, class. It will also include’
three Indomitables and three ' Mino-
taurs.

Attached to the fleet will be a
squadron of armored cruisers of the
Duke' of = Edinburgh and Achilles
classes, as well as a flotilla of nearly
fifty destroyers and another of 3ub-
marines.

Lord Charles Beresford.

Admiral Lord Charles Beresford has
had his flag fiying for nine years, with
slight ‘intervals—a record’ for modern
times. Born in 1846, he joined the navy
in 1869, and has divided his time be-
tween the House of Commons and the
sea. He became Rear-Admira] in 1897
and full admiral in 1906. An active man
for his years, it is believed he wil] re-
enter the House of. Commons when on
half-pay.

antine, and it is stated that within a
few days it will be raised from them.

FOR BRITISH COLUMBIA

Four Hundret'l“ ﬁember‘s of
Community Coming From
Saskatchewan.

Verigin, Sask.,, March 12.—Four hune
dred Doukl‘obom wili join in an exodus
to British Columbia this spring. They
will B¢ to Robson, whers land was
purchaed last year by Peter Verigin,
and will build houses and clear land
on which they and othér  Doukhobors,
to follow later, will - Hve. Peter
Verigin is at the present time in Brit-
ish Columbla, but will return hers
within a few weeks, Latér in the year
he wil] again proceed to British Colum-
bia and it is expected that he will
make his permanent home there,

The decision of the annual meeting
of the Doukhobors with reference to
the movement to British Columbia was
that two men and their familles should
be sent from each of the villages,
about 125 men in all. With their wives
and children this would make a party
of 400, which Mr. Verigin believed
would be enough for the present spring.
The plan which was considered at the
annual meeting has not been followed
in the selectionn of the men. A better
method has been adopted and instead
of sending two men from eéach of the
villages, the men who have been
chosen are those who have been on the
poorest lands. Those whn are on the
best land will continue to cultivate it
and will remain permanently in Sa-
skatchéwan. The members of the coi-
ony who will go west this spring will
couritry to Broadview,
since by doing so they wiii eifect a
large saving over the Yorkton réute.
They will take with them a large num-
ber of oxen, horses, cattle and ' farm
machinéry. They will salso take &
very large engine which has been in
use in the brickyard in Verigin. The
financial condition reported at the an-
nual meeting was considered very sat-
isfactory. The amount owing by the
community for land and supplies
amounted to $80,000, but the com-
munity had $400,000 worth of saleabie
goods on hand, exclusive of thejr land
holdings, etc.

8. Reibin, one of the leaders of the
community, was anxious to retire this
year and to spend two._years in rest

‘from the care of the community, but

he was re-elected and will remdin in
office.

Henderson did not want any
permission gilven the owner to add or
répair as he could thén go on for ten
years. The city has the power to take
the front of the billding down but ¥
discovered by Ald. Turner would' have
to give compensation if it dealt with
the property in that way. The present
building has been in use many years.

A communication was received from
the board of trade relative to the com-
plaint about fish and was referred to
the sanitary officer, who is already

TORAISE FUNDS FOR

The Ontario Good Roads Association
at its sessions at Toronto has been dis-
cussing a number of questions regard-
ing the maintenance of the public high-
ways throughout the .province.

The opposition has good reason to
feel proud of the result of its protest
against the infquitous nature ot the
attorney- general's first proposals The
orte all-night sitting of Monday last was
sufficient warning of the temper of the
Liverat and Socialist opposition, and
Conservative members who had no
sympathy. with the proposition of the
govérnment, although they would have
voted for it, began to insist that they
be saved from any mote protracted sit-
tings by 4 ¢ompromise.

: The Compromise,

The new section which the attorney-
génefal had prepared—which, it may
be remarked was originally suggested
by the leader of the opposition, with
the twelve months’ limit, to meet the
necessity for 4 clear definition of the
causes for whicH hanmles may be re-
moved from the list—reads as follows:

CITY’S WATER
BILL MADE LAW

ONLY-NINE MEMBERS
VOTED AGAINST IT

- —

Council Passes Vote of Thanks
to Mayor Hall for
Services.

One of the final acts of the legisla-
ture was the passing of the bill which
confirms to the gity its rights and
powers under the Victoria Waterworks
Act of 1873. Thig closes a long dis-
| pute, and is looked upon by the mem-
bers as a fair settlement, After the
drafting of -the amendment, agreed to
by the .city, outlihing the terms upon
whieh the property of the Esquimalt
‘Waterworks Company may be expro-
priated, there was no longer any ser-
ious opposition to the bill.

When the bill was takén up Friday
afternoon H. B.. Thomson, who was in
charge of it, had a few small changes
made in the new sections whi¢h have
been added to the bill, and these stand
in the following form: .

“Provided. that the commissioner
shall not enter upon, take, .or appro-
priate any of the lands, waters, rights
or privileges of the Esquimalt Water-
works Company without, it that com-
pany. 8o requires, taking, appropriat-
ing and purchasing the whole under-
taking of the sald company; and the
price or compensation to be paid by the
sajd corporation to the said company
for’' the value of the property so pur-
chased, taken or appropriated shall, in
case of disagreement, be decided .by
arbitrators #ppointed under the said
statutes of 1873, chapter 20, and 189
chapter 64.

“Provided also that the corperation
of ‘the city of Victoria may expro-
priate a sufficlent right-of-way over,
through or under the lands of the Hs-
quimalt Waterworks Company, for, the
purpose of conducting waters from the
Sooke watershed to the waterworks
systém of the city of' Vietoria, not-
withstanding the foregoing, Provided
further, that the power in this sec-
tion* containeéd shall not extend, and
the said commissioner shall not have
¢f exercise under any power in that
behalf vested in him, the right of ex-
propriation over the land of the Es-
guimalt Waterworks Company form-
ing the reservoir site below the power-
house 'at Goldstream. And provided
further, that the works for conducting
the said water from Sooke Lake

| watershed shall, be: begun within two

years of the 15th day of March, 1909,
and finished ‘within eight years from
said date as to, the first means of
p?nduit of such watess..

“Provided further, that the follow=
ing shall govern 'th¢ said arbitration
rroceedings in, determining the com-
pensation for the expropriation of the
undertaking as a whole:

‘‘(a.) An offer of purchase shall] first
be made of not lesg than $700,000 (to
be deémed a tender), and the com-
pany shall have two.months to accept
or refuse such offer:

““b.) If the company decline such
offer and arbitration ensues, the ar-
bitrators shall be limited to awarding
to the company, and no such award
shall exceed, the sum which the com-
pany would become entitled to, deter-
mined as if the said Esquimalt Water-
works Company were a company in-
corporatéd under the Water Clauses
Consolidation Act of 1897, and as if its
franchises, ‘undertakings,. property and

assets were in process of compulsory

purchase by order in council under the
provisions of section 129 of said Water
Clauses Consolidation Act, 1897,” but so
that the interest on capltal invesfed
shall be calculated at not exceeding
six per cent, per annum, simple inter-
est, and the bonus on the capital act-
ually invested at not more than twenty
| Fer cent, and no deduction'“shall be
made in reéspect of so much af the net
capital as is used for construction pur-
poses.””’

- Staurt Henderson moved to add after
the word “foregoing” in the second
paragraph of ‘thHe above sections the
words ‘“‘making’ compensation therefor
and for all damage at any time there-
after suffered thereby.”

This was voted down.

Mr. Henderson then moved to add
the following at the end of the sec-
tions: “Provided that this last pro-
viso, including sub- -sections (a) and
(b) - shall not be overative after the
first day of April, 1911.”

In doing 50 he sdid he had opposed
the bill because he believed Victoria
was not giving the Esquimalt Water-
works company value for its under-
taking in the arbitration provided for,
and the bill limited the arbitrators to

{what might or might not be the mar-

ket value. Either the city couneil

{-wanted the tompany’s works or it dig

not.. If it did it should be required to
take them within two years; if not,
the company should not be hampered
in the raising of money by having this
provision against it. Mr. Henderson
declared that he felt'the whole clause
was not in jhe best interests of the
provinge,: coming, as he did;, from a
‘district largely undeveloped and
-which was looking for capital. To
vote for the bill would be to vate
against his own constituency. The ar-
‘guments of the leader: of the opposi-
tion seemed to be all rgiht, but his
conclusion seemed to be all wrong. The
Premier had ‘said nothing but eulogize
the fourth member for Viectoria.

Mr. Thomson said he could not agree
td'Yhe amendment. The member for
Yale seemed to think this bill was
going to interfere with the vested in-
terests of the, province, but this was
not so. The case was not an ordinary
one. . The Esquimalt company knew
when it went to Goldstream and took
water In 1892 that it fvas subjeet to
the rights of Victoria and this was
mentioned in three places’in their bill.
Viectoria could not accept thé amend-
ment, as it would limit to a very short
‘time the time in which they ecould
make arrangements. The city had no
intention to tie the Esquimalt com-
pany up, and if it did net take over
the company’s: works when its -ar-
rangements were made the Esquimalt

&

¢ompany would be able to get a re«
lease from this obligation to city ex~
propriation for all time.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite thought the
bill placed members in a difficult
position and said they should not be
called upon to decide between rival
corporatlom. In common décendy
there should be a time limit if the
company was going to bé expropriated
in an unfavorable way by an order of
the House. 1

The amendment was voted. down.
Those voting against Victoria's inter-
ests were Stuart Henderson, J. H.
Hawthornthwaite, John Meclnnis, Hon.
R. G. Tatlow, Hon. F. L. Carton-Cot-

yton, A. E. McPhillips, L. W. Shatford,

N. F. Mackay, J. F. Garden-—nine in
all.

Those voting for the bill were J. A.
Macdonald, John Oliver, G. R. Naden,
Dr. Hall, Mark Eagleson, Harry Jones,
John Yorston, C. W. Munro, John
Jardine, H. C. Brewster, Hon. R. Mc-
Bride, Hon. W. J. Bowser, Hon. Dr.

"PROTECT GAME

LAW: IS MADE MUCH MORE
STRINGENT MANY WAYS

Automatic Guns to Be Probih-
ited—No Deer-hunting
With Dogs

The House spent some time this af-
tetnoon in committee on the Dbijl
amending the laws for the protection
of game inh the direction of making
them more stringent.

One of the features of the bill, after
it had got through committee, was the
heavy penalties which it imposes-for
infractions of the law. The commis-
sioner of lands had greatly .increased
these from what they are at. present,
but even then, as John Oliver pointed
out, they were not enough to deter
hunters, especially from across the
line, from breaking the law by killing
some of the province’'s big game out
of season or taking more than the -num-
ber allowed. The spirit of many enthu-
siastic hunters ig expressed in the re-
mark of an American who was fined
for killing mountain sheep in the Koot-
enay last year, that he would willingly
have paid for the privilege of getting
the animals,

Hereafter the killing of animals of
the scarcer breeds will be punishable
by a fine of from $250 to $500 for each
animal, Mr, Oliver insisting that there
was no use in half measures while the
House was fixing the sum.

The use of autématie guns is also to
be forbidden under 'severe penalties.
Another new feature of the act will
be the exacting of a license to fish
from non-residents, just as a license to
hunt is now required.

Oriental Despoilers,

The bill amends the Jame Protection
Act and was taken up in committee of
the whole, W. H. Hayward in the chair,

J. H. Hawthornthwaite drew atten-
tion to the wanton destruction of gameé
of all sorts by Orientals, especially by
Japanese laborers throughout the ptro-
vince. He thought that if this could
not be prevented under the law as it
stands some amendment ought to be
made now that the House had the
chance.

The’ sections making ‘it illegal to ex-
port parts of game animals or birds, as
well as the whole carcass, forbidding

the hunting of game imported for pur-

poses of acclimatization, and prohibit-
ing the dealing in, or offering to buy
or ‘sell, the heads” of mountain' sheep,
elk, moose or ‘caribou, or the teeth of
elk or wapiti, were passed.

The bill proposed that game lawfully
killed may be ‘exposed for sale for five
days, and no longer, after the etom-
mencement of the close season; “and
may be had in the passession ‘of the
owner for the private uise of himgelf
and family for fifteen days after close
season opens. The latter period was
reduced to ten days upon the sugges-
tion of Mr. Oliver,

Penalties Should Be Severe,

When the penalties clause was reach-
ed Mr. Oliver declared that.some’ of
them were altogether inadequate.
There were plenty of Americans who
would take a chance, he said, and if
the commissioner wished to preserve
the game of the province he must
double or treble the fines. The wardens
only convicted one man out of a dozen,
anyway, and when this was done it had
better be made a lesson. A minimum
of $250 and a maximum of $500 was not
too much. .

The commissioner of lands replied
that in the bll] some or the fines were
trebled. However, he proposed later to
make the fine for killing mountain
sheep and goats, moose, wapit{ or car-
ibou during the close season, or for
shooting animals in excess of the num-
ber allowed, not less than $160 nor more
than $500 for each animal.

Mr. Oliver held out for a minimum
of $250 and pointed out that if there
were exceptional circumstances the
ltleutenant - governor -'in - counci] had
power to remit,

In regard to . the provision that it
shal] be unlawful to trap or attempt to

trap any species of bear south of the’

main line ‘of the C. P. R, Mr. Oliver
raised the question of farmers who
were bothered by bears killing hogs.

Mr. Fulton did not see very well how
an exception could be made in. their
case without leaving dangerous open-
ings._

A‘utomatic Guns.

Mr. Oliver favored ‘a prohibition of
the use of rifies of all calibres in the
killing of feathered game, whether in
the hands of boys-or men.

G. R. Naden ’pointed. out 'that it
would be a hardship on prospectors
and others to have to carry both rifies
and shotguns.

Mr. Oliver replied that this could be
met by excepting miners and prospect-
ors if they were not already exceptea
under_section 12 of the act.

Dr. Hall wished it was possible to
penalize -people . for - careless handling
of guns, which resulted in' loss of life
every season.

The use of the automatic gun in purs
sult of game is made unlawfuk under
penalty of not less than $50 nor more
than $200. It is to come into force on
proclamation of the lieutenant-govern-
or-in-couneil,

Dr.-Hall asked what the trouble was
with the automatic gun. He thought
birds were wounded ‘and got away
with any other sort of gun as well as
the automatic,

‘The birds have no-more chance
against an automatic gun than the at-
torney-general has when we get after
him,” remarked the miember for Na:
naimo, and Mr. Bowser joined in the
laugh which followed.

H, C. Brewster wanted to know why
the automatic gun should be picked out
for prohibition as against the pump-
gun, which hé thought was just as de-
structive. ¢

Parker Willilams associated himself
with this view of the matter.

Other members were of opimion that
in actual éxecution there was nothing
in common between the two arms and
were satisfled that the use of automatic
guns should be prohibited,
®Mr, Fulton reminded-the House that

not only weré more birds shot with
this weapon than a fan had any use
for, but that many were wounded and
orépt away to die, thus beéing no behe-
fit to anyone.

The hunting of deer with dogs {s for-
biddén and Mr, Oliver inquired whether
this applied to Indians.

Mr. Fulton replied in the afirmative.

. ‘““T'here seems to Ye an idea that In-

diang are above the law,” the member
for Delta remarked. ‘“They are con-
tinually hunting. deer with dogs, but
the provincial constables take no no-
tice of it.”

Mr. Fulton promised that when addi-
tional game wardens were appointed
this would be attended to,

Killing of Beaver,

John Yorston (Cariboo), asked if
farmers and settléers who were allowed
to kill beaver to put a stop to damage
to their 1ands would be permitted to sell
the skins.

Mr. Fulton replieq that he did not
think it wise to allow this. However,
the permission was. to be given by
game wardens, subject to conditions,
and this would be considered when the
conditions were decided upon.

Mr. Yorston pointed out that it
would be absurd to allow skins to go
to waste,

The commissioner stated that prob-
ably the government would take the
skins and so guard against waste.

The other sections of the bill passed
without comment. Anyone who is not
a reaident of the-provinee, other than
members of the Imperial or Canadian
forces, wishing to fish in British Col-
umbia, must take out an angler’s Ii-
cense, costing $5,

On the report stage at the' evening
sitting Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved
that no pérson, not a resident voter or
a member of the family of a voter, shall
kill any game without first obtaining
a general license, costing $6, or permis-
sion in writing from the provineial
game warden,

This was voted down and the bill
passed its third reading.

WILL MAKE TRIP
THROUGH THE NORTH

Eastern Journalist Explains Ob-
ject of His Long
Journey_.

H, V. Radford, the young eastern
journalist, who will travel through
Northwestern Canada in order to make
a special study of wood bison, spent a
few days at Winnipeg on his way to
Idmonton.

Leaving the railway line for the north
Mr. Radford will first make his way to
the wood buffalo country where he will
spend some months. Going 'further
north, he will endeavor to reach the
Arctic, fifteen hundred miles to the
east of the mouth of the Mackenzie.
Heé ‘will proceed along the Arctic coast
to the mouth of ‘the river, if possible,
and will then make the journey through
Alaskd into eastern- Asia, where he will
spend several months, From this por-
tion of Asia he "will return, by the
most direct route to New York city, the
entire journey occupying three years.
The route which may be followed in
the country to the northeast of the
region in which the wood bison are
to be found is quite uncertain and will
depend on the assistance which the
traveller will be able to obtain from
the Indians.

In an interview with a Winnipeg
Free Press representative, Mr, Radford
said:

“What I have planned to do with
reference to the wood bison is not to
hunt them, but to spend some time in
studying them. I want to cross sev-
eral times through the country in
which they are found, and seek to
ascertain as accurately as possible how
many of them there are. I do not ex-
pect to learn anything with reférence
to them which would be particularly
new to Canadian readers. I am not
travelling in the interests of Canadian
readers, who know more about the
country of the north, but in the inter-
estg of the American readers who know
less. Our people want to know some-
thing more about the country of the
north and I wish to secure the infor-
mation,

“I am making the trip alone for the
reason that I wish to be thrown wholly
on the Indian people of the country, so
that I may have every opportunity to
learn- whatever is possible with refer-
ence to them. After seeing the wood
bison, I expect to reach the musk ox
country, and to hunt thess animals.
Thig is something which has not been
done by any American sportsman be-
fore, with the exception of Caspar
Whitney. British sportsmen have been
through this country’ and American
scientists have gone in to secure speci-
mens for museums in the United States;
but the country has not been visited
by any' sportsmen .from the United
:States.

“It is my ‘wish to push on from the
musk ox country to the great islet of
the Arctic. If the Indlang can be per-
suaded to accompany me, I wili make
this journey, and then it I can find
the Eskimo, I will make the journhey
eastward to the: Mackenazie. From
that point I will continue my journey
through Alaska.

“I wili trave]l by canoe and dog sléd,
in the manner which the natives of
the country have found to be best
adapted for the existing conditions, 1
am travelling wholly as an amateur
sportsman, and whether I am able to
reach the Arctic at the point for which
I am aiming or not, I will undoubtedly
see much. of interest. I have béen asked
to make a special report on the wood
bison to the American Bison Society, of
which = formerliPresident Roosevelt is
the president and Earl Grey the vice-
president, both of whom hawe in letters
to me expressed their hope for the
happy termination of the trip I am
making.”

EARL GREY OPTIMISTIC

Hon. W. Templeman Tells of
Work of Department of
Mines.

Optimistic views as to the future
mineral output of Canada were ih-
dulged in at the banquet which marked
the close of the annual session of the
Canadian Mining Institute at Montreal.
Earl Grey, replying to the toast *His
Excellency the Governor-General,” re-
ferred to the fact that the Canadiah
Mining Institute was énly born in 1898,
and was therefore only a young organ-
ization.

Mining Association of Great Britein,
and from which both visitors and
guests derived mutual suggestions and
also taking home with them somte
ideas. He believed this visit had
a very great benefit to Canada. His
Excellency said that he sympathiwed
perhaps more with agrfeulfure -than
mining, as he happened to Huve #
greater interest in the producty o the
surface of the earth than in thode Wi~
der it. But he admitted that he e
terest was more important to the piée-
perity of a nation than that of hﬁlv
ing, which gave inerénsed “for
labor, for commercia) attivity, and for
railway traffic. = Al this  siéant an
increase in natiomal -prosperity.

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DAY LABOR ADVOCATED
BEFORE CITY COUNCIL

Delegation Presents Views Be-
fore the Streets, Bridges
and Sewers Committee

In. line with the decision of the
rrades and Labor council a deputation
from that body waited upon the streets,
bridges and sewers committee of the
city council Friday night. They came
to supplement the communication. sent
showing the relative merits of day la-
bor as.compared with a system of con-
tract work. The delegation included J.
W, Watters, J. Dougall, W. J, Leding-
ham, C. Sivertz, A. Argyle, Messrs.
McEachern, Herzbergher "and Nichol-
son. The communication sent appeared
in yesterday’'s Times.

Mr, Watters said that it was felt that
erguments could be advanced to show
that day labor should be continued as
a system in preference to the in-
traduction = of contract labor. . The
bringing. in. of the  contract system
would .mean bringing in a flogting pop-
ulation,
placed at a disadvantage. Contractors
preferred outsiders rather than resi-
dents, Merchants would. benefit by the

employing of residents rather.than the

§ntroduction of a floating population.
C. "Sivertz, secre¥ary of' the »*Trades
and Labor Council, thought the tom-’
munication before the council which ap-
peared in the Times a few days ago,
presented the situation very fully. The
system of day labor was now on trial.
He understood that property-owners on
one street insisted that the contract
should be employed. He believed these
owners were within their rights in
this. The owners in dictating to the
counci] ‘as to how the money was to
be expended might insist. later upon a

ten-hour day. He believed that a stop.

should " be called in this. The tax was
paid on land values. The land values
were made by the industry of the rate-
payer. If the contract system was in-
troduced the contractor hoped to work
the men a little harder. "He had never
seen a gang of laborers working too
hard. Under contract labor the older
men would suffer.. Young men who
could “‘set the pace” were the desire of
the, contractor. The endeavor was to
see that the rights of the laboring man
was not, :encroached upon.

Mr, Dougall believed. the counci] was
Justified in putting down its foot upon
the contract system. That system
tends to dishonesty in civic work. Un-
der the day labor system the city got
full value:

. —Lands Right Over
s wLiver.

Battling Nelson' in his weekly letters
claims"the'origitation of a brand new
blow to pugilism. He calls it the “half-
scissors hooki™! In telling of his use of
it, Nelson/Sayssui- .

“I"wish té'sapiright here that the dis-
covery of thishblaw: is«largely responsi-
ble for my-enkering the ranks of. the
championsi: Soon after I had discover-
ed this deadly blow I began to meet the
aspirants for the championship title,
and I keeled-them over one after an-
other., ...

“The - half-scissors punch ig nothing
more than. a .quick hook which lands
on the top.of am opponent’s liver. The
blow- ig alwaysh unexpected, and it is so
painfui that it.is almost paralyzing in
its: effect. That -was the blow that I
dealt. Joe- Gans. at Goldfield, when it
wag. claimed that I had fouled him. But
we will take that up later,

The left halfrscissors hook is dealt
with the side of the left hand. In com-
ing out of a clinch fight fans wil] notice
that the left hand of a fighter is with-
drawn as a rule, from under the right
arm. of his oppoment.. It is just at this
moment that the blow must be deliv-
ered. ;

“Instead of hitting with the knuckles
of the fist I take a swing of not more
than six inches.and plunge the side of
my hand with thumb and forefinger on
top of my opponent’s liver. To test
this blow suppose one of you get a
friend to tap you about three inches be-
low the right armpit and a little for-
ward. To be explicit, the spot is on the
two lower ribs abotit two inches ‘above
the ‘lower right hand pocket of your
vest. A slight tap on that spot will
send a pain shooting all the way to the
spine.

“I have struck men with that punch
and they would crumple up and falj in
a heap. The pain is intense. Often the
blow is not seen by the spectators, and
they have an idea that the fighter who
falls is quitting or laying down.”

OF DAY LABOR

TRADES AND LABOR
COUNCIL ASKS HEARING

Arguments Against Contract
Method Submitted to Mayor
and Aldermen.

At the meeting of the streets, briages
and sewers committee of the city
council to-night a deputation from the
Trades and Labor Council will ask
leave to press its views upon the mayor
and aldermen on the subject of contract
labor as compared with day labor.

The labor men have sent a letter to
the council dealing with the subject
and wil] press upon that body the ar-
guments contained in it, The com-
munication is as follows:

To His Worship the Mayor and Board |

of Aldermen:

Gentlemen: I have the honor, by
direction of the Trades and Labor
Council, to ‘say that that body, repre-
sentzng the organized- trades, and on
behalf of the workers of this city in
general, desires to declare itself in fa-
vor of day labor on all municipa] works,
and wishes hereby to enter an emphatic
protest against any actual or contem-
plated introduction of giving or letting
any street or sewer work on.contract
in substitution of having same done by
day labor. .

I am further directed to submit for
your consideration the following pointis
of comparative statement, showing
reasons why the city couneil should
continue to favor and endeavor to ex-
tend the day labor system:

Contract vs, Day Labor,

1. By day -labor, with competent su-
pervision, the public works of the mu-
nicipality will be conducted at cost, be-
low , which a contractor camnot go
without - taking advantage at some
point.

2. Should it transpire that the public
works are conducted loosely, and the
workmen permitted to become careless
at their work, such a condition is by
no means a reason why the contract
system should be resorted to, but it is
most surely an indication that the de-
partment wants overhauling at the top.

3. With an incompetent administra-
tion the corporation becomes legal prey
for . the unscrupulous under contract,
and the measure of loss, though it
may not be apparent to the public gen-
erally, may be even greater’ than by
day. labor under similar administration.

Some of  the objections 'to comntract
work detailed are as follows:

1. The expense of .an_inspéctor .on
every job. b 5

2. Extra amount of clerfcal work, and
cost of ddvertising.

3. EXxtrd ' care requifed ‘'to prepare
specifications to hold someéwhere near
good. !

4. The time lost in calling for tenders
and settling the award, 2

5. Where a saving can be effected in
time or materia] the benefit is lost to
the city; while on the other hand all
extras are charged for at the highest
rates,

6. The profit made by the contractor
is a dead loss to the city, as he per-
forms no useful function that cannot be
attended to by the city foreman, whose
wages as such are considerably below
that of a city inspector under contract.

7. The incentive to take every ad-
vantage where opportunity presents it-
self is ever present,

8. On some classes of work contract-
ors prefer strangers as workmen, who
are not in touch with our citizens.

9. In -a falling labor market it mat-
ters not what fair wage clause you have
inserted in the contract, the employ-
ment agencies and transportation com-
panies can surely devise a way to ac-
commoddte the contractor.

10.. Corporation work done by contract
always carries with it the possibility

of litigation—of which we have ample’

and sad experience—or a sacrifice to
avert it.
Advantages of Day Labor,

1. The men at work is the sure indi-
cator to the public of the efficiency of
the public works department, which
must be efficient or plain absurdities
will follow.

2. In’ carrying out the work, there
are no conflicting interests to stand in
the way of the best results,

3. It is the frictionless way, as prov-
ed by the adoption of day labor on the
sewers in 1894. Sihce that time there
has been no litigation in that depart-
ment of municipal work. No commis-
sioners receiving $10 each for every ses-
sion, and inspectors at $5 per day have
ceased to be a necessity,

4. As soon as the plans for work are
ready and passed on by the council, the
work can be started without calling
for tenders and often losing much valu-
able time,

5. The incentive, under day labor, is
to employ citizens who have their
homes and families here, and the fact
of their- wages:going into circulation
for commodities meang .a, yalue to bus-
iness interests that is incalculable.

6. The absence of the necessity for
objectionable reference to the employ-
ment of other races.

7. Day labor is the only method by
which men who have passed their
prime of life may obtain employment,
while the ratepayers ‘ars more than
compensated by the savings effected in
the ways before mentioned.

8. The best possible comment on the
quality of day labor work no doubt is
that it is the standard up to which
work under contract is proposed by pe-
titioners to counci] for contract work.

WIRELESS STATIONS
ACROSS THE PACIFIC

Coast of Asia Already Covered
- by Government
Systems.

When the White liner Empress of
China - leaves for the Orient on. the
24th of this month she will; ‘in all pro-
bability, be equipped with wireless, the
Marconi system being the one to be
used. This system is in use on all
the C. P, R. Atlantic. liners and the
Marconi company is under contract to
install all the ocean liners of the com-
pany, hence the reason for the use of
that system here. 3 :

When the Empress reaches the other
side of the ocean she will find the

wireless just as useful as it is on :tpis. j
for the  whole !

side, if not more so,
ccast on the other side of the Pacific
is well supplied with ‘stations; and a
large number are in course of erection.
In Japan there are three already in
operation by the Japanese govern-
ment and twelve more are under con-
struction. These in operation are at
Nagasaki, Shimosa and Gate Island. In
Corea five stations are to be built at
once by the same government, Vlad-
ivostok already has the system in-
stalled. On the Chinese coast the
German, Italian and = British govern-
ments have stations, as well as four
which are operated by the Chinese
gcvernment, one by Japan, and one at
Shanghai which was installed by a
German firm. Formosa has two sta-
tions, one of which is in operation,
while Siam and the Straits Settlements
are equipped.

The Japanesa government has a sys-
tem of their own, which they claim is
an improvement on the German, Prac-
tically all the stations on that coast
are in control of the various govern-
ments interested. Unlike the govern-
ment stations here, however, they are
open for commercial “work.

STRIKE TIES UP
WORK ON RAILWAY

Employees of Sub-Contractors
at Prince Rupert Demand
Higher Wages.

Prince Rupert, March 11.—Construc-~
tion work on the Grand Trunk Pacific
within the city limits was suspended
on Tuesday morning when all of the
laborers employed by Ross & McColl,
who have a sub-contract for the first
mile of the road from Foley Welch &
Stewart, refused to resume work ex-
cept at a flat rate of $3 per day all
round. The strike has tied up the two
big steam shovels that have been doing
such good work in removing the rock
bluffs, and four work trains and their
crews are out of commission. The
steam shovel operators and the train
men are not included 'among the strik-
ers, but there is no ‘work for them
without the navvies there to perform
their part of the work.

There are over 150 men, most of
whom ' are Montenegrins and Italians,
and they are determined not to return
to work unless their demagds for high-
er wages are acceded to by the railway
contractors, At a meeting held to-day
between the strikers and the sub-con-
tractors an effort was made to adjust
matters, byt without success. Ross &
McColl offered to increase the rate of
pay from $2.25 and $2.50 to $2.75 per
day, but the men refused to accept this
advance, and are holding out for the
$3 for ten hours’ work,
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RAILWAY 10
BARKLEY SOUND

PROJECT IS ENDORSED
BY BOARD OF TRADE

Connection With Fraser River
Points is Considered
Inadequate.

At the regular meeting of the Victoria
board of trade Thursday -afternoon the

matter ‘of the Victoria and Barkley
Sound railway was discussed at some
length. This was brought about by the
presentation of a report of the standing
committee on railways, which was as
follows:

Your standing committee on public
works and railways beg to report that a
delegation representing the charter
holders for a railway between Victoria
and Barkley Sound appeared before us to-
day.

presented to us; one showing the acreage
tributary to the proposed railway under
the headings Mineral C(Claims, Arable
T.ands, Vacant Crown Lands and Timber
lL.ands held under lease and license, the
other statement estimates the cost of the
proposed railway at $35,000 per mile for
road and equipment between Victoria
and Gordon river, about fifty miles, also
possible income and working expenses.

Your committee have no means of as-
certaining the correctness of the state-
ments, but nevertheless feel that a ralil-
way along the route indicated would be
of great advantagé to the province gen-
erally, as there is no doubt that the area
which it is proposed to open up has won-
derful natural resources:

We therefore recommend that this
board of trade wurge upon the provinclal
government the importance of giving the
project suitable financial assistance.

Building of the Victoria & Barkley
Sound railway to San Juan will insure
erection of at least two mills near Vic-
torfa to cut an average for both of at
least 250,000 feet per” day, and to the Gor-
don of two more, the total cut being not
less than 500,000 feet per dday. To log and
load 500,000 feet per day will require the
employment in camps of 750 men. Small
mills will be erected along the line of
road to cut tles and shingles, and will
glve employment ‘to 250 more men,

be, say, 50 miles, at an average cost of
$35,000 per mile for road and equipment,
and this mileage could be reasonably ex-
pected to produce, within a year after
completion the following business:

G.T.P. BILL IS
DISFOSED OF

MEDICAL MEASURE
PASSES COMMITTEE

Several Other Bills Are Ad-
vanced—Two Bills Affect-
ing Labor Killed.

Legislative Press Gallery, March 11.

Some progress was made with order
paper this afternoon, three bills getting
their final reading, half a dozen coms-
ing for second reading and others pass-
ing the committee stage.

Among those which were passed was
the Grand Trunk Pacific bill, upon
which a last protest was recorded by
the opposition.

The medical bill underwent the last
touches in committee of the whole and
will be read a ‘third time to-morrow.
It is understood to be quite’acceptable
to the profession and is regarded as
equally fair to the public, who are safe-
guarded from irregular practitioners.

Going into committee on the medical
bill as soon as routine proceedings were
over the few unfinished sections were
taken up and -disposed of. The most
important dealt with were 60 and 61,
defining what is understood by “prac-
tising” medicine, and as amended by
Dr. Kingp Hon, Dr. Young and the at-
torney-general these finally stand as
follows:

Definition .of Practising.

60. It shall not be. lawful for any pér=
son not registered to practise medicine,
surgery or midwifery for hire, gain or
hope of reward, whether promised, re-
ceived or accepted, either directly or
indirectly.

61. Any person shall be held to prac-
tise medicine within the meaning of
this act who shall: (a) by advertiser
ment, sign, or_ statement of any kind,
allege ability or willingness o diagnose
or treat' any human diseases, ills, de-
formities, defects or 'injuries; (b) or
who shall advertise or claim ability or
willingness to préscribe or administer,
or who shall
any drug, medicine, treatment, or per-
form any operation, manipulation; or

‘the care:or treatment of any human
defect, deformity or injury;
(c) act as the agent. assistant or asso-
ciate of any person, firm or corporation
in the practise of medicine as herein-
before set out:

Provided always, that,'this section
shall ‘not apply to the practise of den-
tlsty or pharmacy, or to the usual busi-
‘hess of. opticlans or optometrists, or to
vendors ‘of déntdl ‘6r surgical instru-
ments, apparatuys and appliances, or to
the ordlnary -calling of nursing, or to:
the ordinary ‘business of chiropedists
or bath attendants, or to the propriet-
ors of baths.

H. B,.Thomson dropped his proposed
amendmest, exempting ‘‘the practise by
adherents of any church or religious
body of the tenets or beliefs of such
church or religious body, without the
aid or use of mediecine or surgical ap-
pliances.” He said the amendments
made to section 61.made his amendment
unnecessary.

This is mo way 30
frame legislation on.a subject of para-
ount importance in this province, and
a4 it became plain that the bill was
to. be jammed tirough, the opposition
members washed their hands of it and
tocpk a dignified course of retiring..

That the government desired to get
everything in shape for prorogation
this evening, according to the pre-
mier’s announcement, does not excuse
their haste in any way. Being sent
iere to legisiate in the best interests
ot the people the members, -and the
government in particular, are not sup-
posed to put a desire for concluding
the session at a certain hour before
gonsiderations of public good.

During the evening the provincial
secretary made an interesting state-
ment regarding a piece of legislation
dealing with public "health matters
which is being prepared and which he
¢xpects to have ready for. introduc-
tion next session.

'The' gitting was one of the most im-
portant of the session in the matter of
gubjects dealt with, these. including
woman suffrage, the protection of
workmen, the status of the medical
profession, game protection, the water
bill and other measures,

Questions Answered,

H. C. Brewster asked the minister of
finance the following questions:

Assignment of Wages,

The speaker having ruled that  Mr,
McPhillipe* bill respecting the assign.
Ment of wages was in order the House
went again into committee on it,

Mr, Hawthornthwaite protested
against what he called “the growing
tendency -of the House to dicker. and
fterfere .with employer and employee
or buyer and seller.” The introducer
6f the bill seemed to think that the
Workingmédn was not able to take care
of his wages, whereas the only diffi-
culty the laborer had was in getting
€nough to take care of. If a man
wanted to get a temporary accommo-
dation and assign his wages as secur-
ity the legislature had no right to in
térfere.

* Parker Williams declared. that the
Bl was not needed to meet any con-
ditions in' Britlsh:Colurnbla. The mem-
ber for the Islands wanted to get his

Not Drunkards or Gamblers.

mJOhn Ollver said history would show
t fhe Conservatives had been in

minister »f

power for the greater part of the time
and yet it was found, according to the

thigtprosperous province of British Co-
lumbia there was a class of people
who, because of their necessities, could
be exploited by money-lenders. If
this was so, then let the legislature
make conditions so that this class of
reople ‘would not be ‘in a condition to
be the prey of usurers.

Mr. McPhillips thought this was a
matter for the Dominion government
to attend to.

Mr. Oliver pointed out that the Do-
minion government had legislation™ on
usury, as the member for the Islands
ought to know, and continued:

“I have been a resident of this prov-
ince for thirty. years, but it is news
to me to hear that we have a class
who are in the habit of mortgaging
their wages in order to- get money t»
indulge in drink and gambling. If
that is so, let ys do away with drink-
ing and gambling.”

Mr. Hawthornthwaite moved to strike
out the provision that an employer
must. sign the consent to an assign-
ment of wages, but this was lost on a
party division.

Mr. McPhillips proposed that the
committee rise and report progress,
stating that he decided to do this be-
cause there were other important mat-
ters 'to be discussed. :

“Where is all the hon. gentlemen’s
gush about labor, that he throws up
his hands like -this?” asked Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite. =~ -

Mr, Meclnnis, wha had been on his
feet before Mr, McPhillips made his
proposition, insisted on his right to
speak. He remarked that when the
member for thé:Islands said there were
people in the Province who did not get
enough to live on he gave a left-hand-
ed compliment to his leader the pre-
mier, who wasg &o fond of boasting of
all he and his party had done for labor.

The motion - te ‘adjourn’ the discus-
sion was carried, this practically mean-
ing the end of the bill, as there will
not likely be time to take it up again
ihis session. 3 :

Woman Suffrage.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite moved the
second reading of his bill to extend
the provincial franchise to women on
the same terms as it is now enjoyed
by men.  He prefaced his remarksg by
a promise to be short, saying he had
8o exhaustéd himself in defending the
franchise for ‘men he had not much
vigor left to deal with the franchise
for women.
in the suffragette movement in Eng-
iand were. touched on by the speaker,
who ‘gallantly defeénded . their tactics
and condemned the treatment given
them..

Any civilized system which kept the
two sexes unequal.in any of the re-
lations of life ‘was immoral, unjust,
un~Christian and most decidedly wrong,
he contended.. Woman should be no
dual standard in any regard. But these
matters would never be remedied by
men, themselves. If woman was to be
iplaced on an equal piane with. man,
ethically and economically, it would
only be by having the ballot in her
own hands. As it was now woman
was really the slave of man, even when
his. wife. . Thére should be no objec-
tion to women suffrage from the gov-
| ernment -party, - for - woman. was far
more conservative than man; from lack
of education in higher political prin-
ciples, less opportunity and Ilimited
views. :

The premier moved the adjoqmmeqt
of the debate.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite made a protest
against side-tracking his bill, on which
he desired to get.a division.

The premier assured him that there
was no intention on his part to side-
track . the bill. Another opportnity
would be givep for a vote.

First in Workshops.

- Parker Willianis moved. the second
reading:of his Bill to compe} the pro-
viding of first aid facilities in all in-
dustrial operations where twenty men
or more are employed. The member
for Newcastle told of the lack of know-
ledge among workmen, as among the
general public, of what should be done
in caseg of accident. Every occupation
had its own particular dangers and
classes of accident, but only' a rare
workman knew anything of first aid.
Nor.did any -shop have the simple
things found in an ambulance box.
When a rag or lint was needed a plece
of lining torn out of a dirty coat was
what had usually to be made use of.

Hon. Dr. - Young complimenteq the
member for Newcastle on his public
spirit, but asked him to allow the bill
to stand over. The government was
working on a large scheme and intend-
ed next session to bring down a bill
which would involve not only this mat-
ter but others. They would appoint
medical health officers through the
province whose duty would be the ex-
amination of school pupils, and these
men would be put in position to form
ambulance classes, such as wére al-
ready in existence in Nanaimo. He
had no objection to the pringiple of the
bill and he would gladly vote - for it
when it came in in a complete form,
hut at present it was not workable,

Mr. Hawthornthwaite declared that a
private member could bring in as per-
fect a bill as any minister. This ought
to ‘be taken up as & government meas-
ure, anyway.

Mr, Williams expresséd his willing-
ness. to. let his.bill stand over for a
year if he was assured that the gov-
ernment would deal with the matter.

Government Will' Act.

“Anything brought to'the attention
of my department since I have been in
charge of it, no matter from what side,
has met with an instant response, as
far as my ability and the finances at
my command allowed,” said-the provin-
clal secretary. “I can assure my hon.
friend ‘that I have been working on
this question and had hoped to bring
it in this year.

Board's Worky W{ll Be Slow.

The bili-to consolidate the Water act’
was once more taken yp in committee,
A. H. B. Macgowan in the chair, when
the commissioner of lands proposed 2a

number of 'amendments to “sections
which had been held over.

In regard to the constitution of the
board of investigation it is declared
that it shall consist of the chief water
commissioner and such other two or
more persons as the leutenant-gover-
nor-in-council may appoint, a majority
of the board to form a quorum,

Mr. Macdonald suggested that the in-
dividua] members should sit separately
to conduct inquiries and then sit to-
gether for adjudication. This would
save time in the hearing and determin-
ing of claims,

The commissioner of lands explained
that the board would take up streams
seriatim, the most important ones first.

“But some provision should be made
for speedy disposition of matters com-
ing before the board,” insisted Mr.
Macdonald. *“This work will last for
years and unless you do you wil] great-
ly ‘unsettle all water rights.”

The commissioner replied that pend-
ing the dealing with streams the hold-
erg of records would be no worse Off
than at present.

Mr. Macdonald pointed out that they
would be worse off in that there would

“be a cloud on their title unti] the board

had reached their particular stream
and heard their claims, If settled con-
ditions were going to be interfered
with they should be dealt with at once,
but under this system rights would be
unsettled for years, as the work of the
board would extend over a long period.

The commissioner: suggested, in re-
gard to this and other features of the
bill, that after the act had been in
operation a year or two the House
could see what changes were advisable.

As to the duty and powers of the
board the leader of the opposition still
declared himself dissatisfied. They
were vague and ill-defined, he said.
One duty which he considered should
be cast upon the board was the reduc-
tion of water held by companies. The
commissioner was protecting the vest=
ed rights of corporations but not of
individuals, a most invidious distine-
tion. He should take either one course
or other, treating both classes alike.
Mr. Macdonald instanced the case of a
company which might have a water
record for 100,000 inches but which was
at present only using 20,000 inches,
holding the other 80,000 inches for fu-
ture use.: In such a case the board
should prevént the continuance of a
monopoly by taking from the company
the excess of water above what it was
using,

Should Hold Bill Over.

“In view of the many imperfections
which are being hatched out in this
billin the closing days of the session,”
said Mr. Macdonald a little later, “and
the universal opinion throughout ‘the
province.that this legislation should

| receive moregcarefiil. _attention, (\the

commisdjoner” sHduld hold it ovef. for
the session;: It is practically . impossi-
ble for one or two men to sit down and
draft a bill of sixty-two pages and cov-
ering condition:differing in every part
of the province, and expect to make a
success of. it. The draft should first
be submitted to a committee of about
six, men of varied knowledge and ex-
perience; and taken up clause by clause
around the table until it is got into a
shape in which it would be intelligent-
ly understood by the legislature. The
commissioner cannot say it s in that
shape now. Would it not, therefore, be
best to hold it over so that when we
do have legislation it will not be a
thing of shreds and patches but a plece
of legislation which wil] do justice to
all the interests involved.”

The commissioner of.lands said that
even in the work .of creation, which it
was said to be good, it was not the
best, and evolution had been going on
since. He never pretended: that this
bill was the best that could be framed,
but it was a good one, Provisions that
would be good to-day in all probability
might. not be the best in five or ten
years, It was important that the bill
should go through this session, 'as if
delayed it would hamper the country.
The act could be amended next year if
found necessary,

Forcing the Bill Through,

“I agree that the. sooner legislation
is put on the statute books the better,”
said Mr. Maedonald, “I haveurged that
for years. But last year the commis-
sioner said the bill would ‘be prepared
soon after the session and copies sent
around. The first we saw of it was
when it was introduced this sessfon. I
do not think it is understood by the
commissioners; I do not understand it
all myself, To pass the bill in its pres-
ent shape will not be advancing the in-
terests of those concerned, but keeping
them back, Let us start right and we
will go ahead all the faster and more
surely.” e

The commissioner and the attorney-
general paid no further attention to the
request,

At midnight Mr. Macdonald protested
against going on with such an import-
ant act at that time of night, when
members were not in a fit condition,
mentally or physically, As the govern-
ment paid no attention to this, but
rather a disposition to force the bill
through without any consideration by
the House "8f ‘the amendments, Mr,
Macdonald and his followers got up
and walked out in protest, A few
members of the opposition returned
subsequently to keep a watch that no
attempt was made to steal a march
with any other bills, but took no part
in/ the further proceedings on this
medsure. As for the Conservatives,
rank-and-file, they have never taken
any interest in the discussion, letting
the bill go, right or wrong,

In accordance with the resolution of
the House a section was added provid-
ing for an appeal to the Full court or
the Supreme court,

All the members of the House were
present and the galleries were filled
with citizens who had gathered to see
ihe last ceremonies. These were plain
and democratic enough to suit anyone.
His honor attended without any cere-
morny and the whole thing was over in
less than ten minutes.

The House met soon after 8 o’clock
and finished up some loose endsg of
business which remained. This done
the House took a recess until his honor
arrived.

Mr, Speaker Eberfs called the at-
tention of the House to the fact that
last dession a committee on the rules
of the House had been appointed and
as they were not ready to report he
asked for a motion continuing them
in their duties until next session.

The necessary motion was made by
A, E, McPhillips.

J. H. Hawthornthwaite did not see
any need for any alteration in the
rules,

John Oliver expressed - himself =as
rerfectly satisfied with the rules in
existence, which he considered a rea-
sonable medium between the “loose ir-
regularity”™ of the Ottawa  rules ani
the closure of the British, Housg. There
was ho need for a clpsure here, in a
House of forty-two members, and that
the opposition had amplé opportunity
to exercise its rights was shown by
the successful obstructive tactics of
Monday, which had won_ for the peo-
rle their rights in matters of the fran-
chise.

ITruit-cooling depots fills a much need-
ed want -of the fruit-growers, and
should have the effect of further stim-
ulating this growing industry,

“It is very gratifying to observe the
substantial provision. which you have
made for the prosecution of surveys
and public weorks.. - :

“I thank you for the liberal supply
voted for the public service, and I feel
assured, that the amount will be dis-
Lursed economically; and with a view
to securing the best possible resuits,

“Wishing you health and success’in
your personal undertakings, I now take
leave of you, and relieve you from your
sessional duties.”

His honor then retired. On the. re-
turn of the speaker the.provincial sec-
retary, Hon, Dr. Young, said:

SAND AND GRAVEL
DISPUTE UP AGAIN

Lineham-Scott Company De-
fend Quality of Their
Product.

The sand and gravel controversy
came forward again at the special
meeting of the city council held Thurs-
day. A letter was read at the meet-
ing from the Lineham-Scott company,
as follows:

“Gentlemen,—In the Colonist report
of Friday night's proceedings at the
streets, bridges and sewers committee
meeting, Aldermen Fullerton and
Humber are credited with having
made severa] statements which we
think should be corrected.

“Alderman Humber is mistaken if he
thinks we have taken a sub-contract
from Mr, Haggerty to deliver gravel
to the city. We have no contract
with Mr. Haggerty. Our arrangement
with that gentleman is to supply him
with screened gravel whenever we
have some on hand, and he requires
gravel to- fill the balance of his or-
ders with the city.

“All the gravel we have supplied to
Mr. Haggerty up to this date has been
screened and is as good, if not better
gravel for the city’s purposes than
they have been getting in the past,

‘“We have not delivered any gravel to
Vining street at any time, neither has
the work been delayed through any
fault on our part,

“The city is not paying $1.40 per yard
for any of the gravel that has been
delivered within a radius of a mile
from the Victoria & Sidney railway
The contract price is $1.20
per yard against $1.42 per yard Iast
year. If the gravel specifications had
called for washed material the city
would have placed themselves in a
position where. they would undoubted-

“Iy have been ecalled upon to pay con-

‘8iderably more than
year.

“As nothing appears to have been
said about any other gravel but ours,

even $1.42 this

it is only a business proposition for :

us to endeavor to point out. why
Mount Tolmie gravel, which has been
used by local builders for many years,
is not supposed to be up, to standard.

“The writer accompanied the - city
engineer and the sidewalk superinten-
dent to inspect some gravel we had
delivered on John street, and the only
objection that was raised to the ma-
terial was that amongst the gravel
were a few dark colored sand stones.
These also were found in gravel which
had been supplied by the B. C. Sand &
Gravel Co.,, and which was lying on
the street at the time, As a matter of
fact all .bank gravel contains pebbles
of this nature.

‘“We might point out that for weeks
after the B. C. Sand & Gravel Company
commenced to supply gravel to the city
last year the material was not entire-
ly satisfactory, and we know they had
one, if not more shipments refused
because the gravel was dirty and mix-
ed with roots and other matter. Yet
they were not harassed, but given
time to get their plant into working
shape. Why, therefore, this determin-
ed effort to prevent us from marketing
a portion of our material, ‘and so give
the contract back to the former con-
tractors. If several of the minor city
interests, why were the wagon boxes
Mr. Haggerty
commehnced delivery under his own
contract? - Mr. Warwick stated that he
found the wagon in which Mr. Hag-
gerty. was: delivering material, under
measurement. This was the very first
‘hour delivery commenced. Yet Mr.
Haggerty had been delivering for some
weeks to the city in the same wagons
for the B, C. Sand and Gravel Com-
pany and nothing was said. If Mr.
Warwick was correct in his measure-
ments the ecity is entitled to a rebate
for all that was supposed to have been
delivered previous to the date Mr.
Haggerty commenced on hig own con-
tract, ;

“According to the Colonist Alderman

Fullerton statés: ‘There seems to be
a bond of sympathy somewhere in this
business, and we have got to find eut
where ‘it comes in’ We quite agree
with Mr, Fullerton, there is a bond of
sympathy, but evidently not with us,
ia.nd we should like the matter looked
nto.
. “We would respectfully request your
honorable body to appoint a commit-
tee who are practica] men in building
matters to inspect the material at
present being delivered, and we shall
then get fair play, which is alj we_ask,
as we contend what materia] we have
supplied to the city on Mr. Haggerty's
account is first-class in every respect
for the purposes required.”

Ald. Fullerton said the sand was not
up to the standard required by the
city and would cost considerably over
$1.40 per yard as it would require a
lot of extra cement. He had no animus

Man of Many Adventures Fin-
ally Stranded Through

|finds himself starving in London, after
crowding years| of adventure in to his
twenty-nine years of life.

He is the eldest son of Sir Joseph
|Layton FElmes Spearman, second
llia.rt of Craigour, Gullane, Bast Lo-

1th1an The title was created in 1840,

\the first baronet being Sir Alexander
|Young Spearman, at jone time assistant
secretary to the treasury, and after-
wards comptroller-general and secre-
tary to the commissioners for the re-
duction of the national debt.

The present baronet is his grand-
son, and it is his great-grandson whose
plight has been discovered by a repre-
{sentative of Lloyd’s News. It may be
|added that his identity was vouched
for by a barrister who has known him
and his family all his life.

Sitting in his barely-furnished room
in one of the mean streets off the Old
Kent road, Mr., Spearman told of the
(hard times that had befallen him. There
was no need to tell of the privations
he is suffering-—that is all too plain.
“I've been tramping all over London to
|try ‘and find work,” [he said, “and I'd
|welcome any job. My wife and I are
|penniless and hungry.” ;

Mr. Spearman/ was born August 22nd,
1879, and after education at Shrewsbury
served for a year in the 3rd Suffold
(militia) regiment at sub-lieutenant.
Then a roving spirit came over him.

“I salled for Canada on November
|26th, 1898, in the Labrador,” he said,
[“with the idea of taking up ranching.
My first taste of adventure soon came.

Canadian Pacific raillway, and we were
going through the Rockies when the
|train jumped the metals and fell into
a ditch to the right of the track. We
scrambled out unhurt and saw how
narrow had been our escape, for had
tthe train gone over to|the left we should
all have been Gashed to pieces hun-
dreds of feet below. There was ng din-
ing car on the train, as we were to
have a meal at a station some way
ahead, and twenty of us had to share
out a tin of salinon and a few biscuits
till relief arrived, twelve hours later.
I had a flask of whisky, and could have

“Eventually I reached Ashcroft, where
Sir Arthur Curtis disappeared from
Roger Pocockls expedition. From
there I went 200 miles by coach up the
Cariboo route fo a place called Soda
Creek, where a/ spring of water bub-
bles up, all fizzing like soda water.
Then I got into the /Chilcoot country
and apprenticed myself to learn ranch-
ing. So began three |years of a regu-
lar cowboy’s life, with plenty of ups
and downs, and enough fun breaking
in horses and branding cattle to keep’
one lively. Of c¢ourse, I was very raw
at first. My first load of hay slipped off
my cart, and I| had a busy time get-
ting it back again. But, for excitement
give me branding cattle when a rope
breaks.and a steer tries to horn you
for your ‘“trouble, That taught me
some new ideas in sprinting over six-
foot fences. )

Many| Misfortunes,

“In 1901 I thqught I'd try.town life
again, and made my way to New West-
minster, British |Columbia, where I took
an office and started an agency for the
Veterinary Science  Association, the
idea being to visit farms and sel] books
on horses and cattle. A local veterin-
ary surgeon seeing the plate on my
door and fearing opposition, tried to get
me arrested for practicing without a li-
cence or qualifications, and I had to
convince the authorities that I was a
mere harmless book-canvasser.

“Books didn’t jpay very well, and dur-
ing ‘the next iwa years I tried my
hand at all sonts of things. I helped
in a tobacconist’s shop, worked in a
salmon cannery, and went on a farm
as a haymaker.t

“In 1903 I came home for a short hol-
iday, and raising some money I return-
ed to Vanconuver and bought a small
fruit farm. But-luck was against me,
some pest killed al] my apple trees, and
before long I was wandering about do-
ing any odd jobs I could get,

“In January, 1907, |I came to South
London, and with a little money I had
left started a tdbaccanist’s shop in the
Old Kent road, and married the daugh-
ter of a butcher who lived near by.
This caused the entrangement from my
father, and on July 13th, 1907, I again
sailed westwar& mtendmg this time to
take up poultry farming in Toronto.
But land was too expensive, so I took
a lodging-house¢, which was mostly
used by English people who wanted to
stay with me for ndthing, and bolted
without paying as soon. as they got
work, |

“Down on my luck again, B did all
sorts of odd jobs, digging foundations,
making concrete floonings, and the like.
Then came my worst| misfortune of all.
‘| Some coffee had frozen in a pot, and as
I chipped it with a Kknife a sprinter of
icicle of coffee |flew | up and made a
slight wound in my right hand. Blood
poisoning set in, and here is my hand
half crippled, so that|I can do no heavy
jobs, though I| can | manage to write
and do clerical| work—if only I could
get it.

“At last my wife and I determined to
return and landed In Liverpool last
September. We| were¢ penniless. A lo-
cal relief society helped us for a time,
and a fortnight ago We reached London.
Now what we [shall|do I cannot say,
for we are at our last penny.”

'CAVALRY CORPS FOR VANCOUVER

Vancouver, March 13.—Definite action
was taken last night in the direction of
forming a mounted corps of infantry
at Vancouver. The question was
broached by Captain Lempthorne at a
meeting of the South African cam-
paigners and, warmly supported by
Captain Hart-McHarg and others. It
was pointed out how necessary such a
corps was in a country such as British
Columbia and how a movement to
form one had often been set on foot
but had never matured. The cam-
paigners instructed their president,. R.
G. Maxwell, to communicate with the
authorities at Ottawa, so that they
could commence the establishment of
a corps right away, and they promised
to form the nucleus of the proposed
regiment,

VANCOUVER MAN
FACES SERIOUS CHARGE

W. H. McCormack Alleged to
Have Secured Money on
False Pretences.

Vancouver, March 13.—William Her-
bert McCormick, son ol Mrs. Emma
McCormick, of Robson street, widow
of the late George McCormick, who was
manager of the Canadian Pacific
Lumber Company's plaat at Port
Moody when he died there on October
13th, 1907, was arrested on the street
at 2 o'clock this afternoon by city de-
tectives on a charge of obtaining thou-
sands\ of dollars by false pretences.

The charge against the young man,
who is not more than 25 years of age,
is laid by C. D. Rand, the well known
real estate broker, who is alleged to
have been victimized to the tune of
$6,000. Legally, it is stated, Mr, Rand is
not under obligation to become the vic-
tim of this alleged fraudulent work on
the part of the accused, but as a pro-
position of moral right Mr. Rand has
already protected his clients, who on
the strength " of his representations,
loaned the money which it is alleged
was turned over to young McCormick
on the security of a.deed which is now
alleged to be a forgery.

Having assumed the responsibility
and the loss, Mr. Rand lost no time in
swearing out a warrant for the arrest
of the young man. Some difficulty was
experienced in tracing him.

Behind the arrest is a human interest
story involving the alleged refusal of
the mother of the boy to protect him
against arrest and the possible conse-
quences of his alleged criminal action.
The MecCormick estate is said to be
valued at anywhere between $400,000
and’ $500,000, but Mrs, McCormick, it is
alleged, after having considered the
matter for some time, finally decided
that she would not intervene to save
her son, Two sisters and a brother of
the accused young man reside in Van=
couver. The accused is married, his
wife having been a Miss Wright, of
Enderby.

Some time during the month of De-
cember last it is alleged that young
McCormick presented himself at Mr.
Rand’s office, declaring that he wished
to transact some business in connec-
tion with the obtaining of a loan to
enable him to engage in a coal and
wood  business 'in Vancouver, As the
father of the young man had been per-
sonally known to Mr. Rand the latter
saw nothing gtrange in the request,
and as soon as he saw the securities
produced he had no hesitation in ar-
ranging the loan. The security consist-
ed of a certificate of indefeasible title
and a deed bearing what purported to
be the signature of Mrs, McCormick
and conveying to the young man the
Robson street home of the young man.
Everything appeared to be in: order
with the documents and matters were
all right at the land registry office. The
loan was made, $4,500 being advanced
by a client of Mr., Rand’s, The encum-
brance was registered at the land reg-
istry office.

Ea.rly in the present year the young
man is said to have again met Mr.
Rand with a request for more money
to satisfy the demands of his growing
business. He is said to have declared
that he had not sufficient teams; to
make delivery of his orders, and as he
wished to buy a carload of horses he
asked for $1,500 more on the original
security—and he got it on a note to run
for three months. Two weeks later Mc-
Cormick turnad up and said he wished
to take. the note up and pay interest for
the two weeks, but the man whohad
loaned the money refused to agree to
this save on the payment of the full
interest for three months, the accom-
modation, he thought, being worth the
money. McCormick then concluded to
keep the principal till due date, accord-~
ing to a statement made to-day.

The document came when Mr, Rand
sent notice of the due date of interest
on the loan of $4,500 to McCormick ad-
dressed to the woodyard. This notice
was opened by the brother of the ac-
cused. He is said to have be=n non-
plussed as the result of an interview
with Mr., Rand when he learned the
facts of the case. Investigation by the
brother of the papers in the land regis-
try office followed, and finally the
whole case was laid before Mrs., Mec-
Cormick. She thought it over carefully
and declared that she would not take
up the liabilities alleged to have been
contracted by her son. The signature to
the deed is said to have been pronounc-
ed a forgery.

The father of the accused came to
British Columbia from Ontario and
was for some years a member of par-
liament, having represented Colling-
wood at Ottawa.

FISHERY QUESTIONS
GO:TO FULL COURT

Provincial Government Will La-
ter Take Case to Privy
Coungil.

——

Vancouver, March '13.—A, B, Potten-
ger, registrar, received yesterday, the
list of questions to be submitted to
the Full court for answer by W. J.
Bowser, attornéy-general, representing
the provincial -goverhment. No mat-
ter which way the case ig decided

locally, the questign will undoubtedly
go to the privy council for decision,

Briefly, the provincial government is
asking .the Full court’ whether the
fisheries of British Columbia are not
the property of the province and has
not the province the sole right to au
thorize fishing?

The copy of the approved minute of
council filed to-day in the office of the
registrar of the Supreme court in Van-
couver, is dated at Victoria, March
10, 1909, and provides , that the ques-
tions it sets forth relating to the fish-
eries of British Columbia ' shall be re-
ferred to the Full court for hearing
and consideration. The questions are:

“1, Whenever g regulation is" made
by the lieutenant-governor in council,
under the powers conferred by séection
9 of the British Columbia TFisheries
Act, 1901, and ‘amendments forbidding
fishing within any waters within the
province, except under authority of a
fishing lease, permit or licence, is not
