Postal aathorities in the Dominion
are very apt, in extending or otherwise
dealing with questions of Post Office ac-
comodation, to consider tbe revenue the
Department has from the locality affect-
ed, Itcamuot besaid that such an im-
portant matter should not, to a consid-
erable extent, govern them, and itought,
therefore, to be the aim of the people
to do all in" thelr power to supporta
branch of the public service which,
more than any other, affects them in-
dividually. The statistics;<i the De-
partment show that the revenue, by
population, xcf New Bruuswick offices
is mot so largs as ¥os e of Ontario and,
in the larger towns, the comparison
shows a considerable balance agaimst
those of this province. The question
then, presents itself —Why do not one
hundred persons in Chatham or New-
castle, New Brunswick, give as much
support to their respective _post offices
as the same number do in Galt or Chat-
ham, Ontario? One answer is, we pre-
sume, that the Ontarions support more
newspapers and >ther periodicals and the
communication of intelligence is more
rapid and general amongst them. An-
other reason is that they use their post
offices very generally for the carriage
of goods—a _practice which does mnot
seem to be followed to any appreciable
extent in, at least, any of our North
Shore towns. The people do not seem
to be generally aware of the fact that
the Post Office Department furnishes
them, wp to a certain point, with all the
conveniences without the umavoidable
delays of an Express Company. Seeds
dress patterns, :swits of clothes, hats,
gloves and almost any article (excepting
ghss and d ous or da c;'"b' chem-
icles) in packagee of not over 4lbs. may
be sent to or from any point in the Do-
minion by parcel post at reasomable
rates.

Western freights fluctuate, but I may
say that a car load of wheat,.say from
Stratford, would be taken to Halifax for
$60, and to Portland for 850, If the dif-
ference in favor of Halifax on ocean freight
was equal to the difference in favor of
Portland on rail, Halifax could compéte
for the traffic,

In making up the distance from
Stratford to Halifax we find it is, 1,260
miles, 699 of which are over the Grand
Trunk and 561 over the Intercolonicl.
The cost of transporting a car load to
Halifax from Stratford, 1" ; Vs
four cimts, seventy-six T e fifth
millspermile. Therelative.. ¢, there-
fore. would be—

Stratford to Halifax, 1260 miles, $60.00
¢ V% Miramichi, 997 miles, 4338
Difference in favor of Miramichi, $12.62

The cost per car to Portland being
$5C there is, as above stated, a saving
of 82.62 in favor of Miramichi as against
that port. It must be borne in mind,
also, that Miramichi is about four hun-
dred wmiles nearer Liverpool (we write
from memory) than Portland is, while
Portland is a more expensive port for
ships than the Miramichi, and the same
may be said of Halifax.

We now state that neither the
above figures nor their application
were “familiar” to the readers of the
“ Freeman” or anyone else, and that
they were originated in the office of
the ADvANCE and were published by
it, for the first time, on the 10th inst.
The question therefore—why did the

During the past win. |
ter the passage of the waters of the har-
bor through the East Gully was closed by
a brosh-dam, in itself a mest lermidable
looking work. The erection of this dam
has already vastly improved the main
channel—and, consequently, the harhor—
by giving it a depth of two extra feet of
water, independent of tides. Fishiug
boats of every size can now enter the har-
bor at any time and, even at low water,
approach wharves which, prior to this
work of improvement, were alinost inac-
cessible to the smallest fints. The average
width of the breakwater is about 20 feet.
The plan of construction appears simple,
consisting of alternate layers of brush and
heavy stone ballast. The brush is laid
with the large ends projecting at each
side and this, it is calealated, will not only
serve %o bredk the impetus of the sea, but
also to act as a stay to the sands borne
against it by the sweep of the water, the
accumulation of which will ever strongthen |
it more and more, and cventually consoli-
date the entire work. To preserve this
brush and ballast in pesition, large trees,
with the limbé remaining attached to
them still further to bind the work, arc
being driven as piles on both sides at short
intervals, and bolted together both length-
wise and across the breskwater. There
appears to be some diflicny in obtaining
the requisite stone for the ballasting, and
its having to be 'brought from consider-
able distances is a serious drawback and
