Dominion Eleotions.

Owing to a large pumber of 'news-
papers having, of late, made the subject
quite a prominent editorial feature,
there seems to be an impression ¢n the
public mind that there is to be an
almost immediate dissolution of the
House of Commons and & general Do-
minion election. The indications, how-
ever, seem to be quite as much in favor
of another session of parliament beivg
held as of an appeal to the electorate
before the end of March. We have
the best of reasons for knowing that the
question of a general election had not
been considered by the cabinet up to
the time of Sir -John Thompson’s
faneral in Halifax, and the ministers,
themselves, did not then know the
precise effect the late Premier’s death
might have in determining it. It was
to be among the first subjects consider-
od by the ministry at Ottawa after the
fiineral, but the despatches indicate
that neicher the tinte for the meeting
of parlisment nor that for holding the
elections—that is if they are to be held

1 within a short time—has yet been

determined upon. Our own opinion

profess to know all about it are simply
indalging in mere conjucture. The
matter may be determined any day now
but, as yet, no decision has been

The Oarleton Blection.

As we anticipated last week, Dr.

«Brighton artillery” in his finest tettle
when the Assembly is in session.

St John County Ocurt Judgeship.

The St. John County Court - judge-
ship, which was made vacant by the late
Hon. B. Lester Peters’ death, has been
given to James G. Forbes, Esq, Q. C.
Mr. Forvesisa native of Guysboro,
Nova Sootia, but has spent most of his
life in St. John. He was the law
partner. there of the late  Herbert
and at one time prominent
in civic politics, representing Duke’s
Ward in the common council. Nearly
twenty years ago he removed to one of
the western states, but after three or
four years returned to St. John, where
he has practiced his profession ever
since, varying it a little by doing more
or less of political work in his native
county in Nova Scotis, where, a fow
months ago, he addressed public meet-
ings a8 the government candidate in the
next Dominion election, Guysboro
bas; therefore, lost a promising and
aggresive candidate, while Bt Jobn
will, doubtless, retain Mr. Forbes as
one of its most valued citizens—for
judges are always of that class.

Once a Tear.

One number of the ADVANCE every year
is practically monopolised by s report
of the proceedings of the annual session of
the Municipal Ceuncil of Northumber-
land.

If
honestly worked, in this respect, the Act
can be enforced just as efficiently as it has
been in the past,and the Inspector paid
out of the fines collected, instead of the
whole fund being swallowed up, as it used
to be under the old arrangement. The

Coun Sullivan (Hardwick) asked if the
town clerks were entitled to their fees in the
years in which no elections were held.

The town clerk
of Chatham had been allowed $12, and be
thought all town clerks should be treated

THE FISH-SHIRREFF PETITION,

Coun Ryan called attention to the fact
that as Coun Robinson was present, it was a
good time to take the Fish-Shirreff petition
off the table and consider it.

The petition of Chas E Fish and Joha
Shirreff was read by the Warden, and the
report of the committee thereon.

Coun Robinson said he had stated the
facts before, Though it was asserted in the
petition that ‘one James Rubinson’ had been
merely o nominal member of the building
committes, he had saved the county a. good
mny doliars by his presence on it. ‘When

vhe question of paying the commitise was

raised, he Had said that they wonld serve
without pay, that he didu‘t want any, and
didu‘s think ~the others had doae so very
much more than he. The sheriff was inter-
ested in having .a new jai!, Mr. Fishas &
citiz'n of Newocastle was naturaly interested
also in the erection of a good building, snd
ns{Coua Robineon) had been a strong advo-
cate of its erection. He supposed that they
were appointed becanss it was taken for
granted that they had public spitit eaongh
to serve without pay. He had stated ' that
he didn‘t waat any pay, aud it was settled
that the money should be voted to each of
them, which was done. He didn‘t take his
and badn‘t taken it yet. He had attended
mestings of the committee, and had spent
two days in passing the accougts. In msny
of the accounts there were overcharges, and
he had fought them hard and had had them
cut down. All the biame of this had been
placed on his shoulders, and he felt it in the
clection. One iufluential man said te him
—I iike you and would vote for you, .but
you have cut down my biils, I have it in for
you and am going to pay you off now.*

Several Councillars—Name ! Name ?

Coun Robinson said it was Mr Joha Me-
Donald of Chatham. Material which Mr
McDonald had farnished was overcharged
tor to his mind. He had a good deal of
rrouble to get other members of the commis.
tee to agree to cut down some of the hille,
He thought the petitioners had no right to
the money they asked for, as they had
already been well paid. What had those
men done more than he? Mr. Fish bad
been there ofcen, but he supplied the stone
ander contract and had to be there. Mr
Shirreff had beea there often, but his basi-
ness often called him there; he was back
and forth on his own business. The money
belonged to the county, and he. was net
goiong to take it or do auything to enable,
the petitioners to get it.

Counn Morrison didn't know if the com-
mittee had done $300 worth of work or-#ot,.
but he kaew that $300 had been voted to.
them, and Coun Robinson had stted to
him that he would not take any of it—that
the other two could have it. The commiftes
did not ask to be paid. 1t was voluntary
on the part of council to offer it. He had
oo interest in it. It was a matter as to -
whether faith was to bs broken or not,

Coun Ryan said he was a member of the
committee to fix the remuneration for the
seryices of the jail building committes. Mr,
Smith figured on it and said that 2} per
cent, or $100 apiece, was enough to pay.
Che subject was talked over, and it was
said that Mr. Robinson would not take any-
thiog. But the committes felt that it
wouldn’t look well to vote money to the
othersand igaore Mr. Robinson, so they
voted the same amount to each, leaving Mr
R. free to give it back to the County if he
hked. One had aaid, ‘Give Robinson’s
share to the other two' but he had replied
Noj; let him do with it as he likes,’

Coun Jones said he was on the commit-
tee. In making out the report Coun Smith
aad said, “We'll make it out to the ocorm-.
mittes and trust to Robiuson’s generosity.™
We expected the $300 to go to the ethsn-
two. We thought $300 enough and: exe

Coun Smith said his wnderstanitiag oft
the matter was, after a conversation with,
Mr. Robinson, that Mer R had left thes
work chiefly to the others aud that what--
ever was voted would ‘go to them.

The understandiug among them was that:

Coun Ryan called for the report.

The Sec Treasurer read it, showing that

Coun Sullivan (Hardwick) said that he
applied to the three men. If Mr Robinson
had esid, ‘Put dowu $200 for Fish and
Shuereff,” thoy would have been satisfied.
No distinction had been made between
them in the report,

Coua Morrison eaid he understood Coun
Robinson’s statement to be that he - had
done as much work as the other two, and
bad saved money by his watchfulaess,
was as much entitled to payment as the
others, and had simply made his share of
the vote over to the county., The petition-
ers repudisted the charge that they

made any olaim for their services, and gt\, :

wanted to keow if Mr. Robinson meant to.)
say that they had discussed the subject-of;
asking for remuneration with him.

Me. Robinson said they had discussed the
subjest with members of the committee,

but had not spoken to him about what they
should get.

Permission was given to Mr C E Fish to
address the Council, and Mr. Fish eaid he
must apologize for appearing before them
again on this matter. He was not there
to ask them to vote any money, or to give
any mouney, but simply to discuss a mat-
ter of right. A certsin agreement had been

made with a Committee of the Commeil, , ~

that he and Mr. Shirreff were to get $150
each,and he wanted that agreement carried '
outin good faith. They had not asked for
remuneration, That was far from his '
miod and from Mr, Shirreff’s: He had
not done one-sixteenth as much work as
Mr. Shirreff who had alwaya been ready to
leave his work and come to Newcastle to
attend to anything that was needed about
the building. One member of the Council
came to him (Mr. Fish) and suggested that
they should be paid, and his reply was that
they didn’t ask or expect anything, Then
three bers of a ittee came and
arranged with him thaf the building domumit. .
tee were to get $150 each. He told them he
was eatisfied with whatever the others,
agreed to. The same arrangement was,
made with Mr, Shirreff. It was not as a
matter of money that he was before the
Council, but as a matter of righs,

The educational committee reported &
class in vocal music, taughv by Mr. J. Y.

The membership committee’s report
indicated a large increase in the roll of
members. Tweunty-six members were
reported in January, 1894. During the
year the membership lst has been
thoroughly revised and now only those
who are paid up to date are reported.
Whaile only eleven old members retain
membership atd present, the roll shows
nineteen active and sixty-seven associate
members. Quite a large number of ap-
plications for membership have not yet
been completed. Oane hundred members
is the goal at which the committee is
siriving. Two applicants for membership
were rejected.

The report upon physical work called
altention to the fact that this was a new
feuture in association methods here. A
tield for athletic sports was leased early in
the summer, and through the games
carried on there the association had been
promineutly brought before the public.
The gymnasium had proved an attraction
to many young men, and is now daily
used by a large number. Great interest
centres in basket ball at present. Other
gymnasiom games and apparatus will be
introduced from time to time.

The buys’ work commitéee had a most
interesting and encouraging report. The
junior depattment was organized in
October with a membership of twelve,
twenty-six boys are now enrolled, with
several applications, A religious meeting
on Saturday morning is regularly main-
tained, and a Bible traiaing class meets
oun Sunday morning. Outdoor athletics
were carried on during the fall and since
winter two gymnasium clas3es a week are
held. Ten dollars was given sowards the
purchase of hymnn books for the association,
and three dollars coutributed towards
buying a wattress,from the boys’ treasury.
A savings fund has just been started in
connection with this department, and the
committee has confidence in the success of
this venture. Deposits from five cents
upward are received, and when the sum
reeeived amounts to one dollar it is placed
in the Dominion Saviugs Bank in the
boy’s name. There are two commifttees
of boys, managing their own work.
Correspondence is now being carried on
looking toward a boys’ camp next sum-
mer. The boys’ work committee are
hol ling weekly meetings. Prospaots are
encouraging. Boy»' work is more for the
future than in the present. The perma-
nency of the aasociation as well as its
increased efficiency will be but one result
of the work now being done among the
juniors.

Mr. Pestterson, the treasurer of the
Building Fund, reported $356.09 now in
bank, with $135 pledged yet unpaid.

The Treasurei’s repert showed the
expenditure for the year to have been
$673.32 ; the receipts $726.81 leaving a
balance on hand of $53.48.

Spring’s Songsters.

The study of tize birds that inhabit
our parks in the saminer should be be-
gun early in the year, for their return is
one of the unerring tokens of spring
While yet the DLro are braided with
rapped in a silence
deep and vast, some frosty morning, per
chance, you catch the flash of sw’
wings. and you see a bit of blue sx
come to warm our severe northern wint-
ers, and then vou know that the blue
bird is returned, and that soon there will
be an awakening in all nature. This
bird is the first of the migratory song
sters to visit the northern latitudes, fol-
lowed soon by the robin. The familiar
nest of the robin, in some low-lying
bough of the apple tree—what poetry
is there! It has been sung in song and
has been praised in story, for the sea-
son when the robins nest again is to
all lovers of nature one of perennial

Joys.

The blue bird is a chap of infinite mer-
riment, but the robin, though equally
hardy. could scarcely be called equnally
engaging in appearance. He appears to
goud advantage, however, when gather
ing straws and twigs with which to
build his wife a home. Whirring close
behind these early travelers comes the
purpie garckle. Then comes the Phoebe
bird, with its tuneful notes; then the
red-winged blackbird, then the snipe,
the heron and the shafted flicker, then
the mourning dove may be heard in the
wood with its sad cadences, then the
finch, the thrush and the red spolled
warbler, then the saucy little wren and
the blue-headed vireo, then the black-
capped warbler—all these make the air
ring with theimsweet acczuts.

But you are not quite sure that the
spring is here until the scarlet tanager,
it seewns to me, flits like a flame through
the trces. Many boys have shot the
cedar bird, and have noted with sur-
prise those curiou# horn-like bits on the
wings, from which it derives the name
“‘wax wing.” ;

‘When the air has warmed the buds
and into life, back come swarming
myriads of warblers, who dart along iu
the sunlight, singing their melodious
lays and conspiring, by their sweet
presence, to emphasize the beauties of
nature, These birds are seen in the
deep green woods, in the brush heaps
along the roads, in copsy tangles, in
brakes and in brambles; every part of
the woods is alive with their genial
songs, which they give forth as they dart
on the wing.

Meantime some day the Baltimore
oriole whistles in the trees. If there be
a more handsume bird than this one,
certain it is he cannot be found in Can-
ada. The happy pair sclect a place for
their nest in the top of some home
maple, whose sheltering branches, bend-
ing over a familiar old homestead, bend
with every passing breeze. The nest of
the oriole must be seen to be appreciated;
it swings in the wind from the tip-top
boughs; it is the sweetest home in bird-
land.

If 'you watch the orioles building
their nests this year ysa will be amply
repaid in the added knowledge it brings
you, and may stimulate you to closer
study of God's sweetest songsters.
