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* The Tea Trade via Canada.

Writing from Indian Head, in she Norths
west Territories, on September 6, the cerress
pondent of the London Z'imes has the follow«
ing: While journeying along over the prairie
there passed us east-bound s train of freight

cars laden with tea, on the throui? route from
Ja by way of the Canadian Pacific to the
Atlantic, ses This tea trade is sn im.
portant matter for the rail way, and is working
& great change in the ronte taken to fetch teas
and Japanese goods to Lower Canada and New
York, I bad an interesting conversation with
Everett Frazer of Frazsr & Co., of Japan and
China, who are the agents transporting these
tea cargoes and kindred goods. Oae ship’s
cargo, numbering 20,000 packages. has already
been passed over the railway in 47 days from
Yokohama to Montres), and 49 days to New
York. This cargo required 58 freight cars to
transport, and about half of it was left in
Oanada for consumption, while the other half
went to the United Stetes, The trains made
the distance between' Vancouver and Brock-
ville, Canada, where the tea is delivered to the
United States railways, in 137 hours, A sec-
ond ship, with 30,000 packages of tea and other
goods, arrived at Port Moody a few days 8go,
and the train passing us was carrying part of
her cargo, 13 cars laden with tea. The entire
consignment will occupy five or six through
trains, Thres other vessels, with 50,000 pack-
agee, are croseing the Pacific, the five cargoes
being ef an aggregata value of £400,000, A
sixth cargo is now being arranged for, the in-
tention being to start the ship from Shanghai,
calling 2t Japanese ports. The delivery of this
freight is accomplished ahead of the other
transcontinental routes by moving the tea
traine at & speed of about 20 miles an hour,
which, added o the fact that the line across
Canada is the shortest, gives the ehipper much
advantage, Compared with the Suez Canal
route,- the saving of time t> Montreal
and New York is 25 to 30 days, besides
the advantsge of avoiding tramshipment at
New York, which Baves] both expense
and damsge. The freightage to the railway is
abont £100 per car, making £25 000 or more for
the whole shipment now en route The distri.
bation for the Western States is from Winni-
peg by the railways leadingssouthward; while
the Eastern consignments, as above stated, are
delivered at Brockvi!ls, on the St. Lawrence,
just below Lake Ontario, whencs they pass to

e New-York Central railway station system,
This is the early development of a new trade
route half-way round the world that may be-
come very important.

goods they have placed upon the market this
year, The white clover honey which has
been received here from Ontario apiaries has

been superior to the best extracted Californian
product, and it is no doubt owing to this
excelience of quality that a e demand
has sprung up for it in this market, where
" it has realized from 9:. to 1lc. per 1b., In
the English market, however, honey has of
late been selling at 1s to 1s 43 per lb., which
shows a good margin to shippers, Some time
ago we referred to the frevolution which had
taken place in the production of honey, and the-

rospects of a large trade being done therein,

u$ we must confess that we had not a British
export trade in view then. It is stated that in.
one of the Ontario bee districts alome, the
yleld this year is-cqual to about 1,200,000 Ibe,
of extracted honey.

It was once largely
the fashion for the representative to return
fo hls constituents and if ‘he desired to be a
candidate, and no strong objections were
made, it was taken for granted that he was
the cholce of the party, Buat a better custom
has grown up and it Is now regarded as the
right thing for a representative to receive
endorgement before offering himself as the
candidate of a party, N ominating con.
ventions are taking place every day In Oa.
tarlo, and a large number will be held during
this week,

In this province, only three government
candidates bave been gelected by conventions,
The constltuencles which they are to.contest
are all held by the opposition at present,
Candidates are yet to be provided for three
otherlentmowheld bygrits, Theseare Carle-
fon, Northumberland, and ons St, J. ohn’seat,
There are ten seats held by supporters
of the government. It cannot be positively
knowa that ali or any of theee will again be
in the field, This is & matter for the liberal
conservatives {n their respective counties,
and for the members themselves to decide,
The present is a good time to settle the
matfer. Elsotions may or may not take
place within a short time, but they will
come off, as elections always do, before the
people are entirely ready. The candidates
ought all to be chosen within the next few
weeks. Before election day 1t will no doubt
be found that they have not spent tco much
time in making the acquaintance of the
people, and ascertaining the requirements of
the country,

The three representatives of St, John are
asked by the board of trade to proceed to
Ottawa and {impress upon the min.
Istry the fact that this olty should be
recoguized as ome of the winter ports of this
Dominlon, The resolation which was passed
at the meeting yesterday, and that which
the Hampton meeting affirmed, will be
brought before the government by this dele-
gatlon, and the claim of St, John will, no
doubt, be presented with all posaible force,
If is a strong clalm and should ‘be strongly
made,

The position taken by the postmaster
general, that the Short Line railway s not
completed and St. Jobn is not In & position
fo furnieh frelght sufficlent to em-
ploy a first class llne of weekly
steamers, would perhaps be sound if
1 were taken In reply to a requeat for an
Immediate service, But no such request
has been made, Nearly a year and a half
must pass before the proposed contract takes
effect, and before that time has gone by the
Short Line will be completed, ‘Whether
any considerable quantity of freight shall be
brought here by that route remains to be
reen, but It is obvlous that traffio oanmot
be kept away so effectively Inany other
way as by the establishment of a subsidized
line of steamers to a rival port, connected
by another line of rallway with western
Canada, The Dominion of Canada provides
$he traffic which the Allan steamers obtain

at Portland, and so long as that place re-
celves the advantage of a subaldized line of
steamers, while St. John does not, Canadlan
freight will naturally be drawn to Port.
land, and away from St, John,
It is a fact that Portland has been made
what it is by thls subsldy. The traffio,
which was at first 80 small that the Allan
steamers were obliged to come to St, John
to make out a cargo, has Increased enorm.
ously, The same thing, under similar
clrcumstances, would happen to St John,
Possibly the amonnt required as a gubsidy
would be larger for a time if St, J ohn were
substitated for Portland, bat after the im.
mense outlay which has been made to carry
out “the Canadian national ides,” we ocan
soaroely afford to abandon the principle for
the sake of saving a few thousands,

It 18 useless for the government to suggest
that the olaima of St, John will be met when
the port is in a position to make the thing
possible. Under the propossd contract mo
chaoge of ports It possible until 1898, and
that, we submit, Is tco long to walt,
A change of terms on which the delegation
should insist is one which will enable the
government to require the contractors to
make S§, John one of the ports for the win.
ter service of these mail boats, Halifax. being
the other, The government need not enforce
this provision until two conditions are met,
viz,, the Short Line connection, and the
Improvement of the harbor, Up to the time
these things are accomplished 1t may be
neceesary to ship Canadisn freight largely
by way ‘of Portland, But the instant that
the Short Line conneotion is completed,
the Dominlon will have no further need
of Portland as a winter port, and the
moment thereafter that this harbor is made
capable of accommodating large steamers
St. John should have regular steamshlp con-

David
Grant, barrister, employed in prosecuting the
Scott Act cases, swore rositively that Cross-
man did not swear to what Thomas had sworn
he did. Grant said that what Crossman
bad sworn was that he had had
only three drinks on the day in question,
but that he had bought & fourth drink for
another party, During Grant’s evidence,
Thomas referred in language more vigorous
than polite to soms person 83 a mean, cone
tempible perjurer, who wonld swear to any-
thing.

ON TWERTY YEARS EXPERIENCE OF THE SINS
AND SORROWS OF CHILD.LIFE IN LONDON,

The audience at Centenary chuzch last even-
ing was very large, und much interest was
manifested in Dr, Stepherson’s lecture, which,
while dealing with stern and solemn facts and
abounding in pathetic incidents of child.life in
London, was at times enlivened with btilliant

flashes of humor. The platfora waa occupied
by the pastor, Rev, W, W, Brewer, Rev. Drs,
Williams and Stewart, and A, A, Stockton,
M. P, P., by whom the lectursr was intro.
duaced.

Washington, said Dr. Stepheuson, uzed to be
called the city of magnificezt distances, The
description could mnot ba spplied to London,
It bas a popalation of 7,000,000 souls; the rich
and the poor, the educated and the
ignorant, Charce  visitors can @ form
po correct estimate of its condition,
Under certain  conditions, they might
come to the conclusion that life in the great
city was but a pastime, under others that it
was the most gtately and learned city in the
world. Probably there is more good in Lon-
don thanin any other city. But it has its
dark eide, and the dark and the light are wen-
derfully woven together. In ome qaarter you
meet with men who have an income of £1,000
a dsy, whi'e within astore’s throw there are
hundreds huddled together, who, though their
lives are in uncertainty as to where their next
meal will be procured, philorophers and be-
lievers in witchceaft pass each other hour by
hour, But we glory in the goodness, intelli-
gence and charity of London. It is the resi-
dence of the organizsr of the world’s charity.
If Bt. John is visited by fire or Charleston by
an earthquake the Lord Mayor of
London takes charge of the relief
fand  that is  accumlated in their
behalf. London life has its sorrowlul side; s
million of its people are engaged in & constant
struggle to keep the wolf from the door, The
lecturer graphically described the scenes that
ara daily witnessed at the London decks, where
the laborer requires no *‘character” in order to
get employment, and upon which 20,000 people,
representing 100,000 men, women and childrer,
one-third of the population of New Brunswick,
depend for their daily bread, This labor is
precarious and is struggled for with the des-
peration of starving men with starving families,
Then he told of the match box makers who are
paid 231 per gross and who with sixteen hours
labor are able to earn a sixpence, of the etreet
match sellers, men, women and children .as
young as four years, who count themselves
capitalists if in the possession of a sixpence.
Mr, Stephenson related his personal experience
with the poor; how he found five boys in
the street at midnight, and tcok them to the
home, kow now one of them had built fer
himself a home in Canada where he was a re-
spected citizen. More than 2 000 children have
been cared for in the homes in his charge, and
they are now occupied by over 700, Daring
the 18 years that have elapsed since their estab.
lishment upward of $1,250,000 have been ex«
pended, all of which had been contributed vol-
untarily, The training home at Hamilton was
established 14 years ago. The work of these
homes is a part of the great mission work of
the day. Allthe children are trained in induse
trial pursuits and at proper 8g6 are appren«
ticed in neighboring works or employed on the
farm belonging to the home. About one-half
ofs the children find employment in
Eogland, but a growing colony like Canada
affords better opportunities for advancement to
young people without capital than an old
country like England. Abont £700 are ex«
pended annually in the support of the distribut«
ing home at Hamilton, The management of
the home hold themsstves responsible for thelr
charges until they reach the age of 18 years,
and after that they endeavor to hol
them in communication, Of the 718
children gent to Canada only two wera
known as belonging to the criminal
clase; 690 has me respectad members of
society. The expenses of the homes averaged
about $60,000 per year, This year they would
be swelled to $100,000.

Michael and his angels . . ., Eatan . . and
hig angels —Hev. xil., 7.9,

What would you think of me—what
would you think of the doctrine I should
bring you, if I were to tell you that the
Archangel Michael is always about your bed
and abou$-your path; that he is always in.
«iting every individual among you to good,
building up your faith, and coverlog yon
‘with his wings; tha$ he sees Into your hearts
and knows your inmos$ thoughts; that he is
specially with you in your dying hours, and

“ministers asslduously to every one in his last

moments, lest the soul should lose its hold
on God? You would say atonce, You mean
1t to be comforting, but it is a myth, What,
the angel Michael ! The angels are creatures:
they cannot do this, You trench on the
prerogatives of God. God only can read the
thoughts of a man’s heart, God only knows
dts weaknesses, 1ts wants, And In like man-
ner, God only Is with a man wherever he
goes—with every man : “Whither shall I go
from thy spirit ? or whither shall I flee from
thy presence?” Well sald, my brethren;
well and truly sald, And Is not what Is sald
«of Michael the Archangel true of Gabriel the
Archangel ? Of course itis, OF course it
must be; it cannot be otherwiee of any crea-
ture. Omniscience and omnipresence belong
to God alone,

Now see how straightway you uneay all
this when you speak, as you often do, of
that tallen Archangel whoee name Is Lucifer,
now called Satan, You say—or at least

+ your tract writers and magazine writers say

1t for you—and those preachers -who gou
to Dan and Bethel, they say it—that the
devil diecerns the thoughts and intents of
your heart, that he knows whenever a good
deslre springs up in your hearts and tempts
you to stifle it; that he knows whenever you
have a mind to sin, and lays a temptation to
your weak and sinfal longiog; and knows
when you have taken his baft, and holds
you with a tight line, till either you have
disgorged hie bait or he has you in his net,
They tell you that every Christlan man as
he lies a-dying has him by his bedside; that
when all {8 weak, and nature s prostrate,
and the lamp burns low, that then he is
there, spying out every motion of failing
{flesh or spirit—always there, knowlng it is
the last chance with him, They invest the
arch-fiend with omnisclence, and with omni-
presence—attributes which belong to God
alone, and can belong to no ocreature what-
ever, Doubtless, it is this Infiated diaboliam,
unconsldered, orude, and crmel, which to
#aturation has entered into all forms of
puritan beflef, that has led at length to a
denial of a personal devll, And right logl-
cally it leade toit; for if Satan be every
‘where present, then he s not a person and
& creature, but an all-prevading influenco of
evil only; but if he be a person and a crea-
ture, then fs he bounded as a person and has
creaturely limits, A ublquitous omnisolent
«©vll spirlt may be sought for in Mythology;
it will not be found among things real and
actual in any sphere whatsoever, It isa
philosophical absurdity that is palmed upon
ue when we are told that the devil is always
ab every man’s elbow. He cannot be thus
‘with every man, If he be thus with any
‘one man, that man has him a]l to himself,
The devll cannot beina thousand places
at once, nor In two places at once; he
©an only be In one, It is not strictly
true to say the devil is always at
every man’s elbow, That will do for **Poor
Rlichard’s Almanack,” but it is at beat merely
a rhetorical utterance; and these are not the
days In which we may with excuse diverge
from the literal truth for the eake of feather-
ing a zhaft or pointing an arrow. We must
be severely true for Christ’s sake, A ohild
born of scorn and scepticlsm is among us
taking notes, and what we say to make a
Practical point Is reproduced as an article of
faitb, and held up in derision as a sample of
the sort of things we expect people to swallow
and believe,
And about death-beds. Satan, if we mean
a particular person, is not always there any
more than I am. He may be swifter of foos
than I, but Iam sure that he is not in at-
tendance at two death-beds at the same
moment of time any more than Iam, I
give this as a determinate truth, which I am
prepared to stand by agalnst all comers,
*‘Give the Devil his due,” is an adage fitted
%o every mouth, Wa give him more than
his due when we mssign him the faculty
of being in two places at once, We meet
there—at death-bed—he and I, sometimes,
1 do not doubt; and when we do it is to my
shame if I, as Christ’s minlster, do not brin,
more help than he can bring hindrance,
do not believe (and I have now in mind a
certain expression of our barlal service—
whence derived, or what exactly meaning,
I have not stopped to inform myself—I do
not belleve, I say) that Christians are in
danger of falling from God especially
in their last hour, I do indeed be.
lleve that the chance s Infinitesimally
small of any returalng to God in the
hour of their death who have mot lived to
him in the days of their life; but of special
danger, then, of the falthful soul fallin
away from God Into the arms of Satan, %
do not belleve at all, I belleve there has
been no $ime in their life In which they were
20 safe, :

But this Is by the way; we must return to
the maln matter,

And, assuredly, we are not to belleve
elther that Satan Is a discerner of the
$houghts and intents of the heart. That
would be treason o truth ! That would be
$he glorification of Satan! That would be
dishonor done te Almighty God who giveth
his honor to another, He alone knows the
oreature he has made, He alone knows the
spirit of man in all ity secret recesses, in all
its tortuouns windings, in all its rislogs and

perception, such as no earthly creature
posseases, I entirely believe; that he has a
rapldity of flight and a promptness of pres.
ence such as belongs to none under an angel,
I as fully believe; but that he who is against
us finds his matoh in him that is for us, I
stand here to maintaln: Mlichael, our Prince,
is hig equal. And why say I not Christ?
Why do I not say the Holy Ghoat? I would
not be so faithless ! He ls not the peer of
Christ ! He s not the co-ordinate of the
Holy Ghost ! He does not stand on the
same place as they ! He cannot contend on
anything like equal terms with these, He
has trled his power with the Son of Man in
his humillation, and has bitten the dust,and
In him has been put under our feet. For
his once-while proud up-lifting of himself he
is now thrust down, Not satisfied with a
place, a glory, among his peers, he
aspired to something more than be.
log thelr -equal: *“I will ascend in-
to heaven (he said), I will exalt my throne
above the stars of God; I will ascend above
the helghta of the clouds, I wil| be like the

| Most High,” His fall was the alngle result,

He galned nothing over Michael, He did
not get a rise above his peers—‘‘above the
stars of God,” He did not become like the.
Most High, He lost what he aimed at,and
over and above, He lost, and became in all
things abased. The powers God tock mot
then from him are those belanging to the
nature Michael and every other archangel
shared with him, and still share. He 1s as
they. As he in the spheres of evll, g0
Michael in the sphere of God. In every at-
tribute, in knowledge and in might, St.
Michael is his equal,

It is on this plane and no other that the
subject of our present discourse wmust be
thought out, our reckonings made, and his
meaeure taken; that so the personality of
Satan may be an admitted item in a Chris-
tian man’s belief. If we dlsbelieve in his
belng, we put curselves at a disadvantage
and do dishonor to the Scriptures; if we be.
lieve in him as an ever-present omnipotent
eplrit, we give him the honor which belongs
to another (and to him in no wise), and
subject ourselves to servile fear,

Those glorifiers of Satan who magnify
him, and tell of his power and hight, have
not learnt what they preach from the sacred
Soriptures, but from a great Purltan post,
This inflated Satanlem dates from Miiton,
and has as little to do with truth and sober-
ness as have the horns and hoofs of the old
satirists. In popular theology (which {s all
of a Puritan caet) Satan is co-ordi.
nate  with the Holy Spirit. We are
told in many a sermon, and in many
a tract, that as there is one Good Spirit
who 1s ever present with us, checking each
rislng thoug ht of evil and glving us good In.
stead, Incllng us to repentance atd fanning
that into a flame, alding us in our eeoret ap-
proaches to God, helping us in our prayers,
furthering our good endeavors, prompting us,
striving with us day by day,never leaving us,
naver forsaking us (unlees we quench him)
until cur salvation 1s secured; so there is one
great evil spirlt, who always s about our
bed and about our path, and sples out all
our ways—even those most secret;who reads
our hearts and knows our thoughts; whis.
pering to us delays when feelings cf repent-
ance are stirred within us, giving us mo-
tions towards evil when our spirit irclines
us to pray, penetrating our every purpose
and thwartiog us in each one; never leaving
us or . forsaking us till his evil work is
done or till death bas placed us beyond his
reach.

Tkis may be very impresslve, acd to some
even very precious! !

But it s not true, The co-ordinatlon ia
both false and viclous, The Holy Spirit has
omniscience and omnipresence; Satan has
has nelther the one nor the cther. The
Holy Spirit has the power of God; Satan has
the weakness of a' creature, and that too of
acreature fallen. The Holy Ghost, ‘‘the
Lord and Giver of life,” makes all our good
In us, and for our ealvation gives effect to all
the ordinances of Christ;Satan makes nothing,
creates nothing and nothing brings he to pase;
he can tempt only with lying worde, and
eecure cnly those who willingly yield them-
selves to his will, and strike only as he is
permitted to strike, In a malignity which
is insatiable he goeth about seeking whom
he may devour; but the beast of the forest
has a power to hurt and destroy greater
than he, The little child kneeling in prayer
abides in a security which he cannot break
in upon, and without fear may bid him
avaunt. He cannot blast an oak, or harm a
goat’s kid, or hurt a halr of your head,
Your power, my brethrep, s greater than
his—greater far, and more awful, You may
msr God’s image in man, and may destroy
what he has made. Satan cannot do either,
He can only enter a dcor whioh 1s opened
from within, and lead captive by their own
will those whom he lures to their destruc.
tlon, Here, agaln, there Is exsggeration;
with thoughtless unreality of speech we
aseign every motlon of evil to the devll, and
glve him place and precedence where he is
In no wige immediately concerned, e, g., we
often say (as for our excuse) ‘‘the devil
tempted me,” when led away of our own
lust and enticed, The greatest devil we
need to fear is the devil ;hich fe within—
our own carnality, This, indeed, is always
present, and unless when we sleep, always
in operation,

But we have not done: our reczonlog may
not only be with one, The fallen archangel
has fellow angels who share his lot, and may
share in his fell designs, Yet, not so many.
Not s0 many are they as *'S:, Michael and
All Augels,” He drew away with him a
third part of the host of heaven; two-thirds
remaln to do service to God; and they are
‘‘angels sent forth to minister to them” who
are the heirs of salvation.” We read of
little children having ¢‘their angels;” as if
for each one beloved of God there was one
such angel ministrant speclally told off to his
particular service, 1In this the evil ones are
overmatched; they are not so many, neither
are they so mighty.

Liberal Gonservative Mass Meeting in
the Temperavce Hall,

ADDRESSES BY 8. L. PETERS AND OTHERS.,

GaeETowN, Nov, 2,—A large and enthu.-
slastio meeting of the eleotors of Gagetown
and viclnity was held in the temperance
hall, last evening, I, S, Worden, president
of the Lib, Con. Assoclation occupled the
chair. Geo, F. Baird, the candidate of the
party, had a seat on the platform, After
the Introductory formalities,

was oalled on. Mr, Peters thanked the
audlence for the hearty manner in which his
name had been recsived, and expressed
pleasure at the presence of so many ladles in
the hall, as an indication that they were
taking a deep interest In the living political

questions of the day. He proposed at the
outset to deal with some of the statements
made by L. H, Davies in Gagetown, He
showed that Mr, Davies had in treating the
financlal record of the Mackenzle govera.
ment, not only understated the expenditure
on consolidated account, but had omitted to
mention the large -deficits that accrued from
grit management and extravagance, Mr,
Davies bad tried to make 1t appear that the
people pald $4 duty on every $10 worth of
blankets, or rather that when they paid $10
for blankets they only got $6 worth. Could
anythiog be more unfair, more unjast, more
untrathful? The truth of the matter is
this: That since the N, P, has had effect in
this Dominlon, not only woollen goode, but
cotton goods as well, have been
purchased at a dlecount of from 15
t0: 20 per cent. on the prices paid
prior to 1878. And not only do you get
your blankets so much cheaper, but you get
Canadlan goods, the work of your fellow-
countrymen, (Applause.) Another state-
ment was made by Mr, Davies, to the effact
that Sir Leonard Tilley, on the St, John In.
stitute platform In 1878 sald, that, if the
then opposition had been in pewer, they
would nct have expended over $22,500,000,
doring that year. It ls true Sir Leonard
Tilley did make that statement, but mark
you, under what circumstances! The ex-.
penditure for that year was increased, bus
how wae it increased? In order to make
a good showing for the government, and a
bad ome for Sir Leonard Tilley the finance
minister of that day (Sir Richard Cart-
wright) added the $500,000 which had been
spent on the I, C, R. and which was charged
$o capltal account, to the ordinary expendi-
ture of the country. I ask whether that was
fair? The government did it for a purpose,
and although the unfairness of their course
was pointed out to them on the platforms,
and in parliament, they persisted in their
course,

Mr, Davles also stated that the taxation of
the country had increased 50 per cent since
1878, I deny that statement, and I am pre-
pared to prove it. In the public accounts
which I have here I find that the per capita
tax taking the five years of Mr, Mackenzle’s
adminjstration and striking an average was
$4.66. I find that the taxation today has
Increased to $5 62 per head, and you - will
find that the Increase has only been 20 per
cent, or less than half the amount
stated by Mr. Davies, I challenge
contradiction upen this matter, (Applause )
We of the liberal conservative party have
been found fault with because the govern.
ment of Sir John A. MoDonald havé not
secured reolprocity between this country and
the United States, Now, every one—even
the school boya—know that the present gov=
ernment have been incessant in their en-
deavors in urging upon the U.S, government
this questlon of reciprocity, We know
they have sought by all falr means at their
dispoeal to Induce the United States to fall

.| In with the idea of a reciprocity treaty, but

bave falled. You all know that in the year
1854 we secured reciprocity with the United
States for ten years, and that when those
ten yesars expired the United States govern.
ment gave notice that the treaty would be
abrogated, It is a matter of record that
since that perlod time and time again, not
only under the government of Sir John Mac-
donald, but durlng the adminlstration of
Mr, Mackenzle efforts have been made to re-
new a reciprocity treaty, but up to the pres-
ent_time they have all falled. I hold it is
not fair for the oppoaitlon to charge the
present government with not using all fair
influence and exercising every lggitimate
means withio thelr power and In keeping
with the dignity of the country to secure a
reciproclty tieaty with the U{lted States,
(Loud applause.)

| Davles and he, to use a slang term, “‘boomed

such an explanation of these companies, that
I am satisfied every falr minded men, every
honest man in Canada will come to the con-
olusion that there was no collusion between
the government and its supporters in refer.
ence this matter.—(applause)—that this
like all the other soandals which the opposi-
tion have been so earnest in booming, in
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press their convictions on the minds.of the
people of this conntry have nothing whatever
In them, They have utterly failed to prove
anything worthy of consideration against
the present government, for I maintain, and
the evidence is all in favor of my argument, ;
that the government in all these matters
haa due nothing but what was for the
best intereats of the people, (Apfhule.)

oase, Oae word just here, I woald say that
in $he interests of our common counntry, in
the interest of all that Is good and great, in
the Interests of the security of the life and
property of our fellow beings, I trust that
She wish 50 publicly expressed and the de.
sire 8o publicly stated may not be accom.
plished, but hope that the Dominion will be
able to withstand the attack made apon her
by her worst enemies, with reference to this
matter and put down with a strong hand the
desire evinced by one of our publec men to
wink at these violations of law, (applause),
and thus prevent anything like discord or
disharmony occurring In the countg. (Ap-
plauge,) If we have a counfry Wwhich {s
worth anything, it 1s only of valae because
our lives and property are sacred and secure,
but if it comes to pass that a man who hds
committed one of the highest offences ageinst
the law of this counfry ocan shleld himself
behind his political party land escape pun-
Ishment, then, I say, the time has come and
arrived when this {s not a safe country to
live in, This being so, I say Isincerely trust

For instance the debt of the
provincesof old Canada, Quebecand Ontario was
$62,500,000, and Nova Scotia entered confeder-
ation with a debt of $8,000,000 and New Bruns.
wick 87,000,000. Nova Scotia in 1869 received
an additional $1,186,756. Manitoba, in 1870,
entered the confederacy with a debt of $472..
000; British Columbia in 1871 with 81,666,200,
and P. E, I in 1873 with a debt of nearly $5,.
000,000, in addition to which all the provinces
received in 1873 additional subsidies of
$183,386 989 and in 1884 still further subsidies
of $7,172,297. hese, then, are debts owing by
the provinces and from this we eee that the old
debts aggregated $106,311,392 and the new
debts $90,260,393. N ow, this new debt was
increased for variong purposes which I will
enumerate as briefly as I can, because this is
an important matter and I want the people of
this county to realizo as far as they can realiza
the facts of the case, se that when the pext
election comes off oar friends will be able to
Answer our opponents as to the true state of
the matter and to show to them they can
justify such increase in the debt.

There is one other question in which the
people of the maritime provinces areinterested,
to which I wish to draw your - attention. I
mean the shipping of this Dominion. It is
often said by our opponents that the present
government has cestroyed our shippisginterest,
golet us look into the facts of the matter,
This subject might batter be dealt with by Mr,
Baird who is engaged actively in the shippisg
interest, and who csn better inform you on
the cubject, but I will give you the figures
which I have already prepared, showing what
has been the condition of this trade since the
iotroduction of the N.P, We find that the
number of sea zoing vessels entered inward and
outward in 1879 was 17,000; and their tom.

er of veesels rose to 21,192, and their tonnage

stand that when these vessels wers entered
when they arrived and departed, and are there-
fore counted twice; but as the same system of
estimation prevailed under both governments
the -comparison is a fair one to make,
This comparison hasjreference to the sen-going
vessels which ply between ports in our Domin.
fon and other ports throughout the world, Of
the 17,000 vessels which entered cur ports in
1879, 4,192 were Csnadian, ard of the 21192in
1885 10,512 were owned by Canadisns and
msnned by onr own people, (Applause.)

Let us now take up the coasting trade and
8ee bow that has been sffacted by the policy of
the present government, We .find that the
number of vessels arriviog at oqr ports in 1879
was 30,850, while in 1885 they were 41 879.
The number of vessels which departed in 1879
were 29,663, and in 1885, 42,269, showing an
increase between 1879 and 1885 in the number
of vessels arrived of 11,029, or 39 per cent, and
in the number of departing vessels 12 606 or an
increase of 421 per cent. We find that the
tennage of these vessels which arrived in 1879,

The Forests and Farm Lands of New
Brunswick,

On Thursday of last week W. F, Best, of St,
John, New Brunswick, read a [paper on the
above subject in the Conferencs hall of the Co.
lonial Exhibition, Lieut, Col. Roes presided
over a large audience, and, in introducing Mr,
Best, spoka of the time that gentleman had
spent in travelling through New Brunswick

and of his knowledge of the province, .

Mr. Best, in treating of the resources of the
province, quoted frbm the reports of J, P,
Sheldon, of Downton College of Agricultare,
and of Jesse Sparrow, of Batb, these gentle-
men having been delegates to ascertain the
capabilities of the Dominion, Spesking of
these reporte, Mr, Best pointed out that very
little had been done to bring the province to
the notice of Europeans, consequently very few
emigrants found their way to New Bruns.
wick. . The local legislature was indeed to be
blamed for having done so little to advertisze
the provinca abroad, Proceeding to treat of
the great valus of the fcrest products of New
Brunswick, Mr, Best statad that the exports of
these products ia 1883 was of the value of
over £1,000,000,and this amount was constant.
ly increasivg. The forest trees, such as
the pine, spruce, hemlock, cedar, poplar,
etc., were described, and referenca
made to tha artistic wood trophy frem New
Brunswick displayed in the exhibition, Re.
ference was also made to the game found in
the forests~ the mooee, cariboo, deer, fox,
etc, and salmon and trout in the  streame;
while, in the way of game birds, there were
the partridge, woodcock, snipe, wild goose,
ducks, etc , free to any eporisman in the pro.
per seazon, Spesking of the numerous rail.
ways of the province, Mr, Best reterred espe-
cially to the New Brumswick railway, which
was doing much to encourage settlement along
its lices, and had a millicn and a half acres of
excellent land for disposal. The government
land regulations- by which persbns without
money could secure farmz—were aleo explain.
ed, as well as the method of selling govern.
ment land at public auction,

After the reading of the paper, Ira Cornwall
proposed a vote of thanks to the lecturer, and
in 8o doing corroboratad the statements that
had been made, Captain Clark followed, and
pointed out the many attractions possessed by
New Brunswick.

WHAT BIR JOHN LISTER KAYE THINKS OF OUR
NOBTHWEST.

(Ottawa Journal, Nov. 4.)

Sir Jokn Lister Kayé and Lady Kaye are
stopping at the Russell, en route for England,
after a trip through the Northwest. Sir
John'was interviewed by a Journal reporter
today.

“I think very highly of the coun try,” said he
‘‘and regard it a8 a good field for emigration,

'We went as far weat as Calgary. Beatween the
latter place and Moose Jaw, I inspected ten
extensive blocks of land at various poluts

along the line of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. Ateachplace I was thorgughly well
satisfied with the soil, water and natural
rrasses. Lnndertook the recent tripin viewof my
intention of promoting an English syndicate,
which proposes to go into the ranching busi.
ness on an extensive scale. I have submitted
my report, and it is neediess to state that it
will be of & satisfactory nature, We propose
totake up varfous sections of land with the
object of establishing breeding farms where
we will breed pure Clydesdale horses, pure
bred cattle as well as sheep. I was especially
taken up with the display of grasses, The
country, I think, is equally well adapted for
the cultivation of cereals and roots,’
Horees will thrive there as the
soil s & cretaceouns clay. In the
spring we will likely commence opera.
tions on our ranches, which will be fuily
stocked. My tenants on my Yorkshire estate
are greatly isken up with the idea of emigrat.
ing to Canada, I will bring a batch of them
out to the Northwest, selected as representa.
tive farmers, from amongst my foresters,
laborers and mechanics, I observed that the
rain fall is deficient in the Northwest,
but I think that the difficalty will be
overcome by tres culture, It is my
intention to go into it on an extensive
scale. Tree planting hag produced favorable
results in Illinois, wherse it transformed the
valley of that name into one of the most pros.
perous gections in the world,”
