provided long ago. It is useless to try
to keep the children off the streets,
Wwhere they are liable to moral contam-
ination and exposed to physical danger,
unless other places more suitable than
the streets are provided for them. Many
of our public schools are almost desti-
tute of real playgrounds, and not a
single school has ¢ne at all commensur-
ate with the requirements of the pupils.

While some of the city parks are not
badly adapted to serve as playgrounds,
the chief dependence must be on smaller
areas scattered over the city, Had
these been procured long ago, as they
should have been, the cost would have
been comparatively trifiing; now at the
very best the expense must be very
heavy. It may not be necessary, and
if not necessary certainly it would not
be advisable, to enter on the system-
atic expropriation of the' necessary
areas, With a fund to draw upon, the
policy of the council should be to buy
up suitable places as soon as they come
into the market, and to bid for such as
are not actually offered for sale. The
‘department can easily keep

in touch with the development of land
values and the course of city settle-
ment.

MONTREAL, May 19—Another strike
of the street car employes seems probh-
able.
