They
challenged him to make a specific
chargs against the minister, and held
out the hope of the direst punishment
in case he ventured into the arena.

Mr. Monk did not reply in the same
tone. He was deceptfully quiet about
it, but managed to assure the yelling
and defiant solicitor general, and the
bullying minister of marine, that he
did intend to do the very thing thay
dared him to do. And then the solici-
tor general took on a new attitude and
dared Mr. Monk to go outside and
make his charges where Dr. Devlin
could get at him. In those days Dr.
Devlin was held up as a man to be
afraid of. He had not then skulked
away from the  -committee under pre-
tense of a journey to New York which
he never took. Mr. Monk was not
afraid of him, but he knew his duty.
He did not go outside. He stayed
v here he was and made direct charges,
devoting one particular charge to the
minister himself. Then he had the
satisfaction of seeing the whole group
of ministers voting and calling upon
their friends to vote the exrlusion of
this charge from among those to be in-
vestigated. It was then Mr. Monk's
turn to show where the cowards were.

Last night there was none of this
bullying. The ministers were solemn
and quiet enough. They had done all
that was possible by appealing to the
loyalty of the party, by persenal ap-
pesls to individual members, by per-
suasion, promise and threat. Now
they waited nervously to sec how
many members would still publicly
affirm their disapproval of the swindle
and their bellef that the minister was
in one way or another responsible for
it.

It was Hatch’s food
that the minister still says he thought
he was buying. It is Hatch’'s food
that is used in the hospitals, and he is
today the only manufacturer of this
class of article in Canada. Why the
minister, after refusing to buy from
Hatch because the imperial govern-
ment was going to supply the food,
should suddenly change his mind and
buy an untested and unproved article
from Dr. Devlin, Mr. Clarke did not
understand. If he did he kept it to
himself. But as will be seen above,
Mr. Monet was more outspoken, and
Mr. Monk, who was prevéented from
carrying through a fihancial investi-
gation, states that he expected to
show who the partners with Dr. Devlin
were. No one supposés that Dr. Dev-
1in had the rake off all to himself. If
Dr. Borden and his friends had al-
lowed the enquiry to be more thorough
it would have been perhaps better for
the minister, for it might have shown
that Dr. Borden had no knowledge of
the division of profits.

Dr. Rugsell has found three crim-
inals in this case. The minister is
not -on2 of tham, neither are the of-
ficers J/of his department, nor the
contractor, nor those who shared ‘the
plunder. The criminals arz three.

First, there is Collector White of
Montreal, who accepted the state-
ment of the government contractor
that the goods were military stores,
entitled to free entry, and that the
department certificate to that effect
was airanged for and would he forth -
coming. ‘It was a crime for Mr. White
to accept this assurance from, .the
men whom the ministers were €n-
trusting. with the responsibility - of
providing emergency rations for our
troops in the field.

- Thesseeond criminal is Analyst Mac-
‘farlane, one of our most loyal and
devoted oublic servants, an ardent
imperialist and a true man, and a
gentleman. This man’s crime con-
cists in his desire to prevent a mistake
in the purchase of goldiers’ food. To
this end he took a little trouble that
‘‘ha' might have escaped by setting the
facts before his superiors. Mr, Mac-
farlane didr nothing rmore, leaving the
responsibility with the minister or
his deputy, since they had the infor-
mation in their hands. He is now
across the water, and his report was
the one which the minister held
back after tha first papers were
! brought down, and which Mr. MecNeill
! and others were rebuked for demand-
ing over and over again before they
got it. Mr. Macfarlane is the second
criminal.

¥
The third is Mr. Monk, M. P. for
Jacques Cartier, whose crime was
strongly emphasized My Chairman
Belcourt and Dr. Russell, as it had
been by the solicitor general and
other members of the movernment in
the hous2. Mr. Monk is accused of a
«morbid- desirz to injure the govern-
ment.” He is charged with slander,
with a disposition to make mischief,
with recklessness and maliciousness.
The last clause of the report prepared
by Dr. Russell and moved by him in
the committee, says ‘that the said
Frederick D. Monk has failed entirely
to prove his charges against the min-
jster of militia and that the said
charges ‘were based on a misconcep-
tion of the facts and upon authority
which a slight investigation would
have shown to be wholly unreliable.”
2t is the real crime of Mr. Monk that
he brought the iniquity to light.

The investigation has not been as
full as it ought to Dbe, but it has
shown that Mr. Monk was right in all
his statements but two. He was wrong
in stating that the goods were paid
for before delivery and that they were
admitted free of duty by order of the
department. They were paid for after
the government had received them and |
knew they were spurious and useless.
Though the department had not au-
thorized the free entry of the goods,
the duty had not been paid when the
charge was made and the customs au-
thorities had been assured that the or-
der for free entry was forthcoming.
Everything else, the negligence of the
minister, the spurious character of
the goods, the insufficiency of the ra-
tion, the misrepresentation and fraud,
the payment of six times the value of
the article, the disregard of warning
from the manufacturer of the genuine
protose, are proved to the satisfaction
of all reasonable people and the house
would have so determined by a large
majority if the members had been free
to vote as they thought.

One word as to the contractor him-
self. It is not known who shared the
profits with Dr. Devlin. He did not
disclose it, and the committee would
not-allow it to be learned from other
witnesses. But Dr. Devlin himself
appears as the principal party in the
negotiation. He exercised some as-
tonishing influence over the minister,
which suggests the intervention of a
silent but influential partner. He of-
fered 'a food which he had no right to
sell or to make; he furnished it," with
the assumed name of a manufacturing
compahy which had no existence, and
which_ he located at a place where
such a company was never heard of.
He professed to manufacture food
which he imported in finished form
from the United States. He brought
in this goods as baggage in Saratoga
trunks, one half of which escaped the
customs house. For the other half he
secured free entry by the promise of
a certificate from Ottawa which he
never produced. After the enquiry
began, when he was confronted by the
collector, he paid the duty with checks
on a bank in which he had no funds.

In the course of this investigation
Dr. Devlin was very conspicuous.
From the first day to the last he was
on hand. He hovered around the ma-
jority of the committee, prompting

, tery about Mr. Blair’s lubricating oil
! ccntract which the minister himself

and several other members have
been struggling to clear up. It is
more a mystery since Mr. Blair spoke
than it was before, for his speech can-
not in any way be reconciled with tne
papers brought down by his depart-
ment. Mr. Blair claims that he has
reduced tke cost of lubrication by 10
per cent, and lately by i5 per cent,
taking into consideration the addi-
tional car and engine mileage. But
his accountants do not give any such
tostimony, and if we compare the
mileage set down in the railway re-
port with that in previous years, and
then make the comparisen of the to-
tal payments, we find that, however
successfully the Galena Company may
have lubricated the political pathway
of the minister in Queens county, it
has not saved anything to the coun-
try.

The Galena Oil Company is now un-
derstood to be the lubricating oil
branch of the Standard Oil Company.
Since the Standard ©il Company has
gathered in most of the ‘Canadian oil
interests, there is less competition and
higher prices in burning oil than for-
merly. But at the time the contract
was made the competition was real
and the Galena Company wWas one of
eight which tendered to supply the
Intercolounial. The call ‘for tenders
was made by the late government in
May, 18¢6, and the contract for edch
class of oil, some 12 classes in all, was
given in every case to the lowest ten-
derer, prcvided the sample was ap-
proved by Prof. Ruttan, the énalyst
of McGill College, who is regarded as
the best Canadian authority on these
matters. The contracts were award-~
ed by the department shortly after
the resignation of the late govern-
ment, in strict accord with business
principles. There was apparently no
ministerial action, as there was no
interference with the accéptance of
the lowest tender on satisfactory an-

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Yesterday Senator Ferguson took up
this story and went on with an an-
alysis of the results of the Galena oil
contract on the cost of lubricating as
shown by the papers brought down in
the house by the minister himself. He
showed that the contract for cylinder
oil was taken from the Imperial Qil
company, which had it at 30 cents, and
was given to the Galena 0il company
at .63 cents. The summer engine oil
contract at 20 cents was taken from
{he same concern and given to the
Galena company at 39 cents. The win-
ter engine oil contract was taken from
the REastern O0il company at 211-2
cents and from the Imperial Oil com-
pany at 20 cents for. summer use
and given to the Galena com-
pany at 39 cents. The car oil contract
was taken from the Imperial company,
whish agreed to supply it for 81-2 in
summer and 91-2 in winter, and was
given to the Galena Oil company at 27
cents all the year round, thus adidng
200 per cent. to the price. In coach
oils the analyst had found objections
to the Galena Oil company’s sample,
but the Galena oil was purchased by
Mr. Blair at 45 cents when the Im-
perial and Eastern oil companies had
the contract -to supply them for sum-
mer and winter use at 211-4 and 221-2
respectively.

So far this is a most extraordinary
transaction and one which requires
explanation. What explanation does
Mr. Blair offer? He says that it does
not matter much about the price per
gallon, because he has a special con-
tract that the total cost shall be 10 per
cent. less than the total cost in 1896
for each thousand miles of use. To
contractor, it 4s explained, says that
much oil is wasted on the trains, and
that by instructing the oilers and other
train hands he can make up the loss
occasioned by the higher prices and
save 10 per cent. in addition. Now it
seems obvious that if the railway em-
ployes can get along with less Galena
oil by not wasting it they could be in-
structed to make the same saving in
other oils. It would occur to anyone
that some firm which quoted a lower
price might also be willing to guar-
antee a reduction by reducing the
quantity. This supposition would be
correct, for there is in <(he possession
of the department, and was brought
down last last year, an offer from an-
other tenderer who proposed the same
methods as the Galena Oil company in
the way of glaranteeing a low expen-
diture for oil. It goes without saying
that after tenders have been called for
and contracts made on the basis of the
lowest tender those contracts should
not have been cancelled except for
good reasoms. Certainly they should
not have been cancelled in favor of a
company whose tender had been the
highest and whose samples had been
reportad unfavorably upon. And if
new scheme for contracting at a guar-
anteed price per thousand miles was
to be adopted why did not Mr. Blair
ask for competition on this basis. In-
stead of doing that he made a private
contract without competition with the
higher tenderer on a new basis, anG on
special terms which for anything he
knew could have been made with one
of the lower tenderers. Suspicious

the refusal to allow other firms to ten-
der on the same terms, the selection of
the highest tenderer under the old
system and the one least favored by
the analysis, with the extraordinary
interest which the agent of the favored
cmpany took in Mr. Blair's Queen’s
county ‘election. Senator Ferguson
dwelt on these matters and  then
passed on ‘to consider Mr. Blair’s claim
as to the results.

Supposing it were true that Mr.
Blair under this new arrangement had
reduced the cost of lubricating by 10
per cent ar 15 per cent, the defence
would stiil be bad unless he could
show that no other concern among
those excluded from competition
would have given him still better
terms. But it does not appear, ac-
cording to Senator Fergusonm, that the
cost of lubrication has decreased
cither 15 per cent or 10 per cent, or
any per cent; on tne contrary, it is
higher than it was before.

Foster said if this had been done it
opened up a large question, as mil-
lions had been paid by provincial gov-
ernments to other roads now declared
to be for the general benefit of Can-
ada.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said the Nova
Scotia government had made such a
velaim, but the federal government had
1efused to entertain it, or to refer 1%
to arbitration. Nova = Secotia had
presented a ciaim for return of the
subsidy paid Ly the province to rail-
ways now belonging to the federal
government. This claim had not
been referred to arbitration, but the
government was willing to refer it.

Mr. Foster asked if a fiat had bheen
granted in respect to the claim of the
Regina and Long Lake Railway Co.
for o cash subsidy in place of land
granted, of which the company claims
it was deprived.

The  solicitor general introduced his
bill to regulate ard make uniform the
rates of fire insurance, but explained
that it would not be pressed this ses-
sion.

1.jeut. Borden was a young man who
enlisted recently to fight for thz Queen
in South Afrieca. He was only 23
years of age, a young man of great
promise, ‘atkletic in figure, bright, in-
telligent, a model in every way. Xle
had, as I am informed, already made
a mark in his career, attracting the
attention of his chiefs by his coolness
under firs, by his daring and by his
coarage.. and had won the affzction
of his comrades by his amiable dispo-
sition. This precious life has been cut
short by the uncertainties of war.
»ow this event, I am sure, will reach
the heart «f every member of this
house. He is the son of a promirent
member of this administration, of an
old member of this house and cf a
popular member, and, as I am re-
minded, the only son. Whatever bit-
terness there may be of strife I am
sure that before such misfortunes all
such bitterness disappears, and that
on both sides of the house friends and
foes will unite in offering to the he-
reaved father and to the bereaved
mother that sympathy which can be
the cnly solace ©f such a misfortune
on this side of the grave.

Nicholas Flood Davin of Western
Assiniboia said: I could wish that
the honorable leader of the opposition
(Sir Charles Tupper) were in his place
in order that he might echo the senti-
ments which have been so fitly ex-
pressed by the right hon. gentleman,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

OTTAWA, July 17.—Three of the
gpevial teackers who were engaged in
Englangd by Prof. Roberison under
the Macdonald-Sloyd school. fund to
come to Canada to take chargs of the
work of establishing manual training
in connection with the public sehools
in the various provinces have arrived
in Ottawa.

Albert H. Leake of Leicester has
been engaged in the manual training
movement in England for the past ten
years and has had charge of s set of
six centres in Leicestershire in manual
training with the different madterials,
such as paper, cardboard, wood, metal
and glass. He leaves tomorrow for
Brockville to take charge of the sum-
mer course of manual traininz for
teachers which has been epensd there.

T. B. Kidner has also just arrived
from England. He left this morning
fer Truro with directions to give all
the assistance he ecan in introducing
manual training of the highest order
into the schools throughout the pro-
vince of Nova Scotia. Mr. Kidner
reccived his training at the technical
coliege in Bristol and afterwards be-
came imstructor in one of the large
centres under the ILondon school
board.

For over a mile in front the brigade
troops come up in separate squadrons,
but in solid blocks they rest on the
crest of the rise. Far from the right
comes General Hutton, followed by his
staff, riding like mad, with a pennant-
bearer charging in the rear; now he is
plunging through a field of stunted
Kaffir corn, at a full gallop, and then
on to the hill at the left, where the
Canadians, the New South Wales
troops, and the Maxim guns are wait-
ing. He studies the landscape, listens
to the small-arms firing below, and
watches the withdrawing scouts.

Under orders a squadron of Cana-
dians advance half-way down the slop-
ing open hill-side, dismount, and while
the horse-holders stand by the horses,
the main body advances on foot, in ex-
tended order. Everything is quiet as
death except for the rescless champing
of a few horses, as the thin lines ad-
vance, lie down, start again, and have
more intervals of rest; four thousand
yards are to be traversed. Nothing de-
velops, for the Boer is 2 cunning
fighter and never discloses his position
until he thinks he can inflict 2 serious
blow on the enemy.

The colonials had cleared the
gun, and twenty New South Wales
men raced to lay a hand on it first.

The Boers had gone, except the poor
devils who lay silent here and there
in the gray dusk of evening, or a few
who groaned in the agony of wounds.
Miraculously, not a British trooper
had been killel and the wounds were
all sligh?,

Before the sun went down a tremen-
dous artillery fre began on the right,
miles away, It was the Boers shelling
Lord Roberts’s column on the railway.
The duel went on as the sun sank to
sleep, and high in the air the glints of
fire from big shells, with puffs of
white smoke drifting dway, dotted the
sky and mingled with the blended tints
of pink and blue of a cloudless east-
ern heaven. The Boers had disabled
one British gun and killed some brave
gunners, but with the darkness the
hoarse boom of big-calibre cannons
gradually became less and less, and
the opposing forces faced each other in
silenca.

General Hutton’s column was Cross-
ing the Vet and going into camp up
on the hill-sides, a few hours previous-
ly held by the enemy. Camp fires
sprang up and twinkled like .little vil-
lages over the shelving slopes. Up
from the river floated the sounds of
the confused shouting of drivers at
laboring cattle, straining on the heavy
wagons, as they bumped over the bowl-
ders in the bed of the rapid river.

The soldiers ‘were fast asleep in their
greatcoats, not caring, in their fatigue,
where the enemy was or what the
morrow would bring. The hungry
horses, scantily fed for the last two
days, pawed uneasily in the long lines,
striking fire from the steel picket-pins
with their iron shoes, and tugging at
their heel-ropes in the vain hope of
being fed.

We desire to remind you ihat we have not
forgottan the interest taken by you in our
fishermen when the gov2rnment proposed to
barter their rights ‘m the Gulf for some
interest favorable to fishermen elsewhere,
and the warning you gave that favors given
to fishermen in the northwest was not a
compensation to our fishermen for rights
taken from them.

Again, Mr. Mclnerney, allow us to as-
sure you that we welcome you tome; that
wo-are well satisfied with the way in which
you have discharged your duties as our re-
presentative; that we have good reason to
krnow you stand as well with the party you
were sent to work with as does any mem-
ber of it: and that when the time comes,
vou will find us willing to belp you complete
the work you have s« creditably and nobly
tegun.

Mr. McInerney made an eloquent re-
ply, in which he thanked the people of
Kent for the hearty'reception.

S. Paul once said that “if he were
seeking to please men”—were mainly
bent on making his .teaching attractive

—“he would not then be a servant of
Christ.” (Gal. i, 10). He knew that he
must be that before all:things, must
preach the .true. gospel and no other,
must give to men: just what he had re-
ceived from the Lord: “woe to him?” if
he did otherwise. He had sdmetimes
to defend his own apostolic authority
against those who called him a self-
seeking pretender—one who aimed ‘at
rower over souls for its own sake, and,

in order to secure it, 'would reésort by |

turns to - imperiousness ‘or to subtlety
(2 Cor. x., 10; xiii., 16). Charges not
80 very different are now-a-days made
against those whose claim ‘to minister
for Christ comes not, like his, from an
immediate heavenly call, but through a
Iong line of human ordainers; and they
may be afraid to.‘magnify their office’™
whenever that claim, as soon as heard,
is rejected on the ground of its “exclu-
siveness.” They may thus be tempted
to acquiesce in lower estimates of their
vocation than those:which are involved
in the church doctrine:of the holy
order;—to trace it to a suppesed ovigin-
al act of the Christian bddy:as appoint-
. ing for its own convenience a commit-
tee of office-bearers; or, far worse, to
sink the spiritual character. of . the
ministry in its social and temporal ac-
cidents.

Such views may accord with a theory
of spiritual democracy,.ozr: HJVith . the
crude’ Erastianism which .seems to be
ingrained in some minds, or with
schemes for merging religion in phil-
anthropy, or, if one may :say ‘it, with
that affectation of :secular ' fashions
which some seem to think is.a defence
against the reproach of being “‘too cler-
ical.” But they are surely in flagrant
contradiction to the idea of the min-
istry as set forth in-the Acts, and-in
the Epistles, to our Lord’s own words
when He breathed upon his apostles,
and also to His previous description of
the function of His ‘“stewards’ as ‘‘set
by Himself over His household to give
them their portion of”’. spiritual *“‘n:eat.”
(8. Luke xii.; 42) commissioned, that
is to say, not from below, but from
above—not by the Christian people,
but by Christ, for their benefit, for the
dispensation of that “grace and truth’”
which come by Him: from the /Father.
“Sacerdotalism’” is- a weord that must
not: frighten us; it may be, as:has been
wel said, a.stone flung.at one of the
“great verities of the : kingdom ' of
grace;” or if it indicates a serious mis-
apprehension of a church principle, jour
business will bg to exhibit the minis-
terial priesthood as. the:instrument; on
the one hand, of the Great High Priest
in the bestowal of certain definite gifts;
on the other hand, of the church:as a
body in the exercise of her collective
priestly righits. to “enter the rholiest”
with reasonable sacrifige.

Similarly, we must give ‘no place to
that unconscious . rationalism --»which
undervalues the ‘' sacramental ‘ordin-
ances on.the ground - that spiritual-
blessings are not to be sought through
physical media, When good Christians
speak thus, they forget that such 'a
premiss. will cut deeper--even at the
principle of our dependence.on the holy
incarnation. We have to show men
alsg, that, since the New Testament
religion is “essentially spiritual,” the
place which the sacraments hold in .it-
is a proof that they are not mere
forms to be observed, because -they
have been commanded, but are the ap-
pointed channels through 'which: God
pleases to convey. His grace to His
people.”
men to see why we make much of the
Christian ordinances, by peinting  to
Christ - Himself as the true efficient
eause of those benefits which' He thus
instrumentally conveys' to: worthy re-
cipients—the never failing “principal
agent” in the means of grace which
are—as Canon Liddon says—-—-"so many
points of contact” -with ' His ' person.
Brethren, we of this day need to be
more conservative than, I fear, we
sometimes are. Events have taught us
to appreciate more deeply the sacred
eomparison of the instructed Christian
“scribe’” to the “householder,” who, as
eccasion requires it, Ybrings out of his
storechamber things new as well as
cld.” .

It testifies
to the verities of eternal judgment in
a world where the Lord of all often
seems to slumber; it testifles to the
everlasting - life of man in - a scene
where all appears hurrying' to decay.
The tide of business and pleasure may
roll ‘on,  men may refuse to hearken,
may openly resist, or meet the witness
with’ contemptuous rebuff. None. the
less ‘clear and unwavering rings forth
from the Church of Christ the herald
cry which- gspeaks of immortality, of
retribution, of God.

1. By creeds. Itis rather: tile fae‘!;ion
in these days to depreciate creeds’ nnd
articles of belief as fetters upon, the
intellect, and as tending to subatitute
cold forms for real, heartfelt religion.
