ASSED AT A GENERAL MEETING HELD AT HALIFAX H TEL, JUNE

I. Besides the ‘,r\m::: 2l General " Meeting of the Incorporated So-
oty it shall be eompetent for the committee at any time, either of
their own accord, or upon a requisition signed by at least ten of the
.mbers of the association, upon giving seven days notice in the

public papers, to call a special general meeting of the association,
specifying the purposes for which it is called, and in which meeting
it shall be competent fur the association to transact any such bus-
ness as may be required.
