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The story of the Newman's Brook bridge
had already been pretty fully told in ProG-
Ygss. Lewis & Songot the contract at &
very low figure, and because the con-
tractors were Lewis & Son the suggestion
was made that there ought to be a specisl
inspector to see that there was no funny
business. The true inwardners of the sug-
gestion was that certain ,members of the
council wanted to provide a temporary
office, at the expense of the citizens, for a
man who bad done good work in suppress-
ing the pernicious activity of a Tax Reduc-
tion Association which was suffering from
an inflated idea of ite own importance.
The scheme was nicely cut and dried, and
a majority of the council voted that an in-
spector be appointed. When PROGRESS
told the story, there was such a buzz
around the heads of the board which bad
been suthorized to name an inspector, that
the matter was never even brought up for
consideration. Lewis & Son proceeded
with the work, under the insp2ction of the

city engineer, and finished the hridge &
fortnight before the time named in the ccn-
tract.

SLAUGHTERING THE GAME.

Tee following psragraph appears in &
New York paper, and has reference to the
month of Octoder.

Daring the first fitaen days of this month the
car cases of 3 4 deer, 20 caribous, and 14 moose,
huntsmen's spoils, arrived in Bangor, Me., by train
from the forests in the interior of the state. This {is
said to beat all records, and bears out the pro-
phecies made during the summer that game would
be very pleantiful in Maine this fall, ana thatit
would be 82 unu ually good season for the hun-
ters.
Yes, it seems to be a good season for
the hunter, bu: what about the game ? In
a few years the cry will be raised that
the deer, caribou, and moose are being
exterminated, and fresh laws will be made
for their protection, when too late, The
moose will ere long be as rare asthe
buffalo and itis already so in parts
of the country where it was once abundant.
Huntsmen's “‘spoils” is the best possible
term, for the pot-hunters of today are spoil-
ing the forests of Mame and Canada for all
time. 1t was once tupposed that the part-
ridge could never become scarce in New
Brunswick, but the relentless vigor with
which it has been pursued has driven it out
of many localities. The present legislation
on the subject provides a very poor remedy,
forwhile it forbids partridge being sold it
does not prevent them being shot. There
are no doubt very many idle men and boys
still engaged in killing off these birds, and
selling them in an underhand way. The
law should have forbidden the shooting of
the birds. Anything less than that is so
ineffective as to make the legislation m3re
child’s play.

What seems like a parctical suggestion
comes from the other side of the water, even
from Russia and Italy. There countries
send large quantaties of eggs to England
for the use of hotels and similar {establish-
ments, and there is nether a broken nor
a bad egg in the lot. The reason for this
is that they are shelled before shipment,
and put into tin cans holding 8 thousand
or more, tightly sealed, and in shape to be
drawn off by a tap in such quantities as are
required by the users. There is 8 guaren-
tee of freshness is the obvious fact that one
bad egg would spoil the lot. The system
has many advantsge in the case of large
shipments, and while a good many people
may not want to buy their eggs by the
quart, their is no reason why they should
not be as good in that form as are oysters
when shelled and sold in the same way.

BIG DEMAND FOR RUBBER.

The Spread of the Bicycle Fever Has Hada
@Great Effect on the Trade.
The spread of the bicycle fever has had
a markea effect on the rubber trade in this
country within the past year or two, and
especially within a few months, says the
New York Sun. The rubber required for
the tires of bicycles amounts ir the aggre-
gate to hundreds of tons annually, and the
demand for it increases almost in geometri-
cal progression, for as soon as one member
of a family buys & wheel the others,asa
general thing, soon do likewise. The de-
mands of the bicycle factories. were not
felt particularly in the United States until
last year, when tke extraordinary rush to
buyjwheels caused the manufacturers to
call for large quantities of rubber for
use in tke manutacture of tires for the new
wheels in the first instance, and then for
more to supply the place of tircs punctured.
Then, as the wheeling fad still extended it-
gelf, came further calls, until it is said by a
well known rubber man that the bicycle
business has made a difference witbin eigh-
teen months of probably $5,000,000 to tke
crude rubber trade.
Previous to that time the sales to bicycle
men attracted no special attention here
among the many industries in which rubber
is used, but itis probable t'at in Europe
the gradual growthin the demand had been
felt somewhat earlier. When the demand
was felt here in its full strergth during the
present year it drew on some of the old stock
The year 1894 was a poor business year,
and at the end of December there were
more than 2,000,0C0 pcunds of Para rub-
ber on hand in the United States. Old
stock in the rubber trsde does not mean
the same as it does in some other business.
0ld rubber is more valuable than new, be-
ing at present racorded at 82 cents a pound
while the price of new rubber is 77 cents.
The tire manufactucers require the best
rubber, that is, Para. For the outer rim
the finest grade is not used, as one that
takes up more amalgam serves better, but
for the air tube the best rubber is essential.
Figures as to the amount used by the bi-
cycle factories are difficult to get at, but
it is estimated that they used 1,000,000 or
1,500,000 pounds mora during the past
year than in the previous year. Some im-
porters have endeavored to get data as to
the probable consumption by these buyers
during the common year, but they tind
this not easy to do. Apparently, the bi-
cycle makers are not giving out much
about their business. Itis estimated, how-
ever, that the increase in the consumption
by these factories this coming year will be
double the increase of last year. The
factories are getting ready now for the
1896 wheels, but not many of them are
buying rubber for those wheels, as the tire
is about the last thing they put in place.
They are buying rubber for the immediate
deliveries, which are large.
The price of rubber has advanced 7 to 8
cents a pound since June, but the bicycle
makers do not seem t0 be p:ying much at-
tention to that. Some of them think the
advance may continae, but others look for
a decline. In this latter view they are not
encouraged by the sellers, but it is said
that the disposition to hold off and buy
only as needs require is pretty general.
Rubber was down to 61 cents in 1889, and
has varied between 60 and 70 cents up to
this year, but eome rubber manufacturers

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PIPES .GROW POPULAR

SOME OF THE NEW YORK OLUBS NO
LONGER OPPOSE THEM.

The Use of Them mlo Be an Advant-
age over the Prevalence of Bad Cigars—
Meerschaums Very Much i1 Favor—Smok-
er's Habits Discussed.

Whether or not pipe smoking shail be
permitted was & guestion that recently
agitated a large collegiate club of this city,
says the N.Y. Sun. Itwad decided in
favor of the pipe smokers. The Reform
Club is constantly at war upon the ques-
tion, pipes having been admitted to the
billard room, and the tmokers having
shown a disposition to spread to other
parts of the house. The Authors’ Club is
ostertatious in its pipe smoking, and is
about the only club in town where the
church-warden survives. It is undeniable
that the Authors, all solemnly occupicd
with their long clay pipes, have an appear-
ance of make-believe enjoyment that is not
convincing. The probability is that not
one of them smok:-s the church-warden
outside the club. It bhas usually been
urged in favor of pipe smoking in New
York clubs that the pipe is permitted in
Engl'sh clubs; but as a matter of fact, whila
every English social club of whatever de-
gree has a smoking room and usually per-
mits smoking in the bill'ard room, if indeed,
the two room are not one, the pipe is never
seen in other apartments of most English

clubs.
The Englishman, indeed, is oten recog-

niz:d upon the streets of New York by his
pipe, but many Englishmen smoke pipes in
public abroad who would not smoke them
in the streets of London. Pipe smoking
in the street by well-dressed natives is cer-
tainly commoner in New York now than it
was ten years ago, and the pipe is more
than ever popular wherever etiquette does
not prohibit its use. The pipe, in fact,
has every possible advantage over the
cheap cigar, and the great advantage of

h over the expensive cigar. With
the increased rage for pipe smoking come
increased demands for the meerschaum.
More than thirty years ago students in the
country began to affect the meerschaum,
baving imported the thing and the habit

strongest and meanest of tobaccoes. There E
are, however, enough men in New York
anxious for well-colored meerschaums to

meerschaums are carefully treated in order
that they may color in the best fashion.
There is one such hospital on Sixth avenue.
Here you may have your meerschaum
plugged or waxed to prevent its two rapid
coloring. Here also you may have it
treated in halt a dozan different ways,
mended if broken, cleaned if too thorough-
ly saturated with nicotine, and, doubtless,
colored it you have not the smoking energy
to color it yourself.

The brier pipe is even more widely
popular than the h It is diffi-
cult to obtain in this country a certain
English brier bearing mysterious imtials.
You do find the initialled brier pipe, but it
is usually not the right thing, and compara-
tively tew smokers koow the right brier
from the wrong. The French brier which
is sold here is decidedly inferior to the best
English briers. The corn-cob pipe is
really the national American pipe, and it
is oue of the sweetest and best pipes known,
and has the advantage of being extremely
cheap. For half a dollar 8 man may buy
enough corn-cob pipes to last him a dozen
years. Thereare French, English, Turkish,
Irish and American clay pipes, red and
white, and all of them good. The English
cutty pipe and the Irish immigrant's
dudheen are very comfortable pipes and
cheap. The English coster is about the
only man who takes pains to color a cu'ty
pipe. Ile does the coloring with thg
utmost care by persistent smoking. The
English navvy, by the way, is the only man
who smokes his cutty pipe with the bowl
down. He has a reason tor this and other
smokers profess to be ignorant ot. Fng-
lishmen nsst that it is not the pipe that
markes the Inglishman, but ths rubber
folding tobacco pouch that is his strongest
mark.

America and England are the greatest
tobacco-smoking countries in the world,
save perhaps Turkey, but the traditions of
smoking in the two countries are very dif-
ferent. The small tobacconist in England
is & very different person from the small

from Germany. The best meer

now come from Vienna, and the earlier
craz3 for ornamental nmeerschaum is re-
viving. One form of decoration upon the
meerschaum is & photograph, perhaps of
the owner, perhaps of his heart or
wife or child. The young Englishman’s
habit of hiring 8 man to color his meer-
schaum hasmever-been -widely adopted in
this country, and the thought of the thing
is certamly unpleasant, since the coloring
is done by & most unattractive professional
person, who smokes shag, the blackest,

b t in the United States. The
English tobacconist is likely to be a retired
butler or an old soldier or a man who has
followed the races, and he usually makes a
little book on the various turf events.

Special brands ot American tobacco are
sold in England in bags and boxes. A
vast deal of smoking tobacco is kept in
jars, and sold by the ounce, a thing not so
usual here. A ‘‘screw” of tobacco that
will fill a pipe three or four times may be
bad for a farthing, which is unquestionably
cheap smoking, though hardly cheaper
than good tobacco bought by the quantity.
Cigarettes are also sold in England, singly
as well as in packets, which is not usual
here. There is alsoa curious tradition in
Great Britaio that links tobacco with liter-
ature, and many special brands are named
for books or have names that have a liter-
ary significance. Oane brand bears upon
its package a quotation from Thackeray;
another quotes Charles Kingsley, aund
shows his picture. The institution known
as Her Ml{eaﬁy‘s pipe in England has been
abolished. It used to be that all tobacco
seized and confiscated by the Custom Hou-
ses was burned ; but somebody protested
against this waste of good materizl, so con-
traband tobacco is now turned over to ihe
Navy Department for the use ot Jack. In
the English navy, as in our own, plenty of
excellent tobacco is furnished to the sailors.
Navy perique is the thing iu Great Britain.
The Ameri sailor ly cuts up
plug tobacco and smokes it in Lis pipe.
he hubble-bubble and the chibouque
are coming into use in New York as part
of the increased orientalism o1 1.+ aty.
These pipes may be bought down towa in
the Syrian quarter where Tarkish babits
of smoking prevail. The snuff takers of
New Yerk muster most numerously in the
German quarter. Public snuff boxes are
kept on some of the bars in the saloons and

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Suggestions on Varivus Polnts which Are
Well Worth Remembering.

Before undertaking to make a cake or
pudding, or, indeed, any dish, read the
recipe over carefully and find out what heat
you will require for cooking it, and then
make up your fire accordingly. It is im-
possible to cook in 8 muddle; so cler the
kitchen first, and only bave just the things
you require on the table. Wash all basins,
spoons, egg-whisk and other things that you
have used, as soon as you have finished.

Fish, rissoles, etc., thatare to be fried
should be done over with egg and stale
bread crumbs twice it you wantthem to
look nice.

Horse-radish should only be scraped just
belore it is required to be placed on the
tab'e as the oil of horse radish very quick-
ly evaporates, and leaves the the vegetable
substance dry and insipid.

To boil vegetables that they may look
delicately clean, put the pot on with plenty
of water in it, add a little salt, and let it
boil. Skim it perfectly clean before you
put the vegetables in, which should not be
before the water boils briskly ; the quicker
they boil the oetter they will look.

If when dishing up & boiled pudding you
dip it into a basin of cold water directly it
is taken out cf the pot, the cloth will not
stick to the pudding.

1t when cooking yoa drop some grease
upon the hearth, cover the spot instantly
with burning coals or hot ashes. These
are almost certain to remove it.

Salt that has been dried before the fire
should not be placed in the salt cellars
until it is quite cold, or it will barden into
a solid lump as it cools.

Koives and forks and all silver and glass
that are used at meals should be washed as
soon after the meal as possible ; by so doing
they will look bright and fresh for a much
lovger time. They should never be put
away uncleaned or left dirty over night.

When airing feather beds do not put
them in the sun, as the sun is very apt to
act upon the oil in the feathers and make
thems smell sour. ‘Chey should be aired on
s windy day in a shady place.

Never leave silver or steel knives with
vinegar on them. Knives that have been
used to cut pickles, etc., should be washed
directly after use.

When cooking vegetabl2s care should be
taken that only just the right quantity of
salt is used. To every quart ot water one
dessertspoon of salt is required. If the
water is very bard the lime in it may dis-
color the vegetables; a very little
soda added to the water will prevent this,
but sods should not be used unless -neces-
sary, as it is likely to spoil the flavor of the
v

Cennecticut Mad Many ¥Fnaciments Which
Were of that Nature, =<¢: -
1n s recent lecture betcre the New
Haven Historical society, Judge Newton
peinted out that the tory parson, Peters,
bad full warrant for many of his statements
in regard to the blue laws and also thag
treces of colonial blue law restrictions are
not urknown in our statute book t.od.‘y.
One of the cunons and  interesting revela-
tions of Mr. Newton's peper is that the
ealy New Haveners were 8 quarrelsome,
Jot. During the first year of the court in
that colony, with a population possibly not
exceeding five bundr2d (children included),
thirteen persors were publicly whipped,
two where put in the stocks and two, in
irons, three were banithed, twenly were
fined, two were 1€p! imanded by the Court,
and only a very few were acquitted. This
is & formidatle criminal record for five
bundred people in 8 single year, and be-
yord this there were cn the civil side eleven
suits.
Enumeratingthe Peters blue laws, which
are supported by tte colonial records
Judge Newton notes those providing that
the Governor, Magistrates, and General
Assembly shall be the supreme power;
that the Governor had a casting vote when
Le Genaral Asscmbly wes divided ; that
