Questions Before the Conference.
Developments In Canada.

There are two questions for discus 
sion. The first is wliat should be done 
In the present emergency; and the sec­
ond is what should be done «in 
ture—what arrangements should be 
come to that should 
its character for the maintenance of 
the Empire, and what assistance 
should be given. The first question, 
think, could be dealt with without 
very much delay; the second may per­
haps involve the relations of the ottier 
•self-governing Dominions with the 
Empire, and time may have to be tak­
en in order to work out an arrange 
ment that will be satisfactory all round 
and will be effective in Its results.

It would be premature and improper 
for me to say what the result of our 
visit here has been or will lead to. No 
declaration on the subject will be 
made until after our return to Can 
ada to discuss these matters with our 
colleagues and to lay before them the 
result of our interviews with the Ad 
mtralty. We have been received by 
all the Admiralty authorities and by 
all those in responsible positions with 
whom we have been brought into con 
tact, not only with great kindness 
and cordiality, but with great sym­
pathy as well, and there Is a strong 
fecliug in England, as far as I am 
able to judge, to the effect that any aid 
which Canada may render would have 
a most important Rearing on tbe pres 
eut positlou of aftaHm that its moral 
effect will not be over-estimated, and 
that it might change the whole future 
history of the world.

That Is a very strong assertion, but 
ft Is borne in upon me strongly by 
what I have heard today 1 thank you 
for your valuable suggestions. While 
it would not do In any way to forecast 
what the result of our visit here has 
been. I believe that that result will be 
to the advantage of Canada and the 
Empire as well. 1 thank you for com 
ing here this morning. (Cheers.) 
Mr. Hazen added that Mr. Desbarats 
(Deputy Minister of the Canadian 
Naval Service) and Admiral Kings 
mill (Director of the Canadian Naval 
Service) would be glad to consult with 
the deputation on the details of the 
matters to which they had brought his 
attention.

Imperial Maritime League, and Mr Hazen's assurance that 
the question of converting merchant ships into armed 
cruisers ;n time of war is included in the subjects now 
beiug considered, bringing the advantages claimed for 
this type of ve»sel prominently into notice As we un­
understand the situation it was not intended that a fleet 
cf cruiser-liners should mterfeie with or detract from 
the Government's naval plans when matured, but that 
an armed fleet of this charm ter would be subsidiary to 
whatever arrangements might be made with the Admir­
alty. On this point further light will be thrown when 
the Canadian Ministers return to Canada.

The design for the cruiser-liner, it was understood, 
was suggested by Mr. Edward Bath, a consulting engin­
eer of Ottawa, who prepared the plans aud laid them 
before the Government early this year. The proposal 
was to construct a special type of fast steamship for 
express, passenger and mail service between Canada and 
Great Britain, available as a cruiser in time of war. The 
dimensions of the vessel were: Length over all, 728 
feet ; beam. 81 feet; draught, (fully loaded) 2U feet. The 
ship was designed to be propelled by quadruple propel­
lers, driven by an improved type of turbine engine, ca­
pable of reversing on each propeller The guaranteed 
trial speed was to be 24 kuu’s, which would give the 
fastest—port to port—speed across the Atlantic.

The design indicated a special form of construction, 
;with stem and stern sections built on cruiser lines. 
Strengthened to carry bow and stern butteries mounting 
two 6-inch guns. The ship was subdivided into sectional 
watertight compartments so as to be practically unsink- 
able. The coal bunkers were arranged so as to protect 
the vital working machinery aud boilers, beiug carried 
lip above the water line to the main deck, affording pro­
tection between wind and water.

In time of peace. It was suggested, these liners could 
be used as express mail boats, sailing to and from 
Quebec In summer and Halifax or St. John in winter. The 
passage by these boats would be reduced to four and a 
half days and passengers and mails could be landed in 
or from Great Britain as follows; Montreal. 5 days ; 
.Toronto, 6 days; Winnipeg, 8 days, and X7ancouver, 1U

Copper and BrassHis childhood was passed at Flume 
Ridge In Charlotte county, where he 
was born on the 2Uth of February, 
1862. His early education he received 
In the parochial schools of St. Stephen.

A meet 
Ing of the Imperial Dry Dock Com 
pany was held yesterday moYnlng In 
the Jardine building when It waa de 
elded to accept the offer made.

The Imperial Dry Dock Company 
was practically created by George 
Robertson, the present deputy recelv 
er general who in reality was the t^rat 
man to lnxestigate the possibility ot 
St. John as a dry dock site. The orig­
inal plan of this company was to 
have the dry dock located In the pre 
sent west end pond afterwards used 
for a time as a salmon pond. This 
site was declared by expert engineers 
at the time to be an ideal one and 
the prospect of having the dock lo­
cated there Waa one of the first 
things to give an Impetus to real es­
tate in the west side.

In connection.with the dock project 
it was recessary for Mr. Robertson 
to make several trips to England fcnd 
on one occasion he appeared before 
the Lords of the Admiralty In advoca­
cy of the project. He was a firm 
believer In tbe plan and backed his 
faith with his money to a very con­
siderable extent.

The sale of the Imperial Company's 
lights to the Norton Griffiths Com­
pany at the price named is a welcome 
transaction to the members of the, 
company who will get back not only ! 
the money they put it:to the project 
but a very generous return ou their 
Investment. It was reported yesterday 
that the rate of return would be in 
the vicinity of $1,560 for every $5uu 
invested and that Mr. Robertson's 
share of the proceeds would be 
somethlvg more than $40,000.
