Washington, Feb. 3—President Wil­

son, by an executive order dated to­
day, and made public at the White 
House tonight, removed all restric­
tions against the exportation of mu­
nitions of war into Mexico from the 
United States, placing the conendent- 
tng elements on a basis of equality 
with respect to the purchase of arms 
and supplies in this country.

The executive order emphasized 
that it was the desire of the United 
States to be in the same position of 
neutrality toward the contending fac­
tions in Mexico as were the other 
powers.

Accompanying the order the White 
House issued the following 
of explanation: *

“The executive order under which 
the exportation of arms and ammu­
nition into Mexico is forbidden was a 
departure from the accepted practices 
of neutrality—a deliberate departure 
from those prattces under a well con­
sidered joint resolution of congress— 
determined upon in circumstances 
which ave now ceased to exist It 
was intended to discourage incipient 
revolts against the regularly constitu­
ted authorities of Mexico. Since that 
order was issued the circumstances 
of the case have undergone a readl- 
cal change. There is now no consti­
tutional government in Mexico, and 
the existence of this order hinders 
ad delays the very thing the govern­
ment of the United States is now in­
sisting upon; namely, that Mexico 
shall be left free to settle her own 
affairs and as soon as possible put 
them on constitutional footing by her

Sydney, N. 8., Feb. 3.—F. L. Kelly 

was elected mayor of North Sydney 
today by a majority of 76 over his 
opponent, Joseph MacDonald, barris­
ter. In this election, over one-third 
of the electors were disqualified by 
the “red lining’’ process, the law pro­
viding that only those could vote who 
bad paid their taxes, being rigidly 
enforced.

At Sydney Mines, Angus Stewart 
was re-elected mayor. He had a ma­
jority of seven only over his opponent, 
Alexander McCormack. The result 
would probably been different had D. 
C. MacDonald, a third candidate, not 

the contest. Mr. Mac­
Donald, who was formerly mayor, ac­
cepted a position with the Nova Scotia 
Steel and Coal Company.

Probably the most surprising result 
of the mayoralty contests in Cape 
Breton was the defeat of Mr. Mitchell 
of Dominion. The new mayor is Jaa.. 
R. McLean, whose candidature was" 
not taken seriously at first. Mr. 
Mitchell was mayor of Domnton since 
the incorporation of the town.

The action taken by the government 
today marks the beginning of the end 
of one of the grossest scandals In re­
cent Canadian history. The surrender 
of the St. Peter’s Indian Reserve was 
taken in 1908 by Frank Pedley until 
recently superintendent of Indian af­
fairs. Statements made on the floor of 
parliament concerning that deal are to 
the effect that liquor, bribery and cor­
ruption were resorted to in order to 
get the Indians to agree to the surren­
der of their valuable lands and that 
the vote was taken when the young 
brarves and the most responsible men 
of the band were absent. Shortly after 
the transaction was completed George 
H. Bradbury, M. P. for Selkirk, in 
whose constituency the reserve Is, 
brought the matter to the attention of 
parliament but nothing was done and 
in 1910 Mr. Bradbury went into the 
question thoroughly in one of the 
most exhaustive and convincing 
speeches made for many sessions. 
“Justice for the poor Indians,” was 
his appeal. The case was very much 
Involved. This apparently was done de­
liberately, said Mr. Bradbury, to cover 
up a very dirty transaction.

But Mr. Bradbury, knowing the In­
dians and knowing the men who had 
engineered the surrender, and feeling 
keenly, the outrage that had been com­
mitted on these poor wards of the 
country, undertook the very difficult 
task of unravelling the skein of evi­
dence, and under his skilful manage­
ment was uncovered, what Is alleged 
to be one of the most dastardly and 
corrupt transactions ever committed 
upon the Canadian Indian. Mr. Brad­
bury took the ground that the sur­
render was illegal and would not test 
of any properly constituted court In 
Canada. In this view he was support­
ed by the present minister of justice, 
Hon. Arthur Meighen, Hon. T. W. 
Crothers, Mr. W. S. Mlddleboro, K. C. 
and by some other prominent lawyers 
in the House of Commons.

This view was borne out. The St. 
Peter’s Indians petitioned the Mani­
toba government, declaring that they 
had been cheated, and the Manitoba 
government appointed a royal com­
mission to investigate the conditions 
of surrender. A majority report sus­
tained the position of Mr. Bradbury, 
and declared the surrender illegal on 
several counts. One sentence In the 
report read: “The surrender is not 
only voidable but is void and cannot 
be ratified.” The commission did not 
Investigate the alleged fraud, hut sim­
ply the term of surrender. This was 
In 1912, and for a time the matter 
hung fire. It Is understood that some 

hers of the government took the 
view that, while the Indian had un­
questionably been wronged, a greater 
wrong still might be done the new 
ow ners of the land.

Mr. Bradbury was insistent that the 
injury to the Indians should be re­
paired first. He recommended that a 
commission composed of Judge Rob­
son and Judge Lock of Manitoba be 
appointed to try to effect a settle­
ment. However, at the Instance of the 
Manitoba government Judge Robson 
came east to consult with the justice 
department and Hon. Dr. Roche, min­
ister of the Interior.

Quebec, February 3.—A new ele­
ment was introduced into the in­
vestigation of the Quebec graft 
charges today when Mr. J. S. Maloney, 
a Burns detective, who played the part 
of Ton tractor Simpson in connection 
with the Montreal Fall bill, appeared 
before the committee to give his evi­
dence. He told how he had been in­
structed to report to Mr. Lome Mc- 
Gibbon, of Montreal. The latter told 
him he had bought the Montreal 
Herald and that the manager, Mr. 
Beck, had told him there was corrup­
tion at Quebec. If this were true, he 
wanted It exposed.

Some amusement was caused when 
the detective said one of the Burns 
mett was a reporter of the Herald, 
and had complained to Mr. McQibbon 
that Mr. Beck used the pencil freely 
on his stuff.

The witness said that the famous 
bill had been" prepared in the law office 
of Mr. Casgraln.

Outside Interference Won’t Help.
“No one outside of Mexico can now 

accomodate her affairs. The With­
drawal of all moral or material sup­
port from without, is the Indispensable 
first step to a solution from within. 
From many sources, which it deems 
trustworthy, the -government of the 
United States has received informa­
tion which convinces it that there is a 
more hopeful (prospect of peace, of the 
security of property and of the early 
payment of foreign obligations, if 
Mexico is left to the forces now 
recokontng with one another there 
than there would be if anything like 
a mere change of personnel were 
effected at Mexico city.

There are no Influences at Mexico 
City that can be counted on to do 
anything more than try to perpetuate 
and strengthen the selfish oligarchical 
and military interest which it is clear 
the rest of the country can be made 
to endure, only by constant warfare 
and a pitiless harrying of the north.

For the first time in history, Van­
couver, among other Pacific Coast 
ports, is being visited by this style 
of craft. The Slam, which was built 
by the firm of Burmeteter & Wain 
Co., of Copenhagen, was launched in 
March.

This Is her second trip, 
the first being made In April of last 
year to the Suez, returning 
tober.

REDISTRIBUTION. THE SUBURBAN TRAINS.

rAccording to announcement the Re­
distribution Bill will be introduced in 
the House of Commons in a few days, 
and Indications are that the discussion 
it will arouse will be prolonged. The 
BUI, in the shape in which it will be 
introduced, will be but a formal mea­
sure setting forth the number of 
constituencies, but making no refer­
ence to divisions which will be left 
to a committee of the House composed 
of members of Parliament of both 
political parties. This committee will 
deal with’the details, and when their 
report Is presented to Parliament later 
In the session it wiU be as complete

Liberal newspapers. In parts of the 
country on the line of the 1. C. R, at- 
fected by the withdrawal of the sub­
urban trains, continue to play the 
game of politics by attacking Mr. Gu- 
tellus, the general manager of the 
railway. In taking the suburban 
trains off the routes, and thereby In­
conveniencing hundreds of patrons, 
the general manager of the Govern­
ment railway has made a mistake, but 
is it all his fault?

Mr. Gutelius was brought to the 
Intercolonial Railway from another 
railway, running through a territory 
totally different in character; a road 
owned by a company where unprofit­
able trains were lopped off the running 
cards just as soon as they became un­
profitable. Consequently, in his new 
office he adopted the course he would 
have followed in his former position, 
and removed trains, the revenue from 
which did not pay for their expenses.

is, however, reasonable to believe 
that in so doing he was influenced, to 
some extent, by the opinions of others 
who were more in touch with con­
ditions and sentiment. Now if it is 
desirable for the Grfct newspapers to

The mistake lias been made, how­
ever, and if the general manager of 
the Intercolonial finds he has been 
misled, by accident or lack of know­
ledge, it is up to him to provide the 
remedy. If, however, it should be 
proven that there was a desire to 
make political capital out of the with­
drawal of the suburban trains, then 
the time is ripe for a wholesale sep­
aration of partisan officials from their 
jobs. If the Grits really desire to 
carry the political game to this extent, 
then let us have it, and just as soon 
as the evidence warrants it. In the 
meantime it is reasonable to suppose 
that when Mr. Gutelius finds the ease 
of the suburbanites is as serious as it 
really is, he will take the necessary 

- action to do something to meet their 
requests. The meeting on Saturday 
should be productive of a general 
clearing of the atmosphere. But let 
us hear Mr. Gutelius’ defence before 
we convict him.

àMajor-General Sir Isaac Brock, Lieu­
tenant-Governor of Upper Canada, de­
livered his famous address to the Le­
gislature of the Province 102 years 
ago today. The outbreak of the war 
between Great Britain and the United 
States was still four months In the 
future, but Brock, with prophetic vi­
sion, realised that the struggle was 
imminent and certain. The man who 
was to be the hero of the conflict, and 
to giVe up his life to the British cause 
before the year had passed, said:

“England Is not only interdicted the 
harbors of the United States while 
they afford a shelter to cruisers of her 
inveterate enemy, but she is likewise 
compelled to resign those maritime 
rights which she has long exercised 
and enjoyed. Insulting threats are of­
fered and hostile preparations actual­
ly commenced; and though not with­
out hope that cool reflection and the 
dictates of Justice may yet avert the 
calamities of war, I cannot be too ur­
gent in recommending to your early 
attention the adoption of such meas 
urea as will best secure the internal 
peace of the country and defeat every, 
hostile aggression."

Brocks' stirring address, in which 
he declared that Great Britain would 
stand by Canada to her last man and 
her last gun. did much to allay later­
al disaffection, and enabled the coun­
try to present a united front to the 
enemy when war was declared.

February 4 is the anniversary of the 
Niagara tragedy of 1912, when three 
people were swept to death on an ice 
bridge which broke from its moorings 
and passed down the river.

In the last distribution in 1903, Sir 

Wilfrid Laurier, then premier, adopt­
ed the committte plan, sanctioned by 
British precedent. His committee was 
composed of seven members, three jt 
Conservatives and four Liberals; thus 
the Liberals had the casting vote on 
all matters where there was a differ­
ence of opinion. Under Liberal rule 
the party in power, of course, domi­
nated the divisions of the constituen­
cies, but according to the Toronto 
Mail and Empire, the coming redistri­
bution will follow as nearly as pos­
sible the municipal and county boun­
daries, grouping such of the numerical­
ly weaker ridings as may be necessary 
to bring about the reductions in rep­
resentation of some of the Eastern 
provinces in accordance with the new 
unit of representation. So far as can 
be learned the bill will furnish little 
ground for serious controversy, al­
though some existing injustices under 
the old redistribution are to be re­
moved.

The new unit of representation, as­
certained by dividing the fixed repre­
sentation of Quebec and the total of 
population of that province, is 30,811. 
Divided into the populations of the 
various provinces, this would give- 
Ontario, with a population of 2.523,208, 
a representation of 82. Quebec, with 
2,002,712, a representation of 65; Nova 
Scotia, population 492,338, a represen­
tation of 16; New Brunswick, popula­
tion 351,889, representation 11; Mani­
toba, population 456,614, representa­
tion IB; British Columbia, population 
392,480, representation 13; Prince Eld- 
ward Island, population 93,728, repre­
sentation 3; Saskatchewan, population 
492,432, representation 16; Alberta 
population 374,663, representation 12; 
Yukon, population 8,512, representa­
tion 1.—Total 234 members.

The unit of representation In the 
large cities will be considerably 
larger than the general unit which 
will prevail in the less congested 
parts of the country. It will likely 
be in the close neighborhood of 49,-

Lectures on domestic 
science, first aid, botany and health 
and hygiene were given, accompanied 
limelight views. There were also ton- 
certs, and socials.

The secretary paid 827 personal 
visits to girls in their homes as well 
as to places where they are employ­
ed. Total receipts for the year amount­
ed to $1,700.17, and the association 
has a favorable balance of $839.86. The 
funds were helped out by the tag day 
during the year. Officers for the en­
suing year are: President, Mrs. .1. 
Ross; secretary, Miss Lillian Dein- 
stadt; treasurer, Mrs. George Dtshart.

The annual meeting of the Canadian 
Club was held last evening and the 
reports presented by the officers were 
of a very satisfactory nature. The 
secretary’s report showed that there 
was a membership of 669, an increase 
of 63 for the year. Two changes were 
made In the constitution. One change 
provides that past presidents shall by 
virtue of their, service remain mem­
bers of the executive, the other pro­
vides that hereafter the annual meet­
ing shall be held on the last Tuesday 
in April instead of on the first Tues­
day in February.
