The war correspondent watched the 
scene from the control station on the 
foretop and wrote the following for 
the London Daily Mall:

The weather has been very bad all 
the morning, with storms of wind and 
rain, which at this moment almost 
blot out the shore. On safely nego­
tiating the shrouds ai^d the coalhole I 
find myself in a small oblong chamber 
of thin steel, which would. not even 
keep out a bullet fired at close range. 
It is open all (round at the top, and bas 
a similar thin steel roof. Inside are a 
lieutenat of marines, a naval lieuten­
ant, two mid shipment and three sal 

-.fetors, a range-finder, several pairs of 
liasses, some telescppes, and the eter­

nal voffce-pipe, tiâvyphonee, and tele­
phones for speaking to the conndng- 
tower, the engine-room, the batteries, 
and the transmitting station.

My sensations are very strange 
when 1 find myself aloft. They are 
quite different from those which you 
get when about to go Into action on 

. land. A feeling of lnitensç Insecurity 
comes over me, and also one of ex­
treme loneliness. In the ship beneath 
not a soul is visible, all are hidden 
below, and will know nothing until It 
Is over. In an hour they will probably 
be still safe and sound or else drown­
ed like rata In a huge trap.

But these reflections only last a few 
moments and you become interested 
In what your companions are doing. 
The lieutenant of marines is trying to 
pick up ranges on the Asiatic coast. 
TheT two midshipmen, who you feel 
ought to be back at school and not 
about to enter the Dardanelles, seem 
perfectly happy -and contented with 
their lot and are discussing what hap­
pen* in the last fight The lieutenant 
Is using very strong language down a 
voice tube to some unknown Individ­
ual buried somewhere in the bowels 
of the ship who will not reply audibly 
to him. ’l i.> three sailors have each 
his ear Vs a telephone and his mouth 
to a tube.

Vy £UNPE£WO OD Lord Curtoct who has recently re­

turned to England from the front, 
speaking before the Primrose League, 
in London, said that he was more con­
cerned with the problem of men than 
of munitions. He believed that men 
had been coming in for a long time 
past with at least as much rapidity 
as they could be provided with equip­
ment; and he did not say that at 
present steps should be taken greatly 
to increase the flow; but he wanted 
the government to look ahead. They 
might have enough men' for three 
months hence or the early autumn. 
Had they enough for next spring and 
next summer—enough to carry them 
to the end of the war? Perhaps the 
men they had or were going to have 
would be enough, if they were merely 
going to force back the Germans from 
with which they would certainly wreak 
a certain and terrible revenge. But if 
the end of the war was to be that 
stated by the Prime Minister; if they 
were to exorcise the evil spirit of 
German militarism, to relieve 'the 
world of the menace that overhung it, 
and cripple Germany’s power of do­
ing the same thing again, they had 
not got the necessary men, and he 
saw no chance under the present sys­
tem of getting them.

Two kinds of respirators are in es. 
pecial favor with the British War Of­
fice as defences against the poisonous 
gases used by Germans. One of these 
is shaped conically, like the nose of 
a horse, and made of wire mesh, cov­
ered with stockinette; an alkali cart­
ridge is fixed in front, and when the 
nose is dipped in water the alkali and 
water spread over the surface of the 
mesh, and the actlom of the noxious 
gases is neutralized. These respira­
tors are said to be specially adapts 
for chlorine fumes. They are being 
ordered in large quantities, and have 
been sent direct to Sir John French. - 
The second kind, adopted by the Gren­
adier Guards, is fashioned of a loose 
fabric like a mask, fitted with a trans­
parent slip of mica; at the mouth is 
an alkali filter. Tills latter respirator 
is from Col, Cantlle’s design, and is 
said to be the best to counteract the 
fumes of bromine, which have imme­
diate effect on the eyes. It is now 
realized that am alkali is a necessity 
to counteract German gases, and the 
ordinary cotton-wool pad, while excel­
lent in a laboratory or for one occa­
sion only, would be of little value 
where it had to be used repeatedly 
against bromine or chlorine.

May 8th the attack was again re­
sumed, and an advance in the face of a 
very heavy fire was /begun. French 
troops attacked the Turkish trenches 
with the bayonet and the whole line, 
except on the extreme left, advanced 
steadily. During the night the Turks 
attempted a counterattack tout this 
was everywhere repulsed with heavy 
lessee.

During the fighting of these three 
days the Australian corps at Sari Bair, 
in spite of having sent reinforcements 
to support the main attack successful­
ly held their own and resisted all at­
tacks.

The fight on these three days were 
severe. Happily a large proportion 
of the British casualties represented 
only slight wounds. It had been dear­
ly demonstrated that the Turkish de­
fences were strongly constructed, and 
that their capture must be achieved by 
the slow and methodical methods of 
trench warfare.

French Fought With Great Dash.
The French forces throughout these 

operations fought with significant cour­
age and dash, also they suffered heavy 
losses’.

■During May 9th ground was gained 
every where and consolidated. At 10.45 
p. m. an attack was brilliantly carried 
out toy the Fifteenth and Sixteenth 
Battalions of the Fourth Australian 
Infantry Brigade. These detachments 
attacked and carried with the bayonet 
three lines of Turkish trenches at 
Sari Bair and established themselves 
therein.

A heavy Turkish counter-attack was 
launched at dawn of May 10th and 
forced the Australians back to their 
original trenches, but the guns of the 
corps were in readiness and they open­
ed fire on the enemy at close range.

Had it not been for the le­
gions of trained soldiers despatched by 
Berlin to the slopes of the Carpathians 
and the eastern boundary, the Rus­
sians, before this, would have been 
making deadly progress in the direc­
tion of Vienna and Budapest. By di­
verting troops, which she needed on 
her western fighting lines, Germany 
has managed to postpone the date of 
Austrian collapse but it is merely de­
layed, for observers of the trend of 
events will agree that from now on 
the Austrian case will be to Berlin 
more of a hindrance than a help.

What injures Germany will benefit 
the cause of the Allies and one of the 
greatest benefits expected to come 
from Italian participation in the war 
exists in the fact that it will cause a 
further diversion of German troops 
from the present lines. It may be the 
Irony of fate that Germany, after la­
boring to secure the weight of Aus­
trian and Turkish assistance in prose­
cuting this struggle, will, In the end, 
find her allies as cords on her neck 
strangling her into oblivion.

These hours will he continued 
until the number of men required has» 
been secured.

As a result of the meeting in the 
St. Andrew’s Rink on Thursday night, 
the people of the city were talking of 
the recruiting work yesterday land 
many young men were urged to do 
their duty to the Empire at this her 
hour of need.

Adequate remuneration has been 
provided for men who enlist and their 
families and there is no doubt that the 
men of the city will freely respond to 
the call.

In aid parts of the province the cam­
paign for men has progressed well 
The smaller centers have come for­
ward nobly and men have been secur­
ed from every section of the province. 
While the number from St John has 
been large it is not considered to be In 
keeping with the population and the 
traditions of the Loyalist founders of 
•the <cdty.

A recruiting rally was held in Wood- 
stock on Thursday might and several 
volunteers came forward.

“We do not understand why we 
should be compelled to put down 
grooved rails In streets, where the 
"T” rails are already In use," said 
H. M. Hopper, manager of the 8t John 
Railway Co., when seen by a Standard 
reporter yesterday, In reference to 
the difference between the city and 
th railway company on tills question. 
At Sydney and Princess streets the 
ties need renewing but we do not 
think we should be compelled to put 
In grooved rails. It would mean a 
delay of several months at least for we 
have only the “T“ rail In stock.

“When our falls were first laid 
there was no word against “T” rails 
and we have heard no opposition un­
til lately and now it seems to be only 
because they use grooved rails in Bos­
ton that wfe must use them here. They 
do not seem to know that In Duluth* 
Detroit and also In Toronto the “T* 
rati Is used and found satisfactory. 
With grooved rails we would have 
more difficulties in the winter for the 
grooves would freeze up and In the 
summer small stones from the unpav­
ed streets would cause us a lot of 
trouble. Grooved rails are said to be 
noisier than the “T” rail.

Somebody has said that wi£h the 
grooved rail the streets would be level 
and there would be no bump over 
the rail but I do not see that this Is 
true. Unless the paving is continued 
under the lip of the rail the bricks 
would always be chipping away and 
causing trouble.

“We have only *T rails In stock 
excepting curved .sections and with 
the new order we would practically 
have to secure a new stock of rails. I 
think full information on the subject 
has not been secured by the city yet. 
We have not resumed work at Sydney 
street, but I have written to Mayor 
Frink placing the matter before him 
and we will likely have an answer 
soon.”

Commissioner Potts said last night, 
that under the order In council recent­
ly passed-(he street railway would be 
compelled to replace all present rails, 
when repairs are made with the groov­
ed rail. “At Sydney and Princess 
streets we wish the railway to put In 
grooved rails at the Intersection and 
also put a proper foundation under the 
rails,” said the commissioner. “If they 
do not wish to use the T rail there 
it is possible that a brick pavement 
between the rails might be used. It 
is likely that some arrangement will 
be made soon.” -

Berlin, May 28, via London—A re­
verse at the hands of the Russians in 
the fléhting qloiig the River San, in 
Central Galicia, is announced in to­
day's statement from the War Office. 
It is said the Germans in the region 
of Sleniawa, on the left bank of the 
river, were forced back and lost six 
cannon. The German positions, ac­
cording to this announcement were 
not defended by strong forces.

The text of the statement follows:
“In the western theatre:
“Foyrten officers and 1,450 French- 

mem were taken prisoners and slxuna- 
chine guns were captured since the 
9th of May. These belonged to the 
French army corps operating at a 
vital point, where attempts were made 
by the enemy to break through our 
Unes northeast of the Lorette ridge. 
Southeast of Lorette ridge the French 
renewed attacks pa parts of our line 
last night, but were repulsed.

“At Ablain a battle is raging.
“The enemy also attacked in the 

forest of Le Pretre lae-tn ight After 
prolonged artillery preparation and 
bitter hand-to-hand flghtfhg the en­
gagement ended in a severe dtefeat for 
the French.

“In the Vosges mountains the ene­
my suceeded in establishing himself 
in a small trench forming part of our 
position to the southwest of Metzeral.

“A French attack at Reichs-Acker- 
kopf, north of Muehlbach, easily was 
repulsed.

"Eighteen French aviators yester­
day attacked the open town of Lud- 
wlgshafen (Bavaria). Several civili­

ans were killed or wounded by bombs. 
The material damage done by the rài- 
ders was slight The leading armored 
aeroplane was forced to land at a 
point east of Neustadt and afterwards 
the commander of the squadron of the 
aircraft also fell into our hands in 
Cue neighborhood of Nancy, f

Our aeroplanes caused another aero­
plane to fall at Epinal and they set 
fire to the barracks at Gerardmer (18 , 
miles south of Skint Die).

“In the eastern theatre:
“On the Dubysa our troops again 

commenced the offensive. An attack 
conducted on both sides of the high 
road between Rossjony and Eiragola 
was crowned with good results. We 
captured 3,120 Russians. On the re 
malndtor of the front Russian night at 
tacks were repulsed at several places

"In the southeastern theatre : *
“To stop the advance of the Teu­

tonic allied troops the enemy tried 
with fresh forces brought forward 
from other war theatres to attack at 
several points on the right bank of 
the River San. These attempts fail­
ed. Only in the region of Sleniawa 
where we had weak divisions, were 
we forced back on the left bank of the 
san. On this occasion about six of oui 
cannon could not be withdrawn in 
good time.

"In the district northeast of Przem 
y si we are still progressing favorably 
on both sides of the River Wyrania 
In addition to the booty reported May 
26, about 9,000 additional prisoners 
have been taken and1 twenty-five can­
non and about twenty machine guns 
havS'been captured."

The 
chief purpose of the military Is to protect Germans and Austrians, 
against whom there have been demonstrations on Increasing severity. 
Attacks have been directed against their property as well.

Instructions have been leeued In Milan to guide the people In eye 
off aeroplane attacks. Householders are to keep In their courtyards 
lalfce receptacles filled with water, as well as boxas of dry sand, to put 
out fires. Upon being warned of the presence of a hostile aeroplane all 
lights are to be extinguished, and people are requested to go quietly
hoirie.
