Rome, April 19, via London, April
20.—The following communication was
issued today:

KNISER DECRATES
COMMANDER OF “U" BOAT
WHICH SANK THE SUSSEX

Paris, April 19 (4.25 p. nd.)—Infor-
mation was received from reliable
sources today to the effect that Em-
peror William has decorated the com-
mander of the submarine which is sald
to have torpedoed the Sussex. It is
understood Washington has been iu-
formed of the development.
< The award of a decoration o this
commander, it is believed here, wouid
make it difficult, and perhaps impos
sible, for Germany to punish him, in
case such a demand were made by the
American government,

The name of the commander and the
number of the submarine, which, ac-
cording to the recent semi-official
statement, are in possession of tha
French government, have not been
made public. It is learned, however,
that it was the German subma-
rine U-28 which was sunk subsequent-
ly by French and British warships at
a point near the scene of the Sussax
explosion, and whose crew, according
to the semi-official statement, gave
ihformation concerning the name of
the commander and the number of the
submarine reported to have torpedoed
the channel steamer.

The only previous information con-
cerning the decoration of the subma-
rine commander was in the form of
advices received by way of Switzer-
jand, which were to the effect that

‘| two officers had received the Order

of Crossed Swords. Their names
were not given, nor were they identi-
fied as having been connected with
the Sussex affair.

The information now received speci-
fically identifies the commander men-
tioned, as responsible for the torpedo-
ing of the Sussex as one of those
decorated with the Order of Crossed
Swords.

The Capture of Trebizond.

Petrograd, April 19 (2 p. m,, via
London, 8.30 p. m.)—Full details are
still lacking of the surprigsing swiit
Russian descent upon Trebizond, and
of the strategy that forced the Turk-
ish defenders precipitately to abandon
the city, which, with German assist-
ance, they had made every effort to
convert into a stronghold impregnable
against Russian attack from the sea
or land. But according to the latest
despatches a decisive part in the Rus.
sian operations was played by the
Black Sea fleet, which, after a severe
bombardment of the city and the de-
struction of the great Turkish shore
batteries, landed a considerable num-
ber of troops and further threatened
the surrounded city.

Employing the same tactics as they
had repeatedly used with success in
their progress along the littoral, the
Russian warships moved forward for
some distance beyond their objective
and sent troops ashore considerably
to the westward of Trebizond, threat-
ening to entrap the Turkish garrison.
This move was carried out in concert
with the advance of the Russian land
forces, which, sfiice the capture of the
Turkish positions at Kara Dere, had

penetrated to within striking distance |

of Trebizond without meeting serious
resistance, and was accompanied by a
steady bombardment from the sea.

As soon as the Turks witnessed the
Russian preparations to land beyond
Trebizond they gave up all résistance
and ecattered pell mell in the two di-
rections open to them—one the route
along the coast and the other the road
southwest, toward Erzeringan.

Trebizond contained a garrison of
between 50,000 and 60,000. What part
of these tréops effected their escape
it is ndt possible to say, but it is be-
lieved that large numbers were cut off
and made prisoner by the forces land-
ed from the Russian transports. A con-
giderable amount of war booty, includ-
ifg a large number of the latest type
German heavy guns, was left behind,
for since tlie fall of Erzerum Trebi
zond has been the chief base and pro-
visioning centre for the Turks operat-
ing in this theatre.

With the fall of Trebizond the Turks
lost the second of their two principal
fortified points in Asia Minor, and will
in the future, have to depend solely
upon improvised defences and the nat-
ural difficulties of the country to pre-
vent the westward sweep of the Rus-
sian Caucasian grmies, i

Trebizond never before surrendered
to Russiaw arms, although it was
threatened from Baiburt in 1829, and
the moral effect of the victory, it is
congidered here, will be enormous.
For centuries Trebizond has been the
chief trading centre for Asia Minor
with the important caravan routes in-
to the interior of Turkey and Persia.

London, April 19.—After the minis-
terial conferences this evening @ more
hopeful feeling that the break-up of
the government will be avoided pre-
vailed in the parliamentary lobbies.

Chic Brings Another Story
of Huns’ Disregard of Laws
of Humanity.

Shields, England, April 19 (145
p. m.)—Survivors of the British
steamer Chic, which was recently tor-
pedoed and sunk while on’'a voyage
from Halifax for Manchester with a
cargo of pulp, have arrived here. ' In
an interview with the Daily Gaszette
the men say the steamer was fired
on without warning by a German sub-
marine, two of the shots taking effect.

‘The seamen say that while
the captain of the Chic and his officers
and part of the ‘crew were still on
board the steamer the submarine
came up again, close tp the vessel,
and without warning them of her in-
tention discharged & torpedo and
again submerged. The Chic immed-
fately began to sink, end those on
board took to a gig. The gig became
separated from the lifeboat, with the
other members of the crew during 8

GRUESOME FIND

D. B. Keith, -of Newtown,
Finds Badly Decomposed
Body Believed to be that of
Sherman Constantine, Miss-
ing for Months.

Special to The Standard.

Sussex, April 19.—A gruesome find
made today by B. D. Keith, a farmer
at Newtown, probably clears up a
mystery which has excited the minds
of many residents of that vicinity and
adjoining parish for several months.
Early last fall, some time in October
or November, a young man 23 years
of age, named Sherman Constantine,
drove cattle from the farm of Béverloy
Coates at Havelock and delivered
them to Fletcher Oldfield, Newtown.
He started for Havelock again after a
short visit at Oldfield’s, some time
during the afternoon, but never reach-
ed his destination, and although a
rigid search was instituted and every
effort made to find him no trace could
ever be obtained of his whereabouts
and his disappearance has Dbeen
shrouded in mystery.

This afternoon Mr. Keith left his
house and went to a meadow about
a quarter of a mile distant to repair
some fencing, and while engaged in
cutting down a small tree he noticed
the dead body of a man lying quite
close to where he was working. He
went back to his home and telephoned
Chief of Police Asbell, who, accom-
panied by Coroner F. W. Wallace,
drove to Newtown and brought the reo-
mains to Sussex. The body which
was clothed in pants and overalls,
jumper and red sweater, was very bad
ly decomposed and unrecognizabla,
but the clothing corresponded. with
those worn by Constantine, and the
general opinion is that it is his re-
mains. An open jacknife was picked
jup near where the body was found,
and in one of the pockets a purse con-
talning a small sum of money. Mr.
and Mrs. Talbert Constantine, parents
of the missing man, who live at Dab-
gon's Corner, are expected here tomor-
row to, if possible, identify the re-
mains now at the undertaker’s morgue.
A coroner’s inquest will be held to-
morrow with a view of having the
body positively identified and bring
to’' Hight any further information pos:

GERMANY MUST RESTRCTHER
SUBMARINE WARTO WARSHPS

Survivor ‘of British Steamer|Upon That Rock Friendly Relations Between;
Her and United States Must be Rent—
Note from President Almost Ultimatum—

No More Parleying

Until Berlin Agrees to

Abanden_Present Submarine Methods.

‘Washington, April 19.—President
Wilson’s long-expected final warning
to Germany that the United: States will
break oft diplomatic relations unless
she abandons her present methods of
submarine warfare, and immediately
declares her intention to do 8o, was
delivered today in a note to Berlin and
was announced by the President in an
address to a joint session of Congress.
The President demands nothing else
than the abandonment of submarine
warfare against commerce.

The President’s address and Ithe
note to Germany are virtually identi-
cal. Mr., Wilson declares, in equivo-
cal terms, that only by Germany @c-
ceding to the demand can the break:
ing off of relation§ altogether be pre-
vented. Y

The President considers that -the
next step depends solely upon Ger-
many, and that three or four days con-
stitute a rgasonable time for a reply.
He ig willing to discuss how submarine
warfare may be conducted within the
nal law and human:

Diplomatic history records but one
instance, as yet, where a breaking of
relations between two first class pow-
ers has mot eventually brought war—
that which now exists between Ger-
many and Italy.

Oongress received the President’s
declaration of his course with mixed
evidences of concern and approbation.
Most of the leaders, Democratic and
Republican, thought the President
hardly could do less, and some express-
ed the opinion that his action would
pot lead to war. Republican Leader
Mann, alone of all the opposition
leaders, openly attacked the President
for his stand. He characterized it as
a political play.

President Wilson's words leave mo
opportunity for double meaning.

“Unless the imperial government
should now immediately declare and
effect an abandonment of its present
methods of submarine warfare against
passenger and freight carrying ves-
gels, the government of the United
States can have no choice but to sever
diplomatic relations with the German
empire altogether. This action the
government of the United States con-
templates with the greatest reluc-
tance, but feels constrained. to take in
behalf of humanity and the rights of
neutral nations.”

Sussex Case Only One Instance of
Broken Pledges.

Had the recent attack on the chan-
nel steamer Sussex, the note tells
Germany, been an isolated case, the
United States might have hoped that
the submarine commander acted in
violation of his government’s solemn
pledges, and that the ends of justice
might have been satisfled by a dis-
avowal, reparation and his proper
punishment. Bat, it adds, this case,
“unbappily does not stand alone.”

The United States, the communica-
tion declares, considers the torpedo-
ing of the Sussex not only proved by
the evidence, but actually substantiat-
ed by the German disclaimer of re-
sponsibility.

Attached to the American note, as
an appendix, are the facts in the case
of the Sussex. They show that three
American army - and naval officers
found in the hull of the destroyed ship
not only screw bolts which correspond
in usé and identification marks with
those on German torpedoes in posses-
sion of the French government at the
naval station at Toulon, but that the
American officers actually found thir-
teen pleces of metdl which they have
identified as parts of German torpe-
does. Four of them, steel parts of the
«warhead” of the torpedo, still bear
the distinctive red paint common to
German “warheads.”

Besides this evidence, the note con-
tends, every circumstance, either ad-
mitted by Germany in her disclaimer,
s proved by afidavit of persons on

the destroyed liner, proves, beyond
gquestion, that she was torpedoed with-
out warning.

In short, the United States presents
the evidence as the capstone to anm
accumulation of evidence extending
over a period of months which is held
to prove irrefutably that Germany's
assurances to the United States have
repeatedly been wantonly violated.

Copies of the American note were
sent to representatives here of neu-
tral nations, on the assumption that
they are as much interested as‘ the
United States in the protection of neu-
tral rights. The document was mnot

enl to any of the belligerent diplo-
mats, as the controversy is regarded
as being solely between the United
States and Germany.

Berlin Will Reufse?

Count Von Bernstorff already had.
reiterated to Secretary Lansing that:
under no circumstances will Germany
give up the submarine as a weapon of,;
warfare, because she contends it is a)
retaliation for Great Britain's fodd’
blockade. The ambassador has de-
clared, however, that his government |
will attempt to bring submarine oper-
ations within the law of nations. This,
the 'United States is willing to dis-i
her present methods—not before.

Against that possibility stands thdi
declaration in the American note that!
the United States has considered,)
from the first, that the employment of}
submarines for destruction of com-
merce is, by its very nature, “utterly|
incompatible with the principles of§
humanity, the long-established and
incontrovertible rights  of neutrals’
and the sacred immunities of non’
combatants.”

Clearly the President’s demand i
that the use of the submarine shill be
restricted to operations against ware
ships. Upon that rock the friendly
relations between the two countries
may be rent.

The crisis now resolves itself into.
the waiting stage during which Ger-
many will have opportunity to accede
to the American demands. Before an«
other week begins settlement of the
long-standing issue either will be as-
sured or Count Von Bernstorff prob-
ably will have his passports and Ame!
bassador Gerard will be leaving Bere
lin.

The President had guarded his
plans with most effective secrecy um-
til ten o'clock this morning when hey
disclosed them at a conference with
Chairman Stone and Senator Lodge,!
the ranking Republican of the senate
foreign relations committee, and
Chairman Flood, and Representatives
Cooper, the ranking Republican of thel
foreign affairs committee of the house.
He outlined to them what he had saidy
im the note despatched to Berlin last;
night, and what he purposed to say ta
congress today.

When the President had finisheds
reading he looked up and, seeing Sen<
ator Stone’s grave face, said:

“You look as sad as I feel.”

The confere
ence thus ended.

The word of the President's plam
spread quickly theough congress, nnd
when he took his seat at the clerk's|
desk in the hall of the house promptly
at one o'clock, he was confronted byt
an assembly of gravely quiet senators
and representatives, who greeted hing
with applause and later hung intently’
upon every word he uttered and
cheered him heartily when he finishe'
ed.

Anniversary of Death of Eng-

~ land’s Immortal Dramatist
Will be Celebrated the
World Over.

Stratford-on-Avon, His Birth-
place, Will Observe Occa-
sion by Fortnight's Perfor-
mance of His Plays.

London, April 18—(Correspondence
of The Associated Press.)—There will
be widespread celebration of the
Shakespeare tercentenary, mnotwith-
standing that war has interfered with
the more ambitious plans outlined by
the committee two years ago.

April 23 (equivalent to May 3 under
the new style calendar) will be the
central date in the celebration. On
that day 300 years ago, the great dram-
atist died at Stratford-on-Avon, His

exact birth date is more obscure, but
there is some ground for believing
that he was also born on April 23, al-
though the date may have been any-

where between April 22 and May 4, of
the year 1564.

The National Tercentenary Commit-
tee, under the patronage of King and
Queen, has arranged for Shakespeare
services in practically all the churches
of the kingdom on April 30, with the

principal service in Westminster Ab-
bey. On Monday, May 1, a meeting
will be held in the Mansion House,

with an address, it is hoped, by the
Prime Minister, and other speeches by

various notables celebrating the na-
tional memory of the poet.

On May 2, there will be a gala per-
formance of Julius Caesar under Royal
Patronage, at the Drury Lane Theatre,

with all the great English Shakespear
ean stars as actors.

May 3 will be celebrated in the
schools as Shakespeare Day. On the
same day, Professor John W. Mackail,
of Oxford, will deliver the annual
Shakespeare lecture at «the British
Academy, and 4 national committee

will meet to arrange for a permanent
memorial of the occasion in behalf of
the school children of the nation. On
Friday, the Gth, a pilgrimage takes

place to Stratford-on-Avon, where the
chief actors of the day will give a per-
formance of scenes from Shakespear-
ean dramas at the Memorial Theatre.

In London, a series of Memorial Lec-
tures will be given by Sidney Lee, at
London University, beginning March
14, while a similar course will be given
at Gresham College by Professor Fos-
ter Watson.

The London Shakespeare League has
arranged for the unveiling of a mem-
orial in Curtain Road to mark the site
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all. parta of the wi ¢
‘. Several of m"ux}nam boroughs
will have celebrations of their own,
Hampstead, for example, will have a
serles of lectures and readings, under
the chairmanship of the mayor.

The National Committee js prepar-
ing “A Book of Homage,” which will
contain tributes to the poet from var-
ious corners of the globe.

At Stratford-on-Avon, there will be
a fortnight of Shakespearean perform-
ances, and a long series of speclal cel-
ebrations, including a ‘procession to
Shakespeare’s church and a floral de-
coration of the tomb in the chancel.

Oxford is to have a Tercentenary
Exhibition at Bodley's Library, open-
ing on April 24. Manchester has a
committee of its own which has ar
ranged an elaborate series of lectures,
recitals, performances of songs, prize
competitions, and exhibitions.

Dug-Out to Damask,

From a damp dug-out on Gallipoli to
the white damask of Shepheard’'s Ho-
tel is a far cry and a pleasant change,
but after a time the conventions and
even the menug of civilization begin
to lose their novelty and their charm,
and you long for change. The day
comes when you feel a sense of ela-
tion in buying another camp bed and
a canvas bucket and all the other odds
and ends lost, stolen, or strayed on
Gallipoli.

It is not so easy as it seems to get
the new front. Leaving your camp
in the early morning, you have a long
day and varied means of locomotion
ahead of you. First a motorcar;
then a motorlaunch along the canal.
The canal is always interesting. It
is. more interesting now than ever. In
spite of the Turco-German menace,
ships that prove the maritime might
of Britain and of the Greater Britain
beyond the seas still pass up and down
between Suez and Port Said unchal-
lenged and unharmed. A hundred and
fifty miles away at Beersheba the Tur-
kish headquarters are no nearer their
goal than they were a year ago. A
patrol away out in the desert—a spy
caught swimming the canal—these are
the only near evidences of possible
attack.

At Tussum a cross above the Ger
man officer’s grave is a landmark of
last year's abortive attack. Out in the
desert a few huddled corpses—skin
and bone and faded clothing—from
which their covering of sand has
blown are still grimmer reminders
of the fight.

We
walked out to it and saw that it was
well made. The trenches were in
strange contrast to those we had dug
on Gallipoll. Here the drifting sand
was, and always will be, a problem,
but it can’t be dealt with, though it
must be heartbreaking to find on the
morrow that your digging of yester-
day has to be done all over again. But
one must not go into details either as
to the construction or the location of
the trenches,

Returning to the railhead, we pass-
ed the camel trains coming in with
pipes and other camels going back
with the empty watercans. In this
war in the Near East the water prob-
lem seems to be ever with us.

We got back to camp in time for a
late dinner, having tried almost every
available means of locomotion except
an aeroplane, and we had seen the new
front and the new firing-line, Wheth-
er there will ever be & shot fired from
it none of us can say. But we live in
hope.

Hon. Mr. Murray then read the re-
port of an interview given out by Lord
Shaughnessy setting out the respec-
tive details of the plan, in which he
sald: “We have just decided on a
comprehensive plan of colonization
which will be the largest of its kind
in the history of C. P. R, and as you
know we have done more colonization
work probably than any other trams-
portation or other corporation in the
world. The problem is one of such
magnitude that it must be faced and
gsolved by the dominion government,
but the provincial governments and
large Canadian corporations must also
do their part. The C. P. R. has de-
cided to establish in Western Canada
colonies which for the moment we are
calling ‘returned veterans' colonies,’
where men who wish to go in for
farming can obtain improved farms
on terms which will in time create
homes for themselves and their fami-
lies. These colonies will be given dis-
tinctive names, and will contain a suf-
ficlent number of families in each to
insure soclal, school and church facil-
ities and in each case will include a
central instructive farm under a com-
petent agriculturist so that advice and
instruction may be available for colo-
nists. Our experience in connection
with ready-made farms has been in-
valuable and will enable us to avoid
mistakes which are unavoidable to
new undertakings.

WORK ON A FRENCH HELMET.

Sixtyfour distinct operations are
necessary in turning out one of the
plain steel helmets worn by French
goldiers. The fifst step is stamping
out discs from large sheets of steel. A
special machine is used for this pur-
pose, exerting a pressure of 150 tons,
and capable of cutting out 5000 steel
discs a day. Each disc s placed under
a shaping machine, which presses the
dise into the form of a helmet with a
broad rim. Polishing and cutting ma-
chines remove all irregularties in the
helmet, after which holes are punch-
ed in the crown, some for ventilation

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*|the support of her adopted child, and

White Baby Boy Abandoned

by N. B. Mother Five Years
Ago. '

P

A lone white walf from “Somewhere
in New Brunswick,” is & ward of the
Passamaquoddy tribe of Indians at
Pleasant Point reservation, on the
banks of the St. Croix. The child was
abandoned by its parents five years
ago and has since been cared for by
the hospitable descendants of the red
children of the forest. Who the child
is, who her parents are, where they
came from, where they are now, or
why they deserted their offspring, are
problems which form a rare mystery.
The parents have not contributed to
the support of the child, but the In-
dian people of the St, Croix have seen
to it that she has wanted for nothing
they could furnish during the years
that she has been with them .
The little girl, who was only five
days old when abandoned, is called
Stella.
Left by Unknown Boltmcn
On April 10, 1911, a lone New Bruns-
wick boatman, whose name is not yet
known to the Indians; as a fictitious
name at the time was given, came to
the Indian village early in the evening
in a small gasolene boat and made a
call at some of the nelghboring homes
of the tribe where he stated he wish-
ed to leave a baby girl for a short
time until called for and was willing
to pay its board. He finally reached
the home of Mrs. Alice W. Mitchell,-wi-
dow of the late Peter Mitchell, a vet-
eran of the Civil War, who died about
twenty years ago, Mrs. Mitchell is an
intelligent French woman who came
to the Indian settlement from Aroos-
took county and married the soldier
Indian and raised a family, and has
a number of grandchildren at the set-
tlement, and lives with her daughter
and children in a two-story house near
the cemetery, the last house before
leaving the village.
It was here that the Canadian boat-
man~—who gave his name as Johnson
and said he was not the father of the
child—called and stated his desire, and
after some explanation about the
mother having died when giving birth
to the baby, he induced Mrs, Mitchell
to accept the baby for a time, as he
was willing to pay the board asked,
and when arrangements were made
he returned to the gasolene boat and
prought back the infant.
Wrapped in Raincoat.
It was wrapped in an old raincoat,
had no stockings or bonnet, and wore
a cheap dress with np marks for later
identification, and when Mrs. Mitchell
looked at the infant, so she stated re-
cently to Governor Stanislau Dana of
the tribe, that it looked almost black
with the cold, and she concluded that
it was not over five days old at that
time. She was reluctant to take pos-
session of the foundling as she feared
it might die in the night.
Is Quiet Child,

The little white girl gained strength
and developed into a healthy and in-
telligent child with no traces of Indian
customs, but she is very quiet and rare-
ly speaks to strangers. Little Stella
understands both languages, likes to
have the papers and books read to her
and is devoted to her adopted moth-
er, and seems to be as happy as any
of the Indian :’:lldran in the home
where she is Veilng cared for. With
an intelligent face, large blue eyes, a
well-proportioned head and body flor a
child of her age, she should be wel-
comed by her rightful mother, whom
she has never met, nor heard from,
and it now looks as if the abandoned
white child would have to grow up
among the Indians, and no doubt later
will marry an Indian) and grow up
with the tribe—but-tite will tell, for
she is young yet and does not know
she is white,

Mrs. Mitchell states that she has on-
ly received in these five years $28 for

when the stranger left the baby at her
home he promised to pay her a regu-
lar amount until the girl was later
claimed ,and she is willing to give the
giri to her parents but expects the
amount of board which has been ne-
glected.

In all these years'no message has
been received from.the parents, and
it is stated that they are located some-
where in the New England states, the
mother coming to one of the New
Brunswick settlements about the bay,
not far from the eastern Maine border
where the baby was born, and thinking
that it had died at the time, had soon
returned to her home and had no way
of learning the truth as to her baby
girl dbeing brought up among the In-
dians.

While five years of age, the white
baby has been slow in learning to
walk, and has yet to be sent to the
village school as she remains in her
chair most of the time and seems con-
tent to keep in the house, and she is
sald to be double-jojinted and 1is re-
markably bright,

It will soon be time for this young
girl to learn that she is of white par-
ents, and if not claimed will grow up
as a ber of the Pa
tribe, but Mrs. Mitchell has certainly
given the unfortunate orphan every
care and attention since she was
brought to her Indian home and aban.
doned by the white parents who have
even neglected to send the money ne-
cessary for the support of .the young
girl, but it is yet not too late to claim
their own and see that she is educated
and brought up as a white child and
