SHOCKED AGAIN,

Sensational Facts Brought to
Light In Famous Libel
Suit.

TURFMEN FALL OUT.

“Bob” Sievier Sues Sir James Duke
for Calling Him Defamatory
Names, But Jury Decides it Was
Impossible to Libel Him— His
Checkered Career.

London, May 12—A sensational libel
suit, brought by the well-kmown race horse
owner, R. 8. Sievier, agdinst Sir James
Duke, also well known on the turf, was
concluded yesterday with a verdict fon Sir
James. Sievier charged the latter with
calling him a thief, card sharper and mur-
derer, and saying that Sievier caused his
famous mare Sceptre to be pulled in the
Derby.

Sir James pleaded privilege, as the state-
ments were made within the Raleigh Club,
but he endeavored to show that Sievier's
character was such that he could not be
libelled. The jury this afternoon decided
that Sir James had mot committed any
libel, and mulcted Sievier in the costs of
the suit. Sievier, who was remarkably cool
throughout the case, broke down toward
the end of his counsel’s speech and sobbed
bitterly. . i

Justice Grantham, in summing up, was
very severe in his strictures of Sievier. He
said the late Queen Victoria would almost
rather have given up her throne than have
such a man presented to her.

Heavy Gambling Winnings.

The case attracted continued interest.
Sievier’s past life was probed with a min-
uteness scarcely ever equalled in a simi-
lar case. He confessed to having been
three times bankrupted and to having
been several times in police courts, but
for trifling assaults at card games and bil-
liard matches. DBets running into thou-
sands of pounds were recounted from the
witness stand with a frankness and in
numbers that somewhat amazed vae hear-
ers.
In the long run, Sievier declared, he was
a heavy loser in gambling transactions.
One game in particular, when the Duke
of Braganza lost about $25,000 while play-
ing with Sievier at Monte Carlo, caused
much cross-examination.

The defendant’s counsel declared that a
famous American card sharper mnamed
Burns, brother of a man imprisoned for
robbing J. Pierpont Morgan’s house, par-
ticipated in the game, but Sievier declared
he was not aware of his identity until af-
ter the gamea was.over, when the Duke of
Braganza, himself and Guy Chetwynd
came to an arrangement satisfactory to
all. “Chetwynd is a son of Sir George

| Chetwynd, and married Rosalind Secoor.

On another occasion Sievier won $30,000
from a friend at cards, and the loser’s
wife wrote him a pathetic letter, where-
upon Sievier accepted $12,500. “A pretty
Jarge sum for 2 card sharper to let any-
body off,” remarked Sievier on the stand.

After his return from Australia, Sie
vier was presented at court to Queen Vie-
toria, but some months afterward the
court circular announced that the pre-
sentation was cancelled. This Sievier at-
tributed entirely to the fact that he had

.been a bookmaker in Australia.

Sievier's Checkered Career.

Through all the phases of his checkered
career, from ‘the time he “smacked Lord
Deerhurst’s face” in a Melbourne racing
club (the same Deerhurst who married
Miss Bonynge of San Francisco, and who
then was aide-de-camp to the Governor)
up to the present day, Sievier’s life was
mercilessly dissected. But Sir James
Duke’s counsel did not put forward -any
evidence tending {0 show that Sievier was
guilty of card sharping, pulling Sceptre or
other horses, thieving or murdering.

Sjevier married Lady Mabel Bruce, sis-
ter of the fourth Marquis of Ailesbury.

St. Petersburg, May 13.—6.35 a. m.—An
attempt to send a response to a private
telegram from Port Arthur received yes-
terday (May 12) failed, the post office of-
ficials refusing to mecept it.

Thinks Japs Will Force Port Arthur Fieet to
Battle.

Shan Hai Kwan, May 12, 10 p. m—A
report received from ILondon that there
has been fighting at Wu Fung Tien is dis-
credited here. 1t is reported that thece
is only a small Japanese force in that
vieinity.

The main force of the Japanese is said
tp be concentrated near Port Arthur with
siege guns’and their intention is believed
to be to attempt a repetition of - the
strategy of the naval and military forces
of the United States before Santiago and
to drive the Russian fleet out to battle.

There is no news here of the where-
abouts of the first Japanese army corps.

Three hundred and fifty Russian soldi-
ers are at Newchwang and the city is
quiet.

Rugsians Claim Port Arthixr is Impregnable.

8t. Petersburg, May 12, 9.50 p. m.—It
is evident from a private letter written
an artillery officer at Port Arthur,
dated April 20, that General Stoessel, the
Russian commander there was then daily
expecting the cutting off of his communi-
cations. The officer reported that every-
thing was ready to withstand a siege and
expressed surprice at the fact that the
enemy had delayed so long. He said the
fertress was practically impregnable, add-
ing that there was a triple row of forts
around Port Arthur glacis, each position
being fronted by a moat with a hedge of
barbed wire beyond, with bombproofs be-
hind all the batteries. The officer further
declared that they had plenty of supplies
and ammunition and that the garrison
was in excellent spirits and confident of
holding out for nrire months or a .year
against any number of the enemy, even if
they possessed siege guns.

John, said today that he thought all the
up river drives would be got out without
difficulty. His advices were that the river
had risen four feet at Andover since yes-
terday, and about two feet at Kdmunds-
ton. There was noo doubt that the recent
rain had been general along the river and
would give a great impetus to driving op-
erations.

About fifty-five million feet of logs are
now in the booms of the Fredericton
Boom Company. There is 20,000,000 in the
Mitchell boom and 35,000,000 in the
booms at Sugar Island, and Douglas. A
great many new logs have been caught at
the booms during the past few days, quite
a number showing the private mark of
Cunliffe, who has a ‘drive of 17,000,000 on
the Allegash for Murray. Other marks to
be seen are those W. J. Noble, who oper-

The river at Fredericton rose about aix
inches during last night and has been
rising today at about the same rate.

Considering these items, Coun. White
declared that in every way the statement
of the commissioners was made up con-
sistent with economy. They could not
get along with less money. With regard
to salaries. mo increase to the visiting staff
is proposed, but more nurses and a lady
superintendent and a lay superintendent
must be provided for, as recommended by
the royal commission. There is now an-
other story to the building. There must
be more servants and an increase in other
ways. Hvery dollar spent has been spent
on the recommendation, not of the com
missioners, but of the royal commission.
which would even have gone further. Mor¢
apparatus must be got. There has been
a great increase in the surgical work
Coun. White took up the various items
and defended them with ability and force.
The nurses’ home must have a large
amount of new furniture to provide for
the increase from 12 to 24. With regard
-to the increase in the cost of mooms for
private patients to $14 per week it was
done to decrease the number of such pa-
Fients, and not to get more revenue. 1uc
xpsbitution was not intended for such pa-
tients. If Coun. Maxwell knew all the
facts he would say that every dollar asked
for by the commissioners is actually need-
ed; and the institution is conducted with
economy. What is asked is in the inter-
ests of the institution. The surplus re-
ferred to by Coun. Maxwell was simply
the money in hand on Dec. 31 to carr}
the hospital along till the next fall, when
the money begins to come in. All con-
tracts are awarded by public tender.

Coun. Maxwell said that all that has
bgen done has been done by the muni-
cipality, which has issued bonds for $21,-
000 to improve the hospital.- He contend-
ed that Coun. White's remarks did not
Jjustify a grant now of $20,000, when the
had so large a surplus on hand. Grant
$18,000 and they would have with the sur-
plus an ample sum to meet every require
ment.

Uoun. White replied that the enlarge
ment increased the current expenditure
and the commissioners did not ask a dol
lar more than was necessary to make and
keep the institution what the people wish
it to be.

Coun, Kelly spoke again in favor oi
Coun. Maxwell’s, amendment.

Coun. Hamm ‘spoke of the' great im-
provement made in the hospital, and urged
that the grant be made $20,000.

Coun. Lee also strongly supported this
grant.

Con-
sidering ‘the work that has been and is
being done that amount is not too great.

Coun. McGoldrick strongly supported

the grant of $20,000. The commissioners
had gome into the whole question with the
finance committee, and the latter recom-
mended a grant of $20,000. If you want a
first class institution you must pay for it.
If the commissioners could mot get suffi-
cient money from the council they would
have to appeal to the legislature. The
hospital when completed will be a credit
to Canada.
_ Coun. Maxwell said he was not object-
ing ‘'to any item in the estimates, but
insisted that the commissioners should pay
the balance above $18,000 out of the bal-
ance at their credit.

Coun. White replied that the commis-
sioners must have ‘the balance on hand
or they could mot conduct the hospital on
business principles. They would simply
have to borrow money. The large amount
on hand at Dec. 3lst had to carry them
over till the mnext gramts were received.
They had to pay out money every day.

Coun. Fownes said that as he wunder-
stood it, Coun. Maxwell wanted the com-
missioners to reduce the surplus of $14,-
000 they had on Dec. 3lst. He thought
that was a fair proposition.

Coun. Maxwell spoke again, agreeing
with this statement, and declaring fthat
with the $14,000 on hand on Dec. 31st, and
a grant of 318,000, with their other receipts
they would have this year over $45,000.

Coun. Lowell and Coun. Fownes en-
dorsed Coun. Lewis view that the general
result of the experiment had been good,
and paid him a very high tribute for his
work, He should not be permitted to
resign the chairmanship. Warden Ma-
crae heartily supported this view, as did
Coun. Lee. The last named said the only
objection he had to the system was parad-
ing the men through the streets going to
and from their work. He would like to
see this avoided if possible.

Coun. Fownes, seconded by Coun. Low-
ell, moved a vote of thanks fto Coun.
Lewis for his zealous and successful work.
This was adopted, and 'the warden pre-
sented the vote in a graceful speech.

The case is not one in which the gov-
ernment is interested beyond preserving
the good name of the Yukon Territory as
a place for maintaining law and order.

Burpee was in business with some par-
ties near Dawson. His partners say that
he defrauded them and left for the out-
side. He was traced to the United States
and Colonel Sherwood, chief of the do-
minion police, is now in St. Louis arrang-
ing for his extradition, so -that he can
be taken back to Dawson to stand trial.

“AFTER THE WAR.”

Considering Russia’s position today it
is not strange that an ambitious peace
programme recently outlined by the Mos-
cow Viedomosti should have caused caus-
tic comment in. Great Britain and Ameri-
ca. The Russian mewspaper, calmly dis-
cussing the terms which Russia proposes
¢o-demand when she has driven the Jap-
anese to the wall, says the following con-
cessions will %e. insisted upon:

1. Corea should for once and all be an-
nexed to Russia, the more because it has
elready twice asked for annexation and the
protection of Russia, while its government
is now allied with the enemies of Russia.
The government amd the people, having

flered so much, look to Russia. More-

ar, the territory of Corea enters like a

edge into the Russian possessions.

2. The Island of Kiu-Siu should be oc-

‘! yvance of General Kuroki's dinfantry.
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cupied and ‘fortiffed es an advenced post
of the new Russian coast, which is exten-
sive and for the most part without de-
fence.

3. Formosa should be given back to its
legitimate proprietor, China, and Russia
should retain on it only & port convenient
for ‘a coaling station and a fortified shel-
ter for its fleet.

4. Japan should have imposed on it such
a war indemnity (comprising in it her
warships) that for decades this trouble-
some neighbor might be deprived of all
thoughts of military adventure. It is of
no consequence that Japan hes mot much
money; Russia can take from it its State
bonds. Let the Japanese pay for at least
half a century and be reminded of the war
which they, and not Russia, began.

“Counting the chickens in advance of
the hatching,” is one common comment
upon the foregoing. Another is that the
Russians cannot have heard of that most
famous recipe for cooking a hare beginning
“First, catch your hare.” These proposals
gerve.to show the sort of idea Russians
had of Japan’s epirit and power before
there was serious fighting. Probably no
Russian regarded the terms as ridiculous.
Tew Russians may so regard them today.
But the general who declared his inten-
tion of driving the enemy into the sea
and dictating terms of peace at Tokio is
just now headed the other way and going
fast.

There will be desperate fighting if the
Japanese permit him to concentrate his
forces and meet his wishes by fighting him
on ground of his own choosing. They may
not do so. They may fortify the ground
they have taken and imvite the Russians
to eject them from it. How long it would
take Russia to do that cannot be deter-
mined until she tries, but it is safe to €ay
that Russia’s credit will not be improved
.during the undertaking. ¢

CHURCH UNION.

Whatever be the outcome of the discus-
sion of -church union now progressing in
Canada, it is evident that many leaders of
the denominations concerned have more
hope and more desire than has ever before
been shown to find common ground.
Should the three churches now to the
fore in- this movement decide to unite
they would compose the second largest
religious body in Canada. The &oman
Catholics, according to, the last census,
numbered 2,229,600. That census gave the
numerical strength of the bodies now talk-
ing of union as follows:

Of these the Presbyterians were the first
to take root in Canada, their first service
having been held in Halifax in 1750 and
their ‘pastor being Rev. :Aaron Cleveland,
great-grandfather of ex-President Grover
Cleveland.: The desirability of church
union is very .generally admitted. Much
has been said and written of the ground
common to all Protestant denominations.
A writer in the Mail and Empire indicates
some of the difficulties confronting the
churches now locking toward affiliation,
none of which, happily, seems insuberable:

“The Methodist and the Presbyterians
are today far apart. There is a wide gulf
between the Calwinistic and the Armenian
phases of thought and belief, and- there
will have to be very considerable conces-
sions, or else a new theology. There is
nhp a temperamental differentiation. Cer-
tain cherished features of Methodism, as,
for example, the class meeting with its
experiences, are altogether unacceptable to
the Presbyterian school. When the con-
ditions -governing the pastoral term are
reached a further difficulty arises, for the
Presbyterian system holds to the fixed pas-
torate, arranged by the congregation, with
the concurrence of the presbytery, while
the Methodist system prizes the itiner-
ancy, which is directed by the conference,
and is not under congregational control.
Whoever can work out an aceptable
scheme of union—bringing the  Calvinistic
and Armenian schools together, and join-
ing the itinerancy with the fixed pastorate
I,—~wn'Ll solve the problem and will rank as
a great ecclesiastical statesman.”

WITH THE SCREW-GUNS,

The war correspondents have begun to
write from the firing line. Captan K. J.
MacHugh, Jf the London Daily Telegraph,
who served his paper during the Spanish-
American and Boer wars and who was in
Ladysmith during the siege, witnessed the
Japanese victory at the Yalu and sends
a detailed account to London. The Tele-
graph and New York Herald are partners
in reporting the nvar and both have repre-
sentatives in the Far East whose stories
appear simultaneously in London and New
York. /

Captain MacHugh is himself an expert
artillenyman ;and has seen the fighting
men of several mations in battle. He is a
calm and competent observer, of long
practice. This knowledge of him, per-
haps, will serve to lend additional inter-
est to his opimion of the Japanese and
Russian artillery practice at the Yalu.
Some paragraphs of his are reproduced
here and they give a vivid impression of
the duel with big guns such as has not
been. printed hitherto:

The battle, which followed the discovery
by the Russians that the Japanese were on
the Manchurian side of the river, was eimost
entirely an antillery duel, in which the
Japanese had much the better of the en-
counter. It began at 10 o’clock in the morn-
ing by the Japanese shelling the Russians

' near Tiger Hill, in order to protect che’la‘;i-

Russians did not reply for half en hour,
when they began a vigorous bombardment of
the village and willow thickets on Kinteito
Island, being apparemtly still under & mis-
apprehension as to the real nature of the

nese movement.

The shelling of this position was terrific.
A perfeet torrent of shells was poured over
the island, and the dust knocked uwp by the
shrapnel hid the whole plage in @ sort of

9

gray mist, through which the flash of the
bursting shelle gleamed like lightning among
the clouds. Never have I seen & fiercer fire.

Quickly the Japamese batteries west of
Wiju opened fire in reply. Getting the range
with the first round, they simply covered
the eight Russian batteries with & hail of
shrapnel. The whole front of the enemy’s
position was dotted wite white puffs of sheil,
in the burste from which the shrapnel darted
in showers.

Presently the Russian fire began to die
down, and ultimately it stopped and a luil
followed, but the Russians broke the silence
by an attempt to shell the Japanese infantry
on the Manchurian side. Their fire, however,
was absolutely ineffectual, the shells burst-
fng far short of their object and affording a
perfect example of useless artillery practice.

Other of the enemy’s batteries opened fire,
shelling the Japanese batteries to the north-
east of Wiju. The Japanese replied, and the
artillery duel broke out with renewed vio-
lence, till the wvery hills sobbed with the
terrible concussions. The extreme flerceness
of the action made one feel that the guns
were voicing the desperate nature of the
quarrel -between the contemding nations.

Splendid practice was made by the Jap-
anese gunners and their fire seemed much
more accurate and effective than that of the
enemy. 4

This was war. 'The wresult of this
eearching shrapnel fire was read in the
Russian casualty list. Shrapnel is a shell
filled with bullets and containing a burst-
ing charge which may be timed to explode
at any range desired. It replaces the old-
time grape shot, and corresponds in war
to the wire-wound shot cartridge of the
duck-hunter in peace. The effect of such
shelling upon soldiers in close formation
must be imagined.

A DUKE'S VIEW OF JACK

CANUCK.

The Duke of Sutherland, it is to be fear-
ed, is going to write a book about Can-
ada. While Canadians 'would mot buy it,
Englishmen might, and if they did British
misapprehension concerning this country
would be augmented. Books which would
have the opposite effect are meeded, if
any. His Grace of Sutherland should re-
frain,

Retuming to England after his recent
visit to the Northwest, the adventurous
nobleman  permitted himself to be inter-
viewed. He said he had heard strong ex-
pressions in favor of the Chamberlain
policy while in Canada. In this matter
his ears did not deceive him. But “the
Duke said ‘that there seemed to be some
danger of Canada becoming Americaniz-
ed. The Canadian and Imperial govern-
ments should devise some means of induc-
ing Britishers to settle there (!)  The
Canadian manufacturers were willing to
work in co-operation with the English
manufacturers in order mot to interfere
with each others’ prosperity.”

One would think this distinguished
visitor, however many features of Cana-
dian development he missed or misinter-
preted, could not have remained ignorant
of the tremendous increase an immigra-
tion, or have escaped the knowledge that
Britishers are pouring into the West
largely because the advantages of the
country have been intelligently advertised
in Great Britain. But the good man
dodged these big facts somehow, and he un-
Joads upon his countrymen the familiar
story that Canada is in danger of being
Americanized. When he has a uttle lei-
sure—at any rate before he commits to
paper his own remarkable impressions of
this country—he should read ‘The Buoy-
ant Northwest,”” recently printed by Mr.
E. W. Thomson, and other recent works
similarly ballasted with facts gathered at
first hand. There never was a time in
her histery when Canada stood in less
danger of being Americanized than’today,
for never was the Canadian spirit so
strong, the Canadian ambition so high,
the Canadian confidence so deep and abid-
ing as now, and mever before was there
so much reason for this strongly throb-
bing current of national life.

The man who can journey for weeks in
Canada, and especially in the West, today,
and speak of this country as ithe Duke of
Sutherland did at Liverpool on Wednes-
day,':is either a,wrejched observer or one
who fails utterly to appreciate the virile
Canadianism of today and the warramted
configence of Camnadians in the future of
their splendid country.

If the Duke goes on talking as he has

started to talk there will be in England
another sad case of the blind leading the
blind.
As for his discovery that “Canadian
manufacturers are willing to work in co-
operation_with English manufacturers in
order mot to injure each others’ prosper-
ity,” the statement is meaningless. He
no doubt encountered loyal manufactur-
ers as well as loyal farmers, for there are
no others. But neither here mor in Eng:
land will he find, at this stage of the pref-
erence discussion, manufacturers falling
over one another in order to be first to
make concessions dnvolving a sacrifice.
The manufacturers, British or Canadian,
do not trade knives until they have seen
blade and spring.

POOR OLD ST. JOHN..

It is a fact that this port is now utterly
defenceless as far as modern guns and
batteries are concerned, and no doubt the
government is wise in deciding to fortify
it. But defenceless as St. John is, does its
condition justify any Fredericton editor
in conjuring up visions in which our peo-
ple are lined up back of Fort Howe, peep-
ing over to watch the enemy’s shell ex-
ploding among our humble or palatial
dwellings? Gaze now upon the picture the
Gleaner draws with the firc-red colors of
its imagination:

“It is well that the Government has
become aroused as to the defenceless con-
dition of St. John. In these days of long
range guns St. John could be easily de-
stroyed by an enemy’s ships, involving the
loss of millions of property. As it is the
gateway to the interior of the country its
position is a most commanding one and it
is of much greater importance as a factor
in the defence of Canada than Halifax,
which is liable to be cut off and isolated at
aty time by the occupation of the isthmus
of Chignecto. Halifax is nothing more than
a ngvalistati‘on and the fortifications there
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are only needed for the pivtection of the
dockyard and the other property of the
British government; while 8t. John is the
key to the defence of Bastern Canada.”
That is a rather contemptuous dismissal
of Halifax. That fortress is of the utmost
importance for the very reason that it is
the British maval Dase and its integrity
is essential to the maintenance of a fleet
which could keep and sweep the seas—an
all imporant matter for Canada and
the Empire in the case of war. Tt
is mot likely that an enemy would waste
much time pounding St. John with big
guns from the sea if the port were well
fortified, as it would be less expensive and
more sensible to land a force aleng shore
and come in at the rear. For ell that St.
John should be defended by modern guns.
It would be a port of great utility for
coaling, taking on supplies, and the like,
in addition to the ity for defending
the lives and property of its people. We
haye good men, and ‘we should have guds
as good, for when we had them the chance
that we would need them would be greatly
Jessened. And to lessen that chance would
be worth the expenditure necessary to
place @& modern battery in posi-
tion. Every important Canadien coast
city chould be wo defended that an
enemy could not seize ‘it at will, and
so that each port would be a source of
strength and mot of possible embarrass-
ment to the Empire in case of trouble,
All the eame the Fredericton editor
ghould not take advantage of his inland
security to paint St. John's finish in
eolors 8o lurid. We like to sleep o’ nights.

DISTINGUISHED CITIZENS AND
POOL ROOMS.

The New York Evening Post goes after
the directors of the Western Union Tele-
graph and New York Telephone Com-
panies with a hammer. The police asked
these companies for information about the
pool rooms to which they supply racing
information. , The  companies  “‘side-
stepped.” The Post thereupon pilloried
the directors of both corporations in an
editorial under the caption “Whoso is
Partner with a Thief.”” - No wonder the
article has stirred the metropolis. Here

six gallons a minyte. In many towns the
engines are drawn by hand. The chemical
stops on an average about 76 per cent of
the fires. The chemical, he claimed, 1s
ehead of anything else and should be the
first thing to use at a fire so that a quick -
fight can be made of the start.

The price of a double 60 gaflon cylinder
engine is $2,150, carrying 960 pounds cf
water. A combination engine, which also
carries regular fire hose and other "equip-
ment costs about the same amount. The
chemical displaces the air and causes the
fire to die out. A double 60 gallon engine
would weigh about 5,000 pounds. :

A cylinder can be recharged very quick-
ly, from the time the man leaves the en-
gine with the hose he has in, ten seconds
a stream throwing. a.distance of about 75
feet, and the pressure shows about 140
pounds. The cylinders are tested at 3_’00
pounds to the sguare inch. In a city
where there are permanent firemen, four
men are assigned fo the engine, as it 1s
necessary to have two men always by it.

He would suggest a double 60 gallon
cylinder engine first, and if satisfactory a
combination wagon. The expense re-
charging the cylinders is the price of nine
pounds of acid at one and a half cents a
pound, and eightegn ppunds of soda at
three or four cents a pound.

After giving a very full and instructive
address on the chemicals Mr. Thomas
withdrew.

Alderman Maxwell thought an engine
ghould be purchased, and the following
resolution was adopted: :

«That as the committee find that the.
board of public safety have taken up the
matter of the desirability .of purchasing one
or more chemical engines, they do not make
any recomimendation at present, but express’
sthe hope that the board will shortly recom-+
mend the purchase of one or more enﬁpepk".

Better Care of Old Burying Grousd snd'
Squares. :

The mayor then brought up the sec-
tion regarding the care of the old burying
ground, pointing out that sections of it
were not cared for.! The tomb stones
should be given attention.

Alderman Frink said it was no use to
make repairs to the grounds unless the
police take care of some offenders who
destroy the property, and clear the place
of undesirable persons at night.

Alderman Maxwell spoke brefly on the
subject, as did Alderman McGoldrick. It
was pointed out- that there was a great
amount of damage done the grounds by
dogs.
1t was decided that the committee re-
commend to the board of works to have
the matéer of repairs attended to and that
the police be instructed to rid the public
squares and old burying ground of unde-
girable persons, also to enforce the bye-
law calling for each dog to have a collar
showing the number of the license and the
owner's name.

It was the general opinion that there
should be a pound for stray dogs and if
the animals were not called for by their

owners the dogs should be destroyed.

Alderman Carleton thought a couple of
men might be appointed to assist in keep-
ing the public squares in good ordee.

Commission on Assessment Matters.

On the section of the address in which
the mayor suggested a paid commission
should be appointed to prepare a new
assessment bill, there was considerable
discussion.

FORMER YORK COUNTY MAN
WURDERED I THE WEST

Joseph Wise, Formerly of Canter-
bury Station, Meets With Foul
Play Near Minneapolis.

The following from the Minneapolis
Journal of Saturday last will interest Can-
terbury ‘Station readers of the Herald, the
victim of the murder therein described
having been a former resident of that
village:

“Joseph Wise, of 528 Seventh avenue N.
brother of William Wise, the Anoka far-
mer who was seriously wounded and whose
wife was killed by shots fired through the
window four years ago, is supposed to have
been murdered Friday night, April 6,
near Fridley, and his body concealed.
Local detectives working on the case, an-
nounced today that the woman last seen
with Wise will probably be under arrest
before midnight.

On the morning of April 6, Wise hired
a rig of J. S. Johnson, a liveryman at 720
Washington avnue N. and, with an un-
known woman, went to Anoka to visit
his brother, who is in a hospital. He left
Anoka late in the afternoon for the re-
turn trip, and when near Fridley he stop-
ped at a wayside saloon. Both entered the
place and, after taking several rdrinks, be-
gan to quarrel over a $10 bill. Two farm
hands interfered. The woman asked their
protection and they escorted .her to a
Central avenue car, which she took for
Minneapolis.

Wise followed the party. He had taken
of his coat and hat, and left them in the
galoon. From that time nothing has been
heard from him. The rig was left in front
of the saloon and .was cliimed next day
by Johnson. Nothing was thought of the
matter until the woman’s actions aroused
suspicion.

The police believes that Wise foilowed
the woman and the: two farm hands, and
that, when he overtook them, a fight
occurred in which he was killed. The
body, they believe, was hidden away and
the matter hushed up. Thé woman’s con-
science, however, caused hér to write in
the hope that an investigation would ex-
onerate her.”

[The Wise family formerly resided at
Canterbury Station and were well known
there. William, the father, left here some
years ago, assisted by some of the vil
lagers, to prevent him from becoming a
parish charge. He had a bad reputation
there, was an old time rum-seller and
drunkard, and his boys seem to have fol-
lowed in his wake.

The old man died in Mennesota. Wil-
liam junior was shot on a Sunday after-
noon with his wife and little son. His
daughters at the trial swore the shooting
was arranged by their lovers, who were
then to divide the property and mafry
the girls. All hands got clear; the girls
afterwards went on the stage, as the trial.
was so sensational they were regarded as
curiosities. Willie and the mother were
shot dead and the father went to the hos-
pital, where, according to present report,
. he mow is.

The father of the victim of the sup-
posed tragedy spent some time a few years
ago in Fredericton jail, and was a noted
character.—Fredericton Herald.

FINANCE COMMITTEE OF THREE WILL

HANDLE THE CHAMPLAIN FONDS,

Apportionments Will Not Be Paid to the Societies, But the
Committee Will Pay Their Bills Up to Amount of
Allotment—Grants to Trades & Labor Coun -
cil and Military Are Discussed.

This body will be handed the bills by the
organizations incurring them and, if all i§
satisfactory, will certify them up to the
amount of the apportronment. Then the
bills will .be handed to the finance com-
mittee, which body will pay them, and at
a general meeting after the celebration the
finance committee will report and submit
the vouchers.

Mayor White presided at the meeting
last night, which was held in City Hall
Those present were D. R. Jack (secretary),
Dr. G. F. Matthew, Rev. Father Gaynor,
W. L. Williams, G. H. Green, Rev. W. O.
Raymond, Geo. Jenkins, F. E. Hanington,
E. R. Chapman, R. Frith, T. Heffernan,
W. White, M. McLean, J. A. Estey, G. D.
Martin, Dr. Thomas Walker, J. N. Har-
vey, Colonel Buchanafi, of the Boys’ Bri-

The meeting took up the apportionment
of the money for the celebration as dealt
with by the programme committee last
week.

All through June the thermometer had
been rising daily, until at the end of the
month it was above 60 degrees Fahr.

Then, through the driving snow, I saw
the solid ice bend upwards into a white
and rugged hill-a hundred feet in height,
which stretched from the shore as far as
the eye could see. This hill rolled on to-
wards the east like a wave, and as it
rose and fell, the ice roared and splintered
into’ blocks and fragments, which were
tossed one against the other like corks
on the crest of a wave. Some of them
were hurled clean into the air, and others
driven into great heaps and pyramids that
came crashing down again into the water
in cataracts of foam. Most of the ice was
sixty feet in thickness, but the volume of
water shattered it, -as a boy breaks a
window with . stone.

The waie rolled steadily on until it
passed out of sight in the east, and be-
hind its path the whole sea, as far as the
eye could reach, was one harrible seething
culdron of grinding ice and water churn-
ed into a thick white foam, tossing and
heaving itself into waves fifty feet in
height. And the shricking tornado, blow-

Left
by the demth of his adopted father once
more without a home or friends, he join-
ed the (Jonfederate army, and soon after,
when taken prisoner, became an officer in
the Federal navy. At the close of the war
he entered the profession which gave him
his great opportunity and w hich he served
s6 wall.  He became a mewspaper man.
Stanley had represented the New York
Herald as war correspondent in Turkey
and Abyssinia before he was sent to find
Livimzstone.

HOW LUMBER TRADE
OF ST. JOHN BEGAN.

Rev. Dr. Raymond Tells of the First Sawmill, and Also of the
Starting of Lime Manufacturing Here—What Steck-
taking Showed—There Were Labor Troubles in
Those Days, Too.

W. 0. RAYMOND; LL. D.
CHAPTER XVIIL. (Continued 4.)

8T. JOHN AND ITS BUSINESS ONE HUNDRED AND FORTY
YEARS AGO.

In Champlain’s map of St. John harbor and its surroundings a lake or pond is
ghown at the spot where the Union depot and freight sheds stand today. At the
outlet of this pond a dam and tide mill were built by Simonds and White in ‘the
vear 1766. The mi!l was put in operation the next season and from that day to
this lumber has been ome of St. John’s staple articles of export. Primitive as was
this e1w-mill some difficulty was experienced in procuring proper hands to run it.
James Simonds in his letter of June 20, 1767, to Hazen & Jarvis writes:

“The sloop Bachelor did not return from up the River before this morning.
We have but few fish; the men that undertock the weirs were very slow and un-
faithful, and not only neglected the fisheries but the Mill also, for which reason
we have not a full load for the Sloop. The Mill we have not nor shall be able to
at  work without more and better hands; have four less than we ought
to have for different branches of work, if all of them was good boys, and with those
that are bad must make a bad figure. We have promised 30 to 40 hogsbeads Lime
to Mr. Best of Halifax and hourly expect a vessel for it, and have encouragement
of a contract for the King’s works there; expect nothing but to disappoint him as
that rascal negro West cannot be flattered or drove to do ome fourth of a man’s
work: shall give him a strong dose on Monday morning which will make him bet-
ter or worse, no dependence can be put on him. * * We want three men, one
+hat understands tending a mill and $wo teamsters, which we beg you will send in
next vessel.”

The First Lime Kiln,

The correspondence of the partners shows that the manufacture of lime con-
tinned to cngage their attention. The first kiln was built in rear of the store and
dwellings at Pgrtland Point near the base of Fort Howe hill., When James
Simonds visited Halifax in September, 1764, he wrote a very interesting letter to
Samuel Bledget in which he saye: “I have been with the King’s chief Mason;
have shewn him e sample of our lime; he likes it well and gives me emcouragement
that he will take all of me that he wants either for public or private use (he is the
only dealer in town) at a rate that will net at 8t. John's three dollars or more pr.
hogshead.” :

Several coopers were sent from Newburyport by Hazen & Jarvis to manufacture
hcghsheads for the lime business, one hogshead being considered about as much as
a man could make in a day. With the vview of securing a more desirable class of
employees the company began at this time to take into their service married men
with families for whose accommodation they built comfortable log houses. Yet
even here there were disappointments, as we learn from another of Mr. Simonds’
letters in which he says: “Our help mostly failed us last fall, and the hay season
was the wettcst that was ever known, which prevented our having a sufficient
quantity of lime-stone dug and wood cut to employ the teams to good advantage.
* * (Old Abbot (the cooper) did not do one day’s work for sixty days after his wife
arrived; no depéndence can be placed on him, and as Stevens goes a fishing in the
Spring on his own account we shall want another cooper and three labourers. It
will make a material difference if these men are of a tractable disposition.”

The lime manufactured was shipped to Halifax, Boston and the West Indies,
and on one occasion a cargo was sent to Newfoundland.

What Stock-taking Showed. .

There is in possession of the Hazen family an inventory of the property
of the company at St. John, dated the 12th of February, 1767, which will give. t.;he
reader some little idea of the nature of the Company’s business and the condition
of their trading post at Portland Point at this time. The inventory is as follows:

Their Househo'd Effects.

The list of husehold goods and chattels, she propenty of Simonds and White,
was a very meagre one indeed. The more common and necessary articles of furni-
ture such as /bedsteads, tables, benches, etc., were probably manufactured on Fhe
premises by means of the carpenter’s axe, adze, hammer and saw. .In addition
they had a smail supply of bedding, 6 camp chairs, 1 desk, 1 writing desk, 1
lamp, 4 iron candlesticks, 1 ink stand. . :

Dishes—4 pewiter plates, 2 pewter platters, 2 pewter porringers, 2 n'lgt.al tea-
pots, 8 stone plates, 1 stone platter, 1 stone jug, 1 earthen teapot, 3 china cups
and saucers, 2 quart basons, 2 punch bowls.

Cutlery, etc.—1} doz. case knives and forks, 1} doz. spoons, 1 large spoon, 6
silver tea spoons. Kitchen utensils—2 frying pans, 2 tea kettles, 1 chafing (_ils‘r_\, 1
cullender, 4 iron pots, 1 brass kettle, 2 quart pots, 2 two-quart pots, 3-pints; 2
tin kettles, 1 pail, 1 pair dogs, 1 shovel and tongs, 1 tea-chest, 1 coffee mill, 2 pairs
dteel yards, 1 beam scale, 2 sets weights. .

‘ The totil value of household articles was but £33, 17, 5, and it is doubtful
whether the personal belongings of Simonds and White would have added much
to the eommon stock. ‘No wonder James Simonds observed with grim humor, as
he described life at St. John in those days, “gentility is out of the question.”

William Hazen was afraid the business during the first year had been un-
profitable, and at the end of the year called for a settlement of accounts in or_der
to find out the exact state of affairs. James Simonds wrote: “We are sensible
of the necessity of settling our accts. soon, but have always been obliged to work
so much abroad as mot to he able to have our books posted up, besides the meces-
sity of taking an exact acct. of all goods on hand and making an exact computa-
tion of the c&t of all-buildings and works cannot be huried over and would we-
quire time. We could have had all those things veady, but must have neglected
completing preparations for the winter’s work, which we think would be far
greater damage to s than the accts. remaining unfinished for a few months and
for us to finish them in the winter evenings.”

Doubtless the winter evenings were entirely at their disposal. There were
no social engagements to fill, no societies to attend, no places of amusement 'to
while away ¢he hours. The church, the lodge room, the club were reserved for
coming generations. Even the satisfaction to be derived fm.goqd’ general read-
ing nwus wanting for an inventory of household effects made in 1775 shows that
Mr. Simonds owned a Bible and Prayer Book and Mr. White a Bible and a copy
of Watt’s pealms and hymns, and the only other book of which mention can be
found is an almanac. It would seem that one at least of the partners was fond
of fiction, for Samuel Blodget writes in a letter to James White—the latiter then
at Crown Point—Dec. 8, 1762: «T confess I was a little curprised att your opinion
of Rodevick Random, for it is allowed by all that T ever heard jndg of it, that
i is a avell wrote Novell.,”™

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Nova Scotia Fishermen Are Hampered.

e

Halifax, May 10—Tishermen along the west-
ern and eastern shores of Nova Scotia report
a great scarcity of bait, and as a result fish-
ing operations are almost at a standstill
along the (Cape Breton coast. The lobster
fishermen have so ¥ar been able to secure
very little bait and the lobster catch is like-
ly to be smaller than usual. The scarcity
of bait is attributed to the prevalence of drift
ice on the coast. Next year, it is expected,
the large mechanical bait freezer at Canso
will be in operation and fishing vessels will
then be able to secure all the bait required.

Lobster fishermen on the south shore are
making good catches, particularly on the
coast of Shelburne county, where a number
of small coasting sieamers are employed to
convey the catch to Yarmouth for itrams-
shipment to Boston. The' annual lobster
cateh in that county totals nearly $1,000,000,
some of the fishermen earning $1,500 to $2,-
000 clear profit in six weeks. The average
earnings, however, are $350 a season. Shel-
burne sends every spring 600 fishermen to
man the Gloucester fleet, and since the abro-
gation of the Washington treaty and reim-
position of United States duty on fish, many
of the best fishing skippers and crews on
the south shore have been sailing out of
Gloucester. As a result the Banking fleet of
fifty or sixty sail in old days has dwindled
to about fifteen. An effort will be made to
start fishing on the co-operative plan, In the
hope of Leeping the bank fishermen to sail
home vessels. That plan is in operation in
T.unenburg, which promises soon. to rival
Gloucester as a fishing port.

Codfish, owing to the shortage in the Nor-
wegian catch, has reached $ a quintal in
Newfoundland, the first time in years. Cod
liver oil is likely to hold the record prices
of last ycar for the same reason.

An Assumed Name,

The prisoner gave his name to the police
as Hurd Blair Henderson. The police say
their man wag registered at the Ameri-
can House under the name of McKenzie.

Deputy Chief Jenkins lost no time in
having the detective and sergeant make
& search of the prisoner’s room at 24 Pitt
street. Every mook and corner was gone
through, but kke in the search of the
prisoner’s clothing the $500 bill could not
be found. The search of the room, how-
ever, revealed t¢o the police what
has set them thinking of some
things, including the graveyard insurance
fraud in Bridgewater (N.S.), and the
handling of counterfeit money.

What the Search Revealed.

There were found a number of letters,
books and newspaper clippings. Under a
tug rwere about a dozen pieces of card-
board and pasted on each was an adver-
tisement from a newspaper. They were
all about to the same and here is a sam-
ple. \

There was also a ‘black covered account
book. In this were pasted numerous news-
paper clippings, all giving accounts of
counterfeit money having been placed in
circulation throughout the country, or of
the high art in bank hotes which have de-
ceived the banks. One was credited to
the Sackville Post, and gave an account
of a slick-talking man of about 54 who
endeavored to sell.a large quantity of
bogus money to a couple of Sackville mer-
chants, but on being told Dorchester pen-
itentiary was mot far from Sackville he
made a quick departure from the town.
The green goods man on this occasion
claimed to have been an insurance agent.

The Graveyard Insurance Case.

Lettens found in the prisoner’s posses-
sion bore the address of Hurd Blair, Great
Village (N.S.). In ong of these envelopes
were two clippings regarding a graveyard
insurance steal. One of 'these clippings
is from, the Halifax Herald, as follows:

Bridgewater, N. S., Dec. 2—Herald readers
will remember some six weeks ago accounts
which were published regarding the death of
Olive Hurd, of Londorderry (N. S.) He was
insured in the Home Live and Sovereign Life
Insurance ‘Company, and the policy was
made payable to two men named Blair and
Rushton, who, by the way, were the two to
certify to Hurd’s death. His demise appears
to bave been shrouded in mystery, as no
one outside the two men knew anything
about the affair, it is said his wife even being
in ignorance of the sudden departure of her
spouse. After the amount of the insurance
policy was deposited in the bank, the insur-
ance company became suspicious and at once
proceeded to get busy on the investigating
lines. The coffin supposed to contain Hurd's
remains was disinterred and found to be
filled with rubbish. "A reward of $2,000 was
g{fe;‘ded for the identity of Blair, Rushton and

Came Here in March,

It was in March last 'that the prisoner
secured an office room in the Imperial
building on the corner of Prince William
street and Market square, claiming that

A Suspicious Package.

The officers then were not surprised to
find a package, which resembled 100 new
$1 bills. On the top was a new Dominion
of Canada $1 bill and another formed the
bottom of the package. The bundle was
lield together by three rubber bands and
when the bands were removed there were
found sandwiched between the good bills
slips of blank paper about the weight
and, on the edge, having the appearance
of bank notes. The innocent desk was
pulled away from the wall and the sur-
prise of the officers can be imagined
when it was found provided with an ex-
cellent place for a person to operate in
the rear, unseen. Above the floor almpst
the level of the writing board was a
small foot rest carpeted. Above this was
a small seat. The back of the desk con-
tains a door which closed by a wooden
button which was also carpeted.

When the back of the desk is opened
access is obtained to the shelves, or pigeon-
Holes shown when the doors at the front
are swung wack, but when the front doors
are open and the rear dapr closed the
outfit looks as innocent as a Sunday schosl
book case.

The Police View of It.

Thq desk is so arranged that a person
can sit on the rear seat, with feet on the
carpet-coveréd rest and when the front
doors are closed can open the false apart-
ment, remove or place into the pigeon
Boles or on the shelves anything he
wishes. The carpet covering of the foot-
rest, which is hidden by the top of the
desk, and the covening of the button pre-
vents any noise.

A person in front might not have the
glightest idea of any one being behind the
desk. ¢ . :

_The police figure that, by the arrange-
ment, a penson could open the front doors,
show an empty pigeon hole, place a pack-
dge in it, close the door and open) it in a
few moments to find that the package had
disappeared into the keeping of whoever
would be seated in the rear of the desk.

They figure that if the desk were used
for bunco business the green-goods man
might show a package of real bills for a
dupe and offer them for sale for about
quarter their value claiming that they
were counterfeit, but were so good as ‘to
deceive even the banks. 'If the victim hes-
itated about a purchase the good money
could be placed in the desk by the con-
fidence man, and the door closed. Then’
the person to whom he is doing business
might be talked into a purchase, and
while the talk is going on the swindler’s
assistant on the hidden seat could take
out the package of good money and in
its place put the package of blank paper
with a good bill on top and botbom. The
man is anxious to obtain the ‘“‘queer,”
which he saw a few seconds before, de-
¢ides to make a deal, hands over the
swindler so much good money, the front
door of the cabinet'is again opened and
the package which . looks like the real
money is taken ott end handed to the
victim with a caution to not to open it
antil he’s in a safe place for “we may
be watched.”
