Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30th.}
WE bave already drawn attention to the an-

nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus- ire, and are now able to furnish
some further details.
. Piofessor Soret, in delivering a most interest-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken place in' the manufacture of
¢ ironometers. This competition was instituted
with the object of testing the workmanship and
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene-
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use weie admitted. They were de-
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru
meut,s.of this clase. The jury specially retzined
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the
highest degree every condition required, crown+
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion
to rthis trip'e honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts S-:ction, closed the meet-
ing wi!_h a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects connected with this department.

Mr. Renaud accordingly protested
against Mr. Cutler’s -election for the

following reasons :—

1st. At time of his election he held
and still holds an office of emolument
in the paﬁ of Government of Canada as
Deputy Pay Master on Intercolonial
Railway, and as such is not elligible to
be elected.

2nd. The same reason but does *not
state what office he held.

3rd. Bribery and corruption,—public
houses of entertainment for waters,—
also, for ior intimidati electors,—tak-
ing possession of polling Booths *in
Parishes of Dundas and Harcourt,—
polling more votes than checked by the
different clerks,— counting more ‘yotes
in Richibucto, South Welford, Welling-
ton and Dundas than checked on the
list, besides other and various grounds.

Mr. James also entered protest from
Reuben Johnson and others on similar
grounds.

It is not probable that the Protest
will amount to anything, as, under the
law as it now stands, it will cost Mr.
Renand and his friends more than the
seat is worth to conduct the proceedings
necessary to unseat the sitting member,
were his case ever so good. It is not
improbable, however, that the Protest
embodies the exaggerations usual -in
cases of the kind, and it may not be in-

tended to follow it up.

Declaration day appears to have been

a big day in Richibucto. The success-

ful candidate was driven fhrough the |

streets in Hon. Mr. Caie’s carriage, to
the delight of the people; a Band of
music from Moncton hélped tostimulate
the popular enthusiasm, the strains of
“ See the Conquering Hero comes”
resounding through the streets of the
Kentish Capital. At the Court House,
speeches were made by Mr. Cutler, who
thanked the people for choosing him
and promised to show them that
«time had not destroyed the vitality and
energy which characterized him as a
Provincial member;” by Mr. Renaud,
«who hoped the electors would not be
disappointed in the selection they had
made, and only regretted the unfair
means which had been instrumental in
bringing about that result;” by Mr.
J. A. James, who assailed the Sheriff
for partiality; and by Messrs. Sayre,
Adams, of Northumberland, Hutchin-
son and Phinney. Mr. Phinney ap-
pears to have taken an Englishi view of
the question, and Mr. Hutchinson is re-
ported by the Gleaner as having declar-
ed that “he was against the School
Bill,”—a statement about which there
must be some mistake. The proceed-
ings were orderly throughout.

The Servant Girl Question.

It is abundantly evident that an
ample supply of house servants may be
obtained in England, Ireland or Scot-
land if the proper means be employed
to secure them. There are in those
countries thousands of young women
only too anxious to come to America if
they were but provided with a passage
or with assistance to pay their passage
in part. Mr. Charles Foy, a Dominion
Emigration Agent in Belfast, Ireland,

writing to the Agent in Ottawa,
says:—

The numerous friendsI have assisting
me in obtaining farm Jatorers and servant

irls for Canada. write to me and tell me
that from the 16th of next month they
could get a large number of good farm
Jaborers and domestic servants, if they
were assisted to the amonnt of £3 each;
leaving them to pay on, £1 5s., of course
they giving a Written engagement to repay
the #8. If, inside of a month, 1 get
money to advance, I would guaranteo to
send over a hundred of each class men-
tioned,

The £4 5s. passages will work well. 1
am sending some every week, but it has
not yet had time to prove itself. Next
spring, if they are continued, an im-
mense number will take advantage of
them.

Let not the farmers.of Canada complain
o° want of help ; let them send the money
here, and 1 will send men and girls. 1 had
aletter from Mr. Donaldson,Toronto, crying
for men and women to come over am_i help
them. I wrote to him, advising him to
get up a similar society to yours in Otta-
wa, and that I would send them a supply.
1 answered him as Jupiter answered the
waggoner, help yourself and others will
help you,

This is very good advice. Wg have
thought for some time past that the
gearcity of female servants in this city
can only be supplied by importation,

and that the formation of a local society
charged with the duty of importing
and prepare to advance sums of money
to assist parties to emigrate, will be the
enly solution of the difficulty. Our
Emigration Office has not attempted to
move in this direction; it has, in fact,
initiated nothing and accomplished
nothing,beyond a few days assistance to
Miss Rye in the distribution of her
orphans, We may as well, therefore,
abandon all hope of aid from this quar-
ter, and rely upon individual enterprise
to supply the want so keenly felt.
Some home organization such as that
suggested would seem to be the proper
agency to employ. We commend the
suggestion to all who suffer and would
be relieved.

The interests of St. John will be
well represented in the Dominion Par-
liament.

There is
a vacant seat in the Senate which the
City should apply for without delay.

Franeis.

g Emigration of the Swedes ex-
cites alarm in the fatherland. The
population is scanty at the best of times,
yet in 1868, 30,000 left the country, one
half of them able-bodied workmen and
mechanics; in 1869, 388,000 left; and
each succceding year has seen the num-
ber increasing. These all sailed for
America alone, while large numbers
went to Germany and other countries.

ON BOARD THE ATLANTIC.
A TRIP ON THE WATER.

Eleven years ago, New York lay swelter-
ing in the heat one day. 7The Sun poured
down on that vast city without mercy.and
lean as | was the perspiration flowed from
my forehead and descended to my burning
bosom like unto the dew of Hermon, only
not as pleasant. I was thena youth of
perhaps seventeen summers and I stood
that day what one might call “hard up.”
It was a city of strangers to me, and filty
cents was the extent ol my parse. A situ-
ation was open for me in one of the Baha-
ma Islands, but how was I to get there?
A steamship run to Nassau once a month ;
she bad just left for that port, and it was
there I wanted to go. The hour of noon
was drawing nigh, and not haying broken
my fast that day [ proceeded to Fulton
Market and a cup of coffee and three but-
ter cakes made me a capital dinner :—for

this I paid six cents. I have dined often
enough at Delmonico’s, and Taylor’s, but
this Fulton Marketluncheon was to me the
richest repast ot my life. 1t wasa true
relish, finer than a larded woodcock with
potatoes a la Maitre D’Hotel Victoria.
That afternoon I strolled to the foot of
Wall street and viewed the many strange
scenes. The beautiful East River, that
runs gently along the shores of Manhattan
Island mingles its green waters with the
playtul eddies of the noble Hudson. Crowd-
ed packet ships were moving here and
tiere. Magnificent steamships glided
along. Small, gaily painted tugboats
darted hither and thither, their numerous
whistles piercing the air and making music
to the strangers’ ear. The Stars and
Stripes hung languidly from the staff on
White Hall,for no breeze fanned the glassy
surface of the harbor. It was frightfully
hot, and I turned to find some shelter from
the blazing Sun, when my eyes rested on
an exquisitely moddelled schooner bailing
from Nassau, New Providence. I at once
repaired on board and was toid she would
sail for the Bahamasnext day. I gave the
Captam my gold watch as collateral for my
passage, and next morning early we were
gracefully gliding past the stout walls of
Fort LaFayette and leaving on -our star-
board the green hills of Staten Island and
the distant shores of New Jersey. The
name of this craft was the ‘“Atlantic” ;
her crew all told numbered eight men, all
ol whom were as black as a register grate
‘I'hey were negroes, Captain and all. There
were six passengers, including myself. One
of the party they called Deacon Tatnal a
fine old negro, who weighed not less than
three hundred pounds. Two of the others
were merchants from St. Salvador, or Cat
Island as the natives call it. These were
also negroes. Two of the passengers were
females, mother and daughter. The mother
was not more, perhaps, than two score
years in age. She was a quadroon. The
child, oh ! how can 1 describe her as she
appeared on the quarter deck just as the
sun was lowering over the fading highlands~
a1d we were bounding joyously away sea-
ward ! I was sitting on the lee rail smok-
ing a three cent cigar, and if ever a hear
beat happy it was mine. 1 was free; the
world was before me,my watch was pawne
for twice as much as it ever was worth.
had no notes to pay. A glorious prospect
was before me: yes, and a thundering
pretty girl was before me to. There she
stood ; her delicately moulded hands
clasped her pretty little sailor hat, under-
neath which a mass of jetty hair hung like
the richest floss and was gently flung lee-
ward by the increasing breezes that fanned
her perfectly formed face: Her eyes were
dark as jthe coals of -Pennsylvania, large
and sparkling. Her nose was Circassian
in cast and her mouth was a little pouting
mouth, the underlip of which hung acca-
rately like unto the finest English cat glas-
milk pitcher. She was clothed in a light
scarlet wrapper that fitted her handsome
figure to g nicety, and ever and anon she
would move easily to windward whic!
plainly told that she was no *‘slouch’ on
shipboard. This maiden was ar Octoroor,
far whiter than myself, but the ship’s log-
book said that I was the only white person
on board.
The shadows of night were now gather-
ing fast, and the wind which had been
steady and free was now hauling gradually
ahead and increasing. The Mother Carey
chickens, with their dismal song, whirled
after our wake, now and then tipping their
dusky wings into the crests of the rolling
billows. The barometer sank rapidly and
all the light sails were takenin. The cook
secured his galley furniture. Deacon Tat-
nal cast his breakfast, dinner and supper
all overboard and went below. The bal-
ance of the passengers were good sailors
¢nd appeared perfectly at home. The gale
at last came ; the Atlantic was hove to and
we all hurried below to our bunks. Tatnal
was so corpulent that no berth would stow
him, so he had to take the cabin floor for
it. That night our little craft labored
heavily and her timbers groaned hard
Towards midnight a heavy sea wasshipped
that washed the man at the wheel off the
quarterdeck straighy into the cabin, and
he and poor old Tatnal floated around the
cabin floor for a while like derelict proper-
ty. 1 thought the Octoroon Girl would
smother with laughter, for that sea tore
down the curtain that scrcened her and
her mamma from the gaze ef the male
passengers, and as the dull glimmer of the
oil lamp cast its flickering rays on the
jovial face of this fair girl, it put one in
mind of the romance ol some sweet dream ;
but a sudden lurch of the vessel carried
the fat Deacon against the table, injuring
himself badly and knocking out a tooth or
two from his capacious mouth., Morning
finally dawned, bright and cheerfal. The
wind had lulled into a nice breeze, but a
heavy sea ran high all day long. and to-
wards night we entered the Gulf Stream.
The sea became warm and the sky blue.—
The sun was gradually settling beneath the
horizon and the Heavens were covered with
fragments of clouds that had been rent to
atoms by last night’s gale. The passen-
gers on bhoard of the Ailantic proved to te
very fine singers and no Sunday School
could want a better organ than Deacon
Tatnal. His bass was so powerful that the
schooner could never carry gaffiopsa:ls
when he was singing, and when a calm
prevailed I bave beard the Captain order
the fore and mainsail to be put wing and
wing, and get Tatnal to stand on the po p
and blow his breath for an hour towards
them, and by throwing the patent log it
was ascertained that the vessel moved along
at the rate of two miles every sixty minutes.

¢ JEFF. DAVIS.”

They ordered us to heave too. and we did.
Ida Dillet, the Octoroon,was sadly alarmed
for her safety. She feared the Southerner
as she would a rattlesnake. The Captain
loaded his revolver and requested me te re-
ceive the boarding officer at the gangway,
for the “*Jeff. Davis’’ was manning a barge
to call on us. 1 assured Miss Ida that she
need have no fear whatever, for we were
all under the British flag and no Souther-
ner or Yankee dare molest ns. The boat
came alongside and contained twelve fierce
looking fellows armed with large revolvers
and long knives. The officer sprang to the
deck, supporting his short sword with his
left hand.

«Where are youa from ?"* he demanded.

Italian Opera.

Considering the absence of those rather
essential concomitants of the opera, orches-
tra and chorus, which in the opinion of
many form the leading attractions of this
kind of entertainment, a comparatively
large and fashionable audience witnessed
the performance of ¢ Lucrezia Borgia”
last evening at the Academy of Mausic.
None of the performers are stars of the
first magnitude, but on the whole it would
be difficult to find a like number of artists
who could sustain their several parts so
ably under such difficulties. Mme, Corani
has a pure rich voice not unlike Mrs. Per-
ley’s, and as an actress she deserves the
highest encomiums ; in the beautiful pas-
sage ‘* Com C Bello Quale Jucanto’ she
earned well merited applause, while ““ Ama
Tua Madre”” was rendered with very
charming pathos. 1n the scenes of the 1st
Act previous to the Duke tendering the
poisoned cup to Gennaro her singing and
acting exhibited marked power culture and
versatility, and in ** Oh, A Te Bada’’ the
force ol Lucrezia’s rancor was true to the
nature of that extraordinary woman. Sig.
Baccei has a rather thin®tenor voice but
well cultivated and under excellent con-
trol, although the damp atmosphere seem-
el to affect the purity and accuracy of
his tones to some extent in the Prologue ;
he sang very well, however, in ‘* Grazie
Senor’’ ¢* Meco benignitant’’ and also in
the closing passages in the final poisoning
scene, and his acting thronghout was res-
pectable. Sig Reina isa capital performer
and exhibited a true conception of his role
as the Duke, while his voice is both pow-
erful and pleasing; and Sig Pauliny created
a favorable impression in his somewhat
subordinate part. Mll’e Lami as Orsini
sang the familiar air ‘Il Segreto Per
Bsser Felice,” or *“ It is better to laugh
than be sighing,” admirably, and was per-
haps the only one of the performers who
obtained the genuine sympathy of the
gods. Some of the harmonized passages
were also very well rendered, and Sig Ni-
colao produced as good music as can be
produced from a Hallet and Davis,though,
llerr Strauss to the contrary notwithstand-
ing, many of the andience expressed their
preference for a Chickering. We beg to
suggest however to the Generico that bot-
tled Alsop’s ale is a.slight anachronism at
a banquet of the Borgias ; and although
green apples, and his were very green, are
an inexpensive and most effective poison,
yet it is somewhat questionable whether
they deserve a place on a table covered,
according to the Libretto, * with luxuries
and rare flowers.”

The Right Sort of Trades’ Union.

An opulent painter and glazier, named
Lecaire, who.recently died in Paris, had
for thirty years given his workmen a
share in the profits of his business. In
beginning his experiment of co-opera-
tion in 1842, M. Lecaire considered that
as his workmen had no capital they
could not afford to run the risk of loss;
therefore they must have a fixed salary,
So he paid them their day’s wages, and
in addition gave them a certain share in
the profits. At the end of each year he
showed his men the results of the year’s
operations, and divided among them
their part of the proceeds. This liberality
on the part of M. Lecaire animated all
his workmen to labor with the utmost
zeal, and his business increased wonder-
fully, After following this system for
twenty-seven years, M. Lecaire, finding
that he was growing old, determined to
eive his workmen, who were five hun-
dred in number, a greater interest in the
profits of his house, and established a
scale by which from the net profits 25
per cent wes set apart for the use qf th.e
capital invested, 50 per cent was distri-
buted amnng the workmen, and 25 per
cent was applied toa fund for the sick
and for pensions for superanuated or dis-
abled operatives. M. Lecaire died a few
weeks ago, but his business goes on
under the system that he established.
The house is now managed by M. Chas.
Robert, an ex-Councillor of State. In
spite of the late disordered condition of
affairs in France the house last year
cleared $30,000, over and above all out-
lays, of which one-half went to the
workmen, in addition to their wages=,
and one-fousth was paid into the relief
fund established for their benefit. In
this instance a just and liberal policy on
the part of the employer proved equally
beneficial to the man “who furnished the
fapital and the men who supplied the
abor.

Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30¢h.]

E have already drawn attention to the an-
pual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
M. Th. de Saus 1ire, and are now able to furnish
some further details. i
Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken pluce in the manufacture of
ehronometers. This competition was instituted
with the object of testing the workmanship and
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were. admitted. They were de-
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most gearching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru
ments of this class. The jury specially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency un.\nimouslg de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Bado!let & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting & chronometer which fulfilled in the
condition required, crown-
ed their first success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. ‘The allusion
to this triple .honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Huwmbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Saction, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects connected with this department.
