Qnr Export Duty Compensation. -

The fact that New Brunswick was to
be offered $150,000 as compensation for
the repeal of the export duty on’lumber,
and that this would be accepted by our
representatives in lieu of the better
terms that had been demanded, was pub-
lished in THE TRIBUNE long before any

.| other newspaper obtained theé informa*

tion, and a persistent attempt was made
in some quarters, including Ottawa and
St. John, to create the impression that
‘he information was incorrect. The re.
sult has shown that our special reporter,
the only New Brunswick man in the
gallery of the House of Commons, was
correct. The following 'is the full text
the resdlutions:

1. Resolved, That by chapter 15, Title
3, of the Revised Btatutes of New Bruns-
wick, amended and made permanent by
later aets of the Legislature of that Pro-
vince, certain duties of export on lumber
shipped therefrom are imposed, the pro-
ceeds whereof belong to ‘the said Pro-
vince. :

2. Resolved; That by section 124 of the
British North America Act, 1867, it is pro-
vided that nothing in that act shall affect
the right of New Brunswick to levy the
Jumber dues imposed by the said Provin-

il Aét or any ket amending it, before or
after the Uniom .

3. Resolved, that by article XXX of
the T of Washington, it is agreed
that for the term - of years mentioned in
article XXXITI, Her Majesty’s subjects
may carry in British vessels without pay-
ment of duty, goods, wares and merchan-
dize from one port or place within the
territory of the United States, upon the
St. Lawrenee, the great lakes and the
rivers connecting the same, to another
port or place within the territory of the
United States as aforesaid; provided that
a portion ofsuch transportaticn is made
through the Dominion of Can: da by land
carriage, and in bond under such rules
and regulations as may be agreed upon
between the Government cf Her Britan-
nic Majesty and the Government of the
United States; and that by article XXXI
of the said Treaty, it is declared that Her
Britannic Majesty further engages to
u: ge upon the Parliament of the Domi-
nion of Canada, and the Legislature of
N .w Brunswick, that no export duty, or
other duty, shall be levied on lumber or
timber of any kind cut on that portion of
the American Territory in the State of
Maine, watered by the River St. John and
its tributaries, and floated down that
river to the sea, when the same is ship-
ped to the United States from the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, and that in
case any such export or. other duty con-
tinues to be levied after the expiration of
one year from the date of the exchange
of the ratifications of t'e said Treaty, it
