This stuff oleomargarine has been ex-
tensively imported into and made in
Canada. It can be produced for ten
cents a pound—a price with which hon-
ést butter ¢annot compete. Fat for the
purpose of being rendered into this
substance is imported free of duty, and
now the government is going to make &
discrimination in favor of the home
manufacture by imposing an excise duty
of only eight cents & pound on that
made in Canads as against ten cents
imposed om that imported ready made:

Oleomargarine is not wanted in Canada
on any terms, éither unider its own namie
or ‘that ot ‘butlerine, butyreid, or any
other alias. It is under any circumstance
& highly dangerous compound. The fat
of which it 18 chiefly composed is not
subjected in process of manufacture to
iny dégree of heat sufficient to destroy
the animal and végetable organisms with
which all meat is liable to be infested.
Practically any one who eats oleomar-
garine eats uncooked meat, and incurs
all the dmger it is podsible to i.ncur of
b g the host of tap tri
and every other parasite. To sell lhe
compound to & person who purchases it
as butter ought to be made a punishable
offence, and the manufacture or importa
tion'of it ought to be strictly prohibited.

Prince Bismarck on the Ec-
clesiastical Bill.

New York Aldermen Arrested
for Accepting Bribes.

Special to Gleaner.

BeruiN, April 13.—The debate was be-
gun in the upper house of the Prussian
Diet yesterday on the amended Eccles-
iastical bill. Dr. Kopp, Bishop of Zulda,
said he was grateful for the conciliatory
attitude of the government, but insisted
that the bill would not suffice to attain
the objects desired. He wurged the
adoption of his previous amendment on
the basis of a turther agreement.

Prince Bismarck said that the govern
ment had not yet arrived at a decision
ofthe question. He had already taken
full responsibility for May laws as fight
ing laws. The government had never
intended that the laws should be perma-
nent. No loss of dignity would result to
Emperor William in attempting to meet
the wishes of his Catholic subjects. He

Bismarck) thought that the time had
arrived to abolish fighting laws.
He preferred to treat directly with
the Pope because he bad found the
Pope better disposed toward Germany
than the majority in the Ruvichstag, He
would not, he added, enter into negotia-
tions with the centre party until he had
effected a complete entente cordiale
with the Pope. In conclusion, he asked
the house to pass the governwent mea-
sure which le said would enable the
ministry to secure wider basis for further
negotiations. The general debate on the
bill was then closed. Separate clauses
will be discussea to-day.,

THE RAILROAD STRIKE.

izems in East 81, Louls Shot Down—
Miltia Guarding the Freight Yards.
Sr. Louis, Mo., April 9.—A bloody
conflict occurred this afternoon between
the East St. Louis strikers and the St.
Clair county authorities. Eight special
deputy sheriffs who were guarding the
Louisville and Nashville crossing fired
into a crowd of about 300 strikers who had
gathered around to prevent tr.ins going
out. Five men were killed outright and
one woman was mortally wounded. The
deputies who did the firing then fled to
the bridge which spans the Mississippi
for the purpose of crossing to St. Louis.
When they reached the tower, Maurice
Joyce, Mayor of East St. Louis, City Clerk
S A Canty, a number of bridge policemen,
and a crowd of men attempted to stop
their flight. One of the deputies placed
his Winchester at the breast of the Mayor
and was about to fire, when John Dowd,
a policeman, knocked the weapon aside.
As he did so it was discharged, and the
bullet pierced the heart of C E Thomp-
son, a man who was in the crowd. The
deputies then escaped to St. Louis amid
the wildest excitement.

The names of those killed at the
Louisville and Nashville crossing were :

Pat Driscoll, a Wabash section hand,
who was not a striker.

Oscar Washington, a painter.

John Bonner, a coal miner.

“Major” Rychman, a rolling will em-
ployee, not a striker.

Sr. Louis, April 10—-2 A. M.—The
situation in East 8t. Louis so far as could
be ascertained at midnight has been
pretty quiet. Comparatively few people
were on the streets after dark, and only
small knots of men congregated and dis-
cussed the sad events of the day. Later
in the evening two companies of militia,
one from Decatur and one from Nash-
ville, 111, came in and were assigned to
quarters.

Still later a great deal of excitement
was caused by the discovery of fire ina
car loaded with hay in the Louisville and
Nashville yards, but no damage wus
done beyond the burning of the car.

At about 11 o'clock the fire broke out
in the Cairo Shore line yard at the lower
end of the island, and meagre reports
from there at midnight says three or
four cars were burned, but no other
damage was done. Two fire engines and
a Babcock extinguisher were sent over
from here soon after the fire in the
Louisville and Nashville yard, and it was
through their assistance that no more
property was destroyed.

Three more militia companies from
Springfield and one from Carlinvilletame
in about midnight. The Louisville and
Nashville freight house is now guarded by
troops, and a company will no doubt be
sent to the Cairo short line.

If you want to get the Highest
Price for Calf Skins take off
and take care of them ac-
cording to the following
directions :—

1st, STit the skin from the brisket to the jaw,
and skin down ench side enough so that the throat
can be cut without cutting the skin crosswise,
ax in this way the cheek of the skin can be saved,
while, if it is cut in the least ucross the throat the
head is worthless.

2ud. Slit the skin from the brisket to the tail.

3rd Cat around the foot el sse to the hoof, and
slit the legs from the hoof to the belly, taking care
in elitting the leg to commence between the duclos
and slit directly over the gambrel so that the leg
when skinned will lay flat inrread of leaving a poc-
ket which esnnot be fiuished into leather.

4th. Skin the head and legs carefully,

_5th. Commencing at the head, 80 as to avoid cut-
ting or_scoring at the butt, near the tail, draw or
fist off the skin without auy further use of the
knife, thereby avoiding those holes, cuts aud
sorutches that so much injure the skiu. Some
turmers use & windlass to draw off their dairy
sking, othery & horse ; but two men (one stout man
can do it) can pull off the skin very quickly.

Gth, As soon as taken off lay the skin flat upon
the floor in & cool pluce where the sun does not
shine upon it, nud cover it with coatiog of
fine or conrse-fine salt. Cuarse will do, but it is
not as good. Don’troll up the skin. Don't dry it.
but let it remain green and when you take off the
next, place flat upon the firet, salting as before.
Pile #kin on skin in this way, and when ready to
sell you will find them in nice condition and worth
from 5 to 15 cents more than the same skins would
have been if poorly taken off and cared for. Usk
SALT FREELY. What the skin does not require
will shake off when you sell your lot and will
answer just as well for the next skius you take off.
skins should not in warm weather, even when
curefully put down as above directed, lay in salt
over 30 ‘dnys without bandling, so as to exposelto
the air, but in handling be very careful to reruk
in the same manner as at first, addinga little fresh
salt at ench rehandling.

Speeches in the House of Com-
mons Last Night.

Liberal Associations Resolve
to Support Gladstone.

New York,April 11.—Justin McCarthy,
home M P, cables the Herald: The
present seheme will probably not pass,
but will get through the hovse of com-
mons, very likely, by a small wajority
after long delay and much putting about
in committees. The session will then be
far advanced and the lords will of course
throw out the measure.

James O'Kelly, home rule M P, cables
the Herald : Among Gladstone’s follow-
ers there is no enthusiasm for home rule,
while there is absolute repugnance to
buying out Irish landlords. Hence Glad-
stone’s schenie is accepted with notable
reserve, while open opposition grows
more formidable. Lerd Hartington's
speech last night destroyed any lingering
hope that he would only offer an academic
opposition to the details of Gladstone's
scheme. His appeal for a coalition of
members from all sides of the house was
a definite declaration of war. It affected
Gladstone deeply. Never did I see him
80 moved.

The World's London correspondent
cables: According to lobby gossip, the
Prince of Wales, after listening intently
to Gladstone's great speech on Thursday
evening, curtly expressed approval of
the sentiments and proposals of the
premier.

Geo. W Smalley cables the New York
Tribune : The general opinion is that
Gladstone's blli offers Parnell more than
was asked and creates not merely an
Irish parliament but an Irish state. His
parliament would have powers nowminal-
ly limited, but ‘practically unlimited.
Gladstone’s bill establishes no tribunal
to determine what acts of Irish parlia
ment are within, and what without, their
jurisdiction. It retains no authority to
restrict legislation or to annul Irish
statutes, The veto of the crown, to
which he a’luded in passing, is a fiction.
TheZother guarantees are pure illusions.
Gladstone apparently cares little for
guarantees, and relies on the loyalty of
the Irish when they are once allowed to
govern themselves,

Sombre acquiescence, says the Times,
18 the very highest phase of approbation
to which Gladstone’'s most tried and
faithful followers can attain, while active
and energetic condemmation is freely
meted out by the stanchest representa-
tives of every shade of liberalism. Every
important journal in London is dead
against it, the Daily News excepted, and
even that journal discusses it despond-
ently. Two of the most powerful journals
in Great Britain, outside of London, are
the Manchester Guardian and Scots-
man. Both condemn the measure; both
regard it as equivalent to separation, both
predict its rejection by the country.
Such provincial papers of weight as
adhere to Mr. Gladstone temper  their
support with conditions and with
demands for modification of various
features of the scheme. Such is the
action of the leading journals in Liver
pool, Birmingham, Newcastle and Teeds,
The loyalists of Ulster and Protestants
throughout Ireland listen to Gladstone's
speech as to a voice of doom.

A cablegram to the Herald says the
budget, on Tuesday, must be an unfavor
able statement, but no new tax will be
imposed, and probably they will even
take a penny off the income tax.
