A D»eUlnn Which will Shu! nut Thou*
Man«lN of onr Horae* from the U. ft.

Washington, July 16.—About a year 
ago a firm in Toronto shipped a num­
ber of horsés to Indiana and stated in 
the manifest that they were for breeding 
purposes. The government officials sued 
the importers for the recovery of duty 
on the shipment, holding that they were 
not imported for breeding purposes, biit 
simply for sale. Judge Gresham decided 
that the duties must be paid. This 
alarmed a number of importers of French 
and English horses in Illinois, who feared 
that their business would bo ruined if 
Judge Gresham’s decision was to form a 
precedent for tho guidance of the cus­
toms officials. A delegation appeared 
before -Assistant-Secretary Maynard at 
the treasury on Monday and asked for a 
ruling, he stated that there is to be no 
change in the course of the department 
and that importers of animals for breed­
ing purposes may bring in their consign­
ments duty free, even though they pro­
pose to sell them at once and before 
breeding, provided they import for breed­
ing purposes. It is said, however, that 
the decision of Judge Gresham will shut 
out the thousands of Canadian horses 
which are annually imported at all bor­
der points.

“BUN*' ON BANK OF LONDON.

Washington, D. C., July 16__The net
gold in the trensury.increased from $158,- 
933,005, July 1, 1886, to $186,875,669, 
July 1, 1887. Since July 1, the 
gold holdings have decreased $5,- 
602,122, while the circulation of 
gold certificates has increased $5,263, 
770. The circulation of standard silver 
dollars has increased $788,016 since the 
1st. The total amount of bonds redeem­
ed under the call which matured -on the 
1st inst. is $18,090,250, leaving still out­
standing of that call $1,626,656. The 
total amount of called bonds outstanding 
is $5,300,450.

The government receipts so far this 
month amount to $10,693,567, and the 
expenditures (including nearly $12/XK),- 
000 pension payments) to $18,561,102, 
making an excess of expenditures of

$5,000 took place from the Dominion Ex­
press Company and that subsequently 
the greater portion of the amount was 
found under a timber pile in one of 
Bronson A Weston’s yards. The sum 
found amounted to $4,715 and was de­
posited in the Bank of Commerce in thia 
city. Thé ownership of the money, was 
disputed by the finder, and it remained 
there pending necessary legal atepe. On 
Tuesday Deputy Sheriff Sherwood, under 
a writ of replevin, received the iDonev 
from the bank authorities and handed it 
over to the Dominion Express manager. 
This leaves still missing the sum of $285.

TERFERENCE.

5 Seldom haa Gladstone of late years re­
ceived so much pleasure aa he did on 
Saturday last from the presentation 
made to him in London by leading Ame­
rican citizens. The hearty expressions 
of sympathy for Ireland’s cause, which 
the address contained, will do much to 
encourage the great statesman and his 
colleagues, to continue the struggle they 
have been engaged in. It will do much 
too, towards influencing public opinion 
in England in favor of the measure. It 
will show to the people of Britain the 
opinion of the people of this side of the 
Atlantic. In his reply to the address, 
Mr. Gladstone was singularly happy.

We, on this side 
of the water, are to a certain extent dis­
interested in the matter and can form 
an unbiassed opinion with regard to it 
We have nothing to gain by Ireland get­
ting what she ought to have; we have 
nothing to lose by her remaining in her 
present state of servility. The opinions 
therefore which as the people of Ame­
rica we entertain regarding the home 
rule measure should have weight with 
the people of Britain; they cannot fail 
to have a most beneficial effect.

Our contemporary endeavors 
to persuade itself that capitaliste will 
not invest their money in securities 
which it describes as illegal, and it 
delights in the belief that even if the 
road be built it will be rendered useless 
because it will be deprived of custom 
facilities, and will not be able to recover 
claims in a court of law.

Notwithstanding the Gazette’s state­
ments about capitalists refusing to invest 
their names in the project, we are in­
formed that the work will be completed 
in a few months, the engineering difficul­
ties being of a nature not calculated to 
impede to any great extent the progress 
of the work. Whether or not the Nor- 
quay government are sincere in the mat­
ter, there can be no question that the 
people of Winnipeg mean business, as 
the city itself has expressed its intention 
of issuing its own bonds for a consider­
able portion of the money needed for the 
project

Justice O'Brien, in his address to the 
grand jury in county Kerry, Thursday, 
admitted that there was a decrease in 
crime in the county, the cause being 
the complete subjugation of peaceable 
members of the community to lawless 
organization. Notwithstanding there 
were 60 cases of malicious injury before 
the jury, showing a deplorable amount of 
crime was still committed with impun­
ity, applications for protection had in­
creased. Social tyranny was extended 
to mercantile dealings, the legal demands 
being met with violence resulting 
in complete suspensions of the law.

THE ONLY ACTIVE VOLCANO 

In Herth a me rim

Nsw York, July HU-The Herald’s 
correspondent at El Paso telegraphs that 
he has just returned from the scene of 
the only active volcano in North Ameri 
ca. The trip was one of extraordinary 
hardship, accomplished in the face of 
obstacles of which the entire absence ot 
any road, and a desert of 100 miles 
acioas, and the blazing sun of a tropical 
zone, were conspicuous features. The 
volcano lies twelve miles from Bavispe, 
in the state of Sonora, in the extreme 
northwest corner of the Mexican republic. 
A rough estimate will place the distance 
from El Paso at 500 miles. The rugged 
and desolate nature of the country, the 
unfrequency of its eprings^nd the almost 
deadly heat that exists there nine months 
out of the twelve, has effectually kept 
out the American prospector, although 
the mountains are full of gold, and even 
the hardv Mexican has largely left it to 
its primal solitude. Here and there are 
scattering villages, of which Bavispe is a 
type. The town lies southwest of Casas 
Grandes, and is a heterogeneous collec­
tion of adobe shanties and "Jackals,” 
half under and above the ground and 
roofed with brush. It contains about 
2500 people. They a$e so miserably 
poor and live in a condition of such 
indescribable squalor and perpetual 
misery that their lot compares unfavor­
ably with the wandering Cayote, their 
nearest neighbor. After a journey of 
eight days, the explorers reached the 
vicinity of Bavispe, but little prior to 
this they had the first intimation of 
cosmic disturbance in the shape of a 
fluttering tremor of the earth. These 
shocks which were slight and undulat­
ing increased in frequency as they drew 
near the town until scarcely an hour 
elapsed without a repetition of them.

SCIENTIFIC FOBtlERT.

Washington, July 15—A question was 
recently presented to the treasury de 
partaient as to the right oi foreign 
steamers to take excursion parties from 
Buffalo to pleasure resorts on the Cana­
dian shore of the Niagara river and re­
turn. The collector at Buffalo holds that 
such practice is prohibited by the act of 
Congress, approved June 18, 1886, which 
prescribes a penalty of $2 a head against 
the owner of any foreign steamers which 
carries passengers between two or more 
American ports. The question was re­
ferred to the solicitor of the treasury, 
and he has given an opinion that there is 
nothing in the law to prevent foreign 
steamers from taking passengers from an 
American port into foreign territory and 
returning to the same American port, 
providing no trading is done at other 
American ports on the route.

THE HAWAIIAN REVOLUTION.
An Extraordinary ami fonlrailletory 

Condition of Affair*.
New York, July 16—A despatch to the 

Herald, dated Honolulu, July 5, says : 
"The condition of affairs here is most ex­
traordinary and contradictory. No one 
knows what an hour may bring forth or 
whether thj action of Tuesday, June 
the 20, will end in a civil war. The town 
may be in the hands of theTpeople, but 
the King is certainly king still, though 
he may not be to-morrow. While the 
Thursday demonstration was in progress 
the king sent a letter to the meeting 
serting his willingness to form a i 
ministry and accede to any reforms 
demanded under the constitution and 
and laws of the Kingdom. The ministry 
formed by Mr. Green he immediately ac­
cepted, and even when Mr. Gibson and 
Mr. Hayselden were arrested he made no 
sign. The request that he shall not in 
future, either directly or indirectly inter­
fere with the election of representatives 
or duly influence legislation, he declared, 
need not have been made, as it is a fault 
he had never been guilty of. The de­
mand to which he objects is thftt for the 
restitution of $71,000 said to have been 
paid him.”

TUB KINO INTERVIEWED.

The Herald correspondent had an in­
terview with King Kalakua. The king 
said that he would not be coerced into 
signing the new constitution. He will 
not sign away his people’s right under 
duress. He will sign the document, if 
bo advised by his Privy Council, but in 
that or any event he will consider the 
forced constitution illegal. As to per­
sonal violence, the king said he did not 
fear it, but such a thing waa possible. 
He said that he would appeal to the re­
presentatives of the foreign powers for 
protection, and would asft them to guar­
antee bis personal safety.

THE CROPS IN MANITOBA.

Winnipeg, July 16—The second crop 
bulletin of the Manitoba department of 
agriculture has been issued, 
carefully prepared table shows the 
condition of the several grain 
crops and roots on July 1st 
compared with the average growth and 
vitality of previous years. In all crops 
most satisfactory showing is to be seen, 
Wheat, oats and barley, the principal 
cereals, stand a long way in advance of 
the average of previous years all over 
the province. The condition of wheat i» 
15 per cent, over that of average years, 
oats 11, barley 9, peas 5, flax 1, potatoes 
8, and rye 3.

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BURGLARIES.
The Daring Bobberies Com­

mitted at Oibson an J 
Marysville.

The N- & W. Bailway Offices 
Entered and Bobbed 

Of Over $3,000.

Bolston Brothers Arrested on 
Suspicion, but are Be­

lieved to be Uncon­
nected with the 

Crime.

The Northern & Western railway depot 
at Gibson was broken into on Thursday 
night, the safe blown open, and the coi- 
tente nearly $3,500 in cash stolen there­
from. The same night, Mr. Alex. Gibson's 
big store at Marysville was broken into and 
burglarized, and an unsuccessful attempt 
made to bieak open the vault of the store. 
Tbe burglars succeeded in both cases to 
commit their bold depredations unmolested, 
and nothing was known of the occurrences 
untilitbe following morning.

The big robbery at Gibson, followed by 
the pursuit and arrest of the suspected par­
ties, has caused a een<ation here unequalled 
by any similar occurrence for many years. 
It is tbe talk of the town and surrounding 
country with the usual perverted accounts 
and strange rumors.

The safe blowers at Gibson executed their 
villainous work in what may be called a 
neat and skillful manner as if done by parties 
who thoroughly understood their business. 
The explosion does not seem to have been 

> heard by anyone, nor was there the least 
suspicion that a robbery had been committed" 
until the discovery was made the following 
morning about half-past six by 
Mr. Boyd, the station agent. Going 

"to the office window of Mr. Strang, the ac­
countant, for some change, he noticed the 
safe door partly open, but could not find 
anything of Strang and the office door was 
locked. He immediately communicated the 
fact to Mr. Lagan and the other railway 

*inen, and on the arrival of Mr. Strang an in­
vestigation was had. The back office door 
was found to be unlocked, the birglars 

. having forced their way in here by breaking 
the door lock. The interior of the safe was 
badly shattered by the explosion and tbe 
more valuable contents missing. A
small bole about the size of i 
lead pencil bad been bored in
the safe door close beside the combina­
tion In which the powder had been inserted. 
No trace of the robbers was left behind that 
would afford any clue, A kai pencil which 
bad probably been used for ramming the 
powder in was found upon the floor. A few 
weeks ago when the former accountant be­
came incapacitated from work, it became 
peceesary to drill the safe door to get the 
combination. The hole made then had been 
filled in and the burglars drilled close be­
side it, and did not make use of the former 
boring as seems to be the general belief.

As to the amount of money stolen, Mr. 
Strang states that it is close to $3,800. Fri­
day was to have been pay-day on the road, 
and the amount of each man's month's 
wages and the several bills to be paid along 
the line were enclosed in separate envelopes 
and packages and placed in a large tin-box 
within the safe tbe night previous. The 
box was about eleven inches in length and 
"about eight or nine inches deep and wide. 
•This was taken along with a quantity of 
aliter lhai was done up }n paper rolls and a 
few small bills that were outside of the box 
in a drawer of the safe. Tbe whole amount 
of oqney stolen wouldexceed by calculation 
from the boôks upwards of $3,400.

The robbery at the Marysville store was no 
Jess daring but in this the plunderers were 
jiot so successful. The big front doors of the 
.store were broken in probably with the in­
tent of breaking into the vault. If so the

The robbery at Gibson 
was evidently committed by some one who 
thoroughly understood the situation.
A large crowd Lad collected in the vicinVy 

of the police court at eleven o'clock this 
morning, when the prisoners were brought 
up from the jail in charge of Officers Phillips 
and Roberts. The men were taken in the 
court room and in a short time were 
manded until this evening when their ex­
amination will be proceeded with. Mr. Jas. 
T. Sharkey has been retained as counsel for 
the prisoners. When the men were arrested, 
they were searched by the officers, but 
nothing was found on their person to identify 
them with the robbery. They had, however, 
a. number of “coin” watches and a stock of 
their famous “keepsake” jewelry.

There appears to be abundant evidence 
that the prisoners were at the Covered Bridge 
the night of the robbery, and that they stop­
ped all night at BhlVs. Detective 
Roberts went up Nashwaak this afternoon 
to glean what facts he can concerning their 
visits the night previous in the vicinity of 
Bell's. Mr. Sloat, who resides a short dis­
tance back from the Covered Bridge says that 
the prisoners took tea with him Thursday 
nightmd paid for it in jewelry. They told 
him that they were going on to Boiestown on 
the morning train.

It was reported this morning that Jim 
Rolston, a brother of thp prisoners who a'so 
lives at Gibson had disappewred, but this 
has been found to be incorrect.

A parly of three men, ielonging to Port­
land, St. John, who have been idling about 
town for several days past are suspected, 
and the police have been in communication 
with the authorities in St. John and other 
places concerning these characters. They 
hired at the cotton mills, but were dis­
charged in a short time. Nobody has seen 
anything ef the men since the night of the

The poliee authorities of the city were 
notified of the two robberies in the early 
morning, and officers Roberta and Vandine 
were despatched to hunt the burglars down.

The two 
men were the notorious fakirs, the 
Rolston brothers, who have, during the past 
year, been living at Gilson in the lane in 
rear of Dr. Barker's residence, and who 
y cour the country districts peddling their 
“snide” watches and jewelry. Detective 
Heberts' suspicion rested upon these arrant 
peddler as soon as he begun to investigate 
the matter and before be received the de­
spatch. Upon the receipt ol the despatch, 
Selective Roberts, Deputy Sheriff Hawthorn 
and Policeman Phillips procured a team 
and started in pursuit. Wtyen they arrived 
at Zionville Station, a special train awaited 
gfieiNf in charge of Superintendent Hobtn.to 
convey them to Boiestown. Arriving at Boies- 
town they left the train and went on foot in 
aeardh of the suspected burglars. About two 
miles distant from Boiestown, they learned 
that the iieo bad crossed the river in a canoe 
although there was a passenger bridge but 
a short distance off. ‘Grossing over the op­
posite side of tbe river they came on the 
men in a strip of woods and arrested them. 
They offered no resistance. The arrest was 
nfade in lie early part of the evening, a team 
me* procured, which brought the prisoners 
to Boiestown and they were brought from 
that point to this city by a special arriving 
bore bt^re ten o'clock.

The question is, have the guilty parly been 
arrested? Tbe prisoners bear a very bad 
reputation tbe province over, and have 
hitherto been connected with similar crimes. 
Besides being subjected to suspicion on all 
sides, many are of the opinion that no one 
around these parts could be capable ol 
doing tbe job so neatly and nicely as the 
Boisions. “Bob” Rolston, one of the men 
arrested, Is the same individual whojumped 
tbe train over an embankment near Hamp­
ton station about a couple of years ago.
. The prisoners claim that they can set up a 
good alibi. The driver who brought the 
officers' team to town from Zionville station 
says that both Mr. and Mra. Bell, at the 
covered bridge, told him that the men stayed 
at their place all night. It is also known 
that they left Gibson yesterday forenoon to 
go up to tbe covered bridge. It seems that 
they told not only a few that they 
were going, but they seemed to publish it 
In every direction. The prisoners, 
as they were being brought down in the 
train last night, were careful to point out to 
the officers the number of houses that they 
had stopped at during their journey up. 
Whether all this has been done in the way of 
a "blind" remains to be seen. It seems to be 
the prevailing opinion that the men went up 
the Nashwaak the day before to screen their 
night's work, and as a plea they were absent 
from the place. The covered bridge is dis­
tant about sixteen miles from Gibson. 
Their strange actions after boarding the 
train seems to have left no doubt with the 
railway men that they were the guilty 
parties. The train was delayed and a long 
stop was made after the men got aboard in 
sending despatehes to notify the train com­
ing in the opposite directions where they 
should pass. The men apparently grew very 
uneasy and restless and a short time after 
when the train was in motion they jumped 
off, leaving one of their hand satchels on

New York, July 16.—Formal notifica­
tion of his excommunication by name 
was received on Wednesday afternoon 
by Rev. Dr. MoGlynn. It was contained 

a registered letter which had been de­
tained at Brooklyn post office since July 

It read as follows :
New York, July 3, 1887.

Rev. Edward McGlynn, D. D.:
Rev. Dr.—In accordance with the in­

structions of the Holy See, it is my pain­
ful duty to notify you that the term of 
forty days from date of the delivery to 
you ot the monitorium of May 4th from 
tho cardinal prefect of propaganda with­
in which you were required, under pain 
of excommunication, to be incurred ipse 
facto ad nominatum, to appear at Rome 
before the sacred congregation of the 
propaganda has elapsed, and to declare 
that as you have failed to appear before 
the sacred congregation of the propa­
ganda within the time specified, you 
have incurred by your act of contumacy 
the said penalty of excommunication 
nomination.

M. A. CORRIUAN, 
Archbishop of New York.

Dr. McGlynn, when interviewed on 
the receipt ot the above letter, said that 
the archbishop’s sorrow and pain were 
of the Uriah" Heap kind, yet he ought to 
know that it was an unusual thing for 
Catholics to greet the name of pope and 
of archbishop with groans as has been 
frequently done of late. “Archbishop 
Corrigan,” said the doctor, “has with fatal 
fatuity leaned upon the flesh and affect­
ed to think that he could promote the 
interests of the kingdom, the floqk, fch'e 
family, the church of the carpenter’s son, 
the man who was an outcast and had not 
where to lay hie head, by visiting and 
hobnobbing with bankers and railway 
magnates seeking to perpetuate and in­
crease the power of political rings, help­
ing all these to cheat, to rob and to op­
press the poor, while preaching to the 
latter in the name of Christ, resignation 
end submission, and blasphemously per­
verting the words of the Master concern­
ing the poor, as if the'Master had said: 
Blessed are the poor, but he did say, 
“Blessed are the poor in spirit."

The doctor again scorned the papal 
machine, the smashing of which he said 
would result in the bringing of men into 
the recognition and enjoyment of the 
brotherhood of men under the fatherhood

St. Louis, July 16__About three weeks

ago a band of six KickajK'o Indians ap­
peared in South St. Louis end plied a 
brisk trade in selling moccasins and 
other Indian wares. They had a camp 
on the bank of the River Despares, just 
outside the southern limit of the town. 
On the fourth of July one of the Indians 
attempted to whip a while boy who was 
pestering and plaguing him, when John 
Rose, a rolling mill hand, interfered and 
gave the Indian a thrashing. About six 
o'clock last evening tbe Indian and a 
companion met Roeq on the street near 
the Star of tbe West Hotel and made at 
him with knives. Rose puUed a revol­
ver and shot one of them through the 
body. The other hastened to camp and 
brought the rest of the Indians into town 
armed With Winchester rifles. Rose and 
two or three of his friends went into a 
second-storey room of the hotel, and 
when tho Indians approached near 
enough

OPENED KIRK ON THEM
with revolvers and brought two of them 
to the ground severely wounded. The 
remainder of the Indians began shooting 
promiscuously and tired into the hotel 
and surrounding hotels. Great alarm 
seized the people in the vicinity and al 
most immediately hundreds of them were 
fleeing from their houses, running to the 
hillside near by and taking shelter where- 
ever they could. A few moments later a 
number of citizens armed themselves and 
with the aid of the police drove the 
Indians to the camp, but they would not 
surrender. Grey Eagle and another stal­
wart buck marched up and down before 
their tent, and with their sixteen shoot­
ers held the crowd at bay. The Indians 
had carried two of their wounded to a 
camp, and they being so seriously hurt 
the others tinaUy sent for or permitted a 
doctor to enter the tent. The whole 
party then surrendered, and the wound­
ed weresent to the hospital and Grey 
Eagle, Sack Hawk and Moosehead were 
locked up. During the melee the Indians 
fired numerous shots, but luckily did not 
hit anybody, and the excitement, which 
was intense for a time, gradually subsid­
ed. The wounded Indians are Pawnee 
Tom, Indian Charlie and Little Chief, two 
of whom will probably die. Rose, it is 
said, gave himself up to the police.
