The preliminary examination of
Alex Cook, charged with discharg-
ing a loaded gun at fishery patrol
boat No. 1,'was commenced, yes-
terday morning, at Dalhousie be-
fore Magistrate Bassett.

George Miller, fishery overseer
for the Restigouche River was the
first witness called. He proved
thai the patrol boat was in the
service of Canada and that her
cfficers were discharging their duty
at the time of the shooting.

ther than to permit them 10 the corn
field. But after the corn is well ad-
vanced it may prove detrimental to run
the cultivator deep. as it then cuts
many roots. Root-cuting has been
tested and found injurious. After the
weeds are killed the only work requir
ed is to keep about an’inch or two of
soil  loose, in order to con-
serve moisture, as well as to put a
end to any you:g weeds that may b?
ready to start.

STABLES FOR DAIRY COWS

It does not require an elaborated
staple for the production ot sanitary
milk, although a well constructed,
plain stable will greatly lessen the Ila-
bor. There are many wealthy dairy-
men who have built costly stables and
have failed 16 produce certified
milk simply because of the unclean-
lines in the production ahd care of the
milk. The one watchword of the cere
tified milkman is cleanliness. -

To produce certified milk one must
have a healthy herd of cows and the
health of the attendants should not be
questioned. The cows must be kept
clean the stables should be well ven-
tilated and lighted. A pure water
supply should be obtained in by the
washing of the utensils. A separate
sanitary milkroom for - cooling the
milk and holding it at a low tempera-
ture should not be overlooked.

ENGLISH INCANADA

An Associated Press despatch
containing the observation that one
Orchard, a self-contessed multi-
murderer spoke -with a “slight
Canadian accent,”” leads a writer
in the Toronto “‘Saturday Night,”
to betray his surprise that anyone
could be imbued with the idea that
Canadians, like our Yankee friends
ard English cousins, corrupt the
dear old mother tongue. In a screed
more or less lengthy, he points
out some of the errors in speech
commo1 below the forty-nirth
parallel and some that take the,
gilt-edge off the English tongue in
the land of its birth, and proudly
boasts that none of these errors are
ever. committed “in Canada by
Canadians. Of course not; but
while the native born denizens of
this broad dominion do not “twang”
out their words, talk through their
noses, or drop their h’s, they com-
mit other errors of speech which
are just as unpardonable. 1t
dosen’t matter whether one is in
Halifax or Vancouver one will hear
with disgusting frequency such
corruptions as “doncha’” for don’t
you, “edchacation” for education
and “git’’ for get. Also, Canadians
frequently fail to pronounce in full
words ending with “g”” For in-
stance one will hear on the street
“comin” much’oftener than coming,
and ‘‘goin’” much oftener than
going. While the chief thing is to
make oneself understood, it is-to,
be regretted that some care is not
bestowed upon the pronunciation
of the words employed for that pur-
pose and it is the plain unvarnish-
ed truth that no where on the face
of the earth is there less regard
for correct pronunciation than in
Canada, Of course; among the
cultured classes in this country, as
in all countries. English is spoken
as it should be, but among the mass-
es there is little regard for the prop-
er thing Yes, indeed! We have
our lingo the same as the British
Isles and the United States; and
as many of our school masters are
habitual offenders we are likely to
have it for at least another gener-
ation.
