EARLY RAILROAD FLIERS.

When the Threat of Twelve Miles an
Hour Was Called Nonsense, *
When the first passenger railroad
ever bullt”was opened in England in
1825 the train traveled from one end
of the line to the other, a distance of
twelve miles, in two hours. And Wood,
one of the best known writers on the
subject of railroads at that day, wrote
as follows:

“Nothing can do more harm to the
adoption of rallways than the promul-
gation of such nonsense as that we
shall see locomotives traveling at the
rate of twelve mifes an hour.”

Today, with locomotives traveling at
the rate of seventy-five miles an hour,
one can look at Wood's warning with
a feeling of amusement.

ZEPPELIN 'AIR CRAFT.

Aluminum Girders and Hoops Line
These Monster Balloons,
The technical details in the construec-
tion of Zeppelin air craft are explain-
ed In a journal named the Aeroplane.
The visible exterior part of the Zep-
pelin is merely the cloth or fabric cov-
ering of the framework, which consists
of sixteen girders made of very thin
aluminum, The girders run from end
to end of the ship, parallel for most of
their ‘length and turning inward to
meet one another at nose and tail
The cylindrical body of the Zeppelin
may therefore be sald to have sixteen
sides on accoupt of the sixteen girders.
To keep these longitudinal girdess,
or “stringers,” in position there are
thwartship girders, which run like
boops around the ship and act like the
ribs of a boat. There are generally
about elghteen hoop girders, spaced an
equal distance, one from another, and
they are braced across and across in-
side each hoop to the next by wire
bracing, so that they cut up the whole
keleton into a sion of compart-

Double Stars,

A double star is one whi¢h consists
of two stars lying close together and
revolving in an orbit.

The quality of the seed grain sown on
the farm next spring will depend upon
the farmer himself. This is a matter
which is entirely in bis own hauds. If
good crops are to be expected, good seed
must ber sown. The farmer should

pare the seed now for the spring sow-
wg. During the winter months, when
ether farm work is not pressing, is the
best time to clean the grain for seed.
The best grain gown on the farm should
be used and it should be put through
the fanning mill two or three times at
least; or until all of the light or
shranken grain and the weed seeds are
removed. |There is a distinct loss dn
sowing weak seed and it is much more
profitable to screen out the shrunken
and weak grain and feed it ‘than to sow
it and lose it. It is also essential that
weed growth is to be prevented,
¥ The increase in tatal yield is practical-
ly all profit A crop of wheat from
ordinary seed may yield 25 bushels per
acre, and cost 20 bushel per acre to pro-
duce, leaving five bushels per acre as net
profit. If, by sowing well cleaned seed,
she yield is increased one bushel per
acre, the increase in net profit is 20 per
eent. The cleaning of theseed in spade
time during the winter does not add one
ecent to the cost of production. When
well cleaned seed is sown in nl,u‘e of
erdinary grain, the gain in yield is, of
course, much more than one bushel per
acre. The net profit has often been in-
ereased 50 per cent or even doubled.
This is one way of increasing production
and profit.—F.C.N.

The farms would be ab-
solutely free, and the man would be
paid for his services while preparing
the land; money would be given him
to buy stock, implements, seed, etc.,
and due provision would also be
made to carry him over the period
between seed time and harvest.

There was also the problem of the
wife and family. Perhaps  sur-

would be quiet at first, but the suc-
coss of these efforts by the Govern-
ment would depend largely on the
woclal environment provided. It was
proposed to introduce ‘moving pic-
tures, travel talks, and otherwise
<ontribute to the social life of the
community through the church and
school, and develop forces that
would bind the community together
mad create a spirit that would add
€0 the contentment and prosperity of
shese people.

In addition to the foregoing an-
mnouncement reference was made to
the work of The Soldiers’ Aid Com-
mission appointed by the Ontario
Government, of which the Honorable
W. D. McPherson is chairman. It
is expected that twelve thousand sol-
diers will reach Canada within the
mext few months, An average of
seven hundred Ontario men have
been coming back each month for
some time. Sixty-five branch offices
have been established by the com-
mission in different centres, and
these will be increased up to three
hundred if the demand warrants it,
During the past year work has been
provided in the province for over
two thousand men.

ERMANY'S virtuous protes-
tations that her deportation
policy in King Albert’s lit-
tle country is a social ne-
cesaity flequired by the conditions of
unemployment arising from the Brit-
ish blockade are once more punctur-
ed, this time by the Belgian Minister
at Washington, M. Havenith, who
says that Germany herself is re-
sponsible for the prostrate state of
Belgian industry.

The world knew this before, but it
is well to have ' an authoritative
statement from the Belgian represen-
tative at the American capital.

Not only did Germany overrun the
little country in 1914, slaugliter in-
numerable civilians and lay waste
populous towns, but ever since her
initial outrages she has systematical-
ly sapped the life blood of the king-
{dom, Even now Belgium is paying
a monthly war tax of eight million
dollars—more than a quarter-million
dollars 4 day. To what end? - Why
has Germany imposed this burden
upon her?

Belgium has committed no wrong.
She simply endeavored, at the time
of the unlawful invasion of her ter-
ritory, to protect herself. But, pre-
vious to the war, she bad been pros-

perous, and Germany had no com-
punctions in compelling her to pay
a levy on her material well-being.
Whatever the explanation or subter-
fuge, the real reason is that Belgium
has the money and Germany needs it.

As the Belgian Minister at Wash-
ington says, raw materials, machines,
and tools have been ‘‘requisitioned”
in Belgium and sent to German soil.
The result of course is that indus-
tries have been hampered and unem-
ployment has ' increased. General
von Bissing, the Military Governor,
has openly said that his business is
to guard the interests not of Belgium
but of Germany. This is the theory
on which the occupation has rested
from the first. It is the outworn
medieval theory on which the whole
German programme of conscienceless
aggression is based. G

Germany has deported more than
120,000 Belgian workingmen. She
professes to have taken only the un-
employed, but there is an abundance
of testimony to the contrary. Her
methods, as well as the deportation
itself, have been cruel in the ex-
treme. M. Havenith does not en-
large on this point, but he might
properly have done so. All he says is
that the Belgian exiles except in a
very few instances have refused to
work for Germany ‘and that ‘‘nearly
every one of them has chosen rather
the harsh treatment, the privatiouns,
the suffering, which he knew would
be his lot, rather than aid Germany
in' her struggle against his brothers.’’

The more Germany ‘“‘explains” the
Belgian deportation, the worse hef
course appears. Her treatment of
her defenceless neighbor has been
from the beginning of the war, and
still continues to be, a heartless re-
cord of unpardonable and unforget-
table greed.

House of Commons Shocked.

Mr, T. P. O'Connor, in T. P.’s
Journal, tells of a scene one night in
the House of Commons, ‘“‘caused by
nothing greater than some form of
beetle that had strayed on the floor
of the House.* The beetle was large,
light in color; it fascinated and con-
centrated the attention of the whole
House; it looked, indeed, almost as
if it were some rattlesnake or some
other noxious animal that benumbed
its victims before it attacked them.
And just as the House was engaged
in this extraordinary forgetfulness of
its real business there walked up the
floor of the House a daring member;
he saw the beetle or whatsoever the
ugly and affrighting thing was, and
trampled on it with a particularly
broad and thick-soled boot. At once
there rose from the whole house a
groan of disapproval, and the poor
member had to hurry to his seat,
abashed and pursued by this chorus
of disapproval.

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THE THEATRE IN JAPAN, {

How Playgocrs Are Entertained in
Far East.

The ‘revolving stage, hardly more
than_an experiment in Europe and
America, has been in use by the Jap-
anese for centuries, while the run-
way, which is rarely seen here ex-
cept in a musical play, is a necessary
adjunct of almost every drama in
Japan. Such are among the observa-
tions of Percy Burton, an English
theatrical manager, who has been
traveling in the Far East,

‘A leading actor in Japan is well
off if he receives $1,600 a year,” de-
clares Mr. Burton, “and lesser play-
ers are proud to be attached to a
star’s Tompany, quite apart from
the matter of salary, so long as they
receive their daily rice,

“The Japanese audience expects
full value for its money and usually
four, five, or six plays of varying
length and style are performed in a
single afternoon and night, drama
being interspersed with farce and
musical comedy or dancing. .

“The spectators squat on their
haunches or recline at their comfort,
but are enthusiastic enough when
their attention is aroused by the dis-
¢omfiture of the villain or the fre-
quent murders which take place,
none being too bloody for the san-
guinary loving Japanese plebeian,
who will'ery with apparently greater
facility than he can laugh, and ap-
plaud as vigorously as an Italian
opera enthusiast.

Munition Workers' Diseases.

Thus, in handling trinitrotoluol after
a prolonged period one becomes
drowsy, suffers from frontal head-
ache, loss of appetite, and may even
become afflicted with a distinetive
eczema. Unless the operative takes
a rest in time jaundice may super-
vene, with decided danger to life, In
a few instances death has been di-
rectly traced to the handling of the
explosive.

Tetryl throws off a slight dust,
which, unless timely precautions are
taken, leads to troublesome eczema.
Another medium inimical to health
is the varnish with which the wings
and bodies of aeroplames are treated.
Tetra-chlorethane entérs largely into
the preparstion-of this varbhhl,‘&@
this throws off a noxious vaper which
produces drowsiness and loss of ap-
petite, and if work is persisted in
ultimately jaundice, liver complica«
tions, and coma. . In this case an al-
ternative varnish has been discovered
which is free from the evil  con-
stituents; but it has not come into
general use for the simple reason
that there are insufficient supplies of
the necegsary ingredients to -meet
demands.

Lesson VIIL.—First Quarter, For
Feb. 25, 1917.
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THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John v, 1-16—~Mem-
ory Verses, 8, 9—Golden Text, John
ix, 4—~Commentary Prepared by Rev.
D. M. Stearns.

‘While the !esson assigned to us to-
day covers only fifteen verses, we
must consider, as far as possible, the
whole of this wonderful chapter con-
cerning Him who is the fountain of
living waters and the only judge of
all mankind. These feasts were all
originally “feasts of the Lord” (Lev.
xxiii, 2, 4, 44), but they had degenerat-
ed into mere religions formalities as
feasts of the Jews. Jesus attended
them because there He found oppor-
tunities to teach and to heal, and it
was His custom to go everywhere
preaching the gospel of the kimgdom
and healing all sickness and disease
(Matt. iv, 23). The scene of the heal-
ing of our lesson was at a pool in Jeru-
salem called Bethesda, which was by
the sheep market or, as in the margin
and the Revised Version, the sheep
gate. Bethesda means house of mer-
cy, but mercy can only be found in
Him of whom the sheep gate is so sug-
gestive, the Lamb and the sheep of
Isa. liif, 6, 7, on whom all our iniqui-
ties were laid, the Lamb of God, who
taketh away sins. It is interesting to
note that the building of the wall by
Nehemiah began and ended at the
sheep gate (Neh. iii, 1, 32).

This pool, with its troubled waters,
was as useless for alreally impotent
person as were the feasts of the Jews
to help any one, for he must needs be
a lively impotent who would get in
first. The poor, hopeless impotent of
our lesson had his infirmity thirty-
eight years, and we remember that the
infirmities of Israel in the wilderness

14), and only the Lord Himself could
and did deliver Israel. Without help
from any mortal man or without ever
touching the pool this poor impotent
was made whole, for surely the foun-
tain is better than the pool, and there
is none other who can do aught for the
really impotent, and such we all are,
for the whole world is guilty before
God, and there is not one thing that
we can do, not one step that we can
take toward the righteousmess which
God requires.

not come into judgment for our sins.
The Judge Himself says so (verse 22),
and that settles it. This is the life
that is given to all the dead in sins
whé now receive Him, and the hour
still continues, though it has already

last 1,000 years and will begin with
the resurrection of the righteous at
the coming of Christ (I Thess. iv, 16-18;
Luke xiv, 14) and will end with the
resurrection of the rest of the dead
for the great white throne judgment
(Rev. xx, 5, 6, 11-15). Note some of
the testimonies of Him who alone can
give life, before whom all sickness
flees and to whom all judgment has
been ‘committed: The Son can do noth.
ing of Himself; the Father loveth the
Son and sheweth Him all things that
Himself doeth; the Father hath com-
mitted all judgment unto the Son; he
that honoreth mot the Son honoreth
not: the Father which bath sent Him;
I seek not mine own will, but the will
of the Father which hath sent me; the
Father Himself bath sent me; I am
come in my Father's name; had ye
believed Moses ye would have believ-
ed me, for He wrote of me (verses
10-28, 30, 37, 43, 46). Yet this is the
man whom they sought to kill, accus-
ing ‘Him of breaking their Sabbath and
of making Himself equal with God.

One would think that His words and
His works would have convinced them
(verse 36). But when people allow
themselves to be blinded by the devil
he does his work very thoroughly.
‘When the truth is rejected God allows
lies and strong delusion to grasp the
beart (II Thess. ii, 9-12), One great
hindrance to believing God is the
temptation to seek homor from men
rather than from God only (verse 44),
the desire to be held in esteem by our
fellows because of learning and schol-
arship, the unwillingness to be wholly
for God and seek in all things only His
approval. Jesus Christ came in His
Father's name seeking in all things to
glorify Him, and all His words and
works were the Father’s through Him,
But there is one coming in His own
name, and it may be soon, who will
exalt himself and whom all the world
will worship except those whose names
are in the book of life (verse 43, with
Dan, xi, 36; IT Thess. ii, 3, 4).

Israel’s trouble and that of the whole
world can only be remedied by Him
who healed . the impotent man at
Bethesda, and He will come in' His
power and glory to do it. But the
other man, the man of sin, the devil's
man, must get in his work first. Be-
fore this wicked one shall be fully
anifested the church, the hindrance
to the full manifestation of the devil's
power, must be taken away (II Thess.
1,18.

A Guatemalan Marimba,

The people of Guatemala are very
fond of music. Their most popular
programs are those in which classical
selections predominate. Band, or-
chestral, and marimba musi¢" con-
stitute an indispensable feature of
all public festivals and entertain-
ments.

The most highly prized music in
Guatemala is that of the Marimba,
a sweet-toned musical instrument
said to have been invented by the
“Tecomate,” a tribe of Indians of the
State of Chiapas, Mexico. The orig-
inal form of the instrument, crude
in structure, was brought to Guate-
mala, where it has been greatly im-
proved. It resembles the xylophone
in structure and manner of playing.
The keys, strips of wood graduated
in length to the musical scale, are
made of two kinds of wood called
“hormigo,” not uniike cedar, and
“aguacaté.”’ The keys are held to-
gether by means of a cord drawn
through them. There are 45 tones
and 30 half tones. The bass tones
are given by the long, thick slats, the
high tones by the short, thin slats.
The keys are struck with two small
rubber hammers called ‘““banquetas.”

The marimba is about eight feet
long, and varies from one to two feet
in width, The sounding board be-
neath the keys is constructed of two
kinds of wood, ‘taxiscob” and
‘‘guachiplin,” and the keys are made
of mahogany. The cost of a marim-
ba is from $60 to $125 gold.

The finest marimbas are manufac-
tured in Quebaltenango, and the
most skilled operators also come
from the city, which is the second in
size in Guatemala, Eight operators
are required to play a marimba, and
the addition of a bass viol, a recent
innovation, gives strength and vol-
ume to the music.—Scientific Ameri-
cam.

The Greek army may have mustered

the hands of troeps of the Provigion-
al Government at Salonica, Crete,
Samos, Mitylene, Chios, Syra, and
other parts of Greece. The sum of
80,000 is thought satisfactory
enough, It is another story when
one turns to hidden rifies. None of
these have been produced, but must
be produced, The Government,
while maintaining that there are no
hidden rifles, issued a decree impos-
ing penalties on any who do not de-
liver their arms. The decree does not
seem to have had any effect. The
main danger lies In the present tem-
perament of the people, for which
the Lambros Government and the
Athens press unfortunately are re-
sponsible. The Government has,al-
lowed the press, which is not an in-
dependent force, but a mere creature
of its own—a gramophone into which
the Ministers daily place records to
be played—+to circulate - false news.
In consequence Athens is full of dan-
gerous talk, and the people are be-
coming more unwilling to hand over
their arms, more especially those
who are In the ranks of the reserv-
ists and think it is now necessary to
retain them for self-defence.

The Pesti-Hirlap publishes expres-
sions from three members of the
chamber of deputies who are opPos-
ed to pubmarine warfare. One of
them is quoted as saying: “We made
the whole world turn against us,”
and another: -‘“‘All American coun-
tries are joining our enemies. This
is sheer madness.”

Count Karolyi, leader of the Hun-
garian independent party, the news-
paper adds, said: ‘I regret deeply
the phase of the war into which we
entered with the declaration of sub-
marine warfare.”

Strike Verdun Medal.

PARIS, Feb. 19.—An official
medal, commemorating the defence
of Verdun has been struck by order
of the municipal council of that town.
It was designed by the engraver, Ver-
nier. The face of the medal shows a
figure representing France, wearing
the new Adrien helmet and wielding
a sword. < Above it is the device: “On
ne passe pas’” (no thorofare).
