There were orators in
plenty, but, more important, they
had a story of progress to tell that
appealed to the best in the hearts of
everyone present. Rarely has such a
meeting been seen in this city. The
Minister of Finance, Hon. W. 8. Field-
ing, was in the best of speaking form,
and as he piled fact upon fact, argu-
ment upon argument, coupled with
telling and convincing comparisons,
the building reverberated with ap-
plause. No less hearty was the greet-
ing to Hon. Mr. Aylesworth and the
two local candidates, Messrs. T. C.
Robinette, K. C, and W. H. Shaw.
The meeting was indeed a splendid
omen for the future of Liberalism in
Toronto.

A GREAT WASTE
OF FINE TIMBER

Forest Fires Covering Area of
125 hiles Along the
Mackenzle.

Ottawa, Oct. 1.—Inspector Jarvis, of
the Northwest Mounted Police, makes
the statement in a report to the
Mounted Police Department, that
along the Mackenzie River this sea-
son he saw 125 miles of fire burning
between Two Islands and Fort Pro-
vidence. This statement occurs in a

report Inspector Jarvis has made on
a trip he has just completed between
the mouth of the Mackenzie River and
the city of Edmonton. “There is,” he
says, “at the present time a vast area
of . valuable timber in the Mackenzie
River district, which has been and is
being yearly destroyed by forest fires,
which are carelessly or wilfully start-
ed by the Indians living there. In my
opinion,” he -adds, ‘“measures should
be taken promptily to prevent this
great waste, as this timber will in
yvears to come be of inestimable value
to the settlers who will go into that
country. Might not this continued
loss of timber have also a very detri-
mental effect on the climate and tem-
perature of the adjacent district?

“A patrol of the district by even a
small force, with a magistrate at
some central place along the Macken-
zie River, would, I think, suffice to
prevent the continuance of this de-
struction and well repay the country
for the outlay occasioned thereby.
From what I gather the Indians in
that district are under the impression
that they are the absolute owners of
the country and its resources, and
have a right to start fires at will. I
therefore submit that, in my opinion,
either a treaty should be made with
them or else a sufficient force be
provided to prevent the continuance
of this waste of the country’s re-
sources.”

The Mounted Police Department is
in receipt also of reports of winter
and summer patrols made by Corporal
Selig, from Fort Macpherson, near the
mouth of the Mackenie River, to
Escape Reef, on the Arctic Coast,
which are of interest, as showing the
dangers to which the police are ex-
posed in the work they have to do In
the Far North. The health of the
men at Fort Macpherson has been
good and, except for a diphtheria
scare, last February, the health of the
whole detachment indeed is excellent.
This report was written on July 6.

C. P. R. WINTER SERVICE

Two Coast to Coast Trains Daily for
the First Time in History.

Montreal, Oct. 1.—The transcontin-
ental schedule of the C. P. R. is now
being prepared, and will contain some
i radical changes as compared with the
winter schedules of previous years.
For instance, for the first time in the
history of the company, there will be
a double daily service between Mon-
treal and Vancouver maintained
throughout the winter.

It is extremely probable, however,
that instead of both trains being run
over the whole of the main line each
way each day, one train each day will
run out from Montreal via the Pa-
cific Coast, by way of Toronto, and
thence by the new Toronto-Sudbury
line to the main line, with a similar
service eastward. By this means far
better connection than in the past will
be given to all C. P. R. territory east
of Winnipeg. It has been stated from
Winnipeg that the Imperial Limited
is to be discontinued. This is not the
case, but as the train will not be run
as a limited train during the winter
its name will be altered to the East-
ern or Western Express, according to
which direction it is traveling.

pany. Col. James Baker, a well-known

{Conservative of British Columbia, was

the most active spirit in the company,
and from the time of the grant went
round the circle of the financial world
interest capitalists in
the project. He went to England and
to the United States, ang particularly
endeavored to interest Mr. J. J. Hill,

5Ciﬁthe president of the Great Northern,

in the matter. Later he approached
{the management of the Canadian Pa-
i cifie Railway, and for three years was
i negotiating with them with a view
to their taking it up. His efforts were
without success.

Someone sent him to Senator Cox In
1897. The concession was in the posi-
tion that the coal lands could be earned
by the construction of a line from
Coal Creek to the United States border,
forty miles away. A line in that direc-
| tion, running with the trend of the val-
leys, would not be anything like as
costly an enterprise as a railway gecross
the mountains. The market for coal in
the United States was also more sure,
{ iImmediate and promising. This forty
miles of railway could have been built
{ for about $20,000 per mile, which, ac-
| cording to our critics, is far less than
the value of the coal lands sunsequent-
ly turned over to the Dominion Gov-
ernment,

At this time the Rossland boom was
about at its height; a large smelter
had been built at Trail, and other
towns were springing up all over West
Kootenay. Discoveries had been made
in East Kootenay. It was believed
that the whole country would become
a series of mining camps. The enor-
mous cost of constructing a railway
across the mountain ranges seemed
prohibitive, however, and both Sen-
ator Cox and myself refused to take
part in the building of the 40 miles
to the United States border, as that
would only be repeating in East
Kootenay the blunder which was
carrying the trade of West Kootenay
to Spokane and Seattle. We advised
the projectors of the railway to re-
sume their negotiations with the Can-
adian Pacific authorities, and at length
they came to an agreement, the Can-
adian Pacific purchasing the charter of
the British Columbia Southern from
them for a payment in cash to cover
outlays for surveys, etc., allowing the
original charter holders to receive
250,000 acres of the coal lands.

It was only after the conclusion of
this transaction that Senator Cox and
myself purchased shares in the Coal
Company. It is sometimes represent-
ed that we are the whole company.
The fact is our combined holdings a;-e
but a mere fraction of the whole, but
as we happen to pe Liberal in our po-
litical leanings the Conservative press
finds it necessary to represent it other-
wise.

I will not lengthen this by detailing
the arrangement between the Govern-
ment and the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way. That deserves separate treat-
ment; but I may just repeat that as a
result of the agreement the Govern-
ment gained for the people of Canada
50,000 acres of coal lands, and if the
estimates of value which the Conserv-
ative press puts upon the holdings
of the Crow’s Nest Company are cor-
rect, the people of Canada have in
these 50,000 acres .- full compensation
for the whole bonus granted to the
Crow’s Nest Pass line. :

But in addition to this the Laurier

| Government exacted - rednctions in
freight rates from the Canadian Pacific
over their whole western lines which
have benefited settlers to the extent
of millions of dollars and which un-
doubtedly gave the first impetus to the
west. They also protected the con-
sumer by fixing the maximum price of
coal at $2 per ton, a price which I may
say is too low for remunerative busi-
ness. Before our mines were opened
the Trail smelter paid as high as $186
a ton for coke. Its coke now costs con-
siderably less than half that sum. The
building of the rallway and the open-
ing of the mines have peopled what was
a wildernesas.

These points are well worth enlarg-
ing upon, and should be enlarged upon,
but I want to conflne this statement
mainly to my personal connection with
the matter, and to assert that neither
Senator Cox nor myself has done any-
thing that should not be done by honor-
able businessmen, and we have no fear
what the public judgment will be o
the facta.

I dislike litigation very much, but
having made this statement, if Mr.
Roolin disputes the truth of it let a
definite charge against myself be made
and I will give him the opportunity
of proving his contentions in oourt. I
have determined that these slanders
must cease.

Jarvis Was Brave.

found that his skull had been fractured
and that his death had been instan-
taneous.

The man to whom the greatest at-
tention was given was Fireman Jarvis.
He was pinned beneath the firebox and
the tender and there was no possible
way of reaching him. An engine was
quickly run up to where the train was
to pull the disabled locomotive away
from the tender and relieve the fire-
man. It took some time, however, and
all the time Jarvis, who was suffering
excruciating pain, patiently awaited
and directed the men in their work. Old
railway men who watched the whole
thing say that the courage he display-
ed was something never before wit-
nessed in their long experience. Dr.
Forbes Godfrey, M.P.P., was .alled,
but it was ten minutes after the acci-
dent happened before he could ap-
proach the man. Climbing through
the cab window, at times blinded by
the escaping steam he got to the man
and administered anaesthetics, which
in a few minutes relieved him from
his torture.

THE GALLOWS
~ FOR CREIGHTON

The Owen Sound Slayer of Ris
Family Found Guilly and
Sentenced to Death.

Owen Sound, Oct. 1.—The trial of
James F. Creighton for ilie murder of
his wife and two step-daughters was
conchided today. All the evidence be-
ing in last night.

Mr. Maekay, for the defense, opened
in the morning and was followed by

Wlackstock for the crown, who

concludéd at noon. On reopening in
the afternoon Justice Riddell addressed
the jury, who, after two hours’ absence
brought in a verdict of guilty. Justice
Riddell said he thought they had
brought in a proper verdict, and that
he would have been disappointed had
they brought in any other. He reserved
sentence until evening.

In opening the cast in the morning,
Mr. Mackay, for the defense, said they
were not seeking to free the prisoner
absolutely; Re had only one of two
choices. If the crown succeeded the
prisoner must go to the gallows; if
the defense proved its contention he
must go to an asylum for the insane.
The speaker touched on the prisoner’s
history, his excessive drinking, which,
he claimed, had weakened his power
of self-control. The prrisoner’s general
disposition, witnesses had stated, was
kindly, and his relations with his wife
and step-children were cordial. Mr.
Mackay said no sane man killed those
he loved. Counsel insisted that the
fact that the prisoner’s wife meant to
leave him was not sufficient motive.
There wag nothing certain as to when
she intended to leave, so why kill
this woman who, as matters stood
then, might or might not leave. He
contended that the prisoner’'s troubles
had unbalanced his mind, weakened
by excesses. Closing, he said: “I am
not here to beg for sympathy or mercy;
I feel that I need ask nothing but cold
justice for this man.”

Mr. Blackstock, for the crown, took
up the insanity plea. Dr. Beemer and
the other experts had said that the
prisoner was capable of conducting his
defense. - If he were not, the trial could
not have gone on. It was admitted
that, up te the time of the crime
practically the prisoner knew the na-
ture and quality of the act. After the
crime he was sane in the eye of the
law. Speaking of prisoner’s character,
Mr. Blackstock sald he was peevish
and irritable. Just a type of alcoholic
degenerate, but those reople must nct
be let run amuck in the community.”

Justice Riddell addressed the jury,
who, after two hours, returned with a
verdict of guilty.

To the judge's question, “Is there
any reason why the sentence of this
court should not be pronounced upon
you?”’ there was no answer,

“Tha sentence of this court,” con-
tinued his lordship, “is that on the
third day of December you be taken
from the place from whence you came,
and be hanged by the neck until you
are dead, and may the ILord have
mercy on your soul.”

Creighton stood in the dock for a
moment as though dazed. Then he
sank Into his seat and remained there
until a guard took him to the jalil.

Some {interesting facts which go to
show that the people of London are
not only reading more, but that they
are reading a better class of books
than ever before, were submitted by
Librarian Carson at the regular meet-
ing of the public library board last
night. .

The report for September shows
that 52 per cent more books were in
circulation last month than in the
‘same period last year.

Decrease in Fiction.

The circulation of works of fiction
showed a notable decrease, only
averaging 48 per cent of the entire
output for the month, whereas works
not classed as fiction, including books
of a scientific nature, books on travel
and ‘treatises, on the useful arts, had
the remaining 52 per cent.

Librarian Carson and the book
committee have in the past been mak-
ing a special effort to place really
good books before the patrons of the
library. These works, while includ-
Ing a percentage of the really best
fiction, are, to a large extent, some-
thing far better and more educating
than the average book of fiction. The
librarian and committee are glad to
see that their efforts are being ap-
preciated, and that more people than

ever before are taking booksg from the
library.

Reference Books. °
Mr. Carson has placed all reference

I books so that they are easy of access

and the call for works of this kind is
steadily increasing, the report show-
ing a circulation 152 per cent greatasr
than last year. The new arrange-
ments by which those desiring to ob-
tain works of fiction can get them
for themselves instead of taking up a
great deal of the attendants’ time, aa
rlormerly, is working most satisfactore
ily. )
