East Against Strike.
At 4 o’clock Saturday afternoon the 

shopmen’s committee adjourned inde­
finitely and at 10:15 Saturday night the 
western members of the committee, who 
had come to -be called "the left wing, 
boarded the train for Winnipeg. This 
action followed the receipt of returns 
from the latest ballot submitted to the 
members, as to whether they were wil­
ing to strike in defiance of the Ameri­
can Federation of Labor. These rela­
tions clearly showed that it would be 
impossible to tie up the railways effec- 
tively, especially in the east. For in- 
stance, in Montreal itself only one local 
lodge cast a majority to strike and hand 
back its international charter, the 
penalty of such action.

West Wanted War.
On the other hand, the west came out 

strong with a determined strike vote. 
It is said that 2,800 out of 3,000 shop­
men in Winnipeg alone, voted for the 
walkout. The conflict of opinion is 
thus sharply defined, the east holding to 
the international fealty and the west 
out for independence. The next move 
in the long game thus may be expected 
to come from Winnipeg.-

With the adjournment of the shop­
men’s committee on Saturday, the bar- 
rier of silence that has been raised 
throughout the course of the negotia- tions was finally lowered and it was 
possible to get at the inside of the pro- 
ceedings of the last week. On July 12 
the committee formally notified the war 
board that it could not accept the Mc- 
Adoo award and could no longer delay 
and gave the board until 2 o clock last 
Tuesday afternoon to make a new prop­
osition. Over 85 per cent of the mem­
bership had voted to strike if the board 
would not come to the wage terms asked 
by the committee. Before the date 
fixed the railway war board replied to 
the committee definitely, declaring it 
had said its last word and could go no 
farther than the McAdoo schedule.

The Big Stick.
On Tuesday afternoon last, as soon as 

the time of the ultimatum had expired, 
the shopmen's committee met and de­
cided to issue a strike call throughout 
the Dominion, to affect some 30,000 rail­
way employees. Then a bomb fell to 
the camp. It was a message from the 
executive council of the railway em- 
Disrees’ department of the American 
Federation of Labor, Washington, giv­
ing notice that a strike would entail 
cancellation of all the rail union char- tars in Canada. It was the "big stick." 
and it gave the committee pause. It was 
deemed necessary once more to take 
the opinion of the membership, and this 
was done. The result was a vote of east 
against west, and the dissolution of the 
committee.Before the final adjournment, an en- 
deavor was made to have the commit­
tee sit until July 25, when the amend­

The Allied troops occupied Hill 204

Progress east and north by the French 
and Americans continued throughout 
Sunday. .The Germans north of the Marne 
were subjected to a terrible pounding 
from the Allied artillery today. They 
responded heartily, although unsuccess- 
fullv. The Allied artillerymen were 
feeling out the German rear lines with 
telling effort, making the enemy's rear- 
guard action costly.Prisoners captured near Chateau 
Thierry confirmed the soundness of 
Gen. Foch’s plan when they declared 
a German retreat became imperative 
on account of decreased supplies.

Many Prisoners Taken.

GALLANT FRENCHMEN CARRIED 
HEIGHTS BY BAYONET CHARGES

With the French Army in France, July 21.—On the main 
battlefield, between the Aisne and the Marne, the Germans again 
have been driven back a considerable distance. They have been 
pushed back over the Soissons-Chateau Thierry road at several 
points north of the Ourcq.

South of the river, finder the combined pressure of French 
troops advancing from the west and the Franco-American forces 
who followed the enemy across the Marne, and who are now push­
ing him northward, the Germans fell back rapidly during the 
day and tonight the Allies were on a line marked by the villages 
of La Croix, Grisolles and Epieds, which means an adv ance of five 
miles from the west and three miles from the south.

French troops carried the heights overlooking La Croix and 
Grisolles at the point of the bayonet.

In the abandoned boche positions south of the Marne, tne 
Franco-Americans made a rich haul of material, including 400 
machine guns and 30 cannon, including two big guns.

The heaviest fighting today on the eastern side of the salient, 
was in the hills and woods west of the mountain of Rheims, where 
the enemy was fighting tooth and nail to maintain himself The 
Germans were attacked fiercely in this region today by British 
troops, including a Highland division, who took from him Courton 
Wood Rheims Wood and the villages of Bouilly and St. Euphraise.

The Germans evidently mean to hold on at all costs to their 
flanking positions in the mountain of Rheims and on the plateau 
above Soissons.

London, July 22.—Revolutionary sol- 
diers are forbidden in an order issued 
by Leon Trotzky, Bolsheviki minister of 
war transmitted by the Russian wire- 
less "to support” French and English 
officers. , .

The order says that owing to the 
landing of French and English detach­
ments on the Murman coast, and the 
open participation of French officers 
with the counter-revolutionary muti- 
neers and Czecho-Slovaks, these officers 
are not to be permitted to go from town 
to town. The people are instructed to 
watch carefully all their acts as of 
persons who have been proved capable 
within the republic of conspiring against 
the sovereignty of the Russian people.

Suddenly an infantry patrol 
appeared, and without giving an 
order to the crowd to disperse, 
or a single word of warning, fired 
a volley from behind into the 
crowd, killing five children be­
tween the ages of ten and thir­
teen, and severely wounding four 
men and two women. One man 
died.

Paris, July 20.—Upon recommenda­
tion from Gen. Foch, Premier Clemen­
ceau has decorated Miss Fraser, an 
English ambulance driver, with the 
cross of the Legion of Honor and the 
War Cross. The citation reads:

"Charged with the transport of 
wounded men on Thursday night under 
heavy bombardment she received two 
serious wounds from a torpedo, which 
destroyed her ambulance. She had the 
superb courage to reach the hospital 
200 feet away afoot to inform the doc­
tor of the plight of the wounded men.

Major Billy Bishop, Canada’s premier 
airman, this morning cabled Dr. G. E. 
Thompson of Springfield that his 
brother, Lieut. H. E. Thompson, a 
former Western University student, and 
a member of Bishop's circus squadron 
of fliers, is now a prisoner.

London, July 22.—Recent reports and 
a recognition that probably the former 
emperor would suffer a violent death 
eliminated the element of surprise in 
the killing of Nicholas Romanoff, which 
none the less, excites sympathetic re­
ferences here, and has caused some 
strong denunciation of the perpetrators 
of the crime. Nicholas never was a 
hero in this country for he had always 
been regarded as weak, but it is admit­
ted that he had good intentions which 
by the tragedy of his weakness he was 
unable to realize.

The news of his death, which in 
ordinary times would have filled the 
newspapers and called for the biggest 
type appears in most papers incon­
spicuously and with one or two excep­
tions without editorial notice.

A Cowardly Crime.
"The assassination of Nicholas," says 

the Daily Telegraph, "was a cowardly 
crime, which all the world will con­
demn—a vile abuse of power by men 
menaced by the rising consciousness of 
the people of Russia. His worst fault 
was instability of mind and lack of 
moral resolution."

Recalling his inauguration of the 
Hague peace conferences and the es­
tablishment of the Duma, the paper 
says it will be considered on all hands 
that Russia made a greater advance to­
ward the light In his reign than under 
any or all of the preceding ones.

The Daily Mail also refers to the 
Hague conference and the Duma and 
acquits him of any worse fault than a 
pitiful weakness. It adds: "He was a 
poor little czar. His life and death 
alike were pitiful.”

boys. The spirit of “can’t do too much for you” 
is in the hearts of the American people, and the 
inviting of enlisted men to share the motor car 
pleasure and conveniences of those who wish to 
express their admiration and friendship for the 
soldiers and sailors is quite typical of that spirit.

The Advertiser has frequently suggested that 
the practice of giving soldiers, and especially 
wounded soldiers, a- lift or a little pleasure trip 
would appeal to the motorists of the city. The 
card system might be taken up by the London 
Motor Club, and invitations to “Ride With Me” 
would take away any backward feeling on the 
part of the soldier to ask for a lift. There are 
many soldiers back from the war hospitals who 
walk with difficulty. The boys in camp have long 
journeys to make to and from the camp grounds. 
A good many London motorists already are 
practising the habit, and the more it is done the 
more good feeling will exist between the men in 
uniform and the civilian.

* July in 1915 two million had enlisted, while a 
2 year later King George announced to his people 
* that 5,041,000 had enrolled voluntarily in the 

army and navy. In October, 1917, three million 
men were serving abroad on the various fronts, 
and the minister of national service stated in the 
House of Commons on January 14, 1918, that the 

- empire had contributed 7,500,000 since war broke 
out. Men too old for the service had enlisted 
250,000 strong in volunteer brigades for home de­
fence.

Of this great force practically 2,000,000 came 
from the Dominions and dependencies.

5 British casualties in 1917 exceeded those of 
the French by 500,000, and amounted to more 
than 800,000. During one month of the Flanders 
offensive more than 27,000 men were killed. It is 
also shown that while at Verdun the Germans em­
ployed twenty and a half divisions between Febru­
ary 21 and March 22, 1916, in the great German 
attack of 1918 they used 127 divisions between 
March 21 and April 17, and 102 of these divisions 
were against the British.

Transport work has been not the least part 
of Britain’s burden, and the following extract 
indicates what has been accomplished by Albion’s 
naval arm:

"Since war broke out the navy has been in- 
strumental in transporting to the British armies 
and to those of our Allies:

“Thirteen million men (of whom only 2,700 have 
been lost by enemy action).

"Two million horses and mules. .4
“Five hundred thousand vehicles. - .2
"Twenty-five million tons of explosives and sup­

plies.
"Fifty-one million tons of oil and fuel.
"In addition, 130,000,000 tons of food and other 

materials have been moved in British ships.
"This great task has not been achieved without 

a naval expansion unparalleled in Britain or any 
other country. Its accomplishment is the finest 
possible proof of the supremacy of the British navy, 
and of its inestimable value to the cause.

"The British navy has driven the surface war­
ships of the central powers into harbor, and kept 
them there. Early in the war it destroyed von 
Spee’s squadron at the Falkland Islands and round­
ed up raiders. At the moment only one enemy sur­
face vessel that managed to break out is unaccount­
ed for.

"The 140,000 square nautical miles Of the North 
Sea, an area larger than Germany, are patrolled 
incessantly, in all weathers.

"In one month British warships proper traveled 
1,000.000 sea-miles in home waters alone. In the 
same period the mileage of auxiliary vessels. In­
cluding mine sweepers and patrolboats, was 6,000,- 
000—250 times the circuit of the globe. These figures 
hardly bear out the German statements that the 
British navy lies idle in harbor behind Its defences.

"In regard to the naval blockade it may be 
i noted that, whereas in 1915, 256 out of 1,400 ships 

eluded the patrol squadrons, at the end of. 1916 only 
60 out of 3,000 escaped being intercepted. In one 

, month of 1917 not a single vessel trading with 
da neutral countries crossed the North Atlantic and 
wi Arctic Oceans without being held up and examin- 
2ed."

Fragrant Rose Beads.
Several requests are at hand for a 

formula for making rose beads, and the 
following method is repeated here­
with: The rose petals should be gath­
ered each morning after the sun has 
dried the dew. Rose dough or pulp 
must be ground two or three times a 
day for a week or ten days, being 
careful to save all juice that drips out, 
and stir into pulp again; as it gets 
tougher it will have to be forced 
through the machine. Move beads up 
on pins as they dry and add more on. 
Don’t take from pins till dry or holes 
will close up. Put one teaspoonful 
good olive oil in a bottle. Take to drug 
store and get a few drops of oil of rose 
added. Place a little of. this oil on 
palms of hands and roll and rub the 
beads till they shine like satin.

Keeping Apple Sauce.
Dear Miss Grey.—Do you know of 

any means of preserving apple sauce?

SOMEBODY'S HOUSEKEEPER
Ans.—Not a few housewives are seek­

ing some method, In this year of fruit 
scarcity, of preserving the early apples, 
which seem to be more plentiful than 
the later varieties. The following recipe 
from a book compiled by Miss Etta 
Chapman, canning expert, has been ad­
vised for this purpose. It is called apple 
butter, without cider: Pare and core the 
apples; boil in water until fruit is soft; 
mash to a fine pulp; to each 25 pounds 
of apples add 2 ounces cinnamon, 1 
ounce ground cloves, 1 ounce nutmeg, 
6 pounds sugar. Cook until thoroughly 
mixed and thickened.

the Dominion executive to Inquire 
into the bonafides of the delegates 
attending the convention from the 
London branch of the association, 
who, we submit, have not been

tion, and to declare them Ineligible I 
to sit at the convention and their 
credentials invalid, and

"Be It further resolved that 
copies of this resolution be for­
warded to the dominion and pro­
vincial secretaries and that copies 
be supplied to all delegates who 
are in attendance at the conven- 
tion.”
The above resolution was passed at 

a special meeting of men who have 
seen service in actual theatres of war, 
held Saturday night in the Richmond 
Hotel for the purpose of organizing a 
separate organization from the G. W. 
V. A. It was further resolved that two 
members of the local branch of the 
Great War Veterans’ Association go 
to Toronto and present before the con­
vention of the Great War Veterans 
Association shortly to commence its 
sittings there the above resolution. 
The two meh chosen were J.. 
Grieves and W. E. Capewell.

The meeting was called for the pur­
pose of organizing a new society, as a 
result of the withdrawal from the local 
G. W. V. A. of Comrade Creswell, who,, 
at the last meeting, turned in his badge 
and announced his intention of organiz­
ing a new club of active service men, 
after his objection to an associate 
member, being allowed to speak, had 
been overruled by the chair.

About fifty returned soldiers, some of 
whom were members of the G. W.. 
A., some ex-members, and some who 
had never belonged, were present. After 
calling the meeting to order. Comrade 
Creswell stated that the men should do 
something to get fair play, adding that 
Lieut.-Col. Coles, president of the local 
branch of the G. W. V. A., met him on 
the street that morning and said that 
he had "queered” him (Creswell) in the 
city through the Y. M. C. A. affair, and 
that he would "queer” him still furth-

Comrade Creswell stated that those 
were funny remarks for a member of 
the G. W. V. A. to make, and that he 
had seen a lawyer regarding them. 
When he left this city to go overseas 
the second time the G. W. V. A. 
was doing good, but while he was away 
an election of officers was held, and a 
man was elected to the chair that was 
in no way entitled to hold office.

Claims Unfair Play.
"Pocock,” said Comrade Creswell "is 

as everyone knows, a political tool of 
Lieut. Coles, and that is the reason for 
this unfair play." He added that in­
stead of the men acting like great war 
.veterans at their meetings they were 
'like a bunch of school children at Sun­
day school with the president as teach­
er. He said that he was there to fight 
from Monday until Saturday, and then 
again on Sunday to see that every re­
turned man gets a fair crack of the 
whip. ,

Comrade Capewell was then elected 
secretary for the time being, until an­
other meeting should be called, at 
which all the officers could be elected. 
Comrade Capewell stated that he had 
also been treated unjustly by the G. W. 
V. A., as he has canvassed this city 
and obtained money to enable the or­
ganization to purchase furniture for 
their new home, and then when the 
house committee was elected he was 
left of f it. He thought that all possible 
should be done to bring an end to such 
actions, and the following resolution 
was read:

"That whereas a great deal of 
dissatisfaction has been occasioned 
by the action of the London branch 
of the Great War Veterans’ As­
sociation in overriding the con­
stitution of the association through 
allowing associate members to the 
same privileges as the active mem­
bers. and

"Whereas. It is expedient and 
advisable for the welfare of the 
men who have seen actual service 
in this great war that they band 
together in an harmonious or­
ganization in order to preserve 
those bonds of fellowship acquired 
by long association under fire, and

"Be it hereby resolved that those 
present and whose names are ap­
pended become the charter mem­
bers of a new organization of men 
who have actually seen active ser­
vice. and

"Be it further resolved that 
provisional officers be elected and 
a committee be appointed to draw 
up a constitution and to nominate 
a slate of officers who will stand 
for office and who are acceptable 
to the members, and to carry 
through the provisional organiza­
tion of this new organization and 
to report to the next meeting duly 
called by the provisional chairman 
through the press."

Allowed to Stand Over.
This resolution was left to stand over 

until the next meeting. Sergt-Major 
Rawlings stated that the above resolu­
tions should be put through in the best 
way, leaving politics and religion aside 
and having the men stand together as 
they did in the front line trenches. 
The speaker said that the G.W.V.A. 
was the finest organization in Canada, 
and that they should stand by it, but 
oust the local branch, which was a 
disgrace to the Dominion.

Col. Nelson was called upon to speak, 
but wished to take no active part in

"The spirit of the men who are fight­

ing our battles at the front or engaged 
in any kind of active service is superb. 
In the midst of all the horrors of war 
one finds humor predominating, al­
though there are some romantic young 
chaps who get the blues occasionally, 
but as a whole, cheer is written in large 
letters along the battle line," said 
Lieut.-Col. (Rev.) H. Emsley, who has 
recently returned from active service 
at the front, in the Dundas Centre 
Methodist Church on Sunday evening.

Hard to Fight G.W.V.A.
Sergt. Joseph said that the meeting 

had been started in a poor way. and 
that in his estimation it was more of 
an indignation meeting than an organi­
zation meeting. The men should have 
some strong basis to start on, as the 
G.W.V.A. was a strong institution, and 
it would be hard to fight it. He pro­
posed that the men start at club com­
posed entirely of veterans of the great 
war, as he thought that it was a bad 
policy to knock anyone, and that was 
what the men were doing in working 
against the G.W.V.A. Sergt. Joseph 
proposed a resolution to start a new 
organization, and it was unanimously 
passed.

Capt. Shuttleworth then moved an 
amendment to Sergt. Joseph’s motion 
that the men carry the first resolution, 
saying that the only reason that the 
men were used in the way that they 
were was because they would not fight 
for their rights, and that if all of those 
present would assume a different atti­
tude and go to the meetings of the 
G.W.V.A. In a body, they would get 
what they wanted if they stood up and 
fought for it. He stated that the 
G.W.V.A. was a good organization, and 
that it was foolish to break away from 
it. "Pocock," said he, "is a good man, 
and he deserves credit for the work 
that he has done and not one man 
present at this meeting could handle 
the affairs to better advantage. So hang 
onto the G.W.V.A. and get to their 
meetings and swing them.”

Must Have Credentials.
After considerable discussion it was 

found that the men could not go to the 
G.W.V.A. convention at Toronto unless 
they represented some body, so it was 
decided to call Col. Coles up on the 
phone and find out if he would indorse 
a motion so that the men could appear 
before the convention at Toronto. This 
was done, as well as asking Lieut.-Col. 
Coles to come to the meeting. Although 
he was unable to attend, he said that 
the men could send delegates to the 
convention, "50 if they wanted to.”

After speeches by J. E. Greeves, 
Sergt. Rawling, Sergt. Capewell, Sergt. 
F. Young and Col. Nelson, it was finally 
decided to adopt Capt. Shuttleworth’s 
amendment, which later became a mo­
tion upon the withdrawal of Sergt. 
Joseph's motion, after the latter heard 
Col. Coles’ remarks. It was also de­
cided to send the two delegates. Grieves 
and Capewell, who are in good standing 
with the G.W.V.A., to Toronto to 
attend the convention. at which the 
resolution, given in full at the begin­
ning of the article, will be read. The 
expenses of the men will be paid by 
the men present at the meeting Satur­
day. Upon their return the delegates 
will report to the men at a meeting, 
and if their resolution is accepted and 
acted on all will be declared well and 
good, but if they are turned down the 
men will act at once and form an 
organization and commence business in 
full swing.

Shortage Will Be Experienced 
When Cutting-Down 

Order Comes.ROLL
Served with Peters Ice 

Cream.
ST. THOMAS, July 21.—Unless some 

other means of obtaining the necessary 
energy is obtained, a number of St. 
Thomas industries will find it necessary 
to either close up their plants or In­
stall steam power in the fall of this 
year, owing to the great shortage of 
hydro-electric power.

It is said that at the present time, 
despite the order from the controller 
that no more industries, buildings or 
stores be supplied with hydro, there are 
still a number, on the plea. of absolute 
necessity, who have been added to 
the already large list of users in this 
city, which means that when the order 
for cutting down on the amount of 
power used in this district comes, as 
it inevitably will, according to local 
hydro officials, these Industrial con­
cerns will either have to install steam 
or close up.

Electrical men maintain that St. 
Thomas has throughout the power 
shortage been extremely fortunate, and 
consequently does not feel the great 
necessity for conservation of power. 
Not realizing the extent of the short­
age, it naturally follows that the same 
economy is not practiced.

The new factory, formerly known as 
the Thomas Bros. Company, but now 
operating under the name of the Elgin 
Manufacturing Company, has already 
decided to Install an up-to-date steam 
power plant, in order that it may not 
find it necessary to close up. Up till 
the present time, the only reason for 
this industry not being in full swing 
is the fact that it found it Impossible 
to obtain the necessary power to do so.

STRATFORD, July 21.—On a charge 
of concealing a deserter, knowing him 
to be such, Mrs. Harry Deltrick, South 
Easthope, was committed for trial by 
Police Magistrate Makins Saturday. 
The principal witness was Pte. Adam 
Hartmann, brother of the accused, who 
admitted deserting. His story was 
gathered with the greatest difficulty, 
the apparent desire on his part being 
to retain any information which might 
involve his sister. Sergt. Wray of 
London and Constable Feick of Tavis­
tock also gave evidence.

Hartmann, it appears, had been a 
machinist in Galt. He applied for ex­
emption, was refused and ordered to 
report on January 5 of this year. He 
said an accident prevented him doing 
so, and this was conveyed to the au­
thorities in a letter by his sister. He 
was arrested by the authorities at 
Kitchener later and taken to London, 
where he signed attestation papers. He 
was given a uniform subsequently. On 
April 11 he deserted. On June 7 he 
was arrested at the home of his sister 
by Sergt. Wray of London.

When Crown-Attorney McPherson 
questioned the witness about the dis­
posal of his military clothes, there was 
great reluctance in answering. On one 
occasion he replied, "I am not answer­
ing the question.” Finally, however, he 
said that he had changed his clothes 
at his brother's in New Hamburg, but 
his brother did not see him. Later he 
went to Mrs. Deitrick’s home in South 
Easthope, dressed in civilian clothes. 
During the time he was there he slept 
most of the time in the barn, though 
he had most of his meals in the house.

"Did you have a house in the hay 
mow?” asked the crown, to which the 
witness replied in the affirmative. He 
said he was hiding from the military 
police and admitted that he and his 
sister had conversation about the mat­
ter. Mr. Deltrick had never objected 
to his being there.

Sergt. Wray of London told of arrest­
ing Hartmann at Mrs. Deitricks’ on 
June 7. He had been working in the 
fields with another man. Wray said 
that Hartmann admitted deserting. Mrs. 
Deitrick, he said, did not seem to 
realize her position and the seriousness 
of the charge which might be laid 
against her.

Constable Feick coroborated the evi­
dence of the previous witness.

tences like that, do not get worried.

"The great care, physical and spirit- 
ual is given to these lads over there.
