British Monarchy Works
With Admirable Effect

“Most of us are convinced supporters

Iﬂf the system of constitutional mon-
archy, because we have seen the ad-
vantage of having a hereditary rather
than any elected head of the state,”
adds the New Statesman. ‘British
political philosophy, even when it is
republican, can find no room for a
head of the state having such powers
as are granted, for example, to an Am-
erican president.

“If we were ever to choose a pres-
ident, we should choose him as a figure-
head, not as a ruler, and should probably
grant him even smaller powers than
are accorded to the presidents of
France and Germany. Our traditional
and deep-rooted conception of a gov-
ernment responsible only to parliament,
and primarily to the house of com-
mons, excludes the possibility of any
active power being conceded either to a
president or to a king.

“This being &0, no one in this coun-
try desires in practice any change in
the direction of republicanism. There
would be no advantage in substituting
election for heredity in the choice of a
man whose duty is to represent the
dignity rather than the power of the
state: and there would be plain dis-
advantages.

“It would, to say the least, be diffi-
cult to discover by means of a popular
vote any great figurehead who would
understand the obligations and limita-
tions of his office so well as they have
been understood, in precept and prac-
tice alike, by Queen Victoria and her
descendants. Our hereditary monarchs
are trained from childhood to appreciate
not only the broad duties but the
subtleties of the great office which in
due course they are to fill.

“There is no danger of any of them
attempting to usurp functions which in
a democratic country cannot belong to
the head of the state. They are able,
moreover, to win the personal respect
and affection of their subjects, wholly
irrespective of party sentiment, as nc
president ever could unless he had no

““And this consideration is of quite
peculiar importance in relation to that
great agglomeration of
makes up the British Empire. It is
of such an agglomeration should enjoy
the confidence and respect of his sub-
jects, but that his office should be in-
vested with the greatest possible
glamor and prestige—such as cannot be
won by ‘elected persons.’

“The British monarchy is essentially
empirical device, and as such 1t
works admirably. It embodies the
principle of ‘dignity without power’
more successfully than any other device
that has ever been proposed.

“All hereditary offices, of course, in-
volve certain drawbacks. We connot be
perfectly sure that all the future de-
scendants of King George V. will recog-
nize the essential conditions of their
constitutional tenure as clearly as he
and his immmediate predecessors have
understood them. But we can see no
present ground for alarm on that score.

“Certain misgivings have been rather
freely expressed lately, even in the most
conservative quarters, about the char-
acter and activities of the present heir
to the throne. But these misgivings
seem to us to be exaggerated. They
are nothing beside the things that were
openly and widely said about the
princes who subsequently became those
excellent constitutional monarchs,
Willilam IV. and Edward VIIL

“The fact that the Prince of Wales
falls over a fence from time to time,
or plays the part of a girl in short
sorts in a charade, affords no ground
for supposing that he will not listen to
the advice of his prime ministers, or
that he will fail when he is older to
behave with that dignity which kings,
if not princes, must maintain.

“He has earned, at any rate, even by
his tumbles, a popularity which he can
turn one day to excellent account if he
knows how to do it; and the knowledge
of how to do it appears to be a tradi-
tional knack among most of the de-
scendants of ‘Albert the Good.””

Most United Churches Either
Beyond or Close to
Objective.

Relief of Needy Is Given by Children at Special Christmas Ser-
vices in City Churches—Carol Singing, Cift Giving,
Baptisms Mark United Church Programs.

Yesterday was White Gift Sunday in
many of the churches of the city.

The service, believed by many to be
one of the most beautiful in the whole
calendar of services, centers around the
children of the congregation bringing
gifts of food and clothing for the re-
lief of the poor and less privileged
children, catching the spirit of Christ-
mas in doing something for others.

The practice of the White Gift Sun-
day was more general in the Anglican
and the former Methodist church than
any of the other denominations, and
thus those churches which have now |
become units of the United church of
Canada continue the practical service,
though former Presbyterian churches
also had similar services yesterday.

United churches which held White
Gift services yesterday, either at the
regular Sunday school hour or at the
morning service, were as follows: Cal-
vary, Wesley, Empress, Wellington
street, Metropolitan, Centennial, Col-
borne street, Knox and King street
churches.

Fully 200 boys and girls participated
in the White Gift service held at Knox
church yesterday morning, with the
result that an abundance of good things
will be distributed to the poor of the
city today. Marching in line, the chil-
dren placed their gifts on tables and
in baskets arranged in front of the|
pulpit and then they proceeded to the |
gallery of the church, where they sang
carols.

St. Andrew’s and Metropolitan
churches both realized their individual
objective of $14,000, thus giving a fine
lead to the whole campaign in the city.
First and Wesley churches, subscrib-
ing $5,615 and $6,174 respectively, also
did well, while Dundas Center church
has raised $6,300 to date toward its
$7,741 allocation.

Far Over Objective.

Colborne street has raised $3,800, go-
ing far over its objective of $2,005, and
confidently expects to reach §4,000 be-
fore the close of the campaign. The
campaign is proceeding in Pilgrim
church to raise $500, and in Welling- |
ton street church to raise $1,821, but|
figures are not available yet from those
churches.

Believing W. Murrell Dead

Officials Have Ground For '

Brother,
| Penalty, Said To Have Ad-
mitted *Bumping Him Of.”

REVEALED AT JAIL

Is William Murrell member of the
Melbourne bandit gang, still success-
fully evading the police, with a price
upon his head, or is he long since dead,
the victim of a bullet fired by his own
brother, Syd.?

An official secret of more than or-

dinary ‘interest was revealed at the
court house today in the statement that
Syd. Murrell while awaiting the day
of his own execution, partly lifted the
curtain on the mystery of his brother’s
case.
{ “Syd. Murrell after he was brought
3bm‘k from California to await trial for
{ the murder of Russell Campbell at
Melbourne was one of the most trouble-
some prisoners ever held in an Ontario
jail,”’ one of his guards told The Adver-
tiser, in confirming the report today.

“He was quarrelsome and defiant in
the extreme and more than once at-
tacked his guards, relying on his prow-
ess as a semi-professional pugilist.
These facts were not revealed at the
time lest he should be prejudiced in
the public mind before his trial.
Finally, however, it became necessary
to have the issue out with him and
that battle in the cells ended in his
complete mastery. During the heat of
his anger, however, Murrell, who was
much given to rash revelations when
in a passion, shouted that the police
could make up their minds that they
would never get BilL

Hints at Murder.

“‘I bumped him off,” he shouted in
his anger, but before more could be
got fronr him he seemed to realize that
he had talked too much and he sank
into a sullen silence. For the next
three days he scarcely spoke a word.
Repeated efforts were afterwards made
to revive conversation on that point,
but he refused absolutely to discuss his
brother or to admit that he had made
any mention of him since his own ar-
rest.” .

In police circles there is a division of
opinion as to whether or not d.’s
angry statement should be believed.
Some who were most intimately asso-
ciated with Syd. Murrell up until the
day of his execution .claim that they
are convinced that Bill Murrell is dead,
and that he died by violence after a
gangster's quarrel in which he was
opposed by his Dbrother.

Others are more inclined to belie\'_e
that Bill Murrell was the man identi-
fied by photographs a few months ago
as a mystericus waiter at a convales-
cent home on the Hudson river north
of New York city. That Syd. Murrell
made such a statement is not doubted.
but the opposing suggestion is that

!London Township Share
County Rate Is Two, Mills

Lower.

Miss Mary Grant, clerk and treas-
urer of London township, signed a check
for $52,910.85 this morning and sent it
on to the office of Capt. Tom Robson,
county treasurer. This amount is the
share of London township in the county
rate for the year 1923.

The mill rate for the township
one and two-tenths
that of last year, said Miss Grant .to-
day, and the township share in the
county rate is two mills on the dollar
less than it was for 1924. This change
is due to the different system inaugur-
ated for the maintenance of the roads
throughout the township. Statute labor
was abolished and a one-mill levy made
instead.

London township
forthcoming municipal elections as to
whether it will retain this system or
go back to the old statute labor method.
municipalities in Ontario are doing their
road work under the new system,
whereby the township levies a tax on
the ratepayers and the provincial gov-
ernment refunds 30 per cent of the cost
of labor and material and 50 per cent
of the cost of road machinery and sal-
ary of the road superintendent.

The council of the township of Lon-
don fells, however, says Miss Grant,
that the people of the township should
be given an opportunity to express
their opinion in the matter, although to
go back to the old statute labor con-
ditions would mean that London town-
ship would have to pay 100 per cent
of the money spent. The provincial
government absolutely refuses to grant
a cent of refund where the statute
abor system is in force, says Miss
Grant. The provincial officials feel that
the old system is an antiquated and
costly one.
